About fifiy had the happiness of receiving Confic-
mation from his hands. [n the afterncon his Lord-
ship examined the children ia the catectizsm, and
seemed well pleased with the readiness wilh which
they answered Bis every question. After distribut-
ing rosaries and pictures among the children, the
bishop addressed the congrepation, He spoke of
the mission twenty years ago— what it wesshen, and
what through the mercy of God, it is now. Divine
Providence had given them many graces,many bless-
inge, and soany favors. Alludicg to the good sud
victuous famiiy (atill resident at Kesilworth) who
are the founders of the mission, the bizhop said that
they were, under God, the cause of the blessings the
congrepation enjoyed. The mission was in a very
satisfactery condition, and he praged that it so
might continue, They bad a pious and learned
priest, whom they were to consult in all their doubts
and dificulties, - He cancluded by beggiag the Al-
mighty to continne to bless the congregation of St.

IX.~Roman Cuthelics and Dissenlers in Loadon,—
There are few questions upom which there exists a
greater variety of opinion, and with regard to which
such contradic.ory statements are publisked; as upon
the increase of Roman Catholicism in the metropolis. |
There are those on one hand who believe that it bas:
mede no progress at all, aad thet the rumours of
* convergions,’ aad even those Roman Cstholic build-
ings which have of late years sprung up in such
abundance arozad us, are rot to be tsken ag proofs
of such an increage in the anmbers of Roman Cathe-
lica as the latter at least geem to:indicate. Others
kelieve without donbting that the Reman Church:is
eitently and energetically spreading its ramificatiens
over the metiopolis, and that there ie hardly a housge-
hold of any tespectability in which ils agents, in
some form or other, have not contrived 1o getsa
footing; while there are persons who go so far as to
assert that maay of the Protestant clergy themseives
are the direct -emissariea of Rome, doing her work,
and doing it <ousciously—nay, doing it under com-
pact — while receiving the pay of the natfonal
Church, We believe that the trutk will he fourd to
lie between these extreme views. Notonly haa the
Church of Reome gained grousd in London, but it
i3 ‘steadily progressing, even a4 the present time,
though by ne .means et such a rate, except in certain
pariabes, ag to occasion the glightest danger to the
Proteatant cause, if only a :moderate amouat of
energy aund good will.is shown by the Reformed de-
nominations in secuniag their flecks within their own
folds. We kave already stated our belief that the
fact of a clergyman holding High or Low Church
views igs not in any manoner whatever nececaarily
connected with the increase of Romanism amoog his
con gregation, but that such increase is owing rather
to the lack of a sufficient staff of the Protestant
clergy to repel it3 advances, or to the apathy or ine
efficlency of the inozmbent,.or, as may be esnecially
shown in some weaithy districts, to that mysterious
want of power in the clergy of the Chuieh of Eng-
lacd over the mingg of the rich and icfluential of
their parishionera. And that this view is not with-
out some basig in fact, will -be seen when we have
described the present relative positions of the Ro-
wan and Anglican Churches in the wealthy, aristo-
cratic, and populous parish of Kensington, compris-
10g as it does the three wards of Notting-hill, Ken-
siogton, snd Brompton.

