To Demand Rights.

“We have come,” said he, “not to
beg a favor, but as citizens of Toronto
to demand our rights. In the name of
the parents whose children this board
is charged to protect, so far as it can,
from méral ruin, parents of this city,
thruout the country and acress the
sea, we demand that the Star Theatre
be immediately closed.

“We demand it also from an econo-
mic point of view. I need not argue
that point.. It is such places as the
Star Theatre whicéh fill our insane
asylums, jails and penitentiaries, also
hospitals and graves.”

Had a Chance.

Judge Winchester reminded ex-May-
or Oliver, when the latter had made a
fow remarks, that he had once had the
opportunity of closing the Star Theatre
when he was on the police. board. His
honor recalled the fact that the’ man-
agement had been fined following &
charge laid by Rev. John Coburn. His
honor® also pointed out that at that
time he recommended to Mayor Oliver
that the license be revoked. (Applause
from half the assemblage.) *“I under-
stand that at that time the board did
not have the power to take away the
license, but we have since applied to
the legislature for the privilege,” add-

Chinese Stores
Business Methods

Curious Customs of the Tientsin
and Pekin Shop-
keepers.

e ey

The average Chinese shop of any
kind in !‘legmn and Pekin ig a one-
storey building © without. doors or
windows to the strest. The- entire
in the daytime the-shutters are re-
moved. Thése shops are 14 to 16
feet ‘'wide on the street, and the room
is not deeper than this, Three or
four feet back from the front a coun-
ger ruys, behind which there is shelv-
ng.
The storerooms are npt deeper, be-
cause of the pecullar arrahgement of
Chines? houses. The typical Chinese
house is only one-storey in height,
and is built on all four sides of
Square courtyard. If mbre room
needed, there is a second courtyard
in the rear, with a communicating
door, and so-on. The yamens or of-
ficlal residences of the various Chin-
ese officials of Tientsin are all erect-
ed in this way—one courtyard after
another surrounded by buildings all
opening into the court, §
This .traditional style of construc-
tion is followed in the shops along

usually very small, but it is there
nevertheless. The family residence of
the shopkeeper is in the rear build-
ings, or the rear rooms are used as
warehouses to keep surplus stock for
which there i not space in the main
shop.

There is in Tientsin a street about
300 yards long, between the bridge
over the Grand canal and one over
the Pelho, which was lined with shops
of all kinds. On the night of March 2
last all these shops were looted and
burned. They are now largely re-
built of brick, two storles in height,
These shops are only about 15 feet in
dep.h. "1he upper stor i  used
either for llving purposes or for stor-
age.

Shops or stores are owned either by
one individual or by a co-partnership.
Usyally the sons of the family assist
in the business. PForeign help is never
employed in them, for various rea-
sons. First, a Chinese clerk can be
employed for $5 to $8 American our-
rency per month, boarding himself
and no foreilgner could afford to work
for such wages; second, no foreigner
works -for a Chinese employer: he
would losé all caste at once. In the
shops, warehouses and offices of the
foreign concessions, clerkshipe are all
filled by Chinese, but the reverse never
happens.

Instead of window displays the shop
puts out staring signs. Vertical
signs are extremely common, the char-
acters often ibeing carved out of wood
and heavily gilded. TPhe multiplicity
and gaudiness cf the signs take the
place of window displays. Such things
as spccial “bargain days” and ‘“sales”
are, of course, unknown,

Storekeepers as a rule do not de-
liver goods. The native customer car-
ries his purchases away with him.
If a foreigner goes into a Chinese
ghop and makes g considerable--pur-
chase, the sforekeeper. wil] have it de-
livered at his hotel, but he will be ex-
pected to g.ve a gratuity to the mess-
enger. Ordinary retail sales to the
ma ses  of the  people are for cagh;
those made to the Chinese of standing
and wealth are usually on ecredit.

SIDE-TRACKING ROOSEVELT.
By one more than the required two-
thirds majority the United States

row Wilson to six years, and render
both Colonel Roosevelt and Mr. W. .

As
the present president can scarcely bé
regarded as a possible prospective
candidate, the proposal as passed by
the senate is, in-point of fact, a poli-
tical move designed to eliminate
Colonel Roosevelt from the field.

