Judge Gorham Passed Away
Saturday at Milton—
Was Mayor of Port

In the death of Judge Thomas Am-
brose Miine Gorhgm, at his residence
“Fels-garth.,” at Milton Saturday,
Halton County loses possibly its most
popular and influential citizen. Since
last Christmas Judge Gorham . had
been unable to perform his judicial
duties .,and he passed away quietly
Saturday evening. His case was diag-
ncsed .as cancer of the stomach.

Born §9 years ago in the Village of
Sparta, near St. Thomas, Ont, the late
judge, at au early age, entered the law
office of Morse, Maclennan & Downey
of this city. A few years later after
graduating he went to Winnipeg.

| where he was in the employ of the

Canadian Pacific Railway. and later
formed the law partnership of Gor-
ham & Ware at Port Arthur, where
for a number of years a successful
 practice was maintained. He was at
one 'time mayor of Port Arthur. He
was appoiuted crown attorney for
Thunder Bay district and about 12
years ago was elevated to the bench
as judge of Halton County with head-
quarters at Milton, which position he
held until his death.

Always a Liberal in politics, he was
on several occasions offered the Lib-
eral nomination for the house of com-
mons in Thunder Bay district, but al-
ways declined the honor. In religion
he was a Presbyterian and was sup-
erintendent of the Sunday school at
Miiton.

He is survived by his widow and a
little daughter. His mother is vet
alive, and a sister in Chicago and a

OTTAWA, Oct. 5.—(Can. Press.)—
The financial statement of the Domin-
fon for September shows a total ex-
penditure of $9,268,518, as compared
with $8,580,402 In the corresponding’
month, and a revenue of $15,249,258,
as agalnst $14,475,483 in September,
1912,

The consolidated revenue for the six
months of the flscal year was $86,877,-
716, an increase of $5,000,000, while the
8ix months': expenditure on that ac-
count was $48,607,091, an increase of
approximately $3,000,000. Capital out-
lays in the same period were $24,137,-
853. This is double the corresponding
period and accounted for by the pay-
ment of rallway subsidies.

“I found some of my miost profitable
victims in the best places,” he says,
without a sigh of emotion.

Spencer does not drink nor smoke
tobacco, but says that every few days
he would smoke opium. At the time
of his confission he had not had any
opium for two days and added that
when he did emoke the effect lasted
only a couple of hours, and that none
of his crimes were committed except-
ing when he was clear-headed.

No Excitement.

Robbery the Motive.

The police explained that Spencer

was being permitted to tell his story

without interruptions or suggestions. [*

Spencer admitted that robbery was his
only purpose in killing Mrs. Rexroat.
He told the police that he had killed
ten persons since his last release from
the Illinois State Penitentiary in Sep-
tember, 1912, and four, a man and a
woman and Policemen Pennell and
Devine before that. Except in the
slaying of the policemen, who Spen-
cer sald were shot by himself and a
companion named Murphy, in escap-
ing arrest for burglary, the killings
were for the purpose of robbery.

The police cannot account for all
the victimas Spencer claims to have
slain. The only victim Spencer was
able to name was Fannie C. Thomp-
son, who probably is the woman he
said he killed before he started on his
alleged career of murder.

Tried for Crime,

Luman C. Mann, the son of a
wealthy family here, was tried six
vears ago for the murder of the
Thompson woman and was acquitted
after a long and sensational trial.. The
evidence against young Mann was
circumstantial. Spencer gave a clear
account of the way he claimed to have
tied up the Thompson woman at the
time of the killing, and his recital con-
formed to the evidence that was
brought out at Mann’s trial.

The police are in doubt as to the
possibility of establishing Spencer's
connection with any of the other
murders he claims to have committed.
He sald he had nothing to do with the
killing by hammer blows of Mrs.
Emma Kraft, in an hotel here two
years tgo.

Subsequent to Carr's removal to the
hospital, employes at the Swan:
plant of the Grenedier Ice Company
spread a story that the youth was
kicked twice while fighting with an-
other employe on Ellis avenue on
Saturday, September 27. &

-According to this story a driver of
one of the ice wagons was quarreling
with a boy working on pne of the
other wagons. Carr interfered as
soon' as he could dismount from his
seat, and the two men began to fight
in front of the gate leading to the
plant. It is alleged by other drivers
and helpers . that Carr was kicked
twice during the fight.

Next morning, Carr who had not
been well, complained that he was
spitting blood. Soon after he was
taken to the hospital.

