If baby has fever along with .its
sore throat or if its cough shows no
improvement, consult your doctor for
fear of .a contagious disease or bron-
chitis or pneumonia.

Children whose clothing is adjusted
to suit the temperature of the house
and out-doors do not take cold so
easily as those who are continually
overburdened with heavy clothing and
kept .in hot, poorly-ventilated rooms.

If your little cne takes cold very
eagily and breathes thru his mouth
you may suspect adenoids and insuffi-
cient breathing space,

Planting the Sweet Peas

We are geing to talk abgut the sweet
peas and their proper plinting time.
These annuals are about
plants to get ready for in your out:
door bheds.

By now everyone should have their
beds ready, if possible, for, altho this
spring has been quite late, here we are
now at the door of May and the sun
is gathering strength every day.

Wise gardeners have most of their
annuals all ready for transplanting, as
advised some weeks ago. The flat
boxes in which seeds were planted in-
doors have been carefully tended and
the time has now come for the trans-
planting. But this cannot be done
with-the sweet peas, therefore we must
attend to these seeds first of all.’ .

Many superstitious people  plant
their peas on Good Friday for some
reason or other that we have never
been able to fathom. Eyen this year
many held to this old custom. but.I
can scarcely think that much has been
gained by adhering: to ‘the plan.- It

The sweet pea
sends deep down into the ground one
or more long straggling white cerd-
tike roct, which, when torn from its
first feeding place, does not readilys
take to the new spot.

Still there are some whe declare that
transplanting of these annuals can be
done successfully. Myself, 1 don’t be.
ieve it.

Aways soak the peas for a.few days
in some tepid water, the dish being
placed on a sill in the sun to force out
the little white shoot. Immegdiately this
is seen plant your peas in a trench
two inches deep.

Remember that well and deeply
rooted ensures luxuriant plants, large
flowers and a prolonged blooming sea-
son. This being understood, together
with_the point concerning the long
root (these roots will often penetrate
two feet or more) you will easily under.

The trouble in both
countries has been that the companies
and the men who have .gained and
exercised control over them have been
altogether concerncd with the gain to
private interests and very little or not
at all with their obligations as public
servants. When' the Dominion. and
the Canadian provinces piedged their
credits and granted large tracts of
land in aid of the enterprises, they
really bcvﬂamé partners. and were. in
equity - entitled. to expect -that what
had become a public trust should be
administered with due regard to the
benefit of the people quite as much
as to the profit of the sharecholders.
That obligation has not been fulfilled
and the trouble that now exists has
come on that account. Government
control had to bé established to pre-
vent further spoliation. This, how-
ever, can only be atemporary expe-
dient and must lead in the end to
straight government ownership and
occupation,. which there is no reason
to doubt can be as cheap and efficient
and is at least far less liable to the
stock manipulation that has brought
guch disastrous consequences in the
United States.

CONTROL OF SHIPPING POOLS.

Among the most important and dif-
ficult problems of the day is the regu-
s lation of freight rates for water-borne
trafficc. The matter of shipping pools
was recently investigated by the com-
mittee of the United States House of
Representatives on Merchant Marine:
