THE GRAIN STANDARDS,

Mr. C. N. Bell, secretary of the Win-
nipeg Corn Exchange, arrived here to-
day to see the Controller of Inland
Revenue regarding the proposed alter-
ations in the grain standards. It ap-
pears that the new standard for No.
1 hard will not be operative until it has
been gazetted four times. Last Satur-
day’s issue was the first.

The western board for the selection
of standards_ meets at Winnipeg on
Oct. 15, and it appears that, as that
board may decide: with regard to No.
1 hard, so the final decision of the Gov-
ernment on -this vexed gquestion will
be in proposing to make No. 1 to con-
sist of 75 per cent. of hard Fife, with
a minimum weight of 61 pounds per
bushel, Sir Henri Joly was guided by
the views of the farmers, believing
that the men who raise the products
should have some say as to how it is
to be diposed of. Representations have
been received by the Government in
favor of the change as stated, not only
from members of Parliament, but from
Patrons of Industry and the Central
Farmers’ Institute The standards
board is compesed of a large farming
representation ; indeed, they constitute
one half of the membership. The board
has been instruected .to— choose two
standards for No. 1 hard, one under
the old classification of two-thirds red
Fife with a minimum weight of 60
pounds, the other under the new classi-
fication. Whichever the farming re-
presentatives on the board consider
should be the standard, the Govern-
ment will accept their opinion, and if
it transpires that the Controller, in sug-
gesting to the council a change to 75
per cent. and 61 pounds weight has
been misinformed, he will at once pro-
ceed to rectify it.

OUR TRADE WITH NORWAY.

Mr. C. Sontum, commercial agent for
Canada at Christiania, Norway, has’|
just sent to the Department of Trade
and Commerce an interesting report
on the growth of trade between Can-
ada and Scandinavia. He says that
the imports of cereals into Sweden and
Norway annually exceed a value of $8,-
000,000. Some Canadian flour and roll-
ed oats are finding their way to Nor-
way, but not a tithe of what might
be disposed of in that country. Can-
adian flour is preferred by the bakers
theré to the United States flour. Mr.
Sontum emphasizes once more the im-
portance to manufacturers brand-
ing theilrr goods with the name
‘“ Canadian” or ‘ Manufactured in
Canada.” He speaks of a success-
ful shipment of steam radiators from
Toronto, and points out that winter
apples will find a ready market in
Norway. This suggestion, coming at
a time when the English market seems
to be glutted, ought to merit consi-
deration at the hands of our fruit-
growers.

THE VETERANS.

Lt.-Col. McMillan, who has been in
the city for the past two weeks ad-
vocating the cause of the veterans of
'66 and '70, left for home this even-
ing. The colonel is an enthusiast on
the question and has interviewed a
number of the members, many of)
whom have expressed themselves fav-
orable to some suitable recognition of
the services of those who obeyed the
call to arms which went out in the
years named. The question will be
brought up at the next session of Par-
liament, and meantime meetings will
be held in the various parts of the
country interested and public opinion
formed on the subject.

NOT A VERY BAD SHOWING.

United States Sections of the Road
Show a Deficiency.

Decrease in the Recelpt
Trafile, but an Increase in Freights as
Compared With the First Haif of the
Previous Year—New Grain Elevator at
Portland—The Board is Confident That
an Improvement Will Follow the Elec-
tiom € pai in the D 11
mentary Reference to Mr. Hays.

London, Oct, 6.—The annual report

of the Grand Trunk Railway is pub-
lished here to-day. The report shows
the gross receipts for the year to have
been £1,707,589 and the working ex-
penses £1,218,244. Added to this show-
ing of receipts the amount received
from the International Bridge Com-
pany and the expenses and interest
on the securities of controlled lines
and other interest obligations leaves
the net revenue’ receipts £578,471 and
the net revenue charges &£574,812.
* The Chicago and Grand Trunk line
shows a net revenue deficiency of
£54,666, and the Detroit, Grand Haven
& Milwaukee a deficiency of £32,664,
leaving the Grand Trunk a net re-
venue deficiency of £82,062.

The decrease in the number of pas-
sengers carried is 59,497 and the de-
crease in passenger receipts £1537.
The report also shows a decrease of
£575 in the mail receipts and an in-
crease of £5,355 in the receipts from
the expressage of small parcels. The
increase of freight and livé stock
traffic is £154,076 as compared with
the first half year of 1895, .

The working expenses amounted to
71 2-6 per cent. of the gross receipts
as compared with 704-5 in 1895. The
cost of repairs increased £7189,
which increase was due to the enforced
economies of the previous year. The
half year’s net charge to the capital
account was £32,316, the chief item of
which was £12,199 for the Union Sta-
tion in Toronto.

