General Riggs Went Out on Friday Morning
and Gave Battle,

and Recapture the Khyber Pass—The Afridis Must.Be Held

Straight Answers..

Yondon, Aug. 27. — A special from
Simla says that the Daulatzai tribe of
Agridis, near Kohat, descended from the
hills in strong force during Thursday
uight and attacked and captured the
Village of Ubland, setting fire to the
buildings, nearly all of which were de-
stroyed. General Briggs, commanding
the forces at Kohat, having heard of
the Afridis’ plans, had prepared a force
and went out on Friday morning and
attacked the enemy. After sharp fight-
ing, the Afridis were driven back to
the hills with heavy losses. The Brit-
ish loss consisted of ene Sepoy killed
and a native officer and two. Sepoys
wounded.

The Afridis Must be Cowed.

The Daily Graphic to-day publishes

nn interview with General Sir Robert

Low, who commanded the Chitral retief |

expedition in 1895, in which General
Low is quoted as saying:

“We have enough troops there to re-
store order and recapture Khyber very
quickly; but it would be unwise to move
for three weeks yet, if it can be helped,
until the climate is healthier and trans-
portation arrangements can ha' made
There will probably be serious fighting,
but the Afridis must be cowed, .nd
Tirah must be occupied , and a good
military road made to that place. It
Is not worth while to garrison the Khy-
ber Pass with our own troops.”

A Strong Pellicy Necesiary.

General Low does not “think the Sul-
tan has anything to do with the rising.
He believes it is possibler that the
‘Ameer was ignorant of the tribes’ in-
tention, but feels certain that General
Gholam Haidar, commander of the
Ameer's troops in East
was not. General Gholam Haidar, he
says, is the biggest fanatic in Asia.

General Low thinks the freedom of the |

press in India is largely’ responsible for
the trouble, and opposes the subsidizing
of the tribes, which he declares is al-
ways a sign of weakness.

Straight Answers Demanded.

Bombay, Aug. 27.—In the second letter
gent by the Indian Government to the
Ameer of Afghanistan, with reference
io the cox‘s?)licity of Afghan subj>cts
in the outbreaks of the Indian tribes
on the frontier, the Government re-
quests that specific answers be given
to certain specific questions, and that
generalities be avoided.

Vietoria, B.C., Aug. 27.—*“There is no
use in anyone attempting to exaggerate
the richness of these Klondike diggings,”
writes Captain Clarence Cox, master
of the well-known sealing schooner Tri-
umph, under date of Ounalaska, July
28, in a letter which his wife has just
received. “The las steamer that came
down the river had 100 passengers, and
the lesat that any one of them brought
with him was $10,000, and he was a
boy I it 18.. One man had $100,000 in
dust .0d hé had only been in the coun-
try for a year. They all average be-
tween $50,000 and $100,000 each.”

This is the latest and most authentic
repont concerning 'the treasure steamer
Portland, now due on her last voyage
of the year from St. Michael’s with
those who have made fortunes on the
Klondike or the Stewart, and are coming
back to civilization to spend the winter
amid more congenial surroundings.

That the news in the sealer’s lefiter
is not itself an exaggeration is borne out
by “Archie Shelp, who had himself seen
the yellow millions, and arrived in Jun-
eau just before the City of Topeka sail-
ed for this port. He had left Dawson
City on July 30 last, accompanied by
two fellow-miners, named McKay and
Kid Birch, the latter being the fortune
hunter who had given his name to Birch
Creek. They reached Dyea, having
erossed tthe Chilkoot Pass, on the 18th
day of the present month,just 18 days
from Dawson City, and in time to add

Shelp says that when he and his com-
panions left Dawson three and a half
tons of gold, valued most conservatively
at upward of two millions, was stacked
up to await shipment on the.  river
steamer. ‘The last boat down, which
was to comnect with the Portland for
her present trip, had a similar amount.
Her cargo would have totalled six mil-
lion dollars in value had it not seemed
unsafe to risk so large an amount of
treasure on any single trip. The treas-
ire remaining for later transportation
down was, when Shelp left Dawson,
piled up and under guard. It measured
a irifle over a quarter of a cord, and it
took Shelp more than two hours to get
his sack from ithe heap after he had
decided not to go down the river, but to
cross the mountains instead. Shelp is
authority for the statement that the
Portland, on her present trip- has more
than three and a half tons of gold on
board, while there is still awaiting ship-
ment a greater amount still. ° ;

Eldorado Creek is being mined 4o the
top of the mountain on bench claims
by rockers, and since the last report
was sent out from that region one
claim alone on the creek had yielded its
owners $100,000, which sum, with what
he had taken out previously, quite satis-
fies him. He has handed the claim to
his partners, with his good wishes, pack-

The first spring ar-
rivals will undoubtedly get rich claims,
but only very few of those now on the
road from Dyea and Skaguay will see
the waters of the Yukon before spring.

