About 6 o'clock P.C. Macdonald saw him
on Barton-street and arrested him on a
charge of atiempted murder. The prisoner
said he slept in Woodland Park, and was
on his way home when arrested.

stock market from $7.75 to $8.750 per
ewt., and in Toronto the best quota-
tion was $6 for one load, That there
is a . difference of from $2 to $§3 in
favor of the American steer is not a

| view.

not producing as good quality as the
Americans. X

Englishmen did not ask where they,
came from, as long as they got the
quality. In the dead meat trade it
was not weight but quality that
counted. The carcass of a 1200 1lb.
steer would bring as much per, lb. as
one that weighed 1500 ts, provid-
ing the quality was the "same, The
immense demand 'for home consump-
tion was, to a large extent, respon=
sible for the extra prices paid-in Chi=
cago. There were not enough prime
cattle on the Chicago market to sup-
ply the demands of New York, Boston
and other large cities.

Let the Canadian farmer produce in
sufficient quantity an article as good
as the American, and he would find
that he would get the price.

A Question of Quality,

Frank Hunnisett, sr., gave it as his
opinion that the quality of the cattle
sold on the Chicago market is su-
perior to the Canadian cattle. _T’he
high-class animals are bought to sup-
ply the home market where the con-
gumers want something choice. The
choicest animals are all-boned, and
well fleshed, a gquality that is pro-
duced by breed: and feeding. Thew
are fed on meal and corn, and get
the best of care from the time they
are calves. Take the prize cattle at
the Toronto Exhibition. They are
well nourished, and this quality is se-
cured by the same kind of treatment
in many of the cattle sold at the high-
e¢st figures on the Chicago market.

Asked if the establishment of
a dead meat Industry in To-
ronto would add to the prices
obtained for cattle on the Toronto
market, Mr. Hunnisett replied that he
did not think it would.

ROOSEVELT A SURPRISE,

In his occupancy of the United
States Presidency, Theodore Roosevelt
has proven a surprise to his well-wish-
ers, and to his enemies a disappoint-
ment. On his accession it was feared
that his loye of the strenuous life and
his fire-eating propensities would ren-
der him an unsafe President. His
very forcefulness of character, tho a
virtue in a private citizen, was re-
garded as a possible vice in a chief
magistrate, and the vision of a ‘“‘Hot-
spur,” of & sombreroed Rough Rider
presiding at Washington troubled the
sleep of not a few.

Roosevelt’s conduct as President,
however, has set the prophets of evil
at naught. It may be that the re-
sponsibilities of his high office have
sobered him, but, whatever the reason,
he has so far proven a model Presi-
dent. His fighting tendencies, which
led him for long to loom large in the
public eye as a mounted warrior, have
not caused him to be anything but
mcst courteous and diplomatic in his
attitude towards foreign nations, nor
has his erstwhile wilful strenuousness
drawn him into any action designed to
disturb the economic welfare of his
owr country.

Roosevelt’'s proclaimed attitude to-
wards the great commmercial combines
of the United States serves very well
to instance the true comnservatism of
the man. He sees the danger to the
masses, bound up in the growth of
the powerful trusts, but he does not
like Bryan recklessly inveigh against
them. While regognizing the evils
which accompany these monster or-
ganizations, he does not overlook the
fact that they have been important
factors in the marvelous material pro-
gress of the country. And, instead,
therefore, of railing against these mon-
opolfatic concerns, he quietly and
coolly advocates an amendment of the
United States constitution such as
shall give the Federal authorities con-
trol over the combines. He avows no
iconoclastie intentions, but suggests
that to begin with the trusts should
be compelled to make publi¢c the inside
workings of their huge enterprises.

Roosevelt, perhaps, thus still shows
himsel somewhat independent and
self-willed, but he goes to no foolish
lengths. Tho electéd by the trust-
financed Republican party, he fears
not to attempt to bring the combines
under public control, and, on the other
hand, tho prone to strenuous lines of
action, and tho, no doubt, anxious to
stand wel with the people, he sug-
gests no revolutionary methods, nor
does he descend to demagogic cries
wherewith to catch the masses,

JOHN CHINAMAN AND JOHNNY
CANUCK,

In these days of Anglo-Saxon pride
it may be helpful and broadening to
us to know how other peoples regard
our eivilization and our methods. We
are accustomed to despise the poor
Chinee, and we have tried to keep
him out of our country by putting a
heavy import duty on him, and it is
interesting and instructive to learn he
considers himself much superior to us,
that he looks down upon us, and even
laughs in his sleeve at us.

