i The Secretary, Rev. T. Lafleur, then read his Annual Report,
4 It showed remarkable progress made during the year, additions to

the churches by baptism, and the opening of new fields for Evan-
gelization in several localities. The Feller Institute is in a
prosperous condition.

After a few remarks from the President, the Secretary, and
others, the meeting proceeded to the election of the Board for the

ensuing year.

At 8 o’clock, p.m. a platform meeting was held in the same
church, and very largely attended. The President, Mr. A. A. Ayer,
presided.

Addresses were delivered by the following persons :

Lafleur, Secretary, on
L f French Evangelization.
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It is quite becoming that we as a Missionary Society, should
have made the change for our Annual Meeting from February to
October, for it was in the dreary end of that month that our
missionaries landed in this country from St. Johns, in a vehicle
almost ludicrously called a Diligence, it took them five hours to
reach Laprairie, and there they hired a row-boat, which landed
them on a muddy shore without a wharf, late in the afternoon, in
Montreal.

There is a striking symbolism in this beginning ; the state of
the country, the marvellous change that has been wrought and the
progress of the mission work which has kept pace with it. After
a few years a railway was built from St. Johns to Laprairie, it was
a wonderful progress !—and still by good country roads running by
the track, a fair trotting horse could easily keep pace with the iron
steam puffing motor. Later on the terminus was made at St.
Lamberts, a perfect desert place, opposite Montreal. Then the
Victoria Bridge was erected, and the missionaries could come from
St. Johns to Montreal in less than an hour. How grateful they
were for this progress. I doubt very much, if in view of what
has now been accomplished in this field, we are sufficiently appre-
ciative and grateful for the great and varied obstacles overcome,
fir the success attained, and the comparative ease with which this
Work can now be carried on on a larger scale.

At the outset, missionary work in this country was as slow
and, difficult as travelling ; there were obstacles on all sides, and
ighorance (which John Foster compares to a mud wall where all
missiles ignominiously sink) was the greatest obstacle of all. The
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little instruction given (so little, that in some localities only one in
ten could read and write) was imparted by the priests or their
adepts on the narrow lines that we know, and if any opposition
were raised against their undue influence and authority, it was on
the ground of infidelity, and never based on gospel trutl. Let us
repeat it : no case was known then of a French Canadian having
died as a Protestant ; the opponent of the ecclesiastical authority
would either submit to receive the priest at last, that was the
habitual case, or he was supposai to have submitted when he
could no longer resist, or he would die as an infidel—and in the
eyes of all, to be damned of course. Young protestants among us
can scarcely realize what it was then to differ in religious convictions
from the great mass and to be singled out as a pervert from the
faith. The minds have been largely liberalized, and many liberal
minded protestants infer that most Roman catholics in this Province
are of that stamp. Let us not deceive ourselves, many of those
whose minds have been liberalized are not more religious than
they formerly were, and the mass of the people are still indifferent,
because as a general thing they have the sort of religion which
suits them. They may, and do, criticise some of the doings of
the clergy, find fault with their system of education, and some
doctrines of the church, but they remain where they are, because
it would require of them too great a moral effort, to~ inuch heroism
to secede from the church of their fathers. He might, if he were
alone, but his mother, his sister, his wife, or his daughter have
been educated in the convent !

The education of the convent is the main obstacle to the con-
versiow of Roman cctholic women of some education in this country.
Mariolatry and worldliness, combined with the weakest mental
training and the predominance of some artistic teaching, has been
and remains, the most serious obstacle to a religious reformation
among the educated class. The clerical hierarchy understand this
marvelously, from the Pope down to the meanest priest, they all
encourage the multiplication of those stupendous buildings where
the minds of thousands of the fair sex are irrevocably moulded.
Since the educated class, with but few exceptions, could not thus
be reached, we had from sheer necessity to address ourselves to
the lower and mostly uneducated, assured however of a slow
ascension, by the very education we impart. One word more, to
our too benevolent Protestants toward Roman catholics, who are at
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times unduly dissatisfied with Protestantism which does not come
up to their ideal, nor to our own, who are in estacies before the
masses who devoutly throng Roman catholic churches. They
naturally suppose them very religious, very moral, very spiritual
christians ;—we are v¢ ry sorry to be obliged to destroy in a large
measure, their charitable illusion. The mass of these devotees
have only the most superficial religiosity, which is but too osten-
sibly exhibited in their daily life and conduct, a religion too often
divorced from moral rectitude. In this severe judgment I shall
be sustained by all the workers in our field. And that should not
be much of a surprise ; have we anywhere seen the masses very,
intelligently religious? Are they as a whole, capable of the high,
steep ascent to holiness ?

