BRITISH EAST AFRICA.

Sir Percy Girouard, govermor and com-
mander-in-chief of the protectorate of
British East Africa, was the chlef guest
at a.dinnér held recently By the London
Chamber of Commerce, and the discussion
which .followed was on the protectorate.
8ir Percy Girouard gave a brief sketch

of the history of the colony since its
development began in 1805,  .Tt was,
he said, 250,000 square miles in extent, and
it had a popuiation of over 4,000,000, It
had several towns of comsiderable im-
portance, Nalrobl, the capital, having &
miles of well-lald-out and well-lghted
streets, The colony embraced almost
every _climate known on the earth, and
contalned every feature which in Canada,
South Africa and Australla had led to
the establishment of Britlsh settlers,

He described the progress which had
becn made in public works, in agriculture
snd in education. Trade, top, was grow-
ing. . In 1901, the total -trade of the
country amounted to f£540,000; wwhile in
1909 it has risen to £1,200.000: In-the same
period the tonnage enteiing the port of
Mombasa had risen from 375,000 to 2,000,000,
There had also been great developments
in regard to cotton, rubber and sisal
hemp. ¥He bhelleved that there were
greater possibilities for the growth of
Fgyptlan cotton in British' East Africa
than in Peypt itself.

Fast Africa was a country where every
Pritish vegetable was grown. There were
inmrmense possibilities in regard to timber,
and an almost Inexhaustible supply of

da had been found. The revenve of the
vmtevtomte which had been £270.000 in
1905, had risen to {500,000 in 1910, and the
grant in ald from the imperial government
had decreased from £214.000 to £120,000, At
the present rate of development, in a few
more years Fast Africa would he able to
dispense with the grant altogether.

NEARLY A MILLION PAUPERS.

The latést local government board re-
turn on pauperism shows ‘that on July 1
last there were in England and Wales
887,002 persons in receipt of relief, 139,683
being in London ang 747,419 in provincial
unions. Of this numt_)er 117,354, were . in-
sane, London providing for 2,306 of this
total. Out of an estimated population in
Lr:ndon of 4,872,702, one person in % res
ceived rellef, and of the 36,169,160 inhabi~
tants of England and Wales, one person
out of every 42 received relief.

As compared with the number of per-
sons over seventy years of age relieved
on Jan. 1, 1910, there was a decrease of
4843 males and 4117 females, giving a total
decrease of 8860, It {s to be assumed that
& considerable number of persons receiv-
ing pensions ‘under the old age pensions
act in 1908 would have been in receipt of
rellef on July 1, 1910, had it not been for
the provisions of that act, but it is not
practicable to determine the precise ex-
tent to which the decline in the number
of these aged poor is directly attributable
to the opera‘tlon of the act.

England’s Plague of Mice

English farmers have been Io,lng an
exceptional amount of their unthrashed
corn owing to thé hordes of mice, which
always multiply, it is believed, after a
wet season. A Norfolk farmer estimated
that he had lost twenty per cent., if not
more, of the grain in some stacks.
The loss in Bngland, however, is as
Bavaria and other parts of Germany,
where - a campaign more extensive a.nd
more sclentific than any on record has
been undertaken. A virus has been com-
pounded by an agricultural institute in
Munich, which is sald to be singularly
effectice, and common action in the use
of this pnlcon is being taken by as many
as four hundred pari:heq
