- AGAINST A GERMAN ATTACK

French Publicist Lecturing Before Har-
vard Cercle Francais Says This Seems
Certain in View of Present Conditions

in Europe.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass Feb 8—M. Andre
Tardieu yesterday delivered the second of
his course of eight lectures on France and
her alliances before the Cercle Francais
of Harvard University. His subject yester-
day was “France and the English Alli-
ance.” He said that the necessity existed
for this agreement as for the Franco-Rus-
sian alliance. He traced the history of the
alliance as brought about by King Edward
VII and M. Delcasse. Referring to the re-
port of a secret alliance between France
and England in 1906, M. Tardieu stated

positively that no such treaty ever had
been made. He said that in view of the
present conditions in Europe and of certain
verbal statements made between English
and French statesmen it seemed certain
that if France should be attacked by Ger-
many, England would interfere in her fa-
vor. The lecturer said that if there had
been some difficulties between France and
England in Egypt the fault was in the im-
perfect manner in which the French draft-
ed the treaty of 1904 With these excep-
tions he believed that France had derived
great profit from this pact.

HE STARTED FRICK |
IN HIS BUSINESS'

PITTSBURGH, Feb. 7—Judge Thomas
Mellon, perhaps one of the ablest finan-
ciers the country ever knew, is dead at
his home here. He was 95 ygars old. The
ag:d banker had risen to assist his wife,
aged 91, in preparing to celebrate their
double birthday, when he became ill and
in a few hours was dead. The Mellon
mansion had been set in gala attire for
the celebration.

Thomas Mellon was the founder of the
immense banking institution which is
now known as the Mellon National Bank
of Pittsburgh. He died practically a
poor man, being assesed at only $30,000
on the city books, but he had within the
past few years turned over to his three
sons all his immense business and it has
increased. It is estimated that the value
of the Mellon interests which Thomas
Mellon started and fostersd amount to
$125,000,000, yet 83 years ago he walked
into Pittsburgh with one silver dollar in
his pocket. 2

It was Thomas Mellon that made it
poesible for H. C. Frick to amass his $75,
000,000 ‘or $100,000,000 of today. Many years

; ago Mr. Mellon received a letter at his

banking house from one signing his name
Henry C. Frick. It was mailed from
some town in th® coke regions and asked
for a loan of $20,000. The nerve of the
request so startled the banker that he
sent J. B. Corey, uncle of W. Ellis Corey,
head of the Steel Corporation, to look in-
to the affairs, and Corey was &0 impress-
ed with the youth that he met, that he
came back and recommended the loan, |
and Frick was thus enabled to make his|
finst small purchase of coking lands.

Learned Chicago Doctor De-
clares They Are Not Properly

CHICAGO, Feb. 8—A woman gets tired
and  exhausted after the slightest exer-
tion because she is improperly dressed,
according to the theory of D. E. C. Dud-
ley, expressed yesterday in a lecture, be-
fore a class in North-Western University
Medical College.

JAPANESE
EMIGRATION

Delay in Finally Settling This
Question Is Due To Differ-
ences Between the Japanese
and American Governments.

TOKIO, Feb. 8—The delay in reaching a
final settlement of the emigration ques-
tion between Japan , and the United
States is due to differences between the
two governmernits concerning statistics
and minor details. The Japanese govern-
ment in its memorandum of Dec. 3l,
maintaining the incorrectness of the fig-
ures presented by Ambassadar O’Brien,
which showed an extraordinary number of
Japanese entering America since March,
replied to the American memorandum
with the Japanese figure$ showing a wide
divergence. The American memorandum

Jan. 25 couchéd in''the friendliest
terms, said that it appeared impossible to
reconcile the discrepancy- i figures, and
suggested the possibility of frauds. The
Japanese government attempted to dis-
cover the exact cause of discrepancy, en-
gaged last week in a comprehensive in-
vestigation to uncover possible frauds and
it conceded that some cases have been
discovered, but these are insufficient to
explain the disparity. - The investigation
has caused ten days delay in the negoti-
gtions. The foreign office has pointed
out to the Associated Press, however,
that while it doubtless would be gratify-
ijng to be able to write finis to the vexa-
tious problem, it believes it best to clear
up the obstacles. In meanwhile no pass-
ports will be issued to laborers. The fact
that emigrasion is completely stopped
removes an element of danger. The for-
eign office. is confident of a satisfactory
outcome of the question. :

REVENUE LARGE;
OUTLAY LARGER

What Is Shown By Canada’s
Financial Statement for Last
Ten Months.

