I ONDON, May I.—The General Council of the 
L Trades Union Congress has issued a detailed Mem­
orandum regarding the trades and unions which have 
been called upon to cease work Tuesday. It is under­
stood that the safety crews in all the coal mines 
throughout the country will be allowed to continue 
work in order to prevent damage to the mines.

The industries affected in the general strike order 
include: .Transport, railways, sea, docks, harbors, 
roads and railway repair shops, unions connected with 
maintenance of air transport and the printing trade, 
including the press; productive industries in iron, steel, 
heavy chemicals and building trades, except those on 
hospital work; electricity and gas, including 
lines. The council has recommended that there be no 
interference in the santiary services, health, food and 
lospital supplies.

The British government today moved detachments 
of troops into the coal mining areas of South Wales, 
Lancashire and Scotland. The movement, character­
ized as “purely a precautionary measure,” is to assist 
police in maintaining order during the miners’ strike.
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>1o «%in aLabor’s solidarity which Is sym­
bolized by May Day observances, 
may soon be put to a practical test 
if the continental miners adhere to 
the Amsterdam agreement to sup­
port the strike of the British miners. 
This agreement, which would 
plunge Europe’s workers into vital 
conflicts would be effective only If 
the British miners request the sup­
port of sympathetic strikes. In that 
event the British miners would agree 
to remain on-strike until continental 
miners obtained what they de­
manded.

AmongT ONDON, May 1.—Great Britain faces a general strike 
L asa rcsult of the coal miners’ strike against lower wages 
and increased hours.

Representatives of 203 trades unions, comprising five 
million workers, with enormous financial resources, met 
today and decided to back up the miners by ceasing work 
in all the vital services next Tuesday, unless a settlement 
of the miners’ dispute is reached meanwhile.

STATE OF EMERGENCY PROCLAIMED
The government, aroused by the walkout of the miners, 

who laid down their tools at midnight, when the govern­
mental subsidy expired, issued a proclamation that “a state 
of emergency exists.”

The proclamation under the law gives the government 
almost unlimited powers, to be exercised in protecting the 
general public from suffering through curtailment of the 
vital necessities. Some hope remains that the negotiations 
between the coal owners and miners, may be re-opened, but 
the hope is very faint.

STRIKES’ HEAVY COST
The government’s subsidy to enable 

the mine owners to pay the scale of 
wages which terminated at midnight 
last night, already has resulted in an 
expenditure of twenty million pounds. 
The last national coal strike in Great 
Britain in 1921, is estimated to have 
cost the nation nearly £250,000,000 in 
direct and indirect losses.

The government liegan its subsidy 
last July, when a crisis similar to that 
of today threatened. It appointed a 
Royal Commission to investigate the 
entire coal problem and endeavor to 
find a solution. The commission made 
recommendations for re-organizing the 
industry and increeasing its efficiency.

PHALAROS WINS CUPmore

Great Britain is placed under what 
approaches a state of siege by the 
proclamation that “a state of emer­
gency exists.” While not a proclama­
tion of martial law, or a formal state 
of siege, it gives the government al­
most unlimited powers. The only 
limitation prescribed in the law under 
which the proclamation is Issued, is 
that the government cannot declare in­
dustrial conscription for compulsory 
military service.

Apart from this limitation, it may 
institute any measures it desires for 
the preservation of peace, the secur­
ing and regulation of supplies of food, 
fuel, light and other necessities, and 
the maintenance of means of trans­
port.

AMSTERDAM, May 1—The Rhen­
ish-Westphalian coal syndicate is count­
ing on important increases in coal 
transport by way of Rotterdam as a 
result of the shutdown, of the British 
industry. The syndicate anticipates 
particularly an increase in bunkering 
business in the new waterway here, if 
the strike continues, and necessary pre­
parations for handling it have been 
completed.

Several vessels which had intended 
to take on coal at Cardiff, Wales, have 
entered port. About 500 Rhine coal 
barges are now lying at Rotterdam 
ready to unload.

