THE FISHERIES.

Canada is one of the foremost fish-
producing countries in the world, but
scientific prosecution of the fisheries is
not general. There is a great waste. A
recent bulletin issued by the department
of fisheries says:

“At a recent banquet in the Chatean
Laurier, Ottawa, Mr. W. A. Found, as-
sistant deputy minister of fisheries stat-
ed that the annual waste in fish offal
amounts to $12,000,000. The council of
Industrial and Scientific Research esti-
mated the loss in waste at $10,000,000
and oil, $2,000,000. In other Wwords, of
every dollar’s worth of fish taken from
the water, commercial dealers are con-
tented with selling 80 cents worth. The
‘Yalance is thrown away. Mr. Found
intimated that it was a study worthy of
serious scientific effort to determine
some means of overcoming this great
loss. He suggested that scientists might
devise some means of preserving fish of-
fal from decaying until it could be re-
duced at a central plant, or locate some
means of reducing the offal locally.”

Up The Ardennes,

(Halifax Recorder)

She carries a crew of four
engineers, three mates, a carpenter, two
stewards, eight seamen, fifteen firemen
and three oilers. She is commanded by
Captain McKenzie. Though essentially
a freight steamer there is very comfort-
able accomfmodation for several passen-
gers. The staterooms are finished in
mahogany and though compact are very
convenient. The captain’s cabin is beau-
tifully finished and the same may be
said of all the officers’ accommodations.
There is a smoking room finished in oak
and the dining room as well is panelled
in oak. :

The engines are of 3,000 horsepower

and she has three boilers of fifteen feet
six inches diameter by eleven feet six
inches in length.

Every seat in St. Vincent's auditorl-
um, about three hundred chairs om the
stage and every available inch of stand-
Jng room at the back of the theatre was

¢ {féd last mght when Lindsay Craw-
tord, national president of the Self De-
termination for Ireland League of Can-
ada and Newfoundland, spoke on the
aims of the league and gave an inter-
esting outline of the events leading up
to the present Irish situation . About
forty returned soldiers were seated on
the platform. Hundreds of people were
unable to gain admission to the build-

ing.

Mr. Crawford spoke for nearly an hour
and a half without a single interruption.
Although several members ‘of the locul
police force were stationed in and out-
side the theatre, they were not called
upon to act.

M. E, Agar, president of the local
branch, acted as chairman and, after an
overture and the playing of the national
anthem by the City Cornet Band, he
spoke briefly.

Thomas R. Donovan, national secre-
tary. said that the object of the megt-
ing was to remove some of the prejudice
which existed regarding Ireland. He
told something of their organization.

Before introducing the next speaker,
‘the chairman said he resented the im-
pujation of anarchism, not only as a re-
ﬂe&m on their loyalty to the British
Empire but also as a reflection on their
religion. s
M. Crawford.

Mr. Crawford, who was greeted with
applause when he arose, said that it was
not necessary for him to deal at this
time with some observations made on
Sunday last, as they had been dealt with

He
deplored the establishment in Canada of
an organization which brought the feuds
of the old country to the land of the
maple. He believed Ireland had bad
more opportunities for self-determination
than had Scotland, but that Ireland had

ben mis-guided in her use of her op-|

portunities. Scottish people in Canada
met to extol their own nation and
granted the right to all other nations to
do the same, but all should do their best
to make Canada the brightest jewel in
the imperial crown. That was what
their sons had fought and died for. Then,
having quoted Henry Chapelle’s patriotic
poem, “The Day,” Mr. Muir closed a
stirring address with the reminder that
all the world over Scotchmen were cele-
brating another “day” and celebrating it
with' a right good will to one and all.

The new president was born in 1880
in the state of Sqnora. From early child-
hood he was forced to work for a liv-
ing but he has become one of the coun-
try’s biggest industrial men. ‘He is said
to possess considerable wealth.

Revolutions in Mexico within the past
few years made him first a military
power in the north, then a staunch 4d-
herent of Carranza whose succession to
the presidency is said to have been
largely due to the military genius and
energy of Obregon. It was General
Obregon who at Celaya inflicted what
is said to be the only decisive military
defeat Francisco Villa, the bandit, ever
suffered. With Carranza in power, Gen-
eral Obregon was entrusted -with many

'l difficult tasks of reconstruction, occupy-

ing numerous official posts, including
that of minister of war.

