836 tons, while the steamers have in­

John and the maritime provinces gener­
ally, and it would be extremely unfor­
tunate if their views should be changed 
by statements made by any of our own 
citizens.

This is a very good time to revive that 
slogan which-did effective service a cou­
ple of years ago, and which read: “I 
believe in St. John.” The trouble appears 
to be that there are not enough of the 
natives who believe in St. John, and that 
they sometimes create an entirely false 
Impression In the minds of visitors. As 
a matter of fact, conditions in St. John 
at the present moment are healthy. The 
Times has interviewed men in the various 
lines of wholesale trade, and they say 
that the volume of business since the 
1st of January has been quite as good, 
if not better, than it was in the corres­
ponding period last year. Moreover, 
there is at the present moment a renew­
ed feeling of confidence in the future, 
which as a matter of fact is not con­
fined to these provinces but Is general 
throughout the country, as a result of 
the anticipation of good crops.

On Sunday last a number of the To­

ronto pulpits were occupied by publicity 
men who were in attendance at the con­
vention of the Association of Advertising 
Clubs in America.

His message was a revelation of the ex­
act conditions in the city as he had 
found them, and the result of his in­
quiry and the co-operation of the 
churches was a programme of commun­
ity work which was of immense benefit. 
These medical men and these publicity 
men who dcliverd their message to con­
gregations in Philadelphia and Toronto 
would undoubtedly have much to say 
that was worth saying in that presence.

Divisional Engineer.
David W. Brown, divisional engineer 

on the Valley railway, with headquart­
ers at Fredericton, then took the stand 
to resume the evidence which he com­
menced on Wednesday morhlng.

The 
steamers will bring return cargoes of 
grain to Newcastle where an elevator 
is to be constructed, and the grain 
shipped to Europe.

greatest states are arming for a tariff 
The war will come in 1917; and 

Germany, Austria-Hungary and Rus-1 
sia will take part; perhaps also France. 
Already skirmishing has begun and vig­
orous aggressive measures are being ta­
ken by Russia against the favorite econ­
omic measures of German’s agrarians.1 
Germany is devising meausres ’of retali­
ation. Austria and Hungary have both 
officially proclaimed themselves 
friendly to the German tariff. Not since 
Count Witte’s tariff war with Caprivi 
in 1898 have prospects of such a big 
economic struggle been seen.

Germany’s imperial secretary of state 
for the interi’or Dr. Clemens von Del- 
bruck, precipitated the tariff war. He 
proclaimed that Germany would stand 
meekily on the defensive and in this way 
he encouraged her neighbors to begin an i 
attack. Germany’s customs relations 
with Russia and Austria-Hungary are| 
regulated by commercial treaties of 1906 
which are based on the Bulow tariff of j 
1903. This tariff is highly protecti’onist. 
It raised heavily the duties in the Cap­
rivi tariff of 1898; and in particular it 
increased the duties on rye and wheat. 
The Bulow tariff satisfies no one in Ger- 
many and no one outside.

The German socialists and the radical 
people’s party ascribe to it the high 
prices of bread and meat; and the ag­
rarian conservatives complain that it is 
n’ot high enough. The finishing manufac-1 
turers condemn it because it favors raw 
material producer who burdens them 
with high coal and iron prices.

Among these interests offcial Germany | 
is in difficulties. To negotiate for com­
mercial treaties on the basis of lower 
duties w’ould estrange the conservatives ;

Germany’s 
grain export, faced by a heavy duty in 
the Russian frontier, must come to a 
full stop. The immediate loser will be 
the Prussian landlords who, 
grain producers, draw in “import certi­
ficates bounties of $35,000,000 a year 
from the imperial treasury. Their one 
way of recouping themselves is to in­
crease the duty on Russian grain. Rus­
sia’s aggressive move, therefore, makes 
it impossible for the German govern­
ment to adhere to its intention to keep 
to the present commercial treaties.

Even if the government and Reichstag 
do agree to maintain the treaties, Rus­
sia and Austria-Hungary will not let 
them. Russia’s industrial and financial 
circles are in a confident mood. They 
proclaim it to be their policy to break 
Germany’s economic domination. 
Grekoff, president of the Central Rus­
sian Manufacturers’ Union, says “In the 
tariff war which is coming, and which 
will be the greatest in history, Russia 
will annihilate Germany. She has got 
behind her the economic and financial 
resources of France and Great Britain. 
By closing her frontier she will in three 
months bring Germany to her knees.”

