The above is the inscription on a hand­
some brass plate on the side of the very 
pretty pavilion which overlooks the model 
playground which Walter a Allison hse i 
presented to the children of St, John. ’ 
There is another brass plate in the in- 
tenor of the pavilion, also bearing the 
name of the playground and the date.

This morning, in the presence of several * 
hundred people, while several hundreds of 
children were in full play on the splendid 
equipment of swings, slides, circle bare, 
see-sawe, giant strides and sand-bins, 
Mayor Frink tormally declared the play­
ground open, and in Mr. Allison’s behalf 
presented it to the Playground Association 
for the children of the city.

Among those present were Commissioner 
Wigmore, Chairman R. B. Emerson of the 
school board, Inspector McLean, Miss 
Mabel Peters, president of the Playground 
Association and other members of its ex­
ecutive; Mrs. D. McLellan, Mrs. T. H* 
Bullock and Miss Leavitt of the Women’s 
Council playground committee; Mrs. Frink, 
the Misses Peters of Westfield ( Mrs. E.
C. Elkin, and scores of ladies well known 
in social circles, with a sprinkling also of 
business men.

From early morning children had been 
enjoying the new playground, and it was 
crowded when the hour of opening came.
Mr. Allisbn himself was early on the 
scene, arid men were busy with some of 
the work yet to be finished. All who vis­
ited the grounds were delighted, and Mr. 
Allison was the recipient of hearty con­
gratulations. The location of this play­
ground, overlooking Rockaway Beach and 
the harbor and bay, is an ideal one, and 
a full view of it can be obtained from the 
windows of the exhibition in fair, time.

Mayor Frink, a few minutes after eleven 
o’clock called for order and referred to 
the splendid playground, which he said 
was only the beginning of the work to be 
done for the children of St. John. It was 
owing to the unselfish efforts of a few, and 
in this he mentioned especially the name 
of Miss Mabel Peters, that some progress 
had been made, and above all the citizens 
were indebted for this model playground 
to Walter C. Allison. Mr. Allison had 
participated considerably in public affairs ' 
—for several years, and had done the prac­
tical thing by going down into his own 
pocket to prove his personal interest. But 
this playground was erected as a memorial 
of one of whom the citizens have grateful 
memories, and they all honored Mr. Alli­
son for the feeling prompting his generous 
action. The speaker hoped that Mr. Alli­
son’s gift would be supplemented and 
other such playgrounds equipped.

With regard to the great playground at 
Rockwood Park, it would be formally dedi­
cated to public use as a recreation ground 
by the Duke of Connaught on August 19th.
This great area of playground was the gift 
of Joseph Allison, the honored fath?r of 
Walter C. Allison, who was in the highest 

good and worthy citizen. All the 
citizens were proud of these play grounds, 
and the movement deserved hearty sup­
port. The mayor hoped it would receive 
the sympathy of the whole public. He 
congratulated Mr. Allison on this evidence 
of his unselfish generosity, and formally 
dedicated the Harriet Ringen Allison Su­
pervised Playground to the children of St.

While returns from remote and outlying 
districts were still far from complete, it 
Was thought that the Scott Liberal gov­
ernment had scored a three to one victory 
In the bitterly contested election fight yes­
terday and would have an increased major­
ity in the next legislature.

Liberals elected, according to early 
figures today were thirty-six, Conservatives 
five, with two seats in doubt, nine to be 
heard from, and three postponed elections 
still to come.

The defeat of the opposition in the form­
er strongholds such as Souris, Pipestone, 
Last Mountain, Moose Mountain and 
Pheasant Hills leaves little doubt of the 
general result. In four city seats the op­
position held their own fairly well, split­
ting" even by holding Mooeejaw City and 
Prince Albert, the Liberals holding Regina 
and Saakatoon.

(Special Cable to The Times)
London, July 12—A meeting of the im­

perial defence committee yesterday when 
Hon. R. L. Borden and hie colleagues 
were present, there was recommencement 
of the Canadian naval negotiations. Sir 
Edward Grey spoke at length, outlining 
the international position and revealing 
the true inwardness of the present war 
dangers. The meeting lasted abput three 
hours, but was rather in the nature of a 
preliminary review of the entire situation 
than a detailed debate.

The Canadian ministers were profound­
ly impressed by the facts laid before them. 
While the action of the dominion repre­
sentatives is still uncertain, Mr. Borden 
would not be averse to a substantial mone­
tary contribution to the imperial navy.

Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill desires that 
Canada’s contribution should take the 
form of two new Dreadnoughts or battle­
ships or cruisers or their maintenance.

Neither Liberals nor ^he majority of re­
sponsible Conservatives with the notable 
exception of a group of tariff reform 
Unionists are trying to turn the visit of 
the Canadian ministers to party advantage. 
The Liberals, from Asquith downwards, 
desire closer association of the dominions 
in imperial defence. They feel that the 
exact form of such participation must be 
left to the decision of the dominions them­
selves.

