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 DISASTERS
THLL OF FURY
OF THE STORM

Many Vessels Suffered in Gale
Off Atantic Coast—On One
Steamer Passengers Wore Life
Preservers for Hours

(Canadian Press)

Wilmington, N. C., Aug. 30—The fury
of the storm along the South Carolina
and Ge::;'couc on Sunday and Mon-
day is écted in the number of marine
casualtics reported at Southport. The
stcamer Fortuna 542 tons, Capt. Wells,
lumber laden from Charleston to New
York, is reported dismasted, forty-five
miles southward of Frying Pan shoals and
in a dangerous position.

The Schooner Florence M. Henley, 920
tons, Capt. Jameson, Tampa to Balti-
more, was towed 1n off Cape Fear by the
tug Tormentor, with all headsails gone
and leaking.

The schooner Chas. H. Valentine, 535
tons, (aptain Walker, Promised Land to
Charleston, reported having gone ashore
at Baldhead Island, while attempting to
sail in over Capc Fear Bar for the har-
bor, is reporied by pilots in a danger-
ous position, but tugs are reported to bave
hauled her off during the night.

The schooner Linah C Kaminski, out-
ward bound from Wilmington to New
York, lumber laden, rode out the storm
off Cape Fear Bar with the loss of only
an anchor and forty fathoms of chain.

The Bark Tomasso Drago, 352 tons, Capt.
Orengo, from Santa Cruz to Bremen was
towed in with mainyard carried away and
_short of water.

The Clyde steamer Winwah, New York
to .Jacksonville, arrived up for harbor,
slightly leaking and with cargo of ce-
ment damaged to an extent mot known.

Charleston, 8. C., Aug. 30—The Clyde
line steamer Apache made port yester-
day after a thrilling experience off this
harbor during the hurricane, Passengers
wore life prescrvers for several hours and
were prepared to leave the ship at any
moment. It is’stated by passengers that
the stokers were kept at work at the
points of vevolvers, although the captain
denies this. :

SIR RICHARD HITS
HARD IN TORONTO

Scores Heavily on the Tories for Their Incon-
sistency in Opposing Reciprocity and for Their
False Appeal to Loyalty of the People

(Special To Times)

Toronto, Unt., Aug. 30—Speaking in the
association hall in this city last night be-
fore an audience of 2,000, Sir Richard
Cartwright met with a great demonstra
tion of welcome and cheers,

Sir Richard said he had discussed reci-
procity for tifty years with statesmen of
the highest rank of Great Britain, the
United States and Canada, and had never
met a single man but who said that reci-
procity in natural products between Can-
ada and the United States must be great-
ly to the advantage of Canada. (Ap:
plause.)

There were two things he desired to
point out. One was the remarkable admis-
sion by their opponents that the countiy
was prosperous under Liberal rule. (_;\p-
plause.) Equally significant was the fact
that for the first time in all his experl-
ence certain gentlemen well known to his
hearers had come 1{o the government,
not pleading for an increase of the tariff,
but only asking them to let the tarift
they now enjoyed alone. (Applause.)

The annexation argument, he said, re-
minded him of Dr. Jobnson's definition oi
patriotism. He defined patriotism as the
last refuge of scoundrels. ‘“Therefore I
commend Dr. Johnson's definition to you.
In my experience of Canadian politicians
I have found that loyalty is the last re-
fuge of scoundrels.”

“So far as I have been able to trace it
this cry of loyalty appears to have taken
its origin with certain hysterical women
of the male sex chiefly resident in Toron-
to,” said Sir Richard amid laughter. He
added, ‘‘they are of the class of whom
you may have heard, who are in the hab-
1it, before retiring,' to peer around and
under-the bed to see if any Irish-American

Fenian armed to the teeth is hiding there.”

Sir Richard took up the opposition
charge of unconstitutional action in nego-
tiating a reciprocity treaty without a
mandate from the people. *“We have had
a mandate from the people of Canada for
the last fifteen years,” he declared. ':V\'e
got the first one in 1896. We were given
another in 1900. That mandate was en-
dorsed in 1904 and re-endorsed in 1908 and
I can tell these gentlemen that it will be
much more than re-endorsed on Septem-
ber 21.”

