THE FERRY.

An attempt is being made on the West:
side to work up astrong feeling against
the proposal of the ferry committee to
abolish all commuted rates or monthly
tickets and to have a one cent rate pure
and simple after the first of January
next. The people who are at the bottorn
of this movement are not the unfortunate
apprentices and seamtresses and others
who are so prominently put forward as
likely to be the victims of the one cent
ferry idea. Neither are the men who
are taking an active part to defeat the
action of the ferry committee of
the common council the work-
ing men who are spoken of as
likely to suffer from the same cause.
The leaders of the movement are civil
gervice clerks, one or two business men,
one or two lawyers and others who are
perfectly able to pay onecent every time
they cross the ferry, and who are in no
sense objects of public sympathy. The
very evening on which the committee
decided to make the change, a reporter
for & morning paper wrote out an inter-
view with himself and put it in the
paper the following day, for the purpose
of showing that the feelings of the
peoplesn the west side were hostile to
the new ferry arrangement. The truth
of the matter is that to abolish all com-
muted rates and passes is the only meth-
od by which the accounts of the ferry
can be kept straight. It would pay the
city well to refund to the apprentices
and seamstresses who are so muchspok-
en of, all the money- they expend in
crossing the ferry coming and going from
their business rather than to retain -the
present condition of affairs, which gives
no check whatever in regard to the
number of persons who cross. At
the present time apprentices and seam-
stresses pay 40 cents & month
while working men who work 24 days
in & month pay 60 cents. The working
man crosses six times in a week,
and if he ‘paid 1 cent each tiwe
he crosses to his work and re-
turns, his ferriage instead of being 60
cents. as at present would be ouly 48
cents. 1t is no advantage to him to have
a monthly ticket except that it gives
him the privilege of crossing on Sunday
free of charge, and this privilege he does
not exercise very often. In any case
the one cent arrangemeut will be quiteas
favorable to him as the present one. Asto
the apprentices and seamstresses,
if they crossed twice a day they would
pay 48 cents instead of 40 cents as at
present, while if they crossed four times
a day their outlay would be just double.
Few of them, however, do cross the ferry
four times & day, most or them bringing
their lunch with them and not returning
to their dinner. Of course in the evening
when they cross if they wish to come
into the city they would  have to pay,
but we fail to see any reason why all the
ferry arrangements of St. John should be
disarranged and the corporation put to
great loss and inconvenience for the sake
of their pleasure. The ons cent rate is
as cheap as ferriage can be found any-
where, and it-is a rate that does not - be-
gin to pay the city, yet the corporation
of St. John is willing to lose & certain
amount of money to give the people a
one cent ferriage pure and . simple. 1t
is unreasonable to ask more than
this or to demand that a system of com-
muted rates be deviseu for the
benefit of a few.- persons which
utterly prevents . any check being
kept on the ferry receipts. It has been
proposed to sell bundles of tickets to res-
idents of Carleton having passes at com-
muted rates, say 100 tickets for 50 cents.
The effect of this would be that every-
body would buy bundles of tickets and
the ferry womid be & half cent ferry in-
stead of a cent ferry. Besides this sys-
tem would leave great room for
frand if the wan in charge
of the gate house happened to be dishone
est. He might .invest in bundlies of
tickets himself and place them in the
box instead of the cents which he re-
ceived, so to the receipts of the ferry
