BURNED DOWN

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE
AT ESQUIMALT

Lady’s Plucky Action and Assistan;

Some . of these rested on the shingles,
and Mrs. Wagland, seeing the danger
her home, hastily clad herself and rust
ed out into- the adjoining yards. Hers
she secured a hose, and fitting it on ¢
the standpipe commenced playing I
water on the roof of the house. He
plucky -action, half clad as she was,
doubtedly saved her home from being er
velopéd in flames.

““The ¢ry of fire soon alarmed the bl
jackets ‘on ‘the Egeria and Shearwat:
They' had retired to rest, but on
alarm immediately tumbled up. A co
umn of fire rising above the intervenir
trees apprised them of the extent of ti
danger. Under the command of Capta
Algood, of the XEgeria, and Lieutenants
Troop and Fraser, of the Shearwater, a
body of over a hnudred men at once has
tened to the scene. They bhrought wit
them four lengths of hose and the engine
from the. Admiralty dockyard. Water
Wwas pumpéd from the harbor 200 yards
away, and efforts were first directed 1o
saving  the . 'residences adjoining
doamed structure. Owing to the proxin
ity of :Mr. Wagland's house, a body of
men occupied themselves in carrying out
the furniture and other belongings. They
were ai)ly assisted by Mrs. Wagland,
who throughout the entire scene main-
tained her presence of mind. The efforts
of the sailors soon obviated all danger to
this residence, as well as to the adjoining
ones. 7

At 9.30 p. m.. the fire reached its height
Eneireling flames, fanned by the w
played havog -among x‘hg ,, beams _a
rafters of -tHe building.

The red-hot furnaces had pro-
duced -.an excessive heat in the building,
which, coupled with the dry weather of
the previous few days, bad rendered the
lumber erection like matchwood. At 5
p. m, the men had left off work, and
after raking out the fires hurried to the
polling station to record their votes. Tbo
theory of thd cause of the fire is that
some sparks from the dying embers wefte
in some manter caught by the wind com-
ing down the flues, and being carried to
the woodwork had set it alight.

Ninety“Men Perished in the Mine Dis-
aster in West Virginia.

Mayor Morley has decided, in con-
junction with several aldermen, to en-
deavor to obtain a road running from
James -Bay to the outer wharf and
there connecting with the Dallas road.

THAW MURDER TRIAL.

Five Jurors. Have Been Excuséd—
Francis P. Garvan Will' Open
the Case For Prosecution.

New York, Jan. 31.—Sensations were
frequent in the -Thaw:murder trial to-
day. Before the two sessions of court
had ended three sworn jurors had been
released from further service in the
case, making five in all who have been
summarily excused from the
panel within the last three days. In
the case of two of the: released jurors
no explanatien was made in court. The
third was allowed to go upon physi-
cian’s certificate that his life would be
imperilled by the close confinement en-
tailed by Jjury service, so that when
the rapidly shifting situation under-
went a survey at the close of the day
there were again eleven men in the
jury box, the same number that were
seated at the close of yesierday's ses-
sion.

Rumors were current to-night that
the end in changes in the jury is not
vet, and that further chapters may be
added to what had already become an
unprecedented record in c¢riminal pro-
cedure in New York city. Counsel held
several conferences this afternoon,
during which District Attorney Jerome
is said to have vigorously urged the
release of still another juror now on
the trial. Thaw’s lawyers, however,
are said to have blocked every effort
of the prosecuting officer in this direc-
tion.

The first of to-day’s sensations came
immediately after a tardy opening of
the morning session. The delay was
due to a conference of the attorneys
with the presiding judge. When the
court opened, District Attorney Jer-
ome announced that it had been unani-
mously agreed to relieve jurors David
Walker and Louis Haas from further
service. Mr. Walker, who is a son of
John Brishen Walker, was the occu-
pant of seat No. 4, and Mr. Haas was
No. 9 on the .jury roll. Both young
men are unmarried. Neithergould ex-
plain the court's action; Mr. Walker
especially appeared surprised.
*Toward the end of the afternoon ses-
sion a message came from the district
attorney’s office, and there was a whis-
pered consultation between Justice
Fitzgerald and the atltorneys, and then
it was announced that because of ill-
health juror No. 1, Henry A. Klein-
berger, a silk merchant, would be re-
lieved from further service. This was
a complete surprise, and evidently had
no connection with the earlier confer-
ences. Mr. Kleinberger’s physician had
informed the district attorney’s office of
danger to his patient’s health should
be serve, and ‘it was readily agreed
that he °h0uld bp excused.

Two of the three new jurors added
to the panel were secured at the morn-
ing session. They arce Oscar Pink, a
salesman, 66 years of age, who replaces
Walker as No. 4; Wilbur S. Steel, a
manufacturer, about 30 years of age,
who replaced Mr. Haas as N. 9. The
juror obtained during the afternoon to
replace Mr. Kleinberger as No. 1, is
Joseph B. Bolton, 57 years old.

