‘Tmmense Amount of Damage Done b
Wind and Wave,

Atlantic City, N. J., Oct.
night the city was cut off from the out-
side world, both the Reading and Penin-
sylvania railroad companies posting Ro-
tices that trains could not be run infiom
out of the city because of the damage
done their road beds. = The high tides
washed away the road, beds in many
places.
and there are still no signs of its abdt-

ing.

New York, Oct. 13.—At one o’clock
this morning communication with Sandy
Hook by wire. which has been interrupt-
ed since last Sunday night, owing to the
fierce gale, had not been restored, At
last reports from the Quarantine, Station
the wind was blowing a fresh gale from
the northwest. The weather is very
cloudy.

While the storm was at 1ts height
the tide rose many feet higher than has
been seen for years, and the waves on

the Atlantic .coast swept in with a force

that carried everything before them,
‘and did damage to the amount of many
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Sandy Hook and points along the Jer-
sey coast felt the fury of the storm most
of all. but Coney Island experienced so
far as yet learned the most direful re-
sults. = Beaches were swept clean,-pa-
villions were overturned and- ecarried
seaward. Bathing houses and board
walks far inland on the famous islands
were torn up and piled high beyond the
coast line, or carried out on the raging
waters.

Along the Jersey coast most of the
damage done was to piers and break-
waters. - Preparations had been made,
as forewarnings of the storm had beem:
given some days before. As yet wvery
dittle damage to shipping has been re-
ported. On account of the warning,
many  craft delayed sailing, and othérs
ihat had cleared returned for safe an-
chorage. -

A great deal of damage was done at
JXidgemore, and the tide had risen so high
as to threaten to undermine ithe Edge-
imore hotel. The water swept up and
made a breach in the sand all along the
400 feet frontage of the hotel. It
washed its way underneath the build-
ings and at one time threatened their
destruction. ‘

The ferry house docks, board-walk and
pavilions of the Far Rockaway Improve-
ment company, were totally = wrecked.
The Casino, the United States hotel, the
Tackapusha house, and the Doiphin ho-
tel were among those baildings which
had at least two feet of water on their
ground floors.

VERY BAD GQVERNMENT.

Our Nelson correspondence, published
on Monday, shows yery plainly that the
government has failed to provide ade-
quate police protection or practical sani¢
tary regulations for that growing ‘eity.
The province: evidently is in the hands
of a government that does not know
how to govern. Nelson has a popula-
tion of some two thousand and is in

country, ‘to which all classes and con
ditions of men, and women, too, are at-
tracted. Necessarily it has a large float-
ing population, some of whom may be
desperate ¢haracters. To commit to one
man the duty of preserving law and eor-
der is simply to invite the commission
of crimes. It is giving a license to
disorder and violence. Nelson is too
large and too important a place to be
governed properly by a “commissioner,”
in the person of a government agent,
and ought at once to put off its swad-
dling clothes and become a self-govern-
ing city. Its present position is all the
worse when the “commissioner” is un-
equal to the task through lack of train-
ing and is also incapacitated by age and
infirmities.

MINING STOCK. LIABILITY.

Dealing with the question of Hability
on mining stodk the Toronto Globe quot-
es the opinion of Judge Turner, of Spo-
kane, which was reproduced in -the
Times some ‘weeks ago, and by way of:
comments adds: i

