London, July 6.—In response to-an in-
quiry cabled to Shanghai in regard: o

the situation ‘at Pekin, " the = following
cablegram hasg been received from an au-
thoritative quarter:

“Shanghai, July 5.T-Prepare for the
worst.” :

Bremen, July 6.—The firm of Methers
& Company, of Shanghai, teléegraphs un-
der the date of July €th: “We have rea-
son to believe that all the foreigners in
Pekin have perished.”

“The rebellion is spreading in North
China. :

“The foreigners at Tien Tsin must
quit that ecity as fresh Chinese attacks
are expected. The disturbances are in-
creasing in Shang Fung.

“We- see at present ne occasion for ap-
prehensionb in the Yang Tse territory or
at Shanghai; as the vicéeroy of Wn
Chang and Naanvi'ii do'not recognize the
present holdemﬁ{ power: at Pekin."

London, Juiié'é.':;'fhere dsa mass of
wild rumors from the Far East. Though
so contradictory on most points it con-
tinues unanimous as to the consumma-
tion of the tragedy at Pekin. To reports
of the massacre of the whites are now
added the additional horrors .that savage
soldiery butchered at the capital five
thousand * native Roman Catholic con-
verts. This ¢omes in a Shanghai dis-
pateh of July 5th, which only adds to
the reports given by respectable Chi-
nese who have arrived from Chian Fa
and who describe. Pekin as an inferno, as
the streets run with'blood, They confirm
the stories -of ‘executions and untold tor-
tures of isolated foreigners and Euro-
pean soldiers captured by the mob.

The authority, of Yung Lu, the Chinese
imperial treasurer, who.advocated mod- :
eration, was completely effaced by
Prince Tuan and Tung Fuh Siang, .

VThe danger of a general revolt . in
China becomes more and more patent,
and Europe is being confronted with a
rapidly increasing fear, not merely that
the international column ¥Will be forced
from Tien Tsin, but that the interna-
tional troops at the colonies and treaty
ports will stand in grave danger of re-
pulsion, .

In view of the fact that the previous
assurances of the viceroys have proved
untrustwerthy, their promises of protec-

atrocities wupon the wounded and are
mutilating all the dead which fall into
their hands.

Gen. Tung Fuh Siang, with 10,000 of
the best troops in-the Chinese army—
Mahommedans—are marching frem the
southwest towards Pekin. The army
thereabouts numbers 50,000, The Em-
press fled to her summer palace. The
Mahommedans and Boxers are fighting
in Pekin,

Ten regiments of Gen, Nieh’s com-
mand, north of Tien Tsin, are reported
to have deserted and -gone to pillaging
the country.

Residents declare that the Chinese
commune was inaugurated by peaceable
Chinese, who have been the greatest suf-
ferers from the foreign soldiers who are
burning the outskirts of Tien Tsin to
deprive the-enemy of shelter,

A special dispatch from Shanghai,
dated Friday, says the position of the
allies at Tien Tsin is becoming inereas-
ingly critical, owing to lack of sufficient
supplies. - But only -as a last resort will
the town be evacuated in favor of con-
centration of the forces at Taku.

The Tien Tsin correspondent of the
Times, in a dispatch dated July 3rd,
says: “Twenty-two hundred Japanese
troops, with 14 guns, have arrived at
Taku, and 800 more are expected.”

Rear-Admiral Lord Charles Beresford,
writing to.a friend from Malta, says he
has no knowledge of the intention of
the government to send representatives
to China, and adds: ‘I have reason to
think my commercial mission to China
a success, and I believe my plan would
have succeeded and that China would
not have been broken, as she must now
be, into European provinces, thus creating
the intensely irritating position of hav-
ing spheres of influence under which it
will be impossible for the powers to work
together in harmongy.

“The ‘powers, including Great Britain,
having by their policy completely

Undermined all Chinese Authority,

will now themselves have to maintain
law among the 400,000,000 people, and
provide that seeurity for life, trade and
commerce which ouly an efficient police
and military organization can give.
“My proposal for placing the CLinese
army on ‘the same footing as the mari-
time customs, under officers of -all na-

tionalitics, would have certainly solved’

a problem that will now develop into
the most serious and difficult question
of the century.”

Kaiser's Offer.

Berlin, July 6.—The German govern-
ment and press are sore over the impu-
‘tation contained in foreign pépers, that
Germany assists in blodking the way
to giving Japan a mandate from the

at the foreign ‘office to-day that Ger-
many merely refused to urge Russia to
consent to this step.

BEmperor William has telegraphed the
commander of the German squadron in
Chinese waters, to the governor of Shan-
tung, to the viceroys and to others, of-
fering a thousand taels to anyone ac-
complishing the deliverancz of any for-
eigners of any nationality whatever now
shut up in Pekin and ‘who is handed
over to any German magistrate, and of-
fering to pay the expenses of 'the pub-
lication of this offer in Pekin.

Mr. Broderick’s Statement.

London, July 6.—In the House = of
Commons to-day the parliamentary sec-
retary of the foreign office, Mr, William
St. John Broderick, announced that the
government of Japan had received as-
surances that the promipt dispatch of a
large force to Taku would be welcomed
by Her Majesty’s government. No ob-
jection, Mr, Broderick added, had been
raised by any European power. As the
negotiations 'continued, hes was unable
to say more aboeut it. ‘

% Supplies for-THoops.

Washington, July 6.—Colorel Miller,
quartermaster at Manila, acting under
instructions from Quartermaster-General
Ludington, has arranged to dispatch the
transport Westminster from Manila to
Taku with a full cargo of forage and
other supplies for the United States
forces in China. The troops on the

. Grant are expected to go to China.

London, July 7.— ‘The massacre of the
foreign ministers, the women, the chil-
dren, -and the European guards at Pekin
after eighteen days of hopeless ‘resis-
tance, - is confirmed,” says a dispatch
from Shanghiai, dated July 6th, and re-
ceived in London to-day. ‘“When the
ammunition and jfood were exhausted,”
continues the dispatch, ‘the Chinese
fiends closed in upon the legations and
butchered all those who remained alive.
Afterwards they set the legation build-
ings on fire and the remains of the vic-
tims were consumed in one horrible ho-
locaust.” ’

The dispatch does not state the source
from which the news of this confirma-
tion was recéived.

It is thought that this is indicated by
another Shanghai  dispatch, however,
which states that the Taoti, or officer in
charge of several departments at Shang-
hai vicinity, now admits that no lega-
tions exist in Pekin. They are said to
have been exterminated and it is admit-
ted that no foreigners have been left
alive,

Reports of the atrocities committed by
Prince Tuan upon the Chinese are ap-
palling. He had four thousand leading
Chinese butchered, it is said, for merely
daring to petition him to control the or-
gie fof blood and restrain his followers.

