TO REWARD GENIUS.

A MILLION DOLLARS LEFT BY THE LATE

ALFRED NOBEL FOR THE PURPOSE.

The will of the late Alfred Nobel,
the Swedish chemist and expert in high
explosives, who died at San Remo, Italy,
on Deec. 9. 1896, has been proved.
The personality is valued at $2, 170,-
465. About half the estate goes to re-
latives and the remainder is invested,
the interest annually to be divided into
five prizes of about $10,000 each.
Prizes one, two and three are to be
awarded to the persons making the most
important discoveries in physics, chem-
istry, physiology and medicine. Prize
four is to be given to the person making
the best literary contribution upon the
subject of physiology or medicine, and
prize five is to be given to the person
who has achieved the most or done the
best things looking towards the promo-
tion of peace throughout the world.
These prizes which .are all open to any-
one any where in the world will be
awarded by the various Swedish acade-
mies, except the prize for the propa-
gation of peace, which is left in the
hands of a committee, which is to be
elected by the Norwegian Parliament.

OrTawa, Dec. 29.--H. B. Small, ex-
gecretary of the department of agricul-
ture, writes from Bermuda, that in his
opinicn a large trade in food products
now done with New York, might be di-

verted with advantage to the maritime

provinces. As instances for the open-
ings for Canadian food products he men-
tions the following : Where one barrel
of Canadian flour is seen, a dozen others
bear the brand of Minneapolis or somc
other United Ctates place; butter from
the United States s sold retail at from
30 cents to 35 cents per pound. Mr.
Small thinks that Canadian butter, if
put up in oneor two pound boxes, would
find a ready sale. Most of the mer-
chants in Bermuda have cold storage
facilities om their premises. Large
quantities of cheese are consumed.

They are principally from the
United States, and the retail price is
from 18 to 20 cents per pound. There
is a large demand for eggs all the year
round. Fresh eggs were, at the date
of writing of Mr. Small's lctter(Dec.
22), being sold retail at 48 cents per
dozen ; store eggs were 38 cents per
dozen, and seldom go below 25 cents
per dozen. Mr. Small says there is
also a good demand for bacon, hams
and dressed fresh beef. Apples are in
a limited demand, and the trade in
these is already mostly in the hands of
Canadian firms. Pressed hay is large-
ly imported. and retails at the rate of
$1.12 per hundred pounds. The com-
missioner of agriculture is going to
send per steamer Beta trial shipments
of butter in one and two pound tin boxes
from the dairy station at Nappan, Nova
Scotia.—Ex.
