Its "Effect on the Soli Should Be studied
Jit ora Closely.

Lime is a much used, and very often 
at the same time, a much abused ma­
terial on the farm. It has a very im­
portant role to play, and, t handled iu 
the proper manner, is a valuable aid to 
the farmer. There are many who use 
this material again and again with a 
mistaken notion as to its true functions 
in the soil. In time, however, their ex­
perience teaches them the trne place of 
lime in agriculture, but often their tends 
have been almost exhausted before they 
gain their wisdom. While lime has a 
value as a plant food, yet і to greatest 
worth on the farm is due to its physical 
effect on the soil itself. It is vtor.v sel­
dom that a soil does not contain a suf­
ficient quantity of lime to furnish this 
ingredient as plant food pure and simple.

Briefly described, the actions of lime 
follows: If applied on a sandy 

soil it fills up the openings, makes the 
particles adhere closer, causes them to 
retain moisture better, to absorb less 
heat during the day and to retain more 
at night. On clay soils it separates the 
particles, making the soil more porous, 
thus easier for the passage of water and 
air, and therefore makes the soil warm­
er and easier to work. Lime я Iso hastens 
the decay of vegetable matter in the soil, 
which of course renders the nitrogen 
more available. If a soil is sour, an 
application of lime will sweeten it. If a 
green crop is plowed under, an applica­
tion of lime will prevent the soil from 
becoming acrid. Theib is one effect of 
lime that has no doubt frequently been 
noticed, although wrong conclusions 
have been drawn from it It has often 
been experienced that an application of 
lime proves very beneficial to clovers of 
all kinds. It was formerly thought that 
the lime itoelf was the only fertilizer 
needed for the clover; it is now known, 
however, that the beneficial action of 
the lime upon clover is due to the fact 
that the lime liberates other plant food 
ia the soil, notably potash, which is of 
so much importance in successful clover 
culture. It will be seen, however, that 
the continued application of lime along 
would soon' cense the soil to become ex­
hausted of its natural supply, hot only 
potash, but also of phosphoric acid. *М

Portland, Me., June 10.—'The Port­
land board of health has received this 
communication from D. E. Salmon, 
chief of the bureau of animal Industry 
of the United States department of 
agriculture on the tuberculin test:

“In reply to your letter of the 1st 
lrst., addressed to the secretary of 
agriculture, I would say that the ex­
periments made by Dr. Schwelnitz 
of this bureau, as well as by others 
In this country and abroad, show that 
cows are not Injured in the slightest 
degree by the injection of tuberculin, 
so long as the material has been care­
fully and properly made. Experiments 
with reference to the quantity of milk 
given by animals before and after the 
Injection, show that the variation in 
amount Is practically not worthy of 
consideration unless the animal gives 
a reaction for tuberculosis. So far as 
the effect of tuberculin on healthy ani­
mals is concerned, there to not the 
slightest ground for fearing any bad 
results if the tuberculin used Is re­
liable.”

To horses of a nervous temperament, 

I consider blinders are of no use, while 
on horses inclined to te sluggish they 
are of great benefit. A dull horse is 
made a prompt driver only by the use of 
a whip; if punished with blinders or 
for slacking down he soon expects the 
lash by slacking and blinders prevent 
him from observing the whip, con­
sequently fear keeps him np in shape 
and place, while without blinders he 
wiU slacken and jump as he sees the 
whip taken from its socket. This is, for 
driving or road horses. For trotting 
horses, I should advise reverrih* ‘The 
order, using blinders on nervoU* ani­
mals and open bridles on the dull ones.

Ottawa, June 8,—The house went into 
committee today upon the Iron sched­
ule In the -tariff. Sir Charles Hibbert 
Tupper addressed the committee In a 
strong speech of two hours on the Iron 
and steel question. He pointed out 
the whole policy of the government re­
specting this interest was changed 
after Hon. Mr. Fielding brought down 
his tariff. When the finance minister 
Introduced his tariff, he stated that 
a reduction of duty on Iron and steel 
were balanced by the increase in boun­
ties. But one month later an entirely 
new Iron schedule policy was Intro­
duced, reducing some duties to one- 
lxalf what Hon. Mr. Fielding first made 
them, while some duties are only one- 
third what was provided In the filet 
tariff. He atiked Hon. Mr. Fielding if 
It was proposed to balance these later 
reductions by additional -bounties over 
-those first proposed, and was answer­
ed in the negative.

