LONDON, March 7.—The only
portant new facts concerning'the sit-
uation in South Africa are .the Boer

WORRIED ABOUT DUTCH PRISONERS

CAPE TOWN, March 8.—The English au-
thorities here arse considerably worried over
the forthcoming trials of the colonial Dutch
prisoners, whom they designate as rebels.
They say that if these men are tried before
a jury in Cape Colony it will be impossible
to secure convictiom, as a;vast majority of
the residents aré Afrikanders. This is espe-
cially true of the ‘country -districts, .which,
are rabidly pro-Bner. Many of the English
cflivers and residents favor the appointment
by-the British house of commons of a spe-
cial judicial commisgion to try these cases.

OTTAWA, March 2.—It weculd have
veen worth a few thousand votes to
the -liberal ‘conservative party if the
vhole country could have witnessed
the sceme that occurred in the hous:
of commons last night. We have had
at various times somewhat abrupt
charges of ministerial policy, but
probably ‘the sharpest turn in the rec-
c¢rd of the administraticn was taken
yesterday under the direction of Mr,
i‘ieldir.g. It occurred lete in the even-
ing after a gocd de=al of discussion.
The house was in committee on the
resolution to provide for the Trans-
vaal approprietion. Among the pur-
roses for which the two million dollars
is required is that of providing for the
gifference between the rates of pay for
the force in Africa provided by the
imperial regulatiorns and the rates au-
{hcrized by the department of militia
of Canada. The explamation was that
the imperial govemment gave the men
imperial pay, and it was intended .to
advance enough to give the men Can-
adian pay.

At the beginning of the debate in
committee it was proposed that Camn-
ada should pay her men in Africa 50
cents per day, being the regular al-
lowance for Canadian  volunteers on
duty, and that if they received im-
perial pay it shculd be additional.
This was pressed by Mr.  McNeill
and others. Sir Louis Davies made the
first break. He astonished the house
by contemptuously infcrming Mr. Mc-
Neill that the government intended to
pay the men the full rate out of its
own exchequer. On Mr. McNeill’s ap-
peal, the mirister of militia stated
that the svldiers would only receive the
Capadian rate, and that it would in-
clude the British pay, Canada paying
cnly the difference. There was a good
deal of amusement, but Sir Louis
made the best of the case by assert-
ing with his usual confidence that this
is what he meant all the time. Inac-
curacy is one of the chsrecteristics of
the minister of manrine, and nobody
minds it, especially when he does not
know and flatly contradicts whatr he
bimseif has said a few minutes before.
It is a way he has, and there is a. com-
mon belief that he finds forgiveness
for this cless of cffence.

was hailed as a triumph for the gov-

ernment, and who was himself intro-
duced into the house by the master of
the administration.

Dr. Russ:ll’s speech was perhaps
th2 cleverest criticism of the opposi-

 tion that was made on his side of the

house. It was also perhaps the most
adroit defance of the government. And
at the clcse it was patriotic in tone
and characterized by remarkable felic-
ity in expression: The references to
Sir Charles Tupper and his supposed
attitude of old-time opposition to Can-
adian contributions to Imperial pur-
poses were not as ingenuous
as they were ingemious. What
Sir Charles may have said be-
fore confederation, when there was
no Dominion of CanaMa,  is hardly
to the purpose now. His arguments in
the Imperial Fedsration debates as to
whether Canada should make a regu-
lar fixed annual contribution in times
of peace for Imperial defence, is one
thing, and the question whether Can-
ada, should voluntarily in time of war
offer help to the Empire is another
story. But Dr. Russell makes them
all the same. As a matter of fact, so
long ago as 1896 the house of com-
mons unanimously adopted a resolu-
tion apnouncing the purpose of coming
to the defence of the Empire in any
emergancy. Therefore the situation
last autumn wus provided for by an
exprass daclaration of the Canadian
parliament.

