Smithveille, Duwn East, in the State of
Muine, April, 20, 1889,

Dear Gineral Morris—Y ou can't think
what rejoicings there is in Smithville.
The war in our disputed territory is all
over § and Sargent Johnson and his com-
pany and my son Johin has got back, and
nobody killed, and only one wounded,
and that lmur Billy Wigaius, that had his
leg broke by the moose that my son John
told about in his last letter.

But from the time which I have specified, when
the College first commenced operations nnder ite
present Charter, several of our lending men— espe-
eially in one branch of the Legislature—have con-
stantly il d a strange disy ionto pull down,
what they had themeelves assisted to build up. Lhe
endowment of the College they have been constant-
ly complaining of as excessive,~—all these who have
been entrusted with the management of its concerns
have been subject to censure and detraction ;—
and every species of agitation has been encouragad,
if not wilfully stirred np, against its interests,—
What was the true motives of this change of con-
duet, every one must judge for himsel.  But never
surely was there seen in the worlil another case of
equal inconsistency.

Whilst on the subject of Municipal authority, we |
may as well nmne, that it has often heen suggested |
to us, the propriety of our Corporate Body. enact- |
ing some Laws for the regnlation of wages to be |
given to daily labonrers, to prevem the extortionate
and almost incredible demunds now made upon |
the citizens by that class of pescons. I the Corpo- |
ration deemed it prudent to ensct Laws for the re- |
anjating of Cartmen, and others. to prevent their ]
demanding improper snms for their Iaboars ; it |
surely, iust be also m.culnbl.'nl upon them to pro-
teet the eiiizens from the exorbitant demands made
by daily laigurers,
abliged to obtain
from the Corporation, and then be made subject to
an appointed scale for the price of their labours ;
we can not see any just reason, why the daily In
botrers who in general have not obtained their free-
dowm, shouid be allowed to frame their own scale of
wages, without the interference and proper regu-
lations of the City amhorities.

Sin~—Having observed by a lwte St. John paper.
that your attention, ax President of the late Clom
ber of Commerce of Halifax, was solicited by the |
merehants of St. John to the expediency of devising |
some plan of co-nperation between the two Provin-
ces—for the purpnse of opening a divect commmni-
cation with Hahfax, from Annapolis throngh the
Dalh ie Settflement, I am ind 4 to offor you a
few observations that may probably induce yon fo
fake a favonrable view ol the subject. Jt may not,
perhaps. be ninknown to you that a plan was pro-
posed last year, by some person fotally wnacquain-
ted with the matter, of making the lower point of
Granville the place 1o which the Mails wonld be
brought daily from Halifax and St. John—and that
from thenee a daly Staze wonld ran to Halfax. |
Independant of the eirenmstance of the lower part }
of Granville being frequently blocked np withy ice |
for weeks together, (thereby preventing the ap-
pronch of any vessel to the shore,) throngh the |
whole distarice, from the Gut to the Upper part of |
the Fownship of Granville, the snow falls to such a
height, from the shelier afforded by the vieinity of
the Granville Mountain, for days together it 19
impassible antil broken ont.
