APPEALS ARE IN VAIN

\ to Intervene, Says it is Out-
side His Duties to Do Any-
thing of Kind,

and High Sheriff of Dublin visited the
American Consulate today in connec:
tion with the Irish hunger strike. The
consul informed them that he had no
power in the matter, and referred
them to John W. Davis, the American
Ambassador at London. The Lord
Mayor then telegraphed Mr. Davis ask-
fag his intervention.

London, Apnil 13—Acting Lord
Mayor O'Neill, of Dublin and High
SherMt McWater, appealed ineffactual-
ly today to John W. Davis, the Ameri-
can Ambassador, after they had flaf:
ed to persuade the American Consul
&t Dublin to intervene for the Irish
hunger srikers.

Ambassador Davis, in reply, tele
graphed: My powers do not extend to
any representations except on behalf
of citizens of the United States.”

London, April 13—(By the A. P.)—
Indication that the government will
firmly resist yielding on the question
of liberating the Irish hunger strikers
was the outcome of a debate started
in the House of Commotis today by T.
P. O'Connor, Nationalist, supported by
John R. Clynes and other labor mem:
bers, .

Barlier in the session, Andrew
Bonar” Law, the government leader,
admitted that many of the Irish pris
ioners both at Mount Joy, Dublin, and
in English institutions, are being de«
tained without charges having been
preferred against them, and with no
plans to bring them to trial going for-
ward. Mr. Bonar Law was feplying to
questions and added t under exist:
ing conditions in Ireland, where mur
der was so rife, it was necessary for
the protection of lives of persons to
be arrested on suspicion.

During the day's debate Mr. Clynea
pointing out the danger of labor dis
turbances dn Ireland, spreading to
England, urged that the arrested men
be tither tried or subjected to special

Sir Donald MacLean, Nationalisa
“Leader member, also supporting Mr.

Connor, the Irish Leader, complains
ed that prisoners without trial are be-
ing treated as condemned criminals,

. and he advocated the appointment of
a committee to dnvestigate each case
as was done after the rebellion oy
1916.

Dennis Penny for the government
said that the question was not.one of
party politics but elementary civiliza
tion. The government, he said, was
unable to bring the men to trial be
cause any suspected of being given
evidenco would later be found shot.

Ten thousand Irish constabulary are
no longer able to maintain order with:
out ald from military, he declared,
pointing out that in the course of a
single night, there were sufficient at
tacks on barracks in Ireland to re
r;h-o the existence of 25,000 men un-

er arms., Mr, Bonar Law reiterated
that there was no possibility of tho
@overnment changing its decision and
thet any sign of weakness In this ma»
ter would only aggravate the situa
tion.

Dublin, April 13—7Two of the prison
ers in Mount Joy have been released
because the military authorities de
clared not to prosecute them, One ot
them was a hunger striker, but it 1
officially declared that this was mere-
1y incidental and does not affect the
original situation. The executive of
the lrish Trade Union Congress has i ¢
sued an appeal to the workers ot
Great Britain urging “if they have the
spirit of free men let them prove 11
by resolutely supporting the Irish
workers.”

Dublin, April 13—The strike which
began today in Ireland, except in
Ulster, in sympathy with the political
prisoners here and elsewhere was &
general one.

At first it was intended as a one-
day demonstration, but a manifesto is-
sued y by the ‘Trades Union Con«
gress and the Labor Parby calls for
its continuance indefinitely,

The manifesto exhorts all eitizens to
assist in' preserving perfect order. It
says the strike i3 a solemn protest on
which the lives of men are dependent,
and that no occasion should be given
the military for an outbreak  of vio-
lenge.

The strike could not have been more
complets. All kinds of business was
suspended, The banks and the stock

» exchange here which managed to keep
open during the antkeconscription
strika were compelled to close. Hven
the offiges of the government depart.
ments found, it impossible to carry on
their work.

Crowds of visitors who came to Dub-
in for the Punchestown races were
marooned in hotels where they were
compelled to cook their own food and
make their own beds,

A few of the large hotels tried to
keep open but they were picketed and
obliged to close their doors,

Up to & late hour this evening mo
disorders anywhere had been reported.
Thousands of persons in Dublin still
were carrying on demomstrations out-
side the Mount Joy Prison. Barbea
wire e lements had been erected
there to prevent accees to the prisoa.
During the day airplanes sailed over
the crowds at times, almost touching
the wouse tops.

Who Followed, Claimed That
if More Stumpage Was De-
manded, Teachers Could be
Paid Better Salaries.

