Instead of large vessels coming here
for loads of lumber there will be no-
thing but woodboats engaged in the
When larger vessels come
here with freight, and take shooks for
the West Indies, they will be forced to
call at some United States port and re-
ceive their deck-loads, as the business
will not pay unless the vessels are fully
loaded. . This method of evading the
law will be expensive and annoying, but
the law must and will be evaded or
our shook trade will suffer severely. An-
other.evasion will be the elevation of
the main rail of vessels designed especi-
ally for the business. One St. John
paper, ignorant of the damage threat-
ened by the vexatious restrictions -in
the bill, praised Mr. Mitchell and Mr.
Domville very highly for their attempt
to drive the commerce of this port to
the United States, but we hope its eyes
have been opened to the true - character
of the measure andthat it will now exert
itself for the defeat of the proposed

“The Council of the Board of Trade
will meet this afternoon, and adopt re-
solutions and prepare documents for
They will
ghow that neither loss of life nor ship-
wreck has been cccasioned for years
by the earrying of deck-loads from this
port, and that there is a wide differ-
ence between the vessels engaged in
our West India trade and the old over:
oaded hulks that have been lost be-
tween Quebec and England. Our ves-
gels.are built especially for carrying
deckloads, the waterways of some of
«our sehooners being three times as large
ag those of the largest ships, and the fa-
cility with which deck loads may be
thrown over has saved two of our ves-
gels {from [grinding [to pieces on rocks
where the carrying of the load has en-
dangered one. There is the barque J.
F. Whitney, for instance, a new Nova
Seotiabarque belonging to Hon Dr.Tup-
per and others, that recently got on the
Gingerbread Ground, Bahama Islands,
on her voyage to Havana with shooks.
Her bottom would have been ground
out if she had not been promptly lighten-
ed by the throwing over of her deckload.

The Result Doubtful.

The exact terms on which Prince
Bdward Island is asked to enter the
Union, exclusively published in Satur-
day’s TRIBUNE, have caused much dis-
cussion in this city, the general verdict
being that they are better than strict
justice to the other Provinces warrants.
No one objects to the liberal representa-
tion provided for, but the general opin-
jon is thatthe bargain would be better if
the Island were permitted to own and run
itsrailroad after its costhad been assumed
by Canada. The statement published
by us is the canvassing interpretation
placed on the bargain by the Govern-
ment, their opponents cooking financial
statements that show how the Island
will be financially ruined in no time.
The combined opposition of advocates of
Confederation out of office, Catholics de-
sirous of separate schools, and uncom-
promising Antis, will prove hard to
overcome, and the present Government
are by no means sanguine of successful-
ly carrying out the work they have un-
dertaken. The great mistake was the
failure of the Government to consult
Pope and Howland before taking the
present step. If the old Confederate
leaders had been conciliated by an ar-
rangement that would have secured
them at least half the honors of the
change, the Union measure would have
been carried triumphantly. Now the
result is doubtful.

Our Fredericton correspondent tele-
graphs that Mr. Botsford, the former
Clerk of the Legislative Council, is
said to deline restoration to the office
at $1000 a year, and thinks this will
place the Government in an ackward
position. We don’t see why the Gov-
ernment should care whether he ac-
cept or not. Mr. Bliss may remain
where he is, and Mr. Richards may he
appointed Clerk of the Lower House.

A Minister enters the Pulpit and then re-
fuses to Preach or Pray.

A capital specimen of the class of
preachers who conscientiously abhor in-
strumental music in churches and de-
nounce geology and kindred sciences
because they interfere with the accepted
interpretation of the Scripture, was re-
cently exhumed in a country district of
one of the river counties, and invited to
lecture in this City. His engagement re-
quired him to remain over Sunday, and-one
of our City clergy invited him to occupy
his pulpit at the morning service. The in-
vitation was promptly accepted, and on
Sunday morning our rustic expounder of
orthodoxy presented himself fully pro-
vided and charged with Gospel truth—
the pure and simple, unadultered article.
Complacently stroking his chin, he meek-
ly followed the pastor to a seat in the
pulpit. While looking around to take
stock of the audience and the surround-
ings, his eye, unfortunately, fell on a
Cabipet.Organ, recently introduced as an
an aid in conducting the musical portion
of the Sunday services. Quickly turning
to the pastor, and pointing toward the
organ, he asked, ‘‘Are you going to drum
on that thing this morning?” ¢Oh, yes.
we always use that,” was the reply.
«Then I can’t preach for you,” as prompt-
ly replied our eountry friend. The pastor
reasoned, urged and argued, but all in
vain. The country preacher abhorred the
introduction of the devil’s mechanism
into the church; he could not preach
where they were in use and he wouldn’t.
Well, would he give out a hymn? No!
Would he pray? No! And pray he
didn’t, and preach he didn’t. The parson
had to do do his own preaching and his
own praying.

Halifax’s Salvage Brigado.

