Chatham, N. H., Oct. 14.—Griev­
ing for the death of his wife, which 
occurred last November, Michael 
Samuel Hockin, one of the best 
known and honored of Chatham 
citizens, was stricken suddenly last 
evening, and as if in answer to his 
wish he too passed out in the great 
beyond within twelve months of 
his wife's death. Mr. Hockin has 
been in his usual health up to Sat­
urday evening, and the news of his 
death came as a distinct shock to 
his fellow citizens, who had seen 
him around as usual all the week. 
He was in his office on \\ a ter 
street last evening, and evidently 
suffered a sudden attack of paraly­
sis, for he had only managed to 
send a telephone message to Mac­
kenzie's drug store, and when Col. 
Mackenzie hurried in he found Mr. 
Hockin partly paralyzed, but s\ill 
conscious. He was conveyed to his 
home, but only retained conscious­
ness for about twenty minutes and 
passed away at II o’clock Satur­
day night, within two hours of the 

Joseph Benson, who 
was summoned, said the cause of 
death was hemorrhage of the 
brain.

Mr. Hockin married Miss Gussie 
Wright, daughter ol Arthur Wright 
of St. John, about four years ago. 
The death of his wife, which occur­
red last November, was a shock he 
never recovered from.

One brother, Richard, of Monc­
ton, survives and three sisters. 
These latter are Mary, wife ol Rev. 
Canon Shrove of Sherbrooke, Que., 
Mrs. R. T\ D. I). Joyce of Vancou­
ver, B. C., who was visiting in 
Chatham during the summer, and 
Florence, wife of John Rogers of 
Montreal. Two sisters are dead, 
Susie K. ( Mrs. A. A. Ritchie ) and 
Bessie, unmarried.

Word was sent to Richard Hoc­
kin and he arrived in Chatham 
late Saturday night. Mrs. Rogers 
will arrive Monday.

Michael Hockin was the son of 
Richard Hockin, who was sent out 
by the British Government as col­
lector of customs for the ports of 
Richibucto and Bathurst. He 
eventually settled here and built 
up a large business, which was 
continued by his son, Michael Hoc- 
kin. He was 49 years of age, his 
mother being Miss Samuels of Eng­
land, sister of the mother of Dr. 
Joseph Benson of Chatham.

Mr. Hockin was a staunch Lib-

British Columbia, Quebec and 
Prince Edward Island are all will­
ing to give up their tax on com­
mercial travellers, which the fedral 
ministers have indicated will be 
necessary before they can expect 
increases.

Each of the provincial premiers 
came to Ottawa with a desire for 
an ineiease of the provincial allow­
ance. They found themselves in 
agreement on this point and passed 
a resolution giving expression to it.
Each of the premiers however, had 
up his sleeve a carefully prepare-! 
case showing that his province was 
entitled to special consideration, 
and each of them has attempted to 
convince the other members of the 
conference that his case should 
have the unanimous support of the 
members. The result has been a 
general tecognition of the fact that 
they must aeree to get anything 
from the Dominion government, 
that they must not ask for more 
than can be reasonably granted, 
and that there must be give and 
take among them ia the prepara­
tion of their case.

BETTERS TERMS.

New Brunswick Will Receive 
$130,000 More Per 

Year.

Ottawa, Oct. 14.—After a week s 
stay at Ottawa, the provincial pre­
miers have returned to their homes 
with the assurance of increased 
financial aid and better under­
standing between themselves and 
the dominion on a variety of sub­
jects which in the past created 
more or less frictionf 

The result of the work of this 
onference will mean an additional 

expenditure to the dominion of a 
little more than $2,250,000, and in 
return the Dominion is not likely 
to be harassed with such legisla­
tion as the commercial traveler’s 
tax and discrimination by the pro­
vinces against companies chartered 
by the dominion.

Fire on Steamer Hankow May be 
Work of Incendiary—The 

Awful Results.

