COMMON COUNCIL.

The following article from the New York 
Evening Post, of Oct. 21st,, will amuse our 
readers quite as much as the extract from Dr. 
MacKay's letter. It will be news to the Pro- 
vincialists that the British Government has 
backed squarely out of its part of the Scheme, 
as the British Government itself has never 
said anything of the kind :—

“The present ‘responsible’ Cabinet in Ca­
nada was formed by a coalition of contending 
parities, based on specific agreements respect- 
ing. certain great schemes and important inte­
rests. It was formed during the civil war in 
the United States, and had reference to a result 
then anticipated in this country, which has 
not come to pass. It was then confidently ex­
pected by all British partisans, that the disso- 
lution of the Union would prove final and ir- 
remediable, and that the United States would 
come out of the conflict so shorn of strength 

= as never again to become a rival of England 
in commerce or in war. And the opportunity 
was to be embraced of creating a formidable 
British power on our border, which should 
teach, the plebeians of the republic to mind 
their manners and keep in their proper place 
The present situation of the United States has 
mightily reduced the glory of these schemes; 
and now all the parties to the coalition are 
satisfied of its foolishness, and each is trying 
to throw upon others the responsibility of 
taking the first step towards its abandonment.

“In the first place, the British government 
has backed squarely out of its part of the 
scheme, and will neither furnish the money 
nor endorse the Canadian bonds, which it 
would surely have to pay; it will neither 
buildoforts, which Grant and Sherman would 
capture by the flanking process, nor construct 
a railroad from Halifax to Quebec, without 
which it is impossible to send troops or sup­
plies into Canada in winter ; nor dig ship- 
canals within range of American guns; nor 
furnish money for any other purpose which de­
pends for its utility upon a future growth which 
Canada gives no present indications of attain­
ing. with her existing population leaving the 
country by tens of thousands.
