Paschal Morris of Phil- 
adelphia, makes some inquiries respecting 
worthless seeds mixed with a quantity of 
flaxseed he forwarded to you. Many years 
ago I was familiar with flax growing, and 
the handling and measuring of flaxseed in my 
father’s store. There was frequently agreat 
difference in the actual value of flaxseed rais- 
ed by different farmers, and generally, this 
difference in value was occasioned by the 
greater or less wild seeds in the different 
sample*. The largest amount of wild seed 
in the lot, was yellow seed, false flax or 
mithridule mustard. Eaton in his Botany, 
say it was very troublesome in flux fiells,and 
probably introduced with flax seed. The • 
stalk producing this yellow seed somewhat 
resembles that of flax. It belongs to the 
same genus of plants as the Shepherd’s 
purse.

Ml.M. also speaks of a vine which runs 
up the stem of the flax, &e. This vine is 
not the product of the yellow seed. Form- 
eily, when flax was grown here by our far- 
mere, sometimes the crop would be badly 
injured and tangled by twining plants. These 
plants were called dodder, bindweed.
