London, Oct. 1.—A dispatch to the 
Times from. St. Petersburg confirms 
the reports that the town o£ Kirin sur­
rendered to the Russians without a 
Bhot <m peremptory orders from Prince 
Ohing. The dispatch says that if sim­
ilar orders shall be issued with regard 
to Mukden the 'Russian conquest of 
Manchuria will be completed. Accord­
ing to the same authority no further 
reinforcements will be required by the 
Russian commanders in the far east.

Tien Tein, Sept. 28, via Shanghai, 
Sept. 30.—The Chinese abandoned and 
looted Tong Sehan (?) ostensibly be­
cause their wages were in arrears, and 
they feared a Russian attack.

THEN G TING FT: MISSIONARIES 

SAFE.
Paris, Oct. 1. — The French consul- 

general at Shanghai, under date of Sat­
urday, Sept. 2», telegraphs that he 
has been Informed by the governor of 
Sent Che Li, that through the inter­
vention of Sheng, the missionaries and 
engineers at Theng Ting Fu were bale 
and sound on Sept. 23; that the mili­
tary and civil authorities took precau­
tions to protect all the missionaries, 
and that the Belgian mission at Ning 
Ti«n Lung was safe.

SYSTEMATIC LOOTING.
London, Oct. 1.—-Dr. Morrison, wir­

ing to the Times from Pekin, on Sept.
21, says:

“At the same moment, the Chinese 
offered to permit the British to occupy, 
"Without opposition, both Sehan Hal 
Kwan and Tong Sehan (?); they also 
made overtures to the British to oc­
cupy Pei Tang. Although it was known 
that these overtures were supported by 
the British authorities in Pekin, they 
were discountenanced by Rear Admiral 
IBruce, on the ground that they would 
disturb the concert of admirals.

“Systematic Russian denudation of 
the summer palace has resulted in 
stripping it of every valuable article. 
The loot has been packed and labeled, 
and is now awaiting transportation to 
Russia.

"On the second attempt the white pa­
geda and two adjoining temples were 
razed to the ground.”

MORE CONFUSION.
London, Monday, Oct. 1—3:30 a.rn.— 

Beyond a cheat of imperial edicts, 
■which throw into still worse confusion 
the complicated Chinese situation, 
there is little \i today e news to arrest 
attention. From Shanghai comes an 
unconfirmed report that the ahies have 
seized Bhan Hai Wan. Ail the news 
with rega -d to the edicts emanates 
from Shanghai.

THOSE EDICTS.
The Shanghai correspondsi; of the 

Morning Post says: The severe pun­
ishment ordered by Emperor Kwang 
Su will only m-an a money fine. There 
aie traces of Li Hung Chang’s hand, 
under American influence, in the 
edicts.

The Standard's Shanghai correspon­
dent remarks that the empress regent 
now realizes the true nature of the 
crisis. After cor.suliirg Ua _• emperor 
ehe sum nor.ed the court dignitaries, 
and on their assembling, while she 
remained si 1er.t, the emperor in a loud 
voice, delivered a tirade, -lasting a 
cou.ple of hours, against the com 
lers.

What an Animal Trainer Says About 
Their Traits in Captivity.

I 
feed these lions twelve and a half 
pounds of fine meat every day at 5 
o’clock. If a lion was ravenously hun­
gry the case might be different. When 
a beast gets mad and knocks you 
down with a blow from his paw you 
must lie still. It would be useless to 
fight back, for if he should close his 
jaws no bone could stand the pressure.
Œ do not fear the lion’s jaws and teeth 
—the paws and claws are the things 
that have left their marks all over my 
body. Their claws are sharp as fish­
hooks and take hold in the same fash­
ion.

“Yes, I have been nipped by lions 
a number of times, generally in the 
fleshy part of the hand and the leg; 
the teeth have gone clean through with 
a snap. Still, the claws are the things 
that make the life of the lion tamer an 
unpreferred risk In life insurance 
v riting.

