Brother of Blenheim Township Man Confesses He Hit Him
With His Fist After Quarreling Over Tools— Thinks
Dead Man Might Have Been Kicked
By Horse.

TESTIFIES DAVID

SUFFERED STROKE

Special to The Advertiser.

Drumbo, Ont., April 20.—The in-
quest into the death of David Mackie
Jyh,, of Blenheim Township, who died
‘"  Woodstock Hospital yesterday,
opened here tdday. The deceased had
died a day after he had quarreled
with his brother Milra over the bor-
rowing of a plane. The two brothers
work on adjoining farms. Wednes-
day morning Milra had gone to
David's to borrow some tools. In an
ensuing quarrel several blows had
been struck. Later that day David
became sémi-conscious. He was re-
moved to Woodstock, where he died.

The first witness, Constable Markle,
produced a leather cap, which he
said he understood the deceased had
been wearing at the time of his
death; a plane and a wrench. The
constable said that when he had gene
to summon the brother, Milra Mackie,
to the inquest, Milra had said:

Hello, I suppose you have a war-
rant for me.”

“I asked him what had happened,”
Constable Markle continued.

Milra said he had struck his brother
with his fist. He said he had the
plane in his hand, but dropped it, and
struck his brother with his fist. He
said his WQrother, the deceased, had
hit him over the head with a wrench.

Only Wrench To Be Found.

“Is this the wirench?” asked Crown
Attorney Ball. Constable Markle
veplied that it was the only wrench
he could find on Milra Mackie's
premises. &

W. 8. Brewster, K.C., appearing for
Milra Mackie, asked Constable Markle
if he had examined Milra head for

,marks of the wrench. The constable
gaid he had found no marks.

Dr. J. A. Mitchell, a local doctor,
said he had been called to David
Mackie’s home. The deceased was
then semi-eonscious. Dr. Mitchell
said Milra had said he had been
struck over the head with the wrench
by the deceased, and on examination
he had found a lump, though the skin
was not broken. The doctor con-
tinued to say that Mrs. David Mackie
had teld him that after the quarel
her husband had gone about his work
for halt an hour. Then he became
dizzy and semi-conscious. =

He had asked for some paper to
write a message, but had made but
a4 few marks on it. The deceased had
been unable to move his, right arm,
which signified there waé something

wrong on the left side of the head.
Though the left eye was slightly red,
there were no marks or fractures on
the skull. Dr. Mitchell said it would
require a heavy blow to cause a
hemorrhage of the prain.

“If he had on leather cap, and
wds struck with the flat side of the
plane, would you expect a hemor-
rhage?” asked Crown Attorney Ball.

“I think there would have been,”
replied the doctor.

Found Blood Clot.

In a post-mortem examination, Dr.
Mitchell had found a blood clot on
the brain.

“Could the man, getting into a
the conditions you found?”’ asked the
crown attorney.

“Yes,” replied the doctor, “but it
would be unusual.”

“CoCuld the man, getting into a

rage, have such a hemorrhage with-
out a blow being struck?”
" “Yes,” replied the doctor, and con-
tinued ta say that the hemorrhage
was the only cause of death, the
heart being normal, and there being
no organic treuble, The brother
pointed out where the affair had hap-
pened, and there were no stones
there on which the deceased could
have fallen and injured himself, the
doctor said.

Questioned by Mr. Brewster, Dr.
Mitchell said he had attended David
Mackie last summer, when he seemed
to have a partial paralysis of one
side, having difficulty in walking,
and said it would have been possible
for this to have resulted from some
trouble in the brain. ¢

“If he had a stroke once, he was
liable to have another,” He replied
to Mr. Brewster's question.

Mrs. David Mackie, wife of the de-
ceased, said her husband and his
hrother Milra were on good terms, but
they had quarreled on and off. Milra
was quick-tempered, said Mrs.
Mackie, while her husband was not.
On Wednesday morning, Mrs. Mackie
said, she had heard her husband and
Milra talking in the kitchen, and
there Milra swore at her husband.

Staggered Into Kitchen.
They had gone toward the barn,

then in about two minutes her hus- |

band had staggered into the kitchen.
“That plane! That plane! Milra hit
me with the plane!” he said, con-
tinued Mrs. Mackie.

Crushed cane rose a
shilling a hundredweight on yesterday’s
market, and the increase to the con-
sumer of a penny a pound is accom-
panied by the threat of a corresponding
boost in the price of candies and sweet-
nmeats,

Many dealers increased the price of
jams and confectionery yesterday, and
the prediction is made that sugar, which
now sells at sevenpence a pound retail

“Wherever there are at present stops
by the end of the year. T

The traders repudiate the charge of
profiteering, saying that the rise in price
is a matter of sheer necessity. They
point out that they are paying twenty
shillings more per hundredweight than
they were two months ago, and that
the increase in the cost to the consumer
will recompense them by less than half
of that amount.

‘It Bummed Well, Left Little
Ash and Created Much
Heat.

| Generally, Coal Supplied by
Advertiser Proved of Fine
Quality.

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DOES NOT DESIRE
THAT FIRE CHIEF
BE ASKED T0 QUI

Chairman of Fmmance Commit-
tee Explains His Position
in the Case.

LEAVES IT TO CHIEF

Denies That He Ever Suggested
Chief Aitken's Forced

Retirement.

As chairman of the finance com-
mittee, Ald. Albert Judd acknowl-
edged today, as recorded more than
two weeks ago by The Advertiser,
that there was a move on foot to
superannuate Fire Chief John Aitken.

TRAVELERS' POLL
BEFORE ELEGTION
WINS APPROVAL

Dr. Hugh Stevenson’s Measure
for Advance Voting Is
Favored.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, April 20.—Evan Gray, su-
perintendent of insurance for Ontario,
along with representatives of the re-
ciprocal insurance underwriters of
Ontario and other points, before the
legal committee of the legislature this
morning strongly opposed a Dbill,
sponsored by J. B. Johnston, M.LLA,,
Simcoe, which provides that no fire
insurance .may be written in Ontario
except by resident and provincially
licensed agents in Ontario.

The bill was defeated by an over-
wheiming majority. Hon. H. Mills,
M.LLA. Fort William, was the only

one to vote in favor of the measure.
Mr. Gray was of the opinion that
those desiring the bill, were pressing
the legislature too hard in view of
the fact of the protection given them
last vear, by the insurance commit-
tece of the house. He stated that if
the measure passed it would only be
confirmation of discriminatory legis-
lation passed by other provinces.

The Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
gsociation also through its representa-
tion, entered a vigorous protest
against the bill, stating that the
whole effect of the measure was to
‘,put in the pockets of Ontario agents
| commissions they were not entitied
to.

