T appears from the Tublet, the organ of the

Roman schism in England, that the total

number of Romanists in England and Scotland at
present does not exceed 1,250.000.

A stained glass window, by Messrs. Ward and
Hughes, has recently been placed in Eastbury church
Berks, by the parishioners and other friends to the
memory of its founder, Bishop Milman. This is
the seventh memorial window to the Bishop in
Fngland and India.

The council of the Society for the Maintenance
of the Faith has come to the resolution, in conse-
quence of the recent alteration in the Burial law,
that one of the objects the society shall seek to
promote is the acquisition of land to be vested in
the trustees of the society, for burial according to
the rites ‘of the Church, and that the necessary
alterations in the constitution be made as soon as
possible for this purpose.

In the last work published by Cardinal Newman
before his elevation to that position, he Dbitterly
laments that the Roman Communion ¢ presents
just that aspect to his countrymen which is most
consonant with their ingrained prejudices, and
most unpromising for their conversion.” Three
vears before, in- his letter to the Duke of Norfolk,
he denounced in language as strong, ‘ the chroaic
extravagances of knots of Catholics here and there,”
by which the public mind had been deeply pre-
judiced against the church to which he had ¢gone
over.”” Among those whom they repelled, Cardi-
nal Newman apparently reckons the present Prime
Minister. He says, ‘I own to a deep feeling that
Catholics,” (that is, Roman Catholics)  may in a
great measure thank themselves, and no one else
for having alienated so religious a mind.”

The Islington Clerical Meeting was held on the
11th of January, at the Memorial Hall, under the
presidency of the Vicar, Prebendary Wilson. U}
wards of three hundred clergymen and laymen
were present, including the Bishop of Rochester,
Bishop Perry, Bishop Ryan, the Bishop of Auck.
land, the Dean of Ripon, Dean Bagot, &c. In
his opening address Mr. Wilson said, * the tendency
of the present day was to lower the importance of
the ministry of the Word.” But we would ask, Who
has done more in that direction than the entire
mass of the Islington * party”? Mr. Wilson also
remarked that ¢ if some of our venerable fathers
in the faith, Simeon, and Newton, and Romaine,
and Cecil, were to rise from their graves and re-
sume their ministry among us, I doubt whether
they would be listened to with that thrilling interest
which once attended their mimstrations.

The ancient chureh of Keston, Kent, which dates
from the twelfth century, and which during the
last year has been restored and enlarged, was for-
mally re-opened on the 9th ult. by the Archbishop
of Canterbury.

The Lord Chancellor has a Fund derived from

the sale of livings in his gift of the value of be-
tween +800 and £500 a vear to owners of land,
within the respective parishes.  Out of this fund he
i1s empowered by an Act of IR68 to augment any
benefice in his gift, with the vostriction that he
may not make the annual value exceed £400, or
£1 for every fonr inhabitants within the limits of
the parish. .\ bill introduced by Lord Selborne
has passed the House of Lords, enabling the Lord

this fund to an annual value of €200 free from any
restriction as to the number of the mhabitants.
The bill also empowers the Lord Chancellor to
make a grant out of the fund towards purchasing,
building, or rebuilding, a parsonage on certain
conditions, for any benefice i his aift.

In connection with ¢ the present distress,” the
Venerable Archdeacon Allen has counselled each
clergyman to obey his Bishop. In reply to this
it has been asked, On what grounds and to what
extent ? And it is added, What the Bishop is
entitled to is, canonical obedience ; and that would
be deemed such which would be required under
these conditions :—1. After consultation with the
Bishop's co-provincials, or better still, with both
Houses of Convocation. 2. Acting with the advice
of his presbyters tendered at his diocesan Synod.
8. Sitting in his own Court, and ruling, irrespective
of the unhappy decisions which have been given
by a mere Act of Parliament Court, with the
advice thus indicuted. With these aids to a right
judgment, rulings on questions of doctrine and
ritual would be tolerably uniform; and every loyal
clergyman would, it 1s believed, render cheerful
obedience.

