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THE FRENCH DYING OVT..

dicates Waning Race Strengill,

According to returos published recently
in the Jousnal Officiel the Frenoh race seems
determingd to run to seed, . Tiis japhe view
taken by sgme of ths lead ournaliste
and econcmists, If has alwajs been oharac-
teristic ot the French to incre s but slowly
in numbers, bus there were fower births in
the country last year thanin any year day
the ceptury, This in jtanlf.isn’san‘encon
ing sign'for the future greatness of the peo:
ple,%and ir makes them all the more despon-
dent when they think of the fecundity
of their enemies—the Germans. The Ger-
mans have already 10,000,000 more people
than the Fremch to draw vheir soldiers
from and in order to make their
army lock big on paper the Fremch are
obliged to.accept many men whom. the Ger-
mans wonld cousider unfit for gervice, It
is this oircumstance that compels some
French writers to admib that the longer the
delay the less is their chance of beating
Germany. 1fit were not that a great many
foreign workmen géttle in Frafice every year
the total population of the country, as well
a8 the birth rate, woald be shrinking. There
are 2,000 000 resident foreigners in France,
about 400 000 of whom are Germans, In
some of the departments on the northern
frontier there are about as many adult for-
eign workmen as nativee.. This is regarded
@e another saarce of weakness and a law
was recently passed compeliing children of
{oreign p.rentage, but born in France, to
become Frenchmen-at 21 and serve in the
army, '

The statistios published in the *‘Journal
Officiel” .show that with the offspring of
foreign parents included the births fast year
decreased by 16 794, The decrease was
general throughout -the country except in
the departments where the immigrants are
to befound. The diminution in the number
of births is becoming more marked every
year. Marriages are aleo falling off, bnt
divorces skow a tendency to increase and
e now close on 5,000 a year. That portion
of the births whish are illegitimate are also
steadi'y incressing. The pbroentage in 1881
for the whole of France was 7 5; ivis now
8.5, In Puaris it is mach lighter, especially
among the foreigners, The rate of illegit-
imacy among the Swiss inhabitants of Paris
is 20 per cent, nmon% the Germans 33 per
cent, and among the English and Americans
38 per cent. Tho statistios do not tell us
whether it is to the Eaglish or the Amer-
icans that the greater oredit is due for this
result, but it is certainly the higheat rate of
illegitimacy cn record, The average birth
rate among foreigners in France is 25 per
1,000, as compared with 22 per 1
the French ; but in the illegitimate
ment the foreign rate is exactly double the
French. On the other hand, the rate of
mortality among the French is higher than
among the foreign residents.

A lumbermsn has strayed cff into the
woods by himeelf, perchanca, to gather
spruc2 gum for his friends in the settlements,
and he is found, days afberwarls, half-eaten
by pears and foxes. A sclitary okopper
throws down hia axe and leans againsy a
firae to rest avd dream, and a panthsr drops

rom the branches above and tears him.

Yeb suca veongeance is accomplished but
seldom and makes no permanent impre¢ssion
on the heedless woodsman. His onward
march is inexorable.

The cook. it must be boroe in mind, is a
most imjo-tant personage in the lumber
camp, Tais I esy of camp cooka in general,
snd I assery i in particular of the cook who
figures as one of the heroes in the story
aboat to be related. The other hero is the
bzar.
