such solid training ehows that, on the
whole, the numbers are sbout equal.

College bred girls marry later in life,
however, than their sisters who have nol
received such training. This is neces-
sarily the case, as most college girla do
not complete their education before 22
or 23 years of age. At Vassar college
the average age of the coliege girlon
graduating is between 23and 25, Bat
carefal examination of statistics shows
that up to 30 years of age the average is
quite equal in the namber of marriages
of girtls who have gone to college and
those who have not.

As to the bappiness of the marriages
of college bred women, statistics show
also that divorces are very rare among
married women who have received col-
'eze training, and comsequently the
natural’ conclusion would be that mar-
rioges, on the whole, among them are
far happier.- The professor sccounted
for this by the fact that college bred
women receive more solid all round ed-
ucation ; their #tudy of the sciences
mathematics and the languages pre-
vent their training from being ong
sided, as the treining of the averege
school girl generally is, as also the train.
