PART II.

When it was Written.

The statement of Irenaens that
“Matthew wrote his Gospel when Peter
and Paul were preaching the Gospel
and founding the church at Rome,” is
rather indefinite, for Peter and Paul
did not in unison originate the church
in Rome. From Paul’s epistles and
other sources, there appears to have
besn several small communities separated
by nationality, language and religious
discords, and perhaps other local cir-
cumstances in the Roman metropolis,
wher Paul, about A. D. 58, wrote his
epistle to the believers in that city.
"These it will be noted were “in the
faith” before he wrote to them, and it
was & number of years afterwards when
he came in person to that city, so that
‘Paul had really no part in the con-
vereion and orgamization of the first
‘believers in Rome. It is, however,
Pprobable that the company which metat
the house of Aquilla and Prescilla, who

had been agsociated with Paul at Cor
inth and Ephesus, may have been con.
verts of those' believers, and these
would naturally regard Paul as their
father in the faith, and doubtless it was
delegates from this party who met him
at Appii Forum, and the Three Taverns
when he was brought a prisoner to
Rome. Bt the principle of the Naza-
rene faith was probably first introduced
into the capital of the Roman Empire
by some of the ‘“strangers of Rome,

‘both Jews and Proselytes,” who heard

Peter preach at Jerusalem on the day
of Pentecost, and who having embraced
his views, and being immersed in the
name of Jesus, brought their religion
back with them to the imperial city,
were the means of inducing others to
accept the same, and thus a congrega-
tion was formed which would naturally
regard Peter as the founder of their
Ecclesia, and that of Jerusalem as their
parent, more especially as both on rea-
sonable and historical grounds there is
evidence that DPeter himself visited
Rome early in his missionary career, and
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confirmed the believers there in the
faith andpractice of the eirly Dissiples of
Jesus of Nazareth, and from therce he
teok his journey through Corintli and

on south-east through the Asiatic Pro~
vinces to Babylon, from whence he

wrote his first epistle to the lLelievers
digpersed in the provinces of Asia-
Minor.

The first believers in Jesus of Naza

reth as the Messiah foretold in the

Hebrew Secriptures, returned to Rome
while Tiberius still reigned. Peter's
visit to that city was, as may be infer-
red from the Aects, and according to
Busebius in the reign of Claudius,
while Paul did not enter the imperial
city until Nero was some years on the
throne, a peried of over twenty years
after the martyrdom of Jesus. And
the return of Aquilla and Prescilla, who
were with other foreign Jews, expelled
from Rome in the reign of Claudius,
could not take place till after the death
of that monareh, which occurred in A.
D. 54. But as we progress onward we
will see that there are good reasons to
believe that Matthew’s Gospel was
written a number of years before that
time, and copies of it were in posses-
sion of both Peter and Paul and others
of the apostolic missionaries when they
went forth from Palestine to preach the
doctrines and precepts of the Gaspel
among all nations. Jesus had commis.
sioned his disciples to preach the
Gospel among all people, and he told

them that they should be his witne ses,

not only in Jerustlem and in all Judea
and Samaria, but.also to the uttermost
parts of the earth, and in carvying out

this commission there is historical testi-
mony that some of them went beyond
the boundaries of the Roman LEmpire
wherever thers were large settlements
of Jevs or Children of Israel, for it
was to these wandezers that the mission
of “the twelve” was chiefly directed,
and it is calculated that at that time
there were some sixty thousand Jews in
Rotwe, besides great numbers in other
parts of Italy. Heuce this region was
most likely to be among the first places
visited by some of the Apoatles, and in
missionary enterprises Peter took a
leading part.

At the time. (towards the close of the
second century) wheun Irenacus made the
statement under consideration, the des-
cendants of the parties in Rome, who at
first claimed the leadership of Peter and
Paul, had long been uniced under oue

-bishop, hence would naturally claim

both those teachers as their founders,
and Irenaens for obvious reasons was
very anxious that these claims should
be established, but as they were not in
Rome at the sametime, and there was
svidently a number of years beb\veen the
time when their respective followers
formed communities in that city, the
testimony of,,Irenaeus gives no posig;i've
date as to when Matthew’s Hebrew Gos-
pel was written, except tha.t its origin
was early and that it was the first of the
synoptics. But it may be. safely assumed
that when. the Nazarene faith had been
fully proclaimed in Palestlne and in the

