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The sum of $40,000 was received from the City of St. John for the Carleton
Branch Railway, and that work having been handed over the balance $48,410.48 was
transferred to the debit of Censolidated Fund and the Carleton Branch Railway
account no longer remains in the balance sheet.

Foilowing the suggestion contained in my last year report the expenditure on
the Canadian Pacific Railway has been removed from ‘‘Public Works” and in the
balance sheet now appears under a heading of its own. For the present at all
events it is thought better to keep this account separate rather than to transfer
it to Consolidated Fand.

The receipts from Dominion Lands were $285,596.07.

The total amount of the sinking funds to the 30th June last was $30,678,989.18;
the sum invested during the year being $2,095,513.89.

The year’s cash deposits in the savings banks were $11,155,838.15, to which has
to be added the accrued interest, $1,365,802.44, making in all $12,521,640.59. The
sums withdrawn were $10,201,532,12 showing that the cash receipts exceeded the
withdrawals by $954,306.03, whilst in 1891-92 the cash withdrawals exceeded the
deposits by $1,190,058.58, The amount standing at the credit of depositors on the
30th June was $41,849,656.10, an increase over the previous year of $2,320,108.47.

The sum of the debt redeemed was $2,237,978.53. This redemption and the
heavy expenditure for public works and railway subsidies absorbed the receipts from
the savings banks and other sources and necessitated a temporary loan of $1,460,000,
in addition to issues of stock to the extent of $2,904,438.43, of which over $2,800,000
was taken up by English investors.

The Dominion notes in circulation at the end of the year reached $18,448,493.80,
and on the 31st October was $19,844,248.05, being close to the limit of $20,000,000
established by the Act. It will be desirable to introduce legislation at the next
session of parliament to allow of an increase of the limit when necessary.

.The rate of interest paid on the gross debt averaged for the year $3.26 per cent,
against $3.30 for the previous year. The net rate of interest paid on the debt was
$2.88, against $2.93 per cent last year.

During the year silver and copper coinage to the amount of $215,000 was pro-
Cured for the Dominion through the office of the High Commissioner for Canada.
The profit on this amounted to $67 ,924.40.

The arbitrators for the setilement of the differences in the accounts between
the Dominion and the provinces of Ontario and Quebec have had several meetings,
and & decision has been rendered on some points. It is to be hoped that all parties
Iuterested will during the present fiscal year press the matter to a conclusion.
