r[E Morning and Evening Prayer shaM be used in the accustomed
place of the Church, Chapel, or Chancel; except it shall be

otherwise determined by the Ordinary of the place. And the

Chancels .shall remain a.s they have done in times past.

And here is to be noted, that such Ornaments of the Church, ard
of the Ministers thereof at all times of their Ministration, shall be
retained, and be in use, as wert in this Church of England by the

Authonty of Parliament, in the Second Year of the Reign of King
Edward the Sixth.

•" Upon any days except Sundays, Christmas Day, the Circum-
cision, the Epiphany, Ash Wednesday, Qood Friday and Ascension
Day, the Order for Morning or Evening Prayer may be shortened

by the omission of the Venite (in Morning Prayer), of one or more
Psalms, of one Lesson, of one Canticle as appointed, of the Lesser

Litany and the Lord's Prayer after the Creed, and of the Prayers

following the Third Collect, except the P ^yer of St Chrysostom,
and the Grace of our Lord.

Note that, when this Shortened Form is used, the Minister may
omit the Exhortation, or all words therein after brethren down to

/ pray, or else instead thereof he may .say Let tts Mimbly confe»»

our fins to Almighty Ood.
NoiB that the permission granted to use the Shortened Form

is hereby extended to Sundays and Holy Days, when the Clergyman
shall deem it advisable either from the peculiar condition of his

congregation, or from the laborious nature of his ministrations.

Such liberty, however, shall not be used without tlie written sanction

and approval if the Bishop.

T The I )llowing Combinations of f'Tvices are permitted :—
1. Morning Prayer and Holy communion.
2. Morning Prayer and Litany.

3. Litany and Holy Communion.
4. Morning Prayer, Litany and Holy Communion.

Note When taking the First, the Minister may end Morning
Prayer with the Canticle after the Second Lesson, or he may add
tlie Siilutation and Let iw pray, followed by the Versicles and the
Second and Third Collects. When tlie IJtany is taken in Combina-
tion '•"th any service, the Shortened Form of the Litany may be
used. When taking the Fourth, the Minister may proceed to the
Litany immediately after the Te Ueum, saying Let m pmy.

Wherefore, most
dearly beloved In Christ, take ye good heed,
lest ye, withdrawing yourselves from this holy
Supper, provoke God's Indignation against
you. It Is an easy matter for a man to say, I

win not communicate, because I am otherwise
hindered with worldly business. But such
excuses are not so easily accepted and allowed
before God.

Consider earnestly with yourselves how
littlesuch feigned excuses win avail before God.
They that refused the feast In the Gospel, be-
cause they had bought a farm, or would try
their yokes of oxen, or because they were
married, were not so excused, but counted un-
worthy of the heavenly feast.

shah be ready ; and, according to mine Office,

Saint Peter also doth instruct you very well,

thus saying; Ye wives, be in subjection to

your own husbands ; that, if any obey not the

word, they also may without the word be won
by the conversation of the wives ; while they

behold your chaste conversation coupled with

fear. Whose adomingr, let it not be that out •

ward adorning of plaiting the hair, and ^f

wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel

but let it be the hidden man of the heart, in

that which is not corruptible ; even the orna-

ment of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in

the sight of God of great price. For after this

manner in the old time the holy women also,

who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being

in subjection unto their own husbands ; even

as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling iiim lord;

whose daughters ye are as long as ye do well,

and are not afraid with any amazement.
