In 1657 Canada was constituted a vicar-
iate apostolic, and placed under the super-
vision of M. de Laval, created Bishop of
Petrea i p. i.  This zealous prelate ar-
rived in 1659 to take charge of the im-
mense territory placed under his jurisdic-
tion. The total population of the eolony
at that time was about two thousand five
hundred.
