A SULPHUREOUS CALDRON.,
(By A. Banker.)

A few miles west of Naples is the
vast crater of an extinct volcano. (from
which no eruption has taken place since
A. D. 1198), known as the Solfalara.
But, although in a sense extinct, yet
at various points it is always belching
forth dense, wsuffocating volumes of
white sulphureous fumes; jets of sul-
phur vapor issning from yawning cletis
and gaping fissures and rents in the
solidified mud floor of the crater in all
directlons; and even from the cliffs en-
compassing the great hollow strange
puffs of smoke are from tlime to lime
seen breaking out amongst the bushes
and shrubs growing thereon. It is stat-
ed in a guide book that & roaring sound
a3 of thunder or of musketry fire ac-
companies these eruptions. This, how-
ever, is certainly not always the case.
But even when there are no swelling
blasts, and no booming stridor caused
by these outbursts from this safety
valve of Nalure the scene i9 so weird
and mystic that an uncanny, unearthly
spell appears {o pervade the place, for-
cibly reminding the visitor of Gustave
Dore’s terrible picture of the nether re-
gions in his illustrations of Paradise
Lost.

The great crater—it is -about a mile
:: circumference, and, unlike other vol-
canoes, is not at the summit of a moun-
tain, but on almost level ground—ap:
pears to be a vast caldron of boiling
waler, upon which floats a crust of sol-
idified mud about three feet in thick-
ness. Here is a small lake of water
furiously boiling; here an island on
which the beautiful Mediterrancan white
heather is blooming luxuriantly, nol-
withstanding the sulphur fumes (owing,
hcwever, probably {o these fumes the
flowers decay very soon after being
plucked); here a rift from which issues
a slream of noxious gas and steam;
while the mud floor, many acres in ex-
tent, upon which the visitor is cautious-
iy walking reverberates with a hollow
sound if stamped upon. In fact if a
regiment of soldiers were {o march

across ithe crater, in all probability
the crust would collapse and they would
all be plunged into the huge caldron
beneath,

And perhaps this strange sulphureous
earth-vent may remind some of the fig-
urative “fire and brimstone” which is the
fate of those shut out from the glory.
Bul tthe fires of remorse implied by this
metaphor need not be the fate of any.

them that religion asserts itself most .
conspicuously. It is then that the Brah-
man comes to the front. Brahmans are

‘the priests, the “Bhu-surs” (lords of the

earth). .They take the lead in all rural
life absolutely and completely; in {owns
their ascendency may be disputed, but
in the Mofussil they &till reign supreme; -
in fact in some of the more primilive
and out of the way villages the Brah-
mans are actually objects of worship.
Nothing can go on without them, neither
births, marriages, deaths, nor feasts,
and as a natural consequence there are
many feasts, says the Empire Review.

The ryot as a rule does no agricul-
tural work on a Monday—that is, he
€ives himself and his animals a heb-
domadal rest on that day, and thus un-
ccnsciously keeps up an observance of
a nature similar (o the Christian Sun-
day and the Jewish Sabbath,  Then
the “Shradh,” or anniversary of the fa-
ther's death, is always slrictly kept; om
that day the son shaves all the hair off
his head and face, puts on clean. white
ciothes, prays to the gods and gives of-
ferings at the village shrine for the re-
pcse of his father's spirit. It is for this
reason chiefly that the Hindu so passi-
onalely desires a son; if he has not-one
of his own he adopts one.

The Divali—or Feast of Lanterns—
falls tn January; it is the Hindu New
Year and is the greal business feast, as
it were; all books are balanced and ac-
counts adjusted at this time. The fem~
ples. and~houses are brilliantly lighted
up and the women flock to the nearest
water, where they set afloat little earth-
en saucers filled with oil in which they
place lighted wicks>

Nag-panachami occurs in July-August.
The monsoon, or rainy season, is sup-
pased to end wilh this feast, and it &
therefore more extensively celebrated
in the coast districts than in the inland
parts; it is the great holiday for fisher-
men and seafearing folk generally. The
ccbra is worshipped; offerings of milk
are placed in shallow dishes in spcds
which these reptiles are known le
haunt, while thousands of ococoanuis
are thrown into the sea.

India is emphatically "a land 4! idols;
idolatry seems to have a fascination for
the Hindu mind. The common people
of India are passionately devoted to the
worship and service of idols; there are
said to be 333,000,000 gods in Hindustan}
The three great and specially venerated
dielies are Brahma, Vishnu and Siva—
the Hindu Trimurti or Trinity. Brahma
slands first, unapproachable and auto-
mabous; only three temples in all Indfa,
I believe, are erected in -his honor. He
is merely invoked as the chief of the
Trimurti, but is not made the object
of actual worship, as he is not suppcsed
fc take any interest in mundane af-
fairs; he is the Creator, the giver of all
gifts and of all blessings, and contrals
the destinies of men, yet at the same
time is completely indifferent to them.

COLLIDED IN SNOWSTORM.

The St. Paul lelt Southampton al
12.30 o'clock. She was an hour behind
her usual time for sailing, the delay
being due to dhe belated arrival of the
passenger lrain, which was blocked by
snowdrifts on the trip from London.
The weather was comparatively clear
in Southampton waters, but immediate-
ly the St. Paul turned into Solent, which
Tuns parallel to the Isle of Wight, she
engouniered a terrific snew blizzard.

was posted in the bows. Suddenly a
ship appearcd immediately in front of
ghem: It was the Gladlator at anchor.

RAMMED AMIDSHIPS.

The St. Paul's sharp stem rammed
the anchored vessel amidships. The
liner quivered and reeled, and the pas-

¢d to rescue the crew of the Gladiator,

FORMED IN EINE ON DECK.

.The mén of the cruiser gave a mag-
nificent demonstration of discipline. At
the caplain’s command they formed in
line on.the deck and stood .imgranks
while the cruiser settled down. tn obe-
dience lo orders, successive batches
marched to the gangways and entered
the St. Paul's and the cruiseris boats,
untid practically the whole crew, wlitch
numbered 450 men, had been taken off
and landed on the Isle of Wight.

Captatn Waller Lumsden,
naval traditions, was the last to leave
his ship. Only a few men then were
missing, and it was thought that most
of them had been saved by a boat
which hed put out from Yarmouthi

The Gladiator soon selled down,
sinking in about twenty minutes. The
St Paul returned o Southampton and
her passengens were put ashore; seek-
ing accomsnodation at the various ho-
tels.

ST. PAUL BADLY DAMAGED.

The St. Paul was more seriously
dimaged than ‘at first. supposed. She
shipped @ great quantily of water
through ber broken plates, and from
{he moment she backed away from Lhe
wrecked cruser until she reached her
wharf{ at Scuthampton all her pumps
were kepl going o ‘their full capacity.
The damaged bows of the St. Paul indi-
cate that she forced her mose at least
twenty feet through the cruisers side,
tut fortunately the greatest damage she
received was above the waterline. The
bow post was buckled, while ‘the plates
or. both the port and starboard bows

were crushed in and gaping cracks ex-
tend along the side.

There was no
telepgraph ‘or telephone system in the
village, aml it was some time before
the” news reached Buckingham, but
when il did doctors and nurses were
rushed to the spot, followed later by
some f{werily-five colfins in which to
bury the dead.
