EAR H——: The letter writers,

probonopublicos, ex aetates, etc.,
have been pestering me again. To a
sensitive newspaper editor—there are
such men—the morning’s mail is probably
one of the greatest trials in life. That
infernal ass at the club, B—, remarked
to me only the other night that an editor
was the luckiest man in the world with
respect to his duties toward his corres-
pondents ; he need not acknowledge or
reply to letters—he had only to publish
them and thus fill up space which other-
wise would have called for extra effort on
the editor’s part. I did not tell the
precious bore how I really felt about it
all. He would not have understood any-
way. On no account let any one see this
letter— I must keep up the pretence of
welcoming all communications from every
one.

I recall best one sour-minded old pest
who began sending letters to me soon
after I became editor. He is still at it.
He sent over—he was a retired casket
manufacturer-and lived in Brooklyn—a
letter correcting some little mistake of
mine.

It seemed to be
the magnanimous thing to do; in fact,
I thought that the appearance of an oc-
casional letter of correction would give a
distinct tone of fairness to the page and
be a valuable asset. There is nothing
like an admission of a minor error to
create an impression of editorial justice
and large-mindedness. Important mis-
takes, of course, must be treated on their
own merits. But then the fellow an-
nounced that he was going to write me a
Jetter for publication every time he found
a mistake on the editorial page. Well, I
simply did not have space for adaily from
him, you know.

1 was never good on arithmetic, and |

especially on percentages. Usually I
manage to keep statistics in my editorials
as far apart as possible, so that any errors
will not be so likely to be noticed. I find
it to be true that any statistics, generally
speaking, are imressive, and that it is not
necessary to give the correct ones or even
to maintain throughout the article a fixed
set of statistics on any given subject.
But that casket manufacturer is a worse
pest than the proof-reader, bad as the
latter is.

The editor is in the position of having a
plethora of maiden aunts to point out his
faults, his mistakes, and his manners.
You would think that every person who
could read and write took it upon himself
or herself— plenty of them in these days
of suffrage—to look to it that the editor
be informed of every instance in which he
strayed from the paths agreeable to the
correspondens’t opinions or correspondent
to his knowledge.

But every now and then I get back at
them. Some one writes in to say that I
am wrong, when I have taken the ‘trouble
to look the figures up in the Encyclopeedia
Britannica because the proof-reader told
me that my first guess was an error. I
like to publish those letters, with a
bracketed note at the bottom signed [The
Editor], referring the correspondent to
page and column in the encyclopadia and
adding something sarcastic of my own.
It is a salutary thing for the correspon-
dent. He ought not to make mistakes.

Of course there are the nicer letters. I
publish a great many of these. They
generally begin: “Your editorial of last
evening put very clearly and eloquently
the duty of the United States in the crisis
now at hand. Every one ought to feel
grateful to you,” etc. 1 do not care for
the - praise,. of course, .but .those letters
perform a real public seryice; they help
to diffuse among the ~people correct
information. I should like to get more of
them than I do.

I like it, too, when two correspondents
begin a debate in these columns. It gen-
erally starts by some one’s writing a letter
commending me on same point. Then
No. 2 writes in, says that I and No. 1 are
wrong, takes up the argument, and cites
somebody or other as proof.

ALL AROUND THE HORIZON

The horizon is full of portents in these
days— portents of all kinds, dark and
bright. One that is bright and unmistak-
able is the great advance of equal rights
for women.

From Russia, from England, and from
France, almost simultaneously, comes the
news that women suffrage is practically
assured ; and on this side of the water,
within the past three months, the cause
has .won ten victories—the passage of
partial suffrage bills in North Dakota,
Ohio, Indiana, Arkansas and Vermont, the
granting of full suffrage in Ontario, and
the submission of constitutional amend-
ments for full suffrage in Maine, New
York, South Dakota and Oklahoma. In
New York the legislative vote for submis-
sion was larger this time than last; and
Mrs. James Lees Laidlaw says the growth
of the vote in the Legislature is only a
small sign of the much greater change
that has taken place in the constituencies.

