GLADSTONE IS GROWING

Mike Shick, the Rossland Prospector,
Has Struck It Rich in the Burnt
Basin—Ore That Assays from 8490
to $5,000 to the Ton.

GLaDSTONE, B. O., Sept. 11.—|Special.]
—Although still lingering in the lap of
summer, sutumn’s tints are becoming
visible along the valley of McRea creek.

The nights so delightfully cool up here,
gerve as an antidote for the few bhot
hours endured during the middle of the
day, and the railway contractors are
taking advantage of the excellent clim-
atic and seasonable conditions by push-
ing work with vim. Gladstone is fast
taking form and promises to be before
long quite equal to any of the hoom

camps in the west. The wagon road has
been completed from Brooklyn to Chris-
tina lake, and is already a very busy
thoroughfare, hundreds of pedestrians
and dozens of big freighting wagons
Jeaving Brooklyn for points along the
line of railway construction every day.

Gladstone has only one hotel yet, &
large two-story log building, presided
over by John Dorsey, an agreeable land-
Jord, and as might be expected the hotel
is doing & rushing business, it being the
only stopping place between Christina
City and Brooklyn. The third general
store will be opened in about two weeks,
the different proprietors being Samuel
McOrmond, R. 8. Fox, and Messrs.
Grant Bros. Then. there is & bakery
running, a restaurent being built and
business men are coming in from differ-
ent points and looking the gituation over
with a view of opening up. A sawmill is
now on the road from Brooklyn and be-
fore long there will be sawed lumber to
take the place of the logs which are now
being used for all kinds of building pur-

ges.
pOThis town and the district needs bet-

The
trail will be about three miles in length,
and will facilitate travel into this new
mining el dorado. There has been more
or less speculation in Rossland and Spo-
kane as to the extent of the sensational
discoveries made in the Burnt basin by
Michael Shick, the well known prospect-
or. Your correspondent took advantage
of an opportunity one day this week to
visit these claims, along with Mr. 8Shick
and a mining man from Rossland. The
property in question consists of two
groups—the Mother Lode group, com-
prising the Mother Lode, Ajaxand Daly,
and the Snowdrift group, which includes
the Unexpected, Jackson and Snowdrift.
There has been no heavy work done on
these claims, Mr. Shick having spent
the season so far in stripping the leads
and crosscutting the ore bodies. On the
Mother Lode group there are six leads,
all cutting the formation and lying in
porphry and serpentine, the contact on
micaceous granité. At the south end of
the Mother Lode near the discovery post
is the showing from which so many free
gold samples have been taken. These
leads vary in width from four to twelve
feet and if the assayers are to be relied
upon, all give good values on the surface,
some of the returns varying from $490
to $5,000 in gold to the ton. While some
of this quartz is of the free milline vari-
ety, it is the opinion of many he
two leads will gradually rus ase
ore.
The leads on the Unexpouvwsi and
Snowdrift are of a different character,
showing iron and copper pyrites, but
lying in a similar formation.

The control of the Iron Mask stock,
which represents a large proportion of
the capitalization, is tied upin a very
close pool, handled by J. F. Herrick,
Austin Corbin II and E. G. Roberts.

Toronto Fair Cuts Down the Vol-
ume of Business.

s2°|DEER PARKS ARE LIVELY

A Large Block of Tamaracs Sold—-Big
Demand For Iron Horses — Iron
Masks Are Rising—Monte Christos
Again Moving.

The stock market was a shade dull
during the seven days ending last night.
One of the causes of this was the fact
that the ‘Toronto exhibition is in pro-
gress. The attendance at this exhibi-
tion is about 80,000 per dayv, and as a re-
sult the residents of Toronto have to a
considerable extent given up business
and for the nonce are paying but little
attention to the stock fluctuations. The
fire at Westminster served to attract
some attention from the stock market,
and notwithstanding these drawbacks
there was considerable business trans-
acted. The enormous shipments for the
weeek ending September 10, give gréat
confiderice to local shareholders in the
standard stocks.

This was notably the case with Deer
Parks, which were free movers during
the week. The steam compressor plant for
operating seven machine drills is almost
ready to ¢ommenae the carefully plan-
ned development that will henceforth
take place. All the work hitherto has
been done by hand, and it has been
deemed inexpedient to sink to great
depth and crosscut the immense ore
bodies that are already exposed until
steam power could be introduced. The
ore chutes of the north and south vein
will be crosscut with as little delay as
possible, not only to block out ore ready
for shipment to the smelter, but to de-
termine the with of the ledge, which at
present is known to be more than 40
feet across and all in solid ore.

The Big Bend Country Is Coming
.to the Front.

HIGH GRADE PROPERTIES

A Section Where Silver-Lead is Plen-
tiful and Gold-Copper Ore Abounds
_A Bonanza in Carnes OCreek—A
Rich but Narrow Vein.

«“There will be a rush of mining men
and capitalists into the Big Bend above
Revelstoke next year, almost as great as
that in Rossland in 1895-96,” said a
mining man who had just returned from
a visit to that section. ‘“The Big Bend,”
he continued, ‘‘has been known as a
mining district for more than 30 years.
But in those daya placer;mining was the
attraction. Prospectors went into the

Bend country by the way of Seymour
pass from Shuswap lake, and the discoy-
ery of rich placer diggings on French,
Smith and McCulloch creeks attracted a
lot of the diggers from old Cariboo,
where the excitment had waned some-
what after the stirring times of 1858-62.
Steamers plied on the South Thompson
river between Kamloops and Shuswap
lake, and at one time 1t was estimated
10,000 men en-
gaged in placer mining in the Big Bend.
Tt is stated that between four and five
millions were taken out during 1864-65,
but it was then, and stili is, very diffi-
#ult to get a correct statement as to the
amount of gold in nuggets or dust taken
from any placer diggings.

210 a Day Not Enough.
«The steamer Forty-Nine made a trip
from the Dalles up the Columbia river
as far as the foot of Death rapids with

supplies for the camp, but was wrecked
on & sunken rock at the head of the
canyon on her second trip. Very few
stopped in the Bend after the diggings
ceased to pay $10 a day per man, the
more successful ones betaking them-
gelves to New South Wales. Australia,
was then then the chief gold producing
district in the world, Cariboo having
quieted down to deep diggings.

Cleaned Up Several Thousands.
“But Big Bend has never been en-
tirelv deserted since. On French creek
the Consolidation company has been at

work for many years, with varying suc-
cess. Hydraulicking has been carried on
on Goldstream, Smith creek and other
places, and individual diggers have
made good pay on various creeks. Two
jortunate diggers were Frank Vandal
and Angus Beaton, who cleaned up sev-
eral thousand dollars in their placer
ground at Gold Hill some three years
ago.

. Free Milling Quartz.

«Qeveral finds of free milling quartz
had been reported at the head of Mec-
Culloch creek, and one or two claims

were staked by Gus Lund and others,
but very little prospecting took place
revious to the Trail Creek excitement
of 1894-5.
Silver-Lead Plentitul.

