line, the long line of Archangel, the
South Russian lines, and the Great Si
berian. On the Moscow-St. Peters-
burg line there is a regular hare’s tar-
iff, so that no hare is swindled or
charged too mugh. You cannot travel
as a hare on the courier train, which is
the quickest train of the day. But
vou can easily travel free on the slow-
er passenger and post trains.

In a post train, as a second-class
hare, you can travel the whole 400
miles on giving the “konduktor” $3.
Yet this is the highest hare tariff in
the Empire. On the Siberian railways
you can travel for two days for $1,
and some peasant hares are
to travel 300 miles for 10c.

The main cause why the Siheriaa
Railway produces a large annual de-
ficit is that there is practically no pay
ing local traffic Travellers from Eu-
rope to China or Japan pay their fares
but on the local trains three quarters
of the short-distance travellers do not
pay at all.
