British Admiralty are attraecting
much attention, and are interpreted
the first step in reorganization,
hich it is supposed Sir Erie Camp-
hell Geddes, first=lord of the admir-
alty, was appointed to carry out.

In quarters where the existing ad-
niralty methods are regarded as
unsatisfactory, the present step is
denounced as a proerastinatory half
measure, and it is declared the
change ought to have been so com-
plete as fo give the country a reso-
Inte and energetic admiralty by an
offensive spirit.

There is no implication of incap-I
acity against Admiral Sir Cecil Bur-
ney, whose services as Admiral Jelli-
cie’s second in command of the grand
fleet are recognized, and an official
announcement states that he will be
employed on special duty. It is as-
}nmvd that as his record was made
in active command, he may welcome
the ehange.

An official statement contains the
announcement that an opportunity
is to be taken of the appointment of
Vice-Admiral Sir Rosslyn' Wemyss to
re-arrange the duties of the second
sea lord of the admiralty, who will
be relieved of detailed administrative
work connected with the personnel
of the fleet. This is interpreted as
meaning that the second sea lord
will not be trammelled by details
which subordinates ecan handle, but
will be associated more closely than
was his predecessor with the pre-
paration of war plans.

Another change in the admiralty
is the removal of Sir William Gra-
ham Greene from the permanent
secretaryship in the ministry of mu-
nitions under Winston Spencer
Churchill. Sir William’s departure
from the admiralty is regarded as of
considérable importance, as the post
of permanent secretary, which he
has held since 1911, always has
been largely responsible for the
continuity of admiralty tradition
and policy. It is this continuity
which is regarded by many as a most
dangerous factor in that it hinders
initiative and adaptability to current
needs.

American Training Camp, Aug .
7.—(By the Associated Press).
—The issuance of French gas
masks to the American soldiers
has brought them a little nearer
to the realization of their prox-
imity to real warfapre. The men
are-looking f6Ftard to the gas
experiments with the greatest
possible interest as giving a
touch of adventure to their
training. When the so-called
‘‘gas house” is completed, the
men will be put through a mix-
ture of a deadly vapor, several
times stronger than will ever be
encountered upon the field of
battle. :

SRR

Some German - prisoners have
elaimed that in their training they
have endured periods of from five to
ten: minutes in a gas mixture fifty
times as strong as could possibly be
maintained in an open air attack.
The men are put through these in-
tense mixtures to demomstrate to
them that with proper care and use
of their equipment they cannot b2
hurt by any gas likely to be en-
countered in the front line trenches.

It is a most impertant branch of
the modern training:of a goldier that
he should be convinced that there
are many methods of effectively deal-
ing with the deadliest terrors of lai-
ter day warfare; that careless, slov-
enly and unheeding soldiers are the
ones first to succumb. If is even de-
monstrated to the soldiers that the
terrifying liquid -fire can be avoided,
except in most extraordinary circum=
stances, such as being caught in a
tunnel or in a dugout with the enemy,
in such a position that-he can pour
flames through the entrances.

In training the Americans regard-
ing gas the greatest weight is to be
laid on demonstrating to each man
the value of his protective appliance
and seeing that he is fully instructed
in its proper use. He will be made
to realize however, that only by skil-
ful and rapid adjustment of the
mask can protection be assured and
that it shall be a daily task with him
to see that his appliance is in good
condition.' Fit must be assured, for
otherwise the gas penetrates through
every small hole and attacks the eyes
and mouth so that in a short time
the man is put out of action.

The increasing use of gas shells
.even from the longest range guns
makes the carrying of masks far
back of the line, an imperative mili-
tary necessity. The first traces of
gas poisoning are a hot mouth and
irritation of the throat. Despita
proof that the allies have so often
proved to the contrary and the ter-
rible deaths allied soldiers died when
this hideous mode of warfare was
first sprung on unsuspecting foes by
the high command of the Germsan
army, private soldiers and’ Germans
say the gases are so-called “smelling
substances’” and not poisonous.

The substances they assert exert
stupefying action, and after long
exposure, have an asphyxiating ef-
fect. Under their influence, vision
is affected. A man subjected to gas
is forced to olose eyes and can 5ee
nothing.

The Germans, however, aidmit that
it is impossible to remain in thess
gases without protection. The exact
nature of the composition of practi-
cally all of the German’ gases is
known to the allies, and the Am-
ericans are obtaining immediately
the full results and benefits of all
this laborious and dangerous work,

Simecoe, Aug. 7.—(From our own
correspondent) —Relatives here were
shocked last evening to learn that
Mrs. Culver (nee Maude Challand)
widow of' the late A. A. Culver, a
Norfolk street merchant, deceased a
few months ago, was run down and
instantly killed Yesterday afternoon
on the street in, Buffalg, while out
walking with her sister. The un-
fortunate woman was a daughter of
John Challand, of Woodhouse, Mrs.
Jda Kee, of Hamilton, Mrs. Frank
Carl of Buffalo and Mrs. Edmund
Austin, of Detroit, are sisters.

