Mr. Redfers Hollinshead of To-
ronto, was a delightful surprise. Tt
is seldom one hears a more exquis-
ite lyric tenor. He sang the Puccini
tenor arias “Recondita Armonia'™ and
“E lucevan le stelle,” with fine feel-
ing and expression. Mr Hollinshead
by-the-by, is a son of a former Bap-
tist minister at St. George, and many
of his former iownsmen were-in the
audience last evening: He received a
fine reception, and had to respend to
a hearty encore. Mr. Hollinshead is
on the very threshold of what prom
ises to be a most artistic musical
career. There are few sweeter voiced
tenors in Canada to-day than he.

The second part of the programme
was given over to the rendition of
“Hiawatha's Weddine Feast,” from
the song of Hiawatha, Longfellow’s
well-known poem.

The music of Hiawatha is bv Col-
eridge-Taylor, that brilliant Anglo-

The aifted
compeser has caught the hauntine
strain of Longfellow’s epic and has
clothed it musically with the touch
of a master bhand.

Mr. Jordan had finder his baton
last evening a chorus
voices, and it can be frankly stated
that it is the best choir that this tal-
ented young conductor has ever had
to work with and to work unon. For
seven years now the choir has heen
in the making. and these seven vears
have born fruit. Persistent drilling
intelligently received and acted upon
has left its indubitable imprint on the
chorus. The members are more con-
fidlent of themselves. attack with
greater firmness. shade better, sing
with more abandon,

The Coleridge-Taylor music re-
quires a lot of singing. and the Schu-
berts demonstrated that they were
fully equal to the demands placed up-
on them.

The author
had never seen China and had been
sufficiently clever to compile the work
solely from the memoirs of Chinese
missionaries.

It is remarkable, though no less a
fact, that “Gulliver’s Travels” was
thought to be a true narrative when
it first appeared, and the famous story
of Dambergers travels was likewise a
hoax.

Varillas, the French historian, en-
joyed a wide reputation as a chronic-
ler of events, but later it was dis-
covered that his works were purely
fakes. The volumes of this writer re-
semble those of Gregorio Reti, who,
in order to keep himself from starv-
ing, appended the most unheard of
incidents to English history as it was
known.

One of the most daring impostures
on record is that of Joseph Vella of
Sicily. He said that he discovered
seventeen of the lost books of Livy in
Arabic. He then set to work and
wrote a translation from his fancy,
which was printed. After his death
the fraud was discovered. Before his
death, however, he fell under suspi-
cion and was condemned to imprison«
ntent.

JACK JOHNSON
(Courier Leased Wire).

CHICAGQO, Teb. 5.— The trial of
Jack Johnson on charges of violating
the Mann White Slave Act, was set
to-day for February 25, in the Uni-
ted States District Court.

A “TORCH” INTRODUCED.
(Courier l.eased Wire).
CHICAGO, Feb. 55 — A ’torch”
such as is used by icendiaries was
introduced into the arson enuiry.
The “torch” was composed of a
cigar -box with -air holes and filled
with kerosene soaked paper, a wax
fuse, a candle and matches. The
method used, it was explained, isto
light the candle which while the
“firebug” is escaping_ burns slowly
down to the fuse which in turn
ignites the oil soaked paper. On top
of the cizar box a rubber bag filled
with gasoline is stored. Gas ex-
plodes, scattering flaming liquid
about the place to be burned.

SANTA CRUZ., Cal.,, Feb. 5—Sur-
vivers of the pioneer band of
“Death - Valley Argonauts,” who
crossed the desert in California, 62
vears ago held a re-union here yes--
térday at the home of Mrs. Jas. W.
Brier, one of the party now 9o years
old. Thirty-six of the band of 200.
who drank ox blood to auench their
thirst in the arid salt sink,,  were
present—every living member but
one.

Four generations of the Brier fam-
ily attended the re-union including
Mrs. Brier's son, Rev. J. W. Brier,
who was six years old at the time of
the expedition and tramped for hun-
dreds of miles, eclinging to his
mother’s hand, after the wagons had
been burned for fuel.

Old records of the trip, passed
around at the hangquet tible, showed
that the Jayhawkers as they called
themselves left Galesburg, Ills., April
5, 1849. The party was the first to
explore the Death Valley.

BIG LOSSES

Chance of any

In Connection With the Strike of the Men’s
and Boy’s Garment Working Industry--Small

Reconciliation.

