In the Fenwick Society, embracing 18 
herds, the average yield in 51 weeks #f 
1906, from 451 cows, was 6,481 lbs. milk. 
Only l2 cows have 10,000 lbs. or over to 
their credit, their average being 10,540 
lbs. Ten of the poorest cows averagAl 
4,770 lbs.

The dairy industry at large is indebted 
to John Speir, Esq., of Newton Farm, 
Glasgow, for a conscientious compila­
tion of milk records of five distrist asso­
ciations since 1902.

Speir has the following remarks, 
which will be of interest to members of 

testing associations in Canada. Note

There were colleges of all kinds in exis­
tence for the higher classes, but he want­
ed a university for men and women to 
deal with broken hearts and to teach 
people how to reclaim the criminal and 
the drunkard, and to rescue the children 
of the daughters of shame and all miser­
able creatures of the human race.

The scheme would require a large am­
ount of money, but he trusted that the 
millionaires would come and say, "Gen­
eral, you shall have it.”

Five hundred miles up the Nile, at 
Luxor, the thing which most impresses 
the average tourist is that there, hun­
dreds of miles from the modern world, 
with the desert on one side and the mys­
terious river on the other, there is a ver­
itable Palm Beach of hotels marking the 
foreign invasion of the last few years.

All Egypt see me to be imbued with the 
spirit of digging, «ays Leslie’s Weekly. 
Everywhere one will see men and women, 
and eves children, poking about in the 
sand and among the rocks in search of 
secreted tombs. In Luxor the diggers are 
frequently rewarded with finds of beads, 
coins and even mummies.

Along the bank on the Luxor side of 
the river, in Vhe shop of Ahmed Abd-cl- 
Rahin, there is an astounding bargain 
in mummified babies and one in particu­
lar. which he pretends is 3,000 years old, 
is offered for the trifling sum of $12. 
The circumstance is not without its pa­
thetic side; nevertheless, the first im­
pulse of the average man is to laugh 
when the honorable Ahmed comes forth 
with the pay little case covered 
hieroglyphics and tells you it is a baby 
and urges that it be taken to America.

The mricne part of it is that many 
tourists do buy these tiny mummies, 
which to all appearances are genuine as 
to age. Tourists buy ako the mummy 
cloths tattered and torn and stained, al­
though wonderful in' color and design, 
that have been wrapped around the dead 
bodies of the aneiont Egyptians. Also 1be 
vendors of separate hands and feet seem 
to enjoy a good income during the sea­
son.

TROUSERS OF RECENT ORIGIN.
To Cure a Dog's Fear of a Gun.

Any dog can be cured of gun-shyness 
if you take enough trouble and exercise 
enough. patience. Hie process proceeds 
on tho inference that, since he is alarm­
ed because of memory or fear of dis­
agreeable circumstances, he must learn 
to associate the gun with the agree­
able.

It is best to apply the treatment 
the dog is on game. In probably four 
cases out of five, he will amckly learn 
to disregard the gun, or like it, if you 
let 1dm hunt up the game and chase ti, 
shooting when he Is at a distance and 
in hot pursuit. Often gun-shyness dis­
appears the very day he makes his first 
solid point and becomes deeply interest­
ed in the business. In the midst of this 
new delight, he disregards and forgéts 
other matters.

Sometimes ythe fear is too strong, 
and a regular treatment must be under­
taken. Oftener the owner will have a 
short shooting season and does not c^re 
to take chances on a quick cure. His 
dog must be*, ready for business when 
the season opens. So, it is necessary to 
know the systems which have been 
cessful in dealing with this trouble.

Donkey riding in Luxor in one of the 
joys of the tourists, for the best nni- 
tn-iîs in nil Egvnt are to be found here, 
and ti visit to the native shops and latei 
a gallop along the banks of the Nile by 
twilight is a unique pleaeure which re­
mains long in the memory. Donkeys are 
hired hy the day or .by'the hour, the 
prive by the d tv being only two shillings 
with n small back «h twh for tho donkey 
bov who runs constantly behind.

