Patrie. the first and perhaps the most
practical of all. Germany has the Par-
seval, the unnamed Gross ballcon, and
the Zeppelin airship. England has the
Nulli Secundus, and both Austria and
Italy have war dirigibles which really
sail the air, though very little is kKnown
about them.

France was the first couniry to de-
velop an aerial engine of war which was
a distinct advance over the old time bal-
leen, such as did good service as far back
a: the siege of Paris in 1870-71 and was
used for ¢bservation in the Russo-Japan-
e<e war. On July 14 of this year, at the
review of the garrison of Paris at Long-
champs, La Patrie made her flrst ap-
pearance. The note of a siren in the air
drew the eyes of the greal crowd aloft,
and there was a sure enough dirigible;
leoking like a great whale, sailing over
their heads, now with, now against, and
again athwart the wind, ascending and
descending and changing her course at
Atie will of her crew.

The later doings of La Patrie ~-how
ghe sailed around the Eiffel Tower on
July 23, with Premier Clemenceau as a |
passenger, called on President Ifallieres |
at the Elysee Palace on August 9, and |
made various other flights under test
conditions—are well know. The French
consider her one of the most important
features of the national defence. Their
confidence in the ~present airship is
suflficient at any rate to cause them to
appropriate $180,000 for the construction
o' three more.

Even shrapnel has failed to bring

down an old-fashioned balloon which
was riddled with it for many hours.

and the chances of their striking the
framework and causing sericus harm are
lrifling.

Finally there is the prospect of en-

counters between the war balloons them-
selves, and this is whal some students of
the subject lcok forward to as the char-
acleristic feature of fulure war. Each
army will send out fleets of airships not
merely to atlack the enemy Ol land but
tc defend itself.

Hence arise theorelical estimates of
future baloon fleets, their armament and
their tactics. Whether they will fight
with light cannon at long range Or will
attempt ramming and boarding, whe-
ther great battleships will be built with
numerous crews or whether the fighting
wil’ be confined to skirmishes between
light craft—these are the questions that
soldiers in Europe are asking.

Present-Day Boys and Girls Hold a Very

HIS MAJESTY IS VERY SKILLFUL IN
MANY GAMES,

sporting record of the sovereign of the
British Empire. It is as a sportsman in-
deed that his subjects love him most.
Other people may bow to his qualities as
a diplomat, a tactician, a wise ruler, but
to the Englishman Edward VII. is first
and foremost an excellent sportsman.
Almost the only outdoor games in
which the King is not proficient are
cricket and foolball, Although keenly
interested in cricket he never excelled
as a player. He and his brother had a
professional coach, who wried 1o teach
{hem the game when they were boys at
Windsor, but though the man labored
hard with his eager pupils he never suc-
ceeded in accomplishing great resulls,
and went away lamenting that he “could
make nowt on their Royal Highnesses."
Yot notwithstanding this inability King
Ecdward, like all the rest of his subjects,
studies cricket scores and follows all the
big matches. His football experiences
are limited to waltching such games as
those between the Army and Navy

He seriously thought of going out to
the Cryslal Palace to the cup final be-
{ween the Australians and the English,
but was dissuaded.

As a shot he has always shown won-
derful skill and enthusiasm. In Baroda
and Ceylen, in addition to buffalo and
deer, he brought down an elephant and
doffed it of its tail, according to custom.
A visit o Nepal infroduced him to liger
hunting (he is credited, with a bag of
half a dozen specimens in one day). His
American experiences made him famil-
ia1 with the sport that the far Western
prairies afford, and on the occasion of
his first visit to Chillingham Castle
thirty-five yeans ago, by concealing him-
sell in a haycart, his Majesly accom-
plished the rare feat of laying low a
specimen of the celebrated herd of wild
cattle for which Lord Tankerville’s bor-
der seat is famous.

MINER'S RETURN TO LIFE|KILL HUSBANDS BY SCORE

IENNSYLVANIA MAN'S EXPERIENCE
IN LIVING TOMB.

Lay jn Crevice of Earth 450 Feet Delow
Surface Four Days and
Nights.

For almcst four days and nights—o
Le exact, eighty-four hours- ‘McCabe lay
in a crevice of the earth 450 feetl below
{he surface. Larly on a recent Satur-

grave lay direclly underneath
in which his wife and children awaited
his ccming, sent a peculiar poignancy
t« his plight.

