|homestead on a farm of 2t least 80
acres, on certain conditions. A hab-
itable house is regurred except where
|residence is performed in the vicin-
ity.

In certain districts a homesteader

n good standing may pre-empt a
quarter section alongside his home
’stead. Price $3.00 per acre.
} Duties—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning
thomestead patent; also 50 acres
|extra cultivation. Pre-emption pa-
|tent may be obtained as soon as
|homestead patent, on certain condi-
{tions.

A settler who has
homestead right may take a pur-
chased homestead in certain dis-
;trlcts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties
