WIDOW OF A SIAMESE TWIN.

Mrs. Eng Bunker, the Wife of
one of them Dead.

The recent death, near Mount Airy,
N. C, of Mrs. Sallie Bunker, widow of
Eng Bunker, one of the world’s renown-
ed Siamese twins, recalls to mind mach
of the domestic history of these gentle-
men and their families but comparatively
little of which has ever found its way
into print, and which now comes direct
from one who lived in the neighborhood
of their homes in the Old North State, and
who was a personal friend of the twins
from his youth up. Chang and Eng were
born in 1811, in the lowlands of Siam, of
humble ,parentage, and at an early age
lost their father.
old enough to be of any use to their
mother, she put them to the light work
of tending a large flock of ducks, which
they used to carry out every morning in
a boat to a neighboring marsh, where the
wild rice was plentiful ; there they re-
mained all day, and at night, at the
blowing of a horn, the ducks would wad-
dle back to the boat, crawl aboard, and
then the twins would paddle them home.
When the boys were probably twelve or
thirteen years of age, an English traveler
named Bunker happened that way, and,
after viewing them with amazement, for
a stipulated consideration with their
mother, obtained possession of them.

AMASSED A FORTUNE.

Leaving the east shortly afterward, Mr.
Bunker for several years exhibited the
twins th every part of the known world,
treating them with great kindness and
making money by them wherever he
went, until 1832 he had amased a fortune,
and, the twins being by this time of age,
he considerately gave them their freedom,
with permission to adopt his name and
enough ready cash to start them com-
fortably in life. This happened in Ral-
eigh, N. C,, and the young men, although
they loved their protector well, loved
their freedom better, so with a friendly
parting on both sides they started out to,
make their way alone —and yet together.
While in Raleigh they heard some talk
regarding the excellent hunting to be
found in the mountainous part of the
state, and, wishing for a little recreation,
they journeyed to the Piedmont section,
where they finally took up their resi-
dence at the house of a well-to-do-farmer
named Yates, living in the county of
Wilkes, situated at the foot of the Blue
Ridge mountains, and seventy-five miles
west of Greensboro.

COURTSHIP AND MARRIAGE.

Farmer Yates was fond of the chase.
Living in good, old-fashioned style, with
plenty of negroes and dogs, raising sup-
plies of all kinds, and surrounded by a
large family, he took life easy and made
it pleasant for the twins, who boarded
with him for a considerable time. While
there Eng Bunker became greatly at-
tached to Miss Sallie Yates, and Chang
Bunker lost his heart to Miss Adelaide.
Some time between 1835 and 1840 a
double marriage took place at the resi-
dence of father-in-law Yates, and the
twins commenced the marriage life on a
farm which was in easy distance of their
wives’ old homestead. Here they lived

intervals going on the road with Barnum
and others, returning home occasionally
to their families and fireside with well-
filled jpockets. But the farm on which
they lived did not suit the twins, so they
purchased about 2,000 acres in the ad-
joining county of Surrey, within three
miles of the then little village of Mount
Airy, now the terminus of the Cape Fear
and Yadkin valley railroad. On this
estate they erected a large comfortable
frame house, with all necessary improve-
ments. Being of a cheerful, kindly dis-
position their lives passed smoothly for
many years, while several children were
born to each wife.

A SEPARATION.

Some of the children were nearly grown
when one day from some cause or other a
squabble ensued, in which the mothers
took part, and subsequently Chang and
Eng, being men of spirit and courage,
drew knives and were about to atlack
each other when the wives, seeing the
danger, begged them to desist. The
twins ceased struggling, but decided that
they would then and there be separated,
and at once sent to Mt. Airy for their
family physician, Dr. Hollingsworth, a
man with quite a reputation as a skilled
surgeon. He arrived with his instru-
ments, and, after being told what was
wanted, remarked: “ Very well, just go
up on that table and I’ll fix you, but which
would you prefer that I should sever the
flesh that connects you or cut off your
heads? One will produce much about
the same -result as the other.” This
brought the twins to their senses, for
they well knew that the great surgeons in
London, Paris and New York -had de-
cided that it would be death to separate
them. In a perplexity of mind how to
guard against future warfare in their
household, the twins called in Dr. Hol-
lingsworth and Messrs. Gilmore and
Rawley, of Mount Airy, as arbitrators.
These gentlemen, after revolving the
problem in their minds, drew up a legal
contract whose principal provisions were
that out of the money

OWNED BY THE TWINS

a similar mansion and the outbuildings
as those which they then owned should
be built on the large estate about.one
mile from the existing homestead ; that
the land should be equally divided be-
tween the brothers by a competent sur-
veyor; that no transaction of a business
nature should take place on these farms
between the two brothers; that the
family of Chang should live in one house,
while that of Eng should live in the
other, and while wives occasionally visit-
ed each other it was worth noting that
for many years the children did not inter-
change visits, though they met at
church or in the village. It was also
agreed that Eng should spend three days
and three nights with his folks and that
Chang (who, of course, could not help
being present) should during that time
remain passive and not interfere in any
way with the affairs of Eng; then Chang
should spend three days and three nights
at his own house, Eng being during that
time as mindful of attending strictly to
his own business and not that of his
brother as Chang bad been. The pro-
visions were accepted and religiously ob-
served by the brothers until death, they
alternating every three’ days in their
visits to their family. Indeed, so par-
ticular were they in not having business
transactions with each other that if, for
instance, Eng needed corn for his cattle,
and Chang had it for sale, Eng never
once hinted at buying from his brother.
And again, as sometimes happened, if one
brother received an invitation to dinner

or tea, the other would of course, go, but

As soon as they were"

happily, farming part of the time and at |’

upon’ietving would remark to his host:
“I will pay my visit to you at some
future time.”

WHY HE STAYED IN BED.

