Imperiai Defence Commit-
tee.

A despatch received by the
Federal Government from the
Secretary of State for the
Colonies, throws some light
on the proposal that the self-
governing Dominions be given
represeatation on the Imperial
defence committee.

Mr. Harcourt’s dispatch is
duted Dec. 10th, and was

gsent to_the governors of all
the self-governing dominions
of the Fmpire. It shows that
the proposal, as now likely to
become effective, was con
sidered during the Imperial
conference of May, 1911, 8
reso'ution put forward by His
Majesty’s government having
been unanimously ~accepted
by the members of the Im
perial Conference at the com-
mittee of Imperial defence.

This resolution provided for
the invitation of one or more
ministers from the respective
governments to the Imperial
defence committee, and for
.the establishment, in each of
the dominions, of a defence
committee, to be constituted
according to the decision of
each dominion, Following
the change of governmeant in
Canada, advantage was taken
of the visit of Premier Borden
and his colleagues to London
to put these proposals -before
them, and Mr. Borden pro-
visionally accepted them. It
will be seen from the text of
the dispatch that
Borden reached an under
standing involving an im-
portant addition to the arran
gement already proposed, na-
mely by providing that the
representatives of the domin
ions-on the Imperial defence
committee be informed on all
questions of [mperial policy.
The dispatch is as follows:

My Lord,—I am forwarding
by mail for the confidential
information of your ministers,
a record of the proceedings of

Premier

the Committee of Imperialhad in ths past.”

Defence on 3zoth May, 19171,
during the Imperial Confer
ence and on 1st August, 1912
during the visit of the Cana-
dian ministers London.
This record deals solely with
the question of the representa
tion of the dominions on the
Committee of Imperial De
Your ministers who
were present on the first oc
casion will remember that the
matter arose out.of a resolu-
ion by Sir Joseph Ward on
the agenda of the Imperial
Conference asking that the
Commissioners of the domin
ions should  be summoned to
the - Committee of Imperial
Defence when naval and mili
tary .-matters affecting the
overs¥a deminions were under
consideration.

The unanimous view of all
those present on the 30th of
May, 1911, was that the re.
presentation of the dominions
should be not by the high
commissioners but by the min-
isters who would be respon:
sible-to their own colleagues
and ‘parliament and at the
same time decided that a de-
fence committee should be
established in each dominion
which would be kept in close
touch with the Committee of
Imperial Defence at home.

The resolutions ultimately put
forward by His Majesty’s gov=-

ent

ernment and accepted unani
mously by the members of the
Imperial Conference at the
Committee of Imperial De-
fence were as follows:
First—One or more repre-

sentatives appointed by the

military defence affecting the
oversea dominions are under
consideration.

Second —The proposal that
a defence committee should
be established in each domin-
ion is accepted in principle.
The constitution of these de-
fence committees is a matter
for each dominion to decide.

The Canadian government
having changed in the autumn
of 1911, it was necessary
when Mr. Borden and his
colleagues visited England
this summer to put these pro-
posals before rhem as they!
were, of course unaware of the
previous proceedinge. Sub-|
ject to consultation with his
colleagues_in Canada Mr.
Borden provisionally accepted
the resolution as passed and
stated that he saw no diffi-
culty in one. of his ministers
either with or without port-
folio spending some months of
every year il London in order
to carry out this intention.

Mr. Asquith and I had
subsequently several private
conversations -with him at
which he expressed the desire
that the Canadian and other
dominion ministers w ho
might be in London as mem
bers of the committee cf Im-
perial defence should receive,
in confidence, knowledge of
the policy and proceedings of
the Imperial government in
foreign and other matters.

We pointed vut to him that
the committee of Impertal
Defence i3 a purely advisory
body and is not, and cannot
under any circumstances be
come a body decided on policy
which
the sole prerogative «f the
cabinet subject to the support
of the House of Commons,

Wes! Land Regulations. -

Any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of
available Dominion land in Manlioba,
Saskatchewan or Alberts. The appli-
cant most appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Bub-agency
for the district. Enlry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions by father, mother, son,
daoghter, brother or sister of intending
bomeeteader.

Daties—8Bix months’ residence upon
and caltivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acrea solaly owned
and occupied by bim or by his father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis-
ter.

Ia certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a qnn'ter
section slongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Must reside upon the home-
stead or pre-empfion six months in
sach of six years from date of bome-
stead entry (inclading the time required
to earn homestead patent) and calii-
vate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has oxhansted
his homestead right and cannot obtaix:

prs-emption may enter for a purchas-
ed homestead in certaim districts. Prioce
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must regide
8ix months in each of three years,
caltivate fifty acres and erect a bouse
worth $300.00.
