One of tire Greatest of World’s Rivers.

The Nelson river, on the other 
hand, mav be described as one of the 
greatest rivers of the world, as regards 
the actual volume of water discharg­
ed to the sea. Its tôtdl length is ap­
proximately four hundred miles and 
its drainage area is tremendous. Its 
tributaries cover the whole of Mani­
toba, the greater portions of Alberta. 
Saskatchewan, North Dakota and On-

tion three from the Divide to Church­
ill, about 140 miles in length, presents 
great difficulties in the way of mak­
ing art estimate of the cost of con­
struction. A great many muskegs are 
met with, the last 100 miles especially 
being almost entirely a sort oi‘moss- 
covered tundra, which appears to be 
perpetually frozen to within a few 
inches of the surface. Definite infor­
mation as to the cost of handling this 
material or as to how it will carry a 
railway lins is not available.

No Heavy Grades.
The grades adopted throughout have

Ottawa. Mar. 3-The first progress 
reportr of the surveys ot the Hudson 
Bay railway has been submitted to 
the minister of railways. It contains, 
in addition to a summary of the work 
completed to February 1, an estimate 
of the probable cost of the work, and 
a strông recommendation for further 
surveys to determine the possibilities 
of Port Nelson as a terminal for the 
new line. The report, is strongly in 
favor of this latter port as offering a 
shorter line, fewer natural obstacles 
to overcome, cheaper construction and 
the possibilities of'cheaper mainten­
ance when completed.

Details of the natural resources of 
the country, traversed by the surveys, 
are given, together with numerous 
maps and detail plans. The report is 
made by J. Armstrong, engineer in 
charge, with headquarters at Winni­
peg-

Estimate of Coat.
Mr. Arme tronc has estimated the

The estimate 
is based on a line, with a controlling 
gradient o' 4-10tli of one per cent, east 
or northbound, end 6-lOth of one per 
c-nt. southbound.

Advantages of Port Nelson.
A tabulated statement of the ad­

vantages of Port Nelson is given as 
follows:—

From one to two months longer open 
season ior navigation.

A better situation in case the Hud­
son Bay route proves sufficiently suc­
cessful to warrant the construction cf 
a canal from Lake Winnipeg down the 
Nelson river to Hudson Bay.

A saving in railway distance of from 
66 to 70 miles of line, as well as a 
less average cost per mile for the line 
to be built than the line to Fort 
Churchill.

The report says that the chief draw­
back to the selection of Port Nelson 
appears to be the approaches to the 
harbor from the sea, but this would 
need further investigation before any­
thing definite could be stated. On the 
other hand Fort Churchill appears to 
have an easy entrance and a well- 
slicltered anchorage when inside. But 
>vhen the ' construction of docks and 
other works necessary are considered, 
its advantages in that, direction do 
not seem to counterbalance the more 
favorable conditions whigh obtain at 
Port Nelson.

Summary of Report.
The report oi Engineer Armstrong

estimated by Dr. Boll at five times 
that of the Ottawa river at the Chau­
dière falls at-Ottawa. Dr. Bell in his 
examination oi the river took many 
soundings over the greater part of its 
length and found -depths of water from 
20 to 60 feet, with a current not- ex­
ceeding two to three miles an hour. 
Lake Winnipeg furnishes an extension 
of this water route to within 20 miles 
oi the city of Winnipeg.

From information obtainable it 
would seem that a canal might be 
built along the Nelson river, which 
would enable ocean going steamers to 
enter Lake Winnipeg, where a good 
channel, the minimum depth of which 
is 33 feet, already exists to tlje south 
end of the lake. The amount of 
power which is available for develop­
ment along the Nelson river is enorm­
ous, and places the Hudson Bay rail­
way in a very favorable position to 
use electricity for the operating of its 
trains.

In touching on the harbor at Fort 
Churchill the report states that no ex­
tensive ^jsqynatiqn has yet. been 
ih'ide oyvhe engineers though a con^T
siderable amount of information has 
been obtained from officers of the 
Hudson’s Bay company. It states 
that from information at hand it seems 
to be the best natural harbor on the 
west coast of the bay, though the 
depths oi water are not of the most 
desirable, the natural anchorage for 
vessels drawing 20 feet of water being 
rather restricted. A great deal of 
dredging and filling will be necessary 
to furnish a commercial port capable 
of taking care oi a large volume of 
traffic. Most of the portion to be 
dredged is under from one to two 
fathoms of water at low tide, leaving 
an average depth to be dredged oi at 
least 20 feet.

On the plan, rock is shown along 
both shores indicating the possibility 
of striking solid rock exeavation be­
fore the proper depth is obtained in 
the harbor. This work would be very 
expensive. The shallows in the har­
bor have undoubtedly been caused by 
salt so that whatever basin is excavat­
ed would require cènstant attention to 
keep it clear.

Improvements Here Too.
Port Nelson, which lies at the mouth 

of the Nelson river, seems to possess 
great possibilities, but would require 
further surveys to definitely determine 
its value as a port for the Hudson 
Bay route. From information available 
a channel ten miles in length, ap­
proaching the harbor, will require 
more or less improvement. The sur­
face indications are that this could 
be very cheaply done, as it would be 
in easily handled material. In the

The 
crossing of the Nelson river has been 
fixed upon and the country between 
this crossing and the Fort Churchill 
route has been examined. From the 
Nelson river crossing to Port Neilson 
the country is under examination at 
the present time, but a great deal or 
information has been gained from re­
ports published by the geological sur­
veys. If their reports of this part of 
the country are as accurate as they 
have been found in other districts, 
it is not likely the estimate furnished 
will need any great revision.

On the youte to Port Nelson the 
tupdra country is not- encountered to 
any great, extent, such stretches as ye 

being' short detached.piece. 
reseihblirtg more the spruce swamps 
found in Manitoba. Very little rock 
work will be required on this line 
anywhere. In addition the location 
being almost entirely in bush country 
the same snow problems will not arise 
as are met with on the northern 100 
miles of the Fort Churchill line. The

Washington, D.C., -Mar. 4—The in­
augural of President-Elect Taft was 
marked today by a brilliant ceremony. 
In his inaugural speech Mr. Taft gives 
complete endorsation to the policies 
instituted by his predecessor’s admin­
istration. The inaugural address was 
as follows;—

Tlie office of an inaugural address is
to give a summary outline of the main 
policies of the new administration, so 
far as they can be anticipated. I have 
had the hjpnor to be one of the ad­
visers of" my distinguished predeces­
sor, and, as such, to hold up his 
hands in the reforms he has initiated.
I should be untrue to myself, to my 
promisee and to the declarations of 
the party platform, upon which I was 
elected to office, it I did not make the 
maintenance an deforcement of those 
reforms a most important feature of 
my administration. They were di­
rected to the suppression of lawless­
ness and abuses of powers of the great 
combinations of capital invested in 
railroads and industrial enterprises, 
carrying on interstate commerce.

The steps which my predecessor took 
and the legislation passed on his re­
commendation have accomplished 
much, have caused a general halt in 
the vicious policies, which created 
popular alarm, and have brought 
about, in the business affected,a much 
higher regard for existing law. To 
render the reforms lasting, however, 
and to secure at the same time, free­
dom from alarm of those pursuing 
proper and progressive business meth­
ods,- further legislative and executive 
action are needed. Relief of the 
railroads from certain restrictions of 
the anti-trust law have been urged by 
my predecessor and will be urged by 
me. On the other hand, the admin­
istration is pledged to legislation look­
ing to a proper Federal supervision 
and restriction to prevent excessive 
issues of bonds an dstocq by com­
panies owning and operating inter­
state commerce railroads. It is be­
lieved that with the changes to be re­
commended, American business can 
be assured of the measure oi sta­
bility and certainty, in respect to 
those tilings that may be tfcme and 
those that are prohibited, which is 
essential to the life and growth of 
all business. Such a plan must in­
clude the right of the people to avail 
themselves oi those methods of com­
bining capital and effort deemed neces­
sary to reach the highest degree of 
economical efficiency, at the same 
time, differentiating between combi n 
ations based upon legitimate, eco­
nomic reasons and those formed with 
the intent of creating monopolies and 
artificially controlling prices. 

