R employees lost their lives as a re-
sult of the wreck of a special freight
at Hill's Siding, near Folleigh
Lake, early this morning. James O.

1 McLeod were crusheds to death,
ind fireman John Mclsaac died after
being taken from the wreck. The
frain was made up of 20 cars, and
v'as boound north.*

The bodies of MclLeod,
Brakeman Davidson and Fireman Mc-
fsaac were brought to Truro at 6.30
this morning. McLeod died after be-
‘ng removed from his engine by Con-
juctor Harry Baker and Brakeman
Yeomans.

At
three o'clock assistance came from
Folleigh, and later the auxiliary and
the doctors came from Truro. When
the latter arrived MclLeod was beyond
Lope. The entire party then searched
for the missing men, and found them
after a great deal of hard work.

Crushed and Mutilated.

The bodies were removed as quick-
ly as possible. - An- inquest will be
leld this aftermoon at the undertak-
er's rooms.

MecLeod belonged to Salmon Riyer,
near Truro: he leaves a wife and five
children. Davidson came from Bass
River, Colchester, being one of the
well - known family of James W. Da-
vidson, Fish Warden of the county;
he leaves a wife and seven children.
Mclsaac’s father and mother live at
Feundry Hill, Truro. The young man
was 24 years of age, and was known
by man of his intimates as “Speaker
John” from hig habit of taking part
in public discussions. His talent in
that line is said to have been remark-
akble.

The position of the wrecked en-
gine and cars is in full view from the
track above. The destruction is al-
most complete, although the steel
rails can be recovered. Cranes and
wrecking cars are now at the scene,
and everythlng is being done to save
the property. The main line was
cleared at five o'clock.

Yesterday the prayers of petitioners
received the usual attention.

Representations as to Education
from Badger’'s Quay, Moreton’s Hr.,
and Adam’s Cove were in the hands of
Messrs. Blandford, Clift and Crosbie;
as to the C. O. D. system in those of
Mr. Whiteway; as to the need of a
bridge at Farmer’s Arm, in Mr.
Clift's; of the extension of a wharf at
Peace Cove, Trinity, in Mr. Watson’s;
of telegraph at Wood’s Island, in Mr.
Downey's; Mr. Clift had a petition
from Twillingate about the seal fish-
ery; and Mr. Kent one from Torbay
about waste of wood.

The Minister of Agriculture moved
the first reading of a bill to amend
Model Farm Act.

Bills about the Loan for the Branch
Railway lines; about the prohibition
of steamers in the Labrador Fishery,
and the extension of the close time for
Beaver, passed the third reading.

The bill to permit ladies toenter the
Law Society went through committee.

A Select Committee = consisting of
the Min. of Justice, and Messrs. Kent,
Emerson, Squires, Clift, Devereaux
and Crosbie now have charge of the
bill to extend the jurisdiction of Ma-
gistrates.

The bill confirming the agreement
as to the taxation of the ore exported
from Bell Island by the N. S. 8. & C.
Co. and the D. I. & S. Co. was read
a second
Premier, Sir Edward Morris, who ex-
plained the agreement, and said he
had discussed the matter in London
last year with Mr. Harris, the Presi-
dent of the Nova Scotia Steel and
Coal Co., Ltd., and last autumn in the
Coleny with Mr. Plummer, the Presi-
dent of the Dominion Iron and Steel
Ce., Ltd. The formal negotiations
had been entrusted to Mr. P. T. Mec-
Grath.

The agreement in the case of each
company provides:—

(1) For the Company to pay 7%
cents on every ton of 2240 lbs. ex-
pcrted from Bell Island between Jan.
1 1910, and Dec. 31st, 1919;

Coopers Meet,

A meeting of the city coopers took
place at the Board of Trade Rooms
last night to discuss with a commit-
tee of the Board of Trade the ques-
tion of reducing the prices of drums.
Mr. G. C. Fearn, who occupied the
chair, said that owing to the high
prices charged by local coopers we
were not able to compete with foreign
markets. Mr. W. C. Job endorsed
this opinion, - and said that he was
moest anxious to bring about an ar-
rangement that would be mutually
satisfactory to all parties, and that at
the same time would obviate the diffi-
culty referred to by Mr. Fearn. Mr.
Geo. F. Power, a Master Cooper, said
that at the present time the coopers
were barely making a living out of
the trade, and if prices were reduced
they would have to close down and
lcok for other employment. Mr. W.
F. Horwood said that the increase in
stcek at the mills was responsible for
the increase in the finished article.
Nir, J. J. Mullally, Master Cooper, dis-
sented from this view of Mr. Horw
He believed that the introduction of
machinery in recent years had caused
an abnormal demand for coopers’
stock, and consequently the prices
were forced un. Owing to tie high
price of heading, staves and hoops
now the coopers coi.id rot make aay
money out of the business like in the
past before the introduction of barrel
making machinery. Mr. W. B. Grieve
believed that like in all other cases in
commercial life supply and demand
had all to do with the business, and
that desultory discussion could not
result in any amelioration of the
conditions. He suggested the ap-
pointment of a committee to enquire
into the whole subject, with instrue-
ticns to go into the subject in all its
details, and report to the general
body. He would be glad to help out
the coopers in every possible way. Mr.
W. A. Munn said that it was a good
thing to see such a meeting being
held to discuss in a calm and friendly
manner their difficulties.