Formerly, for the accommodation of the whole of
the Roman Qatholica of this parisk, there was but
one small chapel near the High-street, which ap-
peared amply suffcient for the members of that
creed. But ten or twelve years ago a Roman Ca-
tholic builder purchased, al &n enormous price, &
plat of ground sbout thyes acres in extent beside the
church of the Holy Triaity, Brompton. For a time
congiderable mystery prevailed a3 to the use it was
to be applied to; but, shortly after the buildings
were commenced, they were discovered to ba for the
futare resideace and church of the Oratorian Fa-
thers, thep established in the King William-sirees,
As soon as & portion of the building was
finished the Fathars removed to it from their former
dwelling ; and the chapel, a emall and commodious
erection, was opened for divine service. At first the
congregation was of the scantiest description ; even
on Sundays at high mass, small as the chapel wag, it
was frequently only half filled, while. on week days,
at many of the services it was pno uncommon cir-
cumstance to find the nttemdance scarcely more
numerous ‘than the number of priests serving at the
altar. By degrees the congregation increased, till
the chapel was found too small for their ccommo-
dation, and extensive additions were made to it ; but |
these agaia were soon-filled 0 overflowing, ard tur-
ther alterations bad to be wede, till at last the build=-
ing wes capable.of holding witbout dilicnity from
2,000 to ‘2,500 ‘persons. It is' cow frequently so
crowded at bigh mass that it ig difficult for za in-
dividual enteriog it ‘afier the commencement of the
service to find even standing room. - Ta the mean-:
time the mounastery. itself, if that is the proper term,
was completed —a splendid Appearance it presénts—
and we believe ia now fully occupied.  The Romsan
Catholic population in the pariah, or mission, under.

man . Catholic institutions in; Kensington, that a
gereral rush had been made upon that parish, aad
that the surrounding districts were comparatively
free from Roman Catholics. .Such, however, is very
far from being the case, In the union of Falbam
and Hammersmith we have the Rowan QCatholic
Church.of St. Thomas of Oanterbury, the Church of
the Holy Trinity, Brook green, and the Church of
Oar Lady of Grace, Turnham-green. Of tsonag-
teries there are the St. Mary’s Trainiog College and
the Brothers of Mercy, and for ladies there ig the
Order of the Good Shepherd. Of charities snd
schools they have the Holy Trinity Almshouses on
Brook-green, a Home for Aged Females, a Refuge
for Female Penitents, moat admirably managed and
producing a most beneficial effect, an excellent Re.
formatory for Criminal Boys, the large Industrial
Schools of St. Vincent de Paul, and a Home, Saint
Joseph's, for Destituté Boys. ‘. In Bayswater there j3
the Church of Sr. Mury’s of the Angels (of which
the celebrated Dr. Manning is the superior), and the
Convent of Notre Dame de Sion. In Chelsea thers
is the Church of St. Msry's, Cadogan-terrace, & con-
vent for the Sigters of Mercy, another for the Third
rder of Servites, as well as two well conducted and
numerously attended schools,

Such beiog the increase of the Roman Cathalics
in Kensgington, let us now inquire how it has arisen.
No doubt & vast number of families holaiog a re-
spectable position in society have immigrated into
the parish, for the purpose of being near the parti-
cuiar chorches or clergy they wish to attend, and
this wi:l of course, account 10 a great extent for the
inerease in their congregations. But although there
has been indisputably an immigration of Roman
Catholic families of reapectabilily into the neighbor-
hoad, there has been none whatever, for many years
pust, of the working classes, for the simple reasaa
that no dwellings could be found for them, In Xen-.
sington, 88 in many other districts, every excuse far
the destruction of the homes of the poor i3 eapgerly
seized, wnd different localittes in it are now as
densely crowded as the worst parts of the Borough
or Holborn. Now, if the enatmous sumber of chil-
dren under the instruction of Roman Catholic teach-
ers be compared with those in their schools ten
years since, to what sball we attribute this vast
sugmentation of pupils? . We bave showan it bas
rot been caused by imumigration, and therefore thers
is but one couclusion to be arrived at, aad that is,
that it has been occasioned by successful proselyt-
ism, If thatis the case, on wkom shall we cast the
blame ? It will naturally be said, and with & good
deal of justice, that the clergy of the Church of
England are a zealous, hard-working body of wen,
and that the number of Roman Catuclic teackers
and lay assistants is a0t only greatly superior in
proportion to the number of their congregations, but
that they are positively far more numerous tham all
the Protestant clergy put togeiber, and that their
energy i3 in proportion. This we will admit, and
yet. there remains something unacconnted for.—
These Roman Catholic churches, achools, and con-
ventd, cannot be carried on -without money, and
from what sources can they receive it if not from the
wealthier members of their creed ? If Lhen the Ro-
man Oatholic priests are thug able to impress upon
their wealthier co.religionists the necessity of main-
taining their religion in & maauner corresponding
with the magnrficence of their ceremonies, how is it
that 1ke clergy of the Chureh of Eugland bave not a
similar hold on the liberality of their congregations ?
In no parish iv England, in proportion to ita popu-
lation, can wealthier members of the Zstablished
Church be found tbam in this. Its rental has for
years past increased at an average of £50,000 a
year, and is litely to go on augmenting at a still
larger ratio, from the immense number of magaifi-
cent mausions now in course of ereclion Itisal-
most impoesible to find a newly-built house in Ken-
sington at & less rental than £250 & year, and some
reach to double and treble that amonnt., With this
enormous ‘ealth in the hands of membersof the
Church of Eagland— for very few Roman Catholic
families 1chabit larger houses—there should not be
any difficulty in raising mouney sufficient to put the
working machioery of the Church of England in that
perish on as efficient a footing as that of the Roman
Catholics. To do so would require scarcely a
larger subscription than would be equivalent to &
half-penny ia the pound on the rating of the parish.
Apd here we may observe that the dunger to tha Es-
tablished Churck in Kensingon, great ns it may be
from the advance of Romenism, is nothing when
compared with that to be feared from the energy of
the Dissenters, We found, on application at the
different British and Dissenting schools in the parish
that no fewer than 2,000 Protestant children are
now being educated in principles adverse to 1bp
Church establishment. The following are the num-
bers of the whole of the children of the working po-
pulation of Kensington receiring their education in
different schools :

.painful duty to announce the demise of one of our
few remaining old English Catbolies, Sir William
Lawson, Burt., of Brough Hall, Catterick, Yorkshire,
who departed this life at his aocestral residence on
Thursday, June 22, Sir William had loog been in a
state aof impaired heaith, but noc eo ill s tu cauze
serious alarm to his family, The English Catholic
public and society sustain a severe loss in his death.
Anpd yet no country gentleman could be more be-
joved by his neighbors without distinction of creed.
Sir William Lawson was & Csatholic of the old
Catholic school. Nothing that wag Catholic was
indifferent to him. He identified his religion with
himself and himself with his religion. His works
survive bim. He was s munificent gupporter of al-
most every Catholic charitable work ia his own
neighborhood or in London, and the chureh and
achools which he erected at Brovgh will perpetuats
bis memory. He was the second son of the late
John Wright, Esq., of Kelvedon, Essex, by the
daughter and co-beir of Sir Jobn Lawson, Bart., of
Brough Hall. He was born in 1796, at Middleton
Lodge, Middleton Tyas, Yorkshire, and mrrried,
1825, Glarinda, only daughter acd heiress of Jahn
Lawson, Esg., M.D., of York, {(who bad he sur-
vived 8ic Heary Lawson, the last Baronet of the
line, would have inberited the title and family es-
tates.) In May, 1834, Mr. William Wright assumed
by royal licence the name of Lawgen in lien of his
patrooymic, upon succeeding to the estates of his
maternal geandfather, Sic Johr Lawsou, Bart, He
was created a Baropet in August, 1841, He wag ap-
pointed & Deputy-Licutenant of Yorkshire in 1844.

Two very distressing death by drowning happened
on the 22nd ult. io Morecambe Bay, near Lancaster.

Without be-
lieving thaet a° higher tone of moral sentimest in
general prevails in the Siate of New York, we are
devoutly thanktul that this floodgate of 1mmomh4.y
has not been opeced upon us by an easy dissolution
of the marriage tie. We are solemnly convinced
that those statea which have enacted laws in direct
opposition to the divine law, the law of the Bible,
on this subject, have committed a grievous wrong

Ravaass oy Tue Minge.—This destructive foe of
the wheat crop has made i1s appearance in various
localities in this region, and commenced its depre-
dations with an eoergy that threatens total annibi- }
lation of the crop in whole sections. A gentleman
who haa made the tour of the townships of Chingea-
cousy. E:quesing, aud Nassagaweya reports that the
crop in these places will prove almost an utier fail-
ure ; the standiog graio preseuts a heaithy and beau-
tifal appearance, but on close examination it is dis-
covered that the heads are only empty shockd, the
kernels baving been consumed by tie des‘roying in-
sect.—Whole fields are found in this condition, and
it would be impossible to discover a single head that
had escaped unhrrmed. The midge-proof wheat,
which has been sown {n small parcels by furmers in
the townships mentioneq, rather in the way of expe-
riment, bas stood the 1est well, and afler the experi-
ence of the present season it is probable that farmers
generally will furego the coonsideration of a little
extra expense in procuring this seed. Through the
county of Wentworth the damsage 1oflicled by the
midge has not been as general, ag we ate led 10 be-
lisve by the reports received from various sections.—

‘M, Kelseilf, who had gnited Russia, not in consequ-
ence of any political trouble, but bscause he was dis-
contented with the existing order of things, weat to
London, aod took an active part in the revelutionary
propaganda of M, Eertzen. He started & paper there
addressed specially to Russisps disaffected toward

ties of the empire. With a viaw of orgenizing the
spread of s doctrices, M, Keloiefi visited ‘Russia
under an assumed name,and with a Turkish pags-
port. While there, it seems, M, Solovievitch and his
fellow prisoners gave him shelter and protection. On
his return to London he endeavoured to organize a
plan-for obtaining the concurrence of the religious
dissenters among the revolutionary party in Austria.

The mode of life, utterly opposed to all
rules of dietetic prudence, pursued by these crowded
masses for ten to fifteen days at the holy places,
yearly entails a number of diseases, to which many
are sacrificed, This yeas the cholers,or,as the govern-
ment prefers to eall it, cholerina, was added to the
customary pests, and is said to bave ecarried off
twenty thousand people at Meces, and upon Gebel
Ararat within the short spaco of two moaths, Pri-
vate accounts place the loss of pilgrim life at one
hundred thousand—ac estimate obvioualy exaggera-
ted, and thess do not inglude the deaths by cholera.
We in Alexandria bave nomore exact details as to
this terrible drams, which made no extraordipary
impreasior upon the pilgrim themselves,who, jn their
religious fanaticigm, believe avery one cartain of Pa-
redise who dies during the pilgrimage. The coun-
try beisg at all times joaccessible to Evropean me-
dical men, the meagre reports we have are derived
from a few Egyptisn military surgeons, ordered by
the government to accompany the pilgrims from
Egypt. :

A HosrisLe Storv oF THE SantTary CoxpITioN OF
ALEXANDRIA.— Seven Hundred Curcasses of Cattle m
the Nile Cunal,—The Italian steamer Principe Tom-
mago and the Austrian gteamer Marco Polo are now
in the Theresa Lazatte, Their passengers (152 in
number) are lodged in the Liazarette guarters as
well ag circumstances permit. All are perfectly
healtby, and notwithstanding the great overcrowd-
ing in both vessels—the Italian steamer having
brought one hundred and seventy-three passengers
to Ancoos, while the Marco Polo wa3 crammed with
one hundred and five—not & single case of serions
illuess occurred during the voyage. All contrary
reporta are stupid or malicious inventions. Several
travellers, however concur in admitting that cholera
prevails at Alexacdria to s great degree, and that
the majority of the cases have a fatal is3ue ; but the
causes of this are purely local, and mainly attribut-
ble to the wretched sanitary condition of the town.
Above geven hundred carcases of cattle are said to
belying in the Nile canal slone, and the water from
thia source supplies the inhabitahts, A letter from
Aleseodria on the 19th ipstant says: *' The mea-
gures takexn by the governmens have proved entirely
useless to meet the extent of the evil, the first case
of which was observed here on the 10th or 11th ult.
The disease prevailed firat in the north-west suburbs,
near the raiiway station, which are inbabited by
gome twenty thousand Arabs, Greeks, and Maltese,
all belonging to the loweat class. 1tis remarkable
that the epidemic has hitherto omly attacked the
Port of Alexandria, whils bot and populous OCairo,
together with the internal porticn of the country,
hag remaired entirely free. During the first few
dayg 4-3 to 8 persons died daily, then the deaths rose
to 30-39, and on the 17th sixty-one fatal cases were
repocted,

—!the Governmant’ makes political issue of life or

death egainst three heir-brained boys and 8 poor
woman that kept & bearding bhouse for indifferent
guests in Wasnington. We call it & political izsue.
A militery issue it cannot be called, for the war, and
all its vulgar parade is over—except the tardy pay-
ing off and mustering out of troops, snd -ovations to
all Generals. All the usurped, or Assumed, or.de-
bated ¢ war-powers' had fallen with the close of the
war. Pile Holt ou Hun'er, and on Holt jile Bing-
ham with Burnett, and it changea not the fact. A
hundred pairs of epaulettes on carcases that, during
the war, ran away from the front of Lee, Johoston,
Beauregard, &c.,and got themselves put in charge
of prisous, and on Military Commissions—or never
smelt powder at all—can't change it! The war is
over! All the powers that were claimed as *war-
powerd' fell, or by the mast extravagant extension of
unconstitutional interpretations, cught to have fal-
len, with the war.

With others, we were resting in an asssured con-
viction that Mr. President Jobnson iutended to set
aside the action of the Military Commission of which
Gen. Hunter was President, and Joe Holt manager,
on the ground that it was wholly unwarranted by
law. We had information—delusive it seems—~that
President Johnsoa had intimated such & purpose.

The contrary result is shocking beyond measure,
The only explanation of it is that the laws of the
land, by whick, aloue these unhappy peopls ought to
have been tried, would not hare exscuted the bloody
vengeance of death upon them,

To call these political wurders, and to prove them
guch, it i3 not necessary to enter into the guestion of
tbe degree of guilt, or exemptuess from guilt, of any
of those that were hanged. We rest the charge on
the fact that the Military Oommission that pretended
‘to try them wae an unlawful and utterly incompe-
tent body, At the minesof Colorado, and other wild
and unsettled regious, what are ealled Vigilance
Committees, are 8 uvecessity scmetimes. Society is
not regularly organised, and men must protect them-
selves. Therude justice that they execule we are
prepared sometimes to defend, sometimes to excuse,
But; there has been no palliation for Military Com-
missions to ait on the trial of any one for life or li-
berty ia Washington. If military persons or camp-
followers, are to ba tried for military oFences, then
not a Military Commission—of homse guard officers
in slip-shod undress—but a Court Martial, of officers
girt with their swozds, should try them by the Ar-
ticles of War—and not otherwise. Military Com-
missions, in placess where the ordinary COivil and
Crimipal Courts are sitting undisturbed, are but
conspiracies of lawless men, and hangings dome at
their bidding are murders of persons, who if accused
of crime, have a right to be tried by the law of the
land —a jury of twelve impa:tial men, before a cours
known to the laws. )

Congress had no right to evect these Commissions
to sit on cazes of life and liberty where the courts
knowa to the [aws are in operation. But even the
feeble and unconstitutional sanction of Qongress for
such NMilitary Gommissions, wes wanting in this
Washington case.. Those Commissions Congress
enacted only during the war, ' The.war i3 all over.

Oun the morning of thig political execution a writ
of habeas corpus was served upon (eneral Han-
cock. After delay the monstrous return was made
to it, that General Hancock was acting nander the