PANAMA TOLS
BEFORE SENATE

Senator Root to Lead Fight on
Friday For Equitable Ar-

rangement,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 4,—(Canadian
Press.)—The repeal of the Panama
Canal free tolls provision, proposed in
an amendment by Sénator Root to the
recently passed canal administration
law, is to be taken up Friday at a
meeting of the senate committee on
interoceanic canals. The call for the
meeting - was issued today by Chair-
man Brandegee.

Advocates of the free toll provision
for ‘American coastwise ships are pre-
pared to fight the proposed amendment
in the committee and to prevent, if
possible, its endorsement. Should the
provision be favorably reported to the
senate, it is believed it will be impos-
sible to secure final action on it during
the pending session.

It will surprise . many mothers to
learn that weeks before birth the baby’s
teeth begin to develop, and that at
birth the crowns,k of mnearly all the

teeth of the first set are hardened. It
is evident that no. tissue or structure
grows properly unless it receives pro-
per nourishment, so that the mother's
diet and digestion has much to do with
the natural development of her baby’s
teeth, Generally the teeth make their
actual appearance thru the gums when
the child is six months old. Their ap-
pearance is simply a matter of growth,
and as such teething should take place
without serfous physical disturbances.

For some reason, however, there is
often difficulty In teething. 'In order
that the teeth may emerge it is not
only necessary that the overlying tis-
sue of gum be absorbed, but little
bony cases in which the teeth are de-
veloped have to bg worked thru. This,
with the resistanée sometimes of a
thickened, swollen gum, results in a
backward pressure upon that part of
the tooth 'that is still soft; the result
is mervous irritation. I have told you
all this seemingly technical informa-
tion that you may understand some-
thing of the process of development of
a tooth, and also that you may under-

nervous drritaiion just mentioned.
Some of the nerves supply the salivary
glands and when they are irritated,
the glands expel their juices more
freely. Sometimes the action of the
glands is retarded and in thizs case the
mouth becomes dry and hot, eruptions
appear upon the face and ulcers on the
tongue and the inside of the mouth.

Bank, 14; Hamilton, 11; Imperial, 12;
Merchants’, 10; Molsons, 11; Bank of
Montreal, 12; Nova Scotia, 14; and
four other banks, Ottawa, Royal,
Standard, and Toronto, three of them
12 per cent. and one 13 per cent. I
think no ¢ne in this house can hon-
estly contend that the banks of this
qountry are not making good money
out of the people of Canada. For
my own part, I ‘have no objection
to the banks of Canada making good
money, as they render the country a
“great service; but I do not think we
should get into our heads the -idea
that the banks of this country .own
Canada, and that they  exiet sole-
!y to supply dividends to theéirshare-
holders. They are given a charter
by the parliament of Canada to ren--
der a public service. It is said by the
admirers of the Canadian banks that
we have the ‘best banking system in
the world. I think, Mr. Speaker,
that in one respect their admis-
slon' is correct; so. far as the bank-

'8 are concerned, 1 think it is for
them the best system in the world.
In any case, I ‘consider this a very
important question, and I censider
that the Bank Act is more in the in-
terest of the prosperity and greatness
of Canada than some of the things
we have been discussing in the house
for the last week or two.

4 A Good System

It 1s"my belief that the Canadian
banking system is a thoroly good one,
but -in. which = certain- weaknesses are
evident. It would be no credit—in-
decd, it -would be a sorry . reflection
on the ‘ability of Canadian financlers
—if the banking' system in this coun-
try was not as nearly perfect as hu-
man ingenuity can make ' it, Why
2 They
have - privileges in this coungry
whichi ‘the bankers of no ’eother .coun-
try enjoy. They pay.no tribute to the
government; they have lHabilities in
circulation which yleld them a: large
profit, and—the greatest privilege of
2ll—they enjoy a monopoly of the
feposits of the people. It seems to
me my hon. friend, the minister of
finance, dealt .in a cavalier fashion
with the. importance of that privil-
ege. The Bank Act before us con-
tains a clause that no individual, com-
pany, firm, or corporation can use
the word “bank” in any manner, shape
or. form. The result is that when a
charter is given to a bank in - this
country, it nakes that bank the sole
depository of - the thrift, the wealth
and the savings of the people. Such
being the case, and the depositors
being the foundation stone, as it were,
of theé success of the financial eys-
tem in this country, it is my con-
tention that the dépositors of these
banks should receive some .consider-
ation in the provisions of this hill,

Quite Different.

The banking systems of the various
countries are qulte different. That of
Canada s not the same as that of
the United States, England, - Scotland
or Germany, In all of these ‘countries
the banks have to pay to the
government a certaln amount of their
profits, or give certain other advan-
tages in the way of loans. In this
country they have to do nothing, so
far as [ can. sce, except make pro-
fits for their shareholdens, and se-
eure their carrency. We say our
System is the only perfect one. We

n hardly explain how it has arisen,

it hag developed from a cycle of

Canada .until it has rgach-

resent stage. Mr. Walker, an

in whom fmy hon. friends

am sure, have confldence,

made the following statement at
the bankers’ convention in 1893:

“In common ‘with other social de-
velopments, modern banking is ‘main-
ly the result of heredity and en-
vironment, and not of arb trary legis-
lation or the general admission In any
wide degree of settled principles in the
practice of banking.”

I am quoting this to meet, to some
extent, the argument made by wmy
hon. friend this afternoon in regard to
“the system ‘followed in connection
with ‘deposits in the State of Okla-
homa. From what I can agcertain
of the system followed in that state,
it" is evident ‘that the state banks
are required each-year to place a cer-
tain percentage of their deposits in
charge of a board consisting of the
treasurer and other officers of the
government. This is dorfe yearly until
a certain maximum is reached, and all

e banks ' are constantly respon-

ble for the fallure of any one bank.

What Sir Edmund Says. |

“The student endeav-ring to under=
stand the science of banking, seek n73
to discover some body of princ:ples
underlying © the practizco of bank'ng
thruout the world, is confused by
the radical differences between the
systems of the various nations and
the complicated nature of. the condi-
tions surrounding each of these sys-
tems. The-most cherished dogma of’
one country is rapk hervsy in an-
other. The principles suitable to an
old country, with a ipact popula-
tion, a highly developed railroa:d and-
telegraph organization for the diser.-
bution of commodities and informa-
tion, and wealth enough to be lend-
ers to othér nations, are not ap-
plicable: to a new country with a scat-
tered population, imperfect means of
distribution, and little wealth apart
from fixed property—a country, indeed,
requiring to borrow largely from- old-
er and wealthier communities.”

My argument is, and the suggestion
I have to make with regard o> ihe
amending of the Bank Act is that,
tho & system may have been tried
and may be proved a failure in any
country—and he has not proved that
it was so in the State of Oklahoma
—it does not follow that if tried in this
country it ‘'would be a fasiure.

Now, as far as [ -am concerned,
this question' is mnon-contentious. I
think the banks in Canada should
not be  ungenerous, but should have
some regard for those whd I say make
thelr prosperity possible, In ke
statement issued by the finance de-
partment on November 50, 1912, we
find that the paid-up capital of the
banks of Canada amounts to $114 -
000,000, and that the reserve amounts
to $106,000,000, That menns, as Itake
it, that during the time those
banks have been In existence they
have made out of the pzople of Can-
ada $114,000,000 in addition: to the
dividends paid to shareholders, or at
any rate a large propor~ n of it.
That shows that the people of .Can-
ada have not been ungenerous to the
banks, and it is the duty of the banks
at this time to do as they have
done in times past, . and concede
some little protection to the deposit-
ors who make thelr institutions
successful.

Go a Little Further .

Let us go a little furcher and see
what the relation. is. between -~ the
shareholders and -the depositors, for
these are - the two classes of people
who go to make’ the success of the
banks possible. In the first place
there is the. shareholder who invests
his money in th®& banke with the
view of getting a good profit, and he
has t a good profitt in Canada:
and secondly there ig the depositor
who puts his money in the bank be-
cause it is an institution chartored
by the people of Canada, and he
thinks it safe. He does so not for the
interest he expects to get, but because
he thinks that his money will be in
safe keeping until he obtains a pro-.
per place in which - to invest it. These
are the two parties most interest-
ed In the 'banking system, and what
are .the relative positions? The paid-
up capital of -the banks is, I under-
stand- $114,000,000... The deposits of
the ‘people of. Canada—I give the fig-
ures in * the rough—amount to about
$1,100,000,000. So here we have. the
shareholders putting - into. the com-
mon partnership $114,000,000, while
the depositors put into it $1,100,000,000
and receive 2% per c¢ent. in the ag-
g‘egate for what they pfit in. I
say' 2% per cent. advisedly, for tho
the banks profess to give the deposit-
ors 3 per cent, they do so on such
a stingy basis that it really amounts
to oniy 2% per cent. They pay it
out on a minimum monthly basis, and
ccensequenily it is not 3 per . cent.
But, on this $1,100,000,000 it is com-
mon knowledge that they pay on
$360,000,000 no interest whatever,

: "What Should Be Done

Such being the case; what should be
done to protect thosé people who have
contributed not one-half but seven or
eight times the amount of money that
the shareholders contribute to the
banks? HEven if you take into con-
sideration the double liability which
applies to shareholders, the depositors
have contributed to the funds of the
bank four times the amount that the
shareholders contribute, It -is- true
that the shareholders are under the
double liabllity, ‘but it has not often
been put into operation, and even if
they are called upon to meet ity they
know what is expected of them. Their
money is placed in the banks purely
as an investment and they have to
take the fortunes of war and the
chances that apply to investments.
The depositor is only placing his
money. in a depository marked by .the
parliament of Canada as a safe. de-
pository.

Bome Sympathy.

I have some sympathy with the sub-
stantive part of the address of the hon,
member for South York because I be-
lieve it would be a healthy thing for
the hanks of this country, and a prop-
er thing for this parliament, to have
a thoro investigations of the banking
system before the charters are re-
newed at the end of each »decade.

here have been rumors and iore
than rumors circulated thruout this
country in recent years that one of
the strongest banks in Canada had in-
vested in a Mexican venture $7,000,-
000. I do not know whether it is true
or not. In the Alberta legislature it
was stated that the manager of a bank
in the west had secured to himself a
large amount of money on account of
certain loans which he had made to
certain companies. These are grave
charges, and if such transactions bave
taken place, or if there is any sus-

iclon that they have taken place, the
suggestion made by the hon. member
for South York is a very good one, and
a commission appointed by this par-
lilament to investigate the banking
system in this country should g0 into
them most minutely. Such an inves-
tigation would be very much in the
interests of the people of this country.

However, I do not agree with him
when he says that the banks of Can-
ada have not tried to perfect their
system,

Now, I will refer again to the book
from which I have quoted already in
regard to the currency question. Sir
Edmund Walker thinks the

of these classes; I-am far from being
a bank-hater, altho I may be an hon-
est,” inexperienced ecitizen, 1 would
rather be a. bank-lover than a bank
hater, I think it would be a nicc
thing-to have a bank such as Sir Ed-
mund Walker has in his case.  Sir
Edmund Walker lays down four pre-
requisites of a successful banking sys-
tem and I am going to quote a little
further from this book: @

~ *“It should create a ecurrency free
from doubt as to value, readily con-
vertible ‘into specie, and answering in
volume to thie requirements of trade.
In saying this I do not wish to be un+
derstood as asserting that Dbanks

 should necessarily enjoy the right ‘to

issue notes, Whether they should or
should not issue notes: must always,
I presume, end in a discussion-as  to
expediency in the. particular country
or banking system.” S :

I think 1 should say frankly to the
minister of finance that he. has taken
a right step in advance, altho my hon.
riend does not agree with me .in re-
gard to giving incremsed elasticity to
the banking system in connection with
curréncy. [ approve of that entirely
as far as I can see it. Anything he
can. do to increase the currency of
the country in an effectlve and safe
way will meet with my hearty ap-
proval. - The second prerequisite is
this:

“It should possess the  machinery
necessary to distribute money over
the whole area of the country, so that
the smallest possible inequalities in
the rate of interest will result.”

With respect to this prerequisite of
an improved banking system, I ~ am
not going to speak of my own know-
ledge; but L do hear from members of
this house, from the east and from
the west, that there is a great inequal-
ity in the rate of interest .that is
charged between the east and the
west and the Province of Ontario. 1
am tgld by mempers of this house
that a short time ago they could bor-
row money for five per cent, and that
now they have to pay six. I gm told
by members from New Brunswick
that they have to pay six and seven
per cent., ‘whereas In Ontario we pay
six per cent, and I am told that in
the west there is no regard for that
provision of the Bank Act which says
that the banks shall only ocharge
seven per cent. interest. If that is
80 the investigation which my hon,
friend asks for would bring the mat-
iter' out and it would be atended to in
some proper way. The third pre-
requisite 1s this:

“It should supply the Ilegitimate
wants of the borrower, not merely
under ordinary circumstances, but in
times of financial stress, at least
without that curtailment which leads
to abnormal rates of interest and to
fallures.” - .

Can Be Improved. -

1 am afraid that in this respect our
banking system can be improved. But,
I am not going to deal with that, T am
going to skip that and I am going on
to what 8ir Edmund Walker states as
the fourth and last prerequisite of a
properly constituted banking system:

“It should afford the  greatest' pos-
?ible measure’ of saféty to the deposi-
or.” Mgl o Vo e

That ds a point I want to make, My
contention is ‘that under our present
banking system there is absolutely no
security to the depositors. The bank-
ers have been wise“with regard to the
currency and I'can .explain to ‘the
house, if it does not already know, as
I think it does, how it happened that
the change was made with regard to
the note circulation problem.. Up to
1880 there was no note circulation fund
whatever and even later . than that
there. was no note ecirculation fund.
But up to 1890 there was even no pri-
ority given in so far as note circula-
tion was concerned and Sir Edmund
Walker says in regard io that:

“Fhe change in 1880 was caused by
the failure of a small bank with a cir-
culation of about one hundred and
twenty-five thousand dollars, paying
all creditors, note holders included,
only fifty-seven and one-half per cent,
The change in the act now in force
was due to the demand for a currency
which would pass:over the entire Do-
minion without discount under any
circumstances.

He also says that:

“At the renewal of chartersin 1880
the circulating note was made a prior
lien upon all assets; ang at the last
renewal in 1880-the banks, at their own
suggestion, were in addition required
to:create in -two. years a guarantee
fund of five per cent. upon their cir-
culation, to be kept unimpaired, the
annual contribution, "Thowever, if the
fund is depleted, to‘be limited to one
per cent.”

Most Commendable

The action of the banks in this re-
spect was mast commendable
but. if = thelr action in that
respect was commendable and.4f
they changed their system because a
small chartered bank with -a eapital of
$120,000 failed, they should look to {t
and consider hew  many banks have
failed, how mniuch money depositors
have lost and how many have failed
since the last rgnewal of the charter,
Since 1891, if 1 read the record right,
nine banks hawg failed in Canada.
Since the last renewal five banks have
failed. Let us take the whole coun-
try since Confederation, 1867, in re-
gard to the fallures of banks and see
how the -depositors have been treated
as a result of those failures. hon.
friend the minister of finance made a
point this afternoon that only one-hailf
of one per cent. had been lost by de-
positors. That\seems very small but
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iwenty-three .chartered bank have
falled. . In all ¢ases but two tlie note-

| holdeérs were paid in full. 1In the case
f the

of the Mechanics Bank of Montreal,
the noteholders were only paid 67%
per cent. and in that of the Prince
Hdward Island Bank, 569% per cent.
Let us see how the .depositors have
got along. In eleven cases out of the
twenty-three they did not get paid in
full, but they got the following
amounts: 50 per cent., 57% per cent,
¥6 per cent., 663 per cent., 10 610 per
cent., 99 2-3 per cent., 59 per cent., To14
17% per cent. From the
time of Contederation down, twenty-
three banks have failed and depositors
in about twelve or. thirteen of them
have received less than the full
amount of their deposits. The minis-
ter of finance states that the sugges-
tion which I have made to him is not
a feasible one, I cannot understand
.what the minister of finance means
when he says it is not feasible, be-
cause the suggestion is simply this:
There are $6560,000,000 of deposits in
the savings branches' of our banks.
This amount should be protected. The
banks could not last for one year un-
less these deposits were there. These
depositors should get something for
their money. The banks are making
an enormous amount out of these de-
posits and it is only  fair that you
should do in connection ‘with the de-
‘positors what you have already done
in‘ connection with the mnote redemp-
tion fund. I do ‘not say that you
should do it all in one year, but you
should *  do it as ° you did
it in the case of the note redemption
fund. You should lay asjde one per
cent. thig y2ar, one per cent. next year,
and so on until you get five per cent.,
or three per cent., or‘whatever you
think is necessary, to protect. the de-
positors who have money in our banks.
That would work no hardship what-
ever. I would even go 8o far, as to say
that when this money is'paid into the
exchequer, the bank should receive
from the consolidated revenue fund
an amount equal to the interest which
they would pay to depcsitors had it
remained in the banks. If this mopey
is put into the exchequer, the banks
should receive from the Consolidated
Revenue Fund of Canada‘an amount
equal to the interest they would pay.
if the deposits had remained in the
banks. In that case, the banks would
suffer no hardship. and at most the
only hardship, and at most banks
would be the lose they would incur
by not handling the money them-
selves. The banks have given to them
absolutely free the use of $116,000,000
of currency. for which they do not
pay one cent unless it:be two and one-
eighth’ cents per bill. which I am in-
formed 1s the cost of engraving. If the
Governmenkt  of Canada would take
[ from the banks an amount equal to say
three per cent. of their deposits, or,
as I would submit, five per’ centi—
three per cent. would amount to about
twenty: million dollars and five per
cent. would amount to thirty million
dollars—you would have ample protec-
tion for the depositors, and the coun-
try could use that money, which would
be in the way of a forced loan from
the banks at three per cent., while to-,
day the country is paying more than
that for foreign loans. If that were
done,. then regard to every bank
that exists in Canada, ‘there would
be afforded absolute protection to the
depositors, who, after all, are those
who make banking in this country a
possibility., I.et ug see if that is.not
so. There are three banks in Canada
all the depositors in which might 2ot
be protected under this system, but I
am glad to say that the depositors
in these three banks do not need pros
tection. The deposits in the savings
department of the. Bank of Montreal
are $07,000,000; Bank of Commerce
$88,000,000;
A fund of thirty miillion dollars would
nof protect” the ' depesitors-in" these
banks if they were to utterly and abso-
lutely fail, but such a thing is beyond
the range of the most vivid imagina-
tion. The next largest bank has a de-
posit of $39,000,000. the -next $34,000,-
1000 a great many of them have under
$10,000,000, and nearly all undef $30,-
000,000 in deposits. My contention is
that without injuring the elasticity of
the currency and without depleting the
country of its money. you would have
secured the depositors in every bank
in Canada, except as to the three banks
I have mendioned, and I think every
hon. member will agree with me that
the depositors in these three do not
need protection.
Favorable Arguments.

Now, what are the arguments in
favor of this scheme? The first argu-
ment ig that it i{s a fair thing to do
because the depositors are the most
important class which go to make our
banking system a success. and they
get the least out of it. The depositors
have four times at stake what the
shareholders have, even reckoning on
the double liability; the interest paid
them is small, and on that account
they should be given protection. The
Lsecond .argument in fAvor of this
scheme is, that it would do away to
some extent with the necessity for a
very close inspection of the banks.
In connection with the note redemp-
tion fund, you have provision that the
bankers’ association can pass fules and
by-laws in regard to the issue of notes
that are put in circnlation by all the
banks, and, in a certain way they have
supervision over all the banks to see
that they .are living up to the law. I
do” not see why a similar provision
should not be put in this act, giving
the bunkers’ association -further su-
pervision over the banking system and
the various banks, so that they cbuld
discover just what each bank is doing.
If each bank, the big bank and the
Httle bank, were responsible for the
deposits in all the banks, I will guar-
antee than the ‘bankers’ association
will see—the Bank of Montreal will
gee, the Bank of Commerce will see,
the Royal Bank will see——all the vari-
ous banks that form that association
will take good heed that the small
banks do not encourage what the
minister of finance spoke of as wild
fingnce, or improper bhanking, or im-
proper- practices., It will be in the in-
terests Of these larger banks to in-
form the minister of any such thing
occurring, and if his system of audit
goes thru, altho I do not approve of
it, he could immediately send an offi-
cer to look after that smaller bank,
take it in charge, and put it again on
the straight and narrow path. This
scheme would certainly make . the
bankers’ assoclation interested In see-
ing that the banks do not do improper
benking. The third reason in favor
of the proposal is, that if, by such a
system of protection, you make deposi-
tors feel absolutely safe, you will find,
I believe, that the deposits in our sav-
inge banks will increase by leaps and
bounds. I know from my own experi-
ence that the fallure of the Farmers'
Bank had a wonderful effect on the
banks in our part of the ¢ountry and
that effect remains to thie day, 1 know
that afier the Tarmers’ Bank failed,
men who would not lend their nmogey
out 01 mnorigage up to that time were
anxious to take it out of the bank and
invest it in other channels. The banks
themselves will profit, because if ab-

Arguments Against.
What are the argumentg advarced
against this proposition? One argu-

iment i8, that the big banks would be
‘compelled to/ do something for the

little banks which would be unfair to
them, becausge we are compelling them
to help to build up their competitors.
My reply to that is, that if it is in the
interest of the people of Canada that
the big banks should do this, it ig their
duty to do it and it is our duty to
compel them to do it. The big banks
of this country, and particularly the:
largest bank, has received enough care
and protection and stimulus from the
government and the people of Canada
to entitle us to demand from it any
action that is in ‘the interest of the
general banking system of thig coun-
try. As'a matter of public spirit, as a
sniall return for the advantages they
have received in times past and are
still receiving from the people of Can-
ada, they should be willing to make
some sacrifice to place the banking
system of thig country on a stronger
and firmer: ground. The next argu-
ment against it is, that hy uts. adop-
tion you are creating a false security;
but I cannot for the life of me see how
that can be possible. The government
is in no way guarantceing deposifors::

guaranteeing depositors. There: -can:
be no impression more deeply rooted
in the public mind than that which at
present exists and which was to some
extent dispzlled by the failure of the
Farmers' Bank, that the Government
of Canada, at the present time, does
absolutely guarantee depositors. What
are the facts about the Farmeis’ Bank?
Hon. members know 11 thre deplor-
able and lamentable results which fol-
lowed from the failure of that bank.
Suffered by Hundreds

The people of my district suffered
by hundreds. T have a statement from
the liquidator in which he says that
there are $100,000 of deposits and that
he has only got in some $20,000 of
double Hability. In my opinicn, from
the figures he has given, not one de-
positor in that bank will receive one
cent. One of the members of the re-
lief committee of the Farmers' Bank
told me that the loss to the Farmers’
Bank shareholders cor depositors-—I
think it was depositors—meant in the
Province of Ontario the absolite dis-
tress of six hundred families—not six
hundred men, but six hundred fami-
lles.

- - DEBTS REDUCED

.

Internationil Assets, Limited, Has
Made Good—Shareholders
Must Pay Up.

A meeting of the shareholders of the
Sovereign Bank was held yesterday at
the office of the International Assets
Company, Limited, the eompany
formed by the stockholders to con-
serve the asseis of the bank as far as
possible and to prevent liguidation.
The statement showed that since July
31, 1911, ‘the Habilities of the bank
| had Peen reduced by $436,384.38 and
that they now stand at $8,711,478.77,
of which $27,865 is represented by
notes outstanding] the balance being
practically all due to:'the Interna-
tional Assets, Limited.

It was announced at the meeting
that the ftotal ‘payments mmade by
shareholders of the bank who trans-
£erred their stock to the International
Assets, Limited, were S2.14Q,272.60. and
it was expected that an' additional
$33,000  would— be received, mak-
ing a total of about,$2,179,000. The
stock still held by “8hareholders of the
bank amounts to about’ $355,975, or
les sthan twelve per cent. of the total
amount,

The Sovereign Bank has no assets
at the present time which would pro-
duce any appreciable amount of
money, and the only oblect of putting
it into liquidation would be to collect
the double liability from the ‘twelve
per cent. of -the shareholders who
have not yet paid. The only way to
prevent liquidation is for these to
subscribe and pay for an equivalent
amount of the preferred stock of the
International Assets, Limited.