Following his death the body was
taken to Norman Craig’s undertaking
parlors on West Queen wstreet, and
later to the parents’ home on Winder-
mere avenue, Swansea. '

Dr. Forbes was questioned

about the case by The World .last
night. - The. doctor was very emphatic
in asserting that Carr did not die as
the result of a blow. He sald _the
only evidence of a blow was on the
shin. According to: Dr. ‘he
had questioned Carr at the hospital
in the presence of witnesses and the
yeuth had replied' that none of the
blows struck” him in the chest.

The preacher set forth the great mocl
influence which would be exerted by the
cathedral with its ‘staff of clergy and its
sanctifying tone, and the spiritual asset
with the daily service of prayer and praise
and the holy communion. The whole re--
ligious atmosphere surrounding the chureh
would come as a spiritual asset.

The canon brought out what a cathe-
dral was, and how it differed from a par-
ish church in it being a cerntre of the
whole diocese, a centre of activity in good
work, a stronghold of church life and
missionary endeavor, an ' academy of
church ethics,

A commercial asset was the very fact
that such a beautiful, stately building,with
its surroundings of residences and schools
would become a centre of attraction and
would increase value of property a&s no
other building that could be erected would
do. . It would be one of the most stately
buildings-in this part of the world when
finished. Also it was the bishop’s churcn,
from which he could send his messages
thruout the whole diocese, .

This marked the second of a series of
sermons preached on “The Cathedral in
Our Midst,”” given for the especial bene-
fit of the residents of the district. Next
Sunday the same subject will be dealt with
by Canon Morley.

IN PHILIPPINES

Fifth Lordde F reyne Rpported
to Be Living in
Mindanao.

HAS WIFE IN LONDON

Who Will Divorce Him if He
Returns to Claim
Estate.

Special Cable to The World. Copyrighted
by The Toronte World and N. Y. World.

LONDON, Oct. 5.~The Toronto
World correspondent is informed that
Arthur Reginald French, the new
Lord de Freyne. whose whereabouts
had been a mystery to the public for
some time before he succeeded to his
father's title and estates on Sept. 22,

is now living near the settlement of
Misamis. on the Island of Mindanao,
the largest of the Philippine group. It
has been published in a number of
newspapers and in :‘America that he is
a non-commissioned United States
army. officer ‘somewhere in the Philip-
pines.” The fact is, according to the
information above referred to, that
Lord de Freyne has left the American
army and is keeping a shop in one of
the most oui-of-the-way places in the
world.

His wife. from' whom he has been
separated since he went to New York
in January., 1905, and enlisted as a

rivate in the Eighth United States
I?tnfmh’y. agserts that she has infor-
mation that her husband has a house-
hold of his own in Mindanao and has
settled down to family life in that far-
off country.

Sent for Proofs.

+ Lady de Freyne sent her local agent
to the Philippines eighteen  months
ago to gef, if possible, evidence that
would enable her to take divorce pro-
ceedings. Sufficient proof was ob-
tained. it is alleged, the exhibits in
the case including photographs of her
husband and his Philippine house-
hold. Inasmuch as he declared that he
never intended under any circuin-
stances to return to the British Isles.
and inasmuch further. as divorece pro-
ceedings in Ireland, of which the
Frenches are natives, are extremely
slow and costly procedures. the suit,
it is stated, was allowed to drop.

It is stdted on behalf of Lady de
Freyne that should her husband ever
set foot again in England or Ireland
the suit will be revived. The couple
lived together three years.

It iz now alleged on behalf of Lord-
de Freyne tnat he left his wife in 1905
because ‘he was threatened with dis-
ivheritance by his father, the fourth
baron of the line,

It has been well said that the per-
‘sistontd advances which have oc-
curred in the cost of freight
transportation to Great Britaln
have given rise to considerable un-
rest in this country. :

Having gone to huge expendi-
tures to get our grain and other

- leading farm products to the sea
wWe are there met by a shipping
combine which blocks the way
across the Atlantic unless we pay
it extortionate charges. Weak
lines have been eliminated, com-

tors driven out and the law of

mmd and supply set at deflance.

Transatlantic freight charges are
now fixed by a body of steamship
managers who occasionally meet
in Tondon, New York or Berlin.

We are told that freight charges
on British exports to this country
have been increased by 100 to 150
per cent. and that the ocean rate
on Canadian wheat shipments has
been raised from six and one-half
cents to thirteen cents per one
hundred pounds, and that on flour
from nine cents to seventeen
cents per one hundred pounds.

The situation is a very exasper-
ating one. The Railway Commis-
#lon controls freight rates on land,
but what is to be gained if the re-
ductions in charges which it forces
upon the Canadian railways are to
be offset by corresponding ad-
vances in the 1evloll? between Mont-
real and Liverpoo

Things cannot go on as they are.
The farmers are not going to be
held up by a combine fixing freight
rates at its own sweet will. - The
issue is one of the most momen-
tous- that the 'Canadian - public

tionate and <discriminatory freight
rates bring us face to face with the
mest momentous problem. ° This ex-
tortion is not confined, as The News
will admit, t¢ ocean carriers. With-
in the past year or two rates upon
the great lakes have advanced with
startling rapidity, and today the rate
for grain by the all-water route be-
tween Port Arthur and Montreal is
identical with the rate by rail and
water. The increased spread between
the price of wheat which the western
farmer receives at his railway station
and the price which the British miller
pays at the British port is only in
part accounted for by the higher ocean
rates. Indeed, the western people
complain not so much of high rates
from port to port across the Atlantic
as of high rates from inland distribut-
ing centres to interior points and the
inereased cost of transportation from
the wheat fields to tidewater,

Now, The News, we are sure, must
share in the exasperation and dissatis-
faction felt by the people of Canada
at the unjust and oppressive toll
levied upon their capital and industry
under the guise of transportation
charges. Dges it beueve_that this evil
and abuse should be dealt with
speedily and speedily redressed?

And who is to deal with it? Surely
The News will agree with us that the

“one supreme authority to deal with

this supreme issue is the high court
of parliament.

NEW METHODS OF DISTRIBU-
" TION.

During the sittings of the select
standing committee of the house of
commons on agriculture and coloniza-
tion, held in the earlier part of the

dence was offered on ‘the problems of
the fruit grower. Among other facts
elicited were these that last year many
apple growers were unable to secure
more than from 75 centa to $1 per
barrel on the tree, and in certain dis-
tricts hundreds of barrels of good
fruit were allowed to rot on the
ground because no profitable market
could be found for it. At this very
time consumers in the western pro-

per barrel for good fruit. Mr. J. A.
Ruddick, dairy and cold storage com-
midsioner, in this conmection esti-
mated that the unavoidable expenses
of a shipment from Lake Ontario and
Lake Erie districts, allowing for the
sake of calculation $1 per barrel for
the farmer, was $3.23, including cost
of barrel and picking, management
expenses or - commission to a local
buyer, freight to Winnipeg, brokers’
commission and retailers’ profit. Mr.,
Ruddick also mentioned that about
$1.75 per barrel was received in these
districts by the members of co-opera-
tive associations, while independent
growers received about $1 per barrel.
As further proof of the value of co-
operation Mr. Daniel Johnson of
Forest, Ontario, instanced the case of
@ grower who was offered by a local
buyer $125 per crop, which brought
$i,035 thru a co-operative association.
Equally  instructive evidence was
glven by other witnesses, all of whose
testimonies are imcluded in a pamph-
let printed for public distribution by
the publications branch of the Do-
minion Department of Agriculture at
Ottawa.

| In a bulletin issued this month by
the National City Bank of New York,
attention {8 called to the new office of
markets in the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture established in
May last, an appropriation of $60,000
having been made for securing and
dieseminating information regarding
markets and marketing and the dis-
tribution of products. The tremend-
ous waste caused by present methods
of distribution is freely acknowledged
to be the paramount problem to be
solved. In the attempt to do this the
new office will aim to benefit gall
classes by undertaking to eliminate
as far as possible all causes of waste,
It aims to be to the marketing end of
the agricultural interests of the United
States what the other branches of the
department have begn to the growing
end, investigating and endeavoring to
solve marketing problems as they pre-
sent themselves, to the best interests
of all concerned. Among the first
matters taken up will be the estab-
lishment of market grades and stand-
ards applicable to all perishable pro-
ducts, and the office will work to have
these so accurately described that the
average buyer will' know how to
define i accurately. The office will
also Investigate co-operative market-
ing because by that method producers
are better /Aable to conduct a great
deal of their business themselves.
General transportation problems will
also receive attention, especially that
of transportation from produce dis-
tricts near large cities to the urban
ccnsumer. In. such territories plans
are already under consideration for
the utilization of the parcel post,
whiich wil probably necessitate bring-

Chamberlain’s Policy.

Ten years.ago there had been started
a great political campaign by a great
statesman whom they all respected,
even if they did not agree with him—
Joseph Chamberlain, (Applause.) It
had become the subject of acute party
controversy, and while he did not wish
to enter on political questions, he de-
sired to give .the reason why the
Liberal party was  opposed to
Mr. Chamberlain’'s Proposals, tho as
keenl yanxious as he to maintain and
strengthen the bonds between differ-
ent portions of the empire, Dealing

wheat he told a true story of a lady
canvasser in Stockton, who called on a
voter but only found his wife at home.
She pointed out to this voteless pér-
son ,who was not likely to be bene-
fited, said Mr. Samuel, by the suffra-
gette agitation now going on, that
if tariff reform were not adopted the
empire would, fall to pieces. The
woman appeared quite unmoved as to
the fate of the “empire.,” which she
thought was a musie hall.

“It would make no difference at all
to me, for 1 always g0 to the ‘Hippo-
drome,” she replied.

A Profound Scepticism,

Mr, Samuel followed the great
laughter the story aroused with the
remark that it * did typify a spirit
which ®xisted in Britain, a profound
spirit of scepticism that the em-
pire depended o n the fate of any
barticular set of proposgls.

“We are profoundly and quite sin-
cerely convinced that these tariff pro-
bosals would be deleterious to the em-
pire,” he declared. So far as the rela-
tion of the seller and buyer of food-
stuffs was concerned, their interests
were the same. But in the commer-
cial world the fact of contrary inter-
ests had to be faced. In dealing with

sound policy of Imperialism, and they
would not run the risk of placing--in
antagonism local, interests and im-
perial ties,

“It i8 not on the economic but on
the political mide we * think imperial
unity will' develop,” he stated. The
idea had not taken final form, but
there were four constitutional links
of empire already established. Thege
were first, the monarchy, common to
the whole empire, happily reserved
through a thousand years of history,
uniting all parts.. The devction td
the constitution and Sense of duty
especially in the last three genera-
tions of our monarchs had been re-
markable,
~ “I believe the throne stands more,
firmly based than at any time in the
whole history of the monarchy.” An
electric outburst of applause followed
this declaration. |

{The second plank was
preme judicial tribunal.
heard one lawyer condemn it
recently, but he had  since
heard that the gentleman had au.!t
lost two cases hefore it, The, third
was the imperial conference, .once in
four years. These were debated sub-
jects of vital fmportance, and con-
clusions arrived at which were by no
means ignored tho there was no
machinery to carry them into effect.

The fourth was the committee of
imperial defence. It was an English
body, but was becoming more and
more imperial and kept in touch with
the dominions.

So soon as they attempt to solve
the vast and formidable dlﬂ!culglel
which arose in reconciling local gov-
ernments with imperial interests they
recognized that local freedom to man-
age their own affairs was absolutely
essential to the well-being of the em-
pire. The difficulties were not in-
scluble, but no error could be graver
than any attempt to'press these prob-
lems to a conclusion before they were
ripe—(applause). Whenever in Can-
ada or elsewhere they were ready to
take a step forward they would find
on the part of all ‘parties in the old
country a most sympathetic &esire to
meet the wishes of the dominions.

° A System of Defence.

“There must be a system of defence:
it must be adequate for its purpose; it
must be maintained on a scale com-
mensurate to the purpose of preserv-
ing the lordship of the seas,” was a
statement that aroused more enthusi-,
asm, -

Navies on the whole were not good,
but bad things—a necessary evil; an
evil—but necessary. Their armaments
were not swollen ‘beyond need. Those
who had considered the matter realized
they would not be doing their dyty it
they failed to provide against all¥ pos-
sible risks. International friendships
were not always enduring. He could
say with absolute truth that the Brit-
ish empire harbored no enmity or de-
sign against any nation on the face of
the habitable globe. But pacific as they
might be, and anxious to live on good
termg with all, they were never sure
that quarrels would not arise. His-
tory 'showed that quarrels came swift
as storms in a summer sky. It would
be too late then to provide against
them. It would be folly to act as tho
the permanent reign- of peace had
already begun. The first principle of
national pelicy was to make secure the
command of the sea, and this was held
by bath parties of state. The enormous
burden of the national debt arose out
of the wars in which the empire took
its rise. Taxation had heavily increas.
ed, but in spite of all, tho left alone,
the British people would spend their
last penny rather than run any risk of
losing command of the sea. He would
not touch a subject of acute contro-
versy in Canada, but expressed his be-
lief that the present provision and the
organization for the defence of the em-

the su-
He had

raw materials the interests of the do-
minions. and the mother gountry were
contrary. For grain, Canada wanted
the highest price, and England wanted
the lowest price. In manufactures the
colonial market was wanted by Eng-
land, but Canada wished to see her own
manufacturers meet the needs of her
native customers. Both desires were
perfectly legitimate angd proper. If
there were a system of bargaining
adopted by ection of parliament, sooner
or later they would come up against
a divergence of interests.