NEW ELEVATOR AT PORTLAND.

The report proceeds to say that the
charges upon the capital account have
been kept within the narrowest limits
possible, the expenditures having been
mainly on account of works in course
of completion. The directors, how-
ever, have thought it prudent to con-
clude with and co-operate with the
city authorities in an arrangement for
the erection of a new grain elevator
at Portland, Maine, which is urgently
needed in view of the increased capa-
city of the steamers which are now
crossing the Atlantic. The amount re-
quired is $200,000, which will be sub-
scribed by the banks and the city of
Portiand under the guarantee of the
company of the payment of interest
at four per cent.

CANADA VISITED.

Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, the"pre-
sident, revisited Canada and the
United States last spring and person-
ally conferred with General Manager
Hays and the other executive officers
of the company upon important mat-
ters.

i THE HOLY COMMUNION,

' The “session opened with the Holy
Communion administered by the Lord
Bishop of Toronto, assisted by the
Rev. F. H. Du Vernet, B.D,, president
of the Alumni Association. The Bish-
op gave a very helpful address upon
the work of the ministry, with special
bearing upon the’ privileges, trials and
duties of the clergyman’s life, taking
his text 2 Timothy ii, 24-25. “And the
servant of the Lord must not strive;
but  be gentle unto all men, apt to
teach, patient, in meekness instructing
those that oppose themselves.” To
the pastoral epistle we naturally look
for inspired directions for those in
Holy orders. Though the caution in
the text may be given to all Christians,
it has a special reference to the Chris-
tian minister. He is with extended
opportunities and immeasurably’ en-
hanced responsibilities the servant of
Christ. We cannot cherish too con-
stant a remembrance of this aspect of
our calling, Bucer says: De nomine
observandum vocari ministerjum non
magisterium.” This aspect of our of-
fice sets the note of our behavior in
it. St Paul on it bases his injunction,
“The servant of God must not strive.”
This is not a mere assertion, but an
argument, for as Estius says: ‘“The
assumption tacitly includes its own
proof; in this way the servant is bound
to imitate his master,” and of Him
whom we are called to follow God’s
servant whom He has chosen, His be-

)
(It was predicted as a feature of His
ministry to men. ‘“He shall not strive
nor cry.” The strife which St. Paul
deprecates is gendered by entertaining
foolish and undisciplined questions.
These are to be avoided. To-day the
Christian minister is often confronted
with the vain ang-=frfvolous questions
which, though not of essential .conse-
quence to the truth, are made of su-
preme importance and become the oc-
casion of wordy dispute and angry
contentions, destroying Christian
peace, Such questions for the most
part are the outcome of the divisions
into which the Christian world is rent.
‘When  the Reformation liberated hu-
man thought, placed the Bible in the
hands of the people and established the
right of private judgment, there com-
menced the springing up of sects. It
was the natural reaction from the
bonds of ecclesiastical tyranny. When
they were taken off, the new liberty,
with many ill-balanced minds, ran riot
into license. Religious speculation
only too readily took hold on eager
minds emancipated from a blind super-
stition, and an awakened
earnestness when it took the form of a
zeal, not according to knowledge, hur-
ried men on into all kinds of extrava-
gances of opinion. Thus we are sur-

rounded by professed Christiansg of al- }

most countless names, divided on some
minor, non-essential opinion. A clergy-
man’s temptation is to throw himself
into such strife if it exists in his par-
ish. He thus takes a side and stirs
up strife. But he i not to be passive.
He must be “apt to teach.” Here is
the duty and strength of the Christian
minister. He must teach positive
truth, both in his pulpit. and in his
pastoral visits. There are always those
who oppose the clergyman’s presen-
tation of truth in denunciation of cur-
rent evil. To acts of undeserved and
personal unkindness be patient, endure
the evil, bear the wrong. In all things
let it be our alm not to be mere
pleasers, but to approve ourselves to
Him whom we serve as our Master.

lyte’s, where he remained 15 years.
In 1872 he was called as theologlcal
lecturer by Emanuel College, and in
a short time was  elected Hulsian
professor of divinity of Cambridge.

The reverend gentleman then went
on to delineate his ideal of a Chris-
tian scholar, * He 4s not a mere ad-
vocate holding a brief for grthodoxy
of whatevér Bort; he has the perfect
assurance that God’s truth fears no
honest investigation if it be completely
| scientific; he also has the zeal to con-
duct such investigations.”
_Concluding, Mr. De Sayres gave
some hints to country parsons how
to be scholarly. With a burst of elo-
quence he said: “ Beware the man of
one book; be broad and open-minded;
master the masterpieces of English
theology¥ and English literature angd
you shall have joined the true method
to a true scholar.””

The Rev., E. J. Etherington, rector
of Trinity Church, Quebec, spoke of
the love that students of Wycliffe
bore to their Alma Mater and of the
advantages of social attrition within
her halls.

Principal Sheragton was the last
speaker, and dwelt at some length on
the work of the -college.

THEY STAYED UP ALL NIGHT

——

In Order to Get a Good Place to View
the Procession. .

The Imperial Visitors Were Met by Presi-
dent Faure—Continuous Roars of Cheers
as the Party Passed Along~The Czar
and Czaring Went to the Russian
Charch, Where a Te Deum. Was Somng
and Afterwards Visited President
Faure at the Elysee P‘laee-

Paris, Oct. 6.—The weather was clear
end sunny this morning, and the
streets were literally jammed with
people, many of whom had remained in
their places all night in order that they
might have an opportunity of getting
a glimpse of the Czar and Czarina as
the Imperial visitors passed through
the streets on their way to the Rus-
sian Embassy.. The entire route from
the special station at Passy-Ranelagh
to the Russian Embassy was packed
with people long before 8 o’clock. The
route across the Bois de Boulogne,
through the avenue De Bois. de Bou-
logne, Place D" L’Etoile, Avenue Des
Champs Elysees, Place de La Con-
corde, across the bridge down the
Boulevard St. Germain and Rue St
Simon to the Russian Embassy in Rue
de Grenelle, was all decorated with
magnificent and tasteful arches and

pillars, French and Russian colors and
brilliant paper flowers, the latter tied
to the trees, were everywhere to be
seen. The entire route was lined with
troops, and by 8 o’clock the brilliancy
of the scene and the size of the crowds
had never been equalled in Paris.

PRESIDENT FAURE ON HAND,

At 8 o'clock President Faure, in a
special train, arrived at Versailles,
where he met the Czar and Czarina.
The ial train conveying the Russian
visitors arrived at 8.43 o’clock. _The
Czar and Czarina, after being greeted
by President Faure, entered the lat-
Hter’'s train, which at 9.30 o’clock pro-
ceeded for Paris,

The special train with the Czar and
Czarina and President Faure arrived
here at 10 o’clock, and the party were
enthusiastically cheered by the crowd
of people packing every available
space, 20,000 people being in the Bois
de Boulogne all night in order that
they might get places in the front of
the crowds. Imperial visitors entered
the reception tent, outside of which a
gala carriage with four horses, at-
tended by postilions, awaited them.
The reception over, the Czar and Czar-
ina and President Faure entered the
carriag¥, the President occupying the
front seat, with his back to the horses.
The vagjous officials, members of the
Czar’s suite and others formed in pro-
cession behind the, cortege, proceeded
at a walking pace to traverse the
streets to the Russian Embassy.

THEIR DRESS.

The Czarina wore a white satin dress
with a cape and a small bonnet. The
Czar was attired in a military unifofm.
Their Majesties followed President
Faure to the state carriage, ‘M, Faure
wore the sash of the Legion of Honor.
The bands played the Russian nation-
al hymn as the procession started. The
procession was headed by a body of
Arab chiefs and a double line of sol-
diers, Zouaves and Tonquinez troops.
Members of every French, regiment
were included in the! troops
that lined the route and hedged
tl:e crowds in. ‘When .the
Czar stepped into the carriage there

The Czar and Czarina took luncheon
priva.te}y at the Russian Embassy and
at 2 o'clock in the afternoon took.a
carriage and drove to the Russian
church in the Rue Daru, where a te
deum was sung. Later their Majes-
ties were driven to the palace of the
Elysee, where they: visited President
Faure. The routes to the church and
to the palace were lined with people,
who gave a respectful but intensely
enthusiastic ovation to the nation’s
guests. President Faure gave a re-
‘ception in their honor at the palace
and the Czar later gave a reception
!at the Russian Embassy, where Pre-
| sident Faure returned the visit of the
{ Czar and Czarina. The Czarina, In
| Tesponse to the cheers of the multi-
| tude along the route from the Em-
| bassy to the palace, bowed gracefully
at intervals, and the Czar was kept
constantly busy returning salutations.
The Czar and Czarina were enter-
tained by President Faure at a ban-
| quet at the palace of the Elysee this
evening. Their Imperial Majesties
afterwards attended a gala theatrical
performance. The entire program of
the day was carried out successfully.

DG LSONEN L S RSy
Changing Stlver into Gold.

Prof, Emmons, one of the most skilled
metallurgists in the country, claims that
in the reductions of silver the molecules are
so sub-divided as to differ so materially
from that metal that they can no longer
be regarded as the same substance, but a
new one and apparently the parent of both
gold and silver, or the raw material out of
which, by a different arrangement of mole-
cules, either gold or silver are constructed.
Working on this theory he finds that this
new metallic substance can be aggregated
into molecules of greater-density than silver
and precisel corresponding with gold in
color, in welght, so as to answer to every
test of the United States mint as gold. In
fact, he says it s gold, though mangnc-
tured from silver, of as much purity’ and
value as that ever obtalned in any other
way. With further exeperiments on a large
scale, he expects that the process of manu-
facturing gold from silver will be very ma-
terially cheapened. At present he gets
about four ounces of gold from six of sil-
ver. This would seem to indicate that the
present number of elements as well as our
chemistry of metals would have to be re-
vised, it  Prof. Emmons Is not mistaken in
his experiments.

Van Horne and Mr. Hays. It appears
that the Queensland Government has
in contemplation the buiiding of cer-
tain lines of rallway through a sparsely
settled country, and they have deput
Mr. Stanley to visit Canada, the
United States and Europe to inquire
as to the possibility of constructing a
cheaper road than any of the existing
lines. The Canadian Pacific and
Grand Trunk dignitaries have pro-
nounced against the experiment, but
Mr, Stanley thinks there are some such
roads in the South of France. He,
however, has another mission, being a
Lieut.-Col. in the Queensland Defence
Force. It appears that the command-
ant, Col. Guenter, who is- an Imperial
officer, has been urging upon the Au-
stm\iw colonies ~the advisability of
providing a better ammunition supply
for the island continent in case of war,
and Mr. Stanley has been instructed
to visit the Dominion Government car-
tridge factory at Quebec, and inspect
the same with a view to the esablish-
ment of a similar.one at the Antipodes.
Mr. Stanley states that Queensland has
fairly recovered from the recent -de-
pression, and that the past fiscal year
shows a surplus of £70,000.

The
Demoeratic managers are fully alive to
their danger from Mr. Powderly, and are
making the most desperate efforts to neu-
trrajze the effect of his addresses. In
New York, Cleveland and Chicago organ-
ized bands of roughs were sent to his
meetings -to prevent him from getting a
hearing. Kvidently it was thelr hope to
create the impression. that .the old-time
Knights of Labor and the members of 1a-
bor organizations disapproved of and re-
scnted Mr. Powderly’s appearance on a
Republican platform. The trick twas not
successful, however,.

the New York meeting to Interrupt and
hiss Mr. Powderly were either not well
instructed or not well led., They began
thelr hissing and cat-calling before 5
Powderly appeared. They hissed and hoot-
ed the temporary and permanent chalrman
and even matched the volumes of thelr
voices against the band. . Before Mr. Pow-
derly stepped on the platform the hired
hoodlums had thoroughly exposed  the’r
game and their character. His speech was
a masterly one, and fairly captured the
meeting. Refore he had spoken flve min-
utes he had completely silenced the op‘ao-
sition. At Cleveland and. Chicago similar
tactics were resorted to, but failed even
more signally.
CHICAGO THE STORM CENTRE.

Poth parties realize that Chicago is the
storm cefitre of the campalgn, and ‘both_are
doing their principal work from here. From
here the mails and express cars are loaded
with literature, and from here speakers
are sent In every direction. The middle
West is felt by all to be the battle ground
on which the contest will be decided.
Speaking of campaign literature, the free
silver people are certainly resorting to tac-
ties which cause one to doubt that they
themselves have much faith in the potency
of their own arguments. Three distinct
cases of forgery have been brought home
to them, and one case of garbling, which
i3 morally on the same plane. First came
the publicatioh of an article purportlng to
be taken from The London Financial News
of March 10, under the caption “‘Grip of
Gold.” Twice The Financial News has
denied editorially that the article ever
appeared in its columns, and the Republi-
can Committee have published the fac-
simile of a letter from the editer also
denying its authenticity. Next a pretend-
ed extract from a speech of Rt. Hon Will-
iam ILdidderdale, a, former Governor of tne
Bank of Englahd, was published and sent
broadeast. Thid extract represented Mr.
Lidderdale as saying that the free coinage
of silver would give the United States ab-
solute control of the trade of India, China,
and Japan, and' that unless England should
follow sult she would, within slx montns,
cease to be a factor in the commercial
world. A letter from Mr. Nairne, deputy
chief cashier of the bank. authorized by
Mr. Lidderdale, is now published, positive-
ly denying that any such speech was made.
ANOTHER FORGERY.

Following this came the publication from
Democratic Headquarters of a pretended

extract from the report of the British Gold ,

and Silver Commission, which never ap-
peared In that report. The last exploit of
this kind was the publication of a dishon-
estly garbled letter from Prince Bismarck.
The proving of these things to be forgeries
does not, however, deter the Democratic
Committee from ecirculating them, Mr.
Jryan continuing to repeat them unblush-
ingly In his speeches, and actually keeping
the forged editorinl from The Financial
News standing on the editorial page of his

paper.
RESULT IN DOUBT.

As I have sald, it is utterly impossible to
predict with anything like certainty the
result of a campaign in which there are so
many elements of uncertainty. Were It
not for the intérjection of the free silver
issue, the result would never have been
in doubt, as the Democracy could net have
counted on any State north of Mason and
Dixon’s line, while North Carolina, Ala-
bama and perhaps Georgia would have been
doubtful. As it 1s, everything will depend
upon the strength of the siiver sentiment
among the farmers and workingmen. If
the present very evident reaction ngainst
silver continues and the tariff continues to
command Increasing attention, MeKinley
will be elected by an overwhelmiig ma-
jority. On the contrary, If the anti-silver
tide now running be stayed and the Demo-
crats succeed in inflaming class jealousy
fém]thntred. Bryan will be the next Presl-

ent. :

ADVICE TO QANADIANS.

My advice to Canadians is to make their
calculations as if the latter event were at
least among the probabilities.

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Rumor That the Ex-Premier of On-
tario Will Go to England

As the Canadian Judge om the Judicial
Committee of the Imperial Privy Coun-
el and That the Canadian Taxpayer:
Will Have to Put Up $10,000 a Year to
Pay for the Luxury-A Talk With
Donald MacMaster, Q.C. .

Montreal, Oct. 6.—(Special.)—Your
correspondent’ learns that there is a
strong probability of Sir Oliver Mowat
being recommended in the near fu-
ture as the Canadian judge on the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil and that the Dominion will be
called upon to pay the new judicial
dignitary an annual sum of $10,000, The
Imperial statute does not, in fact, pro-
vide the salary for the new judge and
this will have to be paid by the col-
ony or the appointee will sit without
pay. It will be remembered that only
judges of the Superior Courts of Can-
ada or those who have been judges,
are eligible for this high position,
and here comes a report that the sta-
‘tute making such an appointment pos-
sible was suggested by Canada’s late
Premier, Sir John Thompson, and that
it was that great jurist’s intention
to take the position himself had Pro-
vidence spared his life. Sir John's ap-
pointment would have been in leeping
with the statute, as he had been a
member of the Supreme Court bench
of Nova Scotia, and for the same
reason the Ex-Vice-Chancellor of
Ontario, . Sir Oliver Mowat, will be
equally eligible.

Mr. Donald MacMaster, who has just
returned from Londor, knew nothing
about the above .rumors, but the
learned Q. C. explained to The World
that the appointee would not be for-
mally appointed judge in the Privy
Council, but would be sworn in as
one of HMer Majesty’'s Privy iCoun-
cillors, and, being such, would under
imperial statute be eligible to sit and
hear cases in the Privy Council
. “Has such an appointment been al-
ready made?”

“Yes, the Chief Justice of Cape Col-
ony has been sworn in as Privy Coun-
cillor, .but he has. not taken his seat
iir the Judicial Committee.”

Rev. Dr. warden, agent of the

church, was received by certificate,
and his name added to the- Presbytery
roll. .
St. Mark’s congregation, Toronto, re-
ceived permission to purchase the
church and property from St. Andrew’s
congregation for $7000.

At the afternoon session & memorial
from the Prisoners’ Aild Association
was submitted and endorsed. The
memorial objected to the site upon
which the Reformatory is being erect-
ed at Alexandria. The main cause of
the objection was that in such a rural
district equal advantages could not be
had to those of a city institution.

Rev. R. Douglas Fraser, M.A., con-
vener of Young People’s Socleties’
Committee, addressed the Presbytery
re the plan of special study for the
young people, which will soon be is-
sued by the committee. The plan
was unanimously endorsed.

Rev. John Gilray gave & favorable
report of the Home Missions’ Commit-
tee at Fairbank, Fisherville, Chester
and Swansea. In referring to the
trouble at Morningside, he believed that
the same could be sett'ed amicably.
The committee was instructed to con-
fer with the sessions of Fern-avenue
and Swansea congregations with a
view to the union of the two.

The Presbytery decided to recom-
mend that- the representation of Pres-
byteries in General Assembly be not
decreased.

In answer to the remit from the Gen-
eral Assembly the Presbytery recom-
mended that the assembly shall meet
in one place, and that Toronto shall
be that place; also that the billeting
system be done away with.

They appointed a committee to de-
vise some plan for paying the expenses
of commissioners.

The Presbytery agreed to make the
following grants from the augmenta-
tion fund : Sutton, $100; Fern-ave.,
$200 ; Queensville, $225; Church of
Covenant, $100. !

PRESIDENT LOUDON’S ADDRESS,

A Comprehensive Review of the Position
° of the Untversity.

President Loudon’s opening address was
a departure from the ordinary and was a
most able and comprehensive review of the
present positioh of the University and its
Tfuture prospects. He sald:

The meeting in which we are taking part
this afternoon is the first convocarion of
the University Arts Faculty. The first
University College Convocation was neid
some 44 years ago in a building, the site of
which about coincided with the present
position of the offices of the Attormey-
General In the new Legislative buniaings.
1 am sometimes asked by visitors of other
universities to explain our organization, in-
cluding the terms Unlversity College Uni-
versity of Toronto, and Victoria Univer-
sity, and the explanation is apt to wve
leugthy and not always successrul, Ve-
casionally I put the matter in this way:
Let us go back to the year 1853, and con-
sider University College as a body or-
anized for the teaching of all the

ra es of a university arts course, sucn
as then existed. On the consummation of
Federation, this faculty was dividea into
two separate faculties, the one, that of
University College, teaching the languages
(except Italian and Spanish), and Moral
Phllusuph‘y, the other, that of the Uni-
versity of Toronto, teaching mathematics,
the physical and

olitical science
ust mentioned.

At Federatlon aiso Vie-
toria University jolned the state system,
and teaches the same subjects as Univer-
sity College. At the same time the teacn-
ing force of the University was enargea
by the organization also of a teaching
faculty in medicine for the strietly pro-
fessional part of the medical - course, tne
students of medicine recelving thelr gen-
eral scientific training under the Univer-
sity arts professors. -
IMPROVED EQUIPMENT.

To come back now to the work of the
University Arts Faculty, with which we
are on this occasion directly concernea.
This work has greatl{ expanded since the
time of separation from Uunlversity Col-
lege. To illustrate this statement, I migat
refer to the important advances in materi-
al equipment. Our fine and costiy *‘biolo-
gical bullding has been completed, ang tne
Biological Museum, which suffered so sey-
erely by the fire of 1800, has been restorea
and enlarged, and was thrown open asy
autumn for the instruction of the stugents
and the general public. Until last yeur
the chemical department found sgamty ac-
commodation in the School of PFracticag
Science. About this time last year that
department took possession of a new puua-
ing, which will challenge comparison with
corresponding bulldings of the largest uni-
versities on this continent, and to-day at

I
lever expect to be able to state that we
have a lurge surplus. In the case of tms
University, by great care in ex nditures,
and by the financlal abllity of our very
efficient Board of Trustees, we have, ror
the last two years, avolded a deficit. It is
nevertheless true that the normal revenue
is below the expenditure, and with the cer-
tainty of a decreasing rate of Interest tne
necessity of taking steps fo Increase our
revenue becomes greater than ever. We
need woney almost everywhere in our
work.

NEEDS SPECIAL ATTENTION.

The needs of one sclentific department
deserve special mention, that of MP:ennogy
and Geology. Its laboratory and lecture
room aecommodation Is of the scantiest.
ts s temp ry resting piace
iu the Blological Bullding. Its teaching
staff requires re-organization. Now, miu-
eralogy and geology are subjects of great
and direct ‘importance in the material de-
velepment of this rich mineral country.
I need not enlarge on this. It is a fact that
can be demonstrated that the progress ana
prosperity of the country on the whoie
depend upon the efficiency of s univer-
sity, just as much as mining does upon
mineralogy and geology, whether the teacn-
ing be that of the scientific or of the ntew-
ary departments,

NOT ENVIOUS, BUT DESIROUS.

Assuming then that the Unlversity must
have money, where is it to look for helpr
Our neighbors in Montreal prosper by rea-
son of benefactions from large-heartec and
large-minded men of wealth. We do not
envy their prosperity, but we terv%ntly
wish for a breatih of the spirit of phllan-
thropy which is abroad amoug the weaitny
of that city. Unfortunately this Univer-
sity is commonly supposed to be rici. It is
not rich. Unfortunately It is thougnt
by many to have free access to tne
provincial money chest. This, too, must be
classed as a popular misconception, for
hitherto we appear to have been crowded
out by other claims upon the Provincial
hoard. Kven if this resource were at our
command, it should not be a bar to pri-
vate beneficence.

THE ALTERNATIVES OFFERED.

Shall we Increase the fees, and so make
higher education the prerogative of wealth
and an impossibllity for the gifted son of
the poor man? This is, I regret to say, the
most evident and practical source of In-
creased income at the present moment
available.
Legislature of Ontarlo come forward, tem-
porarily at least, with even as small a
sumn as $5 or $6000 a year? We need now
an annual addition to ouf Income of not
less than double this amount ; that is, an
addition of from $10,000 to $12,000 to carry
on our work efficlently and provide for
the more urgent Improvements. 7To" ralse
the whole of this sum from increased fees
will prove a serious burden to those who
have to pay them,, If the fees must be
increased, §s it not'fair to ask that the
public funds should centribute dollar for
dollar with the student? In this way the
burden of the student would be lessened

be assisted in supplying the province with
that higher learning which redounds so
greatly to its permanent advantage. In
1890 we recelved from them a very accept-
able measure of rellef in the tragic cir-
cumstances of that time. Our necessities
are hardly less now, though the situation
is less dramatie.

POST-GRADUATE COURSES.

I wish to add a word or two regarding a
question of University policy which is fore-
ing itself on our attention, and which
affects perhaps most neariy the work of
the University faculty. There is Dbefore
the Senate just now a draft statute for the
organization of post-graduate courses, lead-
ing to the degree of Ph.D., for original
work in the various departments of Uni-
versity study. The line of progress here is
in that direction, Our graduates mu3t |1
now go to the United States or Europe for
further study. This has 1ts good ana its
bad side. Good, in that our young men
obtain wider and more cosmopolitan views.
Bad, in that they are in most cases lost
to us, and all this energy and investigating
spirit which is the life of a great univer-
sity and the earnest of a higher life for
the country is expenced abroad. A dis-
covery In science is a better thing for the
University than a gift of money, and money
spent in this direction would pay the coun-
try better than some costly but ineffective
schemes which have sometimes been em-
ployed to make Canada better known in the
Mother Country. If we organize post-
graduate courses, we Deec more moiuey,
first of all, for our library, and eventually
for supervision of the work, though this
difficulty might be overcome for a time
with our present resources.

CANADIAN GRADUATES ABROAD.

The fact that many of owr students, after
graduating, go to other universities for
further study, or to accept positions of
various kinds, has suggested to me the col-
Jection of some statistics which will serve
the double purpose of affording information
as to the career of a portlon of our gradu-
ates and of showing the estimation in
which they are held in the other universi-
ties of this continent. In pursuance of my
object 1 sent enquiries to 10 of the princi-
pal universities in the United States as to
the facts of the last four years only. I
mlfht observe that nothing is more charac-
teristic of these universities than their
spirit of ambition and academic’ emulation,
and, If our graduates have been chosen

we may fairly assume that they were the
best men available for
uestion.

PRESENT CASH WANTED.

Particularly at this time, when the ae-
velopments in the Geological Depari-
ment are required in view of wour
is golng on in various sections ox
the province, seems that 1t
would be considered a peculiarly apgroprinte
time to recognize what the University s
doing with reference to the physical
sciences generally, and to set aside 1or
the ald of her ineralogy department =
considerable portlon of the waste lanas vs
the province. We heard from you, Mr.
President, the Interesting statistics witn
reference to your progress In tne standin
of the graduates whom you send -abroad,
and I am sure these statistics were in-
teresting and gratitying. It 1s true tue
University is designed mainly and princi-
‘pally to support higher education amouyg
our own sous, for our own purposes, vu
no better test could be given to the char-
acter of that education than Is glven ,
the great measure of success which th
President has indicated has been opbtained
in competition with the graduates from tune
neighboring republic for positions intneir
great universities. We know that tnis eir-
cumstance is the highest practical tesu-
monial to the practical results of the eau-
cation given here, that we can point to
the fact that profitable - employment iu
their own walk of life can be given to au
who leave these halls of learning witn
those certificates of training which enapie
these young men to obtain pilaces aoroad.
And the further development of our miner-
al resources will give additional oppor-
tunities for young Canadian graduates co
serve their country andg advance them-
selves within the Mmits of their own nne.

THE NEW PROGRAM.

Mr, Blake then expressed the pleasure
which it afforded him to hear the reier-
ence of the President to the special ‘condi-
tions under which they were met gs tne
first convocation held by the University
faculty.

The French Authorities Powerless to Reach
the Rebels and the Conquest fis
Only Ofelal.

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept. 20.—A cor-
'respondent of the South American and
West Indian Correspondence Bureau,
who happens to be out in Madagascar
at present, writes to the chief of the
bureau at this centre as follows: The
social and political condition of Mada-
gascar at present is far from being in
the state that the indifference of the
last files of newspapers we have re-
ceived would indicate. On the con-
trary, except where the French gar-
risons are quartered, the island is in
a perfect state of anmarchy, and for-
eigners who have gone up the coun-
try from Majunga are having a lively,
not to say thrilling, time of it. 8ix-
teen Europeans and three Americans
of whom 1 know were killed between
June and July, and since that time
the road has been completely closed.
I have on this account falled to dis-
cover the names of the victims, or to
get authentic accounts of the slaughter
of several other white men of different
nationalities. The fact is that the
rebels will not accept the\conquest of
their island as an accomplished fact
and have got down to business, an
are making things hum in a manner
that would astonish the outside world
if the French authorities did _not take
care to suppress the facts. Compared
with what we read in the last files of
the New York newspapers the war in
Cuba is mere child’s play to .what is
going on here. s »

AUTHORITIES POWERLESS. _

The French authorities. are quite
powerless to reach the rebels;, and so
gg the next best thing, try to ignore

eir operations. Meanwhile very lib-
eral land concessions are being ‘given,
and to foreigners on the same terms
as to Frenchmen. The same thing ap-
plies to mining rights. Yet practically
nothing is being done on the west
coast, owing wholly to the state of af-
fairs I have described.

In reality the French conquest is
only official. They have secured the
Hova Queen and the Government 200
miles from the nearest point ; but the
independent and semi-independent
tribes, living in the mountains and for-
ests, practically inaccessible to Euro-
pean troops, have it all their own way,
and defy the French masters to sup-
press them.

What Does “Negotiating” Notes With Banks
Mean ? - Assignments for the Benefit
of Creditcrs —To-Bay’s Lists

Section 74 of the Bank Act allows & bank
to lend money to anyone in the wholesale
business upon the security of goods pro-
cured by him, but the next section says
that the bank must not receive such secur-
ity to secure the payment of a bill or note,
unless such bill or note is “negotiated * at
the time the bank acquires it. The Bank
of Hamilton asks the opinion of the Court
of Appeal as to what Parliament meant
by the word ‘‘negotiate.’” Mr. Zoellner had
an aseunt with the bank, and gave them
three 3 ges, representing $11,660 worth
of go ge- e gave them these, and also
his proxjasery notes for that amount, pay-
able on Qemand. Afterwards he assigned
for the benefit of his creditors to the pre-
sent glnlntlﬂ', who brings this action, claim-
ing that the goods should be given to him
for all the. creditors. He says, and the
trial judge so found, that Zoellner got no
money for his demand notes ; tbat, though
their amount was placed to his credit, yet
he could not cheque it out, and so the notes
were not ‘‘negotiated” within the meaning
of the act, and also that the securities for
the goods, not being filed as required by the
Bills of Sale Act, were void, as agalnst
aim. Judgment was reserved.

ASSIGNMENTS FOR CREDITORS.

In Tennant v. MacEwan, voth the partles
reside in Ontario, but the assignment for
benefit of creditors, made by -defendant
to plaintiff, was accepted on behalf sof
x‘lalntm' by one Hains, wno resided In

ontreal. Hains was plaintiff's partoer In
nis business, carried on in Brockville, and
managed all business in connection with the
assignment. The plaintiit brought this ac-
tion for $600 for work done for the estate,
commission, ete., and defendant counter-
claimed for moneys received by plaintiff,
ete. The trial judge dismissed the action,
holding that the assignment had, In fact,
been really made to a resident of the Pro-
vince of Quebee, contrary to Ontario Stat-
ute 52, ch. 21, and gave judgment for de-
fendant In counter-claim for $295. The
Dlaintiff appeals. .The case will be con-
cluded to-day.

WHAT IS A SNOWDRIFT?

In the Second Division of the same court,
the questions raised in Fairbanks v. Town-
ship of Yarmouth were, how far the Michi-
gan Central Railway Company were lighle
to repair the approaches to an overhead
bridge crossing their track in the town-
ship, and whether the highway could be
sald to be out of repair because of the
non-remdyal of the snowdrift, which the
plaintiff drove against when he was
thrown out and sustained thé damages for
which he obtained a judgment against the
township. Judgment was reserved. -