On the other hand there is a story of
one man, who, having reached Lake Lin-
derman, returned to Skaguay in 14
hours, en route. to Juneau, to settle some
business matters, and who was returning
by the same route, expecting to reach
Lake Linderman again oy the time the
other members of his party had complets
ed the building of their boats.

Rumors are current that a new chain
of lakes has been discovered on the Ska-
guay route, but confirmation seems diffi-
cult to obtain, it béing freely stated,
however, that the new discovery will re-
sult in this route being more patronized
than that by way of Dyea.

An ef-
fort lasting for two or three years would
demonstrate what there is in the Mexi-
can trade for us. The Mexican Govern-
ment cordially approves of the plan for
o permanent exhibit, and will facili-
tate the enterprise.

MINERS DISPENGE dUSTICE.

A Man Named - Cleveland
Robbed a Corpse,

CHARGED $10 FOR CARRIAGE

And As No One Paid Him He Took the
Dead Man's Money.

He Was Given a Supply of Food and a
Skif and Told to Get Out of the
Country, Which Me DPid—Amether Cul-
prit Was Saved From Death by Ome
Vote—He Did a Meau Trick, and the
Miners' Court, by a Veie of 37 to 36,
Allowed Him to Leave the Coumtry
Instead of Hanging Mim.

Lake Bennett, Northwesgt Territory, Aug.
13, via BSeattle, Wash., Aug. 27.—Another
exciting episode occurred on the Skaguay
trail a day or two ago. The miners held
a meeting and ordered a man named
Cleveland to leave camp. He was provided
with sufficlent food for a week or 10
days and a skiff and was given three
hours to obey the mandate. Cleveland was
one of the promoters in opening the trail
and was operating a pack train to the
lakes. He sold the property and made
himself scarce in ghort order. The trou-
ble originated over moving the corpse of
Mr. Fowler of Seattle, who was drowned
near Skaguay a few days ago. Cleveland
took the body down to Skaguay and ex-
acted a charge of $10. No one stepped
forward with the money and he reached
inte the dead man's pocket and took out
a wet $10 bill, remarking: ‘““That will pay
me for my trouble.” The miners did not
object so much to the charge as they. did
to the heartless manner in which payment
was exacted,
discugsed the more indignant they became

and it was not long before a miners’
meeting was convened. It was with diffi-
culty that the spes rs contained them-
selves. Cleveland had several friends
present who pleaded moderation and beg *-
ed for mercy. There Was no mlstaklnf the
sentiment of the men. They were highly
incensed that anyone ghould forget the
reverence and respect due the dead and
to hurriedly take from the ket of the
deceased money that was lgp(ug with
the water that had caused his death.
Metheds of Justice at Skaguay.
Some of those present advocaied severe
punishment, but the verdict of 114 of those
resent decreed that the accused should
orthwith leave the country. Cleveland was

of five men the shore. -Smith, one of
our party, with a long polé; got into the
boat, and we began the deseent. Gradually
the long rope was put by careful

'The
boat danced about and taxed to the utmost
the strength of he men ashore. By careful
poling the craft was worked into its pro-
per position, the line from shore was slack-
ened and we shot into the rapids. Not fifty
yards distant and in plain view stood the
‘headboard over the grave of J. W. Mapes,
the.man who, is descending the rapids cap-
sized his boat and lost his outfit and then
blew out his brains. The scene was im-
pressive, and it will be many a long day
bef ore we will forget it.

The boat launched into the whirlpod® of
boiling water. On one of the rocks which
we avoided were the wrecks of two un-
fortunate boats. Our boat dived into the
eddies and came up shedding the water like
a duck. A minue and we were safe ashore.
Then we helped two Swedes from Helena,
Mont., through the rapids and accidentally
run against a sunken bowlder which strain-
ed the boat considerably. The rest of the
afternoon and to-day we put in carrying
our goods across the portage. The road was
sandy and hard to travel. 2

Lake Bennet is thirty miles long and
from 1000 yards to one mile in width. At
the present there are about 150 persons in
camp bullding and waiting for boats to be
built. : S

The Skaguay trail comes out at the lower
end of Lake Bennett. So far only two paqk
trains have got through. Several mén have
come across from Skaguay to look over the
route. They report a fairly good road, suit-
able for horses carrying 200 pounds, and
hey say that it is about forty-two miles
long. uch bad trail could be avoided and
tiem saved if some enterprising individual
would establish a ferry between the threé
lakes, which parallel the trail and are
about fourteen miles long.

Labor and Capital in Klondike.
Chicago Inter Ocean.

There are no rumors of a strike at Klon-
dike. Once, ndt man yyears ago, Some
gentlemen of Penngylvania went on strike
against the “robber barons,” who ‘were ree
ducing them to. the conditiin of “starving
helots”’ at the rtae of $14 per day per helot.
Snce then many of the quondul strikers
gladly would have worked at $4 per day,and
would have hailed an employer as a pene-
factor, rather than have denounced hiw a8
‘‘a robber baron.”

But in Klondike it is aiferent. Wages are
at the rtae of $16 per day. This suggests
that the millionaires of the future perhaps
may be evolved from tne ranke of the
wage-earners n greater number than frim
the cotere of those who ‘'strike it rich.

Ex-Constable Fitzger-
ald, late of Seattle, who is now at Camp
Lake Lindeman, stepped torward ard sald
that if allowed to select mn assistant he
wonld send the accused out of the country.
He took the fellow to the coast at Jyea,
purchased a ticket for Seattle, and placed
him aboard a Puget Sound steamer. That
put an end to thieving for a while.

Satling Poewn Lake Lindeman.

At 4 o'clock Wednesday afternoon we set
sal from Camp Lake Lindeman. A strong
wind was blowing down the lake and kick-
ing up considerable ofa sea. We thought
it a favorable opportunity for testing the
seaworthiness of the Pi. She was heavily
loaded and carried a full crew. The sail
was hoisted and away we sped down the
lake. The boat stood the test splendidly
and weathered every sea like a water-fowl.
Another steamer which started out ahead
of us was compelled to seek shelter. It was
an exciting ride, and at times there was
great difficulty in retaining control of tbe
little eraft, so anxious was sha to make a
record-breaking trip to tlie rapids. 3

Lake Lindeman is six miles long and 114
miles in width, down a deep canyon, and
has the shape of a slightly bent elbow. On
the port side, on the cone of #n immense
bowlder, fluttered in the breeze the Stars
and Stripes. By its side was another staff,
which bore the tattered remnants of the
ensign of Great Britafn, but which had
been whipped to pieces by the blizzards of
That was the dividing line be-
tween Alaskma and the Northwest Terri-
tory. In the twinkling of an eye the boat
carried us into Canadian waters, and with
the fleetness of a winged bird we soon
reached the end of the lake.

The rocky canal that empties Lake Linde-
man into Lake Bennett by the peculiar
formation of the land is partly concealud.
Without previous warning the waters sud-
denly become swift and then plunged into
a canyon filled with rugged bowlders, which
means certain destruction to a loaded boat.
Before realizing the danger we were on. its
brink. . The sail came down in a hurry, and
we pulled out of harm's way an dlanded on
the opposite shore one hour and thirty min-
utes from the time we set sail. Our sup-
plies were quickly landed and we went into
carD.

Descending the Rapids,

A heavy rain fell during the night. The
next morning we enrvcyeg the rapids. The
stream cuts through a wall of granite and
basaltic formation for a distance of three-
quarters of a mile, and has a fall of 40feet.
The stream is swift and full of bowlders,
and careful navigation is necessary to avoid
accidents. We took 200 feet of rope and
fagtened to the bow and put it in the hands

The Latest Toronto Cemvention.
Chicago Inter-Ocean.

Toronto has .come to be- famous -as a
place of canventidds, socialistie, Teligious,
and scientific. There is a quiet dignity
in the architecture of the city and in the
lives of the. citizens that is conductive
to deliberation. Toronto grows but it does
not rush; it prospers but it does not boom.
It is a new place, as the age of cities
is counted in Kurope, but it has become
as much ‘‘a home of ordered peace’” as
Frankfort-on-the-Main, to which, more
than to any other ancient eity, {t bears
points of resemblance. But never has Tor-
onto entertained more distinguished guests
than those -who left it yesterday after
participating in the annual assembly of
the British Assoclation for the Advance-
ment of Science.

Not far from 1500 members of the as-
sociation were present at the meeting,
which adjourned on Wednesday. The num-
her would be considered as large were the
object of ussembl{ political. The number
of delegates participating in the last na-
ticnal Republican convention was very
slightly in excess of 900. That 1500 rep-
regsentatives. of a scientific association
have assembled at their own cost, most
of them. having traveled hundreds and
some o fthem thousands of miles in order
to be present, is proof enough that trade
and politics do not solely engross the at-
tention of mankind. The intellectual life
of the world is not less but more strong
in 1897 than ever before.

Though the Toronto assembly was un-
der the auspices of the British Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Sclence, it
was participated in and addregsed by many
Americans. Science is cosmopolite. Agas-
siz, Faraday, Pasteur, and Humboldt lived
not for France, Germany, England, or Am-
erica, but for the whole world. The next
meeting of the association is to be held
in the English city of Bristol. It might
be wel lif American scientists were to in-
vite the British Asgsociation to meet in
Washington in 1899 The act certainly
would be graceful. .

Chicago, Aug. 27.—The efforts of the at-
torneys in the trial of Adolph L. Luetgert,
alleged wife murderer, to complete the jury
panel to-day were barren of result. In fact,

Mr. Harvey SaYs Magnetic Observa-
tions are Useless in Toronto.

E. A. Macdonald evidently intends to per-
sist in his efforts to oust Robert J. Flem-
ing from the position of Assessment Com-
missioner. On Wednesday Mr. Macdonald's
solicitors wrote to the city’s legal depart-
ment suggesting that the action might be
expedited if the city would make certain
admissions, The reply was to the effect
that the city was not prepared to make any
admissions. Mr. Macdonald’s solicitors have,
therefore, served notice upon the City Solic-
itor for the examination of Ald. Scott, Ald.
Allen and Thomas Sandemson of the City
Clerk's office. It is said that some very
important evidence has been procured, and
that the action will certainly be pressed to
an issue.

‘the Trolley and the Magaet.

Mr. Arthur Harvey, the well-known To-
ronto scieentist, has cailed Mayor Shaw’s
attention to a very lmportant macter, iu the
1oliowing letter:

Dear sr. Mayor,—In the course of my
livestigutions into magnetic phenomena 1
have become aware that tne inuuence of the
return current from the trolley wires has
compieteiy destroyed the value of the mag-
neti¢ observations here. Corrections of a
somewhat rude nature can be made for
what are called the daily means, or the
mean of the hourly observations, but scien-
tific men now require that the exact hour
or minute of magnetic disturbances should
be correctly given, and the varying intensity
of the trolley currents, according to the
power used at different times of thevday,
altogether prevents this.

1 enclose to you a sketch of the daily
means for July last. The heavy blue line
shows the curves as recorded. The dotted
blue lines show the curve as it would be
were it not for the trolleys. ' The inequality
thus manifested is from the relaxation of
the current on Sundays., They will show
you at once what an effect is produced.
lrof, Rucker declares, with me, that the
o})sﬁr\‘a{liou; are rendered altogether useless.
Prof. Vanrijckervorsel says the same thing.
I do not doubt that Mr. Stupart, the direc-
tor, would, to a very great extent, agree
with these eminent magnetologists. Con-
ﬂ‘rm:\tionvs could be had from Prof. F. H.
Pigelow and others. We do not know just
haw far the trolley influence extends. A
mile might be enough, but three, four or
five n}iles from' the cable would be better.

Now, the consensus of opinion is that
the observatory should be retained in To-
| ronto, which has a long and valuable his-
toric record in the matter, but a move must
soon be made, and to prevent the transfer-
ence of the whole observatory, meteorologi-
cal as well as magnetie, to soine other place,
it seems to me that the magnetic outfit
s‘l_m'md be settled at some place near the
city. A friemd of mine said he would give
a new site on the top of Davenport Hill,
ppt I do not know if it is far enough away.
There will be.no difficulty, however, about
obtaining a site, The point I suggest for
your consideration is that the city should
in some way interest itself in the cost of
removal of this part of the observatory
when we could doubtless retain the rest It
wonld be a blow to Toronte to lose -the
scientific staff of the whole, and this is
\\'h:lf.‘ by taking forethought, I would have
the City Council avert. Yours very faith-
fully, Arthur Harvey.

Bottled Milk vs. Can MiIk.

Editor World: In your issue of Saturday,
21st inst., I noticed an article by ‘““Alps’ ‘on
bottled milk v. can milk, and with your
kind permission I should very much like

to have an item or two published in your
valuable sheet in favor of bottled milk, viz.:

I consider the article by ‘‘Alps’’ a good
one, but too mildly put for an interested
dairyman, such as Le appears to be. To
me, an everyday citizen of Toronto, the
contrast between the two named modes of
conducting a milk business is strikingly
vivid as being in favor of the former or
bottled milk. Just here I should like ts
cite a case in point which bears directly oun
the subject under discussion.

One bright morning not long ago a milk-
man drove up to a house in this city to de-
liver his usual quantity of milk. - While he
was executing this order a maid from a
neighboring heuse ran out and requested
the driver of the said milk wagon for a
quantity of milk. After repeated attempts
the man was unable to dip (he was seling
can milk) the necessary amount for the
maid without each and every time bringing
with it a piece of ice which he was evi-
dently carrying about in the milk. His so-
lution of the problem was to actuall?
plunge his hand into the can and extricalw
the troublesome piece of ice. I for one
could not relish milk carried in cans after
observing such a process as this, and most
assuredly this same filthy habit is exten-
sively practised among ¢he milkmen of
that calibre.

An act of this gravity could not be per-
petrated where bottled milk In the proper
sense of its meaning is used, and after in-
quiry I find that 75 per cent. of milkmen
have full charge of their horses, which fact
only adds to the possibility of germs and
everything else of a #imilar nature bring
circulated about the homes where can milk
is endorsed and used. It appeats strongly
to me since this subject has arisen that
the milk ought and must be far superior
when bottled, if, as f‘Alps”’ says, by good
reliable dairy people. Citizcn.

DISCRIMINATING AGAINST
SHIPPING.
The chief feature of the preferential
taniff seems to b: the innumerable per-
plexities in its working. ‘Those who im-
port British go»is :inl, that statutory
declarations of British origin are neces-
sary, and these are annoying to the
maker of the goods and expensive to
the Canadian importer. - Still another
obstacle to the declared purpose ‘of the
teriff, i.e. a preference to Britain, is its
practical discrimination against British
trade routes. The one-eighth reduction
is only granted on goods coming direct
from the country of origin. Now, it is
a custom of importers who buy largely
in Britain, and to a less extent in Con-
tinental Europe, to have all the goods
shipped to Canada from a central point
in England. London is the mart of tae
world. The average English free-trader
is as proud of the immense profits enjoy-
ed by the country as an ocean carrier
as he is of her fiscal policy. But the
Canadian tariff, as now administered,
says to the French, Belgian or German
firm, who have sold goods to Canadian
merchants: If you ship via England the
goods will pay a Higher duty than if
they are sent by a foreign line direct
from a French or German port. As
leng, therefore, as the present arrange-
ment continues in force the tariff dis-
eriminates against British shipping. Pos-
sibly this was not contemplated by the
Government; it may mot have occurred
to the Ministers. But even so, the whole
experience with the new tariff points the
moral that a government which does not
really understand a great question
should not attempt to deal with it until
a careful study of conditions and results
has been made.

BRITISH

MOUNTED POLICE AND THE KI:ONDIKII E

Since a ' detachment of the Mounted
Police has been drafted to maintain
Canadian law and order in Klondike, the
impression in the Northwest is that the
fcree, as a whole, will have to be in-
creased rather than decreased. As the
mining population expands, a larger de-
tachment will probably have to .be as-
signed to the Yukon. In fact The Sas-
katchewan Herald believes that, instead
of further reducing the force, it should
be mised to its original strength of a
thousand men, and made a training
school from which torsend men to the
Yukon. - There is reaéfm in the conteun-
tion that administration of justice in
the mining country should be strong and
effective. 'The possession of a rich dis-
trict such as this carries with it responsi-
bilities, and the present arrangements
do not provide for more than temporary
conditions. An emergency has arisen
and must be provided for. The only difii-
culty in the way of the Government is
the foolish ery of economy, raised by the
Liberal party before it got into power.
Every day it is obliged, shamefacedly,
to confess that the old criticisms were
rarrow partisanship of the cheapest
kind. The Mounted Police was a valu-
able force amd its reduction meant a
very small saving, but as the Northwest
was far away the central provinces were
deluged with complaints that we were
lavishing money on an' unnecessary body
of police. The Klondike district needs
policing, and if to do this thoroughly the
Government must simply eat the leek,
the operation will have to be performed.
And not for the first time either.

BRITISH COLUMBEIA, TOO.

From British Columbia also come fair
reports of reviving prosperity. The sal-
mon fishery has been phenomenally good.
The fishermen have had a season of
steady work, and the canners are satis-
fied that prices will be on a remunera-
tive basis. The lumber industry is also
on a better footing, and prices seem
to be improving. Farming is apt to
be overlooked as a British Columbia
industry, owing to the greater magni-
tude of canning and lumbering. As a
matter of fact, agriculture in the Prov-
ince is expanding, and this year the
crops are excellent, and in the. Valley
of the Fraser there have been no dam-
aging floods. Mining, as we all know,

marvelous rapidity. The merchants of
Toronto, who sell goods to the British
Columbia traders, report an increasing
output there during the past few
months, and there seems no reason to
doubt that British Columbia, like the
rest of Canada, is going to contribute
its quota to the general prosperity.

A RISKRY RULER.

The Ameer of Afghanistan, it seems,
has a few things to learn about the
reality of British authority in Indig. The
rebellious northern tribes are supposel
te .'h:u'c had some encouragement from
him, and he has been warned by the
Viceroy. He should take a lesson from
the career of the Khedive .of Egypt.
That young gentleman undertook, a year
or two ago, to make things unpleasunty
for the British in BEgypt. Lord Cromer
acted, as British agents have a way of
doing: took firm measures first, and dis-
cussed the matter calmly with the en-

thusiastic young gentleman afterwards.

The Khedive subsided, and nothing in

his life became him like his graceful
retirement to the official obscurity he so
well adorns. The Ameer does not read
the Cairo papers, or he would have
known ail this. His son, Nasrullah

23| Khan, who did London in 1894, must

have omitted to make . his'  respected
parent sensible of the risk he runs in
jgnering treaty obligations with Britain.
The Ameer has simply been toying a
little with the lion’s tail. He saw others
doing it and thought it would prove di-
verting. But the lon's tail is not so
flexible in India as in America, and the
very. best. policy for the Ameer is to ad-
mire and obey the noble animal at a
respectful distance.

The World is glad to learn that success,
as far as attendance is concerncd, at least,
ds now assured for the Tax Exemption
Convention, to be held in Toronto on Sept.
9 and 10. The real success of the conven-
tion will, of course, be measured by the
strength of the resolutions passed in faver
of abolishing, or at least lessening, the tas
esemptions which- are now permittted i
every city, town and municipality in Can-
ada. It is safe to assume, however, that
the strong feeling which exists agalnst
the present iniquitous system of exemp-
tions, and in deference to which the con-
vention has been called, will result in ‘the
adoption of strong, outspoken expressions
pgainst tax exemptions of every kind..

Toronto, with over $20,000,000 worth of
property that does mot pay one cent of
taxes, may have more reason to desire the
abolition of tax exemptions than some
other municipalitics where the total of ex-
emptions does not appear in such a formi-
dable array of figures, bur It would, no
doubt, be found on examination that the
pxemptions in nearly all municipalities bear
about the same proportion to the total
value of property as they do in Toronto—
nearly one-seventh. Toronto has a tax rate
of 17%4 mills. If the exemptions that
should be abolished were wiped out, the
rate in this city would be about 15 mills,
instead of 17%.

Representation at .the forthcoming con-
vention has been confined to municlpalities
In Onttario, but a few figures showing the
proportion of exemptions in some of the
leading citles of Canada and the United
States will be of interest. -ane proportion

TROUBLE IN YUCATAN.

A Riet im Which a Dozen Persons Were
Killed—People Became Incemsed
Against the Police.

New York, Aung. 27.—Correspondence
to The Herald from Merida, Yucatan,
under date of Aug. 17, says: Twehe
persons were killed and several injured
in a riot which occurred in the plaza
in front of the municipal place last San-
day evening. The cause of the out-
break seems to be the prejudice of vhe
police, who attacked the people because
ot their opposition to the candidacy of
Scnor Carlos Peon, the present Gover-
nor of Yuéatan, who sought re-election.
It is against all precedent here for &
Governor of the Province to serve two
conseciitive terms, but despite this fact
Senor Peon declared himself a candi-
date.. General Francisco Canton, a rail-
road magnate, bécame an independent
opponent, and in anticipation of the
coming election, which takes place next
November, his posters were prominently
placarded throughout the city. The sup-

pcrters of Senor Peon teok offence at |

these notes. Several parades of the
independents took place on Suaday
afternjpon, and General Canton’s ad-
mirers proceeded to celebratg in frout
of his residence. Cognizant of the dis-
orders which had occurred, General Can-
ton addressed his supporters and bade
them . keep the peace.

The Governor, it is said, instrueted

the chief of police to fire on the crowd
in the event of any outbreak. The chief
ignored his instructions *because of a
refusal on the part of the Governor to
4 reduce them to writing, and as a result
the Governor delegated one of his aides
as acting chief of police. While the
crowd was gathered around the plaza
on Sunday night, Pastor Regon Ra-
mirez, one of the Governor’s party,
|threw a giant fire cracker in front of
the police station. It exploded, and,
as though acting on a signal, the police
fired on the crowd, killing one woman
and two men. The crowd immediately
| scattered.

Mr. Hardy has
een unable to decide upon a successor
who would meet all requirements, finan-
cial, raeial and the rest, but his indecision
has had a result which he had not calcu-
lated upon. It has prevented him from
seizing a seemingly favorable opportunity
of going to the country. He knows that
the Opposition would have a meavy advan-
tage should he attempt to do so with his |
Executive ranks thus broxen,

There may or may not De some signifi-
cance in the fact that Mr. Hugh Ryan was
again much in evidence at the Legislative
buildings yesterday afternoom. .

‘Another reason why the Attorney-General
may delay calling on the erectlons lies in
the mining boom. Already the revenue de-
rived in the Crown Lands Department
from royalties, etc., has so greatly in-
creased that the next budget speech will
probably rolport a very substantial sur-
plus. Herein the Government, smarting
under repeated criticisms for past deficits,
would be enabled to take tne wind out of
Col. Matheson’s salls by proudly pointing
ont to the people of Ontario the success of
his first year's regime.

Then, lastly, Hon. A. S. Hardy knows
that, win or lose, a berth is prepared for
bhim. Should he win he would still be
Premier; should he lose, he would be made
Lieutenant-Governor of Ontario. These are
a few of the reasons why the probabilities
are for a pre-election session of the Legis-
lature.

Revelutionists of Uruguay Say the A
nation of the President Does
Not Affect Them.

Montevideo,’ Aug. 27.—The revolution-
ists have declared that the assassination
of President ldiarte Borda will have no
effect upon their future. The war will
continue. The present situation, they
say, is not one which promises péace in
theé near future, and if Dr. Julio Hes-
reray Oves, who is the most likely can-
d‘date for President, is chosen, the pros-
pect of a termination of the war is 6x-
tremely remote. He is regarded by the
Blaneces, the revolutiomary party, as
their mortal enemy.

Avelino Arredondo, the military or-
ficer who shot President - Borda, re-
iterates his statement that he had no
accomplices. He mnow says, howerver,
that he murdered Senor Borda to save
his country from bad government. The
fact that he and all his family belong
to the Coloradgg, the party of which
Senor Borda was the leader, seems to
prove that the revolutionists had nothing
to do with the crime. .
Congress will assemble at once to con-
sider the situation. In the meantime the
President ad intetim, Senor Jose Cues-
tas, is taking steps to form a new Cabi-
net. Dr. Francisco Banca has been
named Minister of. the Interior. All
the leading military commanders are
ccming to Montevideo to consult with
the new Administration as to what pol-
icy to adopt against the rebels. In the
meantime reports from the field show no
decrease in the fighting. General Flores
has issued a manifesto calling for a com-
pktr)tnl union of the Colorados against the
rebels.

Cuestac 1s Hated,

Buenos Ayres, Aug. 27.—The Presi-
dent of ther Uruguayan Revolutionary
Committee in this city expresses great
regret at the assassinatieon of President
Porda of Uruguay, but declares that the
revolutionary party is guiltless of any
ccmplicity. He further declared that
Senor Cuestas, who has ebeen chesen
President, ad interim, will do nothing to
pacify the country, as he is generally
hated in Uruguay, as was President
Bordn- The war, he says, will continue
if Congress does not allow the demands
of the rebels.

The morning newspapers express de-
light at the fact that, by the mention
of the word “alliance,” in the toasts of
the Czar and President Faure on bourd
the French cruser Pothuau, at Cron-
stada, yesterday, the world has appar-
ently been informed that a distinct un-
derstanding really exists between France
and Russia and that this understanding
is apparently in the nature of an alli-
ance for the preservation of the peace
of Earope.

The Gaulois says of the mentiomng of
the word “alliance”: “Such an expres-
gion was not inserfed¥n the toast for
nothing. It was no mere verbal flourish.
There never are flourishes in the Czar's
toasts and we can only see in it the very
scul and inspiration of the alliance,”

The Soleil remarks: “Something is
changed in the world to-day. The Fran-
co-Russian alliance makes its appear-
ance as a great force in the avorld’s ‘in-
ternational politics.”

The Radical says: “We dreamed of
sn -alliance for a revenge, and we have
«an alliance for peace. We must bid fare-
{well to our patriotic hopes.”

The ;}utocrat, however, takes a dif-

The St. rouis cliques, New
Yorkers and the Northwest joined in the
selling’ movement, and helped to depress
prices. Brosseau, Norton, Worthington,
Ragrett and Schwartz, Dupee were among
the most prominent buyers. Allen Grier
sold about a million bush in the last hour.
There were some acceptances by the other
side. Minneapolis wires that there was
a -round lot of flour sold there to-day for
export. You will notice taat Sept. is work-

| ing to a stronger premlum over Dec. In

fact, it is getting difficult to trade in Sept.
The bull clique is suppused to own several
million bush of it, with only 1,000,000 bush
of contract wheat in store, and the stock
is not increasing. We aavise our friends
not to make initial trade in Sept., dellvery
trade in Dec. or May. mere were about
70 loads worked for export and good en-
quiry for more. ¥rom now on the market
promises more sensational developments
than hitherto, and, with further deterlora-
tion in the spring wheat crop and failures
of crops abroad, as predicted, tnere Is no
reason why wheat shoul% not be run up to
the highest records made during the ‘‘cor-
ner” years. Wheat closed at 90c¢ for Dec.,
with a somewhat strong uncercurrent. We

A good busi-
ness is- passing, and confidence In better
prices to come apparently increasing. Clear-
ances at all ports, 144,000 bush. e
Oats—The market ruled rather dull.
There was some export business. Clear-
ances from all ports, 123,000 bush. Arriv-
als of new crop are largely inspecting No.
2, a feature that was largely missing in
the last crop.
Wheat—The violent changes in the wheat
market continue to restiict the velume of.
trading, and the market is consequenily a
narrow one. At the opening this morning
there was considerable pressure to sell
wheat, which forced prices aown to 89%ec,
Dec., but as soon as pressure wus relleved
the market advanced nervously about 2¢.
There was, however, but Iittle Interest
evinced in the advance, and the marxset
again developed a weak tone, gradually de-
clining to 89l%e, when, on the execution of
a good many stop orders prices were rush-
ed down to 88lse without any Imtervening
trades. Subsequently buying of local shorts
put the market up to 90c, where It closed.
The syndicate began to show some disposi-
tion to lighten their Sept. holdings, and
that future was relatively weaker, closing
at about 3c premium over Dee. The situa-
tion at present dees not look nealthy, and
we expect lower prices.
Provisions—Opened weak and lower, con-
trary to expectations of the trade, as hogs
were 10c to 20c¢ higher.