Mr. Pong Sze Chi, a Chinese gentle-
man, attached to the person or Prince
Chen,visited Vancouver the other day,
and The World of that city asked him
point blank how the educated China-
men regarded_the Canadian antipathy
to Mongolians.

Mr. Chi, in good humeor, replied that
very few Chinamen either knew or
cared about such a “baby country”’
as British Columbia, and then pro-
ceeded as follows;

“You see, the east and the west re-
gard events thru spectacles of very
aifferent colors. You do not like the
Chinaman because his standards of life,
of morality, ot happiness, are not your
standards, and you do not understand |
them.

CATTLE FOR SOUTH AFRICA,

Mr. Robert Bickerdike, M.P., is re-
ported as being indignant over the
news that the British government is,
trying 1o purchase a million head of
cattle in Argentina for the purpose of
restocking Boer farms in South Afri-
oca. He thinks that these cattle could
have and should have been procured
in Canada.

Not all cattle men wowld agree with
Mr. Bickerdike. In fact we believe
that many would take a stand dia-
metrically opposed to him on the ques-
tion. No doubt the British govern-
ment is looking for young, well-bred
heifers, and unless exceedingly fancy
prices were paid for, them, Canada |f
cannot afford to be cleaned out of this
class of cattle. Young cattle of all
kinds, breeders and feeders, are too
scarce in this country at present, and
the Dominion, with its plenty of rough
feed, and its wide grazing ranges,
could do with a great many more. Can-|§
ada's cattle raising industry should be
much larger than it is,-and we should
keep all the young breeding heifers that | §
we have, and import more. We should,
therefore, suffer no anxiety at seeing
South Africa restocked from Argentina,
instead of from Canada.

We were now approaching the day when
the homage of the world would ba paid
to merchant princes, as stated in the Bible
would come to pass. There was a time
when the reins of government wvere in
mVe hands of the Pope; th:n in the hands
of the aviny; then the pulpit, afterwards
the nobllity and now the prin<zly merchant.
Only a few days ago the Emperor of Ger-
nany was criticized by the nobility in his
country for hobnobbing .vith *_.he mer-
chants, and when the question of the set-
lement of the coal strike in the United
oiates was raised the voice of J. Pierpont
b}«ex'gan was more powerful that that of
President Roosevelt. ‘This cransition of
the reing of government was just in keep-
ing with an order of things provided for
God and would continue until the whole
world became evangelized and filled vith
lhk: spirit of the Holy Ghost.

A. Belmont's l,,“lll of the Vale and
Dazsling Were the Placed
Two=Year-Olds,

New York, Aug. 8L—SIx weeks ago John
A. Drake, the Chicago millionaive turfman,
owner of this year’s American Derby win-
uer, Wyeth, announced publicly that bhe
had the winner of the Kuturity in his
stable. He meant his bay colt Savable, by
the famous Saivator, out of Struthfiewer,
who was purchased by him from . Pat
Dunpe, the western horseman, recen!fi' for
$30,000, Dunne having purchased the coit
as a yearling at the Haggin sale for 3550.
At the time easteru horssmen were inclin-
ed to ridicule Mr. Drake's conmfident pre-
diction, and when Savable recently ran a
very poor race at Saratoga the hupressioa
became general that the youngster would
not do. But yesterday dowu at Sheeps-
head Bay, In the presence of ap, lumense
crowd of 50,000 spectators, Savable made
goud his owner's forecagt by .wiuning on
the post In the last julnp by six inches
Ifrom Avgust Belmont's Lord of ithe Vale,
by Hastings— Lydy Viclet. That Mr. Drake
sfill” retajned confidence in Savable was
shown by the fact-that his comauissloners
were busy placing heavy wagers with so
much industry that the colt's price was
beaten down from 20 to 1 to eights. Just
how muck Mr. Drake won in bets could
not be told, but a fair estimate placed bls
winnings at $150,000. He and his friend,
John W. Gates, fairly burnt up the ring,
their joiut winnings footiag up close to
$300,000, it is said. When Savable retusn-
e¢d to the paddock and Jockey Lucien Lyne
had been raised aloft iufo the historic
floral horseshoe, Mr. Drake said to the
uumerous persons who crowded around him
to offer their congratulations:

I knew I had the Futurity wloner ail
along. I may have been laughed at, but
Savable got the money.”

Two lengths behind Lord of the Vale
came James R. Keene’s magnificent ‘illy
Daszzling by St. Leonards—Splendor, who
under Shaw’s whip beat Julius Fleisch-
mann's Hurstbourne by Indio—Flora Hurst
by a short tead. A length away was Dei-
wet & Dwyer's Africander, while Whituey
& Duryea’s Irish Lad, by Candlemas—Ar-
row Grass, earrying top weight, 130 pounds,
finished sixth. Close behind were Willlam
C. Whituey's Payne, C. R. Ellison's Skil-
ful, J. P. Kramer's Golden Maxlm and 8.
S. Brown's Blue Ribbon, while far bnck
in the dusty ruck were Augast Belmout's
highly tried Hastings colt Mizzen, the
Messrs. Keene's crack performer, Whit-
chapel; Whitney & Duryea's much-touted
Aceful and the other Keene starters, Dus-
ter and Fiying Prince. Twenty-four horses
ran and they were sent away to a mag-
pificent start for all except M?. Belmont’s
¥ire Eater, who broke with the others and
then propped himself. John E. Madden's
Mirthtul filly, Merry Reel, was ‘:rowded
at the outer rail a few yards after leav-
ing the barrier and lost all chauces Jor
victory then and there. .

Coming down the bend in the track It
was anybody’s race, the big field belng
stretched across from rall to rail iike a
troop of cavalry. Then in the last fierce
struggle down the stretch, where .he great
crowd stood watching ‘every movemeat of
the gallant two-year-olds, the race was
narrowed down to four contenders, Lord of
the Vale, Harsthourne, Savable and Dazzl-
ing. As thesc youngsters drew away fol-
lowed by Irish Lad and Africander, the
others, beaten decisively, began to stop and
straggled in in a long-drawn-out proc2ssion.
The winner's time was comparatively slow,
considering the condition of the -rack, the
figure being 1.14 for the slx furlongs.

The result was a severe financial blow to
the publie, for the Messrs. Keene's repre-
sentatives, Fying Prince, Duster, Dazzling
and Whitechapel, were coupled favorites
at threes, with Whitney & Duryea’s Irish
Lad and Aceful coupled second ~hoices at
7 to 2. The race was so open in charaster
that the layers felt safe in faking all rhe
Teney in sight upon the public cholces.
The Futurity was worth $45,400 to the
winner, an additional nest egg for Mr.
Irrake’s pocketbook; $5250 to the second
borse, and $2750 to the third horse. J. B.
Haggin, who nominated the winner, re-
celyed $2000; Mr. Belmont, who nominated
Lord of the Vale, got $1250, and Mr.

should prove profitable ventnres for a later
period, Despite very bullish comment in
some of the London stock exchanges, trad-
ers at that centre have heen slow followers
of those on thig side of the Atlantic. There
seéms Lo be more disposition now, however,
to join forces, and, with an increased fol-
lowing of this character, it Is difficalt to
imagine where prices may land. Few guess-
es have been hazarded at to-day’s bhank
statement, and its mixed character is @iffi-
cult to dissect. The small decrease In re-
serves comes as a surprise after the wesk's
operations, and the showing might easily
be construed into favoring - higher prices.
London prices to-day are in some instan-es
in u}lmnce of yesterday, and with no inter-
vening digturbancer higher prices seem ex-
tremely probable on Tuesday’s opening. Of
the railroad stocks, Atchison, Union Paelic
and “Soo’ preferred dre generally conceded
to have some distance yet to travel before
reaching positions of eyuitable value with
other securities, and in the epinions of good
jurlge.s are investment as well as specu-
lative ventures.

Toronto
Electrie, however, has advanced to a good,
respectable basis, in fact to that of a
bank stock, taking Commerce as a criter-
fon. The addition of some more capital
may prodnce rights, but as an industrial 7
per center, present prices certainly ex-
hibit confidence in the concern. Steels and
Coals. are simmetred down to reasonably
steady figures,. and any renewed buying
will favor higher prices In the immediate
future. There is little incentive offered
in the navigation issues and any forward
movement in these will likeiy he deferred
to next spring. Lake Superior fails to
respond to promises, but perhaps with the
listing of the stock at New York on the
16th of next month even something better
may be forthcoming from this, at present,
much maligned security. Bank securities
continue o hold thelr level without diffl-
culty and ghould make a further steady
improvement. There is no lack of e
funds for market purposes, and the large
increase f deposits displayed in last
month's hank statement is certainly a fed-
ture to inspire confidence for the future.