If we take into consideration the obstacles in our way, one
of the glaring ones, to superficial minds, the diversity of religious
belief in Protestantism, the other, the long established national
church, a religious system admirably adapted to suit all the
weakness and imperfections of human nature, we may feel truly
thankful to God for the great success of our work of refor-
mation in this land. It would be very difficult to follow
everywhere the result of the work of 57 vears, or to find out even
in an approximate way the number of those whom this mission
has evangelized, instructed, and brought ‘o the knowledge of the
Gospel and of Christ. In the first place “oon after our beginning,
other denoisinations joined in this work. How could we find
those scattered over the whole of this Northern Continent ?
Oftentimes they have lost their own language, their names have
been transformed, deformed, translated, lost. Many of them
have joined English speaking churches, or other denominations.
We know that from each station or church, five, ten, twenty,
thirty families have crossed the lines near us, others have gone
to the far west where God’s eye alone can follow them. Many of
them when evangelized had not the moral strength to follow us
here, but scores of them have become Protestants, or if still
nominally Catholics are better recruits than those liberals who
read until worn out, the pamphlet called, “ Clerical ruing,” but
who leave perfectly untouched, on their shelves the volume of the
Gospel.  The religion that volume teaches is of too high a nature,
moral and spiritual, to strongly attract their mind,
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Of late very remarkable openings have been made at
Maskinongé, Sorel, in the Ottawa Valley, and elsewhere. Many

of the parishes, for years impatient and restive under the yoke of

ecclestiastical laws, 11le and despotism, have Y.ecome bolder and
) )

now dare to bring their case and their priests before the courts.

This is » new and striking sign of independence, in its frequency

and magnitude ; and we have only to persevere faithfully in our

great but humble work to increase the momentum a hundred fold.
While we must see to it that our zeal be not quenched, let us not
forget, that we are to be patient in well doing, waiting for fruit
in preparing the soil, and sowing every year a larger area.

We have a striking example of it in the case of the
Maskinongé opening. At the outset of the movement many
Protes.ants prophesied that all the rebels to the clerical authorities
wounld soon return in submission to the fold. But afior the
secession, after eleven of them had been baptized, all of whom to
this day remain firm, —surprise was expressed by mnany tha: all
the dissaffected ones had not left the church. Once our divine
Lord saw the multitude leave him, and he said to the twelve,
(eleven of whom only were true believers) “will ye also go away.”
No, said Peter, though he himself came very neai' it. At this
hour our Lrethren of Maskinon~é, you are aware, are in a peculiar
peril, and as our Zord said to Peter: I have prayed for thee that
thy faith fail not, let us pray for our brethren there, because the
whole force of the enemy is clustering around that small citadel
of faithful ones to demolish it. Fcur priests are there holding a
retreat, visiting families, preaching against the wandering ones, and
using all kinds of worldly means to desintegrate the little phalanx.
It is to them a great eyesore; and animated with the old spirit
which persuaded Louis the XIV, that if he crushed the Huguenots,
God would forgive his immoral life ; the priests attempt crushing
the little band there instead of healing their own moral sores.
Let us not forget our brethren.

Not less r amarkable in its way is the opening in Sorel, a most
unexpected thing since at different times attempts had heen made
there by colporteurs and others. The Gospel having been well
received in two or three families; meetings were then held in a
hired room, a good number of the common people came to hear
what the new comers had to say, more from curiosity doubtless
than true interest in the movements, the numbers varying in
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aitendance from fifteen to fifty at times. As a first resuit, nine
new couverts were publicly baptized in the riy
concourse of people, proastants and catholics,
very quietly, and with a certain sense of solemnity. Things seemed
to go along smoothly until an insignificant incident, a quiet con-
versation of our Colporteur Gendreau on the public square, was the
cecasion of a so called tumult and his arrest, He was condemned
by the local magistrate to pay the cost and penalty; the
appeared so unwarrantable to our B

er, before a large

Judgment
oard that the case was appealed,
but supposing it was all right, pending the decision of the higher
court, our friends there neglected to pay the cost or to give bail for
it.  On the strength of this neglect, and out of
malice, our Colporteur was arrested and putin j
three days. Tt may easily be

sheer chuckling
ail where he remained
imagined what our missionary
reformers would have to suffer, if we were not under the protection
of a great Protestant Government. As will be seen further on,
the work is still going on encouragingly in Sorel

The Feller Institute has been in exce

llent working order, and
were it not that our dear Principal was for several months incapaci-
tated by nervous prostration, mostly as the result of intense labor,
we could have mentioned its sessions as one of the most successful
scholastic years of our establishment. Howeve:, as the Grande
Ligne missionaries have some fellow feelings and some devotedness,
brother Massé’s work was not entirely dropped. His pastor and
colleague, Mr. Parent, came to the rescue, taking several of his
classes, and brethren Therrien and Lafleur from Montreal, went
there often to preach and thus relieve the pastor of some of his
work of preparation for Sundays.

The Feller Institute closed its session by the end of May,
after very successful examinations. In the month of March,. the
pastor baptised eleven believers, nine of whom were pupils in the
Institute. Three of them went out to engage in the work of
evangelization in different paris of the field. The number of pupiis
during the term was : average 107, total number 122,

We feel truly grateful for the measure of success granted to
our labors curing the past twelve months, There has been regular
preaching in our established stations, evangelistic preaching and
colportage in new places, Bible women work in Montreal, Ottawa
and Quebec. besides special services in several of our stations.
The immediate result in actual addition to our numbers by baptism
Vs been 37. B
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‘We have also used the Press more extensively and in more
ways than usual ; first in the newspapers by numerous articles
from different correspondents, and second by publishing letters
written by friends and relatives to the new converts of Maskinongé,
and the answers to them by the missionaries, known as a brochure,
or pamphlet, or the Maskinongé letters, in French and English.
They have been largely circulated in both languages. Also a neat
illustrated little Booklet, ky our President, Mr. Ayer, being a
succinct sketch of the principal facts in the history of this mission
up to date. Allow us to mention a very gratifying incident in
connection with the Maskinongé brochure. A missionary from
Mexico while staying a few days in New Haven, Conn., having
read it, immediately said : “This is a capital little work, the very
thing we need in Mexico, as soon as I reach home I shall set to
work trauslatir g it forthe use of our missionary work there.” Thus
we shall be more than ever working for this whole Northeia
Continent.

Detailed reports of the Feller Institute, of the different
churches, stations, schools, and colportage work will be given further
on. But to take a summary view, we will say that all the churches
have kept their own with some additions; that important new
fields have been opened, notably in Sorel, and in the Ottawa Valley,
where our students McFaul, Marcotte, and Thibodeau have been
faithfully at work. Our Colporteur Gendreau, whose history and
picture is now known to a good many friends of the cause, has
been chiefly employed at Sorel and neighborhood. Brother M. O.
Therrien has been transferred from South Ely to Magog, where a
large and important field is before him, and where he has already
met with encouraging cases of Romanists enquiring after truth.
Mr. Jacques Cesan, until May last stationed in the field of St.
Constant, has been removed to South Ely, in place of Mr. M. O.
Therrien, He is much encouraged in his new field, has had access
to French and Belgian Roman Catholic settlers, and lately has had
the privilege of seeing four of his flock baptized by Bro. Burwash.
Mr. Léonard Therrien has spent his vacations working in the field
of St. Constant. Mr. Usher, who has been a student at the Grande

Ligne Institute for two winters, devoted his time of vacations to
evangelization in English, having for centre Clarenceville, where
a good deal of good might be accomplished, he thinks, if the people
there were assured of a permanent laborer. Brother Grenier
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continues his work of colportage and evangelization in Quebse,
aided by Mrs. Grenier. Mlle. Piché has done a good work in
Ottawa during her vacations, and has returned to resume her duties
at the Grande Ligne Institute. Macicme Scott continues in her
devoted labor of love, going from house to house to make the

Gospel known by her kind words and works of kindness, and still
meets with encouragement.

AGENCIES,

We record our appreciation of the excellent work done by
the Rev. E. Bosworth, the travelling or field Secretary” of our
mission. In his Annual Report he says: “We entered upon our
work with the object of having every Baptist Church and Sunday $
School in the Dominion so interested that they should esteem it a
privilege to make annual contributions to the funds of this mission,
It will doubtless take years of patient and systematic work to attain
this desirable end, yet we are not without hope that every year
will witness a large increase in the number of churches contributing
and the amount contributed ; and that finally all our churches will
place the Grande Ligne Mission upon their list of organized benefi-
cences, and so regularly attend to the work of collecting themselves,
We have organized a Sunday School day from which we expect
good results, both from interest secured and money received,
Churches, Sunday Schools, Young People’s Societies and Tndividuals
have been visited, as many as eight addresses in a single week have
been made. In Ontario the work has been confined almost entirely
to the section west of Toronto. We could wish that we had the
same system in New England and other parts of the United States
) of collecting money that we have in Ontario, instead of the more
- laborious and less satisfactory way of a personal canvas. We
express our gratitude for many Scholarships promised, we regret
to say, however, that some few of these promises have not yet
been fulfilled, but we trust all will be forthcoming. The visit to
the Maritime Provinces was somewhat disappointing, owing to the
system in vogue there of collecting money. In two words, we

characterize this department of the work as “Information ”
“Organization.”

and
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The Associational Secretaries have been of great help, and we
trust that, as more definits and specific time for collections are
agreed upon, that, with the circulation of literature, and a right
spirit among the churches, the offerings for the mission may be
much increased, and the cost of collecting the same diminished.

Our thanks are due to Pastors of churches, east and west, for

hearty sympathy and co-operation in this work of raising funds

for the prosecution of our mission.

The Rev. H. Frank Griffin, of Cambridge, England, has
consented to make collections for the mission in Great Britain,
devoting such time and employing such means and agencies as he
may find advisable to secure the much needed help from that side
of the ocean. The Treasurer reports that Mr. Griffin has begun
his work with encouraging success.

We renew our very sincere thanks to Ladies Associations of

3rooklyn, N.Y., Philadelphia, Toronto, Ottawa and Montreal, for
their continued labors of love and devotedness in getting contri-
butions to help this ever increasing and successful work of

evangelization and instruction.

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EVANGELIST'S REPORT.
Rev. ApAM BUurwAsH.

During the winter of 189293, our evangelist spent most of
his time in the city of Sorel in order to strengthen the few converts
and open the way, if possible, for the thorough establishment of a
good Mission Station. He encountered difficulties from Catholics
without and from Protestants within. On the lIst of May, the
Rev. L. O. F. Coté, who had been laboring for some time in
Massachusetts, accepted the call of the Board to take up this field,
and on the 11th of July, 9 persons were baptized. The temporary
revolt at Maddington Falls,South of Three Rivers,gave our evangelist
an opportunity, along with Colporteur Gendreau, of sowing good
seed in that parish, in preaching to as many as 50 of the reople,
in distributing tracts and having free access to many of the homes.
Visits along the Ottawa River last winter and this summer have
been attended with much encouragement, several French families
have received the Gospel. Our evangelist has endeavored to be
helpful to Brethren McFaul, Thibodeau and Marcotte. These
young men have preached to congregations of 25, 30, 50 and even
150 Romanists—at least 8 have been baptized as the result of
their labors. Mr. Burwash has also visited several of the older
Mission Stations, Grande Ligne, St. Constant, Marieville and
South Ely, where he found the deepest interest and most earnest
desire for the spread of the Gospel. Recently, along with §I. O.
Therrien, he visited the Pike River district, where, as in many

other places in this Provinece, the people are wearving of their
’ (2]

priestly imposed burdens and showing a disposition to throw off

the yoke. Here a suit agaivst Bishop Moreau for $30,000, has
been entered. Poor people, ey still cling to their religion and
yet seem to be losing confidence in their priests. As at first at
Maskinongé, they are not yet ready to come to a Protestant meeting,
but do receive books and tracts, and we hope the reading of them
will give more light. The few French Protestant families in that
district were comforted and several English families were interested
in our work. Attempts at house to house work were not very
successful, one woman hearing of our coming attempted to throw
hot water on us. The people there are not ready yet, let us hope
and pray that they soon will be.* Where the next open door is for
our evangelist does not yet appear, but there is plenty of colporteur
and Bible work to be done by those who are ready and willing to
give themselves to the work. Our evangelist is giving his time
for the present to the Ottawa Valley, following up the summer
labors of the students,
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FELLER INSTITUTE.

The work of the last session suffered somewhat from the
illness of the Principal and his consequent absence from the
Institute, for about three months. Nevertheless, the regular
routine work of the school was carried on by the other teachers,
aided by the pastor, the Rev. M. B. Parent.

The progress of the pupils was satisfactory, as the results of
the written examination show. After leaving school, two of the
young ladies successfully passed the examination required by the
Protestant Board of Education. They are now ready to take charge
of our dissentient elementary schools,

Four students are at McMaster Hall, and one at Moulton
Ladi ¢’ College.

We are pleased tof report that twenty-six of our dear boys and
girls, four of whom were Roman Catholics when they entered the
school, professed conversion during the winter. Eleven united
with the Grande Ligne Church before the close of the session,
several others preferring to be baptized in their own churches at
home. We hear good news from them all. Six of the students
took up missionary work and colportage during the summer months
and have given proof of tact and zeal in the Master’s work, May
the Lord abundantly bless the good seed sowed by them !

Rev. M. B. Pagexr, M.A., Pastor,

The happiest day of the whole year with us was certainly the
5th of March last, when, before a'large gathering composed of the
school, the congregation, strangers, some Roman Catholics, (among
them two young soldiers from the military school at St. Johns),
eleven candidates were baptized. And in the evening, as the
Lord’s Supper was celebrated, more than sixty persons were sitting
at the Communion Table. The reader of our report who is a
member of a large city church may think this very small, but it is
large to those who have seen the small beginning.

The difficulty among our Roman Catholic neighbors with
regard to the establishment of a new parish is still unsettled. And
yet a splendid parsonage and a handsome church are being erected.
Before these are paid for a great many words will be said and
perhaps telliag resolutions made. Meanwhile we find our Protes-
tants quite ready to seize any opportunity of speaking or giving a
New Testament or a Maskinongé pamphlet to any who are at all
disposed to hear or receive any information.

Although the gospel has been preached a long time in this
place, and everybody has had a chance to hear it, and nearly
everyone has heard it and must have felt its influence, yet we find
at a few steps from our door the same bigotry, the same spirit of
persecution, that you see in the darkest spots of this dark province.
A few months ago a Protestant of over eighty years of age came
to visit and perhaps to die at his neice’s here in Grande Ligne.
Taking advantage of his weakness she tried to compel him to
receive the priest, and went so far as to threaten to throw him out
of doors if he did not consent to give in and prepare to die a
Catholic. Hearing about this our people took him out of that
place and paid his board in a Protestant family, until they were
able to send him to the States to some of his relatives and friends,

In the erection of this new Parish, called St. Blaise, a petition
was circulated without our knowledge, and the name of the Post
Office at the Station was changed from Grande Ligne to St. Blaise.
Petitions have since been sent to the Government to provide a pew
Post Office called Grande Ligne, at the cross roads near the school
C
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and although abundant proof has been given the Post Office
Department at Ottawa, that there was sufficient mail matter at
this new office to pay all expenses and leave a revenue to the
Government, yet no reply to the petition, either favorable or
unfavorable, has yet been received.

MONTREAL STATION.
AEV. A. L. THERRIEN, Pastor.

This last year has not been as fruitful of visible results in our
work as other years have been, and yet we have not been left
without tokens of God’s presence and approbation.

It was the privilége of the pastor to baptize four converts from
Romanism ; the mother of a large family and three promising young
men.

We have also a new family which became at first interested
through Madame Scott’s work, attending our meetings quite
frequently. The only thing which has kept them so far from

coming out openly and firmly is persecution and boycotting.

A man of good standing in the community, and of some means,
became interested after having attended one of our meetings. He
has now been convinced of the truth, but meets with strong
opposition on the part of his family, especially his wife. He has
hopes, however, to win them to the Gospel.

The triumphant death of our dear sister, Mrs. C., who was
converted with us two years ago, is a source of great rejoicing to
us. We mourn her loss, but rejoice that through the grace of God
she was enabled to endure sore trials and persecutions, while on her
death bed, and to bear a glorious testimony to the power of the
Gospel. None of her Catholic relatives, not even her husband,
attended her funeral ; but kind Protestant friends gave her a
christian burial.

While the above are the principal visible results of our work
this last year, we have the assurance that in many hearts of Roman
Catholics who have attended our meetings, and with whom we have
had personal conversation, there has been good seed sown which
must eventually bear fruit,
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A good deal of the missionary’s time has been absorbed by
the * Maskinongé correspondence ” and the translation of the
same into English. The fact that this pamphlet has received high
commendation, and is to be translated into Spanish, for the work

in Mexico, has greatly cheered those who have devoted time and
labor upon it

MARIEVILLE,

Rev. A. J. LEBrAv, Pastor.

ST. JOHNS.

No remarkable event has stamped the work of the past year
in this place. The little French Protestant congregation, has
shown zeal for the cause of the Gospel in regular attendance at
services. This is certainly gratifying. But if we stop to consider
the larger side of the picture, it appears very sombre. The
inveterate prejudices of the Roman Catholic population toward
Prote: 'antism abates but very slowly. The most enlightened and
well disposed among them remain the slaves of the ignorant and
fanatical masses inspired by the clergy of Rome. It is but seldom
that you find a soul accessible to the light and truth of the Gospel.
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It can easily be seen that there is an internal working of the
souls to shake off the yoke of Romanism, the defects of which are
discovered little by little, very reluctantly, as the brightness of
the sun of civilization increases all around. But we are as yet in
the long and painful period of the preparation to the conversion of
this people, if they are ever to be reformed on a large scale. A
few outsiders venture tc come and see the missionary and question
hiia seriously on the nature of religion ; and even occasionally
have the courage to incur the resentment of their co-religionists,
and to brave the fulminations of their church, in attending publicly
a Protestant religious service. Let us hope that some day the
inward power of the spirit of God will make some of them bold
enough to say with the apostle Paul, “I am not ashamed of the
Gospel, for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that
believeth,”

Our expectations have not yet been realized, still we are
thankful that God has been manifestly working in our midst

Three persons have become members of the church by letter, and
some have manifested a desire to join the church by haptism,
The light of the Gospel has been reflected around us, and on the
occasion of our Christmas entertainment, the whole Roman Cathoiie
school, with two or three exceptions, found their way to our little
school-room with most of their parents, numbering in all, nearly

ST. CONSTANT, ST. PHILIPPE AND ST. MICHEL.

MR. LEONARD A, THERRIEN, Student,

Each Sabbath morning at St. Constant
at St. Philippe and St. Michel on alternate Sundays, services have
been held during the summer and have been very well attended
22 being about the average. In the eleven families which compose
our congregation, there are about 60 or 65 persons old and young,

If these could only be brought closely together for worship, they
would form an inspiring congregation,

to take in the truths of the Gospel, that
from God for them, cannot but enjoy
it himself as well as doing them good

, and in the afternoon

These people are so eager
the one who has a message
and profit by the giving of
. Each service is an event
for them. As your missionary said last year, they “love the
Gospel and God’s cause.”

This is not only seen in public ix*orship, but in the homes
where it is always a delight to talk about God

and His word, and
to gather around for the reading of it

and for prayer.

It must always be a cause for regret, though not necessarily
for discouragement, to see so many children in these fields, whom
we know will not remain to help build up a stable cause, As they
grow up, they one by one go out and away from our numbers,
There are at least 20 such, under 15 years of age. Our Student
is thankful to have had the privilege of trying to make plain to
these little ones the love of J. esus, and prays that in theirs and in
the hearts of their parents, ‘seed may have been sown that shall
spring up into everlasting life,”

Rarely do Catholics venture into the meetings here, although
on one or two occasions three young ladies were present and
expressed themselves as pleased with what they had heard.

At St. Michel, while we were holding our meeting one Sunday,

a young lady neighbor, not knowing of our gathering came in to
call on the family. She was taken aback as she stepped into the
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midst of the circle, but sat bravely through tle service, and although
she said it would make up for not having attended mass in the
morning, those who know her, say she vill go to the priest and
confess both offences. God help us to teach our kinsmen to
confess their sins to Jesus Christ. The people of the stations are
anxious that services should be continued among them during the
winter,

SOUTH ELY.

Mr. JacQues CEsAN, Missionary.

As is mentioned in the General Report, there has been a
change of laborers in the Station of South Ely. Mr. M. O. Therrien
has been removed to Magog, and Mr. Jacques Cesan, who has been
laboring four years in the field of St. Constant, has come here and
has begun his work with the hearty good-will and help of the
church and congregation, hoth of which have lately been increased
by the addition of four persons by baptism, and by a large and
respectable family just returned from the United States ; and by
the attendance of Roman Catholics at the religious meetings on
Sunday. At the last baptismal occasion there were nearly a
hundred people present, one third of whom were tomanists, one of
them being the hushand of a woman then baptized. 1t was a

solemn moment, and has left a deep impression on all, but especially

on Roman Catholics present, as some were seen to be in tears.

ROXTON POND.

Rev. T. BroviLLer, Pastor,

The once large congregation of this place, which for many years
was depleted by successive immigration to the United States, begins
to show hopeful signs of renewed progress by the return of a few of
its old mem sers, and the addition of several converts from
Romanism. A small family composed of husband and wife, sincere
and exemplary members of the Church of Rome have lately joined
our number.  Another family composed of three persons
perfectly convinced of the truth we preach, are as yet hindered
from joining us on accouut of material difficulties, but we trust
that by the power of God the obstacles will be removed. Dur-
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ing the year a womas, mother of several children, and for
several years known as a Protestant, was baptized in the presence
of relations, friends and stran jers who all appeared deeply im-
pressed by the solemn act.

The meetings on the Lord’s day have been more largely
attended than usual during the past year, the church being often
filled to overflowing. The church now numbers fifty-four mem-
bers, we hope to see it much inereased,

The Association of our French Baptist Churches was held
here last summer, it was largely attended and we had stirring and
glorious meetings,

On account of the scattered condition of the members of the
congregation, it is almost impossible to maintain a Sunday-School.
teligious education to the very young must be given at home.

During the year the sum of $111.00 has been collected for
pastoral support.  Repairs have been made to the Chapel amounting
to $142,—all paid for,—and over $50 have been subscribed for
Maskinongé for the chapel and parsonage. A healthy spirit
pervades church and congregation.

MAGOG.
Mr. M. O. THERRIEN, Missionary.

In this missionary field reside eleven French Canadian
Protestant families, mostly farmers, rumbering thirty-three
individuals of all ag These families have come to settle here
from different stations of the Grande Ligne Mission, and are all
Baptists. They are sincere in their religious convictions, and
honorable in their conduct, and have the reputation from English
and also from Roman Catholics of being “a good sort of people.”
Though attending regularly at the services on Sunday, they do not
show much zeal, that may be on account of their comparative
isolation for many years. Nevertheless they form a good nucleus
for the missionary to rely upon, and extend his work among Roman
Catholics who are numerous here, and fairly accessible. The
missionary has had many opportunities to meet a good number of
them for religious intercourse, While the cotton factory affords a
good opportunity for work, the prevailing evil of intemperance is

the great foe which serious religious reform frequently has to
contend with,
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MASKINONGE.

Rev. W. 8. BuLrock, B.A., Pastor.

The year just ended is the first of the existence of this church.
It Las not been marked by any great breaking away from Rome,
yet there has been slow and continued progress, and many inter-
esting incidents might be related. The Romish congregation was
in a very unsettled state during 1892, this year the Bishop put
another priest on the field, hoping to regain some of the lost
members., He arrived in time for the opening of the grand and
expensive new church, the event was surrounded with mystery

and novelty, crowds attended the ‘grand overture,” there was a
band of music and great ceremonies, promises were made, and a
good portion of the 120 families that had rebelled returned to the
fold. Several however, staid away, for whom neither the new
church, the new priest, or the band, had any attractions, they have
received a glimpse of the Gospel truth, and as yet there is no
likelihood that they will ever go back to their former faith. Some
of them go nowhere to church, but they have the Bible in their
homes and we hope it is read ; may the Holy Spirit open their
hearts and lead them to the light.

There are only 13 members, 11 men and 2 women. It has
been slow and difficult work to reach the wives and families of
the members, but our endeavors have not been in vain, two families
have received much light, they have rejected all their former
practices and are earnestly enquiring what they must do to be
saved. Wives are looking on, hesitating whether to follow their
husbands or their priests. During the summer months the cause
has suffered owing to the missionary being obliged not only to take
the general oversight of the erection of the new church and parson-
age, but to absent himself from the field to collect funds for thesc
buildings. The congregations are small, but the members are as
true as was Daniel, while Catholics attend many of the services.
During the year the missionary has had many conversations with
Romanists on religious subjects.

Being unable to secure a legal title to the “ Chapelle Maudite,”
and moreover having decided that it would be costly to make it
suitable for our purpose, and further, having no house for the
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missionary to live in,and none being obtainable, the Board decided
to erect a small church and parsonage. These buildings were
begun in June and are to be completed about the 1st of N ovember,
at a cost of $3,500, or including land and furnishings, about
$4,000 in all. When completed and open for use a new impetus
to the work is expected ; several seem to he waiting to see the end
of the cursed Chapelle ; baptisms are expected on the day of
dedication. The amount of money subscribed by the church
members during the year is $733, of this sum, $493 has been paid
in to the Treasurer, as follows:—8200 for legal costs in freeing
themselves from responsibility for the new, grand and costly
Roman catholic buildings, $135 for foundations of our new church,
$36 for rent of house for missionary, $85 from Sunday plate
collections, $37 for Foreign Missions, thus 8240 remains to be sent
in for the Building Fund. In addition to all this, one of the
members took the contract for the new building at a considerable
less price than the lowest tender: he has given all his own time
and the use of his horses in order to complete the buildings
without a loss to himself. We record our thankfulness that all

]
have stood firm and are faithful witnesses of their new found
faith.

QUEBEC.,
Mg, C. W, Grex1gg, Missionary, Mps, GRENIER, Bible Woman,

Quebec is a hard field to labour in, and it is remarkable to see
how many so-called Roman Catholics have accepted the word of
God, notwithstanding all the opposition put forth to hinder.
Meetings have been held regularly on the
Catholics have attended frequently.

During the year there has heen distributed 3,600 tracts, 15
Bibles, and 134 Testaments sold. Sixty-one persons have attended

the meetings. Three families have left, one has gone to Montreal,
the others to River du Loup.

Of the three families who are baptize

Sabbath, and several

d believers, one has gone
to Chicago, there remain two. Several who attend regularly are
not baptized believers. The average congregation is 13.

Sunday afternoons are spent as follows : Mrs, Grenier holds
meetings in houses amongst the women, and Mr. Grenier along
with his little boy, distribute tracts on the boats in the herbour,
and speaks to those whom he can gather together on the boats or
on the barges, or wherever he has a chance for doing so,
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WORK AT COATICOOK.

An interesting ‘work is being carried on in the picturesque
Village of Coaticook, Eastern Townships, the population of which
village is almost evenly divided between French and English.

Mrs. E. A. Parker, three years ago, felt called to start this
work, having in view especially these two classes of children,
namely : the English children who, for one reason or another,
were unable to attend school at the Academy of the place, most
ably conducted by Prof. Manning, and the French children who
might desire to acquire an English education. Two things
rendered this work particularly desirable—the preventing of Protes-
tant children from attending school at the convent, or the
Roman Catholic district school of the place ; and the bringing of
Catholic children under the influence of the Gospel, though it
might be only in an indirect way.

This last year, in view of the opportunity afforded by this
school to do missionary work among the French, the Grande
Ligne Mission Board furnished Mrs. Parker, with a teacher, whose
duties consisted in teaching ¥'rench, some classes in English, aznd
in doing Bible work in the village part of her time. In her report
to the Board, this teacher, Miss A. St. James, a French girl with an
English name says: “I have endeavored to go out visiting as
regularly as possible three times a week. I was permitted to sow
seeds which, I trust, will, in due time, bring forth fruit. Since
October I made 131 visits. I visited ninety-five different families,
distributed 417 tracts, sold two Bibles and two portions of
Scripture.”

L. Tarsoveav, Colporteur.

This is the second summer that this Feller Institute student
has been doing colporteur work. He spent this season with Geo.
McFaul at St. Eugene and vicinity. He placed two dozen New
Testaments and Three Bibles besides twenty four portions of the
Scriptures, and sixteen pamphlets on Maskinongé. Also sixty
leaflets Ly the Rev. N. Gregoire on the Confessional and a
hundred and twenty miscellaneous. These tracts were distri-
buted in St. Andrews and St. Eugene. Most of the time was
spent in holding meetings with Mr. McFaul in the surrounding
places such as St. Andrews, Chatham, Point Fortune and St.
Eugene.
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EvGENE MARcOTTE, Colporteur.

Is a student at the Feller Institute. He says of his Summer’s
work : ““A school house was rented near Roc’land, Ont, and 16
French Roman Catholics attended the first meeting, besides some
Protestants.  Feeling encouraged 2* the success of this first
meeting, the work was continued. T'Le most important event that
took place in this field during the summer was the profession of
faith of seven French candidates, who after being baptized, joined
the Baptist Church. Many copies of the New Testament and
tracts were also distributed among the people, and it is to be hoped
this may prove to be good seed sown in good ground.”

SOREL,
Rev. L. 0. F. Cort, Missionary.

The Press has already published a good deal about the religious
movement in this place ; it is only needful to recall briefly what
has taken place within the past year. A few families having been
repeatedly visited by the Missionaries, Colporteurs and others,
Gospel truths found their way to the. heart of some of them ;
meetings were held first in their homes, and then a room was hired
where people came in freely, sometimes to the number of 20, 30,
and 50, many of them from pure curiosity. In the meantime a
few of the first listeners were truly converted, and on the 11th of
July nine of them made a public profession by baptism before a
large assembly of both Protestants and Catholics. A short time
after two more were also baptized, making it the same number as
at Maskinongé. Meetings are now regularly held on Sunday in
the morning and in the evening, with an attendance of 25 to 30;
also a well attended prayer-meeting on Thursday evening.

The missionary finds it a hard place to work in, there being
a large number of very bigotted people. This was elicited
especially in the case of Bro. Gendreau, our Colporteur. We
have no doubt that these unjust measures, inspired by malice,
will be the means in God’s hand of setting free some immortal
sowls ; already some previously timid are asking for baptism.

Three children of one of the Sorel converts have gone to
Grande Ligne as pupils in the Feller Institute,

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COLPORTEUR GENDREAU IN PRISON.

In August last Colporteur Gendreau was sitting beside two Roman
Catholics in the Public Square of the City of Sorel, answering questions on
religion. A crowd gathered about him and as some were using threatening
language he walked away. The next day he was arrested for disturbing the
peace, brought before the Catholic Recorder, convicted and fined.

From this judgment appeal has been taken and the new trial before a
Judge will take place in January. In giving notice of appeal the lawyer
overlooked providing security for Gendreau’s appearance, in the way of
bondsmen.

Recorder Dorion took advantage of this and caused Gendreau to be put
in Jail. He absolutely refused to accept the bondsmen when provided and
to sign an order for the prisoner's release. A leading lawyer of the place,
attending to the case for Messrs. Lafleur & Duclos, denounced the Recorder
to his face ae a partial, fanatical bigot, and declared that he was acting from
no other me tive than a determination to persecute the prisoner. Justice of
the Peace Patenaude signed the order, and Bro. Gendreau was released on
Thursday afternoon.
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THE SHAME OF SOREL.

As field Secretary of the A.B.H.M.S. of New York City,
after a survey of our French Missions in New England, T visited b
the Province of Quebec, and on Monday the 5th September arrived :
in Sorel to inquire about the arrest of Mr. Gendreau of which I
learned through the Witness. Judge of my amazement when on
my arrival on Monday Evening, I was told he was in prison, put

there by the authorities of Sorel on some technical point in i
connection with this case, falsely imprisoned as a leading lawyer of of
the place believed. Tuesday morning, with Rev Mr. Cote, I *;
called on Mr. Gendreau in jail, in the ordinary felon’s cell, his hard i}
bed, straw pillow, and scanty covering presenting a most dismal R

picture. Leaving the prison I decided that a photograph should 5
be procured of him in prison. In this T succeeded. It is an
impressive object lesson. My blood boiled with indignation of
such treatment of a servant of Jesus Christ. My thoughts fell
/ into rhythmical form as follows :—

“THE SHAME OF SOREL.”

A horrible thing "neath the sun has been done

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OTTAWA AND HULL.

Miss Piche, our lady teacher at Grande Ligne, did good work
on this field under the direction of the Ottawa ladies.

We give a good portion of her report verbatim.

““It has been my privilege to work during the summer months in
Hull, P.Q.

I visited from three to thirty houses daily, the number varying according
to the reception I received from the people. Though always greeted with
politeness I was not always allowed to speak or read about religious subjects,

The priests forbade their people (in their pulpits and daily papers) to buy
books from me, they did it so well that everyone knew who I was when I
came to their door ; however, I sold twenty-eight Gospels and New Testa-
ments,

Apart from my house to house work I visited the Jail and Hospital and
the people who attended the little French Protestant Church in Ottawa, I
held meetings in a hall in Hull each Thursday evening, at which at first crowds
of people came both in the hall and around the doors and windows, the number
was not quite so large towards fall on account of the cold and the priests
speaking so much against it.

Seven were very much interested and permitted me to visit them in their
homes. Among these was a young woman and her husband who were so
nearly pursuaded that ours is the Christ’s religion that they begged of me to
ask for their admission to Feller Institute, showing me once more that as
soon as a little light enters these poor ignorant homes they seek education,

A young girl of about sixteen came several times to these meetings,
bringing with her each time some of her friends ; the first time she came she
caught my hands in hers after the meeting, and in tears told me she never had
heard such beautiful things. Let us hope that the seed that has fallen in this
dear girl’s heart will bring fruit to Eternal Life.

Twice a week I went with a band of *‘ Christian Workers ” in what we
called a ‘“ Gospel Wagon.” We had a small organ and sang to draw the
people, then the ‘“Old, Old Story ” was told both in English and in French.
We reached thus hundreds of perishing souls that we would never have met
otherwise. We visited all the suburbs of Ottawa, stopping purposely in front
of a bar-room, fire station, or a dancing hall. Sometimes we received mud,
potatoes, and even stones, but most of the time we had perfect order, especially
at the Union Station, where we always had an audience of fifty to two hundred
of eager listeners,

Having been asked by a Roman Catholic young lady to help her give a
reception to one of her cousins from the United States, I asked several of my
Protestant friends to go with me, among whom were the minister, his wife and
two daughters. After a pleasant evening we Protestants L2gan to sing hymns
and then had prayers. It was the first time these people had heard Protestants
pray, they were surprised but enjoyed it,”

We hope the
interest in our work among the ladies of the churches in Philadel-

phia will continue to grow in furtherance of the work to which
Madame Feller devoted all her life.
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NOTES.

A number of English speaking young men and women,
some of whom having taken Arts, Theological or Academic
courses, are now ready to give themselves to this French Mission
work, and are anxious to learn the French language, preparatory
for it. The language can be acquired at the Feller Institute
by young people, while pursuing the regular course of studies
preparatory to entering a University. Suitable provision will be
made, for those of more advanced years and education, whereby
French may be speedily learned, while opportunities are given of
seeing and trying actual work.

The church at Mask....ngé, P.Q., has been opened since our
Annual .Meeting, viz,, on 31st October, 1893.

It is proposed to build a Principal’s residence at Grande
Ligne during the spring and summer of 1894. $1500 has been
subscribed and $1520 more is needed—see Treasurer’s Report.

Senator Sampson of North Adams, Mass., bequeathed to
the Grande Ligne Mission $15,000. Some $10,000 more is needed
to erect the additional wing of the Feller Institute and $50,000
to Endow it.

Over 140 Boys applied foradmission to the Institute for season
commencing October, 1893. The present capacity of the
Institute will only permit receiving 68 Boys. There arec eleven
rooming outside and 7 day scholars. In the Girls’ department
there are 40, and 5 day scholars. We need a building to accom-
modate at least 100 more. Z%is is nof a local but a Continental
work. Qur aim is to make this the French Baptist Academy of the
North and North Eastern part of this Continent.

The desire is increasing year by year, on the part of the
French young people (Catholic as well as Protestant) to obtain
an education.

There are about 2,500,000 French people in New England,
New York, Eastern Ontario and Quebec. The majority of these
are without Gospel privileges, and to an alarming extent, without
an education, as we understand it.

The Feller Institute at Grande Ligne, and the primary
Schools at our various stations, can be made an ever increasing
power for moulding the destinies of this people, and reaching
them with the Gospel message.

Who will come and help us quickly, with liberal gifts, in this
wonderful opportunity for sowing seed which shall go on bearing
Jruit all down through the ages ?