Montreal, Feb. 7—The financial statement
of the dominion for the month of January
and for the first ten mopths of the current
fiscal year shows an increase of $304,337 in
the total revenue for the last month, as com-
pared with January, 1907, and an increase of
$9,374,642 for the ten months.

The total expenditure on consolidated fund
account for the ten months was $56,332,534,
an increase of $10,650,299. Of this increase
82,033,244 is chargeable to January figures,
payment of subsidies, increases to provinces
amounting to $1,500,000, and of interest
charges on public debt totalling $2,623,459,
both falling due last month.

For the ten months the surplus of revenue
over expenditure on consolidated fund' ac-
count amounted to $24,691,738.

The total expenditure on capital account, as
entered on the books of the finance depart-
ment up to Jan. 31, was $22,245,499, of which
$17,446,975 was chargeable to public works,
railways and canals. The total net debt of
the :dominion at the end of last month was
$259,504,613.

The
pystem was one long list of prohibitions
upon colonial freedom, and Mr. Ewart pro-
cceded to give in detail a list of the re-
strictions placed upon colonial products,
Including items as to where they might be
pent, the provisions as to importing mann-
factured goods and the necessity of all.

United action might have been
obtained either by the colonies humbly
placing their men and money under the
control of the admiralty and the war of-
fice or by such an agreement as sovereign
nations frequently entered into. The sec-

ond method had never been suggested, al- |

though in the epeaker’s own view it was
worth considering, the first Mr. Chamber-
lain very foolishly insisted on and the con-
ference had given him an answer.

At the first conference in 1887 the league
had some little success. An agreement was
made by which certain ships should be re-
tained ‘‘within the limits of the Austra-
lian station,” and that in exchange the
colonies should pay £126,000 per annum.
Wo wider scheme was proposed, and when
the conference was over, all the colonial
secretary could say of it was:

“‘I trust that it will lead to a consolida-
tion of the great imilitary resources of the
empire for the purpose of mutual de-
fence.”

Continuing this subject of defence
through all the conferences, the advent of
Mr. Chamberlain, as colonial secretary, in
1896, must be noticed. From that date
until the defeat of the Balfour govérnment
the federation question became omne very
largely between Canada and the imperial
government,

At the conference of 1897 Mr. Chamber-
lain urged the necessity and the duty of
more general and more liberal colonial
contributions to the British navy. A sub-
scription of £30,000 per annum from Cape
Colony was all the response. Canada did
nothing. 5

At the conference of 1902 Mr. Chamber-
lain assumed a somewhat censorious and
petulant tone, declaring that the colonies
were not doing thejr share, that the mili-
tary and naval expenses of the United
Kingdom were 29s. 3d. per head, and of
Canada only 2s. per head, etc.; and every
colony, except Canada, became contribu-
tors to the British navy.

By the time of the conference of 1907
the subscribing colonies (except New Zea-
land) were tired of putting, as the Natal
premier said, a “cold lump sum” in their
estimates and witnessing no return for it.
Such a change of view on the part of the
colonies was exactly what might have been
expected; but a similar change on the part
of the admiralty was a:little surprising.
Lord Tweedmouth, however, had com-
pletely grasped the Canadian idea of each
colony spending its own money, and he
recommended it to the other colonies. Bo
there was another funeral. The extraor-
dinary idea that one sister nation should
send annual cheques to another sister
nation (adopting phraseology that will
shortly be accurate) to be spent there,
without the slightest reference to the peo-

ple whose money it was, was dead. That

it ever emerged into actual practice was
due to the Australian contract and the
strength of Mr. Chamberlain’s personality.

Had Canada succumbed to his influence it{

might have lived a little longer. But Can-
ada held to her principles.

No self-respecting and capable nation
ocould afford to buy protection, or hire its
defence. Canada at least would herself
expend what sums she intended to devote
to defence—would spend it upon her own
equipment and preparation, giving to her
own men the training which in days of
stress they should surely need.

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RECORD OF SOCIAL WRECKS
FOUND IN POLICE COURT

One Man 138 Times, One Woman 100 Times Under Arrest---
A Singularly Impressive Address Delivered by Police Clerk

Henderson of This City.

The following are extracts from the
temperance addrese of Police Clerk
Henderson, in the Every Day Club last
Sunday afternoon, which hae excited
much comment because of the striking
manner in which he presented the case:

Some little while ago, in passing up
Germain street, in the vicinity of Emer-
son & Fisher's, ] was met by a man
whom I knew, and who was not altogeth-
er sober, but nevertheless knew what he
was talking about. Addressing me by
name he said: “See here! do you know
much about that Every Day Club up
there?”’ 1 eaid, no. He said: “What
do you think of the speakers they have?”
“Oh, the speakers are all right, I think.”
“No, they are not,” said he. ‘They are
not the kind of speakers they ought to
have. They don’t know much about
what they are talking of. They should
have a person to talk to them like me,
one whose father died from drink, whose
mother and sister, as you know, are often
in jail—sometimes there together—whose
brother lost his wife while drunk, and
who himself nearly lost his when he also
was drunk.” I know that what that man
said to me on Germain street was true
enough, and I have thought much of his
words. What a temperance lecture! Fa-
ther and brother died drunk, mother and
sister in jail at the same time, and him-
self still a drunkard.

Judging by the standard, set by that
man I am, I suppose, not qualified to ad-
dress you; but from another point of
view, if you ask me to testify as to what
I have seen and heard, you may possibly
admit that I am qualified to stand here
and say a few words to you on the sub-
ject that brings so many people together
night after night. How am I qualified? I
have been in the office, the duties of
which I am now discharging, for a num-
ber of years; have been there while three
different magistrates  discharged their
duties. How far, think you, the line of
offenders would reach, whose names I
have recorded? If it began at Indiantown,
and we allowed two and one half to three
feet for each individual—and that much
ought to be allowed for a large man, per-
haps more for a woman with a modern
hat—would it extend all the ‘way glong
Main street, up Mill and Dock, alross
Market square, up King, along Charlotte,
down Union and along Brussels street to
the Marsh Bridge? Yes, and that dis-
tance would not nearly be enough. The
line would project out the Marsh road,
past the One Mile House, past the ceme-
tery, away out beyond the Three Mile
House, through : Brookville, - Torryburn,
Rernforth, Riverside, Rothesay, Quispam-
sis, Nauwigewauk and Hampton, and still
the line would continue, and the end
would not be reached for three or four
miles yet. Have you travelled from
Hampton in one of the ordinary express

effects” of a mis-spent life, though the old
men are few. There was the younger man
yet in the strength and vigor of his days,
and the young boy, so young as yet to be
in his little jacket and knee pants, arrest-
ed for drunkenness.

Some in the line were well dressed
others had clothes tattered and torn and
kept in position with strings and shingle
ngils in the place where the buttons
used to be. Some with one leg, some with
one arm, others without legs at all. You
may have seen such to whom I now refer
crawling on King street selling pencils
and small articles. Can you imagine the
depth of depravity that would supply
such persons with liquor? There were
men of every profession and trade not ex-
cepting clergymen.

The police magistrate a few weeks ago
from this platform said that nine-tenths
of those who appeared before him were
there as the result of drink directly or
indirectly. I am not going to change his
calculation.

I am impressed with the fact that at
eome time in the life of each individual
in -that procession he, or she, had the
feeling that they were as gafe as any per-
son in this audience feels that he, or she,
is safe. What put them there? My an-
swer is:— The first 'glass. Had they not
taken the first glass they never would
have been there. So don’t trifle with it.
Let me relate an incident.

Some years ago, about this time of year,
a very cold night, 1 was passing up that
path that opens on King street nearly op-
posite the jail door, and I saw a police-
man struggling with what was a dead
weight. The man was so drunk that he
could neither stand nor move, and perhaps
might have been frozen. I assisted the po-
liceman and between us we got him to

| the door of the police station. The baton

sounded loudly on the iron door that frosty
night, and the poor fellow was brought
to his senses, and taking in' the whole
situation he exclaimed in the most dis-
heartening tone: “My God! Has it come
to this?” No other seven words that have
ever fallen on my ears have produced
the same .effect as the remark of that
young man at the prison door. What did
it mean? It meant the distance in his
life from the first glass through the dif-
ferent experiences to the jail door. It
“meant the fight that the poor fellow had
had through the days of his moderate
drinking until the habit became one of
excess, and beyond his control. Perhaps
it was the distance looking back to the
time when he was a young man and his
friend said to him on the street ‘“come
and let us have a drink,” and in reply he
said if he did his father would be dis-
tressed and his mother's heart would
break, because they had already passed
through the same trouble. The friend said

indulging in personalities. There are peo
ple in the business in St. John who are
so far as the law is concerned, keeping if
to the letter, not only by closing at the
right time and keeping closed during pro-
hibited hours, but by refusing to sell
liquor to drunken persons, and otherwige
are ,observing the law strictly. I admit
that can’t be said of them all; but, on the
whole, I believe our liquor sellers compare
favorably with those of any other place.
While on this line of thought I think it
might be said that of the seventy-five deal-
ers in St. John, sixty-five observe the law
in reference to prohibited hours, and I
believe if there is one agency more than
another that is discrediting the Liquor
License Act it is the non-observance of
that regulation by the other ten, and the
“ictuallers’ Association, as a whole, may
give those ten the credit of shortening the
life of license in St. John by many years.

There are hotel keepers in St. John
who have told me that it is not with their
approval, or desire, that they sell in pro-
hibited hours, but the demand of theie
patrons of regular hours impels them,
else they would lose their patronage al-
together. There are hotel men in St
John who have told me that they wished.
they could cut it out of their business
altogether, I believe they were sincere,
but they had not faith in the travelling
public to believe that they could .secure
their share of patronage. i

In conclusion Mr. Henderson declared

‘his conviction that a public sentiment

exists which, if properly invoked, would
enforce the Scott Act or similar laws. A
strong temperance sentiment is awaken-
ing all over the continent, and would:
ultimately triumph. In the meantink
such institutions as the Every Day Club,
“to help men to be men” should be en-
couraged.

The British Empire was on the brink of
dissolution when an entirely new concep-
tion of colonial relations was introduced.
Yhe United Kingdom’s military strength
was plainly threatening to fall into insig-
nificance as compared with the astonishing
musters upon European battlefields in 1866
and 1870 and just as plainly the colonies
were already capable of supplying some
fair fighting material. Thus a new use
for the colonies was conceived. They were
to be called upon to redress the military
balance in Europe.

In 1884 the Iinperial Federation League
was organized, declaring that some form
of federation was essential and that any
form must adequately provide for an or-

anized defence of commen nights. The
;cague might be said to have been the
father of the conferences. It was in pur-
guance of the league’s reauest that Lord
Falisbury commenced the series in 1887.

The lecturer then quoted resolutions
passed by the league calling on the govern-
ment to convoke a conference of the self-

Canada and Australia answered that they
were of opinion that the best course was
to raise the standard of training, to or-
ganize the departmental services and leave
it to the colony when need arose to de-
termine how and to what extent it should

Imperial federation, as they had seen,
had already been dead for seven years.

But Mr. Chamberlain was not complete-
ly beaten, and he announced that “pro-
posals are under consideration for secur-
ing a permanent and effective representa-
tion of the great colonies on the judicial
committee, and for .amalgamating the
judicial ocommittee with the House of
Lords, so as to constitute a court of ap-
peal for the whole British Empire.”

This proposal was the frailest of the
family.

Trials in Sleeth and Gordon Cases.

Wins His Appeal---New

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 7.—The supreme
court met this afternoon and delivered a
large number of judgments, several of
which are of considerable importance. Jus-

tice Gregory, who was ill when the cases
were argued last term, took no part in
the judgments. The St. John assessment
case was among those disposed of and the
court decided unanimpusly that salaries of
dominion officials wi liable for munici-
pal taxation.

The following cases were decided: King
vs. Forbes ex parte Harrington. This case
arose out of a St. John street quarrel, for
which the defendant was arrested and
convicted before Judge Forbes. Court re-
fused. to grant rule nisi to quash convie-
tion.

King vs. O’Brien ex parte Chamberlain,
(two cases)—There were applications from
Gloucester county to quash convictions un-
der the liquor license act, the defendant
being convicted for second and third of-
fences. The court unanimously granted an
order quashing the conviction for the sec-
ond offence and amended the conviction
in the other case by striking out the words
“third offence” and “levy.”

Whittaker vs. Goggin—Judgment for
plaintiff on demurrer with leave to de-
fendant to amend on payment of costs
within twenty days.

McGaw vs. Fish—New trial refused. This
was an action for false imprisonment aris-
ing out of a sdle to a minor.

Everett vs. Everett—Rule to set aside
non suit and enter verdict for plaintiff
refused.

Rundel ef al vs. McNeill—Rule for new
trial refused.

Moran vs. O’Regan—This was an action
for slander tried in St. John and resulting
in a verdict for plaintiff. ‘The court re-
fused to grant the defendant a new trial,
Judge Hanington dissenting. One of the
points raised by Teed, K. C., defendant’s
counsel, was that :pe plaintiffi had chal-
lenged a juror becatdse he was upwards of
sixty years of age. He claimed that it was
a case for exemption but not for chal-
lenge. Chief Justice Barker, who deliver-
ed the judgment of the court, took the
ground that the fact of a juror being sixty
years of age was a poor ground for a chal-
lenge. The court also held that the pub-
lication of the alleged slanderous remarks
in dictation to a stenographer was not a
privileged publication.

The executors of the late F. J. Seery,
M. D., vs» Federal Life Assurance Com-
pany—Only the chief justice and Justices
Hanington and Landry took part in that
case. The court refused defendant com-
pany a new trial, the chief justice dissent-
ing. This case has been pending for more
than five years and has been tried three
times in York Circuit Court. The death
of a juror before the first trial had been
finished made a second trial necessary,

which resulted in a verdict for the plain-
¢iff. This was set aside on appeal and the
third trial in June last the plaintiffs again
secured a verdict for the full amount of
the policy and interest, totalling about
$1,200. The defence claimed that Seery,
when taking out a warrant for a revival
of the policy, misrepresented the condition
of his health and concealed material facts
in relation to his habits. Judge Barkeri
dissented from the court’s judgment on|
the ground that the verdict was not in ac-
cord with the evidence. Teed, K. C., and
Hughes argued the case for plaintiff, and
Powell, K. C., and Hanson for defendant.

Dooley vs-City of St. John—Rule to set
aside non suit.

Sleeth et al ve. City of St. John and
Gordon vs. City of Bt. John—The court
decided that there should be a new trial
and ordered both cases sent back to Judge
McLeod for a hearing at St. John on Feb-
ruary llth.

The King vs. the City of St. John ex
parte Abbott—This is the St. John assess-
ment case and the court unanimously dis-
charged the rule. The judgment was de-
livered by Judge Barker and was based on
a recent decision of the privy council in
Australian cases. His hbonor held that un-
der this decision the salaries of dominion
officials were liable for taxation regardless
of what New Brunmswick courts had pre-
viously decided.

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LIFE STORY OF MAN WHO
LED KINE'S ASSASSINS

RIO DE JANEIRO, Feb. 8—The life
story of Buissa, the leader of the band
that assassinated King Carlos and Crown
Prince Luiz at Lisbon, last Saturday,
hus been obtained in this city from ‘a

| Portuguese clerk in a commercial house,

who was a school mate of the regicide.

He says the assassin’s full name was
Manuel Rec Silva Buissa, and that he was
born in the Vinhaes district, province
of Braganza, Traz-os-montes, Portugal.
He was a son of the Abbe of Vinhaes,
and as a boy he went to the Lyceum at
Braganza. He had nine brothers and
gisters, and one of his sisters, named
Belmira, lived until a short time ago in
this citv.

Manuel was not the first criminal in
the family. One of his aunts killed a
gervant in her employ. when ehe found
that her husband was making love to the
woman. She was arrested and eentenced
to a long term of imprisonment in Africa.

As ‘a boy, Mahuel Buissa was quarrel-
some, naughty and audacious, but cow-
ardly. He left the Lyceum with the rep-
utation of a bad student, and as having
a vicious character. The life he led in
Braganza made ‘it necessary for his
father to put him into the army, and he
was consequently enrolled in the seventh
cavalry regiment of Braganza. Even n
the army re’' was a hard youth to
control, but . despite . oft . repeated punish-
ments, he managed to gain - the  grade
of sergeant. : : i

He continued a dissipated modé of life
and was soon transferred from Braganza
to the regiment on dutyrat Alvas, on the
frontier. ‘Here' he ‘Had ™ a ‘serious hrawl
with ' six soldiets. For this offence he
was court-martialled’ and condemned ‘to
serve a_ term in.prison, after which he
was .expelled - from the army.

Buissa then returred to his native wvil-
lage of Vinhaes. :Thanks-to the influence
of his father he was given an -opportunity
to become a school -teacher, and it then
seemed to his friends that he was going
to reform and settle down. He etudied
hard; and after a year went up to Bra-
ganza, where he graduated from the dis-
trict echool. Buissa was intelligent, and,
as he devoted himself to his studies, he
was soon given a minor professorship
and obtained his diploma. After this he
was eent to the national - college at Lis-
bon as a professor, a post which he filled
up to the time of his death.

During the last few years he was a
Republican in 'politics, and he had friend-
ly relations with this party. He became
a free-thinker and it was his custom to
defend his political ideas in open dis-
cussion in the streets- and in the cafes
of Lisbon.

Buissa’s friend, who supplied the fore-
going information, does not think that he
accepted money for the commission of his
crime. Manuel Buissa was vicious and
wicked in many ways, but hs was above
taking money for murder. Buissa's family
is well off and still lives at Vinhaes.

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As time moves on, bringing to the Am-
erican people an increasing appreciation
of the genius of Abraham Lincoln, there
{s a growing regret that there remain 60
few of the buildings associated with his
life and public career that can be. con-
verted into patriotic shrines. Washing-
ton’s home, Mount Vernon, on the Poto-
mac, and latterly the famous McKinley
“ecottage,”’ at Canton, 0., have taken on
the dignity of meccas for citizens from
all parts of the country, and while the
Lincoln homestead at Springfield, Il is,
In a sense, in the same category, it has
pcarcely received the eame measure of at-
tention from the public.

The tendency to dedicate memorials of
this kind to the man who piloted the Te-
~public in the most eritical period in its
history is manifested in the movement
lately inaugurated to make a great na-
tional park of the historic old farm in
Kentucky where Lineoln was born and
where his boyhood was spent. However,
these landmarks of Lincoln’s career are
few, indeed, compared to the similar me-
mentoes of our other great hero President.
Houses which George Washington used as
military headquarters or in which he liv-
ed, tarried over night, danced or visited
are to be found in a number of different
states, but only Illinois, Kentucky and
the District of Columbia have notable
buildings associated with the personality
and life of the martyr President. The ex-
planation is found, no doubt, in the fact
that Lincoln was neither a eoldier nor a
wealthy man who ocould afford the luxury
of several homes.

Although the Mississippi Valley holds
the two most important structures identi-
fied with the early life of Lincoln, it is
at the national capital that we find the
most interesting group of buildings as-
eociated ‘with his notable career as presi-

ot %

House has been changed very materially
since the days of the Lincoln administra-
tion, but most of ths other buildings
around which cluster memories of this re-
markable man remain today just as they
were in the stormy days of the early six-
ties. Several of these structures are well
known to the public.. Every visitor.to Wash-
ington has pointed 'out to him Ford’s
Theatre, where Lincoln was struck down
by the hand of the assassin, and the plain
brick house opposite, to whieh the wound-
ed man was removed and where he died.
However, there are other buildings yet
more interesting, in some respects, which
are almost unknown to sightseers.

Prominent among these is Lincoln's
church. A large portion of the public has
always had the impression that Lincoln
was not much of a churchgoer and, indeed,
the edifice known as the New York Ave-
nue Presbyterian. Church, in Waehington,
is the only place of worship intimately
associated with Lincoln. This stately old
church, which stands less than three blocks
from the White House, presents today an
appearance unaltered from that of the
period when Lincoln was a regular attend-
ant there.

The picturesque red brick church, which
might fittingly be called “the church of
presidents,” had important historical as-
sociations ere Lincoln became a member
but it was the War President who sup-
plied a yet deeper significance to its tra-
ditions. The church was founded in 1803,
and in the early days John Quincy Adams
saved it from bankruptcy by advancing
to the congregation the eum of $2,000.
Other presidents who attended this church
were Andrew Jackson, James K. Polk,
Franklin Pierce, James Buchanan and
Andrew Johneon. President Jackson, how-
ever, severed relations with the congrega-
tion in a huff, as the result of a contro-

here is evidence, too, that Lincoln came
to have a real affection for the crippled
veteran of Waterloo, who, with wounded
foot propped on a chair, worked day in,
day out deftly creating new miracles in
wood for his little constituents.

As has been mentioned above, Ford’s
Theatre vet stands, a fitting monument
to the last tragic chapter of Abraham
Lincoln’s life. The building is no longer
used as a playhouse, and the interior has
undergone extensive alterations, but the
exterior presents practically the same ap-
pearance that it did on the night of that
fateful 14th of April. After the assassi-
nation of Lincoln Ford's Theatre was
closed by order of the federal authorities,

and in 1886 the government purchased the |

building. It was remodeled and adapted
to the uses of the Record and Pension
Division of the War Department. While
serving such purpose it was, on June 9,
1893, the scene of a second memorable
tragedy. A collapse of the floors oc-
curred, and many government clerks were
killed outright or seriously injured. How-

This support has been preserved in place
properly marked, all these years.

Across the street from Ford's Theatre
is the red brick residence to which the
wounded President was carried, and in a
rear room on the ground floor of which
the great martyr died. This building is
also the property of the United States!
government. The house is filled with a
collection of more than 3,000 objects used
by President Lincoln or intimately asso-
ciated with his history—the most remark-
able collection of personal belongings eve=
collected as a memorial. The collecting
of this unique array of mementoes has
been the life work of Osborn H. Oldroyd,
a veteran of the Civil War. The nucleus
of the collection was gathered while Mr.
Oldroyd was custodian of the Lincoln
home at Springfield, Ill, and when in
1893 a change of political administration
resulted in the removal of Mr. Oldroyd
from the above-mentioned position, he
transferred his unique treasures to the
national capital.

The Springfield homestead, by the way,
was for 30 years the residence of Abra-
ham Lincoln, although it was not until
the year 1849 that he managed to own it.
To this modest dwelling in 1842 he
brought his bride, Mary Todd, of Lexing-
ton, Ky. The Springfield homestead is
the property of the State of Illinois, hav-
ing been presented to the commonwealth
by Lincoln’s son, Robert T. Lincoln. Yet

another building associated with the life
story of the greatest American of the
| nineteenth century is the humble log

cabin in Kentucky in which he was born.
This hut, thanks to its staunch construc-
tion, has survived the ravages of time,
and is now receiving the fostering care
that is being bestowed upon all Lincoln
memorials as a result of the increasing