ALL CHURCH SERVICES TOMORROW WILL BE ON DAYLIGHT SAVING TIMEWASHINGTON, April 30—An­

nouncement is made by the Shipping 
Board at Washington of a delay in the 
consummation of the sale of the Am­
erican Oriental Mail Line until after 
the whole transaction is discussed be­
fore the Senate committee on Com­
merce on May 8.

Bids for the sale of this line which 
comprise five combination passenger 
and cargo ships of the “586” type, op­
erating out of Seattle to Far East 
ports, were opened April 6 by the 
board, R. Stanley Dollar, representing 
the Admiral Oriental Line, present 
managing operators of the service, bid 
$4,500,000. W. B. Keene, former vice- 
president of the Fleet Corporation in 
charge of traffic, representing undis­
closed principals, bid $4,000,000.

The board met on April 13 to pass 
on the bids. Shortly before the meet­
ing Mr. Keene presented another 
sealed bid, hut the board declined to 
open it on the ground that it was meet­
ing to pass on bids already received 
and not to open new ones. Subse­
quently Mr. Keene stated his second 
bid was $4,600,000.

SIGNING OF CONTRACT.
Tire board awarded the service to 

Mr. Dollar. On April 16, Mr. Dollar 
signed the contract, as drawn up by 
Fleet Corporation officials. On April 
19, Elmer E. Crowley, president of the 
Fleet Corporation, was prepared to 
sign the contract on behalf of the Fleet 
Corporation. On that date, however, 
the Senate adopted a resolution offer­
ed by Senator McNary, of Oregon, 
providing that it was “the sense of the 
Senate” that the contract be not signed. 
The board then directed Mr. Crowley 
not to sign the contract until further 
notice from the board.

On April 24 the Board wrote to the 
Attorney-General asking him for an 
opinion " as to the legal effect of the 
Senate resolution. The Attorney-Gen­
eral replied April 22 that the resolu­
tion had no legal effect and left undis­
turbed the authority of the Board, un­
der the provisions of the Merchant Ma­
rine Act of 1920, to sell ships.

The Shipping Board has prepared a 
written statement on the whole trans­
action for presentation to the Senate 
Committee on Commerce. It is ex­
pected the entire membership of the 
Board, together with B1 
Crowley, president of the Fleet Cor­
poration, will be heard. Mr. Crowley 
opposed the sale.

The matter comes before the Senate 
committee, Senator Jones of Wash­
ington, the committee chairman , an­
nounced, because of requests he and 
Senator McNary have received from 
Northwest Pacific Coast interests, 
that the matter be looked into. The 
sale was directed by a vote of 4 to 1 
in the hoard. Chairman O’Connor and 
Commissioners- Hill of South Dakota, 
Teller of California and Walsh of 
Louisiana voted for the sale. Admiral 
Benson of Georgia voted against it.

WELCOME TO ALL SERVICESTHE LETTER W. R. :On the King’s Color painted in oils 
are the letters, W. R. surmounted by 
a Royal Crown, sufficient evidence 
that the regiment was formed in the 
days of William IV. On the Regi­
mental Color a Royal Crown sur­
mounts a large anchor and beneath on 
the painted scroll are the words “Saint 
John Sea Fencibles.” There are a few 
small holes in the silk but considering 
the age of the flags they are in excep­
tionally good state of preservation.

They are considerably larger than 
the regimental .colors of today and 
measures six feet four inches by five 
feet ten inches. The painted emblems 
are shown exactly the same on both 
Sides althought the flags are made of 
tnly one thickness of silk.

At the museum at the present time 
are a number of splendid gifts which 
have been received from the Mrs.

Perhaps the most 
unique of these is the engineer’s sketch 
plan of Saint John harbor made in 
1761 by R. C. Bruce, who is believed 
to have been the first English engineer 
to make a drawing of the harbor. This 
sketch has been the object of search by 
Prof. W., F. Ganong who wished to 
make use of it in compiling his scien­
tific history of New Brunswick.