When, in the fall of 1919, President
Carranza announced definitely that he
would -retire from office at the expira-
tion of his term on December 1, 1920,
and that elections would be held in a
regular and legal manner, General
Obregon was the first to, announce l¥s
candidacy. From his hacienda home in
Sonora early this year he issued~ a
manifesto which proclaimed him the
leader of the Liberal Constitutionalist
party and announced a platform of re-
form upon which he purposed to make

‘|his campaign. He immediately began

a tour of the republic,
The Revolution.

Meanwhile politics was fermenting in
the national capital. =~ General Pablo
Gonzales, at first reputed to hold the
official favor of President Carranza as
his successor, began an active campaign
and within a few weeks Ignacio Bonil-
las, at that time Mexican Ambassador
to the United States, announced his
candidacy as a civilian, charging that
Obregon and Gonzales both represented
the military classes. Refuting the lat-

ter assertiun, Obregon requested con-
gress to withdraw his rank as general,
but this was refused. >

Early in April, General Obregon re-
tired to his home in Sonora, following
published charges that the Carranza re-
gime was attempting to embarrass his
candidacy. Almost coincident with this
retirement came the deflection of Adolfo
de la Huerta, who, as governor of Sonora,
refused to recognize the sovereigaty of

President Carranza in certain state nf—[

fairs. This disagreement culminated
early in May in open revolution with
which General Obregon and numerous of
his political aids and large numbers of
followers became affiliated.

Followed then in quick succession the

march of the army of the north on
Mexico City and its subsequent bloodless
capture, the flight of President Carranza
and his cabinet and the death of the exe-
cutive in a lonely mountain hut.
_ Adolfo de la Huerta was elected by
congress as the provisional president to
act until December 1. ' General Obregon
immediately returned to an energetic
campaign and in September was over-
whelmingly elected president.

U.S. INCOME TAX

Leave for Europe via Sarnia
and Take Steamship From

Montreal.

Sarnia, Ont., Dec. 1.—United States
internal revenue agents operating on the
St. Clair river declgre that a number of
Europeans, having made their stake in
the United States ,are going into Can-
ada by way of Sarnia, taking a -train
from this city for Montreal and embark-
lng from that port to their homes over-

, seas, thus eluding payment of the Unit-

ed States Federal income tax which
aliens are supposed to pay when they
ieave that country.

This declaration was made following
the departure of a pariy of 22 Slovaks
who left Milwaukee recently for their

homes in Czecho-Slovakia without pay-
ing a visit to the Revenue Department.
John A. Grogan, collector of customs
at Detroit, guarded the ferry building
in that city, but no trace of the foreign-
ers could be found there. He stated
that in all probability they had thrown
the police off the train at Detroit and
come to Port Huron, crossing over to

Sarnia, where they were safe from mo-

lestation.

The usual procedure, it is believed, is

to leave the town or city in the States
where they are working and head for
some border city as Detroit, Chicago or
some large colony of their fellow coun-
irymen where they can more readily
throw the officers off their trail and
board & train for Port Huron, Mich.,

where they leave the railway and come

over on the ferry.

In this city they buy their tickets and
take the train to Montreal, which is the
jumping off place for home.

Berlin, Nov, 12—(Associated Press
correspondence)—Revision of the Peace
Treaty of Versailles by the international
| proletariat was urgéd by Ernest Daeu-
mig. leader of the new Communists, in a
debate in the Reichstag recently. Herr
Daeumig prophesied a coming revolution
to overthrow capitalism. He said that
his party. desired expropriation of all ma
chinery of production and as quickly and
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as thoroughly as possible. He character-
ized the Versailles Treaty as an exhibi-
tion of force by world capitalie~ “We
feel toward it as our Russian comrades
felt toward the treaty of Brest-Litovsk,”
he said.

These declarations of the Communist
idea of treaty revision were evoked "+ u
statement which had been made by Dr.
Eugen Schiffer, formerly vice chancellor
and leader of the National Liberals, who
declared that the treaty was a crime
against the German nation and all the
world and that Germany had a right,
under the reading of the covering note as
well as morrally, to demand its revision.