The weak side of this calculation is 
that Russia must sell her grain abroad 
in order to pay the interest on her $45,- 
000,000,000 debt; and that Germany is 
her biggest customer. This fact makes 
Germany’s high-protectionists as confi­
dent as are Russia’s. An equally confi­
dent mood obtains on both sides in the 
Austro-German tariff war. Thus, each 
armed with childlike faith in overwhelm­
ing victory, Europe’s three most popu­
lous empires are preparing for an arma- 
geddon of tariffs.

merous congresses were held for the pur­
pose of declaring a commercial war. The 
congresses passed resolutions against 
coming to an agreement with Germany 
except on condition that Germany cuts 

“down her food duties, stops the veterin­
ary chicanery which is used as a pre­
text for excluding Russian cattle, and 
abolishes the present system of giving 
veiled bounties on corn. The Moscow, 
Polish, and South Russian manufactur­
ers demand higher duties against Ger­
man finished goods.. The present com­
mercial treaty is assailed as humiliating. 
“The treaty,” says a Duma deputy, 
Schingaroff, “is a worse disgrace for 
Russia than the Japanese war, and it 
must be wiped out.”

Most serious of all conflict causes are 
Germany’s “import certificates.” These 
are a veiled bounty on exported German 
grain, which Austria and Russia both 
resent. The “import certificates” were 
given in 1894 by Chancellor Caprivi to 
the agrarians as compensation for the 
cutting down of the grain duties. The 
exporter of grain gets a certificate which 
entitles him to import duty-free from 
abroad grain in equal quantity. At first 
these “import certificates” were accepted 
by the customs officials only in payment 
of duty on the same kind of grain for 
which they were issued ; but later the 
certificates were made valid to pay im­
port duty on other goods, including cof­
fee and petroleum.

The grain exporter sold the certificates 
on the Stock Exchange as government 
I. O. U’s. at practically their full nom­
inal value. The use of the import certifi­
cates was restricted two years ago, but 
the effect of the system remains. Ger­
many is not self-supporting in the mat­
ter of food, yet, with veiled bounties, 
she finds it profitable to export rye to 
Russia.

The production and export of rye 
have grown enormously. In 1912 Ger­
many exported 800,000 tons of rye and 
imported only 300,000 tons. . Russians 
buy German rye much cheaper than Ger­
mans buy it, and even cheaper than 
their home production cost. The Rus­
sian frontier provinces complain that 
they cannot compete. Also Hungary 
complains. As a grain exporting country 
she feels the German competition. In 
the coming tariff war the abolition of 
import certificates will probably be in­
sisted on both by Russia and Austro- 
Hungary.
Russia Takes Action

Russia has already opened the offens­
ive against the import certificates. Up 
till now Russia has imposed no duty on 
grain, but she is not pledged not to do 
so. When she negotiated tier present 
commercial treaties nobody dreamed 
that she, Europe’s greatest grain export­
er, would have a bounty-fed grain ex­
port forced on her. In order to kill the 
Import certificates, the Russian govern­
ment has laid before the Duma a hill 
which imposes a heavy duty on grain, 
and a second bill imposing a duty /on 
grain imported to Finland.

The Coming Storm
This peaceful declaration is having an 

effect exactly opposite to Belbruck’s ex­
pectations. It has produced breathings of 
war from the high-protectionists of Aus­
tria-Hungary and Russia, and fiercer 
breathings still from Germany’s high- 
protectionists. Germany’s high-protec­
tionists. Germany’s high-protectionists 
say they will not tolerate the present 
tariff. They want it replaced by a “wa­
tertight,” which practically means a pro­
hibitive tariff. They demand that Aus­
tria and Russia be forced by threats of 
retaliation to reduce existing duties on 
German manufactures. In this German 
determination that Germany shall raise 
her duties, and in the Russo-Austrian 
determination that Germany shall cut 
them down, are the elements of a tar­
iff armageddon which will convulse Eu­
rope; and even, as the inspired “Hol- 
nlsche Zietung” says, may lead to an 
Armageddon of blood.

Austria-Hungary is determined to op­
pose Germany’s policy. The foreign of­
fice organ, “Fremdenbiayt,” replied to 
Delbruck’s programme with the word 
“unthinkable,” The present commercial 
treaties, it says, are impossible. Scores 
of Austrian societies representing manu­
facturers and agriculture have passed 
resolutions declaring that Germany must 
he forced" to cut down her duties, and 
that Austria must put up hers.

Hungary is even more interested than 
Austria. Her landlords and farmers are 
in a strongly anti-German mood. The 
Buda-Pest Chamber of Commerce and 
the Hungarian Society of Industrials are 
backing the protest.