With 
his throw of 45 metres, 21 centimetres, 
(148 feet 11-2 inches) he beat not only 
the Olympic record of 138 feet, 1-3 ihchee 
made by Sheridan in Athens in 1906, but 
also the world's record of 145 feet, 91-2 
inches established by James H. Duncan, 
at Celtic Park, New York, on June 2, this 
year.

London, July 12—The English newspa­
pers devote comparatively small attention 
to the Olympic games, and the public gen­
erally appear not to be greatly interested 
in the doings at Stockholm. Disappoint­
ment at England's poor showing, however, 
is reflected in an article contributed to 
the Daily Mail by Beach Thomas, cx- 
preeident of the Oxford University Athle­
tic Club, who complains that, while he 
finds Americans and Swedes, Danes and 
Finns, have organized gymnastics 
scale surpassing classical Greece, Great 
Britain has not even made a bid for vic­
tory.

He declares that the British tiam did 
not train to win, did not run to win and 
was not organized to win, and, after a 
comparison of the lax British methods 
with the excellent organization, training 
and discipline of the mericane, he s.ye: 
"We lost because we esired to lose.”

The Daily Mail, in an editorial on the 
Olympic, while protesting against an Am­
erican newspaper representing Great Bri­
tain as decadent, as being absurd and 
just, says that: “If we are not to dis­
grace ourselves at the next Olympic at 
Berlin, the British Olympic committee will 
do well to ponder the king’s famous wards, 
Wake up EnglandJ' ”

Dublin, July 12—Alarming meteorologic­
al phenomena accompanied by subterran­
ean rumbling, have thrown the inhabit­
ants of the Lock district on the borders 
of Tyrone and Fermanagh into a punie, 
for they fear these signs presage either on 
earthquake of a volcanic eruption.

Both phenomena are unknown in ■ Ire­
land within the memory of man, but the 
district is distinctly volcanic in cnaracter 
and probably a qpntre of volcanic activity 
in prehistoric times.

Recently there have been violent thund- 
ed storms accompanied by hail stones so 
large that they liave injured cattle ard 
horses and there have been several water 
spouts. A few nights ago the inhabitants 
were roused from 4beir sleep by earth 
tremors accompanied by loud rumbling 
noises, and on two other occasions 
heard noises which were described as like 
the -booming of distant guns.

MEAT CHARTREUSE IN RICE.
Two cupfuls of chopped cooked meat, 1 

teaspoonful of salt, 1-2 teaspoonful of white 
pepper, 1 tablespoonful of diced onion, 14 
cupful of breadcrumbs, 1-4 cupful of melt 
ed butter, gravy or stock to moisten, 1 
beaten egg, 3 cupfuls of cooked rice and 
tomato sauce. Put the meat into a basin, 
add the egg well beaten, the salt, pepper, 
table-sauce, onion, bread-crumbs and melt­
ed butter and enough stock or gravy to 
moisten. Mix and turn into a mold which 
has been well buttered and lined with two 
cupfuls of the rice; place the remainder 
of the rice on the top, cover the mold 
with buttered paper, and steam steadily 
for forty-five minutes. Turn out on a hot 
platter and serve at once with hot to­
mato sauce.

ALTONA FRITTERS.
Make a batter of eight eggs, a half pint 

of milk, six large spoonfuls of sifted flour, 
one teaspoonful of salt. Into this batter 
put half a dozen apples pared, cored and 
cut in quarters. Cover each piece of ap­
ple with batter, drop into boiling lard and 
fry a light brown.

CATEAN APPLES. *
Boil in a pint of water, 1 1-2 pounds of 

loaf sugar until it becomes a rich sirup. 
Weigh two pounds of apples that have 
been peeled, cored and cut small, boil 
theiq in the sirup with the grated peel 
and juice of a large lemon, till reduced 
to a pulp. Then put it into a mold. The 
next day serve it turned out in a glass 
dish, with a rich custard.

the Kaiser in Schonbrunn ever since the 
assassination of his consort in Geneva four­
teen years ago. Archduke Eugene is prob­
ably about to follow suit. He is the most 
stately royal prince in Europe, his etature 
of six feet four being enhanced on state 
occasions by the striking costume of 
the Teutonic Order, (Deutsqher Orden.)

The habit is white, with a great black 
cross woven on the breast of the doublet, 
and another black cross on the tong white 
cloak hanging from the shoulders. Indeed, 
one can never look upon Archduke Eugene 
or any of the knights of his order (styled 
Deutecher-Herren, or Gentlemen of Ger­
many) without being reminded of the 
Knighta of the Grail in “Parsifal." Nor 
does Archduke Eugene’s appearance alone 
fit him particularly for the grand master­
ship of this high order, for he is a strange 
mixture of the soldier and the ecclesiastic.

Like all the members of his house, he 
received the training of a soldier, and ie 
known by military experts to be a daring 
and skilful leader of cavalry. But this has 
not prevented him from turning hie at­
tention to theology, for which has a 
strongly developed taste. He passed all 
the regular examinations of the faculty 
before receiving the degree of doctor of 
divinity, which he now holds. At the 
time when the archbishopric of Olmutz be­
came vacant some years ago, he entreated 
the emperor to permit him to resign his 
then commission as commanding colonel of 
the 13th Hussars, with the object of enter­
ing definitely upon a full-fledged ecclesi­
astical career, and becoming Archbishop of 
Olmutz. Emperor Francis Joseph, how­
ever, declined to yield, but by way of com­
promise promised to nominate Eugene to 
the grand mastership of the Teutonic order 
on tile death of the then grand master,
Archduke William, who was killed a year 
later by a fall from his home.

The grand mastership carries with it 
the possession of vast estates, end of an 
income amounting to $l,00p,000 per an­
num. 'These revenues the'archduke, who 
is extremely rich in hie own right, is pre­
pared to sacrifice, along with his military 
rank, in order to hold office in the church, 
and in the expectation of assuming -soon 
after hie ordination the scarlet- robes of 
the cardinalats, formerly worn, not only 
by the Archduke Rudolf of the early part 
of the last century, but also by several 
other members of the imperial Austrian 
house. • - -

The Teutonic Order, which must not be 
confounded with the sovereign Order of 
St. John of Jerusalem, coqunotiy known 
as the Knights of Malta, was instituted in 
1192, by the Crusader King Henry of Jer­
usalem (afterwards Emperor Henry VI. 
of-Germany) after the siege of Acre. Its 
statutes were framed on the model of 
those- of the Knights of St. John, and it 
was decreed that the members should be 
restricted exclusively to the Teutonic or 
German nation, which had sustained great 
losses at the siege of Acre.

Pope Celestine commanded that they 
should be styled Knighta of Saint Mary, 
whence comes their name of “Mariener- 
Ritter,” sometimes used in lieu of their 
more usual designation, and that they 
should be clad in white, and wear a large 
black croee on their habits, mantles, 
standards and arms.

Their first station was at Acre. After 
the loss of the Holy Land they removed to 
Venice, and thence to Germany, devoting 
themselves to extending the boundaries of 
Christianity at the expense of the heathen 
Wends. For centuries they practically 
ruled over what is now East Prussia and 
Lithuania, their principal station being 
Marienburg, while it was one of their 
grand masters who founded the Duchy of 
Prussia, the nucleus of the Hohenzollern 
monarchy under the Polish crown.

9.50Toronto, July 12—Progress in building j 
throughout the leading cities of the do­
minion from coast to coast is maintain- j 
ing a steady stride, according to the fig-1 
ures compiled for twenty-seven of the 
largest municipalities by the Contract Re­
cord. Toronto continues to head the list 
for total value of permits issued during 
the first six months of this year, with $13,- 
195,271. This is an 11 per cent increase 
over the first half of last year. The fig­
ures for June are $3,292,766, just about an 
even million dollars more than last June. 
Winnipeg, Vancouver, Montreal, Edmon­
ton, Saskatoon and Hamilton are the next 
six cities, according to total value of per­
mits, but two of those, Vancouver and 
Winnipeg, show slight decreases from last 
year’s figures. Montreal, with $8,065,993 
worth of permits, made just the same per­
centage of increase as Toronto, 11 per 
cent.

Undoubtedly the most notable achieve­
ment of any of the twenty-seven cities 
mentioned is that of Edmonton, Alta., 
which issued permits for buildings aggre­
gating in cost $7,725,622, an increase over 
the first half of last year of fully 376 per 
cent.

Of the Ontario cities an interesting com­
parison is between Ottawa and Hamilton. 
The population of the two cities is about 
equal, and the amount of building going 
on in both is abofit the same. In Hamil- 
tin the issue of permits totalled $3,145,000, 
and in Ottawa $2,120,000, but the latter 
city, which is just two places.farther down 
in the list than Hamilton, made a greater 
increase, 52, as opposed to 40 per cent. 
Brantford is making wonderful strides, 
with an increase of 133 per cent. Port 
Arthur also is going ahead rapidly, with 
124 per cent, advance for the first half 
of the year, and Fort William shows 132 
per cent.

That the east is waking up is exemplified 
by the fact that Sydney, N. S., is the only 
city in the Maritime Provinces to show a 
decrease, and in-St. John, N. B., the in­
crease was 49 per cent, over last year. The 
building permits in the winter port total­
led $315,950 for the six months just closed.

The article in the Contract Record 
points out that the steady progress of the 
country is shown by the fact that the 
total increase for Canada for the whole 
of the year 1911 was 29 per cent, apd for 
the past six months just 28 per cent. This 
shows that there is no boom on, but that 
the development of the nation’s cities is 
going on in a business-like way.