The big audience cheered its approval
of the sentiment. ‘“Our mandate,” he add-
ed amid aplause, “was two-fold in char-
acter. First, it was to turn the rascals
out and secondly to govern Canada to the
best of our ability, and we have to a reas-
onable extent accomplished both.”

Sir Richard pointed out to his hearers;
that confederation had been brought about |

by the government of Sir John Macdon-
ald without any appeal to the people for
a mandate.

WHAT THE FARMER WILL GAIN
(Letter from J. B. Goss in Montreal Her-
ald).

In the falls of 1908 and 1909, T travelled
through P. E. Island and bought in Sum-
merside my winter'’s potatoes, paying 18
cents per bushel for them. These were
selected potatoes bought - from & -dealer
not from the farmer, and on asking him
what they got for unselected, he told me
they sold them to the starch factories for
10 cents per bushel. Now imagine the
Maine potato growers waiting for a chance
to pour their products into this market
and you have something on a par for weak-
ness, with the other arguments against re-
ciprocity. -

You may ask what iere the conditions
with the Maine potato growers at that
time. Well, I went down the C. P. R.
from Edmunston that same trip and just
across the St. John River in Maine, the
farmers were getting $1.25 per barrel for
their potatoes, delivered at the railway
station. .

What is going to happen with regard to
P. E. I. potatoes if reciprocity is carr)ed.?
Why. the Boston market is almost at their
door by reason of cheap water transporta-
tion, and there will be no more 10 cent
potatoes sold by the farmers over there,
but they will be able to get an adequate
return for their labor. So what applies
to petatoes applies with equal force to ag
the products of the “ jarden of the Gulf,
such as oats, horses, cattle, hogs, poultry
and last, but not least, fresh fish.

If there is any part of this side of the
Dominion that will benefit more than an-
other from this reciprocity agreement it
is the maritime provinces and particularly
Prince Edward Island.

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NOVA SCOTIA TO GAPITAL

Remarkable Scene

at Windsor Where

Entire Population Assembled After
Midnight to Hear Chieftain

(Special to Times.)

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 30—Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Premier of Canada, arrived in
Halifax at 2.40 o’clock this morning, af-
ter a triumphaut journey through the An-
napolis Valley, in the course of which he
addressed at least 15,000 people in five
meetings along the line. Although exceed-
ed in point of numbers by the gathering
in Digby and Kentville, the demonstration
at the little town of Windsor was probab-
ly the most remarkable and quite unpre-
cedented in the history of Nova Scotia.

Just after midnight the special train
bearing Sir- Wilfrid’s car and van for the
newspaper: men, pulled into Windsor and
was greeted by cheers from the throats of
2,000 men, women and children, repre-
senting ‘not only the entire population of
the town, but showing that many had
driven in from outside points to honor
the Liberal chieftain even at this late
hour.

Dr. Black, the popular representative of
Hants County in the last parliament, in-
troduced the speakers and was heartily
received,

Sir Wilfrid spoke with his usual vigor
and eloquence and held the large audience
completely in his grip. '

“If it were not too dark I could se
many Conservatives among you,” he said.
“I would recognize you at once, but I
know you are there and I call upon yow
to support the policy of Sir John A. Mac-
donald, the policy ‘of both parties since
confederation until January 26, when the
Liberal government presented the agree-
“ment in the house.”

Referring to' the prediction that Quebec
would forsake the allegiance of the Liber-
al party, Sir Wilfrid declared to the ac-
companiment of great cheering, “If T were
as syre of Nova Scotia ‘as I am' of Que-
‘bec and as sure of Ontario as I am of
Nova Scotia then I would carry the coun-
try by ‘a larger majarity. than evef before.”

The crowd was determined to he;ar Hon.

W. 8. Fielding, who alro made his fifth
speech of the day.

Hon. Charles Marcil also gave a stirring
political speech in which he spoke of the
demonstration in St. John on Monday as
the greatest ever held in New Brunswick
and indicative of the wave of Liberalism
which will sweep (anada on September
2.

There were calls for Dr. Black and the
Liberal candidate again spoke briefiy, re-
ferring to the participation in the elec-
tion, in the Conservative interests, of mil-
lionaires and capitalists who were afraid
the common people might get a share of
their special privileges.

It was a great meeting and a fitting
climax to a wonderfully busy and success-
ful day. Although it was nearly 3 o’clock
when the train arrivediat Halifax a crowd
of men were on hand to cheer Sir Wil-
frid as he stepped off the train. The
stars shone in a clear sky.

Sir Wilfrid is at The Halifax Hotel and
did not leave his room this morning, but
after luncheon will be the guest of the
exhibition commission at the opening of
the provincial fair. Tonight he will ad-
dress a ‘meeting in Arena rink. Seats have
been provided for 8,000 people.

Digby, N. 8., Aug. 30—More than 2,000
people gathered yesterday at the D. A.
R. pier amid a down-pour of rain, to do
bonor to Canada’s premier, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, as he stepped from the Prince
Rupert on-arrival fom St. John. He was
geeted heartily, the Digby Cornet Band
playing, and the mayor presenting a civic
address.

Yesterday afternoon an open air meet-
ing was held and Sir Wilfrid was given a
perfect ovation. The influx of visitors al-
most doubled the population for the time
being, and 6,000’ people were assembled to
hear the great Liberal leader.

_ King George has come to the conclus-
ion that it is due to the memory of his
fathersthat an ‘‘authorized biography” of
Edward VII. should be written, something
in the same line as Sir Theodore Martin’s
“Life of the Prince Comnsort,” and of
Lord Esher’s “Letters and Correspondence
of Queen Victoria.” In this view he is
supported by Queen Alexandra, who very
justly assumes that the outer world
knows far too little of the important d
us_eful role played by her consort in af-
fairs of domestic policy, of international
relations, and of social life, not only sub-
sequent to his accession to the throne but
likewige during his nearly forty years of
married life as Prince of Wales.

In spite of the dislike of Queen Vic-
toria on the subject of any interference in
the affairs of state, her ministers quietly
made it a practice to keep the prince
promptly posted about all that was going
on, frequently consulting him, while every
secretary of state for foreign affairs made
a point of sending to Marlborough House
a copy of every important dispatch or let-
ter received from abroad, at the same
time that he transmitted a copy thereof
to Queen Victoria.

The ministers were prompted in this
matter by the fieeling that it was an of-
ficial as well as a patriotic duty on their
part to keep no secrets from a prince who
might at any moment be called upon to
assume the reins of government as sov-
ereign of the vast British Empire. Lord
Rosebery, ILord Lansdowne, Lord Kim-
berley, old Mr. Gladstone, Lord Beacons-
field, and the Duke of Devonshire, all
made it a point to keep the prince in
touch with the affairs of the day.

Only One Withheld

There was only one statesman who fore-
bore to do so, namely, the late Marquis
of Salisbury. This was strikingly shown
when his secret convention with Turkey,
about the island of Cyprus, in 1878, caught
the heir apparent thoroughly unprepared
for anything of the kind, while in, Paris,
causing him intense irritation. Aside from
all considerations of international honor,
he considered that it was ridiculous to
believe for one moment that the lease-
hold acquigition of the island of Cyprus
by England was worth the sacrifice of
France’s good will and friendship, and the
utter uselessness of the island, from a
strategical and commercial point of view
ever since, as admitted by both political
parties, has borne out the views to which
he gave utterance on that occasion.

An . authorized biography may likewise
convey some idea to the world at large
of the services of King Edward while
Prince of Wales, as a peace-maker, not
only among people of every class at home,
but also among his royal and imperial re-
latives abroad; of the role which he play-
ed in Russia at the time of the accession |
of his nephew, the present Czar, in 1884,
and of his influence upon Sunday church-
going, of temperance in drinking and in
food, and in the abandonment of coarse
language at home.

There have been pleaty of biographies
published about the late king, dealing with
his home life at Sandringham, giving us
a description of the kitchens at Marlbor-
ough House, and at Buckingham Palace;
of his shooting parties at Sandringham, in
Norfolkshire, and in Windsor Forest; of
his vigit to the United States more than
half a century ago, and of his memorable
stour through India in 1876. But thus
far there has been no real, authorized ac-
wount of the role which he played, both as
heir apparent and as king, in the various
branches of activity which I have enum-
erated.

Lord Esher has still years of work be-
fore him in the difficult and delicate task
of editing the remaining and most import-
ant portion of the Life and Letters of
Queen Victoria. Moreover, it is doubtful
if he enjoys the present king's confidence
and favor to the same degree as he did
that of Edward VIT.

There remains Lord Farquhar, who, both
prior and subsequent to becoming a peer
of the realm. was one of the most intimate
friends of Edward .VIL and at the same
time one of the most independent; for
when he accepted the mastership of the
royal household on the late king’'s acces-
gion, with the view of radically reorgan-
izing and placing it on an economical and
thoroughly business basis, he declined to,
accept any salary whatsoever for the work
and devoted himself thereto purely from
motives of devotion and affection for his
sovereign. 1 do not know that he has any
literary gifts. But he is a thorough man
of the world, with great tact and the most
extraordinaty knowledge of men and af-
fairs, who has been a conspicuous figure
in English life for the last forty or fifty
years, and during all that time had in
the closest sympathy with King Edward.
That is why it is to be hoped that he will
be chosen as the biographer of his friend,
of that king whom he served so faith-
fully.

HON. MR. PUGSLEY IN

 EFFECTIVE ANSWER T
SIFTON'S ABSUR

ALK

False and Inconsistent Arguments,
Foolish Misrepresentation and Ridi-
culous Statements are Shown up—
Some Things Mr. Sifton Failed To

Speak Of

_The great Liberal demonstration in this
eity on Monday evening so far surpassed
anything of the sort that has ever been
held in St. John that The Telegraph last
nlght. asked Hon. Mr. Pugsiey for an ex-
pression of his impressions of the event.
]n‘respcmae, Dr. Pugsley said:

“To say that I was surprised and delight-
ed at the magnificent demonstration and
thg enthusiastic welcome given to the
Prime minister by the Liberal party and
gcnera]ly by the citizens of St. John, but
feebly expresses my feclngs with regard to

% the matter. I would like to take this op-
portunity of publicly thanking the owners
of the large number of automobiles who
took part in the procession and who went
to such pains in so handsomely decorating
them; also to the hundreds of torch bear-
ers.whose presence was such an important
feature of the occasion and to the thous-
ands of citizens, hoth ladies and gentlemen,
who lined the streets through which the
yrocession passed. It would be difficult to
give adequate words of praise to the re-
ception committee for their untiring efforts
to make the reception such a great success.
Siv Wilfrid Laurier told me that he was
deeply impressed by the demonstration,
which was equal to if it did not’ surpass
n;yu\\'hich he had ever witnessed in Can-
ada. '

Mr. Sifton’'s Statements Absurd
and Foolish.

The attention of Dr. Pugsley was called
to the statement made by Mr. Sifton at
the Conservative meeting in the Queen’s
rink last evening. Mr. RSifton had stated
that at this meeting the government’s
policy of diverting (fanadian trade through
Canadian channels and (fanadian ports had
not been discussed at the Liberal meecting
in the Victoria rink on Monday evening.

He also stated that while advocating im-
provements for Courtenay Bay, Dr. Pugs-
ley was also advocating a policy which
would make these improvements unneces
sary.

Tn reply Dr. Pugeley said: “Of all the
absurd statements made during this cam-
,paign by Conservative speakers this is the
most absurd. I referred to the improve-
ments which have been made at the port
of St. John and spoke of it as carrying
out a great Canadian policy to which this
government is committed, of diverting
Canadian ‘trade into Canadian channcls
and throngh Canadian ports.

%9_ Referred to It.

“Y also referred to the contemplatéd de-
velopment of Courtenay Bay as leing in
pursuance of this policy. I alco in the
same connection mentioned the works- of
national importance which ave under way
at Port Arthur and Fort William, on the
western shore of Lake Superior, where ter-
minal facilities are being provided which
will not be surpassed on any inland waters
in the world. I also spoke of the great
development going on in Victoria harbor
and Tiffin harbor, on the eastern shores
of the great lakes; likewise the improve-
ments to the ports of Montreal and Quebec
and at St. John and Halifax, which are all

parts of the poliey of this government of |

improving transportation facilities of thie
country and designed - to direct trade
through Canadian channelg.

“In this connection let me point out that

even within the last few weeks I ha\\'n.}

through my department, been co-operating
with the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany to rush the work which is being done
at Victoria harbor and at Fort William in

order to give greater facilities for convey-
ling the enormous grain crop of the west
during the present scason along Canadian
lines.

“Reciprocity being the paramount issue
in this campaign, most of the time
Monday night was necessarily devoted to
presenting its advantages. Had time per-
}mitted 1 would have referred to the agree-
{ ment which has been arrived at between
| the Canadian Pacific Railway Company and
! my dej artment under which large additional

‘facilitios are to be given from the west

side of the harbor, the better to cnable
that great corporation to carry on its busi-
nees through this port of St. John.

What Mr. Sifton Overlooked.

“«If Mr. Sifton had glanced over the ad-
vertising columns of the St. John papers

for tenders for the building of a sea-wall
and cribs for the wharves on the west
side which will involve the immediate ex-
penditure of between $700.000 and $300,000
designed for the purpose of providing ad-
ditional wharf accommodation, and at the
game time provide the protection neces-
sary to enable the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company to fill in the land between
the sea-wall and the shore in order to
provide yard room for the additional cars
which the company expects will be re-
quired for the rapidly increasing traffic
through this port.

“The plans of the company contemplate
providing accommodation for at least 5,000
cars. 1 have discussed this great improve-
ment many times witir Mr. MeNicol, the
broad-minded and energetic general man-
ager of the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany, and his company and my depart-
ment are working together with the view
to enotmously increasing the facilities for
enabling the company expediently and
cheaply to handle its traffic through the
port of St. John.

Courtenay Bay Improvements

“With regard to the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic and the intended improvements at
Courtenay Bay, we also have a perfect
understanding. The Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway Compauny is anxious to have the
terminal facilities provided as quickly as
possible as they expect to bring through
this port a large portion of the vast trafs
fic which will comec over their line from
the fertile prairies of the west whidh are
being served by the main line and their
numerous branches. The company has
undertaken to lease the wharves “as they
are constructed and to pay a reasonable
rental, therefore treating them as part of
the transcontinental railway system.

“Mr, Sifton either has not given deep
thought to the question or he has ac-
quired the habit into which other Tory
leaders have fallen, of distorting or con-
cealing -the facts in order to mislead the
people. e ought to know that at the
present time just as much as will be the
case if the agreement for reciprocity goes
into operation (anadian grain and other
products can be shipped in bond through
American ports the same as United States
products can now be shipped in bond
through Canadian ports.

“Mr. Sifton ought to know, if he does
not, that until after this government came
into power in 1896 the Canadian subsidized
mail steamers were allowed to make Port-
!l;md. in the state of Maine, their Atlan-
tic terminus, and the bulk of Canadian
i products destined for European markets
were shipped in bond through that port.

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“He ought to know that this govern-|
ment put an end to that un-Canadian pal—[
jcy and that by reason of the great im-!
provements which have been made to thcf
St. Lawrence route and through the ports,
of St. John and Halifax by this govern-
mient, the traffic which formerly passed
through the United States ports has been
largely diverted through the ports of our|
own country.

“Mr, Sifton ought to have known, and:
if he did not know somebody ought to!
have told him, that of the total cxportsi
from the port of St. John last winter1
about one-third were products of the
United States brought here by the Cana-|
dian Pacie Ranilway in bond for shipment;
to markets across the ocean.

“Mr. Sifton ought to have known tlmt!
under the bonded privileges which now
| exist, and it will be the same when the
agreement for reciprocity is carried into
effect, the whole question of the cnrrying)
trade depends upon the relative advantages
of the routes of "transportation- and upon
the efforts of the railway lines and steam-
ship companies and upon the velative
facilities afforded by the different harbors. |
In this respect Canada pussesses great ad-|
vantages over the United States. The St.
Lawrence route gives (anada an enor-
mous advantage and the three great trans-
continental lines of railway traversing,
Canada from the Pacific to the Atlantic,
drawing as they will a traflic of our fertile
western country by the main lines, and
the thousands of miles of branches must;
inevitably be able successfully to control|
Canadian traflic and carry it through Can-
adian ports.

“While having connection at many points
with the northwestern states of the neigh-
boring republic they will be able to draw,
as the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
now draws, large quantities of freight from
that section of the United States.

“As to their ability to do this reciproc-
ity will have no effect one way or the
other, but it will all depend wupon the
ability of the transportation companies to
gather up the traffic, and we have no rea-|
son to fear that the three transcontinent-
al lines across (‘anada will be any less suc-
cessful in this respect than the Canadian
Pacific Railway at the present time.

Does Not Do Justice to Himself.

“When Mr. Sifton tries to create the
impression that this government has ab-
andoned the policy of carrying Canadian
traffic through Canadian ports he did not
do justice to himeelf. He ought to know
that it is the announced policy of this gov-
ernment to begin at an early date the con-
struction of the Montreal, Ottawa and
(ieorgian Bey (‘anal, which will afford a,
water transportation route between the|
ports of Fort William and Port Arthur|
and the St. Lawrence and to which the:
whole great grain trade of the Canadian
West must through all time converge, nmll
which will likewise give to the northwest-
tern states the shortest and most conveni-
ent route {o the seaboard.

“If Mr. Sifton had desired thoroughly to|
enlighten the people he was addressing, he!
would have told them that when this |
great waterway is constructed elevators for |
storage purposes will necessarily be buil?
at North Bay and Montreal capable of!
holding millions of bushels of grain, which, |
after the St. Lawrence is closed by ice,|
will be brought to maritime province ports
for shipment.

“Neither should Mr. Sifton have forgot-
ten that imports through Canadian ports
are of equal value to the communities
through which they pass, as the exports,
and by giving to the farmers of the north-
west the opporunity to sell in the United
States such portions of their products as
can not be marketed in Great Britain and
other European countries, a great impetus
will be given to the development, progress
and prosperity of Western Canada.

“This will, as any man who gives a mo-
ment's thought to the question, can see,
necessarily result in vastly increased use
of importations from the motherland as
well as from Kuropean countries and this
traffic will help to build up Canadian}
ports. i

An Unfair Argument.

“In this connection, if Mr. Sifton had
desired to present the whole case fairly
to his audience, he would have told them
that the British preference is still to be
maintained by this government, and that
the agreement for reciprocity only effects
about £6,000,000 worth out of the total im-
ports from Great Britain of nearly $100,-
€00,000.

“Having decided to become a citizen of
Toronto, Mr. Sifton might perhaps have
found time to devote a few moments’ con-
sideration to -the declared policy of this
government to limit the British prefer-
ence 1o goods coming direct t{o Canadian
ports, and he might have explained why,
when invitations were sent out to the
Loards of trade throughout the country
asking them to pass resolutions favoring
the limitation of the Canadian preference
to goods coming direct to Canadian ports,
the city of Toronto in which he has now
decided to make his home, was so far as|
I remember, the only city of Canada whose |
board of trade refused to respond to ﬂlis!
request. The city of. Toronto is the cen-
tre of the agitation against reciprocity.