It is believed *o-night that the
twelfth juror will be picked to-mor-
row, but .the uncertainty as to. the
term of service of any juror now on the
trial panel is so strong that predictions
are all but worthless.

District Attorney Jerome announced
to-day that he had decided not to
make the openingtaddress to the jury.
He will turn the task over to his as-
sistant, Francis P. Garvan, who has
had immediate charge® of Thaw’s case
ever since the night of the roof garden
tragedy.

INSTANTLY KILLED.

Toronto, Feb. 1.—By an explosion
that rattled the windows of most of
the houses in-Lambton Mills village,
George McFarlane, a well-known citi-
zen of that place, was instantly killed
vesterday. The explosion occurred at
the shale pit of the Ontario Paving
Brick Co., on the bank of the Humber
river, in a shanty where the company
stored its explosives.

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CREOSOTING PLANT.

City Engineer Describes the Process
Which Is Necessary to Preserve
Paving Blocks.

City Engineer Topp announces that
$75,000 will this year be spent on block
paving alone. Government street will be
among those which must be paved. This
pavement was put down enly five years
ago.. The blocks were not treated with
creosote and are consequently worn into
holes. .

It is the intention to erect in the city
a plant for treating the blocks. This is
done by boiling the blocks, under a two
hundred and fifty pounds pressure, in the
creosote. They are thus rendered im-
pervious to. moisture and their lives pro-
longed three or four times.

“While,” said Mr. Topp, ‘“‘tenders will
be at once called for, for the erection of
the plant, it will he at least two months
before it is in operation.”

FEDERAL RESPONSIBILITY

AND STATES RIGHTS. |

The question of provincial or state
rights, of which we have heard some-

thing of late in British Columbia, is in- |
the |

truding itself threateningly in
commonwealths of the United States
and of Australia, ‘President Roesevelt
has warned California that she Has the
power, if she persists in exercising it,
of forcing the republfc into war with
Japan, The Tpresident is possibly
somewhat of an extremist. Nor is he al-
ways as discreet in his utterances as
one occupying 'a position of tremendous
responsibility ought to be. Great na-
tions do not go to war over frivialities
in these days when national strife is so
costly in life and treasure and paralytic
in its effects upon business. Statesmen
realize too realigtically their tremend-
ous responsibilities. There is no prob-
a2bility of the United States and Japan
going to war for the vindication of a
principle . of state rights as Dbetween
the central and the federal authorities
in .an Ameriecan republic. But the
troublé between California and Japan

accentuates the necessity, a necessity !

which has been apparent in other dis-
putes between states and sovereign
powers, of .an amendment to the Unit-
ed Stdtes constitution which would
clearly define where federal authority
begins and state rights end. It is not
safe to permit individual states to set
at haught, in some cases to defy, the
provisions of treaties solemnly entered
into by the federal government, and
ratified by the federal legislatures, with
foreign powers.

Australia as a united commonwealth
has but entered upon her career, and
yvet she is already experiencing some
of the troubles which seem to be in-
herent in the federal system, The
trouble there is becoming acute, ac-
cording to authentic advices. Mr. Car-
ruthers, the premier of New South
Wales, in speaking recently of the col-
onial conference to be held in England
in April next, said it seemed
strange that the Imperial government
should exclude the individual states of
proceedings. The
Australian federal constitution, he ob-
served, provided that the rights of the
states should remain intact, except
where otherwise expressly stipulated.
The British government proposed to go
further—to take away the right of the
states to be heard on guestions purely
within their purview, and to enlarge
the scope of the operation of the com-
monwealth constitution, apparently con-
fusing the commonwealth with the
Canadian constitution, which took over
everything and empowered the relega-
tion of certain matters to the individual

ROOSEVELT'S WARNING
TO WESTERN STATE

War is Certain to Result if Present
Course on School Question
is Maintained.

[

New York, Feb. 2.—A Washington
dispatch to the Times:says:

‘““California can bring en war with
the people of Japan if she wants. That
is the gist of what the President has
been telling the Californians ever since
the public school incident in San Fran-
cisco first attracted international at-
tention. All they have to do-is to get
into the fight and keep on insisting on
their present course. The result will
be certain. ' Not now or in the immedi-
ate future, because Japan is not now
in condition te fight, and knows it, but
a continuation of California’s course
will bring about such a careful prepar-
ation for war on the part of Japan as
took place before the struggle with
Russia. It will lead the Japanese to
think that war with the United States
is invited, and once they get the no-
tion settled in their heads they will
not refrain from preparations for war.
When they are ready they will go at
it, and if we are not ready too so much
the worse for us. The position taken
by the Japanese is simple and clea¥.
They believe in their social equality
with any other race on_earth. They
are ready to make it good by force of
arms. They feel that they have al-
ready proved it by defeating the Rus-
sians, and they have no desire to make
any further demonstration of that kind,
but if a situation arises, where it would
seem necessary to them to make such
a demonstration, they will be no time
in getting at it.”

The length of time varies so with
the individual that I can only advise
you to continue taking the remedy
until results are apparent.

The jaborandi tonic,
for which I am giving you formula,
has less oil than manv others.

Jaborandi Tonic.

Quinine sulphur, 20 gralns; tincture of
cantharides, 2 fluid drams; fluld extract of
jaborandi, 2 fluid drams; alcohol, 2 fluid
ounces; glycerine, 2 fluid ounces; bay rum,
6 fluid ounces; rosewater, 16 fluid ounces.

The quinine should be dissclved in the al-
cohol liguids by warming slightly, then the
other ingredients added, and the whole fil=
tered.

Rub into the roots of the hair every night.

Cosmetic Glove Paste.

Myrrh, 1 ounce; honey, 4 ounces: yellow
wax, 2 ounces; rosewater, 6 ounces.

Melt the wax in a water bath and add the
myrrh to it while it is hot. After beating
them together add the honey and rosewater.
Beat all up and add glycerine by the tea-
spoonful until you secure a paste which will
spread nicely.

'To Make Cosmetic Gloves.

Use soft, large leather gloves, three or
four sizes too large. Rip them open
spread the inside with the preparation,
then sew the ripped seam up.

THE FIRST BORN OF THE FIRST NAPOLEON

BY. W. F. WALLER,

‘A’ Paris paper, the othe¥ day, referred
in a casual paragraph to the existence
of a grandson of the Great Emperor—a
practitioner in the commercial line, it
seems, of whom the world +has . not
heard very much. The case was dif-
ferent with the author of his being.
The paternity of this personage was
vatent even to one who saw him for
the first time when he had been some
vears a sexagenarian. Then, the no-
torious Comte Leon, whose acts and
deeds had ‘been recorded up and down
the scandalcus chronicle ever since the
third decade the last century, was
vet a pretty familiar _figure on the
boulevard. Now, he has been in’ his
obscure grave for a quarter of a cen-
tury, and his story may be about old
enough to be new,

It -begins, you may say, at
Campan’s boarding school at St. Ger-
main, .when the first consul’s sister,
Caroline Bonaparte, was a pupil there |
with Clarke’s daughters, and those of
other big-bonnets. Contemporary with
these damsels was Louise Catherine
Eleonore Denuel de la Plaigne, a young
lady of prominent personal attractions,
who bore her sonorous name as the
daughter of some very well-known
reople, resident in a  fashionable
yuarter, and hospitably entertaining an
aristocratic ¥ociety, mostly masculine,
and much addicted to games of chance.
1t may, possibly, have been intended
that Mlle. Eleonore should recoup the
not inconsiderable expenses  of her
education by an eligible match. If so,
her marriage, which took place in the
vear of Austerlitz with Jean Henrl|
Francois Revel, a self-constituted ex-
captain of Dragoons, must have proved
all the more severe a disappointment.
Before that marriage was two months
old, Captain Revel, who was understood
to-have a fortune in his pocket in the
shape of an army-contract, was “want-
ed” .on a charge of forgery, and was
presently put away for a term of years.

‘When, as thereupon happened, the
victim's father and mother forsook her,
her old schoolfellow, now Princess,
Royal Highness, and wife of Murat,
'was moved to take her up, and appoint
her to a place about her person. And
when, one day at the end of January,
1806, the victor of Austerlitz came te
see his sister,"he happened to see, also,
this attractive protegee of hers. In the
March following the Revel marriage
‘was legally dissolved. And on Decem-
ber 13th following, at 29, Rue de 1la
Victoire, there was born a shild, de-
clared, under the name of Leon, to be
the son of Demoiseile Eleonore Denuel,
and of a father then absent.

The Emperor, in fact, was as far
from Paris as Pultusk, where he was
arranging the trans-Vistula campaign,
and bringing up the Walewska’s morn-
ing chocolate to her, much as Rawdon
Crawley was, by and by, to wait upon
his Becky. He got the mews on the
iast day of the year. That .same day
he had written to Josephine, with his
Imperial tongue in his cheek, about her
Jealousy of the Poiish belles. If the
Empress could have known what had
occurred at Rue de la Victoire, her
jealous fears would have been consid-
erably augmented. She had had child-
ren by Beauharnais; the Emperor had
never been a father until now. From
that 31st of December there must have
dated the idea which was to find its
realization in the cradle of the King of
Rome.

Loir, who had done as much for Achille
Murat, the little Leon took vigorously
to life. Regular, if not regal, provision |
was made for him. In 1812 he had a|

After
Carnot come Curie, the discoverer of
radium, the senior Dumas, Dr. Roux, the
discoverer of the serum to cure diph-
ther Parmentier, Ampere, of dynamic-
electricity fame, and Brazza, the explorer
of French West Africa.

The thirteenth place on the list is held
by Emile Zoia, doubtless owing to the
part he played in the Dreyfus case.