It is apparent #rom Judge Turner’s
opinion, that if a mine were capitalized
for $2,000,000, of which $1,500,000 in
paid-up stock was transferred to the ven-
dors for their property, and = $500,000
was kept in the hands of ‘the treasurer
and did not go out of the company’s pos-
session ‘until sold for development pur-
poses, the purchasers of that class of
treasury stock would be liable, in
the event of the failure of the company,
for the full par value of the stock, no
matter at what discount it may have
been sold by the company’s officers. In
effect therefore, if companies have been
issuing stock of this sort direetly from
their treasury, the purchasers who buy
it at 10 cents are liable for the remain-
ing 90 cents under the laws of Washing-
ton, and presumably also under the laws
of British Columbia. The most common
method of avoiding the legal difficulty . is,
as Judge Turner points out, for .the wven-
dors, after being paid in fully paid-up
stock for their claim to donate to the eom-
pany, or to. trustees, for development
purposes, a portion of the stock they
have acquired. Such stock, .after it
aga.n reaches the treasury, is unques-
‘tionably non-assessable. 'What the On-
tario investor wants to know is whether
any of the companies fleating treasury
stock, so called, on the eastern market
have lost sight of the distinetion pointed
out by Judge Turner, and have by fail-
ure to take the requisite steps really is-
sued sfock that could be assessed in the i
event of the company’s failure.

Judge McDougall, who as a director
of a prospect had-occasion to look eare-
fully into the mning law of Washington
and British Columbia, entirely agrees
with Judge Turner, and says“that stock
that has never been issued till sold by
the company’s authority at a discount is
certainly liable to assessment. The stoek
-issued under his advice for development’
was part of the vendors® fully paid-up
stock, which was transferred to the
company for stock remaining in the com-
pany’s hands after the vendors were
paid. This, it will be observed, will be
another mode of accomplishing . what
both .Judge Turner and Judge MecDou-
gall hold to be essential to non-assess-
ability. We submit that in view of the
heavy assessments in ,mining stocks in
this province, and the disposition mani-
fested to provide funds for the develop-
ment of the British Columbia mines, the
government of that province should
iclear up all ambiguities, and should
place on the statute book a clear cut
law to the effect that where the com-
panies issue stock bearing upon its face
the statement that it is fully paiq up
and non-assessable, such stock shall pe
non-assessable without further .action
The present law for the protection of
creditors seems to be evaded fairly well
according to Judge Turner’s explana-
tion, and.the probhbility ‘is that most if
not all of the stock companies floating
tréasury stock on:this market evaded it
.In just some such manner as the Judie.
says it ‘éan be done. ' There should how-
ever, be no room. for doubt; and the bet-
ter way would be to legally declare the
treasury shares to be what they purport
to be, and in most cases doubtless are,

THE CASTLE CASE.
Corflicting Evidence Given at thd Police
jourt Examination.

London, Oct. 13.—In Malborough
street police court to-day, Mr. and Mrs.
Walter M. Castle, of \San' Francisco,
arrested at the hotel Cecil on Tuesday
last, charged with stealing a quantity of
furs, ete., from various dealers were ar-
ranged on remand, and 4after ‘a short
hearing were again remanded for 4
week. bail being allowed in the sum of
$15.000. - Mrs Ca§tle sobbed” violently
while in the dock 'and kept a handker-
chief to her face. When the first wit-
ness was calleda Mrs. Castle became
hysterical.

articles of less value. During the read-
ing of this list Mrs. Castle appeared to
be upon the point of losing conscious-
ness. Frequently she ejaculated, “Ob,
dear,” “Oh, dear,” and finally closed her
eves and sank moaning feebly upon her
husband’s ‘shoulders. Mr. Harris, of
Jeffs and Harris, furriers, Regent street,
was the first witness called by the prose-
cution. He testified that Mr. and Mrs.
Castle, accompanied by their son, 10
years old, who was arrested at the same
time as his parents, but subsequently
released, visited the store together upon
three occasions. Mrs, Castle, be added,
did most of the talking and the party
separated while in the store, going to
different counters. After the departure
of the Castles, witness continued, some
sable boas and some chinchilla skins
were missing and the suspicion of the
memtbers of the firm were aroused:
$\iss Edith Evans, saleswoman in the
employ of Jeffs & Harris, was then
called and confirmed the evidence fur-
nished by Mr. Harris. Counsel for
the treasury department at this stage of
the proceedings made an attempt to
prove that Mr. Castle was with his wife
and son on each oceasion, but after con-
siderable legal fencing witnesses -became
so tangled up that they could not swear
definitely whether Mr. Castle formed one
of the party every time Mrs. Castle vis-
ited the store.

The next witness called was Mr. T.
C. Cook, manufacturing furrier, of
Great Portland street. . He said in sub-
stance: The female prisoner came to
my shop on Oect. 5th. She said she
was sailing on the following Tuesday,
and asked if T could make a sable cape
in time for her to take it with hei. I
called at the Hotel Cecil later. as she
said she had some sables for this cape,
whicht I was to match. While at the
Hotel Cecil she left the room and I ex-
amined a package of furs she had. I
saw some well known marks and agreed
to make the cape. Her husband came
in about that time and gave his consent
‘to the bargain.

Detective Cunningham followed Mr.
Cook on the witness stand. The officer
described the arrest of Mr. Castle, who,
witness said, exclaimed: ‘“Good God,
there’s some mistake.. ¥ will pay any-
thing rather than have this - charge
pressed. I know nothing about it.”

“Traits of Scottish Character” the Sub-
e ject of His Talk.

His subject was “Traits of Secottish
Character.””

CUBANS REINFORCED.

A Party Land in Eastern Cuba With
Rifles and Ammunition,

New York, Oct. . 13.—A dispatech to the
Herald from Gibara, Cuba, says:

The Herald’s correspondent in Bara-
coa reports the landing of a new filibus-
tering expedition in Marivi, Eastern
Cuba. It is understood that the party
brought 1,000 rifles and a proportionate
quantity of munitions. The men disem-
barked from a Haytian schooner between
two Spanish forts, neither of which were
a mile and a half away. The war ma-
ierial was all transported into the iu-
terior befere any alarm was raised.

‘A MISSING LINK.
-

When Dr: Dubois of the Netherlands
army set out for his station in the east,
he little dreamed how important wonld
be the result of his labors in unfolding
to science one of the lost steps in life‘s
progress. To understand more clearly the
nature of this discovery, writes a con-
tributor to Lippincotts, which is the
greatest that the infant science of an-
thropology has ever made, a little ex-
planation is necessary about the so-
called “missing links.”

The life history of the earth, if we
only 'knew all, would probahbly present
one unbroken chain of progress, begin-
ning with simple, structureless protozoa
and ending in man—linked, however, one
T the "6ther by the ' various intermediate
forms ‘of ' radites, mollusks, articulates,
fishes, amphibians, reptiles, birds, and
mammals; but the old earth has not yet
yielded all ‘her secrets, and the record
‘we have is, therefore, a broken one, with
here and there a missing step. For ex-
ample; there is a wide and unfilled gap,
in this life’s scale, between articulates
and fishes. We have all the connections
which lead to the former, but there the
| Tecords end abruptly and inexplicably;
i for fishes, the oldest and the simplest,
; start” off fully formed, without any ves-
tigial remains of their  predecessors.
Another link to be supplied is that con-
| necting man to the higher mammals,
i and this is the link—humanity’s missing
{ link—which” Dr. Dubois claims to have
i ldiscovered.

The relics, which consist of only a few
bones, a thigh-bone, a wisdom-tooth, and
jPart of the skull, were found on the
banks of -the Bengawan river. near
Trinil;, in Central Java; all were im-
bedded in volcanie tufa, three feet below
the low-water level of the stream, and
some forty feet below the surface of the
flood-plain through which the river had
cut its channel. The skull, which is
very ape-like, still has a cranial capa-
city greater than any known ape’s, yet
it is below the lowest human skull ever
! found—that . of the Neander valley,
| known as the Neanderthal skull. The
 thigh-hone is strangely human, yet very
different, scientists say, from any such
| boneg they have ever seen; it proves at
least that this animal, however consti-
tuted in other parts, was gifted with the
| attribute of walking erect, and erect
posture was one of the primal steps in
the making of man.