The dispatch concludes with the an-
nouncement that ex-Viceroy Chi Li
Wang Wen Chao has been killed by the
Boxers.

Reports from natives who left Pekin
on June 24th centinue: to be received,
but they are to -a‘ large extent merely
~wvariations of the stories already pub-
lished. :

Al ‘dispatch from Taku says the last
message from Mr. Edwin H. Conger, the
United States minister at Pekin, brought
there by runner; reads as follows: “We
are besiéged. . ‘The provisions are :be-
coming exhausted and the situation is
desperate. The relief force should ad-
vance and give us notice by signal.”

The runner also:confirmed the report
‘of the burping of the native city of Pe-
kin,

In” London it is hardly doubted that
the worst has happened, though -the
friends of those who were besieged at
Pekin cling to the last slender hope that
Sir Robert Hart, the inspector general of
customs, who was thoroughly trusted by
the Chinese, may have mianaged, by the
promise of bribes, to induce the Boxer
leaders to protect the women and chil-
dren from the wviolence of the mob.

All Quiet at Canton.

Canton, July 6.—Quiet continues here.
Li Hung Chang has stationed troops on
the streets to prevent disturbances. A
steamer intended to convey Li Hung
Chang northward sailed to-day ostensi-
bly bound for Kiu Kuang. She took
250 packages of Li Hung Chang’s goods.

Germany’s Reply.

Berlin, July 7.—A semi-official note
says: “In replying to Japan’s request
for the news of the powers’ attitude to-
wards China, Germany declared she re-
garded the maintenance . of harmony
among the powers as of prime import-
ance and would accordingly gssént to
any measure not objected to in other
quarters.”

Victoria’s Offer Accepted.

Melbourne, July 7.—The Imperial gm\-
ernment has accepted Vietoria’s offer of
a naval contingent for service in China.

Japan Is Ready.

London, July 7.—The Japanese minis-
ter has received a ecable dispatch from
Tokio this morning giving his govern-
ment’s réply to Great Britain’s question
as to whether, with the consent of other
powers, Japan was willing to send large
reinforcements to China, Japan replied
that she was prepared to carry out the
suggestion and that one division would
be dispatched immediately.

Chinese Lose Heavily.

London, July T7.—A. cable dispatch,
dated Thursday, July 5th, 5 p.m., re-
ceived to-day from Shanghai at the Lon-
don office of the inspectorate 0f Chinese
customs, says: ;

The Advance to Pekin.

Washington, July  7.—An ' important
dispatch to the state department from
Consul-General Goodnow this morning
has revived hope in a measure that the
legationers, or at least some of them,
are still alive in Pekin. Having survived
at least two weeks longer than was sup-
posed to be possible and certainly being
alive five days ago the unfortunate min-
isters and their staffs and guards may
be holding out still. In faect, if the only
active enemy they have now to face is
starvation, as Consul-General Goodnow
indicates, the officials believe there is |
substantial ground for the hope that they
may hold out and that the horrible stor- |
ies of the last few days from Shanghai
of nameless crimes and 'massackes com- '
mitted upon the legationers are at ‘least '
premature.

London, June 9.—The more hopeful
feeling engendered by Saturday’s news
from Pekin was strengthened this morn-
ing by Rear-Admiral Bruce’s endorse-
ment of the rumors that Prince Ching,
who is said to be heading a counter-revo-
lution at Pekin, is fighting in behalf of

the legations against the usurper. Prince
Than.

If the Admiral’s hope turns out to be
well founded, this turn of events is of
the utmost importance, as it is. fel here
that in some such division among the
Chinese themselves lies the best hope of
the safety of the foreigners.

If the powers can find allies in China
itself, it will materially facilitate th-
task of restoring order, and those ac-
quainted with the country believe that
if the diplomatists are able to induce
such a man as Li Hung Chang or Chang
Chi Tung to send forces to theassistance
of Prinee Ching, the hordes of revolu-
tionists will disperse as quickly as they
have collected, and a way to Pekin will
be opened without delay.

With all due allowance to the uncer-
tainty in regard to their reliability, the
authorities here feel fhat the latest mes-
sages from the Far East give hope. If,
as suggested, the native sympathizers
are able to keep the besieged legation
reasonably supplied with provisions, the
foreign colony may yet escape destruc-
tion.

The latest news from Tien Tsin is con-
tained in a news message dated Friday,
July 6th, reporting a renewed Chinese at-
tack that morning with twelve guns. The
allied force replied with the guns land-
ed’ from the British first-class ecruiser
Terrible, and a'mixed force of one thou-
sand men made a sortic under the cover
of the foreign naval brigade and at-
tacked the Chinose, who retired after
seven hours’ fighting.

Earlier dispatches record severe fight-
ing, notably on July 2nd and 3rd, when
the Chinese showed unexpected strength
and did counsiderable damage with artil-
lery., At the bridge near the French
settlement there was hard fighting at
close quarters, the Russians, with a
Gatling gun, compelling the ‘Chinese to
Jetire, though the Russians suffered
! y. 'The operations, however, were
In no way decisive, later messages show-
ing that the Chinese were full of fight.

Dispatch From British Admiral.

London, July 9.—Admiral Bruce has

AN ANTARCTIC HUERIGANEL

In the Windser Magazine Dr. Fred-
erick. A, Coek gives ar account of his
experiances during his two thousand
mile trip in Antartic ice. The dreari-
ness of these regions can be well under-
stood after reading his description of
their hardships  and privations: I can
imagine nothing 1more desperate, he says,
than a storm on the edge of the pack.
At best itds a cold, dull, and gloomy re-
gion, with a high humidity “ and con
stant drizzly fogs. Clear weather is
here a ‘rare exception. * Storm, ' with
rain, sleet, and snow, is the normitl
weather condition throughout ‘the entire
year. On February 28th we were ua-
«able to get a glimpse of the sun, and
were in consequence in doubt as to our
actual position. There was something
about the sea and sky which promised
a night. of unusual terrors. The wind
came in 3 steady torrent from the east,
and ‘with it came alternate squalls of
rain and sleet and snow. Hour after
hour it blew harder, and before night it
brought with it a beavy sea studded.
with moving mountains of blackness.
The Belgica ran westerly. before it al-
most under ‘bare poles, and edged closer
and closer toward the fragments of ice
to the south, where the sea was easier.
The sky to the north and east was
smoky and wavy, as if a' number of huge
fires were there sending out gusts of
smoke, - On the southern sky there was
a bright, pearly zone. This was an ice
blink, a reflection of the ice beyond ‘our
horizon upon the particles of watery
vapor suspended in the air. We decided
to seek the harboring influence of the
pack, as an experiment, to ride out the
increasing fury of the tempest. The
Belgica  was headed southward, and
quickly ploughed through the trembling,
icy seas. -But the noise and commetion,
which came to 'a climax every time she
rose to the crest of a great swell, were
terrible. The wind beat through the
rigging like the blast out of a blow-pipe,
the quivering masts swept the sky with
the regularity of the pendulum, the en-
tire ship was covered with a sheet of ice.
As the eye dropped over the side ‘of the
ship the sea glitteréd with the brightness
of 4 winter sky. This brightness of the
.8ea, with the sooty blackness of the
heavens over it, formed a weird con:
trast, never to be forgotten. Here and
there were #parkling, semi-luminous
pieces of ice which sprang from the,
darkness with meteoric swiftness, and
were again as quickly lost in the gath-
ering blackness behind us. These frag-
ments increased in number and in size
as we pressed poleward; but the Belgica
would strike and push them aside as a
broom removes dust., After a shqrt but
very exciting time the pieces of ice be-
came more numerous and of larger di-
mensions, and the bergs were so closely
grouped ' that further - progress 'seemed
impossible, When we had entered suffi-.

Buller In
Pretoria

Roberts Tells of His Arrival—
Boers Have Rele@_.sed 800
British Prisoners.

The Burghers Shelled Convoy, but
Were Soon Compelled to
Retire.

London, -July T.—Lord Roberts 'for-
warded the following to the war office
to-day:

“Pretoria, July 7.—Gen. Buller arrived
this morning, looking well and is ap-
parently none the worse for the hard
work gone - through the past eight
months.”

“Another dispatch received from Lord
Roberts follows:

“‘Pretoria, July 7.—The general com-
manding Ladysmith telegraphs that 800
British prisoners belonging to the Yeo-
manry and Derbyshires have been put
over the Natal border from Secretary
Reitz’s advance party and have reached
Acton Holmes en route to Ladysmith.
No officers accompany the men.”

Lord Roberts- also transmits the fol-
lowing:

“Vlakfontein, July 7.—A convoy pass-
ed Greylingstad to-day. Before reaching
a defile in the hills the Boers shelled the
advance columns. Col. Thorneyecroft
occupied the hills to the Tight of the nar-
row pass, keeping the Boers back on a
ridge to the left, while the infantry de-
ployed in plain-sight and the artillery
oceupied a position under the ridge.

the howitzers replied with effect and
drove back the Boérs over the ridge, The
convoy passed safely, and when the
force began to retire Boers advanced
with a guns on the ridge. The Britisk
field battery replied, the first shell fore-

ing the gun to retire.” ;

London, July 9.—7I-he following = dis-
patch from Lord Roberts has been re-
ceived at the war office:

‘“Pretoria, Ju]y‘ 8.—As the enemy for
some days have been thréatening our
line‘ of railway by trying to get round
our right flank, I dispatched Hutton on
July 5th, with mounted infantry to reim-
force Mahon -and with orders to drive
the Boers to the east of Broenkerspruit.

‘“These orders were effectually carried
out during Friday and Saturday by Ma-
hon, who was attacked by 3,000 maen,
with six guns and two Maxims. Owr
casualties were, wounded, twe officers,
including Capt. Nelles of the Canadian
Mounted Rifles, slightly, and 26 men.

“Steyn left Bethlehem on the night of
July 4th for Fouriesburg, between Beth-
lehem and Ficksburg, accompanied by
Christian Dewet and other Free State
commanders, with troops . reported num-
bering 3,000 men. ’

“Hanbury Traey; commanding at Rus-
tenburg, reports ‘that a party of Boers,
undeér Limmer, called on him yesterday
to surrender the town ~and . garrison.
Hanbury Tracy replied that he held
Rustenburg for Her Majesty’s govern-
ment and intended to continue to occupy
it. 'The enemy then fired with artillery
and tried- to take the heights commanding
the towm, but did not succeed owing to
the good arrangements made by Han-
bury Tracy-and his officers.

“Eventually they were driven off with
the assistance of Hildsworth and  his
Hussars, who made a rapid march of
48 miles from the neighborhood of Zee-
rust with the Bushmen under Colonel
Airlie, on hearing Rustenburg was likely
to be threatened.

forted, over the failure of Great Britain
to rise to the standard of national in-
tegrity set up by the Uhnited States, or
perhaps it would be meore correct to say
the imaginary standard set up by a cer-
tain section of the American people. The
government of Great Britain, it seems,
has been guilty of the most heinous crime

of not only allowing millions of the peo-

ple of India to starve to death. but of
robbing them and despoiling them in the

one time, wealthiest countries in the
world to a condition of poverty and bar-
renness. It will” perhaps alleviate the
pain which these philanthropists are
enduring to know that the government
| of Great Britain and the power which
rules in India are quite distinct. The
i Viceroy is appointed by the administra-
tion in power for the time being in the
United Kingdom, just as the governor-
general is sent to Canada, but as in this
country, so in India, the revenues raised
are entirely expended for the benefit of
the people who pay the taxes. The pro-
vinces are largely endowed with local
self-government, and their powers-in this
direction are being continually added t2
as the people grow in intelligence and
understanding. of the institutions, they
are living under. Great public. works
are under way in all parts of the coun-
try, undertaken for the purpose of in-
creasing the fertility of the land- and
reclaiming vast tracts at the present
time useless and rendering the soil cap-;
able of supporting its teeming millions
and if possible averting permanently the
periodic famines which the British de-
plore quite as much as the Americans
do. Perhaps those who are so eager in

|/ pursuit of something to condemn in thc

acts of Great Britain are not ' aware
that the famines in India cannot be laid
to the charge of the government, inas-
much as the lean years are not now so
frequent as they were before the coun-
try passed into our hands. If history
is to be relied on there were times when
hundreds perished to one who Wdies now,
while the internal wars and tribal feuds
also resulted in the sacrifice of large
numbers. If the British were to with-
draw from India to-morrow would the
famines which have been in the habit of |
descending on this unhappy people with-
draw with them? The critics of Great
Britain know they would not, and they
also know, if they know anything at all
of the history of India, that the retire-
ment of its present rulers would mean
immediate civil war between those
whom religion and caste have set a great
gulf of contempt and hsatred. In spite -
of the venom and the sneers of editors |
and contributors whose works proclaim
the fact that their knowledge of affairs
outside the domain of their own great
country is very limited or has been de-
rived from peculiar sources, the fact re-
mains, and is attested by the history of
India, and of Egypt since its occupation
by its present rulers, that the hand of
the Briton is not heavy upon those on
whom it is laid, but that it guides ge:-
tly in the paths of peace and prosperity.

The Mclnnes
Letters

The Ex-Governor Thought He
Had Earned a Seat in the
Cabinet.

Something About the Correspond-
enc2 Which Has Not Been
Published Here.

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, July 6.—In the private letters
between Mr. M¢Innes and Hon. R. W.
Scott, which Mr. Scott will present to
the Senate to-day, it will be shown that
on the 12th of Sempteber, 1899, Mr. Mc-
Innes wrote the Secretary of State say-
ing that he had decided to allow his ad-
visers to fix the date of the meeting of
the legislature for January 4th, 1909.
and did not insist on them meeting in
October, .which he at one time thought
of doing. Then McIlnnes goes on to
make what was evidently a plea to get
into the Dominion cabinet. He says: “I
fear the government has relied much up-
on the advice of inexperienced politi-
cians as far as this province is concern-
ed, .upon the representations of those
who cry “all is well,” where “all is not
well.”

On October 27th, 1899, Scott wired
that he heard the government was being
materially strengthened and therefore he
thought it would he best to give them
.some time. On the following day, 28th,
MclInnes replied that he had called on
new advisers. On 9th April, 1900, Scott
suggested that an early session of the
legislature should be held on the dissolu-
tion and on the 10th MecInnes replied
that the legislature had been dissolved.

Insane Cold
__S_gekers

Seven From the Yukon District
Arrive on the C. P. N.
Steamer Amur.

Non-Commissioned Officers and
Men of Yukon Field Force
Also Passengers.

The C. P. N. steamer Amur arrived
from the north on Sunday morning after
calling at Vancouver the previous day,
whet'e she landed 72 non-commissioned
officers and ‘men of the Yukon Fiell
Force, which has been withdrawn froin
that courtry, in command of Lieut.-Col.
Hemming. The men appeared to be all
in good form, physical condition and
good spirits. - Many of them expressed
pleasure at being released from the Yu-
kon service, and were looking forward
to the possibility of being called upon to
go to China, in connection with the dis-
turbances in that country. . There was
but one case of sickness among them,
that of Lance Corporal Preston, who
was seized with pneumonii the second
day out from Skagway.

One of the most remarkable features
of the Amur's voyage lay in the faot
that no less than seven crazy people, six
men and one woman, were among the
passengers. For the accommodation of
these unfortunates, apartments con-

| structed of wooden slats were erected

on the starboard deck aft. It was found
necessary to confine them in this way,

| as several of them were violent cases,‘;

and all required ‘constant care and ar-
tention. One of ‘the male patients, call-
ed “Joe,” tried to throw himself into the
sea, and the lady patient also made an
effort, but both were prevented from
doing so by the redcoats aboard. It was
the soldiers, also, who released the men,
when they were to be taken ashore, and
who accompanied them in ecarriages to
the street car, and thence to New West-
minster, where they were.taken for con-
finement in the provincial asylum. Three
of the cases were so violent that they
had to be fettered in irons as a precau-
tion against injury to themselves and
their guardians.

An especially sad case among thgse
afflicted ones was that of Dr. Hewitt
Belmore, a medical man, who it seems
went to the Yukon about a year ag),
and since then, and until a couple of
months ago, was practising his profes-
sion in Dawson. There were some on
the boat who had known anq spoken
to him there, only a short while ba(;»{,
before the affliction came which depriv-
ed him of his reason.

Another ecase was that of Edward
Herrick, an old soldier, who had served
in the British army. Allured to the gold
fields, as others by visions of the fvealth
it promised, he apparently.met w1th_ re-
verses and hardships which deprived
i his reason.
blgaglfered from the soldiers the history
of these cases seemed to be about .avs‘
tolfows: Isolation in the hills, bitter dis-
appointment, Jdonely broqdmg, apd then,
the snap in the mentality, which sent
them raving into the town. to be cared
for in the guard-house of the force.

Boxers Believe They Are Engg
ed With Preternatural Feel
ings of Heroes.

Style of Dress--Imperial Sanction
to Present Atrocious
Movements.

One of the peculiarities of the Orien-
tal press is the comparatively great
amount of space it devotes to foreign
subjects to that of the Boxer movement,
the most absorbing topic of the Occi-
dent just now. Papers to hand through
the mail shed but little light on the gen-
eral situation in the Far East. The
Boxers think they are invulnerable to
bullets and 'so are not trying to secure
guns, says a Pekin correspondent.
movement is someéthing more than mere
hate of foreigners and the religions
which they have brought. This is a
case of genuine fanaticism. KEach Box-
er believes he is possessed by some de-
parted hero or beast, as monkey, foX or
tiger, and that they are assisted by
them. Hence, the monkey-possessed men
can jump over houses and ‘the fox-pos-
sessed ‘men have prete@;ml’ey_gig:.
ing themselves over to the “to'be his
willing slaves. ‘They have - medidms
whom they consult when there ‘is a spe-
cial piece of deviltry they wish to-com-
mit, They are very devout and mnever
pass.a temple without stopping to knock
their heads. = Their heads are swollen
with their frequent knockings and ‘the
amount of incense they burn is resulting
in searcity.  They have a special umi-
form—it being a flowered handkerchief
with a red lining, a red girdle and yel-
low garters.

Having completed their work of demol-
ition about Pekin city, the Boxers turn-
ed their attention to the standing walls
early in June. The foreign employees
at Fengtai got away in the nick of time
in a special car, and as it got up to the
Belgian line—eight miles of Chang Shien-
tein—they saw everything ablaze. This
occurred on the Monday morning. As
the car with the refugees were rounding
a bend the Boxers streamed out of a
village and tried to cut off the engine’s
1etreat, but they soon reversed and got
past the point before the howling mob
could reach it. On getting back to Feng-
ta, a train was rigged up with cars’ al-
ready filled up with natives waiting to
“Get,” and on this‘they made good their
escape. s

The N. C. Daily News says that at a
seeret eonclave of the Empress Dow-
sger’s principal advisers held at the pal-
dee on June 4th it was decided after a
long discussion not to crush.the Boxers,
as they are really loyal to the dynasty,
and if propertly armed can be turned
into valuable auxiliaries of the army in
opposing foreign aggression. Jung La
and the Prince of Ii were the only ones
to .oppose the measure, but were over-
ruled by Prince Ching, the Prince of
Tuan (the heir-apparent’s father), Kang
Yi, Chi Hsui, and OChao Shu-chiao.

China and its dependencies
total area of 4,218,401 square miles, and
a population of 402,680,000. area it
includes nearly one-twelfth of the total
area of the. globe, while its population
includes nearly one-third of all the peo-
ple in the world. As compared with the
United States, the latter’s island posses-
sions being excluded, China has 800,-
000 more square miles of territory and
more‘ than five times as many inhabit-
ants. The pepulation of China proper
per:square; mile is 292; that of the State
©of Rhode Island is 254, and that of Tex-
as six,

Chipa is the land ‘where everything is
upside  down. ‘Fhus'in ‘Canton ‘the wo-
men: act ‘as sailors- and boatmen, while
the men are employed as’ chamber-
maids, laundresses, and seamstresses.
In salutation the Chinaman shakes his
own hand instead of that of his visitor.
As a mark of respect he puts his hat
on instead of taking it off. 'Their sign-
boards are perpendicular instead of
horizontal. In reading Chinese print it
is necessary to begin at the right hand
side of the bottom and read to the left
and up. The Chinese raise the toe of
the.shoe and depress the heel instead of
reising the heel, so that they sometimes
ap]g:ar to be in danger of falling over
backwards.

The Tartars, who overthrew the na-
tive Chinese dynasty of China in 1644,
are ‘the ruling eclass in China. There
are in the neighborhood of 10,000,000
Tartars in the empire. The “Chinese
pigtail” dates from the Tartar in-
vasion, when the Tartars forced the
Chinese to grow cues after the Tartar
custom as a mark of subjection. Thous-
ands of Chinese were killed for refus-
ing. to plait their hair, and even now
the. New China party has as one of its
objects ‘the abolition of - the old rule.
There. are, or were until recently, less
than 12,000 foreigners permanently resi-
dent in China. Of this number 5,000 arc
British, 1,600. Americans; and 1,200 Jdap-
anese,

Most Christian < ministers wear black
clothes: The Chinese  priests stick to
bright yellow. ' People on this side the
world. pignify their sorrow at the death
of a relative or friend by putting .on
black garments. In China the mourn-
ing .color .is white. : In the  United
States  most . people . believe that the
living . have the first .call upon  thel
charity and care. In China more  pre-
cautions are taken for, the preservation
ot}:hg body after death than before, and
a Chinaman will fie Aown supperless on
his mat rather than neglect to light the
evening Joss candle in honor of his dead
relaiives. In most countries the death-
bed is surrounded by weeping relatives.
and often a minister and a doctor are
present.  In China the dying are earried
out of the house and left alone in some
vacant space to die,

There are three principal religions in
China—Buddhism, Taoism, and Confu-
cianism. The latter is almost without
forms and ceremonies, consisting chiefly
in study and contemplation of the teach-
ings and works of the ancients. Budd-
hism 'and Taoism both have elaborate
and splendid ceremonials. Taocism is the
older, Buddhism having made its appear-
ance in China about 1,800 years ago.
It‘is now 'the religion of almost eight-
tenths of the people. In the northeast
and southwest there are 30,000,000 Mo-
hammedans. ‘The Roman Catholies have
more than 1,000,000 adherents and ' sup-
port twenty-nine bishopries. The ¢on-
verts of all the Protestant churches are
estimated to number not more than 50.-
000.Back in the remote interior of the
kingdom the hill tribes are .still nature
worshippers or heathen.

If the Chinese themselves are to be be-
lieved, the Chinese Empire has been in
existence for more than 100,000 years.
Other students say that it was founded
2,500 years before Christ, and by some
¥Fohi, supposed to be the Noah of the
Bible, is considered the founder. The
great wall of China, portions of which
are still in evidence, was completed 211
B.C. Printing is said to- have been
known in China as early as 202 B.C.
In 1517 A.D. the first Europeans arrived
in. China. In 1575 Jesuit missionaries
were sent to China from Reme. In 1662
a general earthquake shook the empire,
and more than 300,000 people were kill-
ed at Pekin alone, Tea was first brought
to_ England in 1660. Commercial rela-
tions between' China and Russia began
in 1719, i |

The - commencement of the establish-
ment of the so-called ‘‘spheres of in-
fluence” in China was in 1897, when the
Germans seized the Port of Kiau-Chau,
on"the east coast of Shantung, and du.-
ing the next month gecured from the Chi-
nese a lease for 99 years of the town,
harbor, and district.

of Hongkong, which was ceded to Great
Britain by China in 1841. During the
same year the United States imported
goods from China to the value of $133-
000,000 and sent back in return Ameri-
can goods-valued at a little more than
$9,000,000. y

The policemen of Pekin are, or at least
were, armed chiefly with small drums,
which they beat loudly in order, it is
presumed, to let burglars and other mar-
auders know that they are coming. All
night long the watchmen beat their way
around the.streets, and as a natural con-
sequence are said to make few arrests.
The pigeons of Pekin have each a light
whistla tied to their tails, which gives
forth a loud sound as they fly. Some-
times five or six whistles of different
tones are attached, and the result is .a
more or less melodious confusion = of
sounds. The blind (and in Pekin blind
men and women are numerous) also use
drums to announce their coming, and
warn other people to gét out of-their
way. By the difference in the sound as
it is reflected back from walls or pave-
ments it is said that the blind China-
man can always locate themselves €x-
actly, so that they need no guide. T‘he
beggars of Pekin are another pecnligr
institution. They are organized, and
have a ruler of their own, whose. orders
they are .quick to obey. Somepmes a
group of the beggars will gather in front
of a merchant’s store and make such an
infernal racket that he is glad to bribe
them to go away. Another method of
extorting money .is_for a beggar to go to
a merchant or householder and announce
that unless he is promptly paid one or t‘yo
dollars he will commit sunicide on his vic-
tim’s doorstep. If the money is refused
he .is likely to carry out his thre.at,
in which case the authorities may give
the unfortunate merchant much trouble,
and sometimeés blackmail him out of a
large amount of property, X .

At a grand dinner the Chinese begm
with sweet meats and conclude with
| soup. They sit sometimes at tabl_e for
five or six hours, with a midday inter-
val or recess, during which bowls are
brought in and the members of the party
wash their hands and heads in hof: wa-
ter. Fricasseed dog is a favorite.dxsh, a
special breed of poodles being 'ralsed for
eating purposes. Stewed rat is another
delicacy, and the Chinese are also fo.nd
of eggs when they have passed the point
where even the cold storage man c.ouh}
call them fresh, Sharks’ fins, pxrds
nests., peacocks’ livers, green ginger,
cocks’ combs, and fowls’ hearts and
braing are dishes which might'be found
on the menu of a high-class Chinese ban-
quet.

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China’s Huge

Numbers a Million on a War
Footing, but Has no Unity
or Discipline.

shanghai Arsenal--Well Equipped
and Perfectly Furnished--Lord
Beresford’s Criticisms.

The war news from China has creatéd

{ suuch interest in the Chinese army, and
(e reports to the effect that the Boxer
qmobs cannot be suppressed have caused
many readers to wonder how and of
what material the Chinese regular army
i« composed. In this as in many other
things the Chinese have n(?t kep? up
with other nations, and their de.ﬁmency
was clearly demonstrated during Fhe
Chino-Japanese war. But the warning
was not sufficiently heeded, and the im-
provements which have been made' in
the army since then were not suﬁiclgnt
to bring the military up to the.pomt
where it should be for the protection of
the country.
armies, neither of these is known: as the
Imperial army. There is an army for
¢ach province. This body, knqwn as t.he
Army of Eight Banners, contains nomin-
ally about three hundred thousand men,
whq are descendants of the Manchu con-
querors and their ulli(-s: O'f these about
eighty thousand are m:}mtmngd on a war
footing, and are divided into- three
groups, Mongols, Chinese and }Iancl{us,
and form an hereditary profession with-
in which intermarriage is compulsory.

Of these hereditary soldiers about fogr-
thousand are usually stationed at Pekin !

as an Imperial guard.
The National Army.

The national army is called Ying Ping.
This body is known also as the “Green
Flags’ and the “Five Camps,” it being
lJivided into five distinct parts.

<ix hundred thousand, but of this num-
her only about two hurdred thousand
are available for war. 'The Tien Tsin

be possible that the British government
would allow an officer to help the Chin:
ese to put their army in order, if tpe
i Chinese government applied to the an:-
ish government for assistance of this
! deseription.”

% He also advised the officers of the
! Tsung-li-Yamen that it might be well
!to invite other 'nations having large
! trading interests in China to lend a few

officers and non-commissioned oﬁicers' to
work with the British in the reorganiza-
tion of the army. Prince Ching said at
that time that they had already had
German officers to drill some of tl.le
troops, and that Captain Lang, a Brit-
ish naval officer, had assisted in or-
ganizing their fleet.

The Prince and some other mnobles
called on' Lord Charles Beresford ‘at the
legation shortly after the interview. In
his account of the visit Lord Beresford
says:
| “They informed me that a special
edict had been issued on the previous
day to Chung Chi Tung, the viceroy of
Hunan #nd Hupeh, ordering him to have
two thousand of his troops in readiness,
in order that they should be put under
a RBritish officer for drill and organiza-
tion as a trial. A thousand of these

The Great Arsena] at Shanghai.

The great arsenal at Shanghai seems
to be out of place in connection with the
antique and slipshod Chinese army. This
large place is under the provincial gov-
ernment of the viceroy of Nanking, and
1s full of modern tools and machinery,
stores and material of every deseription.
The arsenal is in every respect a well
equipped and perfectly furnished mod-
¢rn institution in good order, and if or-
zanized under European control, Lord
Beresford thinks, could supply war ma-
Iv-ri.ul for the whole military forces of
China. It was organized by Europeans
and is now in charge of two English-
men. To show what the arsenal is ca-
pable of producing, a report made out
less' than two years ago shows the fol-:
lowing work in progress:

Seymour H. O’Dell Expects to Weturn to
Victoria Next Month.

morning from Corp. O’Dell, the
correspondent with the first Canadian con-
tingent:

The Rest Camp at Kroonstad, O.F.S.,

May 29th, 1900.

“I left the regiment on Sunday, 20th
inst., for a few days’ rest. It was then
about 49 miles east ‘and 8 miles north of
this town, in the direction of Lindley, and
that morning they were off to Heilbron. I
have since learut they have arrived there
and are moving northward. . To-day I, in
company with Corp. ‘Manson and 'Trooper
Boit, of the 2nd Canadian ;Mounted Rifles,
ubtaided passes to proceed by rail fo re-
join our corps.

the Jubilee Hospital Discuss
Year's Work.

————

The Report of the Secretary Sub-
mitted--Needs of the
Institution.

Mayor Hayward ' presided at the ve-
cent annual meeting of the Auxiliary So
ciety, Provincial Royal Jubilee Hospi-
tal, in the City Hall, seventy mgmbef‘s
of the various working organizations in
connection with the hospital being pres-
ent ‘together with the Lord Bishop (if
Célumbia, ‘Rev. 'W. D. Barber, Rev. E.
S. Rowe, Mrs. Joshua Davies, Mr. R.
L. Drury and Dr. Hasell.

Owing to another and pfessing cn-
gagement the (president of the board of
directors, H. D, Helmcken, was unable
to be in attendance.

In opening the meeting Mayor Hay-
ward spoke as follows:

“It affords me the greatest possible
pleasure in presiding to-day at this an-
nual meeting of the Woman’s Auxiliary
of .the Provincial Royal Jubilee Hospi-
tal. The reports to be submitted to you
are highly satisfactory and interesting,
and disclose a year’s work of which the
officers and members may be
proud; and I am sure you will join with
me in extending to them  hearty con-
gratulations and commendation.

“Many of us now present will remem-
ber-when the citizens met to consider in
what way Her Majesty’s Jubilee could

be comtmemorated, and how, after many |

meetings and long discussions, it was
resolved to build an up-to-date

ment  about $75,000 or $80,000. Not a
few had serious and reasonable misgiv-
ings that
means, and that if the first effort to
build and equip was successful, the large
annual cost for maintenance would be
a rock on which it would founder, Hap-

pily these have all proved false prophets, i

and to-day, notwithstanding the cost of
maintenance for the year ending May
31, 1900, was about $27,000, the insti-

And I am not saying
this as mere émpty compliment. Years
ago, while on the board of directors, I
endeavored, though unsuccessful, to
give this auxiliary an active share in the
management of the hospital, just as it
has been done so suceessfully for many
years for the Protestant ®rphanage. ¥
have never been able to appreciate the
arguments against it.. Womén are uni-
versally conceded to be the best and kind-
est of nurses—the most careful econ=
omists in household management. = And
in my humble opinion the hospital would
gain in every respect by giving them a
share in its management.

“It was my good fortune to receive
and introduce to the members of the Vic-
toria city school trustees, the first lady
elected in that capacity; and also, on aun-
other  occasion, to introduece a second
lady in that honorable eapacity. And
there are now two members serving on
that board, and. not one of the evils
prophesied to result from this new de-
parture has occurred. On ths contrary.
the people, of Victoria have reason to be
grateful for the good; self-denying work
done by these ladies, and will, if T mis-
take not, always have some ladies repre-
senting them on that board. And if the
presence of the ladies on the Orphanage
and School boards are such a pronouncei
success, why rigidly exclude them from
a share in hospital management—a work
for which they are pre-eminently quali-
fied ?” ?

I have great pleasure in laying before
you a concentrated report of the work
done by the Woman’s Auxiliary Society
during the past year.

A detailed weport of the same, with
audited financial statement, will be pub-
iished during the e¢nsuing month, and
mailed to every member of this society.

Mrs, Smith has
for years rendered the most valuable
services to the hospital, and is one of
its oldest, and most valued friends. It
is’ with regret therefore that we do not
kave her amongst us, but we are grate-
ful to know that we can rely upon the
assistance of one as universally belovad
and resepcted as Mrs. Rocke Robertson.
We have learned with much sorrow of
the death of Mrs. Digby-Barker, who,
though living far away, had become a
life member of our society, and who was
a devoted friend to the hospital,

?The Career of the Unfortunate
| Kuang Hsu's “ Illustrious

Successor.”

Darker days are looming up for China
than when Hien Feng scurried in undig-
nified haste from Pekin at the approach
of the Anglo-French armies in 1860.
The Solitary Man in the Forbidden City
had been bred in the belief that he, the
occupant of the dragon seat and mon-
arch of the middle kingdom, was the rul-
er of the universe, and that all “outside
barbarians” must render tribute to him.
The close vicinity of the hostile: troops
upset his dignity. At other times, when
the emperor decided to make a journey,
preparations -had begun months before.
Roads and bridges were repaired, and
abject poverty, appearing in all its hid-
eous deformity along the highways and
paths, was removed, ‘that the monarch
might contemplate, if not universal pros-
perity, at least evidences of happy con-
, tentment, There was no time for such

preparations when guards, placed within !

hearing of each other the entire distance
of T4 miles between Tien Tsin and the
capital, passed the word that the bar-
barians were really and truly advancing.
So the emperor fled, followed by a mot:
ley train of terrified attendants, undetev-
red by rough roads and streams to be

_forded, the anticipation of unknown hor-

! rors lending strength to unwonted exer-
tion. It had been detided, in the hurry
of the moment, that the emperor should
retreat to the palace at Yeh-ho—Hot
Springs—eight days’ journey from Pe-
kin, The relief was great when its grand
gates at last’ came in sight, for here
Hien Feng would surely be safe.  But
scarcely was he and his frightened court
settled in the beautiful spot when it was
remembered that this palace was un-
lucKy, for his grandfather, the Emperor
! Chia Ching, had died here.

From the highest to the lowest] every
Chinese is ruled absolutely by supersti-
tion. They have two characters, mean-

{ing respectively wind and water, but
which, when combined, form.thé word
feng shui; that is, the local spiritual in-
fluences cauing luck or ill lu¢k.! Geo-
mancers or sooth-sayers are constantly
| consulted upon this feng shui..” When
“Tung Chih, the present emperor’s pre-
decessor, died in January, 1875, -he was
not buried until October of that year,
because the geomancers were unsble to
discover a place where the corpse might
be laid without disturbing the fetig shui.
‘When, at last, he was buried in the east-
ern cemetery, the mandarins, ene'dnd all,
were filled with uneasiness. When, a few
vears later, the empire was visited witb
famine, flood, and other disasters, the
highest officials claimed that these visi-
tations were caused by the violation of
the feng shui, in burying the emperor
in an unlucky spot.

Poor Hien Feng was terribly disturbed
by the vision of this feng shui, and his
court was equally apprehensive of some
dreadful calamity. When peace was con-

: cluded and it° was announced that the
 emperor could safely return to ‘the capi-
tal, he could not make up his mind to
undertake the journey, He fell sick dur-
ing the winter, and before spring came,
he “ascended the dragon throne ‘above,”
which is the Chinese way of saying that
he died.

Two Empresses.

Hien Feng left a son, who was six
years old at the time of his father’s
death. His mother was the western
empress, who, with the empress of the
' east, were the two principal wives of
the late emperor. It was decided that
i the two empresses should be joint guar-
dians of the heir to the throne. Since
it would be extremely disrespectful that
the name of an emperor should be in

| the mouth of the vulgar, a title. was se-
lected for him by which he might be
known. ;

i The choice fell upon the characters

, standing for “Fortunate Union,” and it

| was under this title that he was pro-

| claimed emperor. But soon after a con-
spiracy was discovered by Prince Kung.

Some of the high mandarins plotted to
assassinate the two empresses upon their
return from Yeh-ho, so that they might
obtain confrol of the government, A
number of the conspirators were put to
death, and the boy emperor’s title was
changed to Tung Chi, “United Rule.”
‘When, in-1872, Tung Chi was 16 years
old, orders went to all the principal fam-
ilies in the realm to send their marriage-
able daughters to Pekin, that the em-
presses might select a wife for-him. This
order could not be disobeyed, but  a.

great many of these girls would have d>-

clined the honor if they could have had

In China, until

was at the time whispered in Pekin that
the empresses had made a selection in
Aluteh, the daughter of Prince Chung;
Dame Rumor also had it that this girl,
singularly beautiful and intelligent, plac-
ed rolls of wadding upon her shoulders
and under her dress so as to appear, de-

’formed. She evidently did not know

the astuteness of the two empresses, Af-
ter she had been duly selected the offi-
cial Gazette gravely announced jhat the
court physician had been able 'to cure
the deformity of the new empress by
“removing the protuberance from her
back,” a token that it was evidently the
will of heaven that the girl, so singular-
ly favored, should be raised to the exalt-
de dragon throne. This. remarkable op-
eration must certainly have made the
fortune of the physician.

The wedding took place with the cere-

by

monies preseribed for such occasions, On
the day before three princes Were duly
deputed by the emperor to “inform heav-
en’” of the important event; and inciden-
tally burn incense at the temple, An-
other prince was to carry the news to
Mother Earth, and a fifth messenger of
the same rank was to serve official notice
upon the imperial ancestors, The un-
avoidable and important ceremonies
completed, the marriage was solemniz-
ed with all the pomp due to the glad
event,

Specially Favored by Heaven.

Two years later Tung Chi was “spe-
cially favored by heaven,” whicly is Chix
nese for saying that the emperor had the
smallpox. Odd as it may appear to as,
it is nevertheless true that the Chinese
look upon this disease as a great favor.
However that may be, it certainly end-
ed Tung Chi’s troubles, for after a few
days it was announced that “he was re-
ceived as a guest on high,’”” another flow-
ery expression with the plain meaning
that he had joined the majority.  Alu-
teh did not survive him mary days. The
official announcement said: that she had
died from grief; but it was whispered
that the two dowagers had hinted that ]
her existence was a nuisance, in obe-
dience to which she had starved herself
to death. - .

It was absolutely necessary to select at
once a successor. What would become
of the peace of the empire if-Tung Chi
were not worshipped and sacrifices duly
offered to his ‘spirit? But the two
dowagers had tasted the sweets of pow-
er, and it w#s decided that he could not
be of an older generation than the late
emperor. ' It was therefore decided in
the family council that the little baby
brother of Hein Feng should be the suc-
cessor.” The child was sent for imme-
i diately. He arrived, and his name was
changed from Tsai-tien to Kuang Hsu,
meaning “Illustrious Successor.”

The child was at this time three and
one-half years old. Prince Chung, his
father, duly resigned his elaims in favor
of the two dowagers, who constituted
themselves once :more joint guardians.
‘Whatever she did afterward to the poor
“Illustrious Suceessor,” the doewager em-
press certainly did her duty to him as
a baby and boy, and so long as he did
not appear as an obstacle to her author-
ity.

The oldest newspaper in the world, the
official Gazette of 'Pekin, gravely records
the child’s doings from babyhood. Secar-
cely old enough to realize their meaning,
he was made to‘preside at the councils
of state. In China and XKorea

This would have worked well, for, |
cumbersome though it be, it has worked
in China for thousands of years, if the
world from beyond the empire had not
thundred at its gates with impatient
knocks. The middle kingdom has been |
compelled” to acknowledge: the equality |
of the outside barbarians, and to sub.|
mit that their representatives reside in
Pekin. But these ministers insisted up- |
on entering the Forbidden City, and
coming face to face with the Son of
Heaven—and they refused to kow-tow!

felt thoroughly distressed, as the offieial
Gazette of that time amply proves® But
the poor hermit, profoundly ignorant of ;
the world beyond the walls, did not ;
know where to turn.® Following the only
precedents which he knew, he might de-
prive. Li Hung Chang of his’ yellow
jacket and peacock’s- feather, but it did
not strike at the root of the evil. Chiaa
can not continue an independent empire
unless Confucianism is dropped and the
progress of this age permitted to enter. '

Poor Kuang Hsu felt this instinctive-
ly, and was inclined to emulate Mutsu-
hito, the emperor of Japan. In this pur- '
pose he was strengthened by Kang "'Wu
Wei, who represented the progressive
party of China. The official Gazette
promulgated edict upon edict. English
was to be taught in at least one school
.of ‘every fu, or district. The examina-
tions for office, instead of being confined
exclusively to the Chinese classics,
should embrace the modern sciences,
ete.  These and similar innovations al-
armed the mandarins, or officials, as well
as the prospective office-holders or liter-
ati,’ When, then, it was announced that
Marquis Ito was about to visit Pekin
the apprehension arose’that he was to
assist Kuang Hsu in carrying out these '
reforms.

The Dowager Was Furious,

At first the rumor spread that the em- |
peror was dead. If the world at Pekin |
had accepted the rumor as a fact, there
is no doubt that a dose of poison would |
have removed him quietly. But a great |
deal of sympathy was felt for Kuang |
Hsu by the foreign diplomats, and they
joined in the demand that a foreign phy- !
sician should be permitted to examine
him. The old dowager was furious at,
this interference with her plans, but she !
dared not refuse, and the physicians at- |
tached to the French legation were ad- |
mittad. He found the young emperor
weak and ailing, but suffering from no '
serious illness. Still, it was evident that
he was a prisoner in the Forbidden City,
and that the dowager had usurped his
authority. ‘

Afraid to carry out her purpose of as-'
sassination while the foreign ministers
were watching her, the stern old woman
is mad with baffled rgvenge. She has
been making frantic efforts to establisi
an army and navy, forgetting that it
takes years of application before these
branches of the government can be
brought into a state of efficacy. Money
has been squeezed out of the reluctant
pockets of her viceroys, and, last, but
not least, the aid of Japan was invoked
to help China resist the demands of the
western barbarians. Needless to say
that Japan has gladly acceded to the re-
quest, so far as it could be done withoat
cpenly offending Russia,

In the last half of January of this
year, or to be exact, six days before Chi-
nese New Year, Kuang Hsu was com-
pelled to issue a proclamation that on
the first day of the year he would abAdi-
cate in favor of Ph’'u~Chun, a 9-year-old
boy, whom no one knew. This again
was a ‘‘feeler” from the old dowager, to
see how the news would be received.
She did see. Kuang Hsu’s sufferings
had been made known among the intel-
higent Chinese, and there was a tempest
of .indignation. In¢ Shanghai, King
Yiun Sin, the manager of the Chinese
Telegraph Company, circulated a peti-
tion, which was signed by 2,600 mer-
chants, begging the emperor to revoke
his decision, and conveying the threat to
the dowager and her supporters that,
unless the petition was granted, an army
would be speedily raised to inguire why.
An Hankow, Sam Chung Man, holdinz

WILL CONTINUE TO FIGHT.

It is stated that H. E. the Governor nf
Hongkong having graciously offeped
through the British consul at Canton 1
the Viceroy the British naval force tq
destroy the West river pirates, H. . 1,
replied that he appreciated very much
this kind offer as a token of the friend-
ship which the British government hus
al'ways shown to China; that he is doing
his best to try and send soldiers and gun-
boats to destroy the pirates and robbers;
and that if he could do so without put-
ting the British government to expense
it would be Dbetter.

Not long~ago the assistant comprado:e
of a British steamer Cheong Sha, from
Hongkong, was kidnapped by pirates
who exacted a ransom for his deliver-
ance. Upon the requisition of the Eng-
lish government the Viceroy set nearly
all the military officials and soldiers 1o
hunt up this man and capture the pir-
ates; but with no success for a long
time. - At last Col. Mo Wing Tai in com-
mand of gunboat Tung E., one of the
most able and energetic officials in the
Chinese navy under H. E. I# Hung
Chang, was instructed to help. He went
about and discovered the man at Mong-
chow near Lappa Island, and brought
him back to Canton,

Late]y Kitot, Lam Kong, Nam Che-
ong and other distriets in the West river
being flooded many people were killed or
rendered homeless and fields and housos
destroyed. H. E. the Viceroy requested
the 'provincial governor and other offi-
cials to issue lists of subscriptions for
the relief of the sufferers.

The plague at Canton is said to be
growing serious, especially at the north
gate, 8o the people were carrying a big
joss and playing about a paper lion
beating drums ahd gongs and firing
crackers through all the streets to chase
away the spirits of plague. There are
no official records kept of the number of
deaths daily. - The only place where one
can get information is from the coffin
shops, or from those charitable institu-
tions where coffins are given away fre-.
If a person dies of plague his relatives
and friends conceal the truth by telling
that he has succumbed to fever, etc., to
stop the landlord or neighbors turning
them out -of the house.