$ir Châties Hibbert then showed 
that Hon. Mr. Fielding must have en­
tirely changed his policy after the 
budget speech. He went on to show 
what Influences from Ontario and 
what power by Sir Richard Cartwright 
were used to drive Hon. Mr. Fielding 
from his original position. Sir Hib­
bert Tupper read from, the Toronto 
Globe and other exponents of grit 
opinion in Ontario expressing delight 
over the fact that the large interests 
of Ontario were no longer sacrificed 
to the small Industries in the maritime 
provinces. He (Tapper) feared that 
the government’s Change of policy 
would destroy the iron and steel In­
dustries of Nova Scotia.

Hon. №. Fielding, to reply, denied 
that the tariff was sectional. He would 
not go over the whole question of pro­
tection, but the present government 
cared 11*tie about the development of 
the Industries not natural to the coun­
tries.

so- ENGLISH HARBOR DEFENCES.

(New York Sun.)
Great Britain bas. 'begun to extend 

still further a form, of protection for 
seaports, particularly against torpedo 
boats, which has been with us left 
mostly as a matter for extemporizing, 
although well worthy of consideration 
to these days of skepticism as to our 
capabilities of coast defence.

The basis of this form of protection 
is the boom, to be accompanied by 
batteries for covering it against an 
enemy’s attack. It W really, as Eng­
lish papers have pointed out, a rever­
sion to a method to vogue generations 
and even centuries ago, as the most 
natural defence against ships trying 
to force a way through a channel. It 
becaihe somewhat familiar to us, too, 
during the civil war. One of its earlier 
forms was to stretch a chain across a 
waterway narrow enough to allow it, 
between two forts. This could be 
raised against hostile vessels, and let 
fall for allowing egress.

The modem systems are -more com­
plicated, and those which are used at 
various British Channel ports are of 
two sorts. In one, pontoons or rafts 
of heavy timber are “bound together 
with wire cables and spiked.” These 
pontoon are to sections, so as to be 
easily detached, and gunboats are ad­
ded to help operate and protect them. 
On one occasion a gunboat was sent 
against a boom to try to break it, but 
was itself perforated by the spikes, 
and the crew barely saved themselves 
in boats before it sank.

Another form- of boom described by 
the St James’s Gazette consists -of 
several thick wire cables, stretched 
across the harbor in three sections, 
“with the central sections and the 
outer ends of the land sections fast­
ened to gunboats. Th *ee cables will 
be stretched above and below ine water 
line at intervals, and will be inter­
laced with smaller cables, network 
fashion, so as to provide a small but 
flexible obstruction. It can be -more 
readily placed to position than the 
pontoon boom, and, by the aid of 
winches on the gunboats, tightened or 
slackened, according to the purpose of 
closing or opening the harbor.

The ports already provided with de­
fences of one or the other kind are 
Devonport, Portland, Portsmouth, Ply­
mouth, Sheamess, and Southampton; 
while now the system Is to be extend­
ed to Falmouth, Berehaven, Lough 
Swllly, and the Sctlly Isles.

Of course the prime purpose of these 
obstructions Is to keep out torpedo 
'boats. The -main defences against 
battle ships are the heavy guns mount­
ed in forts and the submarine mines, 
together with torpedo boats and fleets 
of. powerful vessels.

London, June 6.—Upwards ol 35,000 
signatures have already been obtained 
for the Scottish National Memorial to 
the Queen, praying that to state docu­
ments the words “Great Britain” and 
“British” should always be substi­
tuted for “England” and “English."

(Portland Frees.) The next great movement, co-oper­
ating with the first wouM be to in­
vade New Brunswick along the rail­
road tine-through Bangor and Vance- 
boro, with the ultimate object of cap­
turing St John and Halifax from the 
land side. Our navy la too email for 
use except In home waters.

As the army advanced It would cut 
every communication J>y rail between 
Montreal and Quebec on the one hand 
and St John and Halifax on the other. 
Thus we would divide the provinces a 
second time, as Sherman did the south 
on his march to the sea.

It is here that our Maine troops 
would come into use, and we may rest 
assured that they would find plenty 
of employment They would be of es­
pecial value on account of their 
knowledge of the country and their 
familiarity with the climate at all sea­
sons of the year.

In the meanwhile it would be well 
to see what would be the probable op­
erations of the British. They would 
surely hold Montreal and Quebec to 
the last extremity. A joint land and 
naval force from St. John could In­
vade Maine with far greater chances 
of success than would naturally be 
supposed.

If England were able, as she might 
be, to take the Initiative promptly and 
send a powerful military and naval 
expedition from Halifax or St John 
directly against Portland, the capture 
of that city would give her all the ad­
vantages that could be gained by 
marching across the state. The city 
would be at once fortified along the 
land side by the capture and supplied 
from the sea. It would furnish a con­
venient base for operations along the 
New England coast, which would an­
noy us and distract our attention from 
more Important operations. It might, 
also, enable the British to keep open 
communication with Montreal and 
Quebec. Moreover, It Is evident at a > 
gjance that the occupation of Portland 
by the British‘would protect the east­
ern provinces from Invasion, for if 
such invasion were undertaken, they 
could cut our line of supply and at­
tack our army In the rear. In such 
case it would be necessary either to 
recapture Portland or leave sufficient 
troops near it to keep the British In­
side.

The great object of a British inva­
sion of Maine, however, would be to 
distract our attention *ro*n the region 
of the St. Lawrence. A successful In­
vasion of the state, especially If ac­
companied by an ostentatious pro­
clamation of Its annexation to the 
British dominion, would so arouse pop­
ular indignation throughout the coun­
try that the demand for the recovery 
of Maine would be even more power­
ful than that for the protection of 
Washington when the confederates 
turned their faces northward.

Bangor, June 2.—Colonel George A, 
Phl'lbrook opened the School for Mili­
tary Instruction for the officers of his 
Second National Guard Regiment <xf 
Maine on Wednesday morning with a 
full attendance from each one of the 
twelve companies in the command.

Lieut. Charles G. Morton, 6th U. S. 
infantry, was chief Instruction officer 
of the school, and in the forenoon the 
officers discussed the disposition of a 
regiment of infantry in prosecuting 
an attack.

At the afternoon session Lieut. Mor­
ton read a paper upon Maine in the 
War with Great Britain, and Major 
Edwin E. Fuller of Bath, regimental 
surgeon, addressed the school upon 
the physical condition of the com­
mand and how to preserve it in the 
field.

Lieut. Morton among other things, 
said:

Great Britain to our most natural 
foe. Twice we have fought her, and 
we shall doubtless again have the 
same antagonist Such being the case 
our state will be in the midst of the 
conflict, as I hope to show in this pa- 
trr.

Pending the formal declaration, and 
without listening to protest from us. 
Great Britain would concentrate 
fleets at Montreal, St. John, Halifax, 
Bermuda and her other strongholds 
along our South Atlantic coast She 
could easily transport by troopships 
and by ocean liners always under con­
tract. for this purpose 100,000 regulars 
from their home stations, leaving to 
the mltitia the protection of her 
coasts. These men would be sent to 
Montreal and St John, at which 
points England could have greater 
forces of trained soldiers than we 
could raise during the early part of 
the struggle.

From St. John and Halifax strong 
naval forces would threaten our im­
portant cities from Eastport to Hamp­
ton Roads, and so absolutely defense- 
toss are they at the present time that 
they would escape bombardment and 
destruction only by the payment of 
millions of dollars as ransom.

From St. John also it is probable 
that a powerful land force, supported 
by a fleet; would be sent Into Maine 
os far west as Portland. Portland 
would be of the greatest value to the 
British. It has one of the finest har­
bors In the world, which to open the 
year round. The SL Lawrence to 
closed in winter by toe, and for years 
central and west Canada have found 
a winter outlet ' to' Europe through 
Portland. It toay be interesting to 
know in this connection, that the 
city’s defenses have not yet one mod­
ern gun in position.

break of war, or sooner, a large and 
effective army Should be assembled by 
us on or near the eastern frontier of 
the state. All harbors along the coast, 
from Portland to Eastport, should be 
strongly fortified; not only to prevent 
seizure of the ports themselves, but 
also to protect the line of supply of 
this army from attack on the seaward 
side.

.Whether the army moves 
into New Brunswick, raids jl 
New Brunswick railroads should - be 
pels latently made, with the objetit -Of 
completely stopping communication 
between the province of Quebec on 
one hand and that of Nova Scotia on 
the other.

We have seen what an Immense ad­
vantage the enemy would derive from 
the capture of Portland. The govern­
ment, fully aware of that fact, is now 
fortifying the port with every means 
known to modern warfare. There are 
batteries under construction, far 
enough out to sea to keep an enemy’s 
shells from reaching the city, and 
containing disappearing guns of heavy 
calibre. Mortar batteries and - torpe­
does wlH defend the channels. When 
finished the defenses will be well nigh 
impregnable from the seaward side. 
If war were prospective field works 
would he constructed on the land side, 
to guard against capture from land­
ing parties.

We should make provision to stop 
Invasion by land. To establish an out­
post on or near our eastern frontier 

■ would be to create a rallying point in 
case of attack from the east, and a 
base for offensive operations of our 
own in thart direction.

Bangor has repeatedly been desig­
nated by military experts as a most 
important point for the establishment 
of a military post, and It Is hoped that

In general, the provinces to be con­

sidered are broken, even mountain­
ous, and are heavily wooded. Hay 
and grain are produced in abundance, 
but on account of the first conditions 
mentioned it is likely that cavalry 
and artillery would be employed to a 
minimum extent, and Infantry to a 
maximum. The latter arm te the only 
one which can operate off the roads 
unless the country is cleared and fair­
ly level.

The most Important river from a 
military point of view is the St Law­
rence. It is a formidable obstacle for 
troops trying to cross.

The next river In Importance is the 
SL John. The St. John Is also a for­
midable protection to troops operat­
ing behind its Shelter, and would af­
ford a strong base for British troops 
invading -Maine.

The great Canadian- .Pacific railroad 
stretches across the continent from 
Vancouver to Halifax. H deft intact 
it would enable the British, using also 
the Pacific steamers, to transport 
troops from the banks of the Ganges 
to the Shores of the St. Lawrence to 
forty days. In case of war, however, 
we would cut It in the west and also 
within our own borders. The roads 
connecting Montreal and Quebec on 
the one hand, with Portland and Bos­
ton on -the other, should also be out 
or held to force at central points just 
north of our bonder line.

It has been said that Great Britain 
could bring a greater force of trained 
soldiers Into an American war, at the 
beginning, than could the -United 
States.
Would be reversed to a few months, 
yet we should take warning to In­
crease the efficiency of our land forces 
and to strengthen our defences. The 
British government, knowing 
weak points as well as ourselves, 
would not. wait for us to make ready.

In naval strength Great Britain is, 
and always will be immensely ahead 
of us.

per bottiev jar, box or can; contain­
ing more than twenty-one and not 
more than thirty-three cubic inches, 
five cents per bottle, jar, box or can; 
containing more than thirty-three and 
not none than seventy cubic inches, 
ten cents- per bottle, Jar, box or can; 
it in other packages, forty per centum 
ad valorem. AH other fish, except 
shell fish in tin packages, 30 per 
centum ad valorem; fish, in packages 
containing lees than one half- barrel 
and not specially provided for in this 
act, 30 per centum ad valorem."

The rate on pickled herring is in­
creased from one half to three-quar­
ters of a cent per pound gnd on fresh 
herring from one quarter to one half 
cent.,

The following substitute is made for 
paragraph 258: Fish, fresh, smoked, 
dried, salted, pickled, frozen, packed 
on Ice or otherwise prepared for pre­
servation riot specially provided for in 
this act, 3-4 cent per pound; fish 
skinned or boned, one and a quarter 
cents per pound; mackerel, halibut or 
salmon, pickled or salted, one cent 
per pound.

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Washington, June 9,—The senate had 

a period of tariff speeches today, and 
as a result little progress was made 
on the MIL Mr. Rawlins (Utah) arid 
Mr. Mills (Texas) discussed toe demo­
cratic attitude on the tariff from their 
respective standpoints. Mr. Rawlins 
was a member of the platform com­
mittee of the Chicago convention; and 
proposed the tariff plank which was 
adopted. He held that the vote he and 
several democratic senators had cast 

•for duties on cotton and other agri­
cultural products was justified by that 
platform and by the traditions of the 
party. Mr. Mills severely arrigned the 
bill as a class measure designed to 
■build up a vast fund for distribution 
among the beneficiaries of the bill and 
at the expense of the “forgotten man,” 
the taxpayer. He Indirectly criticized 
those democrat senators who voted 
for the amendment to the ЬШ putting 
a tax on cotton and other articles, 
(Contending that their course was a 
radical departure from the tenets of 
democracy. Later in the day MV. 
Canton (Utah) proposed an amend­
ment, placing export bounty on agri­
cultural products. He spoke for two 
hours on the need of giving the far­
mer a share of the benefits of the tar-
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sugars.
Mr. Jones of Arkansas was recog­

Early to his remarks Mr. Jones re­
ferred to the unfairness of Mr. Ald­
rich’s statement in the sugar sched­
ule to speaking of the difference be­
tween German sugar and toe raw 
sugar coming into this country. The 
comparison was not a fair one. Mr. 
Jones contended, as the German 
sugars could not be compared,,to Am­
ericana When figuring on the amount 
that Should go to the refiners, the 
American article, raw and refined, 
must be considered rather than the 
German. With great emphasis Mr. 
Jones declared that he .proposed to see 
that there was some contention be­
fore German granulated was taken 
as the basis for finding the differential 
due to the refinery. ,

Mr. Jones insisted that the grades 
of sugar compared by Mr. Aldrich in 
his speech did not compare. He pro­
duced some samples which he ob­
tained from the New York custom 
house, including German and English 
standard sugars, and which he term­
ed the "Havemeyer sugar.”

“Any one can see at a glance,” said 
he, holding them up to the view of 
the senate, “that there is no sort of 
comparison between them.” Mr. Jones 
declared that the required price of 
the refined sugar upon which Mr. 
Aldrich based his calculations of 2.30 
cents was too low. It should have been 
2.66 he said. Still, taking Mr. Ald­
rich’s figures, Mr. Jones calculated a 
margin of from .43 to .53 of a cent per 
pound to the refiners. He announced 
that this schedule, which it was 
claimed gave less profit to the refin­
ers than the house schedule, would 
give a far greater profit than the 
house schedule, As tp the farmer^ 
the need was not for more farmers, 
but for a tariff which would no longer 
rob the farmers of what they have. 
Referring to any bill not giving ad­
equate relief to farmers, Mr. THlman 
exclaimed: “I am prepared to throw 
some rooks that will stagger some of 
you men." Mr. THlman when he re­
ferred at one point to the Chicago - 
platform declaration on the tariff, it 
brought Mr. Vest to (his feet in ex­
planation.

"Wilfrid Laurier, the Canadian pre­
mier, has given a new and somewhat 
dramatic turn to the talk of schethee 
of Imperial unity and agrandizement 

• of which the air in England Is very 
full just now.. Every other colonial 
premier now here, while overflowing 
with' expressions of loyalty, Is assur­
ing England of the dire consequences 
if she will not barter away her free 
trade In exchange for tariff prefer­
ences In colonial markets. The Duke 
of Devonshire’s speech at Liverpool on 
Saturday, following Mr. Chamber­
lain’s lukewarm attitude towards free 
trade, is Interpreted as Indicating the 
readiness of the imperial government 
to make some move to the direction 
of Imperial customs union when the 
question comes up to conference be­
tween Mr. Chamberlain and the pre­
miers. This may include duties on 
such foreign imports as wheat, flour 
and meat from America and the Ar­
gentine Republic as compete with the 
Candaian and Australian products.

“This was .part of Mr. Chamberlain’s 
zollverein idea. It Is at this interest­
ing moment that Mr. Laurier steps 
forward and decleares the zollverein 
to be mere protection, and asserts that 
protection, which has been the curse 
and bane of Canada, to be the great­
est possible mistake for England and 
the empire.

“Our tariff,” says Mr. Laurier; "we 
to Canada give you preference as » 
free gift. We ask nothing in return; 
we do not desire you to abandon the 
grand principles of free trade; we de­
sire rather to follow in your free trade 
lead, trading where trading is most 
natural. Protection must weaken you 
and bo hurt the empire and Canada 
as nart of it.”

Asked as to the Duke of Devon­
shire’s scheme of Imperial naval de­
fense, under which the West Indies 
are being fortified, Mr. Laurier said: 
"There is only one country with whom 
Oanada ever could be at war. That 
country is the United States, and war 
with the United States is a contin­
gency I refuse to discuss. Such a war 
would be not only a folly, but a crime. 
That being so, what need has Canada 
of great schemes of naval defense? 
W e are devoted to British rule and 
grateful' for It; but we are satisfied 
as we are until the need arises to the 
course of our national development 
for a change.”

These utterances, in view of Mr. 
Laurier’e precedence among colonial 
premiers, cannot fall to have great 
effect upon the imperial policy, which 
Is undoubtedly preparing for am im­
portant new departure.

An Unsuccessful Attempt to Assassinate Him

Paris, June 13.—An attempt was 
made today to assassinate M. Felix 
Faure, the president of the French re­
public, while he was en route to Long 
Champs to witness the Grand Prix. 
Whffle M. Faure’s carriage was pas­
sing a thtpkat near LaCaaoade res­
taurant, to the Bols de Bologne, a 
bomb, which subsequently proved to 
be a piece ct tubing, about six inches 
long and two Inches in diameter, with 
g thickness of half an Inch, charged 
With powder and swan Shot, exploded. 
No one was Injured by the explosion. 
A man was arrested suspected to be 
the prime mover. He gave his name 
as Gallet and made only the briefest 
replies to questions put to him by the 
police.

Gallet said he had no occupation, 
but resided at Levallote-Perre*. The 
news of the attempt spread like Wild­
fire through the city, and when M. 
Faure returned to the Elysee the 
streets along the route where It was 
known he would drive, were crowded 
with people, who cheered Mm vocifer­
ously.