Qur friends of the government press
aand some of the ministers of the
crown appear to be protesting against
what they are pleased to call & war of .
race ‘and religion. . All gcod citizens
wili Join in this plea, but it would be
much more satisfactcry. if 4he.parties
from whom the appeal comes would
ollow themselves to ke persuaded by
iheir cown argumernts. There is no rea-
son why peopls of all creeds and of
- the two principal races should not live
in bermony in this country. Neither
is there any reason why a particular
wace or a particular provirce should
be invited to join cne particular party.

But 'we ought to commence these
things at the beginning. The men who
Taise an agitation should be the last
to complain of the agitation they have
raised. A body of kind hearted peo-
ple once waitad upon a distinguished
statesman with a plea that capital
punishment for murder should be ab-
olished. He replied that he was quite
in sympathy with the desire t¢hat th2
serctity -of human life - should be
maintained, adding: “Let  'messieurs
the murderers begin.” It is time to
suggest that if there is damger of an
agitation threatening the harmony of
the different races and creeds in this
country, and if it is urged that this
state of affairs shculd cease, it seems
appropriate to ask the agitaiors to
Pegin the reform.

The late James R. Ruel has been so|
long the head of the customs depart-
ment at this port, and so long and in-
timately connected with some of the
important institutions of the city, that
it is hard to ‘realize we ghall see his
face no more. As collector of the port
he held the respect and esteem of the
business oomm-umit.y, whose members
always found him considerate and
obliging. He vus a hard worker and
a good citizen. His services in com-
nection with the free public library
were of great and lastng value, and to
his intelligent and unremitting in-
terest is 'in large measure due' the
systematic and steady work which in
recent years has so greafly improved
and beautified Ferntill. The City of
the Dead, where his remains will be
laid to rest, is. far immore heautiful be-
cause of his lakors and his gifts.

DEATH OF JAMES R. RUEL,

Collector, of Customs and Ome of St:
John’s Mogt Public Spirited Men.

By the dea.th of James R. Ruel, col-
leator of customs and registrar of ship-
ping, whiich tecok plece Thursday night,
St. John loses one of its most respect-

_ed citizens—a man who for a long term

of years was foremost in many of the
lines' of the higher activities.

He entered the
service of the city corpcration in the
common clerk’s office in July, 1839, and
became successively deputy common
clerk and clerk of 1the peace, auditor
cf county -and city accounts, chamber-
lain of the city and on November 1s¢,
1870, was appointed to the office of
ccellector of customs, which he held
till his death. During fourteen of the
years thai. Mr. Ruel was. connaocted
with the city corporation he was also
engaged in journalism, five years as
subreditor of -the Church Witness, a
paper devoted to the interests of the
Church of England, end nine years as
managing eaitor of the same paper.
During tuie latter veried his cembined
labors were very gieat, but by being
methodical and carefclly husbanding
s time he never failed tc be prompt in
his municipal duties or in the weekly
issue of his journal. He was one of
that class of men who rpreferred to
drve, rather than to be driven by, his
business. Mr. Ruel was actively con-
nected wihith St. John’s church from:
October, 1823, till his " last days,
2nd on its erection irto a separate
parish in 1853 he was elected a vestry-
man and vestry clerk and was one of
its ward:mas for over 20 years. On the
occasion of the movement for the con-
federation of the provinces he was
chairman of the British Ameritan as-
soctation, which was fcrmed at that
time to promote it, and in all questions
or projects to advarce tke welfarfe of
the. ¢ity of St. John he ever took a

-deep intercst.

To his efforts the Free Public lib-

rary chiefly owes its indtd#adion "and-

subsequent . success, and during the
Ikrg period in which he was chsirman
of the library board he spared reither
time ror money in the advancement of
that instituticn.

NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY.

The ragular monthly meeting of the
Natural History Society was held last
Tuesday, Dr. H. Geo. Addy, president.
in the dhair. Mrs. Eikin, Princess
street, was elected &n associate mem-
ber, and A. J. Hickman a correspond-
ing member. A suite of interesting
rhotographs of the Great Dinosaurs
was present2d by Mrs. G. F. Matthew,
president of the Ladies’ Association
on behalf 0 the Department of Ver-
tebrate Palaeontology of the Metro-
politan Museum of New York; three
Indian skinscrapers, presented by D.
Balmain, Indian Point, Queens Co.,
and the bowl of an Indian trade-pipe
of the 17th cantury, dug up near - the
0Old Fort, Carlston, was presented Ly
John Kerr; several donations to the
library were mreceived. Mr. Leavitt,
the treasurer of the society, announ-
ced that an anonymous donor had
come forward and had paid a bill of
$20.43 against the society, and that
two other mysterious donations of $10
each had been made to the funds. A
cordial vote of thanks was extended to
all these donors for itheir interest in
«nd generouvs support of the society.

Several interasting papers were pre-
sented: TFirst, by W. S. Butler of
Grand Lake, Q. C., on How Ic2 Acts
in Large Quantities. The writer spoke
of the rifits or cracks made on Grand
Lake in early winter and later, as the
ice becomes thicker, when it is heaved
up in tent Ilike protuberances or
“bursts,” often impeding travel. These
were perhaps due, ithe writer thought,
to alternate expansion and contrac-
tion. Arother point noted wds the
heaping of large masses of ice on the
northwestern shore of the lake.

Two papers were presenied by Prof.
W. F. Ganong, the first on the work
of Erosion in Rivers, the Nipisiquit
being taken as an example, and the
second on the Physiographic Origin of
cur Portage Routes. Both papers were
of great interest, especially to .he
geologist, some of the conclusions of
the geolegical survey being called in
question. *

C. F. B. Rowe read an interesting
paper on Salamanders, of which eleven
known species and varieties are found
in this province.. One of thes2, identi-
fied by Prof. Wilder of Smith’s’ Col-
lege, has b=2n added to the N. B. list
by Mr. Rowve. ‘'The paper recorded
many observations made hy the wri-
ter of the paper, who is an enthusi-
astic naturalist.

The society adjourned till Ffriday
evening, when a paper will be read by
Prof. John Davidson of the University
of New Brunswick, or. The Natural
History of Money. The public is in-
vited to heer the paper, which prom-
ises to be of great interest.

Exploslon Near the Entrance, Blocked up
. the -Opening and Demolished the
" Machinery and Air Pumps.

FIRE CREEK, W. Va., March 6.—
The nwcst disastrous mine explosion
ener known in the New River district
cccurred at the Red Ash mine shortly
after the miners went to work early
this morming. Although the most
heroic work of the rescuing party has
been going 'on incessantly all day, it is
impossible | toréght to estimate the
full extent of the loss of life and pro-
rerty. More than fifty dead bodies
have already been taken out, end the
number the dead may reach sev-
enty-five or more. It is thought to-
n'ght that at least 45 miners are yet
entombed in the wrecked mine.

The Red Ash mine is a large drift,
and the .explosion occurred near the
entramce, which was thus closed by
the falling slate, entombing a large
number of miners.

Relief parties from great distances
arrived as soon =as possible, State

of ‘experts and many workmen, has
been on the ground during the day,
rendering all assistance possible and
devoting ris attention more toward re-
lief than to an official investigetion as
1o the cause of the disaster.

The Ilarge, heavy =ides of the en-
trance were blowr out to some dis-
mgce, t8gether with a lot of other
hevy timbers. Even mules were
blown out to some distance. The force
of such an explosion caused an im-
mense falling of the slate end other
debris, so that the entrance was filled
up for a great distance, and the .diffi-
culties in Jiggirg through it caused
delay in the work of Trescue. As
many men as could work at one time
were digging away with all their might
aend were relicved in short relays by
other men, so as to expedite the work
cf rescuing as many as_ possible,

The first successful stnike of the
réscuers was abcut 10 a. m,, when ten
bclies were recovered. Seven of them
were already dead and tthe other. three
were dying. As the mines wer= locat-
ed at Qifferent places in the drift and
the explosion caused the falling slate
to bleckade the rcoms in cifferent
parts of the mine, the work of. rescue
n.et with cne great obsiruction after
pancther.

At the mcuth of the mine the scene
was beyond description. The wives
and children end dhe neighbors of
those who were known to be entombed
were there in full force, and ‘their
anxiety and distress were most in-
terse.

The wmine is one of the ilargest in
West Virginia and was very heavily
timbered in the different dnifts. It was
for this reaason feared that those who
had not been killed by falling debris
at the time of the explosion, would b2
pinifoned by thoss connected timbers
and suffer death from suffocation. Air
was forced into the mine by engines
on the surface, which kept working
after the explosicn, but it was found
that air could be pumped intd the
dnift for only a short distance, as the
ccal, stone and earth shut off all pos-
sibility of reaching ithe interior.

After the men got under headway
in the work of rescue, they reached
the first party in less than an hour,
but they met greater difficulties after
that time. It was then that telegrams
were sent to Montgomery, Charleston
and other pla.ces‘ for physicians, nur-
ses and caskets, but during the great-
er part of the day there was use oniy
for the caskasts. All work was stop-
ped in the surrounding mines of the
district and the people within a radius
of many miles assembled on the
grounds of the Red Ash company. Had
the accident occurrez an hour later
more would have been entombed in the
mine.

The estimates of the number in the
mine when the explosion occurred are
based on the number who entered at
7 o’dlock. The manager stated that by
8 or 8.30 there would have been twice
as many men in the mine.

The population of this mining villagae
is only 500. All are miners and the
calamity will reach almost every little
hous2 in the mining town. None of
the people have been at their homes
during the day, but they have remain-
ed around the mine. Food was liber-
aily supplisd to the relays of workmen
in the reszuing party, but many of
the women who could get no word of
comfor?, r2fused to eat or to go to their
homes.

At a late hour tonight tae most re-
liable estimate obtainable puts the
number of viectims at 125. The capa-
city of the mine is 175, but there have
been only 130 on the pay rolls so far
this month, and it is stated that near-
ly all of these were in the mine at tha
time of the explosion. The managet,
superint:mdent, bosses, bcokkeepers and
others are very busy with the force of
rescuers, but at the same time they
are all very reticent as to the extent
of the casualtiess and any other in-
formation regarding the disaster. So
far as cauld be learned there are 37
dead bodies in the village tonight that
have been taken from the mine dur-
ing the day, and there are’also parts
of human hodizs at different places.

nished. The auditor general’s report
was only given to the ‘house some 48
Fours ago, and as a ccmsequence hon.
members had not had time to study
its contents, and were therefore mot
in a position to know the true finan-
cial pogition of the country. Some
vears ago the fiscal year closed on
December 31st. Legislation was passed
changing the fiscal year from that
date to October 31st. One reasdon was
given for the change was that the
report of the auditor general amd
other reports would by the new ar-
rangement be placed on the ‘table of
the house immediately after the open-
irg of the sessiomn. If that was the
reascn the résults have not justified
ihe change, pacause, as he had said,
the house has had to wait for the audi-
tor gemeral’s report, as well as other
reports, until within the last couple
of days.

DIFORE THIX HOUSE IS ASKED
to go into committee of supply. The
-t of the auditor gemeral is not
arranged, nor printed, in a wajy calcu-
lated to give much information. A
distinguished writer has said that lan-
guage was given to conceal thought.
He could say that the auditor gen-
eral's report of the province of New
Brunswick was arranged for the pur-
pose of not giving, but concealing and
denving information. The report,
which at no time had given very much
information as to the finrancial con-
diticn of the province, has been very
much curtailed during the past few
vears. In 1896, as would be seen by
reference to page 227, there was a full
and detailed statcment in <he audifor
general’'s report of the interest on
provincial debentures. That statement
showed th2 interest on the debentures
irsted in ocmnection with the, Central
Railway, the Gramnd Southern the
Carajuet and all other railways., It
showed that when the interest was
due and the amount in each case. The
report of that year, as would be seen
by reference to rage 236, had a state-
ment of all the provincial debentures,
the statement showing the date of the
bhends, tre date of issue, the number
ind series, the rate of interest, the
umcunt of issue, the principal . pay-
chle, the legislative autherity under
vhich the bonds were issued, what
the bonds were issved in aid of, the
debentures redeemed, as well as those
cutstanding, and, in addition, general
remarks on the subject. - This was
impcrtant infermation.  During the
past two years there was no Such in-
formation either with respect to the
interest on provincial bonds or to the
provincial bonds themselves. If hom.
membters weuld turn to page 84 of the
auditor general's report of tlis year
they would find that the interest om
bonded debt was placed at $117,566.85.
This was given in a lump sum, and
{thcre was no infomafion to show to
-vhat account the interest was charg-
ed. A reference to page 97 of last
year's auditor gemeral’s report shows
that the omly irformadion given with
Tespect y) debentures redeemwed wWus
that the amount of debentures re-
deemed under act of legislative as-
stmbly was $421,506. There were no
details at all given, and mot a word
appeared respecting cutstanding de-
bintures. ‘This information is denied
the house and country, and the omly
way that a member could obtiain such
information was to move a resolution
asking that it should be brought down.
The hon. provincial secretary had
viven what he no doubt considered a
rretty full exposition of the finances
i 1the province, and had congratulat-
ed himsself upcn the cperations of the
rast year.

much more in debt than we were at
thé close of the fiscal year in 1898,
‘The net debt in 1898 was $2,621,887.26,
and in 1399 the met debt was $2,736,-
298.19, meking the ihcrease already
mentioned of $114,430.93. The bonded
debt in 1898 was $3,012,113.33, and in
1899 the bomded debt was $3,078,846.66,
or an lincrease during the year of $76,-
733.33. The gross debt in 1898 was $3,-
198,859.31, and in 1899 the gross debt
was $3,224,986.21, an ‘increase during
the year of $126,126.90.

While the provincial aecrettary
claimed @ surplus of $14,695 on  the
vear’s operation, he believed it would
be impossible to figure out any sur-
plus at all if all bills due at the end
of the fiscal year had been paid. When
he heard the statement of the prowin-
cial eecrstary today, his mind was
carried back 4o the time that he was
a reporter on the floors of this house,
and when the public debt was at that
time comsiderad to be a most serious
matter, but in comparison to what it
is today it was then jnsignificant. The
present minister of railways and
canals,

THE HON. MR. BLAIR,

when ho was in opposition in this
hiouse, considered the debt to be an
enormous affiair, and yet it was mmng
compared to the prasaat debt. The
net debt of the province on October
31, 1884, was $767,697.12. The: net debt
at the close of the fiscal year 1899 was
$2,736,298.19, showing an increase aof
$1,978,601.07, or an waverage increase
per year since 1884 of ebout $125,000.
The provinaial secretary said he did
not intand to institute a comparison
between the expenditures of this gov-
ernment and of the old administra-
tion. It was fortunate for the hon.
gentleman that he had not undentaken
such a companson. It was said that
companisons are odious, and the cor-
reotness of that statememt would be
very apparent had the provineial sec-
retary attempted the effort. On a for-
mer occasion he (Hazen) had spoken
of the large amount of revenue avail-
able to this governmemt that had mnot
been awvailable to the government pre-
vious to 1883. He was not now going
into details of ithese increased rev-
enues, amd would content himself by
stating that ‘the additicnal revenue
had in a large measure come from
the taxation measures of this govern-
ment, such as the succession duties,
liquor license -f2es, taxes on incor-
ponated companias.and the fees from
letters patent.  They had also received
large sums from.the crown lands by
reason of the increased stumpage, and
had enjoyed very additional revenus
i by reascn ©f the increase in the
! emounts obtain2d from Ottawa in con-
{ sequence of the redistnibution and be-
cause of the incraase in popuiation.
'The total increase’in revenue enjoyed
by this government over what the old (
government received was $144,000 per |
i vear, and notwithstanding this fact,
they had added $125,000 to the perma-
nent debt every year since 1884. This
voas a'very sericus matter, a condi-
tion of things that required the best
attention of the representatives of the
people. Our revenues are ,&’arg*e»ly
fixed, and while there may be an oc-
casional year when the territorial rev-
enue is much largar than usual, yet
we must not lose sight of the fact that
our revenues are not elastic end that
the condition of the provinee calls for
the most prudent mamagement on the
part of the government. If it had not
been for the much lower rate of in-
terest since this government came
into power their management would
have adied most serious burdens to
those already borne by the provinca.
The provincial secretary had claimed
a surplus of $14,000 on last year’'s
oparations, but if that staxement were
correct the result was due more to
good luck thamn good management on
the part of the government or the pro-
vincial secretary. The provincial sec-
retary had
NOT BEEN VERY CORRECT

in many of his estimates for the year
1899. On termitonial revenue he had
estimated $190,000. The actual receipts
were $184,984.50, showing an amount of
over $5,000 lass than estimated. He
had -estimeted from Iliquor licenses
$21,500. The actual receipts were $20,-
743.32, or $756.68 less than estimated.
On miscellaneous ftems $133.08 iless
than estimated were obtained, and no
part of the fishery license estimate
of $8,000 was realized. The total sum
of thege items was $13,905.26 less than
estimated. Then, on the other hand,
he received in connection with other
estimates $17,570.60 more than was es-
timated, and ithis included §15,232.70
more for succassion «duties than had
been estimated. If it had not bcen for
this very large-item of over $15,000 on
account of succession duties more
than was estimatad; if it had not been
that a very wealthy man had died
beflars the close of the fiscal year, and
his estate adding some $24,000 to the
revenue of the country, ithe provinciil
secretary’s surplus of iover $14,000
would have been @a deflcit of some
$10,000. We find the refund wof $8,000
on account of fishery licenses in this
vear's estimates, but he nvould advise
the provincial seeretiary mot to count
too much upon having the amount
paid in anything like the near future.
As he had said, the showing of the
provincial secretary was more the re-
sult of good luck than good manage-
ment, and as we were sailing close to
the wind, it was necessary that the
greatest possible economy should be
shown (in the management of ‘the
finances of the country. It was abso-
lutely necessary that all possible sav-
ing should be made in the controllable

hire under the circumstances.

WHEN IT 1S OONSIDERED
that a codch is fumished for the use
of members of the legislature for $5
per day daring  the &itting w©of the
house, it will 'ba observed that the
magnificent equippaaes furnished by
Mr. Edwards cost the province a good
round sum. The accounts also
ed that ithe member for Kings (M-
ley) had been paid $50 for ome service
and the sum of $350 '‘for his work in
conneation with the Bastern Extension
claatm._ It also appeared that Mr. Lian-
dry was paid $100 for tramslating the
debates  intdo French, and that Mr.
Vientot had been paid $200 for a simi-
lar gervice. He doubted the propriety
of paying individwal members of the
house for services, and said it was a
question whether it was not infring-
irg upon the rules of the house. In
most partiaments sudh action  wonld
certalinly be an infringement upon the
independence of parliament act. If
the province was to pay for the trans-
lation of debates it was not  right
that the momey . should be paid for
translations for papers not published
in the province, amd he believed that
one wof the items that he had spoken:
of was for the tramslating of the de-
bates for a paper published in  the

province of Nova Scotia. If the

money was spent in order to give our
Aicadian citizens information as  to
wihat was going on im the legislative
assembly of New Brumswick, then such
a, papar as the Moniteur Acadien, with
its large circulation and. influence,
should be put om @t least as good a
footing as the Evangeline, published
in the province of Nova Scotia, which
he. had . reasomn to belizve had.only. a
limtited circylation im fthis province
compared with the Moniteur Acadien..
The $200 given to Mr, Veniot was for
the translation wof the debates for
publication in a paper at Bathurst.
The money seemed 'to have been ex-
rended more ‘with the idea of getting
vetes for the government than in the
public interest. The accounts showed
that the Fredericton Gas Co. had
been paid $1,355 last year, as’ com-
pared with $419 paid ‘the previous
vear, and 'last year’s accounts show
that $399.81 of the amount paid the
Fredericton Gas Co. was for .the guar-
ter ending May 1st, 1898. There should
ke some explamation as to why this’
amount had not been paid in 1898. 1t
appeared that the sum of $698 was paid
for sorting out papers, but no explan-
ation was made with respect to the

{ matter. By reference to the Auditor

General’s Report, page 49, it appeared
that S. D. Simmons was paid $60 for
services night sessions. There was no
explanation of ‘this item, amd if it
was for ‘work in conmnection with re-
portirg the night sessions, this amount
should have been paid by the official
reporter. TUnder the heading of exe-
cutive government the travelling ex-
penses of members were placed at
$240.
THEN THERE WERE ITEMS

of $450, as the travelling expenses of
the attorney general, $800 as travelling
expenses for the provincial secretary,
and $770 as the travelling expenses of
the surveyor gemeral. The account
shows that in addition to the travelling
expenses of $800 laest year for the pro-
vincial secretary, there were items of
$260 and $500 on account of the travel-
ling expanises of the provincial secre-
tery for 1898. No refercnce was made
to the trmavelling expemnses of the chief
commissioner of yublic works, but he
assumed that these apreared in con-
nection with ‘the miscellanecus ex-
penses of the department of public
werks.  Why did not the total travel-
ling expenses of the prowvincial secre-
tary for 1898 appear in the accounts of
that year, and why was it that the
travelling expenses of the present pro-
vincial secretary cost the province
$800, while the travelling expenses of
the late Hcon. Mr. Mitchell while -he
was provincial secretary amounted to
crly $250 ? ‘There wes nc reason why
there should be such great difference
in the amount paid Mr. Mitchell and
Mr. Tweedie on account of travelling
experses. Some reason for this grsat
differerce shculd be given, as it was
unreasorable that the precent pro-
vincial secretary’s travelling expenses
should exceed those of the Hom. Mr.
Mitchell by the matte of three to one,
and why was- it that the amount
charged by the present provincial sec-
retary for travelling expenses was
carried over in a large part from 1898
to 1899 ? 'Whas it that he did mot wish
to swell the over-expenditure of 1898 ?
The total travelling expenses of mem-
bers of the executive for the year
amounted to the ' encrmous sum of
$4,700, and that did not include the
travelling expens:s of the chief com-
missioner, which, placed at $800 more,
would make a total of $5,500, and this
was an amount far more than the ser-
vices warrant. Pessing on we find
under ‘the head of miscellaneous items
the sum of $150 reid Mr. Skinner for
services, and another amcunt paid Mr.
Friel for services in 1898, and then
there were sums of smalleu' amounts
in connection with succession duties.
This was work that might be fairly
done by the law officers of the crown.

. HE HELD IN HIS HANDS

a memoranda furnished by a reput-
akle printing establishment in this
/province showing that at least 10 per
cent could be saved to the province
cn the maitter of public printing if a
different systen ' prevailed from the
preseni. If the work was put up  to
competition instead of giving it to
political favorites, as is the case at
rresent.  The memoranda which . he
-had showed the cost of printing of
some of the public reports for the
vear 1896. The public health report
rad cust $387.05. According to his
memoranda the ccst of the 1,200 of
this repert stiould have been $235 in-
stead: of the $387. The auditor gen-
eral’s repcrt,. 2,000 copies, which cost
the province $1,085, should have cost
$600. The bamard of works repont,
which: cost $336 for 1,200. copies, sheuld
have cost $168, The agricultural re-
pert, 2,800 copies, which cost $1,169,
should have cost $716. The educational
report, 2,000 copies, which cost $1,259,
should have ccst $624. The surveyor
general’s report, 2,600 copies, cost the
province in 1896 the sum of $354, and
should have cost cnly $208.. The lunatic
esylum: report, 1,000 copies;.which cost
225, should have ccst but $90. These
various reports in 1896 had cost a total
of $4,047.11, and, according to the me-
momanda, which he held: in his . hand,
the total cost shoiild have bezn $2,641,
which would show a sawving of more
than 40 per cent to the province. hie
memoranda which he had read-was
sccompanied by a letter from the pub-
lishing house offering to. do the work
at .he lesser amount named. In this
letter the following statement was
made : “Books arrived ' yesterday,
roon, and we have gone over them
pretty carefully. In making up the
estimates the figures given show a
good profit, and which we would be
glad to do the work for. Auditor gen-
eral’s report, 2,000 copies, 306 pages,
would: be printed for $600; could be
made nearly a third less pages if in
smaller type, such as is used in the
Gominicn: auditor geneial’s report. As
it is, it is: spread too much and could
ke put in 12 or 15 pages less if type
were put more closely together; is
clearly spread out to make more
pages. Public health report, 1,200
copies, 140 pages, could be printed for
$235. This is also spread out teo mucl,
though not more than =iz or So pages
could be waved. Board of works re-
rort, 1,200 copies, 108 pages, could be
printed fer $168. At least 16- or more
rages could be saved if properly print-
ed. Agricultural report, 2500 copies,
208 peges, worth for printing $566,
binding $150, making a total of $716.
This report is also -teo loosely set.
Educational report, 2,060 copies; 276
pages, worth $624, well printed. Crown
land report, 2,000 ccpies, 106 paggs ;
werth $208. Report lunatic asylum,
1,000 copies, 64 frages, wonth $90 ;
lengthened out too much; ecould be,
made at least 12 pages less. As men-
tioned before, these prices are first
class. Money could be made by de-
ducting ten per cent frecm the figures
we give.” Here we have an offer to
do for $2,641 work which cost the prov-
ince upwards of $4,000.

THERE WA3 NO REASON
why the public printing should not be
pat up for public competition, and
under this system thousands of del-
lams could be saved to the province.
Allthough the rate of postage had been
raduced recently, we find the postage
in connection with the public offices
of this province had only been re-
duced the past year by the small sum-
of $27. While this government went
into office with a declaration that they
wiould be economical, t:he record shows
that they have not carried out their
promises in this regard. The expenses
of many of the departments have
very greatly increased@ during the past
several years. In 1892 the wsalaries
paid in the public works department
aggregated $3,300, and last year the
salary list an that department amount-
ed to $6,870. Why should there be this
great increase of $3,570 in the éxpenses
of the pmublic. works department? The
only additional work on the depart-
ment was in connecfion with the pre-
panation of plamns for the permanent
bridges, end that could not possibly
justify such an enormous increase in
the expenses of the department. What !
-was said with respect to the office of

chief commissioner could also be saill
with respect to the experses of the
provincial seerstary’s office. In 1891
the salarias in connsction with the
provincial secretary’s office amountec
to- $3,456, while the salary list in that
offica last year was $5,800. It is not
desirable that these salarvies should go
on increasing in this way, and it was

mecessary in the public dnterest that

a.tot.alotu,aziunda' this iteu::