Fredericton, N. B, April 13—The
Migister of Public Works was the big
nolse d@t today's session of the Legls-
lature, No member of any govern-
ment even attempted to shoulder such
responsibilities as did the Hon. Peter
Veniot. He it is who assumes the
onus of the big deficit of over $300,000
for the fiscal year ending in October.
The Minister has sent broadcast the
information that he would satisfactor-
ily explain in detail the expenditures
which has brought on the huge deficit,
The public has patiently awaited the
appearance on the floor of the cham-
ber the Minister who was to enlighten
the public on’his reckless extraveg-
ance.

The Minister was given a glorious
opportunity to square himself with
the people but he failed fo rise to the
oceasion. The Minister of Public
Works s sometimes referred to as he-
ing bombastlc. His tactics of today
would bear out that statement. He
was loud of voice but lamentably weak
in his logic. He certainly deter-
mined to leave his mark in Legislative
halls, if not by his deeds of statesman«

ip then by his acts as he certainl»
left the imprint of his massive fist
upon his innocent desk. The Minister
evidently believed all he said whether
anybody else did or not.

The Minister in the beginning of his
debate on the Budget, spent consider-
able time in laudation of his own
works. Besides boing convineed that
he is a great man he

s nationality and his

one disputes his claim to the latter
glory, many will question his claim
however, to greatness. He surprised
all who heard him by telling the mem.
bers that his road building was of
such a high standard that it had been
accepted by the Dominion Governmeny
as the method to be employed by them
in the future. The Hon. Peter bee
lieved this. No one else seemed to taxe
it seriously. To justify his extravag-
ant expenditure in 1road work he ar-
tempted to bluff his hearers into the
belief that New Brunswick had better
roads, more substantial and more at-
tractive than the highwayvs of the bor-
der state of Maine.

He would have the hon. mem-
bers to understand that he had done
considerable work in Queens county.
He had caused the alder bt
disappear from the highws:

the sun could. shine in, and he haa
also built a beautiful road to the front
door of the residence of the Speaker
of the House,

After passing the customary con-
gratulatioms to previous speakers,
Mr. Young, of York, entered into a

Harvard Athletic
Outlook Brightens

»

Cambridge, Mass., April 7.—~What is
the matter with Harvard track and
field athletics? asked Crimson enthu-
slasts in the winter of 1817, a question

long in the minds of many but never
expressed openly. A graduate and
student committee appointed to in-
vegtigate had its deliberations cut
short by the declaration of war. Dur-
Ing the present week attention has
been attracted to renewal of the task,
and on the initiative of the advisory
track committee of graduates Dr.
Charles Whelan of Boston has been
appointed supervisor of track athletics
with carte blanche orders to remedy
existing conditions and arrange to
build a Harvard system, in track
which will be stable, successful and
permanent. :

Since 1913 Harvard has not had a
track record to be proud of. In ele-
ven official meets the Crimson is able
lo show only three victories. The
first of the four duel meets with Cor-
nell turned out to be a victory, but
Harvard has been able to defeat Yale
only once in six attempts. Prince-
ton defeated both the Elis and Har-
vard triangularly two years ago, but
the Crimson team inagurated track re-
lations between themselves and the
Tigers by scoring a fine victory in the
Stadium last June,

Harvard has not won an intercollegi-
ate championehip since 1906. Twice
its teams have toen able 1o gat ses-
ond place and twioa foursh, In 1916
the best the Harvard team could do
was eighth.

Every now and then someone arises
to give us figures to show that within
a comparatively short time we shall
have no more pulp wood avallable for
paper making.

Fisheries Are 'Being De-
stroyed to Detriment of
Future Generations,

That the herring and lobster fisier-
fes are being destroyed to the detri-
ment of future generations is the opin-
fon of E. C. Bowers, the well known
fish merchant from Westport across
the bay.

“It was' thought by many,” he said,
“that the herring was so numerous
that it was impossible to deplete them,
but the rips and shoals where herring
abounded in unknown quantities fifty
years ago are now almost barren of
these fish.”

As regards the lobster fisheries Mr,
Bowers says its depletion has been a
serious matter, and that attempts to
stop the yearly destruction of imma-
ture lobstens by the hundreds of mil-
lions have proved abortive,

After the State of Maine prohibited
the canuaing of lobsters the canning
industry was largely developed in
Nova Scotia, and in some pants of the
coast the lobsters have been practi-
cally exterminatedf. Drastic measures
will be necessary to reestablish the
lobsters in many parts of Nova Scotia,
but the public ane indifferent.

High speed is on direct ‘drive, wiich
means that the drive-shaft to the rear
wheels revolves at the same speed
as the engine crank shaft.

‘When the clutch-pedal is pushed
down (or “out,” in automobile par-
lance) the engine is = disconnected
from the transmission, which:. re-
leas®a the pressure of the gear teeth
against each other and allows the
gears to be shifted easily. The lower
end of the shift lever connects with
the gear shifting forks, which are
so arranged®as to push the gears for-
ward and backward on the ' square
main shaft in order to make the dif
ferent gear combinations.

Here is the whole secret of suc-
cessful gear changing. The two
gears about to be meshed should be
revolving slowly and as nearly as»
possible at the same rate of speed.
If one of the gears: is revolving
much faster than the other it is im-
possible to shift them without a
clash. 1t is therefore a mistake
to let the gar gain too great a speed
before shifting into a higher com-
bination. 3

Now. when the car is under way
pull down the hand throttle and
take your foot off the accelerator so
that the emgine idles slowly, throw
out the clutch, pull the lever from
first- speed, then clear to the left and
into second speed Let the clutch
in gently and push down the acceler
ator until the car attains a speed ot
eight to ten miles an hour, when the
clutch should again be disengaged,
the foot removed from the ac r
ator and the lever pulled straight
back into high position. All these
motions should be made deliberately
and without haste. Usually, the
driver is in too much of a hurry to
make the shifting smooth, Don’t
grasp the lever tightly in your hand

quiockly and firmly in all speeds.

Shifting from high to second or low
speed is just the reverse of these mo-
tions, except in the handling of the
accelerator. The principle of the
thing is to make the shiftes quickly
and firmly as posesible, so as not to
let the gears slow down. The clutch
pedal must only bé pressed down far
enough to barely release the clutch.

Never attempt to put the shift lover
in reverse nor shift from reverse to &
forward speed until the car is at stand-
still. If you do, an enormous strain
is thrown upon the entire mechanism.

In starting the car on & steep
hill, hold down the brake with the
right foot, put the shift lever.in first
speed and use the hand throttle to
gét away, releasing the brake slowly
as the engine takes up the load; and
when starting down a grade put the
lever in first or high speed and let
the anomentum of the car start the en-
gine. This economizes upon the bat-
tery and does not injure the car.

It vou foliow the above rules aud
counsclentiously study the peculipri-
ties of your own particular car (for
every car has its own likes and dis-
likes exactly as would a horse) you
will soon become an expert driver
and operate your car automatically
and with preeision, Try it and see.

Rapids—Much Quicker De-

livery Possible.

The Vote Against
Abutters’ Tax Bill

Some Speculation as to What
the Effect Will beUpon the
Local Improvement Act
Now on the Statute.

There is some speculation as to
what will be the effect of the vote
against the abutters’ tax bill upon the
local improvement Act now upon the
statute books, which provides that on
petition of a certain per centage of
abutters willing to pay half the cost
the city council may go, ahead and
pave a street and charge the other
half to general assessment. Some
people say the result of the plebiscite
shows that the rate payers do not
want the city to carry out a permanent
paving programme of any oonse-~
quence; others declare that it will
force the city council to repeal the
present local improvement Act ana
make it a tanget for demands for per-
manent paving from all sections of
the city. It is even suggested that
those who have paid a share of the
cost of permanent pavement under the
old act will now demand their money
back. But possibly the city fathers
will not be in a hurry to repeal the
old act, if only because it will offer
them a bulwark against demands for
permanent paving in residential
streets.

The plebiscite would seem to show
that the landlords have considerable
influence in the city. Every landlord
will now be able to shift any increase
in taxes upon the tenants.

“If Mackenzie King can put it over
there will be a general election this
year,” said @ business man from Mon-
treal, who intimated that he had a
private wire attached to some of the
inner circles of politics, and had ewi-
dently some knowledge of the ropes
left doose by the prohibition imspec-
tors. “How can the Opposition leader
put it over?’ asked the reporter.

“Well if he can command his fol-
lowers he cam hold up supply as the
Canservatives dil to Laurier im 1911,"
answered the Montrealer.

“Maybe you have heard that the
Liberal Panty got hold of a consi id-
erable bumch of money not so long
ago.

lion Years.

Paris, April 12— There's no need to
worry about the end of the world for
another ten thousand million years,
according to Charles Nordmann, the
well-known scientific writer. Basing
his opinion on the latest researches,
M. Nordman states that the rays ot
the sun, the soutoe of all terrestrial
lite, should last at least 10,000,000,000
more years, unless there is a colliston
between the solar body and another
planet.

Two famous savants, Hermoltz and
Henrl ' Polncare, estimated that the
sub would have burned itself out with-
in eight milllon years, but the recent
discovery that the solar mass contains
immense deposite of radium meens
that the sun’s heat will have a vastly
greater duration.