The Halifax Chronicle glories to ‘‘learn
from the youngest and cheekiest of the
St. John papers” that we have no organi-
zation for saving property at fires, and
suggests that we send a delegation over
there to examine their system. The
Chronicle doesn’t promise to start a fire
for the purpose of showing how it
works, but it might do so. After snow-
blockades and our civic elections are
over our delegation will be sent. The
‘Chronicle boasteth :

Halifax has had a Salvage Brigade for
many years—the Union Fire Protection
Company—whose especial work is to re-
ceive goods from buildings that are on
fire or in danger. They are provided
with bags, carriages and all other appa-
ratus that experience has proved to be use-
fulin saving goods at fires.They don’t un-
dertake any control over the spectators
as the regular police are able to preserve
order and give the firemen ample room to
work. If the St. John authorities want
such an organization, they might send a
delegation to Halifax to inquire into the
working of the U. P. C. Halifax would
cheerfully welcome the delegates, treat
them well, and give themlots of informa-
tion useful to a rising village, such as how
to construct sidewalks,and manage hotels
and music halls, and ‘ro—but no, we
mustn’t mention that. However, let the
delegates ‘‘come and see.” We ain’t too
proud to help our neighbors.

Temperance Meeting in the Academy of
Music.

The seventh lecture of the course in
the Academy of Music was delivered last
evening by the Rev. G. W. M. Carey. The
house was crowded, the second gallery
being open and well filled, and the best of
order was maintained after the lecture
commenced. Mr. S. B. Patterson pre-
sided, and announced that this was the
last lecture that would be delivered there,
as the committee could get no other
clergyman to lecture, and on behalf of
those having the matter in hand, he
thanked those ministers who had come
forward to lecture for them. Mr. Carey
founded his lecture on Acts xvi. 28, *“do
thyself no harm,” the words of Paul ad-
dressed to the gaoler, and considered that
this spoke to all inreference to intemper-
ance. Drinking had done harm; see the
number of suicides, and the number who
had found untimely graves_through this
indulgence in bumpeﬁ?ﬁd whiskey
and worse gin. The lecturer spoke of
his own experience, and of ministers of
the gospel he had seen fall through the
use of liquor. As a frightful example he
mentioned Ben Christmas, who but a few
days since told him the firstglass of hquor
he ever took was in a minister’s house
after the fatigue of a lecture. Inhis own
experience, when first entering the minis-
try, after a Sunday’s work, when unable
to sleep he had been urged to take an
opiate or Bourbon whiskey, but had re-
fused, and was happy to say that after
seventeen years labor he could stand
without ¢ the mark of the beast or brand
of the devil on his body.” Young man,
do thyself no harm, nor any one else, by
indulging in a habit that at first draws,
then drags, and afterwards drives, said
the lecturer, and illustrated the danger
with numerous instances he had known.
He then spoke of the traffic and those en-
gaged in it, with its immoral effects, and
said ‘“he would rather sweep a street at
a crossing than sell rum.” The
lecturer referred to our ‘wise heads in
Fredericton,” their traatment of bills
sent to them, and disregard of principles
they could learn in the common schools.
He told them it-was the province of law
to protect all subjects, and that the liqnor
traffic injured instead of protecting. Had
he his way he would not only stop the
importation but strike at the root of the
evil by preventing the -manufacture. He
concluded by asking all to come for-
ward, “speak out plainly, not to mince
matters,” and instruct our legislators
what was required of them. The lecture
was interesting throughout, and at times
the Rev. lecturer was eloquent in his de-
scriptions and appeals. The strictest
a‘tention was paid. The benediction
was pronounced by the lecturer. Pre-
vious to closing the chairman thanked
Directors for their kindness in placing
the beautiful building at the service of
the temperancc people for the course.

FIGHTING THE FIRE.

The engines were on hand in a short
time, but there was considerable delay in
getting any stream of water on the build-
ing. No. 1engine was on Exmouth street
playing two streams on the back of the
building, and preventing the fire from
catching any of the buildings round. No.
8 was almost in front of the bakery in
Waterloo street, also pouring om two
streams of water. No. 2 waslower down
Waterloo street @nd playing one stream
on the end and one on the front of the
bakery. When the engines were well at
work, and the water from all their pipes
was thrown on the building, the fire was
soon got under control, but the building
is a total wreck.

OTHER BUILDINGS IN DANGER.

The danger to surrounding buildings
was at one time very great, and the fact
of there being no wind, and the bakery
itself being a low building, can be the
only reason why much more damage was
not done. Mr. Wm. Dunlop’s house, ad-
joining, was several times on fire from
the melting tar running from the roof of
the bakery, Mr. Shaw’s house, which was
immediately in front of the bakery, at one
time was in very great danger, indeed,
part of the porch was burned, though all
the things in it were removed.

THE LOSS.

Messrs. J. & W. Shaw’s loss is about a
a total one, there being no insurance
either on the building or stock. They
had four hundred barrels of flour in their
warehouse attached and not over two
dozen barrels were saved.