Hong Kong, Oct. 14.—The fire on 
the steamer Hankow, which was 
burned at her dock early today, 
with the loss of tile lives of sever­
al hundred Chinamen, was brought 
under control at 6 o’clock a. m., at 
which time only the shell and hull 
of the Hankow remained. The 
gruesome work of recovering the 
dead was then begun.

The firefighters recovered seventy 
five corspes early. Manx- of them 
were huddled together and only 
singed, while others were inciner­
ated beyond recognition.

A large number of the 2,000 
Clyncse aboard are supposed to 
have been drowned bv jumping in­
to the bay. Of the cargo 200 bales 
of raw sHk were saved, but badly 
damaged by water.

The Remainder was totally des­
troyed. There are many theories as 
to ' the cause of the fire. The first 
is that the fire was caused by the 
overturning of a lantern of a Chin­
ese hoarding house runner, who 
came aboard seeking customers. 
The second was that an opium 
smoker accidentally set fire tomat- 
ting; the third is that it was caus­
ed by the crossing of electric wires. 
A fourth theory and one that is 
considered the most probable, "is 
that the fire was incendiary and 
was the outgrowth of the' boycott 
against British river boats.

St. John, Oct. 12—W. S. Hodg­
kins, of Boston; S. Holmes, S. A. 
Sizer and W. D. Stark, of J’ckson- 
vilte (Fla.), were nt the Royal 
Hotel yesterday. They have been 
hunting in the Bathurst add Barti- 
hogoe districts of the Intercolonial 
Railway hunting grounds, and are 
returning well pleased with their 
two weeks stay. Among them 
they secured three moose, three 
caribou and two bears.

Mr. Holmes, who was in the 
Bartibogue district, four miles from 
the railroad, shot a moose which the 
guide assured him had the best 
head seen around there in fifteen 
years. There are many with 
greater spread but this one, he says 
in wonderfully symmetrical. He 
says that next year there will be a 
very large party of sportsmen from 
Jacksonville for the New Bruns­
wick hunting season.

Mr. Hodgkins has been coming 
here for the last twenty-two years 
almost every season. He says 
that moose are increasing very 
rapidly in numbers here. He is 
convinced that New Brunswick 
leads the world iq that particular 
species of big game. On the other 
hand caribou are decreasing. Re­
garding the fact that moose are 
found in such large numbers near 
the railroad track he says some of 
the guides appear to think that 
the whistling of the locomotives 
acts as a call to the bulls. Mr 
Hodgkins thinks, however, that 
the explanation of the I. C. RJ 
follows the lands which are the 
natural haunts of the huge animals.

Mr. Hodgkins has halt touch ex­
perience with guides in Nest Bruns 
wick. Since he began «timing 
here he has, he says, employed 
mote than fifty different ones. No 
two of these, he has found, calls 
moose in exactly the same way. 
Some of them call very softly, 
muffling the sound as much as 
possible. Others blow a bold 
challenge note. The bulls will re­
spond to either though Mr. Hodg­
kins says the muffled call has been 
the most successful in his exper­
ience. The explanation he thinke 
is not so much in the nature of the 
call as curiosity on the part of the 
bull moose.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH WEST.
Homestead Regulations.

Any even numbered section of 
.Dominion Lands in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except­
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be 

• homesteaded by any person who is 
the sole head ol a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 
160 acres more or less.

Entry must be made personally 
at the local land office for the dis- 

•trict in which the land is situate.
The homesteader is required to 

perform the conditions connected 
I therewith under one of the folldw- 

ing plans:
( 1.) At least six months’ resi­

dence upon and cultivation of the 
land in each year for three years.

(2.) If the father ( or mother, 
-if the father is deceased ) of the 
homesteader resides upon a farm in 
the vicinity of the land entered for 
the requirements as to residence 

•may ' be satisfied by such person, 
residing with the father or mother.

(3<) If the settler has his per­
manent residence upon farming 
land owned by him in the vicinity 
of his homestead, the requirements 
as to residence may be satisfied by 
residence upon the said land.