‘Tigers are much brighter than lions, 
and can be taught many tricks, but 
they can never be relied on, as treach­
ery appears to be their disposition and 
inheritance. They are tremendous 
fighters, and If they cannot get up a 
row among themselves they are ready 
to help others. The closest call I ever 
•had In my life was when a jaguar got 
over the partition in the big den Into 
the cage occupied by a lion, and under­
took to take a bone away from the lat­
ter. I went in and undertook to drive 
the jaguar back into her own cage. 
The beast turned upon me and clawed 
me horribly, while the lion took a. 
whack at my back. When I was fin­
ally dragged out of the cage the new 
suit of clothes that I wore was a mass 
of tatters, and I wan scarred and 
bloody from head to foot. This famous 
fight occurred in Washington with the 
W. C. Coup show. I had a number of 
encounters with Wallace, who was set 
down on the bille as ‘the man-eater.' 
He had chewed and clawed many men, 
but never eaten one, but he did oc­
casionally feast on a horse. So many 
stories have been told about Wallace 
by trainers that never handled him it 
would be idle for me to repeat them, 
as I had him all the time he was In 
this country. That famous lion died 
two years ago in an express car while 
on his travels. »

“Tigers have a fancy for sliding on 
their hacks, and getting you at a dis­
advantage, as they lie and claw up­
ward. The moment you turn to leave 
a cage they are liable to slide Its whclt» 
length and drag you dowq before you* 
can raise your whip.

“But, take my word for It, the most 
dangerous animal you can encounter 
In a menagerie is a ‘bad elephant.’ I’ve 
been with ’em for forty years, and I 
know.”

HIDDEN DEFENSES
OF PARIS

Among; Them Are Twenty-Six Forts, 
800 05-Ton Gang and 60,000 

Gunnery.
Perhaps you have just returned from 

Paris, enthusiastic over the sights 
there.

Here are some things you didn’t see:
Seven great forts about the city, 

eight mues away from its walls.
Nir.eti>cn emailjr forte, four miles 

out, containing three acres and mount­
ing two S5-ton guns.

Great stacks of 100-pound melinite 
Shells ready for these guns to hurl.

Twenty-one miles ot continuous for­
tifications about the town—earihwoi k 
walls 130 feet thick at the base and 
fronted by 45-foot moats.

Three hundred emplacements along 
this giant wall for as many 95-ton 
cannon, kept free from rust in the 
Champs de Mara arsenal and ready to 
be swung into place at any time.

But anywhere else among the sights 
mentioned—and surely they are worth 
seeing—a visitor might be apt to have 
his feelings hurt, especially if he car- 
led a camera.

So cleverly are the forts masked by 
long slopes of green turf and the walls 
by trees and bushes, that one can pass 
in and out of Paris a dozen times end 
see scarcely a trace of its famous for­
tifications.

The range of the 95-ton gun ta over 
ten miles—some say fourteen.

Beneath their at present untenanted 
beds on the rampart are stone case­
mates for ammunition, with small 
transfer wagons. These casemates are 
open upon the inner base of the wall, 
and a set of rails, standard gauge, 
runs for the doorway to the top of the 
fortification. You must look for these 
rails in the grass, the general staff is 
so modest.

Suppose war comes and the 300 guns 
must be mounted. Well, the staff has 
thought of that. The rails, standard 
gauge—that lie ready tor the ammu­
nition wagons can be linked with the 
tramway system of Paris.

No ordinary tramway would bear 
95 tons, but that also has been thought 
cf. The Paris tramways are built on 
solid oak, pinned to Iron trestles, bed­
ded in concrete.

To work these guns, were every man 
of the garrison drafted away, Paris 
has 50,000 trained artillerymen among 
her reservists. She could man every 
gun twice over, garrison all her forts 
with infantry reserviats, and put a 
dozen cavalry regiments into the field 
for scouting purposes. Such & per­
formance no other city on earth could 
rival.

The Paris railway stations have Im­
mense acreages of platform space, ex­
clusive of arrival and departure quays, 
which are made long enough to receive 
three trains at a time.

Paris has three circular railways— 
the Inner, the Outer and the Grand 
Ceintures—which form a network con­
necting the city and its suburbs.

At every 1,000 yards along the inner 
Slope of the fortifications is a three- 
story guardhouse. Some 20,006 troops

could thus he shattered within call ot 
all attackable pc lave.

These guardhouses arc connected by 
the broad Boulevard Extérieur, which 
is ot oouree, provided with tramways.

Every reservist, whether Parisian 
•born vr provincial immigrant, has a 
book containing his number, particu­
lars cf hfe service, end a memorandum 
of the barrack to which he must repair 
upon the calling of the reserves.

In case of v ar 'lines carefully main­
tained would be switched Into use, 
and the tramway system would be in 
communication with ths enormous 
goods depots of the Paris termini. <

Not rolling stock only, but horse­
flesh would be requisitioned. Every 
horse over four years old is registered, 
together with his type, owner and pro­
bable utility. The general staff could 
choose from some 120,1)00 horses.

Tnere are in Paris 16,000 cabs, with 
three horses to & cab—46,000 mounts 
fairly suiteble for cavalry. Add 20,000 
tram and 'bus horses, and 50,000 
draught horses—the balance may be 
taken as in private hands.

The pneumatic transit system In 
vogue in the French metropolis offers 
unique advantage for military pur­
poses.

The military stores of Paris are 
boundless. In a day she could clothe 
and arm 450,00C fighting men, with 70,- 
000,000 rounds of melinite cartridges.

At the army bakeries she reserves 
large stores of grain.

In case of siege the general staff has 
a censorship of prices ready in the 
Paris municipality, which at att times 
fixes the price of bread and would, do 
bo of other staples. •

Paris has an invisible defense—the 
submarine boats that patrol the Seine 
from Asnieres and Ivry.

Presumably a foreign army might I 
get into Paris again, as one did in 
1870-71, but the process would be bur­
dened with some fatigue and annoy­
ance.

Chung brothers, and occupied nearly 
the whole day in trying by different 
tortures to make these fellows confess 
to their guilt. One proceeding rather 
amused me, although it was barbar­
ous. The leading mandarin had asked 
cyie of these brothers several questions, 
to which ho would not answer to the 
satisfaction of the court, so the man­
darin wrote out the evidence as lie 
thought the criminal ought to speak 
it, and then told him to acknowledge 
that it was correct; and. when tlie poor 
fellow refused to comply with the 
court's request, he was tortured until 
he fainted in the court room and had 
to be removed. By the Chinese laws 
they cannot punish a person until he 
confesses to everything. If the court 
think the prisoner is telling lies 
they torture him for the truth; or, if 
he does not speak as they wish him 
to, and will not confess his guilt, they 
torture him in the most cruel manner 

; until he does as they wish. As soon 
as he confesses he is beheaded, fre- 

i quently in one hour. I was told in 
court that very often a criminal would 
die under his tortures rather than con­
fess himself guilty. These, I suppose, 
are rare cases, where the man is real­
ly innocent of the crime charged. I 
have seen enough of Chinese jurispru­
dence to disgust me with it for the 
future.

Felix-Gabriel Marchand, who passed 
away on the G&th of September. As a 
men and a politician, Mr. Marchand 
was one of whom Canadians might well 
be proud, and hla removal is a loss both 
to the Liberal party and the whole 
Province of Quebec. La Patrie refers 
to ‘.‘the long and brilliant career of this 
distinguished statesman, who entered 
politics without a stain, and left it un- 
Botled’’; while the Chronicle, of Que­
bec. sums it up by saying, “An honest 
man has gone to his reward.” The Hon. 
Judge Loranger, epeaking from the 
bench, referred to the departed states­
man as “an enlightened jurist, a de­
voted patriot, a sincere and honest 
politician.” These testimonies, to which 
anany more might be added, are not 
exaggerations prompted by sorrow, but 
deliberate statements which find their 
confirmation in the story of the man’s 
life. Marchand was indeed a fine spe­
cimen of a cultured Canadian gentle­
man, who devoted his life to the ser­
vice of his country. As a youth he 
took an active interest in healthful 
■ports, as well as duties ; In middle 
life he was acquainted with com­
merce, as well as learned ‘ -i the law. 
In addition to this, he was a mao of 
great literary gifts, and as a writer 
of prose and poetry tikes no mean 
place among .French-C amodia» auth­
ors; while all through, his < areer he 
took a lively interest in public affairs. 
The mention of these different sides of 
bis activity, •which, if we had space, 
we might Illustrate abundantly, will 
serve to confirm our statement that 
the late Prime Minister of Lhe Province 
<ot Quebec was a fine, all round man of 
many-sided culture, and well-balanced 
life.

During the d'enian raid Mr. Mar­
chand was in active service, and the 
corps that he comma! <ied war sent U 
the frontier. He commanded at that 
time the brigade composed of the 
Prince of Wales’ Regiment, the Vic­
toria Carbineers, the Royal Scots, the 
Hccheiaga Battalion, and the Twenty- 
first Battalion of Richelieu Infantry, 
as well ae ft detachment of Montreal 
cavalry. He was piaceil on the retired 
list In 1880, preserving his rank of lieu­
tenant-colonel. On the 27th of Decem­
ber, 1897, he ce'eorated the bO*h anni- 
fetrsary of uls entry Into political life, 
and wn* the recipient of many honora 
and kindly manifestations. Mr. .Mar­
chand was remarkable for his courtesy 
and chivalry, which endeared blin to 
his friends and won the respect of 
political opponents. We trust that tha 
good influence he exerted in the slater 
province will long remain to elevate 
political life.

London, Sept, 20.—In regard to the 
political campaign, Mr. Ford says; 
Election* held in unconteated boroughs 
give the Conservatives a strong lead, 
but do not offer a clear Indication, of 
the trend of public opinion. Mr. Cham­
ber laic, Mr. Ritchie, Mr. Wyndhatn 
and Sir Henry Fowler are among the 
candidates returned without opposi­
tion. Six Birmingham seats were car­
ried by the Conservatives without re­
sistance, the polling being reserved in 
the seventh for Thursday. Mr. Cham­
berlain is master of the situation on 
his own ground, having carried Birm­
ingham with him out of the Liberal 
party and kept it behind nim. The 
Conservatives have gained the seat in 
Turk, which fair Frank Lockwood car­
ried in 1895, and which was won by 
a narrow majority by Lord Charles 
Bores ford *n a bye-election. The Con­
servatives haw been boosting that 
they would capture all but two of tha 
London seats. John Burns has been 
making a vigorous canvass in Batter- 
se„, and not repudiating hit. record as 
a consistent o-pponent of the war, but 
the other Liberal candidates have been 
loss energetic. Cn Saturday night a 
mass meeting at St. James’ Hall was 
planned for the purpose of imparting 
courage to the Liberals In the met­
ropolitan districts, ou-1 Sir Henry 
Camp bell-Banner man was summoned 
from Scotland as the chief speaker.

TACTiCS OF 
The Liberal leader gave a most ef­

fective exhibition of ihe tactics of the 
opposition.

Tile ministers were comsoious of hav­
ing ordered a discreditable maneuver 
in dissolving parliament on a depleted 
register and of having rum tremen­
dous risks in demanding a special de­
monstration of ooruiidence when they 
had tailed to deserve it, especially to 
South Africa, where only the skill of 
the gene; ale and .the bravery of the 
soliders had pulled them through. He 
next made an to1 :iei\ e reply to Mr. 
Chamberlain’s defense of the publica­
tion o? private letters of members of 
parliament. He disclaimed sympathy

Clark, and described Ellis’ letter as 
harmless; but e part from the contents 
of the captured correspondence, he 
denounced the publication of pri­
vate letters by a government
department for partisan ends
as a discreditable act, for which there 
was no precedent for two hundred 
years. He described Mr. Cha mber - 
Iain's act as a breach of honor and a 
breach of law, and remarked that any­
one in private life who ventured to 
publish private letters would be flout­
ed out of society. These hard blows 
delighted the audience, which clearly 
wanted to direct the attack upon Mr. 
Chamlrerlain.
DOMESTIC REFORMS PROPOSED.

The Liberal leader then took up Lord 
Rosebery's programme of domestic re­
forms, and advocated the housing of 
the working classes through special 
legislation, increased transit facilities 
at the expense of the land owners, 
practical temperance reform and am 
enlargement of the scope of .the na­
tional system of education. The Lib­
eral speakers are following a Judicious 
line of their own, saying little about 
South Africa and taking their eue from 
Lord Rosebery in laying stress upon 
domestic reforms.
WORKING DISTRICTS STIRRED.

The excitement is rising in the work­
ing districts, for Lord) George Hamil­
ton has been nearly mobbed in at­
tempting to address a hostile audience. 
Mr. Burns’ opposent in Battersea has 
abandoned public speeches. Oldham is 
in a ferment, and Labouchere is at­
tended by a swarm of noisy admirers, 
who will not allow anyone to say 
aught against him. The effects of the 
prolonged strain of excitement over 
the war in South Africa are revealed 
in the conduct of the electors. There 
are evidences of nervous irritability 
and flightiness of mind on all sides. 
The leader of the opposition has come 
dangerously near giving Mr. Chamber- 
lain the lie direct, and the ministers 
themselves seem stale and not in good 
form for an appeal to the electors.
CABINET CHANGES INEVITABLE.

The Conservative press is fidgeting 
over ways and means of rallying the 
Imperialists, when, in reality there is 
no cause for alarm on that score. Im­
perialists are rallying, but not in a 
single political camp. They have rais­
ed their standard at the Liberal as 
well a a at the Conservative headquar­
ter's, and have obtained control of both 
parties. Meanwhile the Conservative 
press is clamoring for a reconstruction 
of the cabinet, a definite programme of 
army reform, and even restoration, of 
public confidence in the efficiency of 
the fleet. Lord Roberts has been nom­
inated for secretary of war by one 
leading Journal, and Lord Salisbury is 
warned by his most loyal supporters 
In the press that the country needs a 
positive assurance that the old cabinet 
gang must be turned out, new men put 
in.ro right places ar.d the military and 
naval services organized; not for peace 
but for effective warfare. These va­
garies of Judgment are signs that the 
country has bee® upset by the pres­
sure vf excitement over South Africa, 

i and that sober-minded Englishmen 
i aie nervously overwrought. Lord Sal- 
[ tsiAiry’s for men. tore, however, may 
1 »

spare themselves the trouble of In­
sisting upon the reconstruction of the 
cabinet. That result is inert tablé. 
Lord Salisbury, like other edd men, 
dislikes to break away from associ­
ates of long standing, but he has feiw 
intimate friends to the cabinet, and 
has a high sense of public obligations. 
The changes in the cabinet are forced 
upon him by public opinion, and by 
the preferences of overworked minis­
ters for retirement. Lord Lansdown* 
will be transferred to the foreign office, 
after the elections, and Lord Salis­
bury will coach him cn China ques­
tions. This is the result generally ex­
pected to diplomatic circles.”

KRUGER’S BAGGAGE.
In regard to President Kruger and 

the report that toe might carry Trans­
vaal gold to Europe, Mr. Ford says; 
‘‘The rumens that the British foreign 
office has protested against the remov­
al of the archives of the Transvaal 
Government and the deportation of 
gold by a Dutch Bia*i of -war, are par­
tially confii.ned. No resistance is of­
fered to Mr. Kruger's departure, but 
the British Government is believed by 
authorities on international Jaw to be 
within tha rights in demanding a 
guarantee that no state property of the 
Transvaal is Included in the baggage 
of Mr. Kruger and hla followers. TT* 
British fleet has made no attempt, sines 
■tiie outbreak of the war to prevent 
shipments of gold by the Transvaal 
Government from De.’agua. I*ay, and it 
seems doubtful whether a German lin­
er would now be stopped and .bullion 
remov-rt. from It.

THE CHINESE QUESTION.
Another correspondent cables; Judg­

ing from appearances, the British press 
Is preparing *he way for the announce­
ment that Lord Salisbury has failed; to 
agree to the proposals communicated 
in the German note. Th~ papers which 
at first angrily declared that the state­
ment made to the Associated Press was 
inaccurate are now rather silent or are 
taking the view that, after all, it Is 
doubtful if It would toe advisable for 
Great Britain to become a party to 
each a stringent measure. The state­
ment regarding Lord Salisbury’s de­
termination created eo much excite­
ment and brought such swere com­
ment from Berlin that it may result in 
Great Britain's formal reply not be­
ing delivered and may induce Germany 
to agree to a compromise arrangement.

Meanwhile the attitude of the Euro­
pean powers towards China remains 
in the same chaotic state. The Con­
servative party managers would, so far 
as Great Britain fas concerned, gladly 
see this policy of delay extended over 
the next two weeks, so that no more 
handles could be afforded the Liberals 
in their vigorous attack upon the gov­
ernment.

JOE LOSING HIS TEMPER.
Mr. Chamberlain seems to be losing 

his temper. In reply to a popular 
statement by Hon. Philip Stanhope 
(Liberal, president of the National Re­
form Union) regarding the Hawkesley 
documents, Mr. Chamberlain telegraphs 
to the latter telling him he would “not 
be blackmailed by Stanhope or any­
one else,” adding: ‘‘There is no cor­
respondence, and never has been, to 
prove my complicity in the raid, which 
I did my utmost to stop.”

Mr. Stanhope replied: ”1 will not 
stop to qualify ith vulgarity of your 
language, but I am prepared to sub­
stantiate in the courts every statement 
I have made concerning you.”

Mr. Chamberlain, however, is not 
expected to take the matter into the 
courts. But he hit back hard with a 
personal toittennees quite foreign to the 
traditions of the usually sedate cabinet 
minister.

“A LITTLE AFRICAN.”
Sir William Vernon Harcourt, the 

Liberal statesman, who has come out 
of retirement and has astonished the 
country by the virility of his speeches 
(he was born in 1827), scored a point by 
dubbing Mr. Chamberlain a "little 
African,” on the ground that, as he 
claimed, Mr. Chamberlain would sac­
rifice anything for his African policy, 
and added: “Mr. Chamberlain, conaid- 
tiring1 himself to be & Cfi.pt. Cook and 
a Gen. Wolfe, rolled into one, believes 
he discovered Australia end stormed 
Quebec.”

Thus attacked on ell sides, the cen­
tral figure of the campaign, Mr. Cham­
berlain, would have excitement enough 
If the opposition to him were confined 
to the opponents ot the government. 
That this is not the case is quite evi­
dent from the iU-conoealed delight 
with which some of Mr. Chamberlain’s 
supporters hail the bitterest attacks on 
the colonial secretary, while the party 
leaders, though suppressing any per­
sonal dislike, are seriously disturbed 
over the allegations connecting tha 
Chamberlains with the Kynechs and 
other firms supplying the government.

IN IRELAND.
In Ireland the election is Interesting. 

A verbal fight is in progress between 
Mr, William O'Brien and Mr. Tim 
Healy. Mr. O’Brien Is backed up by 
the United Irish League and Mr. John 
Dillon and others, while Mr. Healy has 
Mr. Tim D. Sullivan and several other 
prominent men arguing in his behalf. 
The result is that a lavg* number of 
the constituencies will he contested by 
nominees of both Mr. O Prion and Mr. 
Keaiy, who apparently profees the 
game political principles. This may 
give the Conservatives an opportunity 
to capture a few seats. Mr. John Red­
mond, the leader of the United Irish 
party, to which both Messrs. O’Brien 
and Healer belong, has quite failed to 
restore harmony. Mr. J. L. Carew, who 
has represented the Collage Green 
division of Dublin, is not only opposed 
by a Conservative, but by a candidate 
put forward by a number of his con­
stituents who are opposed to him be­
cause he attended the Queen’s garden 
party.

CONSERVATIVES DIVIDED.
The Conservative party in Dublin is 

also torn by internal dissensions over 
the refusal of Horace Plunkett, who 
represented the south division of Dub­
lin county, end who is vice-president 
of the department of agriculture end 
other technical Industries, a commis­
sioner of the congested districts board 
of Ireland, and also a commissioner of 
the colonization board of Scotland and 
Ireland, and who founded the Irish 
Agricultural Association, to debar home 
rulers from positions in the depart­
ment of agriculture, and by the sup­
port which Mr. Gerald Balfour, the 
Chief eeoietary for Ireland, has given 
his aotionn. A curious feature of this 
dissension, which 1b the most hitter the 
Conservatives in Ireland have had in 
years, is that the Guinness million­
aires, Lord Ivea«b and Lord Ardilaun, 
ore taking opposing views, and ore

sustaining them rigorously with their 
wealth and influence.

McKinley blamed.
The Chinese situation particularly 

Germany's proposal end the United j 
States' answer, monopolized public at- | 
tention in Berlin during the week. The | 
pres», both semi-official end indepen­
dent, continues to severely blame Pre- J 
eident McKinley for his refusal to ■ 
agree with the proposition of Germany. 
The Cologne Gazette, which since the 
outbreak of the Chine troubles, has 
been the favorite mouthpiece, daily, of 
the foreign office, this week combatted 
the view that Germany had been try­
ing to embark the other powers on 
dangerous seas or attempting to ob­
tain the lead in the Chinese negotia­
tions. The Lokal Anzieger argues that 
the United States knows through Min­
ister Conger that the Chinese govern­
ment has been the real culprit. Hence, 
it adds, it is ridiculous to expect this 
same government to punish itself, “as 
the United States pretends to believe 
In Its reply to Germany.”

TUAN MUST BE PUNISHED.
The report that Prince Tuan hafl 

been appointed to » post where his In­
fluence for evil is even greater than 
it formerly was, is here regarded by 
government and press as unmistakable 
evidence that the Chinese government 
does not want peace. The argument, 
besides, Is that Germany’s demand 
that China give up the ringleaders be­
fore peace negotiations are begun, 
must toe complied with by China in 
order to show she is really acting In

good faith. The papers express tha 
hope that Field Marshal Count Von 
Waldersee will issue a decree offering 
a large reward for Prince Tv an, dead 
or alive, as the only means of impress­
ing upon the Chinese mind the fact 
that the powers are in earnest.

Terre Haute, Ind., Oct. 1. — Jennie 
Woodall, a balloonist, who made an 
ascension from a Vigo county fair, 
was unable to cut her parachute loose 
a.nd fell with the balloon on the track 
of the Southern Indiana Railroad, di­
rectly in front of a rapidly moving 
freight train. The engineer managed 
to stop his locomotive just in time to 
escape running over the woman. So 
near was the engine to the prostrate 
airship that the balloon’s canvas en­
veloped the stack, driving back the gas 
and smoke from the firebox into the 
cab, and almost suffocating the engin­
eer and fireman. The aeronaut was not 
injured, but she was thoroughly 
drenched by passing through the low- 
flying rain clouds.

She had made the ascension at the 
Pierson fair in this county. When the 
crowd saw her unavailing efforts to 
cut the twisted parachute ropes, there 
was much excitement. Women fainted 
and men procured horses to follow in’ 
the direction the balloon had sailed 
away. The balloon passed out of sight 
when it entered the clouds, and its 
landing place was three miles from the 
fair grounds. The woman did not ap­
pear to be nervous, and in regard to 
the accident said: ‘T couldn’t cut loose, 
so there was nothing for me to do but 
sit still and await the results. I could 
not see the ground; part of the time, 
and when I was in the clouds I could 
not see anything.”

Speaking in St. James’ Presbyterian 
Church last evening, Rev. J. G. Shearer, 
secretary of the Lord’s Day Alliance, 
said that one of the most vital ques­
tions the Christian people of Canada 
had to deal with was that of Sabbath 
observance.

This 
beng so, why not have a Sunday de­
livery of mail, the Sunday newspaper, 
the Sunday theater, the Sunday saloon, 
together With Sunday photograph and 
dentistry business, and the open gro- 
ceiy store and butcher shop? Most of 
these things he was very sorry to say 
existed in Canada today, especially in 
Montreal, where the people are now 
seriously alarmed about the matter. 
These things were ail brought about 
on the insidious plea of public conveni­
ence. Worst of all, said Mr. Shearer, 
■the law of the country seems to s anc­
ien these evils, as the Lord’s Day 
Alliance have found out when they 
have sought redress in the courts.

What a Distance From Primeval 
Maids to the Sewing Circle 1

The skill of the Zulu of South Africa 
in sewing fur is a househu-ld word in 
South Africa, and some of the other 
tribes compete with them. The needle 
employed is widely different from that 
used toy the ordinary needlewomen. 
In the first place, it has no eye; in 

j the second, it is like a skewer, pointed 
at one end and thick at the other.

T'he thread is not of cotton, but ie 
made of the sinews of various animals, 

j the best being made from the sinews 
j in the neck of a giraffe. It is stiff, 
inelastic, with a great tendency to 

; “kink” and tangle itself up with any- 
! thing near it. Before being used it is 
j steeped in hot water until it is quite 
soft, and is then beaten between two 

j smootihe stones, which causes it to 
. separate Into filaments, which can thus 
i be obtained of any strength and thiclc- 
| neas. Thus the seamstress has a con­

siderable amount of labor before she 
commences with the read work in hand.

Finally she squats on the ground 
(for no native s.ands to work, or do 
anything else, who can possibly help 
it), and, taking her needle, bores two 
holes in the edges of the rug or gar­
ant: ft on which she is working. The 
thread is then pushed through with the 
fcutt of the needle, drawn tight and 
two more holes are made with a like 
result, the skewer .progressing very 
slowly compared with an English 
needlewoman, but fast enough for a 
country where time ie of no value 
whatever.

The skin upon which the seamstress 
is working is dampened with water 
■before she commences, and as the 
damp thread and hide dry out it brings 
the work very closely together. This 
is carefully attended to and the work 
is not allowed to get dry until finished, 
when the seamstress lays it flat upon 
tha ground, pulling it this way and 
that, and mixing and arranging the 
hair for several hours, until, the skin 
being generally dry, it is impossible to 
find the joint or hem with the naked 
eye.—Stray Stories.

The 
Liberals -had evidently packed1 the 
audience and the disturbance was so- 
Great that his lordship was * finally 
obliged to desist from addressing the 
meeting, and communicated the bal­
ance of his remarks to the reporters, 
who congregated on the .platform. 

ELECTED MAYOR OF LONDON. 
London, Oct. 1.—-Aid. -Frank Green 

was formally elected lord mayor of 
London -for the ensuing year, at the 
G-uildha-11, on Saturday. Mr. Green is 
a native of Maidstone, Kent, and is a 
paper merchant. His wife, a daughter 
of Joseph Haydn, the author of the 
“Dictionary of Dates,” died last win­
ter, so the duties of lady mayoress will 
toe undertaken by Mr. Green’s daugh­
ter.

CURZON MAY LEAVE INDIA. 
London, Cet. 1.—The report is cur­

rent in London that Lord Curzon of 
Kedleston has -intimated a desire to- 
resign the vice-royalty of India, owing- 
to tne ill-effects of the climate on Lady 
Curt oil's health. There is no confir­
mation of the rumor, .but London pap- 
era regard the story as not unlikely. 
Lord Curzon has perhaps been less 
criticised than any viceroy India -has 
had for many -years, despite -the fact 
that he has had to face many serious 
difficulties in the last year, owing to the 
famine, the -plague afa'd the cholera, 
yet all complaints have toe en aimed at 
the home government for lack of inter­
est, rather than at the viceroy, who 
has toeen untiring in his efforts for the 
relief of the widespread distress.

INSULTED BY THE SHAH.
Vienna, Oct. 1.—The Shah of Persia 

rained decorations while here and at 
Buda-Pesth, as he has in every place 
-where he has stopped d-urlng -his four, 
tout in the Hungarian capital he was 
careless enough to confer on the tourgo- 
meister of the city, the samp order 
which he bestowed on several secre­
taries cf ministers and minor officials. 
This action has -been resented by -the 
friends of the Burgomeiste-r, and that 
worthy, when he went to the station 
to say good-bye to the shah, not only 
refused to wear his new order, but 
actually returned -it to the giver.

MIKADO’S VISIT TO EUROPE.
Vienna, Oct. 1.—The rumor that the 

Emperor of Japan is to visit Europe in 
the spring created a flutter of curio­
sity in Vienna. He is expected to- vis­
it first in St. Petersburg and come in 
May to Vienna, after -which, it is his 
purpose to visit all the principal cap­
itals of ‘Europe. It -is pointed oat -that 
the present crisis in China may result 
in a -general war, in which Japan Would 
necessarily toe involved. Such a con­
tingency would, of course, prevent a 
loyal ton rage of Europe.

PRINCE GEORGE WILL QUIT.
Vienna, Oct. 1.—A telegiam received 

■Tom Athens -brings Crete again pro­
minently before the world. The mes­
sage announces that Prince George of 
Greece, chief commissioner of Crete, 
who has been for some time in Athens, 
will return to his post, but before go­
ing will issue a-n announcement that he 
cannot accept a renewal for another 
three-year term of his commissioner- 
ship over Crete, and -w-i-ll urge the pow­
ers to let the Cretans decide independ­
ently as to their future government.

This declaration, it is evidently hop­
ed, will lead to Prince George's elec­
tion by the Cretans as regent. His po­
sition as high commissioner was from 
the first merely a temporary one, and 
it was created as ‘the easiest means of 
bringing order Into a seriously compli­
cated situation. His rule -has been suc­
cessful, and from all reporte -the Island 
of Crete is -peaceful. He has the good­
will of the people and his choice as 
regent is therefore entirely probable. 
That -Prince George has an idea of 
uniting Crete with Greece is not like­
ly, for a move of this kind would end 
all possibility of the powers ac.cep.in-g 
bis suggestion.