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FIELDING DEFENDS
TRADE PAGT MADE
WITH THE FRENCH

'Finance Minister Declares That
Treaty Will Be Benefit
To Canada.

MEIGHEN CRITICIZES

Leader of Opposition Claims
Dominion Will Lose

By Deal.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, April 20.—Dicussion of
the new trade treaty with France
held the house again yesterday after-
noon and once more was adjourned.
Hon. W. S. Fielding, finance minister,
opened with & reply to yesterday's
criticisms of the treaty by J. D.
Chaplin, Conservative member for
Lincoin. Mr. Chaplin said Mr. Field-
ing had asked why a treaty should
be made covering articles which
Canada did not export., What harm
was there in that? gqueried Mr. Field-
ing in reply. “We do not believe,” he
added, “that Canadian manufacturers
are not going to expand.”

Some of the items to which Mr.
Chaplin objected had been placed on
the list at the request of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association, of
which Mr. Chaplin was a member.
“Our choice,” continued Mr. Field-
ing, “lay between this treaty and
the French general tariff, and the
French general tariff is very high.”
Further, the treaty removed dis-
crimination which existed in French
markets against Canada as com-
pared with the United States.

Right Hon. Arthur Meighen,
position leader, who adjourned the
debate, declared that Mr. Fielding
was at his best in “magnifying the
unimportant.” Mr. Fielding, added
Mr. Meighen, should have increased
the Canadian tariff on luxuries be-
fore going to France, then he would
not have brought back an ‘“abject
surrender.” Robert Fork, Progres-
sive leader, thought Mr. Fielding had
made a “high protection speech, but
agreed that there should be a treaty
with France.”

Hon. W. 8. Fielding, minister of
finance, replied in the House of Com-
mons_this afternoon to criticisms of
the new trade treaty between Canada
and France.

In spite of the criticissn of J. D.
Chaplin (Conservative, Lincoln) yes-
terday, said Mr. Fielding, he con-
soled himself with the knowledge
that in attempting to improve tra.de
relatjons between the two countries
he was following in the footsteps of
the great public men of the past. The
present trade agreement with France
illustrated the fact that reciprocity
in duties was impossible. Mr. Chap-
lin had himself supported the ar-
rangement under which Canada was
doing business with France at the

wpresent time, As an illustration of
the inequalities under the present
arrangement, Mr. Fielding said that
automobiles, which were admitted to
Canada under a 35 per cent duty,
were required to pay 180 per cent on
entering France. Jf Mr. Chaplin
wotuld aoply this test to many other
items he would find that the French
i duty was much higher than the Can-
' adian.

Had Ridiculed Treaty.

Mr. Chaplin interrupted to say that
‘ he
; arrangement referred to by Mr. Field-
| ing had been passed.

The minister of finance said that

( he was quite ready to agree that we
would not do as much business with
¥rance as we would if that country
had lower duties. The government,
however, was anxious to do the maxi-
mum amount of business possible,
and had tried to get the best terms.
The main effort had been to get as
good terms as the United States,
which was Canada's greatest com-
petitor.

Tt would have been much more
satisfactory if France had consented
to give Canada the whole minimum
tariff, said Mr. Fielding, but France
would not grant the minimum tariff
to any country.

Mr. Chaplin had ridiculed the
treaty because a large number of
items were included in the schedules
which Canada did not export to
France. If this was the case, surely
it éid not hurt to have these items
on the list and it was hoped that

' Canada would export them at some
future time.

“We were making a treatv which
we hoped would last for a. long time.,”
said Mr, Fielding, “and I would like
to remind my honorable friend that
some of the very articles which he
mentioned with scorn and derision
were put in the treaty at the request
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociation, of which he is a member.”

With regard to Mr. Chaplin’s criti-
cism of the duties on ¥rench wines,
Mr. Fielding said that he had ad-
mitted when the treaty first came up
for discussion that it might necessi-
tate a readjustment of the duties on
Canadian wines. That subject was,
however, not under discussion at the
moment.

Mr. Chaplin had been led to rash-
ness in his efforts to find fault, Mr.
Fielding declared. Probably he (Mr.
Chaplin) believed in this treaty but
allowed himself, for party purposes,

. to deride it,

Manufactured in Canada.

Among the “padding” on the list
alleged by Mr. Chaplin was the item
of bronze powder, which the member
for Lincoln had ridiculed. Mr. Chap-
lin had said that no bronze powder
was made in Canada, and that he had
used it in his business for 40 years.
Mr. Fielding read a telegram, under
date of April 19, from R. E. Thorne,

resident of the Canadian Bronze

owder Works, Ltd., stating that

. Canada had been making bronze
powder for many years. Since the
signing of the treaty this company's
business had increased, and new
machinery was being installed to
handle the new business which had
come from France. Eighty per cent
of the output of the mill at Valley-
field was exported, Mr. Fielding
stated.

Mr. Chaplin asked the minister to
state, in that case, why the item of
bronze powder was left out of both
the customs and export figures.

Mr. Fielding replied that the export
returns last issued were compiled
under the authority of his predeces-
sor in office (Sir Henry Drayton),
and he supposed that Sir Henry had
done what he thought was for the
best in that regard.

Miss Jefferson is not an orphan;
neither is she penniless. Her father,
John Jeffries, and her step-mother
live at Parkhill, and when she be-
came of age, relatives state that she
inherited $2,000 from her grandfather.

When a child of eight years Miss
Jefferson made her home with her
aunt, Miss Ann McNeill.

Meighen, had said in a speech last
night that “Mr. Fielding took over to
France a better tariff than he brought
back with him.” In a few places Mr.
Meighen’s charge was correct, ‘“but
the right hon. gentleman forgets,”
declared Mr. Flelding, “that the
agreement with France was dead as
Julius Caesar. It was under sen-
tence of death, for the French gov-
ernment had denounced the agree-
ment and had increased its tariff. Mr.
Meighen was not justified in compar-
ing the new treaty with the agree-
ment which had been denounced.”

“Our choice was between this and
the French general tariff,” the min-
ister continued, “and the French gen-
eral tariff is very high. If we could
not do much business with France
under the old agreement, we would
have done less under her higher gen-
eral tariff.”

Mr. Meighen asked if the minister
would give the house a copy of the
notice from the French government
terminating the agreement which had
succeeded the original agreement be-
tween France and Canada.

Drayton Supports Chaplin.
Mr. Fielding replied that the terms

of the arrangement stated that it was
only temporary, pending completion
of a new convention, and that a new
agreement was to be negotiated im-
mediately.

The minister of finance said that
Mr. Chaplin had many times asserted
that Cawada enjoyed more advan-
tages today than she would get by
virtue of the treaty. The Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, said Mr.
Fielding, had come to the govern-
ment and made a special representa-
tion regarding articles which the
French government was admitting
from the United States at far lower
rates than had to be paid on goods
from Canada. The association had
urged the necessity of endeavoring to
remove such discrimination.

The discrimination, Mr. Fielding
asserted, had now disappeared. Can-
ada was placed on the same terms as
the United States when she did busi-
ness with Irance.

Sir Henry Drayton, supporting Mr.
Chaplin, asserted that Mr. Chaplin
has taken an honest position. Sir
Henry said he personally desired a
treaty with France, but he desired one
which would benefit Canada as well
as France. After all, the first duty
of Canadians was their duty towards
Canada.

Sir Henry agreed that ¥rance
wanted to extend her trade with Can-
ada and that the treaty was neces-
sary.

Sir Henry held that the wbresent
treaty was even worse than the
treaty of 1907. Canada only got what
the United States had got. The only
difference was that while the United
S'tates haq given nothing Canada had
given away much more than he could
bave believed. Canada had given
away her fiscal independence.

Sir Henry declared that there was
practically no Canadian agricultural
product on which the French duty
had not been increased.

Would it not have been better, Sir
Henry queried, to have got better
terms for articles which Canada did
export rather than to have speculated
with  commodities which Canada,
might at some indefinite future time
export? Were not realities better
than possibilities?

Reverting to the item of bronze
powder Sir Henry quoted a return
from the customs and excise de-
partment for the year 1921-22, show-
ing an import of $46,000 worth of
this article, while no exports were
shown,

Sir Henry cited canned salmon as
Canada’s chief article of export to
France. On this the rate had bean
increased from 256 to 35 per cent.
Sugar was next in importance and
nothing had been done at all. Con-
densed milk showed an increase of
fifty per cent.

French Get Concessions.

It was notable that the French on
their side had obtained very real
concessions. They had made their
treaty like businessmen.

He submitted that the whole effect
of the treaty was to make trading
with France more difficult than be-
fore with the exception of articles in
which Canadian manufacturers were
specially interested. The manufac-
turers were entitled consideration,
but in the present case Sir Henry
held they had most unjustifiably been
given exclusive consideration.

Robert Forke, Progressive leader,
remarked that it was very peculiar
30 much effort was made to promote
trade agreements when the nations
engaged were building walls to ob-
struct trade. He thought that the
minister of finance had made a high
protection speech. !

Mr. Fielding had said that if we
had a high protective tariff we could
g0 to the other nations of the world
with a weapon in our hands. He did
not think much of that argument,
said Mr. Forke, however, it seemed
desirable that we should have a
treaty with France, and the most
important thing about this one wag
that we were placed on a level with
the United States. He had no doubt
that the minister had made the best
bargain possible.

Claims Pact Means Loss.

Mr. Meighen declared the treaty
meant a loss of §500,000 a year
revenue to Canada at least. This loss
of revenue, formerly collected upon
conspicuous luxuries now had to be
made up by the s8 of people con-
suming the necessities of life. The
loss on luxurie$ was not only on

those imported from France, but also
those coming from eleven other
including  Switzerland.

BUILD TEN BRIDGES
IN COUNTY THIS YEAR

Cost of Roads and Bridges
Will Approximate
$225,000.

Road maintenance and bridge and
culvert building in the County of
Middlesex during the ensuing yvear
will call for an expenditure of $225,-
000, County Engineer Charles Talbot
announced yesterday morning.

Construction of new roads will not
be as extensive as in former years,
the engineer stated, and the only new
pavement to be laid will be a mile
stretch on the Pipe Line road, costing
$51 000. The program also calls for
the building of a gravel road from
Longwoods station te Cairngorm.

But the slenderness of the road-
building program is made up for by
plans for bridge construction. Alto-
gether ten bridges will be erected,
most of which will be to replace old
structures. Bridges will be con-
structed at Strathroy, Dorchester,
Delaware, ¥ast Willilams, in Lobo
Township, Nissouri Township and
London Township, while three will
be built in Adelaide Township.

All the county roads are in good
shape now, Mr. Talbot reports, and
they are in such a condition that they
will not suffer through heavy traffic.

Two or three weeks ago it was
thought that large trucks, and espe-
cially heavily-loaded moving vans
from outside points, might render the
roads unfit for ordinary traffic, but
increased vigilance on the part of
county officials and the offering of a
$25 reward for the conviction of a
person found driving an exceedingly
heavy load over the highways while
the frost was leaving the ground has
saved the county thousands of dollars
for road repairs.

Oil for use on roads in villages and
towns in Middlesex will be ordered
in the near future, the engineer
states, and will be distributed
throughout the county. Mr. Talbot
estimates that 50,000 gallons of oil
will be used this year and will cost
in the neighborhood of $4,125.

A
farewell sermon teo emigrants was
preached in the United Free Church
by Rev. Alexander White, whose sub-
ject was “Abraham, the First Emi-
grant,” and his text from Genesis xii.:
“Jehovah said unto Abraham, ‘Get
thou out of thy country and from thy
kindred and father's house, unto the
land I will show thee."”

Every night this week in Storno-
way, public whist drives and dances
are being held as complimentary fare-
wells to the emigrants. A local com-
pany of Girl Guides will parade »n
the morning of embarkation to as-
sist emigrants by helping with lug-
gage, etc. There will be an army of
pipers to play Highland music, and
Major Goodliff, Ontario emigration
officer, who with Mrs. Goodliff will
sail with the party, tells me about
forty emigrants are taking bagpipes
with them.

At the last moment the majority
of the young women who were to
emigrate refused to separate them-
selves from the homeland. Probably
not more than twenty women will
sail, though originally there were
over a hundred applicants. Hebrides
girls do not court strange experi-
ences.

In conclusion he said: “The Cana-
dian Indian office cannot stop that,
even if under false pretence of a sort
cf universal scvereignty in places
where it has no army to fear, it con-
tinues its present policy of filling
Dominion prisons with Six Nations
victims of its malice.”

Economics Becker. The mark sup-

against the government. He intimated
plainly that yesterday's raid was an
organized conspiracy of a clique of
speculators and industrialists inter-

ested in depressing the mark to im-

prove their chances in the export

business, for whose criminal un-
patriotism he had no words of con-
demnation sharp enough.

Yesterday's break in the exchange,
according to a statement today by
Vice-Minister of Finance Schroeder,
was due to the fact that the Reichs-
bank actually was not in a position
to supply the foreign exchange de-
mands of the clique of bear specu-
lators, who dumped buying orders up
to about $7,000,000 on the market.

The Reichsbank's stock of foreign
drafts was drained to the bottom by
last week's payments to Belgium on
discounted treasury certificates, and
although the §70,000,000 of gold
reserve deposited abroad was avail-
able to continue supporting the ac-
tion, the Reichsbank and the govern-
ment were unwilling to throw away
the last reserve against complete
bankruptcey.

Schroeder said the government,
was contemplating the
radical step of general confiscation
of all foreign exchange holdings in
Germany. This could be done under
the extraordinary emergency powers
placed in the government's hands by
the Reichstag, without passing any
special legislation.

A number of other measures to
fisht the exchange speculators, re-
duce imports and combat the alarm
in public debt are also being con-
sidered.

DECLARES GREEKS
READY TO ACCEPT
LAUSANNE TERMS

Will Refuse, However, To
Pay Any Indemnity To
Thurks.

MANY URGE WAR

Believe Constantinople Could
Easily Be Taken With .
Present Army.

Athens, April 20.—“We are ready to
accept peace as drafted at Lausanne,
provided the Turks do not insist upon

an indemnity from us,” said Colonel
Gonatas, president revolutionary gov-
ernment, now in power in Greece, to
the writer yesterday.

“An indemnity we cannot pay, first,
because we do not feel that we owe
anything to the Turks, and second,
because we have no mcecney. Should
the Turks, however, want the pay-
ment of a nominal sum to satisfy
their price as victors, we are ready
to prove our willingness to see peace
restored in the Near East, and make
this last sacrifice, but nobody can
force use to pay the Turks sums we
do not owe.”

1l the government officials, mem-
bers of the revolution committee and
the leaders of the opposition agree
that it would be preferable to con-
tinue the war to paying an indemnity,
even if the money were available,
which is not the case.

Used for War.

They feel that it could be more ad-
vantageously used in continuing the |
war than in paying an indemnity,
though the people desire t® see peace
signed at the earliest moment, and
the desire is shared on the army
front.

General Pangalos, the commander-
in-chief, and a number of the senior
officers, are confident that the Turks
could be easily defeated at this time
and seeing a better chance than ever
before of occupying Constantinople,
desire to continue the war, which,
they say, will be short. Government
shares Pangalos views, but is afraid
that the allies at the eleventh hour
will blockade the Greek coast and
occupy Salonika. It is claimed that]
the Greek army is strong enough eas-
ily to defeat the small Turkish forces
located along the Maritza River, and
to occupy Constantinople within less
than a fortnight.

Expected to Change.

General Pangalos himself is ex-
pected to change his attitude when
he realizes that the treasury is empty
and that nowhere in the world are
new funds obtainable. Every imagin._
able article is taxed to the limit, the
tax on capital is so heavy that i¢
amounts to the confiscation of 25 per
cent of the funds. The treasury has
been drained by the heavy expendi-
tures for the army and for aiding the
refugees, After July 1 the govern-
ment must take entire charge of the
refugees, as the American Red Cross
will then withdraw from Greece.

The members of the cabinet try to
be optimistic on the refugees. They
do not expect that Great Britain and
France will find themselves gble to
send anything, but words of encour-
agement, and that the impoverished
Greeks will be compelleqg alone to
provide for nearly 1,000,000 helpless
refugees.

FEAR CHINESE WAR MAY

Shen Hung
Ying attacked Canton this morning
upon receiving secret orders from
the northern government. Fortunately
we defeated him and he. is being pur-
sued by our army. Falsely they talk
peace to slacken our preparations,
but in fact they dream of military
conquest. I request vou to ask their
representatives for an explanation,
otherwise the responsibilities for war
will rest on them.”

The principal purpose of the Shang-
hai peace negotiations was to prevent
war between Wu Pei Fu and Chang
Tso Lin. The complications in the
south. were not expected and are as
surprising to the northern as to the
s‘outherrn peace delegates. Should
Sun Yat Sen be defeated, war be-
tween Wu Pei Fu and Chang Tso
Lin is inevitable. With the Chinese
governmer.it bankrupt, such a war
would prove disastrous and would be

liable to lead to entanglements with
foreign powers.

ONTARIO'S COAL
[) GAN BE MET
BY NORTH MINES

Sudbury District Has Ample
Anthracite for Purpose,
Says Expert.

MUCH CHEAPER

British-Colonial Coal Company |
Manager Says Cost But Half
of United States Product.

How householders of Western On- !
tario may procure one of the best
grades of coal in the world at about
half-price was outlined before the
Lions Club yesterday afternoon bwv
Stewart Hood, of the British-Colonial'
Coal Company, Sudbury, Ont.

If proper measures are put into
operation and co-operation of pro--
vincial government officials secured,
Mr. Hood said, the whole of Ontario
could be supplied from anthracite
fields in the northern part of the
province.

Mr. Hood submitted facts and
figures showing that Ontario anthra-
cite coal fields produced one of the
highest grade fuels in the world. He
quoted reports from prominent geolo-
gists which substantiated his state-
ments,

Only within the past 18 months
have these territories been developed,
but work on them has been crowned
with success, Unfortunately, the de-
partment of mines of Ontario pre-
sented an adverse report on the value
of northern coal findings. This, Mr.
Hood declared, was not only unfair,
but it did not take cognizance of the
Sudbury coal district’s possibilities.
Cyril Knight, provincial geologist,
admitted recently he could not give
a favorable report on northern On-
tario coal owing to the many subtle
influences which pervade the govern-
ment department. If he were allowed
to make an unbiased report, he would
say the coal was the best obtainable,
but his hands were tied.

Nevertheless, Mr. Hood, in quoting
the opinions of mining engineers and
geologists known throughout the
world, revealed that, if properly de-
veloped, Ontario will in time be able
to get coal from her own fields at
about half the price of that obtained
from the United States,

The Lesson of Nickel.

Mr. Hood carried his hearers baci
to the time, 35 years ago, when Pro-
fessor Miller, then provincial geolo~
gist, said there was no nickel in On=
tario that could be produced in com-~
mercial quantities. Then another
geologist stated emphatically that
gold could not be produced at a profit
in Ontario. Now the government is-
suses an equally adverse statement
regarding coal. The fact that On-
tario has become the greatest nlckell
and gold producing country in the
world, in spite of damaging reports
from so-called “experts” {llustrates
the fallacy of the recent decision,
minimizing the possibilities of On«
tario anthracite, !

A sample of Ontario coal wa
passed ubout the table for examina-
tion of club members. Mr. Hood read
analyses of the fuel, which showed i
to be the best grade, with one ex-
ception, ever mined.

F. L. Barrett, manager of the Till«
son Coal Company, this city, outlined
the reasons for the high price of coal
in Canada, and stated the tremendou
irr.crease in labor costs and freight
rates since 1909 were factors pre-
venting Canadians from getting chea
fuel. The only solution to the prob-
lem, he advised, was for Canada tu!
produce her own coal. ;

Sub-
sequent care of the crop consists in
careful and continuous cultivation,
ard sufficient hand weeding to keep
the crop clean.

The growing of onions fifrom Dutch
scts is very similar. The main differ~
ence is in the fact that sets and tiny
sfcedling onions, grown for the pur-
pose, are planted in the place of seed.
It entails rather more work, but is a
much surer crop, as the set will
commence growing almost immedi-
ately after planting, and no thinning
is required, the sets having been
placed at the four-inch intervals in
planting.

If it is difficult or too costly to
obtain sets, seedling on‘ons grown in
fliits under glass may be purchased
very reasonably, and are used in the
same way as Dutch sets. As the

BOARD MAY AUGTION
FAMOUS SCHOOL SITE

Building and Property Com-
mittee Decides To Take
Action.

The last chapter in the tragic story
of the now famous Dakin street
property, purchased one time as a
echool site and then abandoned may
be written in the near future.

The building and property com-
mittee of the board of education Wed-
nesday night decided that if the board
as a whole is willing the property
should be sold at once by auction.
Along with the other property on
Grand avenue over which there has
been more or less litigation may be
disposed of to the highest bidder.

The Dakin street site was pur-
chased for §5,000 by last year's
board for a new school for Southeast
London. For various reasons it was
abandoned for another site at Tra-
falgar and Oliver streets. Before
this was done, however, a merry bat-
tle was fought back and forth be-
tween members of the board in which
members of the city council and the
city solititor occasionally joined.

The property on Grand avenue was
the site of the old Grand Avenue
School, which was torn down some
yvears ago, when Tecumseh School
was built. It consists of iive Iiots,
which are to be scld for building pur-
poses.

A year ago three of the lots were
sold by auction to two women, who
were sisters-in-law. The husband of
one was dissatistied with the buy,
and so both women refused to carry
out the sale. They even asked that
their deposit be returned to them.

After many months of vain effort
to secure payment, a compromise has
been reached, whereby the purchase
of one of the lots will be completed.
The four remaining ones will be sold
by auct.on if the board favors the
plan.

Make a Place for Lacrosse.

While the athletic programs for the year are being
decided on in Western Ontario, it is to be hoped that the
one game that is distinctly Canadian, viz., lacrosse, shall
bhave its rightful place. ;

thusiasts. Take the town of Parkhill as an example.
Lacrosse was first started there when the McGinnis
boys came from Montreal to establish a -cheese box
factory. There were three of them, Charles, Philip and
Peter, and all lacrosse players. They were not long in
town before they started to play lacrosse, and the
young men in the place were quick to learn. The result
was a good team, big crowds out to see the games with
neighboring towns, and a general impression that “we
have a good team right here.”” When the box factory
closed, the game lagged, but was revived again when an
athletic printer, Bill Fairgrieve, arrived in town from
Perth, in the eastern part of Ontario, where they grow
lacrosse players. It was revived again, and the town
was represented in the old C. L. A. with Exeter, St.
Marys and Forest. Result—The town band out for the
games, good crowds and clean amateur sport.

St. Marys has probably been the most consistent
performer in this way of any town in the district. They
always played good lacrosse down on the grounds by
the river. They played a hard game, and could give
and take, but they were always fair. The team was
able to annex 2 championship last year, and should be
able to do the same thing again this season. Lacrosse
is one of the best games for a town, and it is more
readily kept in the amateur class than many of our
more highly developed and commercialized sports.

Here’s One Unique Playground.

All over the continent more attention is being given
than ever to playgrounds for children. London did a
fine piece of work in this connection last year. The
trouble is to get suitable grounds centrally located.

Playgrounds were not thought of when we were
building cities in the first place. It used to be taken
for granted that a good many of the children could
play on the streets. The automobile traffic has changed
all this, and street playing is a dangerous occupation
today.

One London resident, Mr. John Putherbough, of
Regent street, was able to look a little farther ahead
than most people when he started in to so fashion and
build a block that there would be a permanent play-
ground in the centre of it. In the block bounded by
Huron, Waterloo, Regent and Wellington streets there
is a block of land 200 x 300 feet, and that is set apart
for playgrounds for the children of the block. It is big
enough for a soft ball game, bowling and quoits all at
once, so the adults have the use of it too.

It is a good enough idea for any city to consider,
especially if new land is being opened up. Make the
lots deep enough so that a piece can be taken off the
end and pooled for the common good. It is an excellent
community playground plan, and Mr. Putherbough holds
no hard and fast patents on the idea.

SOME WILLS ARE VERY SHORT.

(From The Quebec Telegraph.)

Many of the distressing struggles over a dead
man’s estate that mean perhaps Years of misery to his
heirs and the waste of accumulated savings might be
easily avoided by the simple expedient of making a
plain and easily understood will. The making of a will
brings death no nearer as some appear to fear, judg-
ing by their deferring of the duty, often till it is too
late to attend to the matter at all.

Wills do not nead to be complicated documents, and
the shorter they are the clcarer they are likely to be.
One of the shortest wills on record reads: “I leave all
my property ‘to my wife.” The estate left by the man
who made this will was a large one, but as there was
no question of his sanity, his wife got it all. There
was nothing ambiguous about the will, nothing which
could give the cleverest lawyer on earth the slightest
chance of having it interpreted so that any person but
the widow could benefit by it. So it is with the wills
of many great men. The will of the late Chief Justice
White of the United States, was not much longer. This
is what it said: “This is my last will. I give, bequeath,
and devise to my wife, Leita M. White, in complete and
perfect ownership all my rights and property of every
kind and nature, whether real, personal or mixed, whe-
cever situated, appointing her executrix of my estate
without bond and giving her seisin thereof.” A remark-
ably sensible document, and one over which it would be
difficult enough to bring any action designed to alter
its provisions.

It is not unlike the will of the late E. H. Harriman,
filed in 1909, which was so brief, yet so indisputable,
that it was regarded as a model. In addition to the
attestations, it said: “I, Edward H. Harriman, of Arden,
in the State of New York, do make, publish and declare
this as and for my last will and testament, that is ‘to
say: I give, devise and bequeath all my property, real
and personal, of every kind and nature to my wife,
Mary W. Harriman, to be hers absolutely and forever,

CHARGE NOT OVER $43.
Editor of The Advertiser:

Sir: T was impressed on reading
your editorial in last evening’s paper
about the man who had paid about
$85 to secure possession of a house
worth some $2,100 in London. Un-
less there were some very extraord-
inary circumstances in connection
with this deal, it seems that there
must have been a mistake or else an
overcharge. There is a tariff that is
quite strictly observed by the law-
yers of London in connection with
this work, and at the very outside
the bill should not have been over
$43, while in many cases I know it
would have been done for less. On
the deal, as I gathgr the circum-
stances from your paper, the charges
would run about like this:

Searching the title and drawing
the mortgage, $23.50; for registering
the deed, $2; for registering the
mortgage, $1.50; for adjusting taxes,
etc., $2; government land tax, based
on one-fifth of one per cent, which is
turned over to the government. Many
offices would not have charged over
$31. The securing of the mortgage
money is charged for in some places
at one per cent, while in others, 'in-
cluding our own, no charge is made
for that. Even if the charge were
made for that the bill would be $43,
which is only a trifle over half the
amount named in your article. I
think as a gemeral thing that the
firms in London work very closely to
the tariff, anfl every effort is made
to make the costs as light as pos-
sible for a man trying to buy a piece
of property.

MEANS YOUR DOCTOR AT ONCE.

There are some things in life which
are fundamental. If they are shaken
or any way disturbed the bottom
seems to have
fallen out of exist-

ence.

Did you ever
experience an
earthquake? We
look upon Mother
Earth as fixed and
unfatling. An
earthquake gives
you the strangest
feeling of wonder,
doubt and loss of §
grip on the “eter-
nal verities.”

The unfailing
action of the heart
is essential, not only to comfort, but
to life itself. We expect the heart
to do its vital work without mur-
murings or calls for help. Ordinarily
we are as unconscious of the action
of the heart as we are of the dyna-
mos which furnish electricity for our
homes, or of the great reservoirs
which supply us with drinking water.

When there is a “catch” in the
heart, the missing of a bedt, or any
other sign of trouble, it gives us a
pang of fear. When there is actual
pain it is as if another of the eternal
verities had been destroyed.

There is a disease called “angina
pectoris” which is as well-named as
it could possibly be. Angina is an
agonizing, choking, gripping, viselike
pain in the chest. It is ag if there
were a terrible cramp in the heart.

The pain in angina is almost enough
to kill and the mental agony adds
the finishing blow in many cases.
There is always the fear of immedi-
ate death.

I think I have told the story be-
fore, but it is such a vivid picture
in my mind that I cannot resist tell-
ing again of the first case of angina
pectoris I ever attended. I was a
young doctor, in practice but a few
weeks, when I was called to see an-
other doctor who lived alone in his
office on the top floor of a big build-
ing. It was in the middle of a dark
night. .

I felt my way up the stairs and
along the shadowy halls to find my
patient on the floor writhing in agony.
The doctor thought he was dying,
and I did, too.

To tell the truth, I was as scared
as the suffering man. There went
through my head visions of a dead
man being found in the morning and
bleodhounds tracking me to my room,
where I would be arrested for the
mysterious murder of a fellow-prac-
titioner.

By this time my patient and I were
almost insane, but with the urgings of
an apparently dying man and the
necessity of saving myself from
prison, I was sure nobody ever worked
harder to save a life! Daylight found
us ~triumphant. My patient recov-
ered!

The victim of this condition is like-
ly to have repeated attacks. He
should be examined thoroughly by a
good doctor, who will provide reme-
dieg to carry and to be used when the
spasms occur. The investigation wil!
include an examination of the blood
to see if by any chance there is an
underlying condition of importance as
a possible cause.

By proper care the dangerous at-
tacks may be warded off, or so con-
trolled as not to be too serious. Like
other forms of spasmodic and occa-
sional pain, there must be discovered
the exciting factors. When these are
removed there is hope of recovery.

MAN'S HEADLESS BODY
FOUND IN RIVER ROUGE

Believed To Have Been Slain
Two Ménths Ago—Body
Naked to the Waist.

Detroit, April 20.—The decapitated,
half-clothed body of a well-dressed
man was discovered in the intake
canal of River Rouge, at the rear of
the Detroit Sulphite Pulp and Papar
Company’s piant, 9131 West Jeffer-
son avenue, by a workman at 3:30
o'clock yesterday afternoon. It is
believed the body had been in the
water at least two months.

Police detectives were assigned to
the case last night, on the theory the
man was the victim of a fiendish
murder. The body was naked to the
waist and the pockets of the trousers
were turned inside out. Robbery was
the motive behind the death, police
believe.

William Marler, an employee of
the paper company, saw the body
floating in the basin between the
plant and the river. Coroner James
E. Burgess was notified. After a
cursory examination of the badly-
decomposed corpse, he notified police
of Scotten avenue station that he be-
lieved the man had met with, foul
play. :

The coroner expressed the opinion
the body probably had been afloat
more than two months. The head
had been severed by a sharp instru-
ment, a razor or a keen knife, it is
the theory.

Superintendent Paul Zilskie of the
paper company said the intake basin
had been cleaned out three weeks
ago.

Coroner Burgess announced that
the corpse will be subjected to a
freezing process to permit of a
posi-mortem examination Friday.

FEAR BIG FLOOD
NOW_ THREATENS
MANITOBA HOMES

Torrent, Many Miles Wide,
Rushes Over Rich Farming
District.

RESIDENTS IN PANIC

Pack Possessions and Flee Be-
“fore Waters of Assiniboine

and Red River.

Canadian Press Despatch.

‘Winnipeg, April 20.—Vast areas
throughout Central and Southern
Manitoba are swept by flood waters,
and the reports reaching here last
night from the affected districts gave
little indication that the peak had vet
been reached. Especially along the
courses of the Assiniboine and Red
rivers is the situation grave, while a
torrent many miles wide is rushing
over a rich farming district toward
Lake Manitoba in a northerly direc-
tion a few miles west of IPortage la
Prairie.

Railway transportation has been
completely demoralized throughout
the province as a result of the wash-
outs along the lines of the Canadian
Pacific and Canadian Northern rail-
ways. A number of towns and vil-
lages are practically isolated, innum-
erable bridges have been swept away,
culverts have been washed out, and
harassed residents in many districts
are making frantic efforts to move
their stock to higher land before their
farms become surrounded.

The swollen waters of the Assini-
boine have forced hundreds of resi-
dents of Brandon from their homes,
and last night many families had
taken up temporary residence n
tents. A late report said it was feared
a “big flood” was on the way.

At midnight, all householders-north
of the C. P. R. tracks at Brandon
were struggling to load their bedding
and clothing into the too few boats
that were available.

WORST IN HISTORY.

SAYS WEST FARMERS.
ARE NOT BANKRUPTS

George Spence States Many
Men Not Suited for Farm
Work.

Ottawa, April 20.—“I'm not going
to say we are living in luxury, for we
are not, but ncither are we all bank-
rapt,” declared George Spence of
Monchy, Sask., in evidence bhefore the
special agricultural committee of the
house this morning.

PROSPECTS ARE BRIGHT
FOR SATURDAY MARKET

Warm Weather and Better
Roads Expected To Make
Bumper Session.

With every indication that *spring has
arrived at last, great expectations are
being held out for the success of Sat-
urddy’s session on the local mariet
square. While the receipts of maple
Syrup were quite numerous on Thurs
day, and hopes were expressed that
the season would be extended for at
least a short time, the return of the
warm weather has put an end to these
hopes, as the manufacture of maple
Syrup requires frosty nights in order to
facilitate the flow of sap. But present
conditions are against this, and Sat-

urday will no doubt see a large and
almost final appearance of this product,
at least for this season. The current
prices range from $2 to $2.75 per gallon,
with the bulk of sales at the $2.50 mark.
In some cases sales have been con-
summated at the rate of five gallons for
$9, but this is more the exception than
the rule. However, Saturday is ex-
pected to be a red-letter day in the
maple syrup line for this season., at
least, and prices will undoubtedly reach
a much lower level,

The warmer weather is also re-
sponsible for a falling of -in receipts
of other lines of produce, as the farmers
are now more interested in getting their
land than they aré in attending the
market. For this reason, there were
only ten loads of hay on the square,
and the light receipts had the effect
of making the demand brisker and sena-
ing the price up to some extent. The
quotations ranged from $12 to $14, and
:ll the loads were sold before the noon

our,

The inquiries for oats have slackened,
and the solitary load received was sold
for $1.85 per cwt.

Butter prices are meeting with rapid
changes at the present time, 40 cents
per pound being quoted for No. 1
creamery, wholesale, and 38 cents for
No. 2—a drop of several cents during
the past two or three days—and from
10 to 12 cents per lb. for the week.

Eggs remain almost steady, as the
wholesales have not made any appre-
ciable reduction for several days.

As is the case each week, Saturday’s
market, to a great extent, has the effect
of stabilizing prices for the week fol-
lowing.

The house itself has passed the
principle of P. R. Under these cir-
cumstances no government would be
doing its duty if it failed to bring
P. R. down in a redistribution. But
members assume tyranny over this
house to prevent the will of the house
being expressed, and like Sampson,
thev seek to defeat their opponents
with a jawbone. I will not complete
the quotation, but looking at those
who direct attack I might well finish
it and be within the facts. There is
no closure in this house, and I hope
the time will not come when there
will be, but free speech should not
be abused. It requires only the use
of the head below the ears.

Withdraws Hard Words.

The premier said he wanted to
withdraw the words “dregs of the
leavings of the Tories,” which he
used in his Milton speech. :

“The situation here has become in-
tolerable to the government and to
the members,” he continued. ‘““The
government cannot accept an ulti-
matum from one-quarter of the
house. What will we do?

‘““We must get supply through. The
best solution is to drop it all and let
the responsibility rest where it be-
longs. They (pointing to the Con-
servatives) think they will get into
power with the minority vote. They
think they will win- with the wet
vote, but the sense of the people of
this province will revolt at the tactics
that have spoiled the fair name of
this house. The time has come when
patience is exhausted. I propose to-
night to go on with the estimates.”

Mr. Drury continuing, said the
country would judge of the tyranny
of the minority. “They will not stand
for such imposition by dastardly tac-
tics. But these have not been the
weapons of fair debate. This tyranny
cannot be broken except by an appeal
to the people. It is the only way
and I propose to break it that wany.”

Tremendous applause grected the
premier as he sat down.

Mr. Hay said that in the melo-
drama last week the principles had
not been in front of the curtain.

FOUR “MOUNTIES"
COME 10 GUARD
INCOME RETURNS

Will Remain In Office To Pro-
tect Large Sums

Expected.
OFFICIALS ARMED

Department Desirous of Fore-
stalling Any Possible
Holdups.

The scarlet of the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police will again be a fa-
miliar sight around London, when
four picked “redcoats” arrive Mon-
day to guard the hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars that will be pourihg
into the London Branch of the in-
come department during the rush
period around the last of April.

The guard will be in charge of
Sergt Birtwhistle of Windsor and will
be stationed at strategic points in
the office. One or two officers will
have a constant watch over the
cashiers’ wickets, while the remain-
der will cover the entrance and exits
to foil a getaway should a holdup be
attempted.

The three mounties are being
brought from Niagara Falls, Bridge-
burg and Oswego, and their sojourn
in the city will last about ten days,
Should the rush period extend longer
than is expected at present, however,
the officers probably will be kept here
until all the money has been trans-
ferred from the office to the banks.

Guard All Offices.

Local income tax officials do not
expect by any means that a robbery
will be attempted, but the amount of
money that will pass through the
head office of the London district
during the next week or so would

LUE

warrant an elaborate holdup and the
department, knowing well that it has
been tried before, are taking great
precautions and every large office
in the Dominion will be guarded dur-
ing the period.

Last year a flurry of excitement
swept through the offices in Western
Ontario, when it was reported that
a foreign-born woman had nipped
in the bud a grandiose scheme for
robbing the Hamilton office by
warning the officials a day before the
holdup was scheduled to be staged.
The guard in Hamilton was doubled,
but nothing happened.

Arm Officials.

Every precaution will be taken by
the London officials to make a holdup
in this city next to impossible. To
make assurance doubly sure all re-
sponsible male officials will be armed
and with four stalwart mounties in
the office officials belleve that it
would be decidedly unhealthy, not to
say dangerous, for any person or
persons to try to steal any of the
money accompanying the income tax
returns,

All returns have to be in the office
by April 30, and judging by the
steady increase during the last week
or so, officials are of the opinion that
this year the number of “laggards”
will be few. A  heavy penalty is
prescribed by law for failure to tile
income tax returns. .

Some time ago I said that I felt
bad when folks stood children in the
corner for punishment and told how

the soul of a child. I said, too, that
if a child had to be placead in the
punishment corner that it ought to
be a Bourne-Jones sort of corner,
bringing messages of beauty to the
little sinner forced to regard it.

An anxious mother and some con-
scientious teachers wrote to me, say-
ing: “No, no. Punishment must be
real. It must make them see we
mean it."”

Mean what? What is the message
vou are conveying to the mind of the
little child who has transgressed?
Surely not revenge? Nothing of ven-
geance is in your soul when you dis-
cipline a little child?

What you are trying to do is to
change the point of view of that lit-
tle one. To make him sea that the
thing he did was not lovely, his ac-
tion was not kind, his thought had
not been the fine one it might have
been. You do not want to hurt him.
You want to help him.

Then let me share with you some-
thing I discovered long ago as I
worked my way through years of
teaching children. They do not grow
when they are hurt by punishment.
They are stunted by it. There must
shine through the soul of the teacher
the great ljove she has for childhood,
a love so unbiased by any personal
motives so clear in its directness, that

{it lights up the child’s soul and it

hopeful withal.

Then why should not that corner
to which you send him for prayer and
meditation have something in it that
will inspire that prayer and medita-
tion until the penitent soul can drop
off the old man and take on the new?
That is what you send him there for.

When vou send him to the corner
and he stands there staring into its
blankness his mind is not blank. It
is trying to find a comforting place
to rest in. It is searching for some-
thing to justify it. The body of the
child stands there passive and you
think he is under control and that
he is being forced to repentance by
the fact of that posture. He isn't.
His body is not his self. That is
free, racing ahead whither it listeth.

L 'Q R, Prat, AMELC. De-

livers Instructive Address
In Collegiate Auditorium.

ILLUSTRATES TALK

Points Out How Use of Domin-
ion Fuel Would Aid
Prosperity.

Declaring that obstacles preventing
consumption of Alberts coal in On-
tario were more or less imaginary, G.
R. Pratt, AMELC., fucl engineer
from the west, last night showed in
convineing manner how the coal fields
of Alberta could become tha solving
factor in Ontario’s fuel problems,

Speaking before a combined meet-
ing of the Canadian Club and Cham-
ber of Commerce at the collegiate
auditorium, Mr. Pratt summarized
leatures of his proposal and revealed
how traneportation of Alberta coal to
this section of Canada would expe-
dite national prosperity.

It Couldn’t Be Done.
Yeers ago when

the of

project

‘shipping Alberta coal as far ecast as

Winnipeg was broached, Mr. Pratt
said, the invariable remark was that
it couldn’t be done. Now Alberta
€oal was being used almost exclusive-
lv as far east as Port Arthur. Simi-
lar prejudice and difficulties would
ensue, he had no doubt, before Al-
berta coal found its way to Outario.
But that it would eve ntually become
the primary source of this province's
domestic and industrial heat and
power, he was confident.
Fourteen per cent of the
¢oal output is produced in Alberta.
At the present time that provinea
was mining six million tons a vear,

and its capacity was far from being |

reached. It could, with
tional operating cost,
times that amount. Miners were at
present working but four to six
months during the yvear. 1If the On-
tario market was availuble, however,
they could labor the year around.

Alberta, Mr. Pratt s»'d, mined
varieties of coal. Consuners, unfor-
tunately, have becn tauzlit to believe
that anthracite was the only desir-
able fuel for domestic purposes. This,
Mr. Pratt took ocecasion to emphati-
rally deny.

Over-
head expense would not be increased
to any material extent, and cars at
present lying idle would be put to
good use,

“When Alberta coal was first ex-
perimented with by Winnipeg house-
holders, numerous dealers objected.
The result was that several went out
of business. The retail merchant must
realize that Alberta ceal will provide
as great a profit as any American
variety.

“It should be the ambition of every
Canadian to see his people using
Canadian coal exclusively. Ontario
need not, necessarily be confined in
its coal purchases to Alberta. Nova
Scotia and other territories should be
allowed to ship their product if econ-
omically feasible.” :

Illustrates Proper Use.

Following Mr. Pratt's address the
audience were shown an interesting
series of slides illustrating the proper
use of Alberta coal and the most
economical and satisfactory methods
of installing and looking after the
furnace,

He stressed the necessity of un-
derstanding how to get the best value
for fuel used. The qualities of both
hard and soft coal were described an-l
proper procedure in building a fire
explained. Technical details Mr.
Pratt avoided as much as possible.
with the result that a comprehensive
idea of the most effective way of
heating the home was transmitted to
the audience.

PROBE GRAIN TRADE

Legislature May Pass Similar
Measures To Federal
Laws.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, April 20.—Three govern-
ment measures were introduced in
the legislature yesterday afternoon
Lbefore the debate on the redistribution
bill was resumed. Hon. R. H. Grant,
minister of education, brought in a
bill amending the adolescent school
attendance act giving some exemp-
tion among rural schools. It provides
that the act shall not apply to a rural
adolescent -whose services are re-
quired on the home farm, providing
that adolescent is in school three
months a year.

Another bill concerns investigation
of the grain trade. It is concurrent
legislation with that being passed by
the federal parliament for a grain
inquiry. Hon. Walter Rollo intro-
duced a bill amending the workmen's
compensation act. It provides for
increasing the compensation for chil-
dren whose parents are dead, from
$10 and $15, to $20. It also increases
the compensation of a widow from
66 2-3 per cent of her deceased hus-
band’'s wages to 100 per cent.

Resolutions Pass.

H. H. Dewart brought up the mat-
ter of long standing notices of motion
for the return of certain papers. Hon.
Walter Rollo said that in his depart-
ment some of these papers had been
available for weeks, and he was
simply waiting for the house to pass
the resolutions calling for them. The
premier said he was willing to pass
all these resolutions if the members
would not debate them. Mr. Dewart
asked several members if they
wanted to discuss their resolutions
and received replies that they did
not and were only seeking informa-
tion. As a result of Mr. Dewart's
efforts four or five resolutions calling
for papers and information were
passed without discussion.

A. W. Gray, Conservative, Leeds,
before the orders of the day, said
he desired to correct a report of a
recent speech of his in Toronto.

ROLLD WOULD AMEND
WORKNEN'S NEASURE

Minister of Labor Introduces
Bill Calling For Important
Changes in Compensation
Act.

Toronto, April 20. — In the legisla-
ture yesterday afternoon, Hon. Walter
Rollo, minister of labor, introduced
several important amendments to
the workmen’'s compensation act.
Under the measure the maximum
monthly payment which may be
made to dependents will be increased
from 66 2-3 to 100 per cent. The
allowances to children will be in-
creased from $10 to $15 per month,
to be increased on the death of the
remaining parent to $20. Another
section raises the allowances from
$10 to $20 per month where the de-
pendents are children only.