The Baroness Burdett-Coutts and Mr. William
L. Ashmead Bartlett were married on the 12th
instant at Church. The marriage was performed
by the Rev. Henry W. Cardwell, assisted by the
Rev. Mr. White, chaplain of the Savoy Chapel
Royal. The marriage was as private as possible.
Sir Francis Burdett gave away the bride. The
wedding party were afterwards entertained at the
residence of Mrs. Trevannion, eldest sister of the
bride. It is understood that legal proceedings will
be taken in the Court of Chancery to restrain the
trustees under the will of the Duchess of St.Alban’s
from permitting the Baroness to continue to receive
the income heretofore paid her from the property
owned by the Duchess, in consequence of the
Baroness having married an alien, although natu.
ralized. If she lose the contested property she
will still have about two million pounds sterling,
which will devolve on Mr. Bartlett, should he sur-

vive her.

The Dean of St. Paul's, London, and a large

NE of the noblest examples of zeal and suf-
O fering for Chnst's sake 1s scen in that of St.
Paul who could not be moved to depart from a
course he had once undertaken by anything less
than a supernatural power. But when that super-
natural power was cxerted in aid of the cause in
which the great Apostle had been already enlisted,
his determination, lfis energetic efforts, his sublime
fortitude were increased in a tenfold degree. He
had always been prepared to face danger when act-
ing in behalf of what he believed, however erro-
neously, to be the truth ; but more especially when
he had declared himself on the side of the Gospel
of the Son of God, then, though bonds and im-
prisonments awaited him; though death itself
shonld be his lot, he was cqually ready to proclaim
the cverlasting truths of redemption to all within
reach of the sound of his voice or the writing of
his pen. Nor was he found wanting when the hour
of trial came. He did not flinch when the fetters
were put upon him, nor when the axe of the exe-
cutioner was prepared to deprive him of life.
Indeed, throughout the whole of his eventful life
he was ‘“in labours more abundant; in stripes
above measure ; in prisons more frequent ; in deaths
oft.” And when in the immediate prospect of
death, the lofty eloquence of his language was
some of the noblest ever uttered by mortal man.
The dying words of great men are often treasured
up with the greatest care; and these were St.
Paul's: “Iam now ready to be offered, and the
time of my departure is at hand. I have fought a
good fight, T have finished my course, I have kept
the faith ; henceforth there is laid up for me a
crown of righteousness, which the Lord the Right- "
eous Judge, shall give me at that day; and not to
me only, but unto all them also that love His ap-

It is one of the signs of the times that some of
the ablest preachers of this section of the Church,
as well as its foremost anti-Roman theologian, Dr.
Littledale, come from the Island which had been
hitherto noted chiefly for the ultra-protestant tone
of its ministry ; and that they are shewing them-
selves, when roused, capable of intellectual disci-
pline and theological power very rare in modern
days, ably supplementing the more calm and unim-
passioned eloquence of their English brothers in
the common Church of the British race. There
i8 good reason to hope that working well together
in harmony, they may s> temper each other's ten-
dencies to eccentricity or extravagance as to create
a wholesome wave of solid Church sentiment, whose
power and worth no body of Christians within its
reach will be able very long to gainsay or with
stand. .

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demeanour, of unblemished reputation, respected by
all, and especially loved by those who were privileged
to know him intimately, he presented the truly at-
tractive character of the Christian and the gentle-
man. His health had of late caused uneasiness to
his friends, and on the morning of the 3rd inst., whilst
preparing to start for his office, he ruptured a blood
vessel, and though every assistance was speedily ren-
dered, he did not survive more than about twenty
minutes, passing quietly away in the 27th year of his
age. His remains were interred in the Church yard
at Holland Landing, the service being read by the
Rev. H. B. Owen, of Newmarket. A very large at-
tendance at the funeral evidenced the high estimation
in which Mr. Barwick was deservedly held.

For his widow and family there is a wide and gen-
uine sympathy.

BoLToN.—A lecture was delivered on Monday, the
7th insj-, in the Town Hall, Bolton, on “The Music of
the Bible,”-by Mr. John Hague, on the invitation of
the Rev. W, H. Clarke, B.A., who presided. The lec-
turer gave a sketch of the researches of Layard, Ras-
sam, and Wilkinson in Assyria and Egypt, which had
revealed the forms of musical instruments in use in
the earlist periods, and thrown greatlight upon many
Biblical allusions. He exhibited a number of cartoons
of scenes depicted in the tombs of Egypt, and on the
walls of Ba.bg.lou, having a bearing upon Biblical
music. The frequent allusions to music in the Bible
were made the ground of an argument for its use in
Divine Worship, as being the offering of praise and
prayer to the God who creatéed music by one of His
most beautiful works. The identaty of the laws of

. harmony with those of astronomy and optics was

dwelt on, and shown to be a demonstration of Al-
mighty power and goodness. The various uses of
music alluded to in Scripture were specified to illus-
trate the diffusion of musical knowledge in early
times, and illustrative pictures shown which excited
much interest. That the most sgiritua.l book of Scrip-
ture was also the most musical book, the lecturer re-
garded as a complete answer to those who object to a
musical service on the ground of spirituality. A vote
of thanks to Mr- Hague was moved by Mr. Johnson,
and seconded by a parishioner, a Presbyterian. It is
a kind of work which laymen might well devote them-
gelves to, and find ample reward in the appreciation
of those who are unable to enjoy the privileges of city
life.

St. Paul says. 'l glory in the Cross .. by
which, &e¢,”” manifestly making his allusion to lie to
the material fact of the crucifixion. not to w meta-
physical doctrine. I take St. Paul's ground, and glory
in the Cross. not in any man-made doctrine about 1t. It
16 hard for me to conceive of a Christinn who does not
delight in being reminded of His Saviour's redeeming
death by the syvmbol thereof. If you prove the
form of the Cross to be of heathen origin. which
is manifest enough, for heathens crucitied Jesus. 1
then glory in it all the more. yes all the more, becanse
it then becomes w further symbol of the victory of
Christ over the Devil and his works.

Sik,—Your correspondent, W Monsou. refers to
Eph iv., 9. evidently under the impression that it is a
assage of Seripture which conflicts with the views
of ** Christ's Descent into Hell,” as propounded by
certain commentators, and given in miy previous let-
ters. I had intended to refer to this passage, but vour
limited space more than anything clse prevented my
doing so. 1 beg leave on this occasion simply to quote
the words of one of the best commentators on the
Creed ; and I intend this to be the end of my com-
munications on the subject.  Bishop Pearson says,
“ the words of St. Paul to the Kphesians seem to come
very near to the words of the Creed. He descended
into Hell,”” and to express the same almost in terms*
<t Now th* tI - ascended, what is it but that He fivst
descendea inty the lower parts of the enrth? ™
(Eph. iv, 9.) Thus many of the ancient fathers un-
derstood of the descent into Hell as placed in the low-
ost %mrt.s of the earth: and this exposition must be
confessed so probable that there can be no argument
to disprove it. These *‘lower parts of the earth”
may signify hefl, aud Christ’'s descending thither may

be that his soul went to that place when his body was|of the clergy of the Dominion to the fact that wlile

carried to the grave.  But that it was actually so, or
that the apostle intended so much in those words, the
place itself will not manifest.  For we cannot be as-
sured that the descent of Christ, which St. Paul speaks
of, was performed after his death; or if it were, we
cannot be assured that ** the lower parts of the earth”
did signify hell, or the place where thie souls of men
were tormented after their separation from  their
bodies.  For as it is written. ** no man ascended up
to heaven, but he that descended from heaven;” (St.
John iii, 13) so this may signify so much and no
more, *“‘In that he ascended, what is it but that he
descended first 27 And for ** the lower parts of the
earth,” they may signify no more than the place be-
neath ;. ns wheu onr Saviour said, “Ye are from be-
n.ath, 1 am from above; ye are of this world, I am
not of this wo 1 (St. Johu viii, 23), or ns God spake
by the proph+*. ** I will shew wonders in the heaven
above, and siva s in the earth beneath.™ (Joel di., 30.)
Nay, they ey well refer to his incarnation, accord-
ing to tht of 1 vid, “my substance wis not hid trom
Thee when 1 was made in secret. and  curiously
wronght in the lower parts of the earth:” (Psalm
C¢XXXINX, 131, or to his barial according to that of the
prophet, “Those that sceli my soul to destroy it shall
go into the lower parts of the earth ; (Ps. Ixiii, 91 and
these two references have a great similitude accord-
ing to tht of Job, “Naked came 1 ont of my mother's
womb, an 1 naked shall 1 return thither.” (Job i, 21).

These cautions comments of so lewrned a divine as
Bishop Pearson, should certainly lead men of lew
erudition in sacred knowledge to exercise an equal
caution in the interpretation of difficult portions of
Holy Scriptuve.

They have never vet in Canada roused the slumber-
ing. but Titanic. forces which the Church can exert,
not only in religious, but in political. moral, and social
movements. [ fear—may I know—that her clergy
especially have not yet riten to a full understanding,
or a complete apprecintion, of the wonderful latent
powers which now lie in their hands, unnoticed, un-
utilized, and almost unknown. Her laity are full of
zeal., and exult in the grandeur ot the noble Old
Church ; and when called npon by the voice of a leader
they respond with the characteristic celerity and
bravery of the British soldier to the note of the
trumpet. T have unbounded confidence in the laity of
the Church of England in Canada. Shew them a good
work to be done in the interests of their Church,
Luive them a leader worthy of their courage, and ani-
mated by their loyalty and love to her. and you may
lead them any where. The charge of the Six
Hundred may be repeated a thousand times in the
Church, and the untlinching courage aud never-failing
support of the laity will always be asserted ; but they
must have leaders worthy of them—men whose hearts
beat with the same steady and strong stroke—whose
souls are as warm as their. own, whose aspirations
are as noble, and whose zeal isas pure, as pronounced,
and as ardent as that which burngin their own hearts
—given all these constituents and the Church is in-
vincible. That these constituents are largely found
in this highly favoured Diocese is a striking fact, and
one which I commend to the anxious consideration of
the ill-conditioned Dioceses of Old Canada, where the

Church is overweighted and nearly stiffled by the
wretched jealousies, the deplorable ignorance, the un-
sightly strifes, and the debasing struggles, initiated
and encouraged, I verily believe, by a class of men
who, arrogating to themselves all the purity of the
Church, refuse to recognize purity in any but them-
selves, and retuse to dissentients from their opinions
the liberty of thought and action which they loud-
mouthedly demand for their own disintegrating pro-
cesses. Here, we have no such heartburnings ; here,
the Bishop, the clergy, and the laity are all one;
here, a healty tone prevails; here, a warm love for
the Church casts its noble influence over all the move-
ments of her members; here, no appeal of the duly
constituted leaders—the clergy—passes unheeded by
the people ; here, the best institution of Church work
in England are copied and worked on the distinctive
basis of the Church: here, the Church joyfully meets
all other religious bodies in the common ground of
charitable, or philanthropic effort, which she keeps
within her own precincts, in work purely her own,
She is deeply respected by all standing outside her
Communion. as she is loved by those within it. Her
course is pre-eminently wise, as well as pre-eminently
charitable and loving.” In the particular matter of
temperance, she has taken the lead in this vast
country. She has struck the key-note in a region
which is an empire in extent, and will in a few short
years be an empire in wealth and influence. She has
already knit to herself. with threads of steel, hundreds
of noble men who. in their anxiety to see the blight-
ing curse of intemperance at least minimized in this
fair Iand. though not actnally in her Commmunion, wel-