‘neighporing countries, .and when the
parent copgrega,tlon,of Jerusal_um_ I}ad
been firmly established nnder the lead-
erghip of James the brother of Jesus,
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and when the other survivors of “the
twelva' were about to extend their mis-
sion to more distant regions, that the
Original Gospel written by the Apostle
Matthew in the language of his coun-
try, was already pubhahed at Jerusalam, !
and that each of the missionaries were!
provided with copies in addition to the
“Law” and the “Prophets.”

thie earth, in which justice and equity
will be executed without the least par-
tiality being shown to any one; and
in which bribes will not play the im-
portant part in swaying men from the
paths of justice, that they are doing ir !
our times. Thus we sge that it is used
interchangeably, but it is the same gos-
pel in every instance. We read that
“Jesus went about all Galilees teaching
in their synagogues, and preaching the
gospel of the Kingdom.” Matt. 4: 23.
He did not, however, confine himself to
the region of Galilee in his work, for
we find that later on in his history, he'
branched out into other towns;.for we
read that “Jesus went about all the
cities and villages, teaching in their
synagogues, and preaching the gospel
of the kingdom.” Matt. 9:35. To
help in the execution of this work, he
chose twelve disciples, and sent them
forth, and commanded them saying, go
not into the way of the Gentiles and
into any city of the Samaritans enter
ye not, but go rather to the lost sheep
of the house of Israel. Aund as ye go,
preach, saying, the Kingdom of heaven
is at hand.” Matt. 10:5, 6, 7. This
was the gospel or good news of the

kiigdom the people were looking for, |

to whom he sent them to preach. But
though he restricted them to the lost
sheep of the house of Israel at this
time, we find it was only for a short
period; for just before his death, when
foretelling the destruction of the tem-
ple, he said to his disciples: “This gos-
pel of the kingdom shall be preached
in all the world for a witness unto all

24:14. Accordingly after his death and

resurrection, he made awnple provisions .

for the execution of his work, for he
commanded the disciples to go into all
the world, and preach the gospel to
every creature. He that believeth (the
gospel, of course, that he commanded
them to preach,) and is baptised, shall
be saved: but he that helieveth not
(this gospel} shall be damned.” Matt.
98:19; and Mark 16: 15, 16.  Terrible
issues, therefore, cluster round the hear-
ing and believing of the gospel; terrible,
because they are vital, involving life, ot
death, in those who hear, or do not hear
it; who believe or do not believe if,
Paul declared it to be the power of
God unto salvation to everyone that be-
lieved it. And here we find Jesus also
speaks of it as containing within itself
this mighty power to save those who
believe it; and to damn those who do
not believe it. And yet, notwithstand-
ing all that hinges upon the hearing
and believing this gospel, professors of
Christianity assert that it does not
make any difference what we believe, if
we only believe in Christ, and are good.
We admit all this to be quite essential,
but to believe in Christ properly, one
must believe all that the word Christ
implies, for it is not the surname of
Jesus of Nazareth, and cannot be used
as speaking of him in that semse im
which you would speak of Geo, Wash-
ington, Daniel Webster or Abraham
Lincoln: but the term Christ, like the
terms Judge, or Col,, or Gen., denotes
the rank of the individual to whom it
spplied. The word Christ is derived

natioms then shall the end come.” Mat,

from the Greels word Kristos. The

re——y
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meaning of this word (according to the
Greek lexicons,) is, “anointed,— Christ
the anointed, the Messiah.” The word
is derived from the Greek word XKrio,
to anoint. Its Hebrew equivalent is
Mahsheeagh, which occurs 38 times in
the Hebrew of the Old Testament, and
36 instances it has been translated
“mine anointed,”” “lis anointed,” etc.,
and in two instances ‘‘the Messiah.”
The kings of Israel were called God’s
anointed; and the second Psalm speaks
prophetically of Jesus of Nazareth as
the Lord’s anointed, in the second verse
where it says: “The Kings of the earth
vet themselves, and the rulers take
counsel together, against the Lord, and
against his anointed.” These facts
show that the terms anointed, and
Messiah, in the Old Testament: and the
term Christ in the New Testament, all
covey the same ides, and are expressive
of the Princely or Kingly rank of the
person to whom they are applied. The
Analytical Concordance compiled ., by
Robert Young, L. L. D, a work of
acknowledged authority among all de-
nominations, says of the word; “Christ
{Kristos in the Greek,) anointed. The
official appellation of the long promised
and long expected Savior, denoting his
Kingly authority, aend mediatorial
position as the “Servant of the Lord.”
Jesus was his common name among
men during his life time, and he is
generally so called in the gospels, while
the Christ of Jesus Christ is generally
used in the Epistles.”

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Being Saved.

Tae Passover.—On Monday, March
26, being the 14th day of the.moon