CHANGES IN EASTERN STEAMSHIP

LINES

. ———

A change has been made in the steam-
ers of the Iternational division of the
Eastern Steamship lines, the

Calvin
Austin having gone on the St. John route
in place of the steamer North Star which
arrived at Boston on Sunday from the

The
announcement adds that 24 men of the
crew of the vessel are missing.

— —London, April 5—Six hospital ships
have been torpedoed or mined by the
Central Powers since the beginning of the
war, Thomas J. MacNamara, Financial
Secretary of the Admiralty, stated in the
House of Commons to-day. In conse-
quence, he added, 247 lives had been lost
and 73 persons injured.

——New York, April 5—The Belgian
relief steamer Feistin has been sunk in
the North Sea while approaching Rotter-
dam, according to a cablegram received
here to-day by the Belgian relief com-
mission. It is believed she struck a mine.

——Washington,  April 5—Sinking,
without warning, the unarmed American
steamer Missourian, 4,981 net tonnage,
which left Genoa, April 4, with thirty-two
Americans among her crew of fifty-three,
was reported to the State Department, to-
day by Consul General Wilbur, at Genoa.
The crew was saved.

— Washington, April 5—Destruction
of two more vessels, one British and one
Norwegian, with Americans on board,
was reported to the State Department to-
day by Consul Lathrop, at Cardiff. The
Norwegian steamer Sandvikgoole was sunk
by a submarine, believed to have been
German; while the British steamer
Lincolnshire was sunk without any sub-
marine being seen. Crews of both vessels
were in small boats for two hours, in
danger of being lost, before being rescued.

—London, April 5—The Belgian
steamer Trevier, from New York with
Belgian relief supplies, was torpedoed
without warning on Wednesday. The
news came in a Reuter dispatch from
Ymuiden. The torpedoing, by a German
submarine occurred off Scheveningen,
Holland. Twenty-four members of the
crew, of whom eight are wounded, have
been brought to Ymuiden.

While the boats of the Trevier were be-
ing lowered the submarine fired on them,
severely wounding the captain, the mate,
the engineer, a donkey man and a cook.
The Trevier sailed from New York on
March 5 for Rotterdam, and was reported
arriving at Halifax, en route, on March 8.
She was a vessel of 3,001 tons gross.

—— Boston, April 5—The sinking of the
British steamer Canadian, which sailed
from Boston, March 24, was reported in a
message received to-day from Queens-
town by the Leyland Line from Dr. P. S.
Burns, the ship surgeon.

It stated that all of the crew had landed
except Captain Bullock.

The Canadian, a vessel of 9,301 tons,
was built at Newcastle in 1900. The
British consulate here reported that the
Canadian carried a crew of 153, including
fifty-five American horse tenders. The
Canadian was armed and had a general
cargo in addition to 700 horses. John H,
Thomas, local agent of the International
Mercantile Marine, said the cargo was
valued at $1,500,000 and that the vessel
was worth an equal amount.

_—London, April 7—A Rotterdam dis-
patch to the Times says that the steamer
Borneo is bringing to Ymuiden seventeen
members of the crew of the Danish
steamer [Esther, which has been sunk.
The men had been five days in open boats
in a snow storm when they were rescued
and the majority were unable to walk.
The Belgian relief ship Trevier is report-
ed to have been still afloat on Thursday
afternoon.

—=Washington, April 7—The interned
German gunboat Cormoran, at Guam, one
of the Ladronne Islands, in the North
Pacific, has been blown up. The Cormor-
an tefused to surrender to the American
forces which went to take possession of
her and was destroyed by her crew.

about 11,000 German prisoners, #nd cap-
tured enormous quantities of war mater-
jal, including heavy guns. They also
made gains nearer Cambrai and in the
vicinity of St. Quentin. Activity prevail-
ed at numerous other points on the West-
ern front, but without resulting in any
considerable change in positions.

In the Eastern campaign activity was
reported in the Riga district, in Volhynia,
in Galicia, in the Carpathians, and in
Rumania, but in none of those sectors

that can be mildly described as disgrace-
ful.

The explosion occurred soon after ten
o'clock in the billet-room of the shrapnel
building, where about 100 girls were em-
ployed putting the finishing touches on
shells.

gress during the week, taking an impor-
tant station on the railway between
Baghdad and Samarra, which latter town
seemed likely soon to fall to the British.

The week was without any news of
hostilities in the campaigns in Palestine,
Egypt, and East Africa.

Very little news was received of the
Balkan campaign, though activity seemed
to be well maintained at many points on
the Macedonian front.

In the Austro-Italian campaign the
greatest activity seems to have been in
the Trentino, where the Italians were
credited with some advances; but, as has
usually been the case, the news from this
field of hostilities was limited.

In the cause of the Empire, timber is as
essential as ammunition and it is in the
supply-and production of this all-import-
ant war necessity that the Forestry
Battalion have taken such a conspicuous
part in the World struggle.

The methods employed by them are
entirely Canadian, and as such are an
eye-opener to the people of the Old
Counitry as the rapidity and business-like
manner in which they get to work and
set up their portable mills and the rapid
rate of production, have been commented
on and complimented by all those who
have seen them at work.

Recently the King and Queen witnessed
the worlk of felling trees and the various
stages of manufacture by the Canadian
Forestry Battalion. They expressed their
pleasure with the Canadian - methods.
One of the most interesting visits of Sir
Sam Hughes was to the Forester’s head-
quarters in Scotland, where he saw them
at work.

The Battalion’s field of operations is in
the forests and woods of the country
estates in England, Scotland and France,
where the oak is found in all its glory.
Although the authorities are as reluctant
as anyone to demolish the famous oak
woods, it is found that oak is the only
timber to stand the rough usuage of the
Allies heavy artillery in their advance to-
wards the German positions.

The defeat of the Murray-Government
in New Brunswick and the success of the
Opposition under W. E. Foster will pro-
bably have no unfavorable effect upon
the important forest conservation projects
in which the province engaged under the
late Hon. Geo. J. Clarke. The forest
survey and land classification schemes
now so far advanced are too strongly
entrenched in public approval to permit
of interference from any quarter. It is
believed that the new premier is well
acquainted with the valuable features of
the progressive forestry policy which
waited so many years to get a start, and
will gladly give it approval and support.

With the forest survey and land classi-
fication completed, New Brunswick will
have a first-fate inventory of its two
main resources. The real task of building
a forestry policy will then require the
utmost care, if the timber assets are to be
administered on the basis of permanent
yield. No consideration, however, should
be allowed at this time to place the
slightest obstacle in the way of the sur-
vey, which Mr. P. Z. Caverhill isdirecting.
To do so would be to throw the province
back into the dark ages of forest adminis-
tration.

The completion of the forest survey,
however, need not hold back a modern
fire prevention policy, which New Bruns-
wick imperatively needs. The late Gov-
ernment was definitely committed to a
reorganized fire protection plan in the
timbered areas. The new government
can place before the Legislature no more
statesman-like undertaking than to erect
a barrier against needless fire losses in
much the same way as Ontario is now
doing. Elimination of fire is surely non-
controversial. There can be no ‘ Opposi-
tion criticism’ in the New Brunswick
Legislature to a sensible and thorough
scheme {0 overcome the annual havoc of
flames.

The Canadian Forestry Association will
probably hold a- Maritime Province Con-
vention shortly after the conclusion of the
war. It is earnestly hoped that the
agsembly will be able to speak of New
Brunswick forestry conditions as compar-
ing creditably with s£hose of any other
Province in the Dominion.—Canadian
Forestyy Jonrnal, March, 1917.

THE COST OF GROWING POTATOES

i
EXPERIMENTAL FARMs NOTE

In potato growing provinces like New
Brunswick there is always more or less
discussion as to what it should cost to
grow a good crop of potatoes, and state-
ments vary from as low as $40.00 per
acre to as high as $125.000. Naturally
there will be much variation in cost
according to local conditions and especi-
ally to the ability of the land to produce
without expensive fertilizing. It should
be borne in mind that it will usually cost
the potato specialist more to grow his
crop than it will the farmer who follows
mixed farming and makes his potato crop
merely one of his many activities.

With a view to getting actual figures
under average conditions in New Bruns-
wick, a careful record has been made at
the Dominion Experimental Station,
Frederiction, for the past two seasons
with an acre of land set apart for this{

cular purpose.
Neither rent of land nor depreciation of
machinery was included in the calculation
for these two are items that are largely in
the hands of the individual grower. Asa
general rule, however, it would be fair to
charge as rent, 10% of the value of the
Jand, and special potato machinery will
depreciate from 25% to 50% per yebr if
used steadily for ten days each season.

whether I shall add.any thing by my own
writings to the reputation of English liter-
ature, must be left to time : much of my
life has been lost under the pressures of
disease ; much has been trified away ; and
much has always been spent in provision
for the day that was passing over me;

T is the fate of those who toil at the
A1 lower employments of life, to be
rather driven by the fear of evil, than
attracted by the prospect of good ; to be
exposed to censure, without hope of
praise; to be disgraced by miscarriage, or
punished for neglect, where success would
have been without applause, and diligence
without reward.

Among these unhappy mortals is the
writer of dictionaries; whom mankind
have considered, fiot as the pupil but the
slave of science, the pioneer of literature,
doomed only to remove rubbish and clear
obstructions from the paths through
which Learning and Genius press forward
to conquest and glory, without bestowing
a smile on the humble drudge that facili-
tates their progress. Every other author
may aspire to praise ; the lexicographer
can only hope to escape reproach, and
even this negative recompense has been
yet granted to very few.

1 have, notwithstanding this discourage-
ment, attempted a Dictionary of the Eng-
lish Language, which, while it was em-
ployed in the cultivation of every species
of literature, has itself been hitherto
negtected ; suffered to spread under the
direction of chance, into wild exuberance ;
resigned to the tyramny of time and fash-
jon: and exposed to the corruptions of
ignorance and caprices of innovation.

When I took the first survey of my
undertaking, I found our speech copious
without order, and energetic without rule,
wherever I turned my view, there was
perplexity to be disentangled and con-
fusion to be regulated; choice was to be
made out of boundless variety, without
any established principle of selection;
adulteratlons were to be detected, without
a settled test of purity; and modes of ex-
pression to be rejected or received, with-
out the suffrages of any writers of
classical reputation or acknowledged
authority. s

When first 1 engaged in this work, I
resolved to leave neither words nor things
unexamined, and pleased myselt with a
prospect of the hours which I should revel
away in the feasts of literature, the ob-
scure recesses of northern learning which
I should enter and ransack, the treasures
with which I expected every search into
those neglected mines to reward my labor;
and the triumph with which I should dis-
play my acquisitions to mankind. When
I had thus inquired into the original of
words, 1 resolved to show likewise my
attention to things; to pierce deep into

every science, to inquire the nature of
every substance of which I inserted the

name, to limit every idea by a definition
strictly logical, and exhibit every produc-
tion of art or nature in an accurate des-
cription, that my book might be in place
of all other dictionaries, whether appella-
tive or techmical. But these were the
dreams of a poet doomed at last to wake
a lexicographer. I soon found that itis
too late to look for instruments, when the
work calls for execution, and that what-
ever abilities I had brought to my task,
with those I must finally perform it. To
deliberate whenever I doubted, to inquire
whenever I was ignorant, would have pro-
tracted the undertaking without end, and,
perhaps. without much improvements;
for I did not find by my first experiments,
that what I had not of my own was easily
to be obtained; I saw that one inquiry
only gave occasion to another, that book
referred to book, that to search was not
always to find, and to find was not always
to be informed : and that thus to pursue
perfection, was, like the first inhabitants
of Arcadia, to chase the sun, which, when
they had reached the hill where he seem-
ed to rest, was still beheld at the same
distance from them. . . .

Of the event of this work, for which,
having labored it with so much applica-
tion, I cannot but have some degree of
parental fondness, it is natural to form
conjectures. Those who have been per-
suaded to think well of my design, will
require that it should fix our language,
and put a stop to those alterations which
time and chance have hitherto been suf-
fered to make in it without opposition.
With this consequence I will confess that
I flattered myself for awhile ; but now be-
gin to fear that I have indulged expecta-
tion which neither reason nor experience
can justify. When we see men grow old
and die at a certain time one after another,
from century to century, we laugh at the
elixir that promises to prolong lifetoa
thousand years; and with equal justice
may the lexicographer be derided, who,
being able to produce no example of a
nation that has preserved their words and
phrases from mutability, shall imagine
that his dictionary can embalm his lan-
guage, and secure it from corruption and
decay, thatitis in his power. to change
sublunary nature, and clear the world at

With this hope, however, academies
have been instituted, to guard the avenues
of their languages, to retain fugitives, and
repulse intruders; but their vigilance and
activity have hitherto been vain ; sounds
are too volatile and subtile for legal re-
straints ; to enchain syllables and to lash
the wind, are equally the undertakings of
pride, unwilling to measure its desires by
its strength. . . -

1f an academy should be established for
the cultivation of our style ; which 1, who
can never wish to see dependence multi-
plted, hope the spirit of English liberty
wilt hinder or destroy; let them, instead
of compiling grammars and dictionaries,

- endeavor, with all their influence, to stop

the license of translators, whose idleness
and ignorance, if it be suffered to proceed,
will reduce usto babble the dialect of
France.

If the changes that we fear be thus irre
sistible, what remains but to acquiesce
with silence, as in the other insurmount-
able distresses of humanity ? 1t remains
that we retard what we cannot repel, that
we palliate what we cannot cure. Life
may be lengthened by care, though death
cannot be ultimately defeated: tongues,
like governments, have a natural tendency
to degeneration ; we have long preserved
our constitution, let us make some s trug-
gles for our language.

In hope of giving longevity to that
which its own nature forbids to be immor-
tal, I have devoted this book, the labor
of years, to the homor of my: country,

but I shall not think my employment use-
less or ignoble, if by my assistance foreign
nations and distant ages gain access to
the propagators of knowledge, and under-
stand the teachers of truth; if my labors
afford light to the repositories of science,
and add celebrity to Bacon, to Hooker, to
Milton, and to Boyle.

When I am animated by this wish, 1
look with pleasure on my book, however
defective, and deliver it to the world with
the spirit of a man that has endeavored
well. That it will immediately become
popular, I have not promised to myself:
a few wild blunders, and risible absurd-
ities, from which no work of such multi-

plicity was ever free, may for a time
furnish folly with laughter, and harden
ignorance into contempt; but useful
diligence will at last prevail, and there
never can be wanting some who dis-
tinguish desert ; who will consider that
no dictionary of a living tongue ever can
be perfect, since, while it is hastening to
publication, some words are budding, and
some falling away ; that a whole life can-
not be spent upon syntax and ‘etymology,
and that even a life would not be suffi-
cient; that he, whose design includes
whatever language can express, must
often speak of what he does not under-
stand; that a writer will sometimes be
hurried by eagerness to the end, and
sometimes faint with weariness under a
task, which Scaliger compares to the
labors of the anvil and the mine; that
what is obvious is not always known, and
what is known is not always present; that
sudden fits of inadvertency will surprise
vigilance, slight avocations will seduce
attention, and casual eclipses of the mind
will darken learning ; and that the writer
shall often in vain trace his memory at
the moment of need, for that which yes-
terday he knew with intuitive readiness,
and which will come uncalled into his
thoughts to-morrow.

In this work, when it shall be found
that much is omitted, let it not be forgot-
ten that much likewise is performed ; and
though no book was ever spared out of
tenderness to the author, and the world
is little solicitous to know whence proceed
the faults of that which it condemns ; yet
it may gratify curiosity to inform it, that
the English Dictionary was written with
little assistance of the learned, and with-
out any patronage of the great; not in the
soft obscurities of retirement, or under
the shelter of academic bowers, but
amidst inconvenience and distraction, in
sickness and in sorrow. It may repress
the triumph of malignant criticism to ob-
serve, that if our language is not here
fully displayed, I have only failed in an
attempt which no human powers have
hitherto completed. 1f the lexicons of
ancient tongues, Now immutably fixed,
and comprised in a few volumes, be yet,
after the toil of successive ages, inade-
quate and delusive ; if the aggregated
knowledge and co-operating diligence of
the Italion academicians did not secure
them from the censure of Beni; if the
embodied critics of France, when fifty
years had been spent upon their work,
were obliged to change its economy, and
give their second edition another form, I
may surely be contented without the
praise of perfection, which if 1 could
obtain, in this gloom of solitude, what
would it avail me? I have protracted my
work till most of those whom I wished to
please have sunk into the grave, and suc-
cess and miscarriage are empty sounds :
1 therefore dismiss it with frigid tranquil-
lity, having little to fear or hope from
censure or from praise.

Octave Mirbeau, the French writer and
playwright, author of “ Business Is Busi-
ness,” and member of the Academy
Goncourt, died the other day, as most
people know. He was a man, they say,
singularly kind'to younger writers who
needed aid and comfort in the struggle to
get a foothold on the ladder of success.
One day’a young man rang Mirbeau’s
doorbell in the Avenue Bois de Boulogne.
The young man was a writer whose crude
ability, whose sincerity, whose vivid and
picturesque vision of things, Mirbeau
liked exceedingly, though these varied
gifts had up to that time availed to win
for their possessor neither fame nor cash.
He vegetated, eked out a narrow exist-
ence—sometimes hardly that. And that
day he was almost in despair.

« What's the use of working ?" he
groaned. “Iplug away—and it's no good.
For heaven's sake, find me some sort of
job that I can live by and quit all this
brain work. I'm tired, tired—tired out.”
His host was walking up and down-the

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WEIR OWNERS ANNUAL MEETING

St. George, N. B, April 7—Members of
the Weir Owners’ Association attended in
large numbers the annual meeting held in
the town hall, St. George, on Saturday
afternoon. Telegrams and telephone
messages were read by the president from
many unable to be present on account of
the roads. The reports of organizers now
on Grand Manan, were read and proved
gratifying to the meeting. Their efforts,
they said, were meeting with good suc-
cess.

The committee on resolutions reported
as follows:

Whereas it has been reported from
time to time and made to appear to the
Weir Owners’ Association for the counties
of St. John and Charlotte, that during the
fishing season of 1916 certain boatmen
engaged in carrying fish from weirs own-
ed by members of this association and
certain weir fishermen engaged in weirs
located within the jurisdiction of this as-
sociation, at various times, for the pur-
poses of gaining an advantage to them-
selves in the matter of a price to be paid
for fish and in respect to the quality of
fish caught and offered for sale, made
false and misleading statements and re-
presentations which lead to unsettled and
disturbed conditions in the fishing busi-
ness, and were intended to lead to a
violation or disregard of the actions and
directions of this association and;

Whereas this association is desirous
that all weir fishing business and
operations, so far as the same can be con-
trolled by the association, shall be carried
on under principles and regulations strict-
ly honorable and free from the taint of
fraud or misrepresentation of any kind;

Therefore resolved, and it is hereby
adopted as a by-law of this association,
that any boatmen engaged in carrying
sardines herring within the jurisdiction of
this association, any weir fisherman en-
gaged by any members of this associatiom,
or any owner who is a member of this
agsociation, who shall wilfully or deliber-
ately make any false statement, misrepre-
sentation, or practice any other form of
deceit with a view to procuring fish at a