«“Two or three years ago the people of
Revelstoke began to wake up to the fact
that Big Bend was in no way behind the

mining sections of Southern Kootenay as
a lode mining country, and on_ Carnes
creek and at the head of Downie creek
geveral good claims were located. Galena
was found in several piaces, but not of
such high grade as was then being re-
ported from the Slocan and Trout Lake
districts. At Illecillewaet the Maple
Leaf, Lanark and some other silver
properties had been worked in a desul-
tory manner for yvears, and when these
properties were taken in hand by a com-
pany of capitalists things began to look
up in North Kootenay mining matters.
The Waverley Mines.

“At the head of Downie creek, which
flows into the Columbia about 45 miles
north of Revelstoke, the Tangier and

other claims now form the property of
the Waverley company. The ore is ex-
ceeding rich, and large shipments are to
be made this coming winter by means of
rawhiding to the Canadian Pacific rail-
way. It is 20 miles to the railway at
Albert Canyon, and over the mountains
at that. It is probable that a wagon
road will be constructed by the easy
grade of Downie creek to the Columbia

river, where it isthe intention of placing

a steamer to run on the open water to
the head of the canyon, & few mfles—
four, I believe—above Revelstoke. And
in view of this event being an accom-
plished fact, the governmen. has just
completed a wagon road from the town
to the head ot the canyon.
- Gold-Copper Ore Abounds.

“It is only recently, however, that the
discovery has been made that the Big

Bend abounds in gold-copper ores. I
gaw ore brought in from Oarnes creek,
Keystone mountain, Laforme creek,
Ground Hog Basin and other places in

the Big Bend that is precisely similar in:

appearance to the ores of the Le Roi and
War Eagle. Some of it from Carnes
creek, Keystone mountain and Laforme
creek was exceedingly rich looking, but
of course all rich looking ores do not
assay high, especially surface ore.

Nine Feet of Solid Ore.

«Grand Hay Basin is wkere the fam-
ous Orphan Boy claim is gituated. and I
was told up there that there were & score

of claims that gave higher assays than
the Orphan, although the ore from that
claim averaged higher in gold than the
majority of claims in Trail Creek. From
Keystone mountain 1 saw some of the
richest looking ore I had ever met with,
but the assay did not bear out the rich-
ness. It was chiefly iron, solid, heavy
and bronzed. The vein there is nine
feet wide and is rolid mineral for the
whole of that width. The ore was taken
at a depth of only eight feet, and I have
no doubt that if they go down they will
get gold instead of iron.
A Carnes Creek Bonanza.

“But 1t is to Carnes creek that the
attention of the public up there is now
directed.

There are certain
to be one or more towns up there, and
the question of there being rich and
permanent mineral bodies all over the
district is now beyond doubt. What
will the C.P.R. do with the rolling
stock of the Columbia & Western, now
that, another month will see it replaced
by standard gauge rails, engines and
cars? Would it not be a good plan to
build a narrow gauge road up the Col-
umbia river and utilize the discarded
rolling stock of th. iitle railway that
has done such gooa since for over two
years between this city and the smelter
town? A satisfactory grade can be ob-
tained without the use of switchbacks,
and the expense of such an undertaking
would be very light considering that the
rolling stock is*close at hand and ready
for use a8 soon as the narrow gauge road
was ready for it. If used for mo longer
a period than it was here, two years and
three months, it would pay for itself
long before that time had e psed, and
then once more it would have to give
place to the standard guage. But prob-
ably by that time it would be worn out.
Believes There Will Be a Rush.

“Well, as I have said, from what I-
saw up there, it is my belief that there
will be a big rush to the Bend country
next summer, and if I can at all manage
itI am going to try and get in some-
thing up that way before the rush com-
mences. It will be the history of Ross-
land over again. And, like this camp,
they have the mineral there to back it
up, and keep it up after it gets started.”

Ore Shipments For the Week Beat
All Records.

TOTAL WAS 3,374 TONS

Le Roi Working Five Machines Abreast
in the West Drift at the 700-Foot
Level—Good Ore in the Alberta—
The Iron Horse.

/ﬁ"

Again the ore shipments from the
Rossland camp have gone soaring into
the clouds, and the record for the past
week completely outstrips any record
ever before made in the Dominion of
Oanada. Allin all, the product of the
Rossland mines for the seven days just
ended was the enormous total of 3,374
tons. The greatest previous record ever
made in the camp was for the week end-

ing July 80, when the output was 3,050
tons, but even that figure is completely
dwarfed by the product of the mines
last week. There were four shippers in
the list, the War Eagle, the Le Roi, the
Iron Mask and the Giant. The War
Eagle contributed 1,565 tons, which was
some above its regular average.. The
Iron Mask also surpassed itself, and is
oredited with 160 tons to the good. The
Le Roi only resumed shipments on a
heavy scale during the latter part of the
week, when the injunction limiting the
output of the mine to 100 tons daily was
removed, but during the few days it was
on the active list the mine gucceeded in
outputting 1,635 tons without any effort.
From now, on unless unforeseen legal
complications prevent, the mine will
ship regularly 350 tons day, or nearly
per week.

With this splendid additition to the
tonnage of the camp, it is difficult to say
what the output of the district will be
by the first of Jauary.

One of the important features of the
week was the sale to the Hosmer syndi-
cate of the Iron Horse, which adjoins
the Virginia on the east. Not only does
the sale confirm the  faith of the syndi-
cate in the camp, but it also means the
addition of another working mine and
the prospect of another shipper to the
present list. With the resumption of
operations on the Iron Horse, there will
be almost a continuous chain of working
%ropertiee extending from the White

ear, west of town, through the Black
Bear, the Le Roi, the Centre Star, the
Virginia, the Iron Horse, the Alberta,
and the Columbia-Kootenay group.
The series of working properties thus
extended will reach for nearly two miles
and a half. .

The strike on the Columbia-Kootenay
was perhaps the most important find of
the week, and the future development of
the property will be watched with un-
usual interest. Below are given the
regular weekly reviews of the work done
during the past week in some of the
most important mines of the camp.

L Ror.—The Le Roi has had a habit
lately of surpassing even itself, and it
has again established a new record, this
time in the west workings at the 700-foot
level, where the ore
wide, -as clean as could be desired. It
is of the highest grade ever mined in
the property, and runs heavily not only
in gold, but in copper a8 well. At the
face of the west 700-foot level, which is
about 170 feet from the shaft, Superin-
tendent Tregear has five machines driv-
ing

JAMES MICHAEL WON.

He Fairly Distanced Major Taylor, the
Colored Rider.

Nxw YoORK, Sept.10.—Jimmy Michael,
the Welshman, met his erstwhile con-
quernor, ‘° Major’’ Taylor, the colored
rider, in a 20-mile unlimited paced race
on the Manhattan heach bicycle track
this afternoon and won in good style.
Michael, smarting under the defeat of
two weeks ago by Ta{lor, in the best two
out of three, one mile paced heats, and
he prepared himself carefully for the
distance, Taylor was clumsy in his pick-
ing up of the pace and lost it during the
contest, which Michael’ every move-
ment was perfect as clock-work.

Every man inthe city should take
upon himself the office of fire marghal
and do his part in preventing the start-
 ing of fires. All rubbish, which is usual-
ly inflammable, should be removed from
the vicinity of buildings. Thisis so that
gsome passer-by may not carelessly throw
a lighted cigar or some similar ignit-
ing material into it and so cause a fire.
These and other precautions, which will
suggest themselves to our readers, will
aid in keeping Rossland free from the
great scourge of fire. By constant care
conflagrations can be avoided.

The transmission of electrical energy
over long distances is as yet in its infan-
cy and there are hundreds of schemes
that have not' yet been carried into
effect, which will be, and these and the
other uses of copper are certain to so
increase the demand for the metal that
even if many new mines are opened
their product will not be equal to the
demand.

THE RAILWAY WAR ENDED.

The dispatches this morning announce
that one of the. most notable passenger
rate wars that ever was fought out on
L this continent has been practically
ended. The hostilities lasted for six
months, and during that time the public
was the biggest gainer, for railways can-
not carry passenger for less than it costs
and pay dividends. The railways, of
course, during this period lost money on
their passenger business. The trouble
began half a year since. It commenced
with .a charge made by the Oanadian
Pacific to the effect that its American
competitors for transcontinental business
by the violation of the law, which they
were supposed to obey and by abolition
of the O. P. R. differential, were ob-
taining a large quantity of transcontin-
ental business to- which they were not
entitled to, and which otherwise would
have gone to the big Canadian road. It
was contended by the American roads
that the C. P.R.ought never to have
been given the differential and
they also claimed the right to make their
own rates on transcontinental business.
Qir William Van Horne, president of the
Canadian Pacific, finally declared war to
the knife and cut rates on passenger
business to the bone. The American
roads followed suit, and for six months
passengers could travel in Canada and
across the northern portion of the
United States for very small fares. For
the first few months nothing but shouts
of defiance could be heard from both
gides. Finally the American roads
weakened and tried to patch up a peace
with Sir William. The latter replied
that they could stew in their own juice,
or words to that eifect, and that he was
more than pleased with the existing
condition of affairs. As far as he was
concerned, he was only just beginning
to become interested in the war of rates,
and when he became reconciled and
calm in a year or two they might come
around under a flag of truce and possi-
bly he might listen to a talk of peace,
but for the present he was painted and
on the war path for both blood and
scalps. : £
. The’ Americans finally appealed to the
inter-state commerce commission for
redress for their alleged grievances
against the road presided over by the
belligerent Sir William. That body a
few days since decided the case, abol-
ishing the differential on the Canadian
Pacific passenger business, but in the
main supporting the contentions of the
Canadian road. Vice-President Shaugh-
nessy then issued a notice stating that
he would bow to the decigion of the
commission and in a few days would
issue a circular restoring the old passen-
ger rates. Yesterday the American

railways announced that they would
soon restore the ante-bellum rates, and
go ends one of the greatest railway fights
of modern times. Both sides were hurt
to some extent, but the Americans, it is
acknowledged in railway circles, got the
worst of it. -

HELP FOR THE SUFFERERS.

The worthy people of New Westmin-
gter are in the direst need. The very
roofs that have sheltered them from the
storm and the sun have been destroyed
by fire. Men, women and children, who
have never known want before, are feel-
ing the cruel pinch of poverty. They
are compelled to face this condition
while they are still numb with the agony
and the shock of the great blow that has
been inflicted upon them. In this their
hour of travail and despair, when they
have been fairly scourged by fire, it will
sustain and encourage them to know
that the hearts and sympathies of the
people of the Province, the Dominion,
and ‘elsewhere are with them in- their
distress. This sympathy is expressed, not
in mere empty word of commiseration,
but in the substantial form of dollars.
It is the sort of sympathy that acts, and
does not talk much. It will give the
people of New Westminster an oppor-
tgnity to look around them for a few
days so that they may take, as it were,
an inventory of the situation without
the prospect of suffering from either
hunger or cold, and they will soon be-
gin to have hope again and endeavor to

make a new start in life.
The Rossland spirit was never more

active nor never showed itself to better
advantage than it has in the matter of
giving its mite to the New Westminster
olief fund. As soon as the people here
were apprised of the true gituation at
New Westminster and realized that help
was wanted they started in systematic-
ally to raise a fund. Considering that the
population of the city is only about
5,000 it has done remarkably well. The
sum of $2,605.50 had been raised up fo
last evening and the city had not been
more than half canvassed, and it now
looks as though the amount might be in-
creased to $5,000. This is a much greater
sum than has been contributed by more

pretentious and lerger cities.

The prompt and ready manner in
which the citizens of Roseland and else-
where have responded to the appeal for
help represents one phase of the spirit
of imperialism which is now prominent
throughout the British empire. The
people of New Westminster are engaged

in different occupations from those |.

of this city. In  many particu-
lars their ways of life and ideals are
different from ours. Yet when the
appeal was heard that they were in dis-
tress the people here were ready to help
them to almost any extent, because they
are subjects of Great Britain ; are mem-
bers of the greatest brotherhood that is
extant on the face of the globe. So
strong is this feeling of relationship that
had the lives of the people of the
scourged city been threatened the resi-
dents of Rossland would have been
ready to defend them with their own. It
is but another example of that dominant
trait of the people of the empire to stand
shoulder to shoulder in the hour of peril
or tribulation. It is an illustration of
the same spirit that has made the British
race the dominant one wherever some of

its members have gone outside of their |

native land in sufficient numbers, and
this, coupled with the love of justice and
fair play, has made the nation as great
as it is.

The good effect of the sympathy. shown
the residents of New Westminster is al-
ready beginning to manifest itself.
They are already looking around and it
has been decided to rebuild the city.
It is not a'charactzriatic of the people of
the west to sit around very long and
mourn over the ruins of a burned city.
With a little help at the start to relieve
immediate necessities they soon have a
renewal of courage and hope, and cheer-
fully set to work to repair the damage
that has been wrought. This being the
case it is certain that the people of the
unfortunate city will rear a better one
than® ever on the ashes made by the

great conﬁagra'&.

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FIRST STEP TAKEN

By-law for Purchasing Water Plant
Before the Council.

ANOTHER MONEY BYLAW

The Matter Will Be Further Consid-
ered at a Consultation to Be Held
With Mr. Norman — More Funds
Needed for Street Improvements.

At the meeting of the council Tuesday
night the first step in the purchase by
the city of the plant of the Rossland
Water & Light company was gone
through with, when the bylaw in blank
providing for the/purchase, received its
initial reading. At the same the coun-
cilmen gave the first reading to another
bylaw, also in blank, providing for the
sale of city debentures sufficient to pay
for the water and light works. Both
steps were of a precautionary nature,
and were gone through with in order to
put the council on a basis to negotiate

speedily for the purchase when the nec-
essary arrangements can be made. W.
§. Norman, the secretary of the com-
pany, is coming up from Spokane today,
and there may be some developments
upon his arrival. )

In this connection came an official
communication from O.G. Dennis, the
gold commissioner for this district, con-
firming to the city the record for 50
inches of water out of both Rock and
Murphy creeks, and another 50 inches
out of the North Fork of Murphy
creek. In case that the present
negotiation with the Rossland Water &
Light company ate not satisfactory the
city will still have an independent
gource of water supply. .

Street improvements were the chief
subject of discussion at the meeting.
The work already either completed or
contracted for leaves a balance of only
about $7,000 to the credit of the board of
works, and much still remains to be
done. In another month the frost will
be getting into the ground, and street
work will thereby be interfered with, 8o
that the councilmen want to complete at
once all the work that they will carry
out this year. Alderman Clute pointed
out that the present.council must at best
g0 out of office this year with a deficit
unless additional funds are secured by
loan, and in order to complete the more
urgent street improvements, he sug-
gested that another bond issue be floated
with which to secure the necessary
funds. The proposition, while not as-
sented to by the other aldermen, was
not considered unfavorably.

The discussion was brought up by the
report of Alderman Lalonde, chairman
of the board of works, in which the
board recommended the construction of
the bridge on Washington street be-
tween Lé Roi and Kootenay avenue.
The board also approved: the construc-
tion of sidewalks to all the churches in
the city, and the building of a three-foot

walk on Union avenue from Davis to

Earl street, as well as a similar pathway
on Earl street from Union to-Pheepix
avenue. There was no opposition among
the councilmen to the construction of
the improvements recommended, but as
the city’s financial condition is again
getting rather low the matter of getting
mears with which to pay for the im-
provements was considered at some
length.

No action was taken regarding the
securing of further funds, but as the re-
sources now at the credit of the board of
works are sufficient to pay for more than
the improvements recommended, the
council passed the report. As a conse-
quence the bridge across the Columbia
& Western railway track on Washing-
ton street will be built and the side-
walks recommended in the report will
also be constructed.” The aldermen have
not yet definitely decided what will be
the best manner of carrying Washington
street across the railway tracks, but it
may be accomplished by c¢iftfing down
the bluff at that point rather than by
erecting a bridge. :

There were numerous petitions for
additional sidewalks and street work.
All were referred to the board of works,
which handles that department of the
<ity business. .

At the request of some of theresidents
on Oliff street, the council ordered that
all the shacks in the Btreet there be
cleared away. . In discussing the matter
Ald. Goodeve pointed out that it had
always been the custom of the city to
clear the streets from shacks and build-
ings whenever requested. He thought
the policy a capital one, as only in that
way could a good and substantial town
be erected, and he believed that cit-
izens were altogether in their rights
when they asked the councilmen tohave
undesirable buildings removed from the
public streets,

There was not a dissenting voice on
the motion to subscribe $500 out of the
city’s treasury in aid of the fire suffer-
ers at New Westminster, and the prop-
osition was adopted. The amount will
aid materially the size of the subscrip-
tions being raised in Rossland.

HAVE INVESTED HERE.

A QCouple of Britishers Who Have
Great Faith in Rossland.

N. H. R. Bullen and H. M. Rumball
of London, England, who have been in
Rossland and vicinity for the past twoor
three months, will leave in a day or two
for their home. These gentlemen have

invested several thousand pounds in this
vicinity since their arrival, and say it is
the best section of Canada for invest-
ments. They are typical Britishers and
believe in putting their money in_coun-
tries under the protection of the British
flag. In achat had with them last
evening it was learned that they left
London in the latter part of February of
the present vear. Their object was to
seek a place where they could place their
money to advantage. They visited
Nova Scotia, Cape Breton, Montreal,
Toronto, Ottawa, Winnipeg, Southeast-
ern Manitoba, Victoria, Vancouver,
Christiana lake section, Nelson and the
Rossland divisions. They have a naptha
launch, which they ran on Arrow lake
during their examinations of minire
properties, and this is now De-
ing hauled over the tote road
to Christiana lake and will De
used on that ldke in their interests here-
after. Of all the places which they have
visited they declare that Rossland and
vicinity is the very best in the whole

Dominion in which to put money. Mr.
Bullen purchased the Bowling Alley
block, the Dempster block, and the
Clarendon block on Columbia avenue.
In addition to this he has bought large
blocks of Rossland shares and also min-
ing property in the vicinity of Ymir and
Nelson. Mr. Rumball has acquired
good sized mining interests in this and
adjoining divisions. In addition to this
he has purchased some coal interests in
the Cape Breton section. Mr. Rumball
said he would return from London in
November and that Mr. Bullen would
be back in thé spring. They intended
to get more money of their own when
they returned to England for investment
here and said they also would endeavor
to induce their friends to make invest-
ments here. Their faith in the future
of Rossland is unbounded.

Forin Is Ambitious.

A late dispatch from Ottawa says that
Judge J. H. Forin, who is at present
occupying a seat as county court judge,
is conferring with the Dominion minis-
ter of justice relative to his appointment
to the vacancy on the supreme bench of
British Columbia.

HERE IS A NEW SCHEME

to Be Divided.

It Is a Plan of the Liberals by Which
They Hope to Gain a New Seat
in Dominion Parliament.

Tae MiNer learns from a reliable
gource that the Laurier cabinet is seri-
ously considering a plan for the division
of the Yale-Cariboo-Kootenay electoral
district into two separate constituencies.
It is proposed that the Kootenays will
constitute one district, and Yale and

Cariboo the other. To create this addi-
tional parliamentary seat it is not the

intention to bring in a general redistri-
bution bill. The arrangement will be
made by special legislation, and it is said
that the necessary bill will be introduced
at the next session of parliament.

Under the new arrangement, it is said,
Mr. Bostock, the present member for
Yale-Cariboo-Kootenay, confine
himself to Yale-Cariboo, and a new man
will be put up to represent the Liberal
interests in the Kootenays.

It is also reported that this is one of
the principal objects of the projected
visit to this province of the Hon. Clifford
Sifton, minister of the interior, and
Hugh  Sutherland, the well-known
liberal of Manitoba. While on the trip
Messrs. Sifton and Sutherland will also
devote their attention tu the organiza-
tion of of the liberal party in British
Columbia. The Dominion party ‘‘sack’
is to be opened and its contents will be
used to defray the expenges arising from

the establishment of liberal clubs in
the more important centers of popu-
lation.

The Miners’ union formaliy opened its
fine new hall on West .Columbia avenue
with a dance last evening. About 100
couples were in attendance and they en-
joyed a very pleasant time. Speeches
were made by Chris Foley, D. B. Bogle
and Hewitt Bostock, M. P. Mr. Bostock
warmly congratulated the union upon
the possession of so handsome and com-
modious a hall as the one which was
being dedicated. He felicitated the
members upon the general prosperity
which had attended their union here,
both numerically, financially and influ-
entially, and expressed the wish that it
might continue ‘to flourish. Mr. Bos-
tock declined to discuss the political sit-
uation last evening, but he promised to
make a political address. while in the
city.

SWEPT BY FIRE

New Westminster Has a
Most Destructive
Conflagration

0SS 1 $2,500,000

The Business Portion of the City
Completely Wiped Out.

INSURANCE IS $1,000,000

Over 200 Dwellings Were Destroyed— :“ldespair

The Curious Manner in Which
Burning Steamers Scattered and
Spread the Flames Along the Oity
Front—There Was an Inadequate
Supply of Water, and Althoughthe
Home Firemen Fought Like Tro-
jans They OCould do Nothing to
Stay the Fire Until They Were Re-
inforced by the Arrival of the Van-
couver Fire : Fighters, Who Suc-
ceeded in Saving Some of the City—
Offers of Help Pouring in—Vancou-
ver Sent Provisions—Seattle and
Rossland Are Willing to Help—
Shaughnessy Sends $5,000 to Aid
the Victims of the Great Disaster.

VANCOUVER, Sept. 12.—It was Satur-
day night in New Westminster. The
clocks had chimed eleven and the clerks
wearily had packed away the goods
which has remained from the usual big
night’s shopping. Suddenly there was
a sharp clang of a bell which startled
everyone and the word ‘‘fire’”” came in-
stinctively to most of the listener’s lips.
Almost coincident with the ringing of
the bell a bright shower of sparke was
geen to rise from the river front near the
City’s market building. Meanwhile the
firemen had located the blaze in a huge

pile of hay, about 200 tons in all, which
was stored on Brackman & Ker’s wharf.
The hay was as dry as tinder for it had
been there since early in the season and
the sultry summer had thoroughly pre-
pared it for just such an occasion as Sat-
urday night. The hose was speedily at-
tached to the nearest hydrants, but even
while this was being done the whole roof
ot Brackman & Ker’s building burst into
a blaze and speedily fell in. The stern-
wheeler Edgar, which had been tied up
to the wharf shortly before 10 o’clock,
was by this time enveloped in flames.
Her cables parted and she floated down
the river on the outgoing tide, a grand
but awe-inspiring sight. To the Edgar
many ascribe the outbreak of the con-
flagration. It ir said that sparks from
her furnace set the hay on fire, but is is
urged by others that her fires had been
banked for an hour before the alarm was
given. Another story debits it to some
unknown man who threw down a match
on the wharf after lighting his pipe.
Half a dozen different stories can be
the fire,

found for the origin of
wondered

nor is this to be
at for there were at least
gsix distinct fires blazing inside
of 15 minutes after the sound of the first
alarm. The Edgar dropped rapidly down
stream, but the current carried her in
shore and she fouled with the steamer
Gladys, which was tied up to the C. P.
N. Co.’s wharf. The Gladys took fire
almost immediately. The timber and
buildings of the C. P, N. Co. also took
fire, and all the men on the wharf were
forced to retreat or to meet an awful
death. . The two boats now were in the
mad embrace of the fire, and broke clear
of the upper end of the wharf together,
and in but a short space of time had
struck .the steamer Bonaccord. She,
also, took fire.
A Carnival of Flame.

Her cables parted and away she went
with the other two in this carnival of
flame. By some strange ill luck the

waters, as though in league with the
fiery element, carried the burning ves-
gels close algng the wharves which line
the Fraser. All were ripe for the blaze,
and wherever the vessels touched for a
few seconds there a new fire started.
But all this takes longer todescribe than
it did to happen.

Up at the Brackman & Ker whartf,
where the fire had its origin, the firemen
were driven from their heose by the
awful heat. To their horror and amaze-
ment the pressure was exceedingly low,
and the mere dribble which came from
the hose nozzles was little better than
useless. The people in the Columbia
hotel, just across from the Brackman &
Ker place, seeing their danger, made
most desperate efforts to save goods and
he fire had spread in less than
‘no time eastward to the city wharf and
market building, and in an instant tke
Chinatown of the east end, which is on
Front street, east of Lytton square, was
blazing from one end to the otherr Out
in the street the scene passes descrip-
tion. Frenzied Chinamen rushed up
and down in the agonies of despair.
The terrible /fapidity with which the
conflagration/ spread simply paralyized
the brigagez handicap as it was b
the miserable water supply, while pri-
vate citizens could do no more than
look on. The fire, having obtained the
mastery of Front street, made an attack
on Columbia street. The first building
on Columbia street actually to take fire
was the Bank of British Columbia block.
The Chinese store of Kwong Wing, Lung
& Co. was soon in flames. Mun Lee,
the head of the firm, one of the wealth-
iest merchants in the Royal City, rushed
into his store in a wild attempt to save
his money. He had just reached his
cash box when he fell back dead. Heart
disease had been the cause of death.
His body was carried to a place of safety.

How the Fire Spread.

To those who have not visited New

Westminster it may be explained that

the city is situated on the high, sloping
bank of the Fraeer river. Front street,
as its name would suggzet, is along the
avater front. Columbia street was the

' I nrincipal businez- *horoughfare of the

Royal city. All zlong both sides it was
built with imposing brick and stone
buildings of a description of which many
might be proud. The fire & read 80

quickly that the crowde® who rushed
aimlessly up and down Columbia street
had really no idea of the extent of tht
conflagration. The wharves, which were
blazing for the full length of the city
front speedily communicated with the
buildings standing citywards. 'All up
McKenzie, Lorne, Begbie, Alexander
and Eighth streets the flames rushed in
a mad chase. Thus it was that the
whole south side of Columbia street
burst into flames practically at the same

- | time. The merchants, who had made

desperate efforts to save such private
papers as had not been put in safes or
vaults, were driven from their stores in
a rush for life. The Hotel Douglas, on
the corner on which the Bank of Mon-
treal was located, became a volcano of
flame a few minutes after it was first
noticed to be on fire. The guests had
had ample warning though and all had
escaped from the building, but few had
more of their belongings than what they
stood up in. It was now that a high
wind sprang up. It came like a blast
from hell, full in the faces of men who
were working with the desperation of
A sheet of flame swept across
Columbia street and literally burst in
the windows of the splendid Hotel Gul-
chon, the leading place of its kind in the
citv. The noire was deafening.
The Earth Trembled With Explosions.
Above the roar of the flames the ex-
plosions could ' be heard as the fire
reached the different stocks of gunpow-

der, coal oil and other explosives stored
in the brick warehouses along Columbia
and Front streets. The earth trembled
with repeated shocks, and the crash of
breaking glass joined with the jar of
falling walls to make the night a saturn-
alia of horror. How it was many peo-
ple escaped death must remain a mys-
tery, as many hundreds found them-
selves cut off on Columbia street, with
both sides blazing. The fire brigade
worked as only desperate men can work
handicapped, as they were, with an in-
adequate water supply.
Tried to Save Something.

All thought of checking the flames
was cast aside. Carpete were torn up,
furniture was flung into the street and

all the while children ran about scream-
ing with fright. The broad laws about
the city hall and court house were
deemed to be havens of refuge and these
were piled high with a most wonderful
collection of goods. The court house
which stood on Clarkson street was not
spared for an instant. The records had
been put in a safe and were saved. The
Baptist,church the Reformed Episcopal,
Holy Trinity cathedral and the Central
Methodist church all stood within two
blocks, and all were alight together.

ment, 1,000 loaves of bread, tubs of
butter, cases of corned beef and of con-
densed milk, barrels of sugar, boxes of
tea, bags of rice and oat meal and sacks
of hams and bacon. These made up the
first emergency load, with the necessary
accompaniments of tinware and hard-
ware.

Mayor Wallace vesterday telegraphed
to the mayor of New Westminster, of-
fering the sincere commiseration of* the
citizens of Rossland to the inbhabitants
of the sister city in the calamity that
has befallen them. Mr. Wallace in-
quired if any assistance was needed, and
promised that the people of this eity
would be only to glad to tender any
practical aid in their power.

PROHIBITION.

«“The issue of Prohibition is now fairly
before us, and surely we may discuss it
as fellow-citizens having the same end
in view, without disparagement to each
other’s characters or motives.”” So says
Professor Goldwin Smith, formerly presi-
dent of the Liberal Temperance Union.

The policy of Prohibition is questioned
not only by the liquor interest, buta
great body of people totally unconnected

with that interest, the friends of temper- |

ance and if temperate themselves, who
are opposed to Prohibition because they
sincerely believe that besides trenching
upon the personal liberty it fails of its
object and always has done, and is likely
always to do more harm than good to
public morality.

When Prohibition has been tried what
has been the practical result? We have
a right to ask this when we are called
upon to make what all admit to be a
very costly as well as a very critical ex-
periment. We should have to sacrifice
seven millions of revenue. We should
have to kill the capital invested in the
trade, amounting, it seems, to fifty mil-
lions. We should have to throw out of
work thousands of people directly or 1n-
directly earning their bread by the busi-
ness. We should have seriously to
injure the growers_of barley; cider-
apples and grapes. If we admitted, as
in jlnsxice we could hardly fail to admit,

a general tendency to convert Prohibi-
tionist, where it prevails, practically
into license by taking the fees under the
guise of fines. In Tongawoxie, a small
town in Kansas, where there was no
saloon before Prohibition, there were
three or four afterwards. This is against
the theory that Prohibition works well
in small places, though in large cities’ it
works ill. At Topeko in Kansas there
are no saloons. But there were none
when Prohibition was introduced, popu-
lar feeling being against them. A proof
that it is popular feeling that is strong,
rather than prohibition law.

Maine is the banner state of Prohibi-
bition. It had been trying the system
for nearly half a century,time enough
to kill the liquor traffic, if the liquor
traffic was to be killed. Yet Gail Ham-
ilton, who knew the state well, said in
the North American Review: *“The
actual result is that liquor is sold to all
who wish te obtain it, in nearly every
town in the state. Enforcement of the
law seems to have little effect. For the
past six years the city of Bangor has
practically enjoyed free rum. In more
than 100 places liquor is sold and no at-
tempt has been made to enforce the law.
In Bath, Lewiston, Augnsta and other
cities no real difficulty is experienced in
procuring liquor. In Portland enforce-
ment of the law has been faithfully at-
tempted, yet the liquor traffic flourishes
for all classes from the highest to the
lowest. * * * Ina journey lastsum-
mer for hundred of miles through the
cities and through the scattered villages

a claim tor compensation, another large
item would be added to account of loss.
We sbould have to pay for the addi-
tional police necessary to guard our 1m-
mense frontier and to coerce the less
settled sections of the population, such
as the mining communities of the West.
We might possibly have to coerce Que-
bec. %’Ve, should further imperil the
interests of our countay by proclaiming
it to be under an ecclesiastical and
gascetic rule which many, rightly or
wrongly, abhor. Without getting ma-
terial loss against moral gain, we are
entitled to proof, before incurring 8O
great a material loss, that we are sure of
the moral gain. Prohibitionists them-
selves, regardless as they may be of
wordly interests, compared with -the
principle, would not wish to see the
cause of temperance saddled with the
memory of a ruinous failure.

We all, it may be presumed, prefer
liberty and the virtue which 1s freely
formed., Temperance inits proper sense
is self-restraint, and would cease toexist
if abstinence was enforced by law. How-
ever, in desperate cases desperate rem-
edies must be applied. But is the case
of Canada desperate? Is Canada a
drunken country? Is it not, on the con-
trary,.temperate and increasingly so?
Have not education, religion and the
teachings of medical science been doing
theif work?

There have been false alarms. A tem-
perance lecturer once gsaid that there
were 10,000 deaths in Oanada annually
from alcohol. Ten thousand would be
more thar. half the male adult deaths
in the Dominion. Even 3,000 or 4,000
deaths from alcohol, the estimates of the
Honorable George E. Foster and the
Honorable G. W. Ross respectively,
must be very far beyond the mark.

We have tried Prohibition in the form
of the Scott Act. County after county
adopted the-act; county after county re-
pealed it by majorities larger than those
by which it had been passed, finding, as
there was a large body of evidence to show
that while the act stopped social conviv-
iality, it increased secret indulgence ;
that it lead to contraband traffic in
liquor, to contempt of the law, to per-
jury, to the evils of the spy system, to
disturbance of neighborly peace and
good will. Here was a genuine popular
verdict founded on a practical trial of
the system. Nor was it really reversed
by the subsequent provincial plebiscite
in favor of Prohibition carried by a maj-
ority in the propartion of nine to eleven,
whilst only 58 per cent of the vote was
polled, and the balance might safely be
get down as in the main opposed or in-
different. The enactment and repeal of
the Scott Act were legislation, approach-
ed by the voter with a full sense of re-
sponsibility. The plebiscite was mnot
legislation ; it was merely a fancy vote.

It may be said that the Scott Act was
local and the area was not large enough
to keep off contagion. But would the
area of Canada be large enough to keep
off contagion? Would not the taste be
revived in every Canadian who crossed
the line or went to England?
literature, such as the works of Dickens,
is full of the convivial use of liquor, and
its influence no law could annul. There
would be little hope, therefore, of eradi-
cating the desire in the long line of pro-
vinces stretching from the Atlantic to
the Pacific.

It is said that the repeal of the Scott
Act was followed in an increase 1n
drunkenness, This is not. . unlikely.
Overstraining is naturally followed by a
recoil. Puritan over-strictness . was
avenged by the outburst of licentious-
ness in the reign of Charles 11.

Massachusetts, the model state of the
Union, tried Prohibition for a series of
years, and gave it up, finding that the
cloging of the public places of sale multi-
plied the secret; that more liquor and
worse liqguor was drunk in Boston than
ever before.

Vermont, a rural State without slums,
tried Prohibition for 40 years, plied one
repressive enactment upon another,
heaped up penalties, and gave the police
power to enter any house without a
warrant. The result was that for all
practical purposes the law was a dead
letter.

In Iowa a correspondent of Harper’s
Weekly reported that Prohibition in the
cities ment free liguor. A correspondent
of the New York Nation confirmed the
statement. Dr. Dio Lewis, in places
where he had been assured that drink
could not be had for love or mouney, saw
drunkards reeling in the streets. In
Iowa Oity he saw from seventy-five to
one hundred kegs of beer delivered on
trucks. The business directory of Du-
buque, a eity of 35,000 inhabitants, com-
prised two breweries, thirty-five hotels,
ten wholesale liquor places, and one-
hundred and eighty-one saloons. For-
mal prosecutions were a mere mode of
raising a tax. Druggists’ shops were
turned into liquor shops, with a few
drugs in the window.

In XKansas, the state of Governor St
John, the chosen chief of Prohibition,
where the most stringent Prohibition
had been enacted, the result, according
Dr. Gardiner, was that the drug stores
were little more than rum shops, and
that their number was astonishing. In
one town of 2,000 people, fifteen of them
were counted on the main street. Leay-
enworth, with a population of 23,000,
had a hundred apd seventy-five places
where liquor was sold. In Kansas Oity
the police collected in 1882 $45,000 in
fines for illegal sale of liquor. There is

and hamlets of Maine, the almost uni-
versal testimony was you get liquor
enough for bad purposes in bad vlaces,
but you cannot get it for good purposes
in good places. ‘‘What works against
Prohibition,”’ the writer added, ‘‘is that
in the opinion of many of the most
earnest total-abstinence men, the orig-
inal Maine-Law State, after 30 years of
Prohibition, is no more a temperance
state than it was before Prohibition was
introduced.”” It appears that upwards
of 1,000 pecple in the state paid United
States retail liquor tax, though Arch-
deacon Farrar was informed that the
trade had been completely driven out of
gight. With these accounts the general
results and most recent inquiries appear
to correspond.

Some years ago 70 or 80 taverns were
suddenly closed in Toronto. The keep-
ers of the taverns could not starve.
They sold liquor secretly, and the result
was an unusually drunken Christmas.
The tavern door, when you have closed
it by law, ceases to tempt; butb the il-
legal liquor seller may be a more active
tempter.

In all these cases the law, no doubt
has its friends. It could not otherwise
have been passed, and its friends
naturally give a favorable account of its
operation. Much evidence of that kind
was given to the Oanadian Commis-
sioners, and has formed the basis of a
minority report. But, making the fair-
est allowance for this, and supposing the
evidence to be balanced, it is surely im-
possible to say that in any case there is
such practical proof of the success of
Prohibition as would warrant us in en-
countering all the cost and risks of a
sweeping measure for the whole Do-
minion. Improvement which was really
spontaneous may sometimes have been
credited to law.

Evidence of the evils of drunkenness,
though largely given, is not to the point.
The evile of drunkenness nobody .dis-
putes. The question is only as to the
practicability and efficacy of the remedy
now proposed.

Imposing statistics are brought to
prove a connection between drinking
and crime ; and it is inferred that if you
gtop drinking, crime will cease. Is
there not a fallacy here? In most cases,
is it drinking that is the parent of crime,
or is not rather depravity of nature, in-
herited or induced by circumstances,
that is the parent of both? Besides,
criminals have learned the trick of
pleading drink as the origin and excuse
of their crimes. There is no absence of
crime in Turkey, where the Koran pro-
hibits drink, or in Spain, which is noted
for temperance. We are also told that
drunkenness, where it exists, is a source
of poverty cannot be questioned. But
the sources of poverty are countless, in-
cluding fluctuations of industry, decline
in the value of products, and other
economical causes, as well as personal
infirmities, disease, and mere idleness
and thriftlessness, which are often found
apart from addiction to drink. The
poverty of the millions in Hindoostan
has not its source in drink.

That the moderate use of liquor must
lead to excess is an assumption at vari-
ance with facts. English gentlemen use
wine daily, and abhor drunkenness.
Millions and tens of millions in other
countries do the same. In Spain we-are
told, everybody drinks a little wine, yet
a drunken man 18 almost a prodigy.
Croker, in his **Travels in S})ain,” says:
**The habitual temperance of these peo-
astonishing; I never saw a

paniard drink a second glaes of wine.”’
Another English tourist says: ‘‘In all
our wanderings through town &nd coun-
trv, along the highways and byways” of
the land from Bayonne to Gibraltar, we
never saw more than four men who were
the least intoxicated.”” Mr.Bryant, the
Awerican author, has confirmed this
account.
| Nothing can be better proved than
that to carry into effect laws of this
kind in a free country you must have
the conscience of the poople thoroughly
and actively with you. Men may vote
for Prohibition from general hatred of
intemperance ; perhaps under minister-
ial or personal influence; but will their
conviction be strong enough to make
them join heartily in giving effect to the
law? They would do their best to bring
a murderer or a thief to justice. Will
they do their best to throw into jail and
ruin a neighbor otherwise harmless,
perhaps a friend or acquaintance, for
gelling or drinking a glass of whisky or
ale? Will they not be apt, even if they
were abstainers themselves, rather to
help him to get off? The people do
wrong in breaking or evading the law;
but the legislator does wrong in making
a law which the people are sure to break.

No fair-minded Prohibitionist can
think that the use of fermented liquors
is so clearly immoral that in suppressing
it ‘the consciences of all men will be
with you. -Christ undoubtedly used
wine; His apostles used it; He made it
an element in His most sacred ordin-
ance forever. An overwhelming ma{or-
ity of mankind still use fermented lig-
aors. Tue taste is co-extensive and co-
eval with humanity. In the earliest
mythologies there are gods of wine. The
great Prohibitionist, Archdeacon_Farrar,
most positively disclaims the belief that
the moderate use of liquor is criminal.
Mr. Gladstone is known to have used
wine.

" Nor can you reasonably say that all
fermented liquor is poison when you see

moderate drinkers living to a hundred,

and find its moderate use still prescribed
by eminent physicians. You may think,
possibly with reason, that whisky ,or
beer is unwholesome; though the con-
stitutions of men may differ in that re-
spect. But mere opinion that an article
of diet is unwholesome, especially
when the opinion is so far from
being universal, is not a sufficient
ground for the interference of the law.
Behind this agitation for the Prohibition
of drink begins to loom an agitation for
the prohibition of tobacco. If the ex-
perts of medical science would pro-
pounce unanimously, or with any ap-
proach to unanimity, that the moderate
use of liquor necessarily generated dis-
ease and shortened life, the affect would
presently be seen.

Those who sincerely believe that such
laws are a tyrannical misuse of political
power, in resisting as far as they lawfully
could, the application of the measure,
would be acting no less conscientiously
than those who were trying to put it in
force.

Prohibition discriminates against the
lighter drinks, such as wine, beer and

cider, and in favor of whisky, besides the |

bulk of the whisky being less it is much
more easily smuggled, while its clan-
destine manufacture is more easily con-
cealed. Besides there are other intoxi-
cants, such as opium and chloral, the
use of which would be likely to increase
when liquor was withdrawn.

Legal Prohibition kills volunta ef-
forts such as that of the Bands of Hope
or the Good Templars, which have done
much to diminisb drinking. It is be-
lieved that the effect is already felt in

 advance, and that it accounts for aslight

increase of inebriety in some places.
Nor, if coercion fails, will organization
for voluntary effort be easily revived.

Everybody admits that the liquor
trade has is special dangers, and stands
in special need of legislative supervision
and control. These may be applied to
any extent and in any form which may
seem expedient so long as the trade is in
recognised and responsib.e hands. When
the trade becomes contraband all regu-
lations are practically at an end.

THE IRON HORSE DEAL.

One of the most hopeful signs of the
times in this campis the fact that as soon
as a big Canadian or English mining
company secures the title to a property
it is always ready to part with its money
for another. This is on the principle,
probably, that a corporation or an indi-
vidual can never get too much of a good
thing. These companies are like Oliver
Twist, constantly calling for more. This
desire to increase holdings indicates that
the companies are satisfied with what
they have already purchased and wish to
increase their profits, or expected profits,
by augumented holdings. A case in
point is the recent purchase by the
Hosmer-Mackay syndicate and its friends
of the Iron Horse property. This syn-
dicate has put a large amount of money
into mining properties here. It first
purchased the Monte Christo and the
Colonna, which it incorporated into one
company. Then it bought the Virginia,

and now it has acquired the Iron Horse..

If it had been dissatisfied with the re-
sults attained in the Colonna and Monte
Christo it would never have purchased
the Virginia. If the Virginia had not
realized its expectations it would not
have acquired control of the Iron Horse.
Doubtless the result of its last venture
will he so good that it will, in due course
of time, acquire other holdings. Itis a
powerful combine with millions be-
hind it. ..

The sale of the Iron Horse property is
the most imporfant one that has been
made since the purchase of the Centre
Star by the Goodherham-Blackstock
gyndicate. In this case the sellers were
Americans and the purchasers Canadi-
ans. This fact accentuates the state-
ment made a few weeks since in this
paper that all the larger and more valu-
able mineral properties of the division
were passing from the Americans into
the possession of Canadian and British
companies. There are good reasons for
this, too. The mining magnates of Can-
ada and Great Britain prefer to operate
in their own country, under the protec-
tiou of their own laws, to even carrying
on ventures in a country that is as
friendly as is the United States. Here,
under their own flag, they feel that they
are more advantageously placed than if
they were on foreign soil, where some-
times there is legislation that is hostile
to their interests, such as legislative en-
actments preventing aliens from holding
mining and other land.

On the other hand , the Americans are
now engaged in paying the expenses of
the recent war with Spain. One of the
means adopted for raising a revenue for
this purpose is a stemp act, which re-
quires the affixing and cancellation of
stamps on each certificate of stock is-
sued by mining companies. This is an
onerous tax on some companies, and in
order to avoid it some are reincorporat-
ing as provincial corporations. It is
unhandy, too, for a company to operate
in one country and to have its head
office in another. This is another rea-
son why somé companies are coming
over here and are willing to sell to capit-
alists on this side of ihe international
boundary line. There is a large mining
territory in the United States thatis
open for exploitation on the part of the
American operator, Usually, like his
Canadian and British cousins, he pre-
fers, other things being equal, to oper-
ate at home rather than abroad, and
hence when he is offered a fair price for
his holdings here he is ready to part
with them.

There is another feature that makes
the American ready to sell his holdings,
As a rule he is more of a speculator aud
will take more chances on a mining
prospect than his British or Oan-
adian cousins. Hence he is willing to
freely put his money into the develop-
ment of a new property. When it is

developed and it is certain that it will
make & mine the British or
the Canadian operator is always willing
to take it off his hands at a fair valua-
tion. The American takes the money
and often puts it into other prospects,
either here or in his own country, and
soon has a paying mine or two for sale,
1t seems to us that the citizens of this
country should follow his example more
than they do, for in the past two years
in this camp it has cost about $10,000,000
to purchase properties from Americans
that have been developed by them. In
the case of the Iron Horse, however,
although there is considerable develop-
ment done upon it, it was the good
showings made by adjoining properties
that gave it its chief value in the eyes
of its purchasers.

ROSSLAND ORE SHIPMENTS.

The ore shipments for the past week
mark a new record in the history of the
camp. The output for that period
amounted to 3,374 tons, or 324 tons
more than for any previous week. In
the last six months the weekly tonnage
has more than doubled. But the fact
must be borne in mind that the Le Roi
only resumed shipping to _its
full capacity last Thursday and that
it only had three days in which
to dispose of 1,633 tons. Next week,
however, it will have the benefit of the
full seven days, and it it maintains the
rate of shipments with which it com-
menced last week—and there is every
reason to believe to the contrary—the
coming week should show that its
congignments of ore to the smelter
amount to about 2,500 toms.
This, with the usual yield of the other
mines, will bring the total for the week
to over 4,000 tons. There is nothing to
counteract the belief that from now on
the amount of the ore shipments of the
Rossland camp will decrease. On the
contrary, everything indicates that they
will continue to steadily and rapidly in-
crease. By next Christmas the weekly
output should amount to more than 5,000
tons,

IMPERIAL PENNY POSTAGE.

Asalready reported by telegraph, Hon.
W. Mulock, postmaster-general, has re-
turned from England. In conversation
with a reporter Mr. Mulock spoke at
some length of the present condition of
the penny postage. The 25th of Decem-
ber, he said, had been chosen as the day
upon which the new arrangement would
take effect. This day has been selected
out of sympathy with the gocd old
English custom of holding family -re-
unions throughout the Empire. The

pleted all the necessary details in regard
to their own countries. The other parts
of the Empire have certain domestic
arrangements to make before the change
can take effect with them. South
Africa, however, expects to be ready to
give effect to the movement on Christ-
mas day, and it is expected that most, if
not all, of the Crown Colonies will be
ready to adopt the system at the same
time. The only portion of the
Empire that has  pronounced
against the movement is Austra-
lasia, but a portion of that im-
portant section is said to be favorable to
the reduction, and there is a strong pro-
babilit.y that the system will be unani-
mously adopted throughout the whole
Empire in the near future. So far as
the commercial aspect of the matter is
concerned. even should Imperial penny
postage not be followed by any compen-
sating increase in the volume of corre-
spondence, the loss to the Canadian
department of post would not amount to
more than $50,000 a year.

compelled to pick their way in order to
avoid the quagmires that infest their
course. There are many sorts of pave-
ments, but here it is a question of avail-
ability. Macadam is not the best pave-
ment, but it is the most available in this
section. This question of availability is
one that comes in most appropriately at
present. The wonk of cutting down the
bluff at the west end of Columbia
avenue is now in progress, and this
renders available a supply of diorite that
could be utilized to macadamize Colum-
bia avenue from end to end, without
using hardly a tithe of the supply
that is handy. Diorite is a very hard
rock, and it may or may not be suitable
macadamizing, but it seems that this
quality would be in favor of a material
for that purpose. The city, if it took
advantage of the situation, conld macad-
amize the street for a very small sum
compared to what it would cost if the
material for the purpose were trans-
ported from a distance. A rock breaker
could be put at werk and the diorite
broken to a size suitable for road-
‘making. A properly made macadam

avenue for many years to come, or until
the city felt that it could afford«o pave

some other material more durable than
macadam. Macadam would certainly
be a great improvement over the loosely
mixed earth and stone roadway that is
at present in use in the main thorough-
fare of the city.

Then it was learned that
the Tsung Li Yamen is the Chinese for-
eign office. In the olden times the
Emperor of all of China was accustomed
to refer all subjects that came up in re-
lation to the countries where ‘“‘foreign
barbarians’’ resided to thejLi Yan Yuen,
a department of the Ministry of Kites,
for adjudication. At the time of the
Anglo-French expedition in 1861 it'was
ascertained to the satisfaction of the
ruler of China that this branch of the
Department of Kites did not work as
gatisfactorily as it might, and so the
Tsung Li Yamen was created and has
ever since dealt with foreign nations.

Tae fortification and equipment of
Esquimalt as a first class naval base are
being carried out with the utmost energy
and secrecy. When finished, England
will possess in the North Pacific a strong
place of supply and repair second in
strength and completeness of plant to
nothing in the world. Pablic attention
has been drawn afresh to the great
works under construction there, says the
London Outlook, by the acquisition of
the land on .which the town stands, for
the purposes of the fortress, and by the
renewed energy with which the works
are being carried on. But as to what is
being done, and what the contemplated
works are like, little can be learnt. For
the past two years the whole area of
operations has been surrounded night
and day by a cordon of sentinels which
nothing can breuk except a permit
direct from the Imparial War Office.