Two sons, aged 17 and 11, are left
to mourn the second great loss with-
in five or six months.

Mr. Culver went to Buffalo on
Sunday by auto, with D. A. Austin
and his son.

Later—The accident took place 12
miles this side of Buffalo as the par-
ty were returning home. While Mr.
Austin repaired a puncture the ot-
hers of the party sat under a shade
tree on the opposite side of the road.
It was when returning to the car that
Mrs. Culver was struck and thrown
90 feet the car stopping 100 feet far-
ther on.

The church was divided from 1864
to 1876, during which time the Free
Branch had two settled pastors, A.

Bell is most widely known by men
of letters in Canada. He went to Ni-
agara Falls from Simcoe and later to
Queen’s College, Kingston, as teach-
er in Divinity.

The circumstance does not apparent-
1y mean anything except changes
under the auspices of a new Chan-
cellor. A despatch from London
states that under pressure from Aus-
tria and disaffected elements in Ger-
many, the Kaiser and his associates
may be forced to make serious and
direct peace proposals by autumn in
order to avoid another winter cam-
paign. If so, they will have to come
up to the specifications of the Allies
in order to secure acceptance,

The Canadians continue to. ad-
vance upon Lens and on the Waest
side have come upon the main lines
of the foe, which are guarding the
railway embankment of that sector.

“The Ttalians, by the use of giant
flyers, are making a series of bomb
attacks on Pola, the great Austrian

Lloyd George made a characteristic
speech in connection with the fourth
year of the war.

In forceful terms he emphasized
the fact that the Allies were fighting

to defeat the most dangerous con-
spiracy ever plotted against the lib-
erty of nations—a conspiracy con-
firmed at a meeting in Berlin weeks
before hostilities were started. The
cold blooded nature of that plot he
declared to be “one of the most sin-
ister episodes in the whole history of
human brigandry.” Had Great Bri-
tain not entered the struggle with
her navy and huge new armies Eur-
ope to-day would be under the heel
of the Hun with all that this involv-
ed and America would have seen the
Monroe doctrine treated like any
other ‘“‘scrap of paper” and German
ambitions in South America on the
way to realization.

To the question “How are we get-
ting on”” he would reply:—

“Well, like all roads that have
ever been constructed, there are ups
and downs; and no doubt the Rus-
sian collapse is rather a deep glen
we are passing through. I am not
sure that we have reached its darkest

level, but across the valley I can see
the ascent.”

The strongest point made by the
British Premier was with reference
to a peace basis.

MAYOR BOWLBY ON
700D PRODUCTION

Strongly In Sympathy With
Campaign for Farm Help, -

. .
But Remains Passive
LS

“The extreme need for help to har-
vest the Ontario crop leads me to up-
peal to you to release every possible
corporation employee for this work,
and to interest yourself in immedi-
ate organization of your municipalily
to secure farm help.” Such was the
text of a telegram received yesterday
by Mayor Bowlby from W. H. Hearst,
Premier of the Province, urging the
necessity for assistance to the farm-
ers in bringing in their crops. This
morning an explanatory letter in re-
lation to the telegram was 1'eeeiveq.
containing further and more specinc
particulars. The communicatioa
points out thatthe saving of the har-
vest is an imperative duty not only
to ourselves, but to the boys at th»
front, the British Empire and to ou!
Allies, that there may be no shortage
of Tood to hinder the successful con-
tinuation of the war. It is estimated
that 10,000 men will be needed in
Ontario for a period of from one to
six weeks. A list of cdentres where
those willing to assist in this enter-
nrize may register, may be seen au
the city hall. The government 13
willing to pay the railway fares of
those who, while willing to do farm
work are not needed in their own
community, but will go to some other
county where the need is greater.

“] am as much in sympathy with
the mevement for saving the crops
as anyone, but I doubt if I should
exercise my authority to induce any-
to leave the city for that purpose,”
declared Mayor Bowlby this morn-
ing. “The manufacturers are in very
hard straits owing to the shortage
of labor, and I know it. I am also
perfectly well persuaded that the
manufacturers are patriotic in the
broad sense of the word, and there
is not one of them who would not
do anything legitimate to help the
farmer in saving their crops, but I
have no personal desire to ‘queer’
the position and render it more dif-
ficult for them to keep their con-
tracts for their manufactured pro-
ducts.”

In regard to his attitude to muni-
cipal employees leaving their posi-
tions tempprarily, as was suggested
in the letter, his Worship stated;
‘“Every available man who can get a
job in the country should.,go-and get
it and help with the harvest if he
can get off, and he may be assured
that his position will remain open
for him on his return.”

DRIVE TEUTONS BACK
Russ Capture Guns in Drive Against
Teutons, West of Brody
Petrograd, August 7., via London
—The Russian forces fighting north-
east of Czernowitz, in an attack drove
back the enemy upon several villages,
capturing guns and machine guns,
but later in the face of superior for-
ces, were compelled to withdraw to
their main position, according to the
official communieation issued to-day.
In Centrai Bukowina, around Ra-
dautz, the Austro-Germans continue
to make progress. Ralautz and sev-
eral other towns have been captured
and the Bystritza River has been
crossed by the enemy. The communi-
cation says:
“West of Brody insignificant ca-
emy attacks were beaten off. North:
east of Czernowitz, in the region of
the villagés of Toperrovee, and Rai-
ancze, our detachments, developing
an offensive, occupied a series of
heights and drove the enemy bacik
to the above mentioned villages. - As
an outcome of a daring attack by a
detachment, we captured a four-gun
battery and some machine guns.
Teutons Advance
‘“Afterwards, the enemy advanec-
ing in superior force, compelled our
troops to retire to our main posi-
tion! It being impossible to remove
the guns we captured, they were
rendered useless, the breeches hav-
ing been removed.
“South of Czrnowitz, the enemy
continues to advance, chiefly in the
regions of Dolina, the River Sereth,
and the Suchawa, and is pressing
back our troops. The villages of Oly-
boka, Komanka, Wosczinee, Chdik-
rolva and the Town of Radautz were
occupied by the enemy.
“An attempt to hold back the ad-
vancing enemy in the region north-
west of Radautz was successful.
‘“Roumanian front; In the direc-
tion of- Kimpolung the enemy con-
tinues his offensive. Owing to the
instability of certain of our units,
we have been forced to retire some-
what toward the east. The enemy
has crossd the ‘Bystritza River.
“On the night of the fifth our air-
planes dropped a number of bombs
on the railway station at Barano-
vitchi, southwest of Minsk.”
Russ Prepare Drive
Berlin, August 7—The Russians
are preparing to give bdttle to the
Austro-German forces advamncing on
the Russian front between the Dne-
ister and the Pruth, according to
yesterday’s ‘army headquarters an-
nouncement. The Roumanian front-
ier southwest of Cernowitz is also
the scene of Russian resigtance.
The text of the "announcement
reads;
“Army group of General Von
Boehm-Ermolli; Along the Zbrocz
there have been local engagements.

' MC” BRIDE

Former Premler of British
Columbia

Passes Away in London—
Became Premier At Early
Age of Thirty-Three

—

Vancouver, B. C., Aug. 6,—A Dpriv-
ate cable announces the death of Sir
Richmond McBride in London, at 6
o’clock yesterday morning. Death is
said to have been due to Bright’s dis-
ease, from which the former ‘premier
had been suffering for several years.

Lady McBride and family are at pres-
ent in England. Sir ‘Richard and
family were on the eve of sailing. It
has not yet been decided whether th2
burial will be in England or British
Columbia.

A Native of British Columbia

Sir Richard MecBride was of Irisn
origin and was a son of the late Ar-
thur H. McBride, a former warden
of the British Columbia Penitentiary.
He was born in New Westminister,
B.C., and was gin his 47th year.
He was oducatezf in the Publie and
High Schools of. New. .Westminster
and then went to Dalhousie Univers
i1y, where he was graduated in 15§30

ith the degree of LL.D. He was

imitted to the bar in 1892 and was
ade a K.C. in 1895. In 1896 he
arried Miss Margaret McGillivray,

the youngest daughter of a New
Westminster barrister. He success-
fully practiced his profession at Vie-
toria, and in 1896 contested New
Westminster for the Conservativ2
party in the general elections, but
was defeated. He sat for Dewdney
in the British Columbia Legislature
from 1898 to 1907 and since 1907 un-
til his resignation four years ago_for
Victoria. He entered the Provincial
ICabinet as Minister of Mines in 150U,
and on the defeat of his party was
appointed leader of the Oppositioa
from 1898 to 1907 and since 1907 un-
he led his party to vietory at the
polls and became Premier, holding
the office of Minister of Mines. He
was delegate to the Ottawa Inter-
provincial Conference at London,
England, the following year. He was
at that time presented to the Ilaie
King Edward and Queen Alexandra,
and in June, 1911, he attended the
coronation of King George. He was
made a fellow of the Royal Canadian
Institute in 1911. He was for some
years on the directorate of the Paci-
fic Coast Fire Insuranee Co., and
was a trustee of the British Column-
bia Permanent Loan and Saving
Company

About four years ago Sll‘ Richari
resxgned the  Premiership: of his pro-
vince and became Commissioner for
British Columbia at London, Eng.

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POTATO CROQUETTES

Take fresh mashed potatoes, sea-
son with salt, pepper and butter. Add
1 well-beaten egg; make into small
rolls ‘or balls; dip into beaten eggz,
then in cracker crumbs, and fry in
hot fat to a golden brown; drain on
brown paper and serve hot.

BOILED POTATOES

Wash and serub the potatoes. Pare
and soak in cold water.
a saucepan of boiling or cold salted
water (1 quart of water and tea-
spoonful salt for 6 large potatoes).
Cook 1-2 hour or until soft. Drain
off every drop of water. Place the
pan on back of the stove to let the
steam escape. Serve very hot.

HEAVEN AND EARTH

Take 10 medium-sized potatoes
and 4 tart apples. Peel the potatoes
and cut into small pieces and salt to
taste. Peel the apples and slice in
1-2 in thick slices, lay on top of po-
tatoes, cover with e¢old water and
boil till soft.

Copenhagen, Aug. 6—The Liberal
press of Germany is outspoken in its
disappointment over the selections
Chancellor Michaelis has made of
his colleagues in the new Imperial
and Prussian Ministries, which are
held to show that the change ‘ef-
fected is one of names only and not
of the system. All the papers of
this class agree in the view that
there is not the new order of things.
It is evident, comments The Vossis-
che Zeitung that the course is set to
the right-about from the liberal ideas
now inspiring the people. Vor-
waerts, the Socialist organ, speaks
of the new Administration as one of
“enlightened bureauacracy.” The
Tageblatt characterizes the new Min-
isters as in the main successful ad-
ministrative officials. The nomina-
tion of two members of Parliament
cannot, it says, be regarded as even
a stop toward Parliamentarism, be-
cause in the first place neither of
the two is particularly liberal in his
views or a strong believer in reforms
in the direction of Liberalism, and in
the second place both must under
the present constitution resign their
seats.

Dr. von Kuehlmann alone of the
new officials is given favorable treat-
ment by the Liberal organs. The
Conservative and Pan-German news-
papers are correspondingly aggriev-
ed over his appointment.

4 Opposes Ruthless Sub War.

Amsterdam, Aug. 6-—In a chara-
cter sketch of Dr. Richard von Kue-
hlmann (just appointed German
Secretary for Foreign Affairs), The
Nieuwe Courant of The Hague says
that Dr. von Kuehlmann has always
been a vigorous opponent of ruthless
submarine- warfare. He is also, says
the newspaper ,a disciple of the pol-
/icy of doing everything possible to
avoid the further alienation of Great
Britain, believing that after the war
friendship between Great Britain and
Germany is necessary to the latter.

Dr. von Kuehlmann, The Nieuwe
Courrant adds, is an anti-annexa-
tionist, and the newspaper express-
es the opinion that in the Foreign
Secretaryship he would do his utmost
to bring about an understanding with
England at the earliest possible time.

Giant Plane_U’s_ed In Course
Of Attacks Upon Pola

(By PERCIVAL GIBBON.)
Italian Headquarters, Aug. 7—The
Italians are launching against the
Austrian naval port of Pola vast and
startling flights of giant Caproni air-
planes, each with a crew of four or
tive men, and as if to place upon the
enterprise the final cachet of Italian
perfection, with each raid
travels in the leading machine the
single man whose words and gestures
are followed breathlessly throughout
the country, Gabriele d’Annunzio, the
acclaimed poet of Italians. The Aus-
trians, too, have been raiding lately,
sprinkling bombs on many inland
villages tar from military objectives.
The Italian raids upon Pola aur-
ing the nights of August 2 and o
were not merely reprisals for many
useless murders, but an assault upou
the nest of subwmarines, airships, air-
planes and war vessels. with whica
Austria seals the entry to the Gulf ot
Trieste. The results, which are yetl
to be confirmed and tabulated, ar2
surely great. I have heard the stale-
ment. of an aviator who took part
that Pola as a naval base is already
extensively damaged.
Thirty-six Machines in First Raid.
The first raid was carried out by
thirty-six machines, including fast
fighting machines, which escorted the
great Caproni bomb droppers. It was
like watching a flotilla of destroyers
go to sea as the great machines
moved off at four-minute intervvals,
taking up a perfect alignment against
the sky. Motor boats were out to
guide them to the Austrian coast,
for there was a fog over the sea. Be-
fore midnight the squadron was over
Pola, manoeuvring amid a tangle (,f'
gearchlight beams and a hurricane of
shots from panic-stricken, gunners in
the city's defences. Bombs ranging
from seventy to two hundred pounds
were raining wn on the arsenal,
dockyard and anchored ships.
Three waves of airplains went
over, and the first two saw a huge