(Courier Leased Wire). |

NEW YORK, Feb. 5.—In the!
month since thc strike of about rso,-j{
000 workers in the men’s and boys’
garment making industry began here
a loss of $30,000,000 has been borne
by the managers and their workmen,
according to estimates published to-
day. It is declared that more than
one-tenth of the annual output of
nmen's and youths’ ready-made cloth-
ing, amounting to $20,000,000, has
been lost to the industry in this city,
while the loss in wages to.workmen
is estimated at 310,000,000. This does
not include the losses incurred by the
strikes in the woman’s garment in-

dustry.

There is no sign of peace in sight
to-day. One manufacturer said that
the industry had now lost so great
a part of the season’s business; that
further negotiations with the strikers
were out of the question. A proposal
made by the United Manufacturers
Association more than a week ago,
however, is being voted upon to-day
by the cutters. This proposal includes
a provision for a s52-hour week and
an increase in wages from fjve to ten

| percent. There was said to be little

expectation of its acceptance, The
tailors and other operators generally
have even taken no steps to vote on
the matter.

COUNTY INSPECTOR

Completes His Report With Regard to the
Schools Within His Jurisdiction-=-Satisfact-
ory Figures are Given.

Mr. T. W. Standing, County In-
spector of Schools, has completed his
report to the Minister of Education
on the condition and progress of the
schools under his jurisdiction. for the
year 1912.

The statistics for the rural schools
of the County show a further increase
of 67 in the number of pupils enroll-
ed, making the total 3,187 for the
year; and better still an increase in
the average attendance for the 108
days of the school year. This is now
50 1-2 per cent. of the number en-
rolled.

As a matter of fact the schools
were open on an average only 104
days during the year, and on this ba-
sis the average attendance was nearly
61 per cent of the total.

The increase in attendance made it
necessary to open three additional
rooms during the year, one at Bell
View and two at Echo Place. At
Bell View, a roem was rented pend-
ing the further enlargement of the
school building, which will take place
the coming summer. At Echo Place
a fine ‘four room school has been
erected, and two of these rooms are
already well filled. An eight room

at Grandview, which it is expected
will be ready for occupation at Eas-
ter, four of the class rooms being re-
quired at once.

The erection of these two buildings
accounts in a great part for the large
increase in expenditure during the
past year. Salaries also have con-
tinued to rise, the increase over the
preceding year being nearly six per
cent, or $30 per teacher. In 1911, the
average salary was $524 in the rural
schools. In 1912, it $554. There were
no fewer than twenty salaries fixed at
$600- —more than at any other figure,
and nine were above that, two being
at $700 and two at $800. Only ten
teachers of the 77 were recelvmg less
than $;,oo

There is a decided 1mprovement
too in the qualifications of the teach-
ers. Last year the report showed 4
first class certificates, 49 seconds and
21 third class and temporary certifi-
cates. The present report shows 6
firsts, 63 seconds and only ' 8 below
this grade, a gain of 16 in the number
of fully qualified teachers,

While it is too much to expect that
all teachers, even when holding legal
qualifications, will be equally success-
ful in the actual work of the school
room, there is still good reason to be-
lieve that the majority of the schools
are doing their work well. Itis a
hopeful sign that while Trustee

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UNEXPECTED AEWARDS

KIND ACTS THAT HAVE BEEN RE-
MEMBERED IN WILLS.

Many Cases Afe on ‘Record Where
Mén_and Women Have Reéceived
Legacies-For Thoughtful Actions of
Which They Have Long Since For-
gotten—Young Man Who Rescued
a Lady From Drowning.

A kind act done spontaneously has
frequently redounded to' the credit of
the doer. There are many instances
on record of a kind, thoughtful action
being repaid by, perhaps years after-
wards, of a handsome legacy. Here
are a few instances.

Some time ago, a very wealthy
young lady was bathing from a ma-
chine at Brighton, England, when a
huge ‘wave caught her and" carried
her a considerable distance away, ren-
dering it almost impossible for her to
regain her ‘bathing machine.

There was a big crowd on the pier,
all eyes bent in the direction of the
bather. But among this crowd there
was a young fellow who at once took

in the situation. He divested himself.

of coat and waistcoat, and dived from
the head of the pier, and swam to
the rescue of the drowning girl. In
the meantime a boat was put off from
the beach, manned by a couple of
boatmen.” The would-be rescuer had
reached the spot but the girl had dis-
appeared. He also disappeared, but
was immediately afterwards seen to
rise to’ the ‘surface holding the girl.
To the onlookers; the réscuer appear-
ed exhausted, and the question was
whether the boat would reach them
in time. He made an attempt to
meet the boat, but the outgoing tide
drove him further away with his bur-
den. The boat, however, reached him
in time, and rescuer and rescued
were brought to the beach, where a
large crowd had assembled. The lady
was. unconscious, and while attention
was directed to her, her preserver dis-
appeared.

For some time advertisements were
inserted in the English newspapers
for the discovery of the young man,
stating that it would be to his advan-
tage to reply; but nothing came of
them, and the rescuer was not locat-
ed. Two years elapsed, when another
advertisemient appeared stating that a
big legacy had been left to the un-
known young man. The mewspapers
commented on the matter, and by this
means the young man-was located.

He acknowledged that he was aware
that he was advertised for, but did
not wish to be rewarded for his hero-
ism. It appeared that the young lady
failing to find her rescuer, instructed
her lawyers in her will to find the
man and she devised to him twenty
thousand pounds. He was a mechanic
and in poor circumstances, ;

A cup of tea placed a needy artist
far beyond the dreams of avarice.
Having spent almost his last penny in
instruction in the Students’ Quartier
in Paris, our friend was crossing from
Dieppe to Dover. The passage was
rough. The carriage of the Dover-
London express which he entered was
occupied by two elderly ladies. Over-
hearing a remark from one how she
would enjoy a cup of tea, he immedi-
ately left his seat and hastened to the
refreshment , buffet, and returged to
the carriage with the cup of tea. The
astonishment and the thanks of the
ladies led to a' very pleasant coniversa-
tion, and the artist told his new-made
friends his hopes and his aspirations.
They parted with protestations . of
friendship. Shortly after the artist
received a communication from a firm
of solicitors to the effect that a large
sum of money had been placed in
their hands, which would be disburs-
ed to him quarterly to-enable him to
follow his profession and make him-
self famous. He did both, and is never
tired of telling his story of ““a cup of
tea.”

Wl
Sir Percy Scott Has Given 2
New Gunnery Advantage.

The baronetey conferred on Vie
Admiral 8ir Percy Scott, announceq
in the list of New Year’s honors, i:
regarded in naval circles as confirma
tion oi the report ‘that this officer'-
invention of a fire director has heo,
adopted by the Admiralty for i}
whole fleet. It is reported that ¢l
Thunderer, equipped experimenta!ly
with' a Beott ‘director, recently fire
with accuraey from 300 to 400 pe;
cent. greater than the ' Orion. which
was not so equipped.

Any such inereasé in.the ahility of
‘fhe navy as a:whole to hit the enemy
in the early stages of an action mean-
a revolution in gunmery. The ney
appliance has been submitted \to g
series of exhaustive tests, which haye
been uniformly successful. A few
weeks ago the First Lord of the Ad.
miralty, accompanied by the other
members «f the board of inquiry
witnessed in the Channel the fing
duel, in which the new battleship
Thunderer, .with the director, was
pitted against the Orion, without g
director, both ships firing their 10 ang
13.5 inch guns under exactly the sam;:
conditions at a range of about 8
yards.

The test confirmed the results b
tained in”a series of experiments hy
the same ships off Berehaven. 4.
though no details have been officially
communicated, it is stated that ths
Thunderer scored about four times
as many hits as-the Orion.

Under the Secott system it is po-.
sible to discharge a projectile from
each of ten guns_simultaneously on
Dreadnought ‘of the latest type at
single broadside. Thus, the enemy, if
all shots are accurate, ‘ean be . hit
with more than five and a half tons
of metal. “There are eight Dread-
noughts in each of the first two
squadrons of ' the. home fleet, and,
consequently, if all their weapons di-
rected their fire at once they would
send projee’-les weighing nearly nine-
ty tons on.a deadly mission at one
discharge. %

The exact character of the contriv-
ance is confidential, but it may be
said that it is carried on the foremast
of the vessel, s0 as to be high above
the - waterline. By its aid all the
guns of the ship are brought to one
level and throw shells at®the same
spot. In effect, all the guns are con-
trolled as by one hand. At a word
all can be fired in unison, 80 as to
obtain the deadliest effeet from a
broadside. < e

At prescnt each gun finds its own
range. Firing, as a rule, takes place
in successiva from ' various turrets
with the result that some guns fire
more effectively than -others, and
every inconvenience is suffered from
successive clouds of smoke,  particu-
larly if the wind is contrary.

Under the new regime the personal
element is largely dispensed with.
Each Dreadnought becomes a unified
ani standardized machine, with which
officers may hope to hit.first and hit
hard, "and keep on hitting, which is
a maxim of victéry.  One of the vir-
tues of the Scott director is that it
enables good shooting to be obtained
even when' the ships are volling, as
some Dreadnoughts have  a marked
anllination not to keep on an even
eel.