These donkey boys are marvels in the 
matter of endurance. Tt Is fully twelve 
miles to the Tombs of the Kiggs and re­
turn, yet. the donkey boy* keep close be­
hind all the way. whether one gallops 
or trots, and in addition they carry lunch 
baskets, cameras or any other parapher­
nalia that the tourise may wish to have 
along.

The dragon1.atm of Luxor are also ex­
cellent and far better than those Yound 
in n-iiro. Upon the arrival of train or 
steamer a small army of these guides 
rueh up with cards extolling their vir­
tues and stating their experience, trust­
worthiness, etc. One rather clever at

A Hundred Years Ago Methodists 
Thought Them Immoral.

The modem custom of wearing trou­
sers was taken from the military dress 
introduced into the army by the Duke 
of Wellington during the Peninsular war, 
says the Tailor and Cutter. In early 
days these were known as Wellington 
trousers, ariter the duke.

When they were coming into general 
use at the commencement of the nine­
teenth century, the religious world and 
the fashionable were most determined in 
their opposition. A clause in the original 
trust deed, dated 1820, of a Sheffield 
Nonconformist chapel provided that 
“under no circumstances whatever shall 
any preacher be allowed to occupy the 
pulpit who wears trouser*.”

But this was not all. Some doubts 
were expressed in many quarters con­
cerning the question whether a man 
could l>e religious and appear in trou­
sers. One of the founders of the Primi­
tive Methodist body remarked to a cal- 
league in the ministry that “trousers 
wearing, beer drinking bo and so will 
never get to heaven."

Father Rece, a famous Methodist min­
ister, twice president of the conference 
(bom in 1765, died in 1850), could not 
be induced to adopt trousers, and among 
the Methodists was the last to fellow 
popular fashion in this respect.

A Popular and an Ancient Remedy 

for the Nosebleed.

In cases of hemorrhage, especially in 
those of bleeding. from the noee, our 
forefathers applied te the forehead and 
to the nose ointments, and even the pa­
tient’s own blood. They practised liga­
tion of tho limbs, a means devised by 
Apollonius in the reign of Nero, ligating 
the great toe of the side corresponding 
to the bleeding nostril, and they resorted 
to derivation by bloodletting, 
plugged the ears with tow, & procedure 
recommended by Galen. But above all 
they sought to produce fainting. Local­
ly, tho haeiiiastatie most employed was 
spider’s web, with which they filled the 
nasal fossa. 6f all these empirical pro­
cedures the most widespread and the one 
still most employed in popular medicine 
in the application of cold. The most 
available source of cold, because it is 
everywhere procurable, is water, conse­
quently it has oftenest been employed. 
In épistaxis the ancient physicians ad­
vised bathing the face with very oold 
water and causing it to be held in the 
mouth; they also soaked the hands and 
feet in cold water.

On t ie theory that cold things restrain 
hemorrhage many persons replaced wat­
er by solid cold objects and nung about 
the neck of the patients attacked with 
épistaxis coral, jasper, yellow amber, 
marble or articles of iron. Physicians 
pointed out, indeed, certain regions with 
which it was preferable to make the 
tact. They realized that it was the cold­
ness of the object, not its nature, that 
did the work; no special property must 
be attributed to the iron, said Guyen- 
Dolois, for chains of gold, silver or lead 
would serve the same purpose. In peptv 
iar medicine, however, iron has remained 
the material Most employed In nasal 
hemorrhages, and the application of the 
key to the back Li largely resorted to » 
the household. pT. Helot possesses an 
enormous key which he uses only 
paperweight. One day a patient, point­
ing to this massive key, exclaimed: “It 
is to stop hemorrhages.” It was a key 
of the eighteenth century.

We may daugh, says M. Helot, at the 
charm attributed to the key in épistaxis,