It is not often a miner works 450 feel
beneath the floor of his own coltage,
Lal that is what McCabe was doing when
the roof fell in, and he knew it. Mis
wife and family learned it later when
they were told he had been caught and
that there was little or no hope of his
rescue.

MORE DEAD THAN ALIVE.

Fer jour days and sleepless nights the
wife moved about in her cotiage wilh
the knowledge that somewlere, almost
right under her feet, her husband was
slowly dying. The agony of it was a
little too much for the woman, so thal
when they brought him back to her il
was a long time befcre she could realizi
that it was her husband who had re-
turned to her in the flesh from the grave.

When the top of the chamber in which
Le was working caved in and caus xd 8
rush of culm and water from the surface.
relays of workmen toiled unceasingly
t5 reach McCabe. Shortly after midnigh!
the following Wednesday the rescuers
detected a scratching noise which told
them that McCabe was still living, and
with renewed vigor fresh reliels were pu!
to work wiili the result that al 5 o'clock
Wednesday morning he was reached.

McCabe was more nearly dead thap
alive -when reached. He had mnot
changed his positicn from the time the
rush occurred, as he feared that by mov-
inz about another rush of culm might
start which wculd end his life.

PRAYED FOR WIFE AND “KIDS."

After he realized thal he was saved
anc had recovered a liltle of his
strength, McCabe told this story of his
experience —

“When the shot went off it took down
the whole roof for 120 feet, they tell me.
The slush coming down put my light
out. If I had been six inches farther out
I would have been caught. Righl away
[ knew I was cut off. The first thing I
did was 1o say .my prayers, and I
thought of the wife and kids above me.
[ was praying for them more than for

myself. 1 knew I would come outl all
right. But there 1 was down in th
earth and they me.

DOG AGENTS FOR CHARITY.

Some Railroad Animals Collect 3200 in
a Ycar.

Among the different funds established
by the Great Western Railway Com-
pany of England for the benefit of their
employees, the . “widows’ and orphans’
fund” has become familiar to the travel-
ling public through the instrumentality
of the company’s collecting dogs. The
sum collected by the dogs amounts to
belween £200 and £300 per annum, and
provides enough lo meet the assistance
given by the institution to about 25
widows out of about 1,500 who are de-
pendent on the fund. Some of the dogs
earn as much as £30 or £40 a year;
olhers are not so successful. A great
deal depends upon the characteristics of
the animal and much upon the way in
which it is trained. The most famous of
the Greal Western Railway collecting

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MARVELS OF SAFE-BUILDING.

Burglars and Earthquakes Delied by a
a New York Safe,

What is known as the Chemical Banlk
building in New York can now boast of
a safe which not only defies the mod-
ern cracksman, bubt  also earthquakes
and fires. A succession of dynamite ex-
plosions might conceivably shatler the
safe and disclose its inner recesses and
the securities entrusted to them, but it
1z difficult to forecast any imaginable
circumstances even in red revolution
under which such a result would be
allempled.

The safe is a marvel of construction
in iron and sleel work, and the vault in
which it is deposited goes down to a
cepth of 40 feet. The foundation and
walls are of masonry and concrete, and

in the vault ilself the safe rests on a
number of concrete piers. A mnarrow
passage runs round three sides, and

by an ingenious arrangement of mirrors
the walchman passing along lhe gang-

way in front can see every part of the
back - and sides, as well as the open
niches under the safe. The safe itself

weighs 300 tons. ‘tnere are five layers
of steel. The outer door has a weight
of 6 tons, is 16 feet high, 20 feet wide,
end 20 feet long, and the inner door is
of proportionate dimensions.

Another peculiar protective device is
an arrangement of steam pipes along
{he passages, from which, in case of a
rviotl and an altack upon the bank, jets
¢l hot steam could play upon the safe,
scalding the assailants. The safe is the
oulcome of fifty ‘years' experience of
safe building.

An equally remarkable device for im-
roediately announcing the presence of
an interloper and enterprising burglar
is the tell-tale disguised tinfoil curtain,
wilh which electric wires are connected
from the janitor's apartments in the
upper part of the building. Pressure
upon the wall of the safe will set the bell
ringing, and promptly bring oflicials
upon the scene,