Allusion has been made to the cheerful
disposition of the twins. T%ey were
lively and very fond of a joke, and sev-
eral might be related did space permit.
Two will suffice. On one occasion, while
driving through the neighborhood ina
buggy, they were thrown out, resulting
in one being badly bruised, while the
other escaped without a scratch. It then
became necessary for the injured twin to
remain in bed for a week, and, of course,
his brother had to do likewise, explain-
ing to a friend who called to see
them that he stayed there to look after
his brother and keep off the flies. The
other joke occurred on the trip they
made from Greensboro to Raleigh. Be:
fore starting Eng purchased one ticket;
they then boarded the train, and after
awhile the conductor came around for
tickets. Eng handed his up, and Chang,

marked: “I have no ticket and I have
no money.” Then when the conductor
threatemed to put him off, Eng inter-
posed and told him that could not be
done, as he (Eng) had given up his
ticket. At this the passengers raised
such a laugh that the conductor con-
cluded to pass Chang, whose passage was,
however, soon afterward properly paid,
for in all dealings they weére strictly
honorable. So far as can be learned their
lives at their homes were irreproachable ;
they were virtuous, temperate, scrupu-
lously honest, sociable, charitable, and
while never having professed religion,
they often attended church. Their man-
ners and dress were those of gentlemen,
though their education had been gained
entirely by travel. They were natural-
ized citizens and regularly voted the
Democratic ticket.
A BUMMER BOUNCED.

When the war ended, it found them
with forty or fifty slaves, and though
these of course were liberated, they had
hidden supplies of gold which carried
them comfortably through. The fact
was well known, and, after Stoneman’s
raid through that section, the twins were
one day surprised by a camp follower,
who forced himself into their presence
and demanded their gold. Upon an im-
mediate refusal he threatened to shoot,
whereupon they both arose from their
chairs, on which they were seated and
exclaimed: “D—— you, shoot!” and
then bustled the fellow out. During
their travels the twins accumulated much
money, and in their absence from home
their wives managed their property in an
excellent manner. Several children were
born t6 each wife, and these all received
a first-class education, and were brought
up as members of the church, principally
of the Baptist denomination. °"All the
children, save one deaf and dumb daugh-
ter, were healthy and strong, have mar-
ried and are_counted on as some of the
best citizens of that section of the state,
and inherited about $20,000 left by their
fathers. The last scene in the history of
the twins was as sad as it was remarkable
and without precedent. While with Bar-
num, in 1873, Chang had suffered from a
slight =

STROKE OF PARALYSIS,

but after medical treatment and rest, had
apparently recovered, and Christmas was
spent at home. | About January 15 or 16,
1874, the twins were over at Eng’s house,
and after a comfortable supper, followed
by their usual pipe, they retired in seem-
ing good health. Early the next morn-
ing Eng woke up, and, calling to his wife,
asked her to ascertain what ailed Chang,
as he could not be awakened, and Mrs.
Sallie Bunker, very soon realizing that
Chang was no more, dispatched a boy on
horseback to the village, some three
miles distant, for Dr. Hollingsworth.
After the messenger had gone Eng com-
plained of feeling numb and cold in the
extremities, and his family did all they
could to restore the circulation. He
rapidly grew colder, and within an hour
after awakening, and before the doctor
arrived, he had joined his brother on the
farther shore. As soon as possible Dr.
Hollingsworth telegraphed the news to
Dr. Pancoast, of Philadelphia. This gen-
tleman took the next train for Greens-
boro, and upon his subsequent arrival at
the house of Eng he arranged with the
families of the deceased so that, by giv-
ing heavy bonds for their safe return, he
was permitted to take the bodies to Phila-
delphia in the interest of science. They
were then embalmed and would have re-
mained there for some time had it not
been that Christopher Bunker, one of the
sons, who was in the west at the time of
his father’s death, returned home, and,
objecting to the bodies being in Phila-
delphia, went there at once and had
them brought back to the farm, where
they were buried in a grave in front of
Mrs. Adeline Bunker’s house, and a heavy
granite monument was thereupon erected
to their memory.

A DiSGRACE TO THE ORDER.

The Unbiased Opinion as Viewed Out-
side of York.

We take the following article from
Progress, a non-political paper, which will
give our readers a good idea of how York
stands in the eyes of other counties, and
what they think of one of her representa-
tives:

There is something pathetic in the
farewell words of Mr. Blair to the electors
of York, as he withdraws from an un-
grateful constituency to give another
portion of the province the benefits of
his great ability and long experience as a
statesman. His speech is manly and dig-
nified, but it is none the less a keen re-
buke to the people who under a wild and
foolish impulse took a course they must
ever regret. If ever a constituency had
cause to be grateful to a man for what he
had done, it was the county of York.
Mr. Blair has guarded its interests long
and faithfully. He has had and exer-
cised the power to materially benefit it,
and his reward is that he is set aside for
such men as Pitts and Pinder.

Had Mr. Blair been defeated in a fair
battle on the legitimate issues neither he
nor his friends could have had cause to
complain. As it was he was" the victim
of treachery by those on whom he had
been led to rely, and of unscrupulous
methods on the part of his opponents.
The tyranny of capital and coercion of
workingmen was resorted to as one part
of the programme, while vicious appeals
to the passions and prejudices of the
bigotted and ignorant formed the other
part. Itwas the meanest and most un-

manly fight known in the county of
York since Mr. Blair entered politics.

The people of St. John will gladly
welcome Mr. Blair as a fellow citizen,
irrespective of what his politics may be.
The people of York have no longer any
claim on him, and they deserve to have
none. They can comfort themselves
with Pitts, as he appears to suit them,
and they are heartily welcome to him.
St. John is quite satisfied to have Mr.
Blair.

The work of Self-seeking Ranters.

Wholly apart from the question of poli-
tical parties is the view that ought to be
taken of an anonymous circular scattered
broadcast over York county on the eve
of the election. It was headed “ Orange-
men and Protestants, Awake!” and was
the most villainous attempt to create a
“religious ” war that has been made for a
long time in this part of the world. It
sought to stir up the worst passions of the
ignorant bigots for whom it was intended,
and does not appear to have failed of its
effect. It was conched in the langunage of
the worst class of low down demagogues
and breathed in every line a more ac-
curged intolerence than marked the
darkest days of the dark ages. There
were tines in the reign of Elizabeth, as
well as Mary, when Protestants and
Catholics sincerely believed they were
doing God’s service in their persecutions
of each other, but that was the spirit of
the age and there was some excuse for
theuia, as there was later for the fanatical
puritans who disgraced the new world by
their cruelties. They beljeved they were
right. In this instance the effort to anta-
gonize creeds and classes can have no ex-
cuge. It is the work of self-seeking
ranters who cannot be called politicians,
who are without the ability to meet
honorable opponents on fair and even
ground, and who care no{ what strife
they create so long as they accomplish
their own paltry ends. It is not too
much to assume that the man who wrote
that circular would be quite capable of
setting fire to a building for the =ake of
the plunder he could steal from it, and
that those who aided and abetted him in
the one a2ct would not be found wanting
if needed to assist him in the other. He
is a bad man, whoever he may be, and if
he belongs to the Orange order heisa
disgrace to it.

It would not, however, be fair to hold
the Orange order responsible for the
mischevious work of a man who so
thoroughly negatives the principles that
body professes to cherish. It is under-
stood that many members of the order
denounce the circular and its author in
positive terms, and regret that it was per-
mitted to appear. It is true, indeed, that
at the beginning of the campaign a cir-
cular to the Orangemen of York was is-
sued over the signature of Herman H.
Pitts, county master, but that was the
action of Pitts who, realizing that he had
no merits of his own on which to ask for
election, wanted to be chosen as an op-
ponent of “rum, Romanism and rebel-
lion.” This circular was bad enough, in
its reference to the “Rome-cursed min-
ority” and “the minions of a Roman
hierarchy,” but poor Pitts wanted to be
nominated and might be pardoned for
his silly words. Besides the circular was
addressed merely to “ dear brothers,” and
the county master probably had a right
to call a “grand Orange convention,” as
he termed it, in such language as he
thought would draw a crowd. The later
¢ircular, addressed to Protestants in gen-
eral with special inflammatory appeals to
the Orangemen, was a more serious af-
fair. It is pretty well understood who
was the author of it, though in this inst-
ance he was afraid to append his name.
Whoever wrote the circular is of the
kind of stuff of which sneaks are made.
His idea of imitating his alleged ancestors
of Derry would be to hide behind a
chimney on a housetop and shoot his op-
ponents in the back. This circular was
issued from the office of Herman H. Pitts.

It is well for this country that men
who could adopt such a species of guer-
illa warfare are few in number and of no
consequence outside of the narrow groove
in which they move. It is satisfactory to
decent people of all creeds to know that
the act of irresponsible individuals in this
instance is condemned by the majority
who are as good Protestants and better
Orangemen than they are. It would be
strange if it were otherwise. It would
speak ill for the Protestants of this prov-
ince if the incendiary document were
viewed otherwise than with the con-
tempt it merits. It is a rascally piece of
work.

CABINET RUMORS.

Sir John Thompson to be Premier Soon.

The Herald of Monday morning had
thefollowing: Three Federal Ministers,
Chapleau, Ouimet and Patterson, were in
town last night and with their presence
came a revival of the rumors as to a
reconstruction of the Dominion Cabinet
within afew days. None of the ministers
would speak upon the subject for publica-
tion, but one of them said in answer to
the question, *“When will Sir John
Thompson be premier?” “ Within two
weeks; we have been expecting Sir John
Abbott’s cable of resignation every day,
and it may come at any minute. When
it does come you will see a complete re-
constraction of the cabinet.” The Herald
further states that Chapleau leaves for
France before the 1st of December for the
benefit of his health. He will go on the
understanding that while he- resigns the
portfolio he will be entitled to it on his
return if his health improves. His place
as repregentative of Quebec will be taken
by Angers, who will be succeeded at
Spencerwood by Sir Adolphe Caron.
Girouard of Jacques Cartier will then be-
come the third French Canadian min-
ister. Under this arrangement the re-
construction cabinet will stand as follows :
Premier and attorney general, sir John
Thompson ; solicitor general, Girouard;
finance, Foster; trade and commerce,
Angers; customs, Curran; inland rev-
enue, Weldon or Hazen ; militia, Bowell;
post office, Patterson; agriculture, Clarke
Wallace; interior, Daly; secretary of
state, Ives; railways, Haggart; public
works, Ouimet ; marine, Tupper.

A Preacher and a Young Woman Missing
from Gondola Point.

Another preacher of the gospel has got
into difficulties. A serious offence is
charged against him, and if all stories be
true his punishment should be heavy, if
ever he comes under the ban of law.

Over a year ago William" Poole was en-
gaged in Moore’s nail factory, St. John, as
a cutter. He received good wages and to
all appearances leading a happy, rehglous
life. He was

THE FATHER OF TEN CHILDREN,

and his daughter said, “There wasn’t
one who did not fairly idolize our father.”

Mr. Poole was an announced firm be-
liever in the Baptist doctrine, and with
his wife attended services on both week-
day and Sunday. Their faces were very
familiar in the Blue Rock mission at
Carleton, and on several Sundays Mr.
Poole condncted services there.

Sometime over a year ago he decided to
throw up his position in the nail factory
and give his entire attention to spreading
the truths of the gospel. He chose for
his: first field of labor the district in the
vicinity of Gondola Point, on the Ken-
nebeceasis, and held services at the Bap-
tist churches in that vicinity. His
daughter says that he received but very
little financial reward, but still he labored.

He wrote home after spending some
time at Gondola Point that

HE WAS DISSATISFIED

with that locality and thought he would
try some other place.

Accordingly he went to Canterbury Sta-
tion a little distance this side of McAdam
Junction, and from there his family heard
from him a year ago last August.

He is not there now. Nobody seems to
know where he has gone. Thestatement
is made by several of the residents of
Gondola Point, that after Poole left there,
a young lady, a daughter of a respectable
farmer, also took her departure and re-
sided with him at Canterbury Station, and
is now with him somewhere in the
United States.

The parents of the girl claim that she is
married in Toronto and living there.

It is known that Poole was very inti-
mate with her during his stay at Gondo-
la Poiat.

Poole’s daughter said that she had heard
that her father had been living with a
girl at Canterbury station, and she be-
lieved it to be true. He had been

his head had become affected and she
hardly believed that he was conscious of
what he was doing. “Since he left home
his boys have been forced to earn a living
for themselves,” she said, “and when I
was married and that was when he was
corresponding with mother, he would not
come home.”
A Canterbury Station man told the
Telegraph’s representative that he had
seen him in State of Maine and that he
had “his wife” with him.
Poole is about fifty years of age; is a
tall powerfully built man and before he
left St. John wore a full black whisker.
He had a license to minister the gospel
in the country districts.
As far as could be learned regarding his
record here was an unblemished one.
Along the river Poole appears to have
MADE QUITE A NUMBER OF FRIENDS,
for when told the story of his recent
career, a Springfield farmer admitted that
he had heard it but he would not credit
it. He had known Mr. Poole so well, he
said, that he had taken him into the
bosom of his family and he always had
appeared such a nice man. On several
occasions he had preached at Springfield
and the young folks had “gone clean wild
over him.” This appears to have been
just what has happened, but it has had a
serious result.

Mrs. Poole does not intend to institute
a search for her husband, and she is now
in the country visiting relatives.

The Telegraph stated that Poole had
been at Canterbury Station, and that his
family had last heard of him from there.
His daughter spoke in an interview with
a reporter on Sunday of the curious man-
ner in which her father had acted, in rot
coming to her wedding from Canterbury,
and she could see no reason why he was
not able to leave there for a day or so.
He had none of his family there, she said,
and if he thought anything of them he
should have come to St. John.

A communication to the Telegraph from
Canterbury would seem to explain this
conduct. In answer to a reporter’s tele-
gram the following was received :

“Poole was here last summer. Had a
woman with him who he said was his
daughter. * * *”»

The despatch algo tells of some rather
strange actions of the pair and says that
the residents of Canterbury Station sus-
pected that they were not what they re-
presented themselves to be.

It has also been learned that for some
time Poole has not borne a very enviable
reputation in country districts, along the
St. John river.

'HE LEFT WIFE AND FAMILY.
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HE IS LEADER.

During the existence of the house of
assembly recently elected, the county of
Queens will have the honor and the ad-
vantage of being represented by the leader
of the government. Thomas Hethering-
ton, who in company with Mr. Ferris, was
elected to represent the county in the in-
terest of the government, has resigned
his seat, and Mr. Blair will stand for the
county and will be elected, doubtless
without opposition. Nomination has been
fixed for the 15th and polling for the 22d
inet. The many friends of Mr. Blair
throughout the province, and indeed
throughout Canada, will be pleased to
hear that he has decided to continue at
the head of the government. which under
his leadership has won and retained the
confidence of almost every constituency
in New Brunswick. With the exception
of York and St. John city, where sec-
tarian and religious cries carried the day
against reason and calm judgment, and
the county of Kent where local issues
overshadowed the greater questions before
the people, every county in the province
voted confidence in the government.

This record is almost without a parallel
in the history of provinéial governments,
and shows that a master builder laid the
plans, and that a skilful hand was at the
helm. Indeed, it may be truly said, that
the unique success of the government
party in the recent elections is due in a
large measure to the provincial reputation
of Mr. Blair as a leader, and to the large
personal influence and following which
he has in every county of the province.
It is only fitting and right therefore, that
as long as he can be prevailed upon to do
80, he should continue to command the
ship which bears his name, and which he
has piloted through so many stormy seas
in safety. The fact that he received an
ungrateful and unexpected blow at the
hands of his old county will make little
difference to anyone except the people of
York. The province is Mr. Blair’s constit-
uency, and the province is larger than
York county. The individuals whose per-
sonal spite and hatred led them to adopt
unfair and disgraceful means to defeat Mr.
Blair in York, are welcome to a full enjoy-
ment of whatever satisfaction they can
derive from their barren victory, pur-
chased at the price of decency and honor.
In the meantime, Mr. Blair will go out into
the province and be elected where their
names were never known.

During the next four years the people
of York county will have ample time to
calmly consider what they have gained
by exchanging Mr. Blair and his col-
leagues for Mr. Pitts and his associates.
We would advise them not to come to
any hasty conclusion, but to take the full
four years to figure the matterout. There
are various reasons why it is best to think
over the situation deliberately. In the
first place a hasty conclusion is very often
a wrong one. When people jump blindly
at conclusions without stopping to think,
they often make fools of themselves, and
if the decision happens to be one which
cannot be reconsidered, it sometimes
brings disaster and remorse in its train.
Of course we have not in mind any recent
hasty action of the people of York, but
are speaking merely on general principles.
Look before you leap or you may get
left.

In the next place we think the peo-
ple of York should keep the full four
years in mind, because during the first
year or two they may be disappointed in
the men for whom they traded off the
leader of the government and his col-
leagues. The men they got in the trade
are new men without a record, and while
their performances may be somewhat un-
satisfactory at first, they may develop into
something phenomenal before the end of
the four years. Mr. Pitts, for instance,
with one foot on the the temperance
horse, and the other on the Protestant
horse, and both hands on the opposition
mule, might become a famous circus
rider. Mr. Pinder might originate some
plan for spending the bye road money
which would entirely do away with the
road' machines, against which he has a
strong antipathy. Capt. Howe might be-
come famous as the author of the Atkin-
son telegram, the Leary telegram having
become a chestnut, and Mr. Allen might
get his brother-in-law, Charlie Beckwith,
appointed clerk of the house of assembly.
If any one of these things were to hap-
pen at any time within the next four
years, the people of York should not be
discouraged or disappointed at their
bargain, for they would be getting all
they were promised or had any reason to
expect. Of course if none of these things
did bappen it would be another question,
but then as the St. Jobhn Globe says
“They would have Pitts” anyway, and we
think it may now be fairly said of the
people of York that they don’t want the
earth.

Again the people of York should take
ample time to think over the matter, be-
cause each succeeding year will probably
bring forth additional food for thought.
It may take all of the first year to realize
that Messrs. Blair, Wilson, Anderson and
Colter are no longer their representatives.
When a bridge falls down or gets out of
repair, when a hill wants cutting down,
when the roads become impassable, or
when money is wanted on a bye-road, the
people may come right to these gentlemen
in the future as¢*they have done in the
past. Of course they will never antici-
pate the possibility of a failure to get
what they think they want. When did
York ever ask for anything and not get
it? Of course all they will have to do
will be to see the ' attorney,” or Wilson
or Tom, or write to Anderson. But the
attorney will have to tell them, with feel-
ings of deep emotion, that he is not auth-
orized to speak for them any more, he
dosn’t represent York now, he has moved
away; William and Tom, and Uncle John
will be only private citizens. “Gentle-
men,” will be the reply, “you will have
to go to your representatives.” Then will
the men of York have to hunt up the
men they got in their famous trade of
Oct. 22nd, 1892. Alas! where will they
find them? Allen will be hunting up a
job; Pitts will be in some dark secreted
corner grinding out anarchist bombs for
the next Dominion election, when Sir
John Thompson will be premier of Cana-
da, and Costigan governor of New Bruns-
wick ; Howe will be leading the 71st over
the Stanley hills; Pinder will be any-

where between the county safe and the
Nackawick. And the bridges will have
to be repared and the roads kept up on
hope and promises.

But these, while good things to think
about, are poor material to travel on, and
the people may get sick of their bargain
and say to their representatives “ Why
don’t you get something for York ; other
counties are getting all they ask for?”
and then will their representatives smile
sarcastically and say, “ Gentlemen are you
not satisfied with your trade, you’ve got
rid of Blair and have got us, what more
do you want? Besides you’re in opposi-
tion, and that's even more than you
agsked for, or were promised.” And the
people will look at each other and say,
“Yes, we are in opposition, and when we
traded, we didn’t ask anything to boot
either!”

Lastly the people should not be hasty in
counting up what they have gained by
their trade, because there is no need of
haste. They will bave at least four years
to sit in the cold shades of opposition and
think over the many chances and changes
that are contained in the sad words “it
might have been.” For years they have
heard York abused by outside counties
for getting the lion’s share. She probably
will not be troubled with abuse of this
kind during the next four years ; but then
think of the “might have been.” There
are lots of things to keep York thinking
hard for the next four years at least, and
we would not be greatly surprised if a
calm contemplation of the situation, aided
by experience, leads her to the conclusion
that in rejecting Mr. Blair, she sold her
birthright for a mess of pottage, and
mighty poor pottage at that.

THE FACTS ABOUT IT.

Most untruthful statements and vile
calumnies have been going the rounds of
the opposition press regarding the ous-
ting of Dr. Atkinson in Carleton county.
The following from the Carleton Sentinel
shows the exact state of the case:

It is strange that a paper like the St.
John Sun should lower itself to the plane
of notoriously uncleanly sheets in discus-
sing the p ings here at declaration
and, with the means of correct informa-
tion available, make covert and direct at-
tacks upon our venerable shenff.

_We grant that as a general rule the can-
didate who gets the largest number of
votes should be allowed to take and hold
the seat, for even when the evidence of
fraud, on one side, is strong there remains
the suspicion that the otherside may have
resorted to similar methods. If wron,
doing by both parties can be discovemdg
then we say detect the wrong doers and
punish them.

We deplore as fully as can any one the
unfortunate circumstances which have
given notoriety to the late election here,
whether it was the despicable ballot stuff-
ing or the informalities” which, by no
design on the part of the officers, occurred
in the returns.

We are not prepared to state or argue
law points; where a wrong is done through
a misconstruction or misunderstanding of
legal technicalities there is a higher court
where these technicalities can be properly
constfued and the wrong righted.

But we do protest against the shameful
criticism upon the sheriff’s decision, and
also against the misstatements of the facts
that have been made.

It has been made to appear first that the
decision of the sheriff was based on the
fact that the number of ballots taken from
a certain box was greater than the names
of voters as placed on the check list by
the clerk. This statement is entirely
wrong. Then it issaid that the sheriff
before he decided not to count the alleged
return from Simonds, because there was
no legal return, had already accepted pre-
cisely similar returns from other polfing
places. This is a wrong statement.

There was informality in some other re-
turns, but no fatal defects according to the
sheriff’s interpretation of, and instruction
as to, the law. The affidavits n
to ll)xe tal;len by 1the chairman and clerk alti
each polling place, on opening the pol
had been taken and subscribed by the
officials at every pollinﬁ place but Sim-
onds. Insome of the other returns, at the
bottom of the check list at the close of the
polls only the chairman had signed; in
ome only the clerk had signed and only
in this regard consisted the informality;
no required oath had been overlooked.

In the case of Simonds, however, the
document sent to the sheriff asa return
was defective at both ends so to speak.
The affidavits had not been taken or sub-
scribed by either officer and neither had
f}gtned at the close of the polling and the

ist.

So that the sheriff, bound, as he no
doubt was bound, to act according to the
sgmt and intent as well as the reading of
the law; having sought and obtained the
legal advice of C. W. Weldon, and this ad-
vice being in accordance with his own in-
terpretation, he decided that there was no
return from Simonds and declared ac-
cordinglfr.

For a long term of years sheriff Dibblee
has filled that office ; he has been return-
ing officer at every election whether for
the dominion or the local ; he is a gentle-
man of very pronounced personal, political
views; and until now we have never
heard a whisper of complaint against him
as having improperly or with partiality
discharged his duties a8 returning officer.

The charge made by newspapers that
the officials appointed to hold the polls
were creatures of the sheriff is an absurd
charge ; although it really has nothing to
do with the case, the fact is, we believe,
.hat the chairman at Simonds, was politi-
cally and personally favorable to Dr.
Atkinson. th parties, so far as we have
heard, agree that the chairman is an hon-
est man who would not knowingly do
a wrong; but he overlooked the import-
ant matters of the oath; he feared that
some elector had tampered with the bal-
lot box and he would not, because he
could not conscientiously, complete the
returns.

Sir Charles Tupper has been offered the
position of premier of the dominion but
has not yet accepted. Sir John Abbott
and Sir John Thompson do not appear to
find " it a bed of roses and neither are
anxious to hold it. It appears as though
the premiership is a very vexatious mat-
ter to deal with at present and it is alto-
gether probable that a fourth man who
not has as yet been named in connection
with the office, will get the appointment.

Up ta date 42,000 barrels of apples have
been shipped from Kings Co., N. 8., to
the English market.

The death f Robert Grant, professor of
astronomy in the university of Glasgow,
at the age of 78, is announced.

Hon. Edward Biake has left Toronto
for New York, whence he sailed to Eng-
land to remain for the session of the im-
perial parliament.

A barrel of live eels in salt water, from
G. W. Mitchell, Arichat, C. B., wasshipped
through last night by the Canadian Ex-
press Co., for England, per 8. 8. Damara.

Osman Digna, who has been reported
dead dozens of times, has reappeared in
the Soudan with a number of followers,
has occupied Sinkat and has raided close
to Suakim.

For the first time in the history of Dal-
housie college, an applicatior for admiss-
ion has been received from a colored stu-
den?. The young man, William Johnston,
belongs to Halifax.

Detective John J. Casey, of New York,
wag shot and instantly killed Thursday
night by James D. Blanchard, a Chieago
crook, whom Casey attempted to atrest.
Blanchard was finally locked up.

Twenty persons living on a farm at
Groitsy, Poland, have been poisoned by
eating the flesh of a cow which had suffer-
ed with cattle plague. The poisoned per-
sons died after suffering great agony.

Fred Shoults, the escaped convict from
the Manitoba penitentiary, was arrested
at Drayton, Dak., Thursday morning, and
will be held for extradition. This the
Ottawa authorities have applied for.

Phillip Cox of the Grammar school
staff is now in the general public hospital
undergoing treatment for a severe abscess
of the neck. His place in the school is
being temporarily supplied by Mr. Man-
ning.

The New York Times says it is learned
from a trustworthy source that a eable
despatch was received in that city. yester-
day from Lord Dunraven stating there
will be no race for “America’s” cup next
season.

‘Three masked men rode to the bank of
Spearville, Kansas, Wednesday, two of
whom dismounted and went inside the
bank. At the point of Winchesters’they
compelled the cashier to hand over $10,-
000. They easily made their escape.

John Allen, employed in a mill at
Brazil lake, Digby, N. 8., had his eyesight
destroyed this evening. While he was
attending the melting of some metal a
portion of the molten brass spattered in
his face, with the result above mentioned.

The printing outfit of the Toronto Sun,
the proposed annexationist organ, which
was seized at the instance of W. F. McLean,
M. P., for $200 rent, was annexed by the
sheriff, under a writ of replevin, at the
suit of W. B. Johnson, who has a claim
against it also.

As was expected the trial of hon. Mr.
Mercier has resulted in acquittal. This
is very satisfactory, as it is not pleasant to
think that a man holding the position of
premier of a province of the dominion
should be guilty of such acts as were
charged against him.

John Jackson, editor and owner of the
Calais Advertiser since its foundation,
over fifty years ago, died at his home in
Calais Thursday night. The paper has
been consistently republican from its first
issue, and its aged proprietor was one of
the best known and most highly respected
citizens of Calais.

At the Conservative meeting held in
Segee’s Hall, St. John, a few nights ago
one of the speakers said that an effort was
to be made to give work to the people in
order to stop the exodus. Five car loads
of exodians went out the evening before
who will not share in the coming benefits.

On the night of Saturday last one of
the public school houses in the town of
Newcastle was discovered to be on fire,
and although every effort was made to
save it, the building was burned to the
ground. There is every reason to believe
that the fire was the work of an incen-
diary.

The Baptists of Hartland, Carleton
county, who were expelled from the
church some time ago on account of the
sanctification question, and who after-
wards organized a reformed Baptist
church, have erected a handsome little
church, which is to be opened for divine
worship on Sunday, November 6th.

The C. P. R. train bearing the Pacific
marines reached Moncton on Sunday
morning at 11 o’clock. The train con-
sisted of twelve cars and carried 420 men.
It took less than seven days to cross the
continent. The men go aboard the troop-
er “Tyne” at Halifax. The blue jackets
to replace these reached Halifax on Fri-
day.

Charles Brooks, Fletcher Williams and
Moses Brown, men, and Joshua Brainard,
Louis Benson, Henry Hurtt, Frisby Com-
egys and C. 8, Emory, boys, all convicted
of the murder of Dr. James H. Hill, near
Millington, Kent county, Maryland, last
April, have been sentenced to be hanged.
All are colored and seem indifferent to
their fate.

At their next meeting the directors of
the Chicago world’s fair will probably de-
clare the exposition must be kept open on
Sunday, and formally inaugurate a cam-
paign that is expected to end in the re-
peal by Congress of the Sunday clause of
the appropriation bill. It is said forty-
three of the forty-five members of the
board favor Sunday opening.

About three o’clock Thursday morning
Lieut. Frederick Schwatka, the famous
Artic explorer, was picked up on First
street, Portland, Ore., in an anconscious
condition. Begide him lay a bottle of
laudanum. A patrol wagon was called
and the lientenant was removed to the
station house, where he soon died. It
was undoubtedly a case of suicide.

Inquiry was made at the department of
state, Washington, relative to the state-
ment coming from Ottawa that the United
States government was to blame for the
failure of reciprocity in certain cases. It
is learned that the United States govern-
ment has been ready for a long time to
issue the proclamation, but that the delay
has been caused by the failure of the
Canadian government to act as required
in the matter.

A patient in the insane asylum in
Toronto, who is a son of a city clergyman,
while at dinner yesterday secreted his
knife, fork and spoon. A search for the
articles proved fruitless until one of the
attendants heard a jingling which seemed
to come from the inside of the man. In-
vestigation showed that the lunatic had
swallowed those three articles. He eats
as usual and seems to suffer no incon-
venience from the assortment of hardware
which he so strangely secreted.

AMONG THE TOMBS.

The Weltons and Dr. Randall on Trial.

Rev. Sydney Welton, C. B. Welton and
Dr. Randall were placed on trial in St. John,
on Thursday morning. Mr. Bonnell was
called and stated that he had received from
Sydney Welton the application for insur-
ance on the life of Reid early in 1890 and a
policy was issued. On receipt of notice of
death he wrote Dr. Randall and Sydney
Welton for particulars expressing surprise
that Reid had died the day after the policy
was issued. The $3,000 check was paid to
the order of Mary A. Reid, wife of deceased.

Dr. Lewis, M. P. P. for Albert, was called.
He testified that he had consulted wlth Dr.
Randall on Reid’s case. Dr. Randall told
him that Mrs. Reid desired him to writea
letter to the insurance company respecting
her husband’s death. This witness spoke
in favorable terms of Dr. Randall and of
the deceased Reid.

Mrs. Reid sworn, said: Dr. Randall
came to see her about the insurance. He
wanted her to go into Gideon Reid’s house
and havea talk. She wentin. Dr. Randall,
Gideon Reid and herself were present. He
asked her if she knew her husband’s life
was insured for $1,000. She said she did
not. He wanted her to sign papers, and
asked if she was willing to go on with it.
8he declined to do anything till she had
consulted her father. The doctor was will-
ing for her to do that. She then went to
her house, and the doctor came in and said
he wanted to see her father (who was then
in 8t. John) before she did. She saw her
father afterwards. Gideon Reid saw her
the next day and talked about the insurance.
Heard nothing more about it till Gideon
Reid paid her $350 about July 19th. She
gave him a receipt. The next week Dr.
Randall called and asked if she had got all
her $1,000 He said they had paid it all
over to Gideon Reid.

It has appeared by the evidence that be-
sides the $3,000 insurance carried by Reid
there was also $2,500 in the Golden Alliance.
Mr. Hayes, a witness, said that C. B. Wel-
ton told him that Reid was dead and stated
that he expected to get some money out of
it and it would be necessary to act with the
widow, as the company might have some
suspicions, Reid having died so soon.

The caseis not yet finished but is growing
blacker as each witnéss is questioned.

DEDICATED.

The New F. C. Baptist Church Opened
for Worship.

For a year past the rev. J. T. Parsons, of
8t. John, has been laboring in the Marys-
ville circuit, extending his services to Gib-
son where there were many F. C. Baptist
people who worshipped with the Baptists of
that jplace or attended the church of their
faith in this city.

Shortly after Mr. Parsons began his work,
Garden’s hall at Gibson was hired and ar-
ranged as a church. Here services were
held for about eight months, when it was
decided that the work would be of more
effect if the band of worshippers were united
in church organization. This was effected
about two months since, when C. Esta-
brooks, of 8t. Marys, and Hazen Pond, of
Gibson, were elected deacons.

The lease of the hall not being satisfactory,
at the end of the term it was relinquished
and steps were at once taken to build a new
church. Meetings were called, an effective
building committee appointed, funds col-
lected, and the work commenced in earnest,
under the supervision of Mr. Macum, of
St. Marys.

On Sabbath last the building was finished
and consecrated. The morning service,
when the church was dedicated, was con-
ducted by the rev. C. T. Phillips, of Wood-
stock. Service was held in the afternoon,
when rev. G. Swim officiated. Rev. Mr.
Foster, of Fredericton Junction, preached
at the evening service, when the building
was completely filled. All three sermons
were much appreciated, and the first organ-
ized step of the Gibson F. C. Baptist church
has been taken.

The building is forty-eight feet by sixty,
plainly but neatly finished, is very com-
fortable and fully up to the requirements of
the congregation. It it situated on Miles
avenue; and regular services will be con-
ducted each Sabbath, with prayer and social
meetings at stated times during each week.

The Water We are Drinking,

TO THE EDITOR OF THE HERALD.

DEear Sir,— In the Fredericton Gleaner of
Nov. 4th, there appears under the above
caption, communications from no less than
three writers, who I think, if they had
"taken the trouble to acquaint themselves
with the facts of the case, would not have
felt called upon to “rush into print.”

Evidently ‘ west end” is not aware that
the condition of affairs this year, as far as
rafts or lumber lying in the vicinity of the
wa‘er works pier is concerned, is precisely
the same as it has been ever since the pier
was built, some ten years ago; if he had
been, surely he would not have tried to
make it appear, that the prevalence of ty-
phoid fever in the city this summer (I am
taking his word for it) is due to this cause.

The same superintendent has been in
charge of the water department ever since
the system was introduced; and if there is
the great danger of contamination to the
water from spruce logs lying near the crib
well, which these writers would have us he-
lieve, is it not strange that he did not find
it out before?

The proposed bye law was brought on for
the first time at the October meeting of the
council, and as the hour was late discussion
of it was postponed till the November meet-
ing, when it was again taken up and briefly
discussed ; and as it was the wish of the
majority of the council, that no hasty or ill
advised action should be taken, knowing as
they did, that there was no raft at this
geason lying within the proposed limit
of the pier, and that in two or three weeks,
the river will be frozen over, further dis-
cussion of it was simply postponed.

I would ®submit farther, that if a
majority of the council were trying to
work in Mr. Estey’'s interest, as stated,
they did not act with judgment, for in that
case they should have voted it down alto-
gether, insiead of carrying it over for three
months, and thereby handing it over to a
new council to decide. Itis often asked,
why good men are so averse to taking an
active interest in city affairs. I think one
reason is not far to seek; namely, that no
matter how faithfully and conscientiously
they may perform their duties for the pub-
lic welfare, they are always open to the at-
tacks of such persons as the three above re-
ferred to, who seem to take delight in im-
puting false motives and maligning indi-
viduals, while showing themselves utterly
ignorant of the subjects they pretend to dis-

cuss.

“BUCK'S ” LIFE STORY.

Sketoch of the Career of Robert Olsen
Now Under Sentence of Death.

Robert Olsen, alias “Buck,” awaiting
the death penalty in Dorchester jail for
the murder of police officer Steadman, told
the following story to the Moncton Plain
Dealer:

Buck said: “I am just thirty years
old. I was bornin Norway, and after-
wards removed with my parents to Still-
water, Minnesota. At an early 'age I
went to sea, and ‘ followed the blue wave’
for six years; after which I thought I
would give it up, and so I did, and I went
to learn the shoemaking business, which
trade I completely mastered. I. worked
at it in Peterboro, N. H, and in Man-
chester ; at Freeport, Me., at Portland and
Gardiner, Me., also

I Made big Wages,
and spent it all in ‘booze.’ I enjoyed life

"when I was drinking and having a good

time. I was brought up & Roman Catho-
lic, and attended that church occasionally
after I left home; but finally I neglected
the early training I received, and forgot
all about church and home. I joined in
with bad company in my youth, and I
have seen many an ‘old buster’ ‘go the
way of all flesh’since I started my bad
career. '

“I was in Moncton for the first time in

| my life in June. I was there then only

for a short time. I was drunk there and
met several lads who seemed to be having
a good time. I was flush then and went
to Ambherst to try and get a sight in the
shoe factory there. But times were dull,
and I went on to Halifax, where I drank
and had a good time. I then
Returned to Moncton,

where I stopped a few days on a big de-
bauch. From Moncton I went to the
states and ‘done’ a good many American
cities.

“Ibhad never geen ‘Jim’ at this time,
and never knew that there was such a
person in the wide world. I met him in
a fashionable saloon one day in Bangor,
Me. Itook him to be a smart man, and
picked up a chance acquaintance with
him. He said he was on a ‘Jamboree,’
which is an American slang phrase for a
‘big drunk.’ He asked me where I was
going, and I said I was making for Canada,
and he said, ‘I will go with you; my
home is in Canada, but I have not been
there for years’ ‘Jim’isa good player
on the piano, and a splendid singer, and
he seemed to be well educated. He was
well dressed when I met him first, and
had a gold watch on; but we soon man-

aged to squander the ticker, and were
again ‘on our uppers” We landed in St.
John, where
We Met a Crowd,

and we were soon having a big time again.
We took in all the saloons, and finally
started for Moncton. We arrived in
Moncton on Friday night — the very night
that the robbery is said to have taken
place in Chatham, and so help me God we
never did the Chatham robbery. We
were in Moncton that night, and slept in
a box car on the St. John I. C. R. line in
the Moncton yard.

“On Saturday morning we met three
men who came from the north that morn-
ing. One of them I had met before, and
he gave me $40 or $50 in silver pieces and
asked me to get it changed and keep what
I wanted myself out of it. I sold the
whole business to a railway trackman for
a $10 bill. He went into a liquor saloon
near the railway crossing and got me the
$10 bill. The third party (the man who
was mentioned in the trial of ‘Jim’) and
whom I got the money from, went to a
certain old house on the Northern railway
and hid.. He had plenty of money in bills
and in silver. He promised me to meet
‘Jim’ and me that night, and

Mentioned the Donnelly House,
because I had been there before. He
asked me to read the newspapers and see
what the north shore news was, and if
there was any description of any man or
men who had been mixed up in a scrape.
I did so and reported what the Moncton
Times had said ; and the third party was
at the Donnelly house that night, but he
did not go into the house, as he was afraid
he would be arrested. His two com-
panions left Moncton that morning. There
was a third party all right enough, and
the Donnelly boys are aware of the fact.
I have nothing more to say thatshould be
made public. My life has been mis-spent,
and I have not been what I should have
been. My poor old mother gave me good
advice. She was a good christian woman
and I have no doubt been a great trouble
to her; but I am all alone in the world
now. I havebeen tried in a strange land,
with strangers on every side of me; and
I have heard the spectators in Moncton
say, ‘He should be lynched,’ and I have
listened to strangers discussing about what
should be done with me; and I must say
it is a hard place for a man to be in. The
charge of the judge to the jury was one of
the most outrageous addresses to be given
by a judge that I have ever heard. He
made no bones of telling the jury that I
must be hanged ; he seemed to be thirst-
ing for my blood ; I look upon him as an
inhuman juodge. Yes, I feel about my

death.
« I am mnot Fit to Die.

I have made no preparation for death yet.
I tried to do so but it seems so hard for a
man as healthy and strong as I am to die
that I cannot make up my mind to pray.
I feel sometimes as though it would be a
blessing if I were to drop dead in my cell.
I am well used in the jail. Mr. Wilson,
deputy sheriff, is a good friend of mine,
and I respect him. My spiritual adviser
is rev. Father Cormier; he is good to me.
I would like to see that christian lady at
Moncton, Mrs. Atkinson. Would you ask
her tp call and see me? This is the time
a poor devil needs a little propping up.

In His Journey Through Life,

“Buck ” has been imprisoned for criminal
offences of a serious nature many times—
once while in England he was arrested and
charged with committing a criminal as-
sault on a sailor. He was ably defended
by a very brilliant lawyer named Haskell,
of Bristol, and was sentenced to twelve
months in solitary confinement and four
hours daily on a treadmill. He was ar-
rested in New York at another time, but
was able to prove by one of his com-
panions that he did not commit the very
serious charge for which he was sentenced.
In the states and in.France “Buck,” or
Robert Olsen, has been before the crim-
inal courts on many occasions, and
escaped with very light punishment — till
he landed in Moncton, in company. with
“Jim.” Once, while in the West Indies,
he engaged in a rough-and-tumble fight
with a black man, and, in order to save
his own life, “Buck ” says he felled the
“nigger” to the earth with a club; he
was arrested, tried and the captain of the
ship “Buck” sailed in gave evidence
to show that he (“ Buck ”) acted in self-
defence. The court after nearly a week
fined “Buck” about $50 for assault, and
“Buck ” remarked: "“I paid it and left
the d——n place.” He tells a good story
about his visit to the Creede mining dis-
trict, and how he made a pile there and
“gkipped out.” In Califernia he fell in
with warm company, and as he told how
he got the best of several sharpers whom
he met on the way, he seemed to forget
his present position and burst into a
hearty laugh. He then told how he used
to work sometimes for months at a stretch
and all of a sudden he would be seized
with a desire to leave work and, as he
put it, “go on a big booze.” “I have
lushed for months at a time, and faked in
all sorts of schemes in order that I might
have a good time. I have seen the sky

over
Nearly all Parts of the Earth.

But this is the hardest luck I have ever
struck yet.”

“Buck ” can talk several languages, not-
withstanding he is quite illiterate. He is
blind of an eye, which would not be
noticed by looking at him. He talks
about petitioning the minister of justice,
asking him to have his sentence commuted
to imprisonment for life. He has many
good words for his lawyer, David Grant,
who, he says, did all he could for him.
“Buck ” gaid to the writer: “My life
ought to be a caution to lots of young
men, who are free to-day but who may
yet wind up their end as I am about to
end mine.”

“Buck” says: “My right name is
Robert Olsen ; I have no other name. I
am sorry that the murder of Steadman oc-
curred. I don’t know thatIshot him,

and God knows that there was no malice
in the matter as far as I was concerned.
If I killed him, I suppose that under the
laws of the land I have a riqht to die, but
don’t you think there was a lot of crooked
swearing done at the trial against us? I
think Scott is the man’s name who swore

Enough to Hang Ten Men,

but is it not strange that he witnessed
what no other man saw or heard? Iam
going to leave this world and I want to
leave it without much fuss or spread, but
really I am of the opinion that a good
deal of the blame should be laid at the
door of the Moncton police officers.”