Necessary to Legitimate Business. 
The work of formulating into prac 

tical shape such changes is creative 
work of (he highest order, and re­
quires all the deliberation possible in 
the interval. I believe that the am­
endments to be proposed are just as 
necessary in the protection of legiti­
mate business as in the clinching of 
the reforms which propçrl ybear the 
name of my predecessor. A "matter of 
most pressing importance is the re­
vision of the tariff. In accordance 
with the promises of the platform 
upon which I was elected, I shall call 
congress into extra session, to meet 
on the fifteenth day of March, in 
order that consideration may be at 
once giveu to revising the Dingley 
act. This should secure an adequate 
revenue and adjust the duties in such 
a manner as to afford to labor and 
to all industries in this country, whe­
ther of the farm, mine or factory, 
protection by tariff equal to the dif­
ference between the cost of produc­
tion abroad and the cost of produc­
tion here, and have a provision, which 
shill put into force upon executive 
determination of certain facts, a 
higher or maximum tariff against 
those countries whose trade -policy to­
ward us equitably requires such dis­
crimination. It is thought that there 
has been such a change in conditions, 
since the enactment of the • Dingley 
act, drafted on a similarly protective 
principle, that the measure of the 
tarif iabove stated will permit the re­
duction of rates in certain schedules

In the making of a' tariff bill, the 
prime motive is taxation, and the 
securing thereof of a revenue. Due 
largely to the business depression 
which followed the financial panic 
of 1907, the revenue from customs and 
other sources has decreased to such 
an extent that the expenditures for 
the current fiscal year will exceed the 
receipts by $100,000,000. It is im­
perative that such a deficit shall not 
continue, and the framers of tariff 
bill must, of course, have in mind 
the total revenues likely to be pro­
duced by it, and so arrange the duties 
as to secure an adequate income. 
Should it be impossible to do so by 
import duties, new kinds of taxation 
must be adopted, and among these I 
recommend a graduated inheritance

Calgary, Mar. 6—One of the most 

clear and explicit statements that the 
premier of Alberta has yet delivered 
in the present campaign was made by 
him last night at a well attended meet­
ing in East Calgary. He gave an ac­
count of his stewardship as provincial 
treasurer and minister of education. 
He told how the revenues of the pro­
vince have been expended, dealt in 
convincing manner with the now fam­
ous north and south question, explain­
ed how his railway polie ywill benefit 
every section of the province, and ad­
ministered a crushing rebuke, to those 
who have been trying to find fault 
where none existed.

The premier was listened to with 
rapt attention from start to finish. He 
said: “It is three and a half years 
spice I addressed a Calgary audience 
in support of Mr. Cushing. Some 
people told me that Calgary would 
not elect him. I had more faith in 
the electors oi Calgary than that. You 
returned him then and I am confident 
that you will return him again. Al­
berta is growing to be vast in popu­
lation, in wealth and importance and 
Calgary is keeping pace wnu that 
growth.

No Line Between North and South.
“The Redistribution act, was draft­

ed fairly and that imaginary..line be­
tween the north an* -south is quick­
ly vanishing. It only exists in mere 
newspaper talk and you will hear very 
little of it in the future and the less 
of it the better. I am very grateful 
to electors of Calgary for electing Mr. 
Cushing. We starfted business in the 
province as members of th ecabinet 
without any experience whatever, and 
it was great satisfaction to me that 
Mr. Cushing was available as min­
ister of public works. No man stood 
higher in the province as a straight 
business man and today be stands 
quite as high as he did then. No 
breath of suspicion has been uttered 
with regard to any one of his acts as 
minister of public works.

“Since we have been in office we 
have had a surplus every year and 
last year we -had a surplus of $69,000 
without borrowinig a single dollar ex­
cept ior the telephone business.”

The Provincial Finances.
The Premier dealt in detail with fin­

ances of the province as dealt with in 
his budget speech. He gave the alnounts 
expended by each department, the rev­
enues received by each and a mass of 
other details, incidentally he mentioned 
that the provincial treasurer of Mani­
toba in his last budget speech took cre­
dit to the Roblin government for having 
during the last ten years, been able to 
take out of the general revenues of the 
Province about one and a half million 
of dollars, an amount which they might 
very well have borrowed and charged 
to capital account. But he took credit 
for the fact that they had accomplished 
as much in three years as the Boblin 
government had done in ten. They had 
taken out One and a half millions for 
permanent bridges and buildings that 
might very well have been borrowed and 
repayment spread over a period of forty 
or fifty years. “I am not attacking any 
of your public men. They are all social 
friends of mine, but they are open to 
criticism just the same as I am. I said 
that you have had a senator here for 
the last twenty years and I defy you to 
point to one stone upon another to show 
that he has ever represented this city of 
Wester nCanada.

BORDEN IS STILL 
SEEKING CAUSES

Leader of Opposition Addresses His 
Followers at Dinner Given in 

His Honor.

Ottawa, Mar. 5—Conservative mem­
bers of the House of Commons and o’ 
the Senate last night tendered a din­
ner to the Conservative leader, in the 
parliamentary restaurant, which con­
cluded at 1 o’clock this morning. The 
chairman in a brief speech described 
Mr. R. I,. Borden as “a leader worthy 
of the confidence of the great Liberal- 
Conservative party,” and “a true cus­
todian of the old traditions of the 
party.”

The speech of the leader was receiv­
ed with enthusiasm by his followers 
and constituted almost the only seri­
ous discussion of political issues dur­
ing the evening. Following Mr. Bor­
den, messages were delivered by new 
members, beginning with A. S. Good- 
eve, of Kootenay, for British Colum­
bia; Alberta was represented by C. A. 
McGrath, of Medicine Hat; Manitoba, 
by A. Haggart, of Winnipeg; Ontario 
by R. Stewart, of Hamilton; Quebec, 
by Blondin, of Champlain; and Doh­
erty, of Montreal; and Nova Scotia by 
A. B. Crosby, of Halifax; Saskatche­
wan and New Brunswick sent no new 
Conservative member, and Fraser, of 
Prince Edward Island, was absent.
At the close of the banquet, Mr. Bor­
den euolgized F. D. Monk and form­
ally announced him as leader of the 
Quebec Conservatives.

Borden Well Received.
Mr. Borden, who received an ova­

tion at. the outset, said: “Political ac­
tivities have never been especially at­
tractive to me, and for reasons which 
I have already made known to you, 
it was my sincere desire, after the re­
cent elections, to be relieved of the 
duties and responsibilities of leader- 
ship. It would be idle, however, to 
deny that I have been deeply moved 
by tokens of your generous confidence 
which have been so especially abund­
ant and whole-hearted since our fail­
ure to achieve success which we had 
every reason to expect. I trust that 
in my future work and conduct I may 
so bear myself as to merit your con­
tinued loyal support.

"It is unnecessary tonight to refer 
at length to .causes which made re­
sults in October last less favorable 
than we had anticipated. In some 
eaàeà bur candidates were inspired 
with too great confidence and neglect­
ed necessary preparation and organ­
ization. In other cases, candidates 
entered the field too late and lost by 
small majorities ridings which might 
easily have been won. Then it is well 
known that in the last ten days of 
the campaign the Liberal organiza­
tion distributed among certain elect­
ors in numerous constituencies thou­
sands of copies of a pamphlet which 
has been the subject of much discus­
sion in the public press. This distri­
bution was confined to certain ele­
ments of the population and was ac­
companied by an utterly false repre­
sentation that the pamphlet in ques­
tion formed part of the Conservative 
campaign literature. I denounce the 
character ot the distribution and es­
pecially the statement that this 
pamphlet was a Conservative cam­
paign document, I regret that Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier has not thought it 
beneath his dignity to repeat this mis­
statement in the House of Con nons.
A more unworthy declaration never 
emanated from the lips of any public 
man. That pamphlet was not part of 
the Conservative campaign literature. 
Could Not Have Heard of Edmonton.

"It was not distributed by ,. - Con­
servative organization or club. The 
Conservative party was not in any way 
privy to or distant in its distribution. 
By the falsehoods, to which I have 
alluded, and by appeals of the 
loftiest character when emanating 
from one who poses as a harmoriizer 
of racial prejudice many constitu­
encies were undoubtedly affected.

“I do not'minimize the effort» of a 
great corporation directed against the 
Conservative party with unsparing 
hostility during the latter" part of the 
campaign. There was no occasion or 
provocation for the animus thus dis­
played. The Liberal-Conservative 
party desires no feud and seeks no sl- 
liance with any of the great railway 
corporations of the country.”

Proceeding, Mr. Borden said it was 
to be remembered that the eighty-seven 
Conservative members of parliament 
represented more than one-half of the 
honest and independent vote of the 
electorate of Canada. - Notwithstand­
ing the frantic and unworthy appeals 
the Conservative vote in Quebec in­
creased by nearly twenty thousand.

Dealing with the fiscal <_ editions of 
the country, Mr. Borden said the 
credit and resources oi Canada were 
too great for even this government, to 
destroy or to dissipate in a measurable 
term of years, but if they had intend­
ed to accomplish that undesirable re­
sult, their course coula not have dif­
fered in any marked degree from that 
which they had pursued. Six years 
ago Mr. Fielding declared that about 
one-half of that year’s surplus would 
provide for the construction of the 
National Trans-Continental railway. 
With as much truth he might state 
in his next budget speech that one- 
hali of the present year’s “surplus” 
would construct the Georgian Bay 
route, deepen all the St. Lawrence 
canals and equip all our national 
ports. The government plunged into 
the construction oi that railway 
through a portion of our northern ter­
ritory which had not even been ex­
plored.

Ottawa, March 5—On April 7, 1868, 
Hon. Thomas D’Aréy McGee was shot 

-killed as he was about to enter 
the Toronto House, on Sparks street, 
Ottawa, the present site of the Citi­
zen building. •

The murdere was the first and only 
great political crime of the new nation 
and despite, the fact that nearly half 
a century has rolled around, the event 
is recalled and discussed more than 
any incident in the history of thd 
capital. . »

McGee was only 43 years of age at 
the time of h-is death, but had already 
gained a worldwide reputation, as a 
writer of prose and poetry, while his 
eloquence was a feature of all dis­
cussions in which he took part. Born 
in Carlingford, Louth., in 1825, he emi­
grated to America when only 17 years 
of age. His writings, all of which 
were,devoted to the cause of Irish in­
dependence, soon attracted the notice 
of the great O'Connell, - who offered 
him a position on the staff of the 
Dublin Freeman’s Journal. McGee 
returned to Ireland in 1845 and affili­
ated himself with the Young Ireland 
party, soon assuming a prominent 
place in the councils of the organi­
zation. The futile revolution of 1848 
caused him to leave Ireland and Again 
take up his abode in the United 
States. He cohtributed at this period 
many bitter yet scholarly articles to 
the Celt and the ' Nation, breathing 
a fiery dislike to all ' British institu­
tions. As time wore on, however, 
McGee, while still intensely loyal to 
the Irish cause, became less and less 
enamored of the United States and 
apparently realized that the democ­
racy of that period, at any rate, was 
hardly liberal enough to permit of 
the recognition of the talents display­
ed by one of his race and religion.

In 1857 àn. invitation by the Irish 
Catholics of Montreal induced him to 
take up his abode in that city. He 
found in Canada the environment, he 
desired and soon became ah enthus­
iastic advocate of the advantages of 
his adopted land. His advocacy of 
Canada as the objective point of Irish 
emigrants and his earnest efforts to­
wards tolerance and- broadmindedness 
soon brought him into prominence 
Political advancement followed and in 
1863 he entered the ad(pim6tration of 
Hon. John Sandfield Mawotiard, sub­
sequently that of Sir E. P. Tache, of 
which lie continued a member "until 
the confederation act was passed.

Denounced Fenian Movement.
McGee had hecomé, at this period, 

an opponent of the Fenian movement 
and denounced the whole scheme as 
a base deceit at, every opportunity. 
His influence among thinking Irish­
men was.very greiff and his opposition 
gre w very annoying to the Fenian 
leaders. D.uringJîfie. last year of his

The latter was arrested for a chance 
remark in which he expressed the! 
opinion that McGee "got only his just 
deserts, but it throws a strong light 
on the state of public feeling. In the 
meantime $10,000 reward had been 
offered by the privy council and the 
cabinets of Ontario and Quebec. 
Eventually all the prisoners were re­
leased and a new arrest made. The 
latter proved to be a tailor employed 
in the Egleson firm, named Patrick 
James Whelan. The latter, who was 
about 30 years of age, was a former 
Dublin man and turned up first in 
America at Quebec in 1865. He was 
a mémbar of the volunteer cAvalry in 
the ancient Capital and a àpléndidi 
horseman, but his outspoken Feaion 
opinions caused his expulsion from 
the regiment. He went to Buffalo, 
N.Y., but subsequently returned to 
Montreal, where he worked at his 
trade. He came of a strong Fenian 
familv and had been heard in Mon­
treal to threaten McGee’s life on sev­
eral occasions.

Whelan, curiously enough, was de­
fended in the trial that followed by 
Hon. John Hillyard Cameron grand 
master of the Orange Order, who was 
a celebrated lawyer, and with whom 
were associated John O’Farrell, M.C. 
Cameron, provincal secretary of On­
tario, and Mr. Kenneth Mackenzie, a 
well-known Reform leader. James 
O’Reilly, of Kingston, handled the 
case for the crown, and Hon. Chief 
Justice Richards presided at the trial, 
which proved to be one of the great­
est legal battles of a period of intel­
lectual giants. The case was compli­
cated by the arrest of John Doyle, a 
waiter in the Russell House, and Mit­
chell, a Toronto man, the crown first 
wavering between Doyle and Whelan. 
The most dramatic incident in the 
trial was the testimony of the detect­
ives who, concealed near Whalen’s 
cell, overheard him one night confide 
to Doyle that he had “shot McGee 
like a dog at twenty paces.”

The case against Whelan was a 
fairly strong one, although there was 
mutfh that was circumstantial in it, 
and after a long trial he was found 
guilty and sentenced to be hanged on 
Dec. 10, 1863. John Hillyard Cameron 
carried the case to the court of queen’s 
bench, Toronto, and Whelan was tak­
en there on Nov. 21. Judge Morrison 
here dissented from a judgment by 
Chief Justice Richards and Judge 
Adam Wilson and a respite was 
granted to Whelan to allow Cameron 
to carry the case before the court 
of error and appeal, the execution be­
ing postponed until Feb. 11, 1869. 
The court, consisting of the judges of 
the courts of queen’s bench, common 
p.leas and chancery, was presided over 
by Hon. W. H. Draper and included 
ten judges. A great legal fight to 
save Whelan ensued and fçur judges, 
viz: Chief Justice Hagarty, Chancel­
lor Vankoughnet, Vice-Chancellor 
Sprague and Judge Morrison, voted 
for a new trial, on the ground of error 
in challenging the jury, but Hon. W. 
H. Draper, Chief Justice Richards, 
Vice-Chancellor Mowat, and Judges 
John Wilson, Adam Wil=°n and G Wy­
nne agreed with the sentence of the 
court of queen’s bench, and the sen­
tence of death was sustained.

Railroad Policy 4s Not Approved By 
China or United States.

St. Petersburg, March 5.—The situa­
tion at Harbin, Manchuria, arising 
from the apparent, determination of 
the railroad authorities to control the 
local administration, lias become a 
live issue in Russian politics. The 
protests of China and the United 
States attract public attention, and 
it is believed that the aggressive 
stand of the railroad authorities in 
Manchuria will lead to complications.

Foreign Minister Iswolsky has sent 
a letter to Finance Minister Kokovsoff 
urgently advocating a modification of 
the railroad policy and the adoption 
of the foreign office plan for the 
government of all towns in the rail­
road zone. This step was necessary, 
becapse under the Russian system trie 
administration of this city is in the 
hands of the ministry of finance. Is- 
wolskp’s plan contemplates the re­
tirement of the railroad company from 
the municipal administration and the 
substitution of a government similar 
to that in other treaty ports, hut with 
the participation of the Chinese resi­
dents. M. Iswolsky proposes also 
that the entire question be referred- 
to an interministerial commission.

Negotiations with China are at a 
standstill until the policy of the 
government shall be determined. 
The foreign office outwardly supports 
General Horvath in closing the stores 
of the Chinese merchants who refuse 
to pay taxes to Russia, but privately 
he is dissatisfied with the situation. 
General Hofvath has been informed 
that the foreign office has no inten­
tion of expelling the merchants in 
case of their continued refusal to pay 
these taxes.

The Novoe Vremyia today sharply 
criticises the foreign office for its 
stand in the matter and says it be­
lieves Germany is ■ stirring- up the 
question to divert attention from the 
Near East.

that the Hon. Thomas D’Arcy McGee 
had been assassinated at the door of 
his boarding house in Sparks street. 
At first the dire intelligence was 
scarcely credted. But few who heard 
it could resist the desire to inquire 
into the correctness of the statement, 
which upon investigation turned out 
to be only too true. During the even­
ing, the appointment of Dr. Tupper as 
commissioner to England had been 
under discussion in the House and 
the honorable gentlemen had addres­
sed the Commons at some length on 
the subject. After the adjournment 
lie must have lfft the Parliament 
buildings almost immediately, as the 
House had not- risen more than twen­
ty minutes before he was found ly­
ing murdered .on the sidewalk in a 
pool o^ blood in front of the Toronto 
House, where he resided. It appears 
that a servant in the boarding-house 
heard someone at the door and a shot 
fired. Going to the door at otfee, she 
discovered the hpdy of the murdered 
man lying on the planks, and at once 
gave the alarm. From th® nature of 
the wound and the position in which 
the body lay there can be no doubt 
but that tjie murder was coolly done, 
and that instantaneous"death ensued. 
The deceased was found lying on his 
back, his hat not even displaced from 
his head, and his walking cane under 
his aim. It is evident the honorable 
gentleman must have been in the act 
of opening the door, stooping to find 
the keyhole, with ihs head close to 
it, and his cane under his arm, and 
that the assassin must have approach­
ed him cautiously, and putting the 
pistol to his head behind his ear, dis­
charged it and fled.

Alfonso at Algeciras Today.

After this Mr. Pope will hold 
himself in readiness for any rush 
work that may be necessary when 
spring opens. To a Bulletin represen­
tative Mr. Pope vaid that if any 
branch lines are to be built this year 
he will soon be busy purchasing the 
right of way, but as yet he has had 
no intimation to this effect.

Asked as to the condition of affairs 
on the G.T.P. east of Prince Rupert 
Mr. Pope said that the only contract 
that has been let is for the first hun­
dred miles, which will run almost 
parallel with the Skeena river to II.: 
zelton. The purchase of the right of 
way along the river has been in hand 
for about a year and many holders 
have been given compensation, but a 
great deal of correspondence has been 
necessary on account of much of the 
land being held by capitalists all over 
the world. Some of these wjli visit 
the site of the right-of-way before 
closing with Mr. Pops. On this ac­
count the final settlement will not be 
made for some time, but in all" cases 
permission has been given to go ahead 
with the work of construction.

Mr. Pope said that about 2,000 men 
have been at work on tue line all 
winter. Much of tile work consiste-1 
of making cuts in t ie look formation 
along the bank of the Skeena. The 
construction gangs will likely be in­
creased when spring opens up and by 
then contractors will be at wont 
along the entire distance.

Mr. Pope has concluded the pur­
chase of all the right of way from 
Winnipeg to the McLerd river with 
the exception .of the three disputes 
which are awaiting the décision of the 
Alibyrta Supreme Court, "fine deci­
sion of the arbitrators last December 
in the dispute over the Beechmount 
right of way has been accepted by the 
G.T.P. and the cheques have been 
forwarded for settlement. Conces­
sions over the stretch between the 
McLeod river and the Yellowhead 
pass must be secured from the Do­
minion government, as this, is under 
the direction of the crown lands de­

partment.

Ottawa, Ont., March 3.—The Rouse of 
Commons spent- th» afternooif debating a 
resolution by Ernest Lapointe (Lib,, X-a- 
mouraskà) setting forth the desirnHP* 
of the establishment of new experimental 
farm stations, ’’removed from those rew 
in existence,” but more especially in the 
eastern part of the province of Quebec. 
The debate was carried on partly in 
French^ and partly irr Hhglish, members 
from different parts of the Dominion tak­
ing the opportunity to press the claims 
of their respective districts. Martin 

Burrill, (Cons., Yale-Cariboo), urged upon 
the Minister *of .Agriculture the deeirab- 
itv of establishing one experimental sta­
tion somewhere, in the arid districts of 
British Columbia, whose irrigation is nec­
essary for the proper production of fruit, 
etc. Owing to the difficulty of the whole 
question of the reclamation of the sol 
such a station would be of groat service 
at the present trime. People are exprei- 
menting and are more or less in the dark, 
the consequence being a great deal c f 
confusion. Mr. Burrill said that the 
fruit industry of British -Columbia is one 
which is getting to be of enormous im­
portance to Canada. He hoped the Min­
ister would see his way clear to look into 
the matter at once and establish a sta­
tion at whatever point in British Colum­
bia he considered it would do most good.

A. S. Goodeve, (Cons., Kootenay) press­
ed upon -the' government the necessity 
of further experiments in growing fruit 
for the pütpûæ of improvin gthe mar­
ket values of fruité. Such work he vas 
confident would much more than pay for 
itself.

C. A. McGrath (Cons., Medicine flat) 
supported the principle of the resolution 
in general, but made no special reference 
to the west. No new country could be 
settled without experiments in agricul­
ture, he said, and on that basis he hear­
tily supported the resolution.

Minister Accepts Resolution.
Hon.- Sydney Fiaher accepted the ■ res- 

olutidn as expressing the policy of the 
government. It would be difficult, how­
ever, to meet all demands for experimen

tarions matte by the Canadian govern­
ment the etetr was released, but the 
o*nérs hat] ne.ver received compensa­
tion for the loas of thc veàsel. In con­
nection with this matter the discovery 
had been made, that .pretentious files 
existed in three departments.

Sir Wilfrid - Laurier epoke again 
when the resolution got into the com­
mittee stage. The question was, lie 
said, whether or not the time had ar­
rived for die establishment of a de­
partment ol external affairs. If the 
opposition took the ground that undêi; 
no circumstances was such a dëpart- 
nient necessary, he could not agree. 
Personally he considered that it had 
become a matter of pressing necessity.

Too Much Machinery.
Mr. Borden entered a prdtest against 

an unnecessary multiplication of de­
partments. It was apparent, he «aid, 
that there was not too tittle, but too 
much machinery. It was evident, he 
said that the depa»iments were get­
ting in the way of one another.

“I have no fault to find with the 
object of the resolution,” said Mr. 
Borden, "but I fail to see the necessi­
ty for the creation of any new de­
partment.”

He instanced the case of United 
States, with a population of nearly 
100,000,600, where «ne secretary of 
state carried on all foreign business 
for the country. Then there was Aus­
tralia. which carried on its business 
with eight departments, tue premier 
always being minister of external af­
fairs.

After the meeting President Plum­
mer stated tit at a communication 
would be sent to the Coal company, 
but lie declined to sav of what nature 
it was until the Coal company had 
Feceivcd it. The Steel company direct­
ors’ answer was mailed tonight and 
will not be received by the Coal com­
pany until tomorrow. It was learned 
tonight that no definite action had 
been taken by the Steel company di­
rectors today in regard to the Coal 
company’s offers and that the com­
munication to the Cosl company is in 
general terms and simply opens the 
way for further nigotiations towards 
a basis of settlement.

TWO JAPANESE SPIES.

Australia forHave Been Working In 
A Year.

New York, March 3—À cable despatch 
to. the Herald from Sydney, N. S. XV-, 
says : Australian mistrust of the Japa­
nese. will not be lessened by the disclo­
sure that members of a prominent Japa­
nese commercial firm here have 'been 
acting as spies on behalf of the Japa­
nese Government,

Railway Knows Its Business Best.
Toronto, March 3.—The city's trou­

ble with the Street Railway Co., over 
the "diversion of three important car 
routes, is to end tomorrow. Mavor 
Oliver sent Manager Fleming a letter 
appealing Ior the restoration of the 
former routes owing to the great in­
convenience to the public. The out­
come of the test is regarded as a rail­
way victory. The City council con­
tended theïe were too many cars on 
the city’s Main thoroughfare, Yongo 
street, and that service would be im­
proved by diverting cars to other 
routes. The trial, was begun Monday,; 
and proves otherwise.

Bulletin Special.
Medicine Hat, March 5.—That thfe 

Liberals of Medicitie Hat have every 
reason to be cbnfident of success in 
the coming campaign Was evident by 
the enthusiastic meeting which greet­
ed Hon. W. T. Finlay and Hon. C. X\i. 
Cross when they delivered addresses 
at the. Opera House tonight. “Hon. 
Mr. Finlay lias served us well,” said 
a prominent Conservative tonight, 
and it would be useless to try to de­
feat him, especially as lie is u cabinet 
minister and in a position to do a 
great deal of good for the Hat. For 
instance, all realize that it was solely 
through his efforts we have gdt the 
magnificent bridge over the Saskatch­
ewan river here.”’

This is the view held by a large 
number of Conservatives, but despite 
this there is no doubt that Hon. Mr. 
Finlay will have opposition. Major 
Sissons who was defeated by Mr. Fin­
lay at the last provincial election, and 
Wm. Nibloek, C.P.R. conductor, are 
mentioned as possible contestants, but 
nothing will be decided till after the 
Conservative convention tonignt. 

Varied Interests.
A large crowd were in the Opera

Mouse to hear Hon. Mr. Cross and 
on. Mr. Finlay. It is only natural 
that in this constituency, which is so 

mixed, combining both agricultural 
and manufacturing interests, that ag­
riculture and the Workmen’s Compen­
sation Act should be taken up. Hon. 
Mr. Finlay dealt with the former and 
his announcement of the securing of 
an experimental dry farm in this dis­
trict was ^received enthusiastically.

“We have the land if we have the 
moisture,” he said, “and within six 
weeks Professor Campbell, Geo. Har­
court and myself will select a section 
of land on which to establish this 
farm.”

Mr. Finlay also touched on the 
creamery question which, although 
proving such a success in northern 
Alberta, had not been taken up so 
enthusiastically in the south. Last 
yeâr the government spent a quarter 
of a million on creameries and the est­
imates this year called for a still 
greater expenditure. The government 
were also providing for the expendi­
ture of $50,000 for a pork packing 
plant. The estimate also provided 
for a new court house here at a cost 
of $40,000. The statement that the 
present structure would be used as an 
immigration ball was welcome news 
and loudly applauded. Hon. Mr. Fin­
lay’s speech was brief but strong and 
made a decided impression.

Attorney General Speaks.
Hon. Mr. Cross in opening referred 

to the mistake many made in letting 
federal çarty issues be brought into 
the provincial campaign. “XVe should 
not mix Federal politics with Provin­
cial politics." he said, “This cam­
paign should be one of Albertans for 
Alberta and I can confidently say 
that since the Rutherford administra­
tion came into power it has been a 
strictly non-partisan government. 
Conservative and Liberal have been 
treated alike and party affiliations 
have not been allowed to interfere 
with the interests of the province.” 
The history of the government owned 
telephones including the fight to 
break the Bell monopoly and subse­
quent victory of the province proved 
interesting. The action Of the Canad­
ian Pacific in evading payment of tax­
es on main lines was also well re­
ceived and when the audience learned 
that the railroad had been forced to 
pay over two hundred thousand as 
taxes on branch lines the applause 
was long and loud.

Workmen’s Compensation Act.
But it wats the workmen’s Compen­

sation Act that appealed to this es­
sentially railroad town where acci­
dents are no rarity. The speaker 
pointed out that the word Compensa­
tion caused some misunderstanding 
among the working class. The act 
was really a Workmen's Insurance 
Act. The whole basià of bill was the 
insurance by the émpibÿèr ' of his 
workmen against accidents arising 
out of their employment.

Under this act the negligence of 
employee was entirely eliminated. 
Wholly irrespective of the personal 
delinquency the employer has a per­
sonal liability to pay.

The act fixes the compensation for 
permanent injuries or death at $1800 
without any question as to whether 
employee injured or killed is person­
ally negligent. If however the em­
ployer is personally negligent or acts 
Wilfully he still remains liable under 
provisions of the common law for 
further damages as the compensation 
act leaves the common law alone.

The Bill has already secured better 
protection for the lives and the limbs of 
working people and although not making 
insurance compulsory does make the em­
ployee a preferred creditor if by any 
chance his employer is -bankrupt at the 
time of the accident.

Rebuked Coal Operators.
Hon. Mr. Cross scathingly rebuked 

the coal operators who threatened td 
put him out of business because of the 
passing of this Act, claiming that his 
legislation was too eociblistic. The opera­
tors had raised the price pf coal fifty 
cents a ton, claiming the Compensation 
Act forced them to do so, yet in reality 
the actual cost of insuring, all their em­
ployees would not raisè the cost three 
and a half cehts a ton which could and 
would be cheerfully borne by consumers 
if they knew the lives and limbs of the 
men who got the coal were insured in 
case of accident or death. In 1909 this 
act had by causing employers to use 
more care reduced the number of fives 
lost by sixty per cent.

On railway policy Mr. Cross spoke at 
some length and pointed out that the 
government were not gauranteeing the 
bonds of companies which could not 
show sufficient proof of ability and cash 
to build the line.

The remarks on the lines projected lo­
cally were received enthusiastically and 
made a good impression.

The District Court Act and the'net re­
specting the sheriffs and deputies both

which considerably reduce the cost of 
litigation were endorsed by every, oho 
and the policy of allowing the Dominion 
Government to still"administer the lands 
proved to be one of the best ’bargains 
ever made by the province.

All through the meeting the enthusi­
asm ran high. Ml-. Cross’ concluding

words : “XX’hile the Rutherford govern­
ment are Liberal hi .Federal politics we 
are first last and always Albertans and 
can be depended upon to fight with onr 
Liberal friends at Ottawa if interests 
of province demand it,” brought, forth 
a sustained burst of cheering from the 
crowd. .

THE PROVINCE’S GUARANTEE.
Money for building railways is com­

monly raised by the same method as 
for the construction of public works 
—by issuing bonds or debentures on 
the proposed road, payable after a 
number of years and bearing interest 
at a certain rate. These bonds ate 
sold in the market for what they will 
bring and the proceeds used to build 
the road.

The Provincial government under­
took by acts passed at the recent ses­
sion to guarantee the bonds of three 
companies who propose building lines 
in Alberta. By guaranteeing the bonis 
-is meant that the Province undertakes 
to pay the principal and interest .-i 
the money borrowed by means of the 
bonds, in the event of the company be­
ing unable to do so. The three com,, 
panies are the G. T. P. Branch Lines 
company, the Alberta Midland (a sub­
sidiary concern of the C. N. R.) and 
the Alberta and Great Waterways.

The former of these operates under 
a Federal charter and under the re­
strictions and regulations of the Do­
minion Railway act. The latter two are 
incorporated by the Provincial legis­
lature and the conditions and terms 
under which they will build are set 
forth in the acts authorizing the guar­
antee. For the two former the bonds 
guaranteed are not to exceed $13,000 
per mile; for the latter $20,000 per

“PROTECTION” AND REVENUE.
President Taft has concluded that 

it is possible to have too much of a 
tariff. The prime motive of tariff- 
making, he says, is taxation, and the 
Dingiey tariff has produced $100,000. 
000 too little this year to meet the out­
lay. Wherefore the tariff is to be over­
hauled and some forms of direct taxa­
tion are likely to be recommended to 
Congress. The new president seems 
to have learned that a country cannot 
shut foreign goods out and still col­
lect money to run its machinery by 
levying duties on ioreign goods.

his labors. Mr. Pepper has visited 
and studied the tariff systems of 
Germanp, Belgium, Holland, France, 
Austria and England, not only observ­
ing them from a standpoint of an 
exporter, but taking particular care 
to obtain the attitude of foreign manu­
facturers toward the proposed changes 
in America.

Throughout my travels in Europe,” 
he said, “I found that foreign manu­
facturers, irrespective of what they 
think of the tariff rates of tlicir 
own countries, reflect the anxiety in 
America for an early revision.

“Among the most interest industries 
studied over here was iron and steei, 
an early report of which was mave 
to the committee two months go. 
Returning anew from the iron and 
steel districts of England and Scot­
land, I find the business still prelcy 
much depressed, with the prospect of 
improvement recently indicated not 
yet materialized.

Waiting for America.
“The fact is the iron and steel in­

dustry, like almost every other in 
Europe, is still waiting for America 
to start the procession of prosperity.

“I also have been inquiring into 
prices of American articles abroad 
with reference to the charges that they 
can be purchased cheaper than at 
home. I gathered much informa­
tion on the subject, Which I am not 
at liberty to disclose now, but I 
have already forwarded it to Wash­
ington, including price lists, parti­
cularly of agricultural machinery.

“I am still gathering information 
about trusts and syndicates abroad, 
which, as I indicated in a recent re­
port, are not confined to protectionist 
countries," the International Steel 
Rail Trust being the most notabic 
example I found.

France’s High Protection.
“The most interesting tariff situa­

tion in Europe is in France, where the 
government is opposing the report of 
a committee of the Chamber of Depu­
ties providing for very extensive in­
creases in duties, which, if adopted, 
practically mean prohibition so far 
as American manufacturers are con­
cerned.

Lethbridge, March 6. — Attorney 
General Cross had a busy session 
yesterday, addressing two meetings, 
one in the afternoon at Raymond 
and the other in the evening at Ster­
ling.

Then, too, there are expenditures 
of the government, absolutely neces­
sary if this country is to maintain its 
proper place among the nations of the 
world, and is to exercise its proper 
influence in defence of its own trade 
interests, in the maintenance of tra- 
ditioRSTAmerican, policy against the 
colonisation of European monarchies 
in this hemisphere, and in the pro­
motion of peace and international 
morality. I refer to the cost of 
maintaining a proper army, a proper 
navy and suitable fortifications upon, 
the mainland of the United States and 
in its dependencies. We should have 
an army, so organized and so officer­
ed as to be capable, in time of emer­
gency, to co-operate with the national 
militia, and, under the provisions of 

proper national volunteer law, 
rapidly to expand into a force suffi­
cient to resist all probable invasion 
from abroad and to furnish a respect­
able expeditionary force, if necessary, 
in the maintenance of our traditional 
American policy, which bears the 
name of President Monroe. Our for­
tifications are yet in a state of only 
partial completeness, and the num­
ber of men to man them is insuffi­
cient.

Basis For An Army.

In a few years, however, the usual 
annual appropriations for our coast 
defences, both on the mainland and 
in the dependencies, will make them 
sufficient to resist all direct attack, 
and by that time, we may hope to 
have the .men to man thems The 
distance of our shores from Europe 
and Asia, of course,. reduces the 
necessity for maintaining under arms 
a great army, but it does not take 
away the requirements of mere pru­
dence that we should have an army 
sufficientlp large and so constituted 
as to form a nucleus, out of which a 
suitable force can quickly grow. 
What has been said of the army may 
be affirmed in even a more emphatic 
way of the navy. A modern navy 
cannot be improvised. It must be 
built and in existence when the emer­
gency arises which calls for its use 
and operation. My distinguished pre­
decessor has, in many speeches and 
messages, set out with great force 
and striking language the necessity 
for maintaining a strong navy com­
mensurate with the coast line, the

The keel of the Vanguard was ; h id 
down on April 1 of last year. The ccn 
tractors, a private firm, are to supply 
also the guns and armor and machinery 
for the vessel. The Vanguard will be 
the heaviest and most modern of anv 
ships of her class. Her launching weic-hr 
was 16,000 tons. Her length between

SINGLE DISTURBING FACTOR.

Bricklayers Only One of Building
Trades in Winnipeg Disatisfied.

Winnipeg, March 3—With prospects 
for a busy season of building in sight, 
and all of the building trades unions, 
save one, apparently and avowedly 
satisfied with the present status of 
things as regards agreements between 
themselves and the contractors, the 
bricklayers may prove to be the ex­
ception and the dark cloud on an oth­
erwise radiant horizon. Reports from 
private sources yesterday were to-the 
effect that the bricklayers are prepar­
ing to -demand a new agreement in­
volving an eight hour day instead of 
a nine hour day, as under the present 
arrangement, and a five Oent increase: 
in the wage of sixty cents an hour.

Brantford, Ont., March 3.—The Six 

Nation Indian council set aside the will 
of the late Joshua Williams, Indian, who 
left a one-hundred acre farm and a ’ump 
sum of money to his adopted son’s1 wife, 
on the ground that the wife when she 
married the son, who was a white man, 
ceased to be an Indian. An appeal will 
be made to Ottawa.

PECULIAR TRAIN ACCIDENT.

Freight Train on Heavy Breaks Loose 
and Crashes Into Engine.

St. Catherines, Ont,, March 3.— 
Fourteen coal cars and two cars 
laden with molasses, marmalade and 
other products, were destroyed at 
Merriton, owing to a peculiar acci­
dent. The cars, forming part of a 
long freight ' train, were proceeding 
down a heavy grade when the draw­
bar of the engine- broke. The en­
gine was uncoupled from the train 
and proceeded to the freight yards for 
repairs. The engine was returning 
up the grade when the brakes on the 
freight gave way, with the result 
that the whole train crashed into the 
engine. In the collision Conductor 
West over and Braksman Henry 
Crowe were seriously injured. Two 
hundred tons of coal were scattered 
about the tracks.

PILOT WAS BLINDFOLDED.

But He Succeeded in Bringing Tug to 
Safety.

New York, Mar. 3—Fifty naval and 
shipping men were witnesses today 
of experiments off Sandy Hook to 
demonstrate how a submarine signal 
bell can assist vessels to make port 
safely in foggy weather, or to avoid 
collisions under like conditions. Al­
though blindfolded at the wheel of a 
sea-going tug, a pilot brought the boat 
close up to the Ambrose Channel 
lightship from three miles out at 
sea, guided only by the tinkle of the 
lightship’s bell." He had the receiver 
oi this bell at his ear the whqle three 
miles, and he gave the order “stop 
her” to the tug’s engine crew less than 
100 yards from tire lightship.

THE ELEVATOR QUESTION.

Onl/s j»f Acquiring Internal Elevators 
Does Not Rest With Dominion 
Government.

Winnipeg, Man., March 5.—Govern­
ment ownership of interior elevators 
was the subject that was most promi­
nent in yesterday's sitting of the Man­
itoba legislature. The premier spoke 
at length upop his resolution placing 
the Onus df taking the initiative on 
the Dominion government. Little 
more was done by the premier than to 
review m a general way the pro­
nouncement of the three- premiers 
claiming that under the present con­
stitution the provinces were unable 
to provide for a monopoly in the stor­
age of wheat. The farmers were as­
sured that *he government and legis­
lature Of Manitoba were in fullest 
sympathy with any legislation and 
constitutional movement they might 
set on foot for bettering their condi­
tion.

1 A reply was made to the premier by 
John Williams, of Arthur, woh strong­
ly deprecated the premier's attempt to 
place the responsibility for action 
upon the Federal government. lie 
did not admit that the petition of the 
Grain Growers on the question of-gov- 
lernment ownership-of internal eleva­
tors conflicted with the present con­
stitution. The government of Mani­
toba, he claimed, was already buying, 
selling and manufacturing in connec­
tion with its agricultural college. He 
believed that the local government 
was as much authorized to build in­
terior elevators as it was to own and 
operate a provincial telephone sys­
tem. Elevators, in his opinion, "were 
ten times more important to the farm­
ers than telephones. The position çf 
the Liberal party in the province 
said Mr. Williams, was qdite clear 
and distinct and satisfactory’ to the 
farmers.

The road then 
runs uninterruptedly for a distance of 
68 miles, which si retch is graded and 
tracked, and the next break is at the Mi­
lieu River, over which a bridge is being 
constructed by the Dominion Bridge 
Company of Montreal. The span is 3,000 
feet in length, while the height of the 
construction is 175 feet. The Work is p’O- 
grcssing rapidly and will be completed 
by the month of May next.

On the west side of the Milieu River 
the road is completed and extends for 
another 48 miles, as far as the Vermil­
lion River, on the St. Maurice, xvhére the 
end of the sftbel is now, but during the 
present winter supplies are being hauled 
for 71 miles further, which portion of the 
line is being prepared for grading.

On the south shote from the Quebec 
bridge easterly • the work is practically 
completed for a distance of 150 miles,
-with the exception of some work which 
will require the operation of steam shov­
els. Between that, point and the New 
Brunswick boundary, a distance of 53 
miles, -there are about 3,000 men actually 
emplo'yecl at the work of grading. The 
work will, therefore; be completed 
ample ’time to meet the requirements of 
the Quebec bridge, Mr. Doucet says.

E. A Knudson, prospector, trapper, 
and explorer, in the Rocky mountains 
at the headwaters of the Peace River 
and its «.tributaries, is at the Imperial 
Motel, having come the long journey. 
of 800 miels to Edmonton to procure 
the yearly quota of supplies.

Mr. Knudson. is a splendid, type of 
the frontiersman of the west. He pos­
sesses a magnificent physique ‘and 
displays a love of adventure which 
smiles on the difficulties and hard­
ships with Which a pincer lias to con­
tend. To a Bulletin .representative 
lie told of having left Saskatoon over 
two years ago and of haying "been' en­
gaged ever singe in.looking for' gold 
and other minéral, deposits in The vi­
cinity of .thé iSbutH Pine Pass. This 
is about two hundred piiles" north of 
the Yellowhead pass where the G.T.P. 
survey pierces tile Rocky mountains. 
Along with Mr. Kriiidsori. arc Jas. 
Perry and A. E; beriiiey', who Are at 
present in the mpuritaiiis. awaiting the 
return of their coin ratio.

On the. 2nd of January, just two 
months ago, Mr. Knudson left his 
cabin with his pack of furs and pro­
visions for himself and his dog, and 
walked 200 miles on snowshoes to Fort 
St, John, a Hudson"s Bay Co. post m 
the upper Peace River. At St. John 
lie secured a team and came to Ed­
monton via Peace River Crossing and 
Lesser Slave Lake. On the Lesser 
Slave River one of his "horses gave 
out and he arrived tit Edmonton Inst 
night witli a sirigle horse and Saddle.

Great Depth of Snow.
In narrating some 61 the experi­

ences on the trip, Mr. Knudson, said 
that the snow was very deep close to 
the mountains and snows hoeing Was 
so difficult that some.days he did not 
proceed fore than four or five miles. 
His fare consisted of pannikin and tea 
for the greater part of the journey 
with breakfast bacon for a delicacy. 
Mr. Knudson’s stock of furs consist­
ed oi 23 martin. 23 weasel, two fox, 
a fisher and a mifik. These he caught 
within a month before leaving for Ed­
monton. On his arrival here he dis­
posed of them and the sum obtained 
will go a long way to paying for the 
supplies he intends to secure.

' Prospecting,” said Mr. Knudson,. 
is. our chief interest in the moun­

tains. We have every, evidence that 
the country is rich in gold, copper, 
mica, silver and coal. We will keep 
on prospecting for several years if 
need bg .until we locate a rich gold 
vein, and then .we will, either-work it 
ourselves when wé nave our claim 
patented or ws will dispose of it,to a 
syndicate who wishes to woik it. Trap­
ping is just a side fine which we . do 
towards, the close of jhe year To .sort 
of oven up foe., apy .had buck we may 
have had during the summer, fish­
ing is also X diversion'which •w#_t£itiAh 
enjoy..

"Why do you find, it : necessary To 
come all the x,wtvy. to Edmonton, for 
supplies?*’ Mr.Knudson Xvtts.'dsked.

“Because-j. can save money by do­
ing so. Everything but flour sells -at 
exorbitant price's at Fort "St. John on 
.«.count ot the excessive freight rates. 
Breakfast bacon sells there at 40 cents 
per pound, Wane the price in Edmon­
ton is 10 vents. Flour there is $11 
per 100 pounds, and at that -price it 
is more profitable to buy it from the 
company than freight it in. Within 
ton days I shall set out on the return 
journey with.3,000 pounds of previs­
ions. A team and sleigh ivill takq me 
as far as Dunvegim. In all probabili­
ty 1 shall leave* the stores there until 
my partners and I come down later in 
the summer with a bunch of norses, 
Had we will then pack the goods west­
ward.”

"A two months’ trip t Epdmonton 
.in the depth of winter is hard work,” 
said Mr. Knudson, “I wanted my 
partners jo make it, but they refused, 
as they were aware of the hardships 
that had to be men. After being here 
a few days 1 shall set out again and 
after we get our stores into the moun­
tains we. will probably not see a hu­
man being until provisions are again 
necessary, and the trip has to ba made 
once more.”

PURE SEED FOR NORTH.
Pure seed grain for the Peace River 

country is something new in the history 
of Alberta agriculture. Private parties 
have from time to time taken seed north 
in small quantities with the result that 
the varieties are badly mixed and the 
farmers are at a disadvantage when they 
other grain on the market. They de­
cided to petition the Department of Agri­
culture to send a sufficient quantity of 
seed grain so that all the farmers in the 
Peace River country may be given an 
opportunity to sow a pure strain of seed 
this spring.

Before Allie Brick, M.P.P., left his 
home at Peace River Crossing to attend 
the sessioiL of the Legislature, the peti­
tion to the Department of Agriculture 
was placed in his hands for presentation, 
due. Department on receipt of it, com­
missioned W. F. Stevens, Livo Stock Com­
missioner, to carry out the wishes of tl e 
farmers of the north. Mr. Stevens se­
cured 300 bushels of wheat, 200 bushels of 
oats and 100 bushels of barley. This v-as 
stored in Auten and Markham's ware- 
unuse on Queen’s avenue, and left this 
morning to be freighted on sleighs and 
wagons to Peace River Crossing, <00 
miles from Edmonton.

EDMONTON CHARTER 
MODEL FOR NEW BILL

Municipal Act Framed By Legislature 
and Which Will Apply to Cities 
in the Province, Is Largely Based 
on This City’s Unique Charter— 
Draft of Bill to Be Submitted to 
Cities For Approval.

There are now six municipalities in 
the province which arc incorporated 
as cities, vÿ: Edmonton. Calgary, 
Lethuridge, Medicine Hat, o.imhconi 
and Wetaskiwin. To this number will 
ba added others from time to time, 
with the Usual application to the leg­
islature for charters. Oi the charters 
which have-already been granted tot he 
above mentioned cities, a prominent 
feature is the lack of uniformity both 
in the detailing and the defining < f 
the powers under the charter. In the 
Wetaskiwin charter oi last year an 
important power was granted to the 
council of that city by an oversight 
and was withheld by the legislature 
from the city of Edmonton. Attempts 
were made at the recent session of the 
Legislature for clauses to be inserted 
in some city charters which had been 
withheld from others, and further, at­
tempts would probably have been 
made on future occasions if the Legis­
lature had not taken up the question 
with a view to placing all city char­
ters on the same basis.

Provision-is made for this in “an 
act respecting cities” which was in­
troduced at the last seesion of the 
legislature but was purposely with­
held from a first reading. The object 
of this was that the- bill may be sub­
mitted to the cities of the province, 
for the inspection by and criticism of 
the city councils: Any objections to 
the model charter will be received by 
the legislature and will be considered 
when the bill comes up for a revis­
ion and final draft at the next ses­
sion of the legislature.

Uniformity the Aim.
City councils will find that the aim 

of the bill is to put all charters on 
the same footing and to have a uni­
formity of powers granted to aÿ. 
When the scheme is put into effect 
all cities will have identically the 
same charter and will conduct the 
affairs of the municipality on exactly 
the same general basis. The table of 
contents given below will show that 
the model charter is well systematized 
and covers about all that appertains 
to city government.

A point worthy of observation in the 

proposed charter is that it does not 
differ very materiatly from the Ed­
monton charter. From this it may he 
inferred that the charter of the capital 
city is well nigh perfect. What dif­
ferences there are consist of several 
important additions and in a rather 
complete rearrangement of .the var­
ious sections: For instance, all mat­
ters relating to the fbrm of municipal 
government arc grouped together and 
also all matters concerning the powers 
and duties of the council.

All present and prospective city 
councillors will be attracted by clause 
15 under "municipal government,’ 
which reads as follows: “The council 
oi the city shall consist of the mayor, 
who shall be tho head thereof, and of 
such number of aldermen, not less 
than six nor more than twenty, as the 
council by by-law shall .determine; 
the remuneration to be paid to the 
mayor snail be fixed by the council 
and each of the aldermen shall as le- 
muncration be paid the sum of $3 per 
meeting provided that the total sum 
per year paid to any alderman "shall 
not exceed $150.”

Clauses 72 to 85 deal explicitly with 
the city police and. the police commis­
sioners. Provision is made for a chief 
of police and a police force to be ap­
pointed by- the council. It çhall l.e 
the duty of all constables to obey the 
lawful directions of and be subject to 
orders of the chief of police. Any 
member of the force may be dismissed 
or suspended by the council, but be­
fore any member of tlie force ie dis­
missed or suspended he shall have a 
right to be. heard either in person or 
by attorney before tlie council. The 
council may. from amongst its mem­
bers or otherwise appoint a bjhrd . f 
commissioners of police for the city 
consisting of not more than five mem­
bers who shall hold office for one year.

Such board has the sole charge and 
control of the police force and police 
department of the city and may exer­
cise all the powers arid authority that 
the council may have in respect ;o 
the Same. The board .shall hold at 
least twelve meetings during the year, 
and each commissioner for his attend­
ance shall receive remuneration not 
exceeding five dollars for each meet­
ing attended by him. The board shall 
nave the usual powers on invéstiga- 
tion of misconduct of any member ( f 
the force.

On the passing oi a debenture by­
law by the city, provision is made for 
application for approval of the deben­
ture by-law by the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in council, and the Lieutenant- 
Governor in council may grant a cer­
tificate, upon proof of substantial com­
pliance with the law. Such by-law 
and debentures are not to be open to 
question after approval. The deben­
tures moreover may be countersigned 
by the clerk oi the executive council, 
and such act shall be conclusive evi­
dence of the validity of such deben­
ture. and such validity shall not he 
open to question in any court.

A new departure in municipal 
finance is that tho council where it 
proposes to pass a by-law for borrow­
ing money by the issue of debentures 
repayment thereof may pass a by-law 
wherein it may be provided that thé 
annual amount to be levied on ac­
count of the sinking fund shall *c 
paid by the treasurer to the Provin­
cial Treasurer. The treasurer may 
allow interest on funds in his hands, 
and all money so received is to form 
part of the general revenue fund tf 
Flic province. All debenture by-laws 
arc to be sent to the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in council within thirty days 
after the final passing of the by-law 
and an annual return as to tho sink­
ing fund is to be made to the Lieu- 
ten ant-Govef nor in council. Any city 
which does not comply with the pre­
ceding section shall incur a penalty 
not exceeding $100 for every offence.

Amnesty for Cuban Prisoners.
Havana, Mar. 6—The general am­

nesty bill, already passed by the 
House, passed the Senate Friday. It 
provides for the release of practically 
all prisoners sentenced since Janu­
ary 23. except those guilty of murder 
or other crimes of exceptional atrocity.

FRANCO CANADIAN SERVICE.

Minister of Marine to Introduce Resolu­
tion Subsidizing Steamship Serivce.
Ottawa, March 3—On Friday next, 

Hon. L. P. Brodeur, minister of marine 
and fisheries will move the following re­
solution: "That it is expedient to auth­
orize the Governor-General-in-council to 
enter into a contract or contracts, for a 
term not exceeding ten years, with any 
individtial or company for the perform­
ance of a st< amship service between a 
pert :n Canada and a French port, on 
such terms and conditions as the Gov- 
ernor-General-in-council deems expedient 
and to grant therefore a subside not ex­
ceeding $200,000 a year, based upon the 
minimum service of fifteen round voy­
ages a year and a subsidy therefore not 
exceeding $100,000 and so in proportion 
for a more frequent service.”

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EDMONTON NEWS
LOCALS.

The death took place at the General 
hospital Wednesday from appendicitis 
of Mrs. David McFarlane, of War­
wick. At 7.30 Thursday even­
ing a service was held at Connelly 
& McKinley’s undertaking parlors, 
alter which the body was sent 
down th eC.N.B. to life deceased's 
former home.

Tlie Railway Corqmission, while in- 
Edmonton promised to investigate the 
merits of the patient smoke stack, 
when the commission site in Leth­
bridge, at which'place the stack has 
been successfully tried by the Alberta 
Irrigation Railway company. The 
commission is due at Lethbridge on 
March 8th, and Mr. T. Hall, of Ed­
monton, inventor of the smoke stack, 
went south this morning to conduct 
the test before the commission.

MUST TEAR UP PAVEMENT.
It is altogether probable that all the 

wooden block pavement between the 
street car rails along Jasper avenue, 
Namayo avenue and First street will 
have to be torn np this summer by the 
city and replaced by bitnlithic or some 
other material. A gang of men has been 
employed plmost constantly this winter 
inTrepairing the places wliere the wood 
blocks have bulged up and endangered 
the running of the street cars! W. ■ M. 
MacPhail.manager of the bitnlithic Pav­
ing Co., has stated that he can put a 
permanent paving between the rails and 
his company will likely get the contract. 
Who will suffer the loss resulting from 
the blocks having been unsatisfactory 
has not yet been decided. The city hold 
a bond from the W. II. Ilnrvey Co. of 
Vancouver, who supplied the paving, for 
10 per cent, of the cost price, but wheth­
er the company is responsible or not for 
the defects has net yet been decided.

G.T.P. CASE APPEALED.
The attention of the Supreme Court 

en banc was taken up Wednesday af­
ternoon and this morning with near­
ing the arguments in the appeal case 
of Armand Marsan vs. the G.T.P. 
This appeal is from the judgment of 
Mr. Justice Beck, in issuing a war­
rant putting the Grand Trunk Pacific 
railway in possession of certain lands 
owned by Armand Marsan) in the 
Hagman estate, near Edmonton, 
through which the railway company 
have surveyed their main line and a 
branch line. The appeal is also 
against the decision of the chief Jus­
tice given in November last that the 
railway company had complied with ‘ 
the railway act and tnat they were 
entitled to expropriation of the land. 
The land referred to is the northerly 
portions of block 52 and block 17 ’B 
the Hagman estate. The appellant 
claims that no proper claim was filed 
of the company's line through the 
property, and that the judge was with­
out jurisdiction to grant the warrant 
issued. E- B. Edwards appeared n 
behalf of Armand Marson, the plain­
tiff and appellant, and Geo. B. Hen- 
wood appeared for the G.T.P.. Judg­
ment was reserved.

PROTECTION FOR CHILDREN-
With the passing in the Legislature of 

the Act for the protection of neglected 
children, Superintendent IÎ. B. Chad­
wick, of thé provincial reformatory, has 
entered upon a new field of operations. 
He has undertaken the direct supervis 
ion of a I* 1 neglected and abused children 
in the province and is prepared to ex­
ert his authority to enter hoipes and re­
move neglected children or children 
criminally inclined and place them ’ n 
foster homes. Mr. Chadwick has al­
ready placed over one hundred children 
in foster homes on farms and other 
places and at present has several juven­
ile delinquents under his supervision 
throughout the Province.

The Children's Aid Societies which are 
being organised in the Province are also 
receiving assistance from Mr. Chadwick. 
These may relieve the superintendent ->f 
the burden of securing foster homes for 
those neglected children in the centres 
where the population is more than 10,060. 
As for Edmonton, some arrangement will 
probably be made for Mr. Chadwick to 
turn children in the city who have come 
under his notice to the creche, or chil­
dren’s home which has been established 
on McDougall avenue.

NEW BOARD OF TRADE.
Lesser Slave Lake has set an ex­

ample for other progressive districts 
in the north by the formation of a 
local board of trade of which G. But­
ler is secretary. At a recent meeting 
of tlie board a wagon road to Edmon­
ton wes discussed and resolutions 
were drawn up to be forwarded to the 
Alberta government. These ask for a 
road south oi the Leaser Slave river, 
past Fort Assinaboine and Morinville. 
It is pointed out that, a good road 
along this course would shorten the 
journey to Edmonton from Lesser Slave 
lake by four days and that use could 
be made of it at all seasons of the 
year.

HARDWARE BUSINESS TRANSFER
The information was given out this 

morning of a large merchantile trans­
action was concluded Wednesday 
whereby the Chown Hardware 
Company takes over the entire busi­
ness and stock fixtures of the hard­
ware firm of Lundy & McLeod.

Negotiations have been passing be­
tween the two firms for six weeks or 
more, and it was largely through 
Messrs. Magrath. Hart & Co. that the 
deal was consummated. The amount 
of money involved in the transfer 
is said to be about $35,000.

When seen by a Bulletin represent­
ative this morning, W. W. Chown 
said it is the intention of his com­
pany to vacate and dispose of their 
present stand and occupy the Lundy 
& McLeod stores as soon as arrange­
ments can be made. A staff of men 
began this morning and will be en­
gaged night and day taking stock of 
the effects. It is expected occupation 
will be made by the 15th of March, 
and in the meantime the stores will 
be conducted separately.

Messrs. Lundy & McLeod intend to 
nermanentlv retire from the hardware 
business and to devote their attention 
to timber and coal interests, which 
both gentlemen have in the northern 
part of the province. Since entering 
business at their , present stand, three 
years ago. the firm has been doing a 
large and satisfactory trade. They 
have furnished the finishing hardware 
for many of the largest and best build­
ings that have been erected in the 
city. They have been agents for the 
Russel Erwin Manufacturing Com­
pany, of New Britain, Conn. The 
purchasers will take over this agency 
along with the agency for the Maffat 
Stove Company, the G. F. Stevens 
Paint Co. and several others.

Mr. McLeod will remain with the 
Chown Hardware Company for three 
months to get them acquainted with 
the trade. Mr. Lundy will remain in 
the city but will not give out any­
thing definite as to his intentions.

W. W. Chown, president Of the : 
Chown Hardware Company, came to 
Edmonton about two years ago and 
bought out the Henderson Hardware 
Company. During this period, his 
son, Leroy Chown, has been a part­
ner in the firm. Two other sons are 
conducting a large wholesale, retail 
and manufacturing business in Belle­
ville, Ontario, in which W. W. Chown 
is also interested.

When thé Chown Hardware Com­
pany becomes established in the new 
premises, just east of First street on 
Jasper avenue, they will occupy pro­
bably the best stand in the city. 
With their long experience in the 
business thev will doubtless corral a 
good share of the hardware trade.

DAY SCHOOLS FOR INDIANS.
At tlie Alberta convention of the 

friends of the Indians and half breeds 
for the province held in Edmonton o?i 
Jan. 6 and 7, 1903, resolutions were 
drawn up to bo forwarded to the Ad­
visory board on Indian Education, 
asking the board to recommend to the 
Dominion government “the great ne­
cessity of retaining the Protestant 
residential school on the Blackfoot 
reserve, and to further express the 
conviction that re -idential schools 
will meet the requirements of The 
province better than any kind of day 
schools.”

L. Norman Tucker, secretary of ’.lie 
Advisory Board, in reply to Mr. Ar- 
hur Earner, secretary of the Alberta 

convention, stated that the resolu­
tions were submitted to.the Advisory 
doard which met in Toronto, the 
memners present being Hon. S. H. 
Blake, Rev. Dr. Sutherland, Rev. Dr. 
MacKay, Rev. F- Ferrier, H. Cassela 
and L. Norman Tucuer.

The board was earnest and unani­
mous in the feeling—

(1) That as they had approved in 
general of the department's proposals 
in regard to the new improved day
choois, whose inauguration would 

.nvolve considerable additional ex­
pense which could only be met 
jy a corresponding reduction 
elsewhere, they could not consis­
tently urge the larger expenditure on 
-ne oneTiand and refuse the necessary 
reduction on the other.

(2) That the time had come when 
they should urge with all possible 
.oree, on tlie department the inaugu­
ration of the new policy and the in- 
. reduction of the new improved day 
schools without delay in such places 
as the conditions aie favorable to 
tiieir successful operation.

(3) That it would be a mistake at 
vois time to introduce any question 
chat might divert tlie attention of the 
government from this main object.

, Fevpr Day Schools.
(4) And that, in regard to the par­

ticular points contained in your com­
munication. (a) "the Protestant resi­
dential school <m the Blackfoot re­
serve,” in view of all the facts before 
tiie Advisory Board, from the repre­
sentatives of the government and the 
officials of the school regarding toe
unsanitary condition of the school* it
would defeat the main object if they 
urged the necessity of its retention at
ibis ti,uve.

(b) "That residential scnools will 
meet the requirements of the province 
better than apy kind of day schools.” 
I he board felt that they were not pre­
pared to cyminit themsleves to a 
statement that they would practically 
uuilily tiie action they are taking in
iiipport of the now scheme ar.d ex­

clude the improved day schools from 
the whole province of Alberta.

HEALTH OFFICERS REPORT.
A gratifying feature in connection 

with the report of the Medical Health 
Officer, Dr. White!aw, is the statement 
that the city continues remarkably free 
from contagious disease. Of the eleven 
cases of typhoid fever during the month 
only one was contracted within the city. 
The complete report is as follows :

Infectious Disease.
The city continues to be remarkably 

free from infectious disease. Of eleven 
cases of typhoid fever reported at the 
hospitals, ten have acquired the disease 
outside the city limits. The exception 
was an inmate of a tent near the river 
bridge and contracted the disease from 
using the river water at this point, 
which is below the point of entry of the 
Saskatchewan avenue sewer. It is alto­
gether likely a large percentage of the 
cases coming from Clover Bar are due 
to the same inexcusable carelessness, in 
using the river water contaminated by 
the city sewage. Mumps have been some­
what prevalent and there are many 
cases not reported.

The Incinerator.
During the month 1108 tons have been 

consumed, of which 1657 were manure, 
or an average of 4G tons per day. In ad­
dition 11 horses and cows, 34 degs and 4 
calves were disposed of. Receipts were 
$2i .20. The cost averages .about 41c per 
ton for all material destroyed.

Health and Relief—Applications for 
relief have greatly decreased during the 
mdhth. The amount expended for fuel, 
food and board is approximately $80.00.