The Russian steamer Korea, buf-
feted by storms on the North Atlan-
tic, and pounded into helplessness by
heavy seas, was abandoned Dby her
crew on March 1st and left to her
fate.

The Korea's crew of
48 men were taken off by the Anchor
Line steamer Caledonia, and are on
their way here. News ,of the disaster
of the Korea was flashed here to-day
in a wireless message from the Cal-
edonia off Cape Race. The rescue
was effected at a point about 300
miles E.N.E. from Cape Race. The
Korea sailed from Sarbik, Norway, on
Feb. 15th for Philadelphia with a
cargo of iron ore. From the meagre
story told in the wireless message .o
the agents of the Anchor Line here
tQ-day it was only possible to gather
the outline of how the staunch Rus-
sian steamer met her fate. When the
Caledonia encountered her, however,

It is not very clearly stated,
but it seems to me that Mr. Gosling
agrees with my views that the meet-
ing of the Norsemen with the savages
in skin boats limits the position of
Vinland. Eskimos are not known
south of Newfoundland. From Lab-
rador they often crossed over to our
island for short trips. In North Am-
erica Newfoundland was their limit.
There are three important questions
concerning North America. The dis-
covery Mr. Gosling rightly gives the
credit to John Cabot. He is somewhat
dubious at first about the continued
possession and trade. of the English
to Newfoundland, but with a final
juotation from the British Ambassa-
dor at the Treaty of Utrecht he con-
firms my view of the subject. As to
the landfall, he considers it was
somewhere on the East Coast in the
neighborhood of Bonavista or Trin-
ity. Every one I think will admit that
Bonavista, or Good Sight, is a very
natural name for landfall, and this
name appears, as Mr. Gosling admits
on very early maps. Bonavista was
the landfall of . both Cortereal and
Cartier. It is marked as the landfall
of Cabot on a French and English
map, showing that in this early peri-
nd it was universally recognized
John Cabot’s landfall.. All this is
strong enough, but #HeTé “is” thueH
more convineing evidence. The great
geographer, Sir Clements Markham,
told the writer that the name Keels,
or Keels Strand; in the neighborhood
f Cape Bonavista, was the clearest

vidence .of the landfall. After a
long voyage the old ships would havec
to be hauled up and cleaned, and this
was the name always given to the
careening cqve. John Cabot hoisted
the Royal Ensign and took possession
in the name of the King. The next
good harbor to Cape Bonavista is
King’s Cove. In the old foreign maps
t is called “The Royal Port.” It was
n St. John the Baptist’'s Day that
our Colony was discovered. In the
ld maps there is in this region
round Cape Bonavista a Bay
Zacharias, father of John the Bap-
tist, and a river Jordan where he was
baptized. Do not all these striking
coincidences point clearly and con-
clusively to Cape Bonavista as Cabot’s
landfall? I will refer to other parts
of this interesting work on Labrador
in my next. D W. P

Chief of the Black
Hand Sentenced.

New York, Feb. 22.—Lupo, the re-
puted chief of Blackhand in America;

Guiseppe Moréllo. chief - of Syrian

counterfeiters, in this country and six
of their confederates were found
guilty to-day of making counterfeit
money, and were sentenced to-night
to terms of hard labour in the federal
prison, at Atlanta, Ga., varying from
fifteen years and $1,000 to 30 years
and $1,000.

The accumulated sentences and
fines aggregate 150 years and $76,000.
Lupo who is under sentence of thirty
years for murder in Italy where he
was a fugutive from justice, wept co-
piously during his counsel’s plea for
mercy, and had to be supported as
he ‘was led from the room after sen-
tence. Callicho collapsed in the .arms
of two marshalls sobbing *“Not just,
not just.”

Morello fainted and went into con-
vulsions. All the others sobbed bit-
terly. The sentences are as follows:
